Bills of indictment had been found acainst
these unfortunate neblemen by the grand jury
of Surrey, They were very long, and stated,
amongst many other things, ¢ that not haviug
the fear of God in their hearts, und being
moved by the instigation of the devil, they had
tricd to exalt the person pretending tobe Urince
of Waules.”

The Sergeant-at-Arms was then called to
make proolumatien for the Licutenant of the
Tower to bring his prizoners to the Bar, which
he did in the following manner:

“0Q yes, O yes, O yes, Lieutenant of the
Tower, bring forth your prisoners to the Bur,
together with copies of commitments, pursuant
to the order of the House of Lords,”

With the axe carried before thew, but the
cdge turncd from them, Lord Balmerino and
his comapanions were brought to the Bar, and

[ {alling on their koeos, were ordered fo rise by

the Lord Iigh Steward. The copy of com-
mitment having been read, the Clerk of the
Court severally arruigned the three noblemen.
Lerd Balmerino's turn came the last.

* Are you guilty or not guilty of this trea-
sot, Arthur, Lord Balmerino ?”

“ This ix not a proper time to speak of other
watters, It is my duty to inform your Lord-
ship of the rules of Luw, which vequire that you
should first plead to the indictment.”

“ Then, my Lord, you wiil oblize me to tuke
up more of your time than I had intended, for
T cannot plead guilly, T will not waste your
time. I require to be Leard, and then I will
plead.”

“ (God send your Lordship a geod deliver-
ance,” was the reply, and the Sergeant-at-Arms
mude proclamation :

« () yes, O yes, O ycs, all manner of persous
that will give evidence against Arthur, Lord
Balmerino, on behalf of our sovereign lord the
King, let them come forth and they shall be
Lieard, for mow he stands at the Bar upon his
deliverance.”

Then Sir Richard Lloyd, counsel for the
Kinn, observed that as he had pleaded < net
guilty,” it was ineumbent on those who had the
honor to serve the Crown to preve his guilt,

Poor Balmerino, true to the lust to the in-
terests for which he died, listencd with a still,
calm eountenance to the speech of the counsel
for the King, a few lines of whizh I trunseribe
for such as may not have examined the State
Trials of that most urfortunate period :

Several witnesses were then examined, some
of whicli were not very clear as to the time in
the month the prisoner was at Carlisle.

At the conclusion of their examination, the
Lord High Steward remarked, that though the
witnesses could not swear that he was there on
the day named in the indictment, yet they had
proved he had been in arms at the head of a
treop of rebels, and the couneil and judges ex-
pressing the same  opinion, Balmerino was re-
moved from the Bar, and the question was put
severally to each of the assembled peers Dy the
Lord Iligh Steward, heginning with the
youngest, as follows, saying :

“ Heary Arthur, Lord 1Terbort of Cherbury,
what says your TLordship? is Arthur, Lord
Balmerino, guilty or not guilty of the high
treason whereol” he stauds indicted ?”

Amidst breathless rilence, the young peer
stood up in his pluce, his head uneovered, and
laying his right hand ou his breasi, he an-
swered :

“ (juilty, upon my honor."

e was again summoned in the same order
as before, and acquainted that he was found
guilty of the erime of high treason.

On thy sccond day hie applied for bencfit of
connsel, which was uccorded to him, he being
under the belief that the flaw in the indictment
relative to the time he was at Carlisle would
quash it 50 as to render it illegal,

The chicf plea set up by the Iriends of Bal-
nierino was, that as the bill of indictment was
ssued by the grand jury of Surrey, in which
county no offence lad been committed, that
the whole thing should be set aside, or at least
an arrest of judgment be granted; and this
idea, being submitted to his counsel, was
thought by him of no avail,

tesolved to stand by his principles to the
last, and never suc for life i the suppliant
terins used by his fellow-prisoners or hinve re-
course to their own servile languaee, in the
fuint hope that the stony heart of (leorge the
Second would he touched hy their appeat to his
Most Sucred Mujesty, he simply expressed hig
sorrow that he had taken up any unnecessary
time, and begsmed his Lordship to intercede
with the Ning.

The three peers then had sentence of death
passed on them, as follows, This sentence was
aceording to the hrutal spirit of the times:

I'he sentence of hanging was, a8 is usual,
commuted to that of behending, en account of
the ravk of the prisoners. The old peer had
not been suffered to be much alone during
those sorrowful days that intervened between
his committal to the Tower and his execution.
He had been very anxious that ¢ his pretty
Pegey,” us he wus wont to call his heart-broken
wile, should be in the Tower with him ; but
that favor being refused, she took lodgings for
her niece, Murion, and herself in Jast Smith-
field; so that the husband and wife were con-
stantly together during the time of his impri-
sonmeant,

Attacked by a severe illness when on his way
from Lord DBalmerino's home in Argyllshire,
Edward St. John was incupacitated, perhaps
fortunately for himself, from being at the fatal
field of Culloden,

He had taken advantage of the very first
days of convalescence to repair to London, on
hearing of the arrest and approaching trial of
Lord Bulmerino, passed the best part of his
time with the prisoner, and when not so em-
ployed, was engaged in the tusk of soothing the
anguish of Marion and her aunt.

Muintaining perfeet calmness to the last,
without at the sume timeshowing u1y symptoms
of bravado, this good peer preparud for death,
his single sorrow consisting in the reflection
that he had not died in his armor at Culloden,
beside his friend and brother in arms, the
veteran Marshal,

‘The 18th of August being the day appointed
for the execution, at six o'clock in the morn-
ing a troop of the life guards, another of horse-
grenadier guards, and o thousand foot guurds,
marched to Tower Hill. A large number of
them were posted around the scaffold, and the

remainder were drawn up in two lines, reaching
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trom the Tower gate to the scaffold itself. At
eight o’clock, the sheriff, accompanied by the
wader sheriffs and their officers, proceeded to the
house they had hired for the reception of the
prisoners on Tower Hill, and then went 1n pro-
cassion to the outer gate of the Tower, and, 2o-
cording to .ancient custom, kuocked at the
gate, the Warden asked from within:

“ Who's there?”

¢ The Sheriffs of London and Middlesex.”

¢ What do you want ?” .
‘ «The bodies of William, Barl of Kilmar-

neck, and Artbur, Lord Balmerino.”
« 1 will go and inform the Lieutenant of the

Tower,"” replied the Warden.

The same fight of stairs in the Tower led to
the apartments of both thesc unfortunate no-
blemen, and on descending the staircase they
encountered each other; they shook hands
warmly, and for the first time, save during the
agony of parting with his wife and the two
young people, Lord Balmerino betrayed symp-
toms of emotion,

¢« My Lord,” said he, “I am very sorry to
have your company 1 this cxpedition; butl
beg to ask your Lerdship one question.”

« Any question, my Lord, that you shall
now think proper ask, I believe I shail have no
reason te decline amsworing,”

% \Why, then, my Lord, did ysu ever sec or
koow of any order, signed by the Prince
(menning the Pretender’s son), to give no
quarter at the battie of Culloden 7”

% No, my Lord.”

« Nor I, either, and therefore it scems to be
an accusation to justily their own murderous
schemes,

¢« No, my Lord, I do vet think that infer-
ence can be drawn from it; because, while I
was a prisouner at Inverness, I was informed by
several oficers that there was such an order,
gigned George Murray, and that it was in the
Duke’s custody.”

% Lord George Murray!” replied Balmerino;
‘“ why, then, they should not charge it on the
Prince. But, dear Lord Kilmarnock,” he
added, I am only sorry that I canrot pay all
this reckoning alone, Once more, furewell for
ever.”

Whilst the form of delivering over the pri-
soners to the Sheriff was being gone through,
the Deputy Licutenant cried out, aecerding to
ancicnt usage, * God bless King (icorge!™ to
which Lord Kilmarnock assented by a bow,
but Lord Balmerine exeliimed :

“(3od bless King James!”

The procession then moved on, onc of the
Sheriffs walking with either peer; their two
hearses and a mourning coach bringing up the
rear; two Presbyteriun clergymen betug with
Lord Kilmarueck, and the chaplain of the
Tower with Lord Balmerivo,

The Right Kev, Dr. Delany, Bishop of
the Diocese, presided, assisted by the [Lov, Canon
Neville, I'P., and the church was crowded, the con-
gregation including most of the lewding Catholic
families of the district,  Having ascended the altar,
Tather Burke spoke as follows :—

needy and the puor. The Lord will deliver him in
the evil day. The Lord will preserve Lim in ife
and make bim blessed upon the carth, and will not
deliver him into the hands of his enewmies. The
Lord will lelp him upon his bed of sorrow.—
Psalm XL.

May it please your Lovdship—Denrly Beloved
Brethren, is it not o strange thing that Almighty
God pronounced him blessud that understoed con-
cerning the nevdy and the poor? We can easily
realize the blessing of God descending npon those
who understand great mysterios, the crowning
mystery, for exumple, of the gift of faith ; but what
mystery is there under heaven about the needy and
the poor that he should be pronounced blessed who
understandeil concerning them?  Our Lord Lim-
self said of them—"The pour yon have always with
you” We Dbehold them with eur eyes, we hear
their cry of sorrow, the mest fastidious amongst us
caunot shut them out from him, they will intrude
apou him and will put their wants before us in
every form of afiliction. It would seem indeed as if
there was nothing mygterious, nothing hidden about
God's poor, and yet you have the wordsz of Seripture
indicating that thers must be something mysts-
rious, sonicthing wouderful about the poor needy
since Almighty God has said, “ Blessed is the man
who understandeth concerning the needy and the
poor What is thiy mystery, dearly beloved? It
is to explain thig mystery, and to awaken your con-
sciences to the importance of & good understundiz g
of it that I have come here to-day, T need not tol?
you that T am come here to plrad for the cause ot
mercy-—to plead for the Sisters of Alercy, and make
their appeal fo you. 1n cvery form of Divine chn-
rity and ministration in which they are engaged
they ask for you to-day to fill their hands that they
may be enabled to pursue successfully that work
unto which they have been conscersted by the
Chuvch of God.

It is therefore for the needy und the poor I am
come to speak to you, and I tell you now, * Blessed
is the man that noderstandeth conceraning them,”
for this gift of understanding is not given to many.
What is tlis mystery we have to understand? It
is, dearly beloved, the mystery of mercy. A great,
a high, a godliko virtue this, containing in itself
as in a distilled essence, all the other virtues which
make man like God. Rclleet on this—there are
twe kinds of virtue. There i3 the virtue which,
strictly and theologically speaking, is uot found 1n
God at all, nor can we imagine it in God. Ttis the
virtue that pre-supposes inferiority or misery of
some kind or the other. IFor instanee, we know
among the higher and most necessary victues for us
ig the fear of tho Lord. “ The beginning of wis-
dom,” says the Psnlmist, ¢ is the fear of the Lord»

We cannot imagine. that virtue existing in God.
Fear! of whom could God ba afraid? Fear tuvolyes
a senso of wenkness, a sense of possible impending
danger. There is no weakness, no dependence, no
possible danger threatening the life, which ia essen-
tinl and absolute. Again tho virtue of Humility, so
grand in man, cannot be conceived as existing
God, for Humility presupposes a superior to them-
selves, and regulates our relations to Him ; but God
has no supevior, therefore FHe cannot Lo said to pos-
segs the virtue of Humility, And so whatever vir-
toe presupposes inferiority or weaknees or any im-

perfection must be excluded from God. Buf there
are other virtues which are found essontial in Al-
mighty God, and they are the pure perfections that
involve God, without any idea of imperfection
whatever. Among those attributes of pure virtue
which are the highest, the grandest, and the most
prominent in Almighty God are the virtuo of Omni-
potent Power, and the virtue of infinite goodnoss
and love. God is Ompipotent. God's will bides no
obstacle in tbat void space of nethimgness from
which He drew all things created at His will. And
united to this Omnipotence is Geod's infinite love
and goodness—a goedness which is defined by St.
Thomas to be the virtue which, possessing perfec-
tiona, prompts the possession of those perfections to
spread them out and let others partake of that
which He has himself. Hence, it was the goodness
of God that made Him create in the beginning. In
Him was cssential life, essential cxistence, and
without Him was nothing; and then out of the
great and infinite goodness of His nature He created
all things that were made—that is to say He gave
to nothing some portion of His own esscntial and
eternal existence. Arguing upon this the great St.
Thomas concludes that if man had never fallen, if
man had never sinned, the Son of God would have
become nan because the infinite goodness of God
was such that He would extend himself, as it were
that Ile would devise to creatures His whole divine
purfections, and so unite himself with them, The
virtue of Mercy is the union of these twe attributes
of God. Mercy, whether it exist in God or in crea-
tures menns power and influence, animated by love.
Power nlono will not constitute mercy. How often
do we not see, how often have we not read in the
history of the world the abuse of power—tyranny.
How scldony, in truth, is great power accompanicd
by such goodness as would produoe mercy. Oa the
other hand, love alone; goodness alone is not
merey, because a man might have the most loving
heart that ever throbbed in human bosom, but if
that man be powerless—if he has not the mecans in
his bands, all he can give is commisseration and
sympathy in the form of mercy unless when he has
the means in his hands. But when power and good-
uvss meet then comes forth from that sacred union
the beautiful fair offspring of mercy. And as the
gootness of God snd the power of God are infinite,
thure does the Scripture tell us is mercy is above
and beyond all things. Now how do we see this
mercy of God, as towards the poor and needy, bring-
ing to us an cxplanation of this mercy? In this
way—amongst the various mercies the Almighty
God has shown us—the mercy-of Creation and the
far groater mercy of Lledemption—there is one mest
striking mercy, which I may call the merey of iden-
tifieation, and that belongs especially to the needy
and poor. Not content with creating us, God re-
deemed us; not content with redceming us, God
substantiated himself under the form of bread and
wine, and remaing for all timo in our tabernacles;
and not content with this abiding in the tabernacles,
the adorable Heart of Jesus went out of him, as it
were,  He bebeld the mysiery of poverty, misery
and weakness which should remain for ever upoun
this earth—for He himself said, “ The poor you have
always with you” He knew their misery and help-
lessness, and what did he do?  Oh, he came to their
aid-—ag God aloue can—in & manner worthy of God :
and His sacred Heart went out of Him inte the
poor. Ile took His stand in the midst of them, and
said, ® While there is faith on earth my children
shall be cared for ; while there is hope in the breast
of the faithful man, my clildren shall be tended;
while there is charity upoan carth my poor shall not
be neglected; for I will identify mysclf with them,
and T will preclaim to the world—to those who be-
lieve, and hope, aud love—thut whatever they wish
to administer to me they can do it, and find me in
the person of my puor.” There is the test the mercy
of Jusus Christ provided; a strong remedy for a
great evil ; an abiding remedy for an abiding want.
e takes is place among the poor, and He says,
“ Man of faith, X will disguise my omuipotcnce un-
der the furm of helplessness; 1 will disgnise my
riches under the form of poverty ; and I tell youin
the name of my poor, that whatsoever you do unto
them you do also unto mue.”

Fehold, then, dearly Leloved, the grent mystery
concerning the needy and the poor. At first sizht
it might scem strange to us {halt merey alone, ac-
cording to the werd of Jesus Christ, is made the
erucical test that shall decide man’s fitness for Hea-
ven, Have you evorreflected on the great Judgment
seena deseribed by our Divine iLord?  There, as-
sembled before THm., <hall Le the vast herd of 1oan-
kiml—11is clect on His right hand, and on Ilis left
the reprobate, who are to be cast away, never to b
hold the face of God again, Then in the cloud of
majesty shall the Son of God come to solve for ever
the problem of the destinies of the whole race of
mankind, and to vindicate His own action and His
own sentence upon them.  In that day merey, and
merey alone, shall be made the test of man's fitiess
to enter the Kingdom of Ieaven. To those upon
hix right land will the Awful Judge say: ¥ Come,
ye thrice Llessed Iof my Father in leaver, Come,
wscend with me inte the realms of everlasting glory.
Come, and behold the Kingdom that my Father hatls
prepared for you. For I say unto you, this is not
the first time you and I met, I was Lungry, and you
fed me. I was thirsty, and you gave me to drink,
1 was naked, and you clothed me. I was houseless
and honieless, and you took me in? And they,
woudering (to use the words of Scripture)—wondcr-
ing at the suddenness of their own unexpected
salvation, dazzled Ly the glory that is already
gleamming upon them, and ravished in heart by the
were contemplation of that Lapsiness which shall
be their unexpect destiny for ever—they all cry out,
“Lord God! awful and adorable Lord! we accept
Thy blessing, but we cannot understand Thy praise.
When wert Thou O awful God, hungry ? Whendid
we behiold Thee naleed? When dild we ever take
Thee in? O Saviour Chirist, when was this?” And
Te, turning to the peor, will say to His elect, “ Do
yeurecogriza there?  Did you ever see these faces
before 7 Yes, Lord, these we saw, but not Thy
face. There were teans in these eyes when we saw
them Jast, These hands were extended te us in
trerbling supplication when we saw them before.
‘These heads wers drooping with pain when we
raised them up,  'These hearts were breaking when
we whispered a word of consolation and pity intheir
ears. ‘T'hese we saw, O Lord, but not You” And
then e will answer and say, © Come, come to the
glory of My kingdom; come to my Father's em-
brace; eome to the lizht of Ged's cverlasting happi-
ness and plory, For amen 1 say unto you, what
you did to these you did uato Me. I was amongst
thum ; they were my representatives. What you
did untothem you dit unto Me.”  I'hen, turning to
the reprobate, e will say unto them: * Depart, O
you accursed, for whom I Inbored and prayed, and
shed My blood in vain, Depart you thrice accursed
inlo vverlasting flames, But I will not send you
away without assigning My reason. I will not con-
demn you eterarlly without giving you the reason
of your condemnation. Yousaw mo before, Icame
to you huugry, and you refused to give Me to eat.
{ came to yon nnked, and your hands refused to
clothe Me. I was harborless, and you refused to
toke Me in"  And they also, when their doom has
come upon them, will ¢ry out: ¥ Lord, Lord, Saviour
and God, ere You cast us away for ever, let us put
in one plen,  We swear before high heaven had we
seen Thee we would never havo let Thec pass
hungry, or naked, or houscless without ministering
unto ‘Thes. Oh, strony Son of God, where did we
behold Thoee in this pitiful plight 2" And He, turn-
ing to the poor, will answering say: *Cast your
meiciless cyes upon these? Did you ever see them
before?"- The reprobate will answer: “ ¥es, Lovd,
we saw these. They were the pest and scourge of

socicty. -‘Chey were the nuisances that crossed our

path, a3 we picked our dainfy steps through the
pleasant places of onr daily life. Thess were the
voices that grated upon our ears, But we could not
bear the sight of their misery, nor gould we listen
to the cry of their want, nor the wail of their sorrow.”
“Then depart from we,” our Lord will say “depart
from Me into the heart of Hell; depart into ever-
lasting flanies. Far these poor are mine, and what
you refused to do unto them, you refused to do uuto
me. There ig the scene described by our Saviour.
What does it mean ? Are wo to gather from this
that provided we are merciful to the poor all things
are smooth for us, all things arc settled? No, my
dearly beloved, that is not the meaning. If Heaven
were reserved for the merciful only in this sense, if
mercy alone were sufficient to gain Heaven, then it
would not be true that the fernicator, the drunkard,
the impure man, the ambitious man, and the re-
vengeful man, shall never enter the kingdom of Hea-
ven. For all these might be merciful. But the
meaning of it is, that Christian mercy includes in
itself the three grand virtues by which the Christian
man is raised to his supernatural dignity, and is
made the child of (fod—namely, the virtues of
Faith, of Hope, and of Charity. For, remembering
that it is not by mere human virtue we can assert
our character ag Christians, much less enter the
kingdom of God. I might have prudence, and be
the most forecasting of men. I might have justice
for which the Pagan of old was so honored he
recerved the title of the Just. I might have tempe-
rance and fortitude ; I might have the hearts of my
friends won by my amiability and kindness of
nature. Surround me with every gift, but deny me
the Faith, the Hope and the Love that descend
from God, that regard God, the theological victues,
and you have only the beginning, but no Christian ;
for as St. Puul s2id—" Now there remain Faith,
Hope and Charity, these three, but the greatest of
these is Charity. Here is the mystery. Mercy
embodies and includes the three, if it be the merey
which ¥ to go up and be crowned by Our Lerd
Jesus Christ.

First of all, it is founded upon Faith. What is
Faith, dearly beloved brethren? Faith I may de-
fine correctly for the purpose of our present cen-
sideration, as the virture of intellectual power in
man, which enables him to recognize hig Ged. Faith
is the argument of things that appear not. The
Scriptures tellus enr God is 8 hidden Ged. No man
on earth ever saw God, Faith, therefore, is the vir-
tue which renlizes the unseen God, no matter what
His disguise. In the Incarnation He toek the dis-
guise of a little trembling helpless child upou his
mother’s bosom.  He Urought the Magi from the
Fast, and they knelt down and adored the littie in.
fant as their Lord and their God. They did not see
their God., They only saw the little babe; but they
xcognized in him their God, through Divine faith,
Christ our Lord spoke to Fis Apostles, and said:
“ Whom do men say ITam?” and they answered,
“Scome say you are Elirz: some, John the Baptist,
and others, Jeromias, or onc of the prophets.” Jesus
said to them : ¥ Whom do yousay that Iam?’ The
moment the words escaped the lips of the Lord,
down went Peter upon his knces—Peter, the Prince,
the intellectual and spiritual eye of the Apostolic
College—and prostrate before Jusus Christ he de-
¢lared his faith—JLord, other men say thou art
prophet, or call thee Baptist; but I proclaim thou
art Christ, the Son of the living God!” Did Peter
see him as God? Ne; for Jesus answering, gaid to
him : ¢ Blessed art thou, Simon Bar Jona, becaus:-
flesh and blood hath not revealed it to thee, but my
Father who is in heaven! And to-day Christ our
Lord, the sunme God, takes the form of bread and
wine. There is neither bread nor wine there, but
the living bedy aud blood, soul and divinity of
Jusus Christ. U'naer the mere appearance of the
unsubstantial species God hides himself, Have we
the slightest difficulty in recegnizing Him? Not
the slightest. We recognize Him ag readily under
that strunge disguise as the Orientals recognized
him 1n tho bahe of Bsthlehem, asdid Peter in the
the man who spoke, and as the Virgin Moiher and
Magdelen recognized and adored him, bleeding upen
the cross.  How do we do this? By Dirine Faith,
which means the (aculty of realizing and recogniz-
ing Ged, no matter what His disguise,  What mat-
ters it to me and you, children of the Faith, what
dirguise the Almirhity God takes—whether it be a
human form or an inanimate form, a disguise of
created strength or created weakness—all I want
to know is that my Lord is there, and that I kneel
down to adore Him and minister unto 1lim, Now,
Faith comes in and looks npan the poor, the blind,
the lnme, the wretched, and the siek—those whom
the world Tenthe and detest—those seliom the poli-
ticnd ceonomists wonld fuin wipe off the fuce of the
carth—those to whom the State deals out its
economical relief, degracding them as the only con-
dition of presivving their wretched  existence —
These the man of fuith  beholdds with a certain awe,
and with a certain revercuce, and says to himself:
“ I have the word of God for it, that if tlwre is onc
class of men on carth who represent Jesus Clrist, it
is those poor, wretched, miserable people, with
whom e was well pleased to ideatify ITimself,” and
witha feeling of awe and reverence, the man of Faith
then Lows down before them, supplics their wants,
and gives them assistance, The benovolent heatt of
man withount Faith might prompt Lim to relieve the
misery he witnesaes; that human benevolence is
beautiful ; bhut it is only a huwman virtue, and can
have only hursun reward.  1[nman benevolence can
never 1ift o man up from the Valley of Jehosaphat
and place iim in eternal glorg. A man must be
able tooay, “Christ, I recognize in these poor peo-
ple, the sivk and miserable and sieicken, whom I
saw before and avound me, and wlile I ministered
unto them, O Lord God, it was beeause I recogrized
you antengst them,”

Secondly, where is our hope. What is our hope ?
It is that we shall one day arise with Jesus Christ
to cternal glory.  If our hiope is anything clse we
are the most wrotched of men.  Our hope should ba
that as Jesus Christ has risen to glovy we might rive
with ITim—that we might pass from glory to glory
until we behold the face of the Lord our God. ‘That
sheuld be the summit of the hepes of each—it should
be the aspiration of each to attain that eternal glory,
and most unhappy and miserable is the man who
stepped in the march of hope at anything short of
God, Hwman dignitics, glory, wealth,uadying fame
may b before us, but they are all short of God.—
The mind and the heart of man goes beyond them
all noreen he bo even satisfivd until he comes to
God. A man who has gnined a kingdom on cartl,
and even eversthing the world can afford him must
nosbe content with them but sheuld cryout #1
shall be satisfied only when Thy glory shall appear
to me, O God.” Therefore, all our hopes are bound
up in the poor. If ever the crown of glery is lo
rest upon our brows ; if ecver the brightness of God
is to appear before our eycs, that crown must rest
upon us after being placed there by the hands of
the poor, and thus let in the undimmed glory of
God’s presence upon us, All our hopes, therufore,
arc hound up in the poor. Our Faith tells us how
to rogard the poor. Faith and hope shonld unite
finally in the glorious ministrations of charity, for
the preatesy of those virtues is charity, If you ask
me wlhnt was God doing from all eternity—what
was Giod doing threugh all the ages before He creat-
od anything—Ypfore an angel ever beheld His face
in Heaven—Leldre & human being was able to lift
up a voico of praise from carth—my answer is, God
through all eternity was engaged 1n the work of in-
finite love. Ged was love through all ecternity,—
When the carth was made, when man was created,
whence came this creature of God—those most
splendid faculties and powers which God guve him?
The answer is that this crenture came not from the
necessity of God, for God was freedom ; not from the

want of God, for God stood in need of nothing. The

only argument that could be advanced as a reason
for their existence was the infinite love of God which
made him love them and create them. It was
mercy that brought the eternal God down from
Heaven to this earth with a body created for the
sole purpose of suffering sorrow, with human heart
created only that it might break for love and ex-
pire for sorrow brought on by love; so that the
action of God towards His creatures as a Creator
and Redeemer might be summed up in the one ex-
pression—God is love. And so alse our faith and
hspe regarding the poor and needy should come
from love. Behold then those three theolegical
and supernatural virtues united in the one act of
mercy.

* Nowif love be the life of God—if mercy be the
very essenge of God's actions towards his creatures,
it fellows that wherever the speuse of God is found,
there upon her brow we must find the shining at-
tributes of mercy. It might be asked whether God
has condescended to espouse to himself any creature
or society of creatures. Yes, God has revealed dis-
tinctly to us that he has espoused to himself, as a
bridegroom espoueed a bride, the Holy Roman Cath-
olic Apostolical Church. And it was out of this
very espousal of Jesus Christ, that 8t. Paul drew the
argument he applied to hasband and wife, when Le
said :—*' Husbands, love your wives a3 Christ loves
the Churck.,” The work of mercy should be found
in the Church of Ged, a palpable shining attribute
as a sign by which all men should know that its
members were the gons of God. That mercy should
be like the merey of God himself—like the merci-
ful heart of Jesus Christ. It sheuld be a constant
mercy—it should be a tender and compassionate
mercy, a laborious and efficacious mercy, and n well-
ordered mercy. Thatmercy should be like the mer-
ciful heart of Jesug Chriet himself—an unfailing
tide of benediction, for Christ never failed to receive
miscry, when it came befors him, no matter in what
form. The Reverend Preacher having quoted from
Scripture to show how those four qualities of the
merey of Jesus Christ were exemplifiied in his works
upon earth—how tender, how compassionate, how
laborious, and how well ordered His charity was—
went on to sny that, as those four attributes shone
forth in the heart of Josus Clirist 80 should they
biaze forth also in the hand and on the forehead of
the Church, because she was his spouse. In the
first place the Church was the only body in the
world in which the charity of God was sat in order.
Ordinait in me cusitatems. Charity, indeed the Church
secmed to sy, charity and mercy were not mere
trausitory ebulitiong of feeling ; they were reduced
to an ordinary eccupation to a state of lite to which
the holiest of her children were consecrated as the
only business of their lives, and by which they
should stand or fall for time and for eternity, The
reverend preacher dweld with pride upon the orders
selected from the best, the noblest, the purest and
the holivst of the Church’s children who came to her
and knelt before her with all the world might de-
sire, flinging their wealth at her feet, offering their
brauty, their talents und all they had that the world
looked on with cagerand covetous cyes that it pos-
sesses it for its own purpoges—who came laden with
all the clirms of maiden virginal purity, and said to
the Church—* Mother, our only ambitien is to ¢n-
ter thy sanctuary, clothe ourselves with the robes of
holiness and minister to God for the rest of our
lives. The well-ordered charity of the Church was
s1<0 showu in the way in which she directed the
Inbors of these consecrated angels of merey, first to
the cave of the souls and secondly te the ¢ure of the
bodics of her poor, The BIsters of Mercy went into
the hovel of the poor, to the bedside of the sick and
dying, first to Lreathe words of divine faithand con-
solation into the vars of the ufllicted, to 1ift up the
cloud that might overhang them in their despair,
and to bear their cares by lightening them first of
the anxicties of the soul.
At this moment one of the strangcest phenomena
that Protestantism has produced under our very
eves ig an effort to establish something in imitation
of the religious orders of the Catholic Church. For
the ficst time fn three hundred yewrs this barren
mothier has made an attemyt to produce an Order
of Murey., Butso shange is the attempt, so like
the parent is this offspring, so terrible the lubor of
its parturition, amidst the indignation and scorn of
all real, true-bearted Protestants, the «quintesgence
of wliose religion is—Jet there be no conseeration
attached to any worl of merey, but Iet it be a mere
chullition, a passing thing—so unlike the little
chiid or bantling to the great Catholic mother, who
alone can produce evidence of legitimaey, that all
acknowledge it is an affaiv of to-day and te-morrow,
and that will pass awar with the thousand-and-one
phases in which their false religion is cust,  But in
the Catholic Church, from the very beginning—
from the day the Apostles appointed the deavons to
logk after the widows and to feed the poor, down to
the day= of the glorious 8t. Lauvence, whose festival
we celebrate to-day, and who brought the poor before
the Pagan eroperor, and said, “ Behold the treasure
of the Catholic Church”—down through all her Or-
ders and Saints, the tide of mercy has ever flowed
strongly and steadily ag the principles of life; and
the brichtest Baints that God has given His Church
ure noted in the Church for their merey.
Itis & gentle and compassionate virtue, mercy.
Oh, how striking is the contrast between the mevey
of the Catholic Church and what appears to be the
mercy of the world, The mercy eof the world Luilds
a prison-house for the poor. It scparates the hus-
baud from the wife, the mother from her children.
It confines them and deprives them of their heritago
of liberty which is allowed even to the beast of the
field. It sets upon them a brand—cven an external
brand—so that the eye does not know when we be-
hold them. Are they convicts punished for some
crime, or are they only inmates of some workhouse.
The Church of God, on the other Land, takes these
paor with the greatest tenderness, love, and com-
passion, She consecrates, not to their relief but to
their service, her best and her holiest. I am not
apeaking to yon here to-day for the Sisters of Mercy
as the relievers of the poor. By nomeans, I plead
for the servants of the poor—for the little Sisters of
the poor, if you will, as another Order of the Church
loves to be called. She respects their feclings; she
cndeavors ta wipe away their tears and to lighten
their sorrows without dishonoring or degrading
them. She lies down at their feet, in their service,
and venerates them, becauso she recegnizes the
Cross of Christ in their poverty and aftictions.
Finally, it is o laborious mercy ; taking in cvery
form of misery that can present itsell. Are they
ignorant 7—the Sister ot Mercy is there to instruct
them.  Are they sick?7—the Sister of Mercy is at
their bedside to console themn. Are they in dan-
ger *—the Sister of Mercy is there to guard the
young girl, and her virgin arms are flung around
lier to ghield her from all danger. Ave they fatlen
—fallen into the henrt of hell—fallen until they
answer the description given by the Holy Ghost 1
¢ T have known & woman more fatal than death ;
her heart is & net, and her hands are snaies, and her
chamber is the inner gate of hell”—fnllen until they
become the incarnation of sin, and the sight of
them, the voluniary glance af them is sin, and the
air they breathe pollution and eternal death?
Those—uyen thus fallen—no hand may touch with-
out being defiled, save the virgin hand of the Sister
of Merey. She may come, she may raise the peni-
tent's head, and wipe the tears from the cycs that
have wandered so sadly from God. She may wash
the feet that have trodden all tho byeways and in~
tricacics of sin. She mny turn the heart io hope
when no other's words cun comfort, becanse her
words came impregnated with the virtue nnd power
of Jesus Christ, her Sponse.  She alone, without dis-
honor, can stand between that poor peaitent and
the roproach of the whole world, and say: © Hope,

ties by mercy to the poor. Lord and Saviour, Theq
konowvst all things—Thou knowest that my’ lieart
went out that day in works of mercy, and now |
claim from these poor, from Thee, © God, the ¢
ward which my faith teld me was reserved for hini'
who was merciful.” And let that reward be )'our’
own. In truth, when I speak of mercy and its rq
ward I am reminded of the exhortation of the in-
spired writer—""Lay hold on eternal life 1t i;
there l_)efore you, grounded on fnith, sceured on faith
by action of charily and mercy. And in that da
when Faith shall be lost in vision—in thatday whei
Hope shall be rwallowed up in fruitien—in that da
the Cl’}arjty you exercise and the mercy you do to):

Caxsvs or Wickrow—The census returns for this
county wera irsued on Saturday, giving a total po-
pulation of 78,697 persons. Since 1841 the de-
crease has been 48,440, or more than 43 per cent.
Before the famine the population was estimated at
136,000, thus making a decrease of about 50,000
persons in 25 years, Between 1851 and 1871 the
loss was 20,332 of which decrease a great deal,
nearly 17,000, has been attributed to emigration,
This is the last of the Leinster returns, and it tells
the same tale ot rapid depopnlation as the returns
of the other counties which we have so recently no-
ticed.

Inwn Savises Bavks.~Dr. Mancock has published
a well-arranged report containing the statistics of
savings invested in Ireland during the year ending
in June, 1873. The most noteworthy feaiures of
the report are thrse:—From 1863 np to 1872 the
sum invested in Ireland in Government and [Indix
Stock, in depaosits, and cash balances in Irish joint-
stack backs steadily increased.  In '6G3 it was £32,
031,000 in June, 72, it was £66,947,000, In June,
173, it suddenly fell to .£66,027,000. This and other
rtatistical indications show that '73 was the mnst
unprosperous yeur which Ireland has seen since 63,
We rearet to see that thosze most admirabice institu-
tiens the Post Ofice Savings Banks, are net very
Lurpely availed of, fer last year only .£759,000 was
lodged in the Irish Post Office Banks, while £2,131 .-
A00 was deposited in the Trustee Savings Danks,
In reeent years a large falling off has taken place in
the sums Jodged by JTrishmen in Government and
India Stock, but this is cansed by the attraction of
railway and foreign—especially  American—sceu-
rities,

need of telling that Kylemore Castle is the delight-
ful and hospitable home of one of Jreland's trurst
natriote and most genuine friends, Mr, Mitchell
Henry, the senior member for Gulway county. Mr.
Henry's coming to, and “srttlement ¥ in Connemnrn
have now become a part of the kistory of the dis-
trict. Sowme ten or twelve years age he wns aceus-
tomed to come over for his summer fishing {o the
lakes of this distant plree, A little eottage was the
ouly dwelling place he could find ; it was prettily
ensconced in shelter of a rock, and in full presence
of the Pass. The spot grew a pleasant one to him,
and he fixed upon it as o place that ho might im-
prove, and make a fit habitation for his family. Dut
the cottage was too small for this, and he straight-
wny set to work to enlarge it. By degrees, heen-
larged, and by degrees he found that all he was
doing wns not yet enough; so he swept the ald
spot away, and, as if by magic, whilst peeple were
wondering what he could Lo doing in that aban-
doned vegion, the Castle was rising inlo graccful
proportions, into tower and campavile, into ecast
wing and west wing, and to-day, though net yet in
all complete, it stands one of the most beautiful, one
of the clieerivst looking, assuvedly onc of the most
charitable mansions of which this land of ours can
boast. The style of nrchitecture is the Norman-
Gothic, and the peculiar excellenco of both these
styles are harmoniously combined. The interior of
the castle, over which every stranger is kindly
shown by spccial directions from Mr. Henry, is
tasteful beyond description. It is furnished with
all the solid splendour of an old baromial castle,
and with all elegance and applinnces of modern
civilisation. The rooms—library, dining, drawing,
ball billiard and bed rooms are lofty and large, and are
all lighted by gas—for even gas Mr. Henry Lias con-
trived to carry into Connemara. But, marvellovs
ag all about the Castle appears to be, it is only
when you go beyond its precints, that you Uegin to
renlise the vastness and the delieacy of the work
which the Member for Galway has accomplished.
A walk of  fow minw'es takes you to the gnrdens, and
when I had entered through the gate, I confess thnt
I felt as'if T were standing on one of the most beanti-
ful of the terrnces at the Crystal Falace of Sydenbam.
The slopes glittered and almost dazsled you with
the vari-coloured beds of exquisite flowers that
bloomed in rich Iuxuriance and beauty hefors me,
Yet right behind them rose up # frowning moun-
tain—black, rogged, and bare. Closer atill to that
monuntain were ranged the greenhouses, and I
passed with actual bewilderment from one to the
other, There were oranges, bright-coloured, as
these T had scen in the fairest spots of Southern
Europe—grnpes, ripe aud luscious, pine-apples, figs,
and fruits of otlier climes, whose names I liad never
even heard ; there were banama trees with leaves
widespreading and graceful beyond aught I could
conceive; there were tea plants, and suger trees, and
coffec plants, and spice plants, and lovely palms gnd
olives, and glowing flowers eof every hue, bursting
with bloom, and making one fanoy that he had got

But it is not even of
this trinmph of art and perseverance that Mr, Henry
himself is proudest. Ha points, with yet greatcr
pleasurc than his gardens give bhim, to Lis farm
away across yon bright little river.

He then went to G ranley, near Ste-
venage, where he took o large bouse, defraudd
more tradesmen, and again absconded, this time
through & window, and pursued by the pulice un-
successfully for three miles,  In 1849 he reappears
at Malines, in Beluium, defranding a fady of 380
and shortly after at Bruges, colmnittin',f. ht simil:n!
frand.  He returned to England in November, 1840,
and lived first at Tring and then at Snaresbrook,
from both of which places e sudidenty disappeared,
feaving a Jarge number of debts, III.MaL\', 1550, he
was charged nt Maelborough street with'l'r.‘unl,'lml
the cnse broke down, and he was conveyed to White-
crass-steeet prison.  lu 1832 he was prosceuted lor
a fraud at Brighton, and was sentenced o seven
years’ penal sevvitude,  Afler serving a portton of
that term he was released, but, immediately resumn-
ing Lis old practices, Lis ticket-of-loave war revoked
and he was sent baek to prison {0 underso the un-

NEWS OF THE WEEK.
The altered tonc of the London Times when
speaking of the probable restoration of the
Comte de Chambord to the throne of his an-
cestors affords a strong presumption that bis
prospects are now really bright. The difficulty
about the “ lug” is not insuperable, for though
the French Avmy should continue to march to
victory bencath its much loved tricolor, the
white banner of the Bourbons might still wave
over the grave of Henry the Fifth as it wared
over his cradle. And agein the other pre-
tended obstacle to the return of the rightful King
of I'rance—the religious obstacle, to wit,—Iis
fast mclting away before the fervor of the re-
vival of faith awongst the French people, 26
manifested by the Pilgrimages now 2o frequent,
50 numerously attended, and so zealously con-
ducted as to be one of the most striking events
of the current year., I‘rance may again de-
serve i the future the proud title of ¢ Eldest
Daughter of the Church.”

The chief obstacles to the restoration of the
Bourbon monarchy in France are from without,
not [rom within. The party o’ the Revolution
in Ttaly, and not without reasom, laok upon
that restoration as the prelude to a crusade in
behalf of the despoiled Sovercign Pontiff; and
to his re-cstablishment in the enjoyment of his
rights. Lest they should be compelled to dis-
coree their ill-gotten plunder, the Ttalian Re-
;'ol;£L1011ary and anti-Catholic party would seek
to strengthen themselves by alliance with
the Revolutionists and auti-Catholies of tier-
many; so that the advent of Heary Hth to the
throne of France might well be the occasion of
another ISuropenn war—a war not of national-
ities, but of principles.

In such a war the French will be nnimn!.ed
with aspirit far different from that with \\'h'lc}.l
of late years they have been animated, a sPu-n,
which makes those inspired with it, invincible.
They may be destroyed, but not vanquisheq.
With this spirit were those noble Zouaves ani
mated, who, having fought for the ]’?pe, Te-
turned to France to fight for their native land
in the bour of her distress ; and whose desporate
valor put to shame the canaille of the revolu-

tion whosc celerity in rupming away froz'n
Prussian bayonets was only equalled by their
audacity when the only foo opposm} to them
were priests, calotins and puns. It. ie thus -thve
Times speaks of the growth of a religious spirit
amongst all classes in France, :md.of the ever
inereasing influence of religion, which we hope
will ere long make the armies of Franee in-
vincible, the glory of Christendom, and the

scourge of all the enciies of the Hcl‘y See :—

The Carlists are like the
Irish doing battle for “Home Rule,”" for their
Fuerosor ancient constiiutional privileges, ruth-
lessly swept away by the tyrant revelution.—
Their position is as was that of the Irish who
fought for James in 1692; and every Irishman
who wishes to see Home Rule in Ireland set
up, and Imperial centralisation overthrown
would, if he werc consistent, sympathise with
the brave Carliats.

We need not insist upon the continued per-
secution of the Church in Germany fer the
story is becoming monotonous, Sufflee it te say
that bemeath the new despotismim individual
liberty is trampled under foot, and the Cath-
olic has no rights which the Government feels
it its duty to respect. The politicul news from
other parts of Kurope is not interesting,

The ghief event of public interest in the U.
States during the past week has been the cel-
lapse, in more senses than one, of the Graphie
balloon scheme. This monster balloon was, as
our readers must have heard, designed to creas
the Atlantie with & select lot of passengers, for
whose saloty and comfort it was furnished wit

a life boat, and other appliances. The crossing
it was hoped would be accomplizned in about
two or three days under fuvorable circum-
stances. On TFriday of last week it was at-
tempted to indate this enormeus balloon, but
after aa immense quastity of gas had been
ferced in, the cloth tore to pieecs, and the whele
thing ¢ bust.” It is said, but this is doubtfnl,
that a fresh attempt to solve the problem of
aerial navigation will be made.

The Royal Cemmission to investigate the
charges preforred against the Ministry with
regard to the granting of the Pacific Rail
Tload contract, has had several sittings, and
has examined many witnesscs, As however
the chief witnesses for—what wo may, for want
of a better; term, cull—the prosecution have,
$hough summoned, refused to appear and give
evidence before the Commission, no very im-
portant facts have been established, Ancther
excitcment 00 has been caused by the stealing
of a letter {rom the Montreal Post Office, and
the publication of its contents in the Montreal
Heruld. The following are the fiets of the
case.

The letter in cpuestion was from Sir John A.
Macdonald to the Hon. Mr, Pope, and referred
to the appointment of a Iflour Iwospector, for
Montreal, and the anticipated resignation by
Mr. Young of his scat in Parliament, should
the appointment be conferred on him; it also
alluded to steps to be taken to ensure the com-
ing forward of a eandidate in the Mintsterial
interest, should the anticipated vacaney occur.
This letter was dictated by Sir John to his
secretary at Qttawa, wnd in one corner it was
marked pricvate; it was posted in Qttawa, and
in due course arrived in Montreal.

One morning Mr., Young going to the Post
Office for his letters had an envelope contain-
ing Sir John A. Macdonald’s letter to Mr.
Pope given to him; it was, so at least Mr.
Young suys, enclosed in another envelope, and
accompanying it Wwas an anonymous note,
signed ¢ Well- Wisher,” recommending him, Mr,
Young, to note the contents.

The letter thus obtained, though addressed to
Mr. Pope, Mr. Young read, and took to the
Ierald office, by whose managers it was read,
photographed, and published. 1t is said that
the word “prizate” had been torn off, nobady
knows, where, when, or by whom,

The public were taken by surprise. !¢ 1¥ho

stele the letter 2" was the first question that
every man asked his neighbor. ¢ What man-

ner of & place is this Post Office, that letters
can so be stolen 2" was another. An investiga-
tion before the Police Magistrate to discover
the thief and bring bim to justice was at once
inatituted ; but up te the time of writing, Tues.
day, nothing of importance had baen brought
to light ; though on Friday it was said that a
olue had bsen obtained. The autheritics have
offered a reward of $500 for the discovery of
the thief, who, it is to be hoped, may be dis.
covered and meet the reward ef his crimes.
The conduct of Mr, Young has been severely
critieised by some, ard by others, especially by
the Witness, has been warmly defended. In
short party spirit runs very high, and the in-
security of the Post Offie is creating much
alarm. Every merchant, every man has rea-
son to foar that his letters may be stolen in
sur precious Post Office, and their eontents
made public. It reminds us of the excitement
in England in the days of Sir James Graham
and the Mazzioi lotter opening business, when
it was proposed that to the petition in
the Anglican Litany for “all women labor-
ing of child” should be added another for the
‘ safe delivery of the mails.”

THE EccLESIASTICAL WAR. — The attack
upon the Catholic Church in Germany has
oommenced in ecarnest.  Hitherto the State
has been only prepering for the combat; it has
carried a few of the outworks, and has arranged
its batteries: to-day, the fire has opened on the
body of the placc, and we bhear the heavy
thundering of the Bismarckian artillery as it
blazes away upon the defences of the man-
doomed, but God-protected city. We find this
important event thus chronicled in the Berlin
correspondent of the London Times, under date
10th ult:—

@ After leaving the Ecclesiastizal laws unenforced
for a couple of months,Government have thought it
necessary to resort from words to deeds. As the
Bishops cannct be prevailed upan to comply with
the provisions of the new Statutes of their own nc-
cord, they are to be made te do so by the secular
arm."

In other words, as the Bishops have refused
to treacherously abandon the citndel entrusted
to their care, and have declined the degrading
terms of the capitulation offered by the encmy.
the Church is to bs taken by storm. So at
least man propeses ; there is another party, as
the Freneh proverb says, who disposes.

Of the new laws devized for the destruction
of the Chuch, cne on whioh ths State much
rolies, and te tha cnforcement of which it at-
taches much importance, is that whish prohibits
seminaries for the cdueation of youths destined
for the ranks of the Clergy, without the sanc-
tion of the State. Of course if the latter could
get the centrol ¢f the education of the levites,
the religious teuchers of the rising generatien,
into its hands, it might confidenily expect to
be soon able to counteract the presumed dan-
gerous teaohings, and moral infivence of an 1n-
dependent Catholie clergy, It i s if' by way
of suppressing Mcthodism in this country, the
Government should  prehibit 2l  colleges
destived for the bringing wp of 7ounz men as
Mcthodist miristers whose course of studies
had not previcusly been submisted to it, and
reeeived its sanction.  Now, as the 77ures’ cor-
respondent telis us. «ll these zbominable Ger-
mao Bishops,

“have decline to roek Government approval for
the programmes of the clerical rezninaries and train.
ing schools ecunccted with their Sees.

Fix weeks delay was aceorded in the hopes.
that they—tae Bishops—might come to terms,
and make ever their entire spiritual funetions
to the civil magistrate whe claimed the rishs
to determize what doctrines should or should
not be taught 10 candidates for the priesthocd ;
but the time having expired, and the Bisheps
of (rermuny, without a sisgie exception, having
refused to submit, legal action has been taken
against thewm, the Bishop of Iirmeland-—all
henor o his nume for his courageous viedica-
tion of of the fundamantal principles of religi-
ous liberty—heading the list of proseribed pre-
lutes. Vigorous proceedings have been rcsorted
to; schuols have been foreibly closed; any
ordinations—{or Bismarck pretends to control
the operations of the Ioly Ghost and to limit
the action of Giod Tlimself,—that may be con-
forred upon ceclesiastical students in non-
licensed Cutholio seminaries, are declared in-
valid; and the recipients of illegal Orders, will
be *“ draughted into the army as ordinary rank
and file,”  This is the first attack—which, if
unproductive of results, is to be followed up
by severer measures of repression and persceu-
tion. And ‘call this,” adds the 7%imes, “is
in strict aecordance with tho law,” and with
those prineiples of civil and religious liberty
of which Protestants are the chosen advocates,
and which they would enforce throughout the
world, had they the power to do so- So at
leasy we logically conclude from their approval
of the action of the German State towards the
Chureh,

Nor is it on the question of the religious
education of candidates for the Priesthood only
that the Gearman Bishops have refused to yield,
and lay down their spiritual arms, ¢ The

Prince Archbishop of Breslan *—so the Times
correspondent informs us—¢ having gone the

length of forbidding his olergy to give any in-
formation about Ecclesiastical appointments
punishments, &e., such as might be demanded
under the new laws,” has fallen under the lash ;
and as & measure of reprisal, the Government
have declared the Dollingerite seet to be Cath.
olics, and an apostate and excommunicated
priest, once a member of the Breslau Chapter,
“to be still a pretendary and functionary of
the Chureh,” whilst as such the Archbishop is to
be compelled to pay bim a salary. The Arch-
bishop of Cologne is also being prosecuted for
openly excommunicating some priests who had
openly joined the new Protestant sect, and
thereby incurred the anathema of the Cenncil
of the- Vatican. In other places the lecal
autherities have forcibly taken possession of

of Catholie churches in which Pro-

services, because the Bishops objected to having
their bells tolled for Protestant funerals; and
throughout the country generally, from the
highest to the lowest aunthorities, from Bismarek
to the pettieat Jack-in-office, the grand prin-
ciples of civil and religious liberty as under-
stood by DProtestants, are being signally earried
out by brute force,

What will be the upshot ? whether will the
State, or the Church, issue victor from the con-
test now forced upon the latter? With the
experience of nigh two thousand years to Lelp
us te an opinion, we canunot have amy appre-
hensions asto the result, though of courss many
days of oppression and of suffering for indi-
vidual Qatholics, are before us. The fight
must go on to the bitter end; there is now mo
possibility of a compromise ; the path of perse-
cution once ventured upon rust be followed
till it leads the persecutor of the Catholie
Churel to the well-knewn terminus, Every mea-
sure of repression, and intrusion on the Spirit-
ual domain, will be met by the Church by
fresh resistance ; this will impel the State éo
yet more stringent measures ¢f persecution, to
be foliowed by measures still wmore stringent,
since we know that never will the Church
recede one inch from her position, er abanden
one of her rights or rather of tke rights of her
Divine Spouse of which e coastituted her the
guardian, ’
The Pruseian Government has announced its
determination to proceed to any leogths to
crush the spiris of the Churoh. It has com-
menocd, indeed, with petty persecutions, with
insults, and pecuniary penalties, bat it will find
itself unable to stop short of the shedding of
blood fer conscience sake. It has ammounced
its determinabion to draught ali priests ordained
without its sanction, that is to say all the future
Catholic priests of its kingdom, iste the rank
of the army. This it may do for its rule i
the rule of forse; but it will still be unable to
make these priests fight or shed blood contrary
to the rules of the Church. It will then be
okliged to have resource to the death penalty ;
and the soil of Europe will again be moistened
with the blecd of martyrs, a sced from whence
2 goodly hzrvest will spring. There i3 no.
stopping shors on the path of persecution, The
irish Protestant Parlixment of last eentury
zery likely had no idea of the extromes to
which it wounld De driven ia its impotent war
against the Church; and yet in the prosecusien
of that war it at lest found itsell sanetionieg
and legislsting for the obscene mutilation of all
Catholic priests unlicensed by the Government ;
and this be it remembored in the broad day
of the cighteenth century, and with an ¢ spen
bible” shedding the brightness of its light over
the length and breadth of the land. T.et no
one then flatter himself that the era of bodily
tortures and of blood shedding for the support
of the I'rotestant IMaith is closed, Laws sach
as our fathers saw empacted by a Protestant
Legidlature in Ireland, not a very long time
ago, we may possibly see cnforced in Protest-
ant (termany before many more years have
passed ; and though possibly amongst the
Catholic clergy of that country some few may
approve themselves cowards, and seek sufety in
apostacy, yet remembering the noble spirit of
the clergy of Framce at the time of the first re-
volation, and how they, by the vast majority,
preferred loss of goods, and loss of life to the
acceptance of an ceelesiastical system in its
main features elosely resembling, and in prin-
eiple ideuntical with, that which the State is now
attempting to enforce in Germany—we sec no
reasons for looking upon the martyrdom of
Bishops, Priests and Catholic laymen, az a
very improbable event. Of two things one,
Either the State must proceed te theselengths,
or it must abandon the centest; in either con-
tingeney it will avow itself vanquished,

Evacuarions,—Paris, September 12—
The cvacuation of Verdun by the German
forces will be completed to-morrow. There
will be great public rejoicing, sud a general
illumination of the town in the evening.

A little note in the Franeais of Saturday
ghows how President MacMahon is determined
to fulfil his guarantee for the maintenaneo of
order. It declares that the Governmeat is
firmly resolved not to permit the session of the
Councils-General to be made a pretext for
illegal demonstrations, and it will understand
how to cause the laws and the National As-
sembly to be respected, should any Council
attempt to ebey the suggestions of the organs
of disorder.

Texper oF EASTERN FrRANCE—The at
tention of Government is vehemently called for
by the state of public feeling in the eastern
provinces ; or at all events by the violent agi-
tation now goimg on amongst the Radicals
there. You would scarcely form an idea of
the impudent lying to which the Radical papers
of the places rccently evacuated by the Ger-
mans -have addicted themsclves, One paper
has just been suppressed for asscpting that the
regiments which have bocn ordered into the
east of France were sent for the cxpress pur-
pose of shooting dewn the inoffensive inhabi-
tants, and so forth, People are almost inclined
to believe that our cnemies abroad have cntered
into a conspiracy with all the revelutionists in
the world to embarrass the existing administra-
tion of France. It would be preferable if we
could to avoid these delicate topics; butin the
present state of aflairs, nothing is gained by
disguising the truth., Irenchmen are acting
and speaking in a way that causes delight te
the foe beyond the Rhine; but that is mot so
surprising as the similarity of tone which one
finds between certain French journals and some
of the most respectable papers in Germany.

Toe Bisuor or ORLEANS AND THE Ko-
s108.—One of the immediate results of the re-
coneiliation between the Comte de Chambord
and the QOrleans Princes has been the depariure
for Frohsdorf of severzl leading members of
the Royalist party, and especially of the Bishop
of Orleans. 'The “own corrcapondent’” of the
Standard is sufficiently behind the scenes o
feel justified in informivg us that  Bishop
Dupanlonp hes written to his future King a
very sensible letter, pointing out the advisabi-
lity of his repudiating Ultramontanism ;" ad-
vice which the correspondent hopes ‘“he will
not disregard.” It is only a few menths ago
that the Bishop of Orleans used to be common-
ly described in the columns of our English
contemporaries as “ the leader of the French
Ultramontanes,” so that this announcement is
a little stortling, 1’echups however the cor-
respondent has a vague idea that Ultramontan-
ism and high views of the regal prerogative are
the same thing, or perhaps—to which theory
we should be more disposed te incline—the
Bishep of Orleans has done nothing of the kind.

A large portion of the
reserves called out has bheen assecmbled; and its
equipment progressing, Goverament is capable
of puiting 330,000 efficient men into the field.
The oommand of the army of the North has
been confided to Gen, Zubald, General Faron
will enter upor a vigoreus campaign in Ca-
talonia with 10,000 mon. The resources of
the northern provinces have been exhausted by
the war and exactions of the (larlists. The

ITALY.

In Italy the terrible progress of the cholera
ean no longer be concealed by the Goveroment.
At Desenzano, a military station, twenty-five
men have succumbed to the disease. Thenext
day there were twenty-five cases and fifteen
deaths. At Venice there were ten cases, nine
of which ended fatally on the Tth: and forty-
threc, of which twenty-five were fatal, in the
province. In the province of Treviso, five
cases and as many deaths; in that of Udins,
twenty cases and seven deaths; in that of
Parmn eleven cases and seven deaths. In
Padua thera have been thirteen eases, but none
of them ended fatally.

Brisr 1o THE Bisaor oF QuniPer.—The
Holy Father has just sent to the Bishop of
Quimper & remarkable reply to the address
presented through that prelate by the Cathelic
¢« Cercle” of his town. After repeating the
condemnation of the ¢ so-called liberal opin-

those whom We have just indicated, who pre-
serving and cherishing the hiddem virus of
liberal opinions which they have sucked in
with their milk, on the pretext that it is not
tainted with malice, and is according to them
not hurtful to religion, easily inoculste ether
minds with it and thus propagate the seeds of
the perturbations by which the world has so
long becn shaken.” The explicit werding of
this impertant communication has attracted
great attention in I'rance.

IraLian TaxaTiox—As an illustration of the pre-
sent system of taxation in tho new kingdom of Italy,
the Fenfulla,a journal published in Rome, gires an
example in the case ofan Italian abbe whohad been
in the receipt of an annual revenue of 1,008 francs
(£35) from & benefice which he Lnd.

Owing to the daws regarding ecclesiastical pro-
perty the funds of this benefice arc taken possession
of by the Government : the abbe makes application
for his annual stipend, is directed to the office ap-
pointed for the liquidation of ceclesiastical property.
He is ushered into the presence of the ofticial liqui-
dator, anil the following dialogue ensues :—

Official : Please, sir, be seated, I will look up
your account. Your bencfice brings you,you say,
1,000 francs a year ?

Abbe (meekly) : Yes, sir.

Onicial : No doubt, sir, you are aware that, in ac-
cordance with the law on ecclesiastical property,
the amount is subject to a reduction of 30 per cent?

Abbe: Yes, siny (sighs.)

Oficial : 20 per cent gives 300 francs.
muinder, therefore, is 760 francs.

Abbe: Thank you, sir,

Official : It remains to deduct tho mortmain,

Abbe : The what?

Official : The mortmain, sir, which is 4 frs. and 40
centitnes per cent, amounting, therefore, on the
whole, to 44 franes.  Subtracting this from 700,
leaves us 656 franes.

Abbe rises to receive that amouut,

Ofticinl: Wait & moment, sir.

Abbe : Surely, sir, there iy nothing clse to be de-
ducted ?

ONicial: You have forgntten sir, the tax on the
rickezze mobile (movable riches).

Abbe: O ah ! movable riches!

Olficial : This at 5 per cent amounts te 50 francs.
Deducting this from €56, we have 636 francs left,

Able rises, and is preparing to pocket this last
remainder of his annuul income,

Oflicial : Excuse me, sir, wo-bave not quite finish-
ed as yet,

Abbe sits down with an air of inquiring resigna-
tion,

Official : Tho Income Tax Department may have
becn in error.

Abbe (hopefully:) O yes! I think therchbas beon
some mistake,

Ofticial : You misunderstand me. The Income
Tax Department may have rated your income at
more than it is, and consequently may have made
its estimate on too high a figure,

Abbe: Yes. I think my income has been a good
deal exaggerated.

Official : That is what I was saying, and astho In-
come Tax Department might be liquidating your
pension upon a basig which i8 more than it is in
reality, we thercfore have to retain—

Abbe : Hullon!

Oflicial : We have to retain still ten francs and
sixty centimes per cent., which amounts to just 166
francs, leaving therefore a balance in your favour of
500 franes. Fifty per cent. is therefore the totul
amount of taxation on your income. There, sir, are
your 500 francs, and we are quits.

'The Abbe takes the amount (£17 10s.,) and as he
wallks away he expresses to himseif an earnest wish
that he was quit ofa government which had managed
to pilfer from him one hsalf of his small income.—
London Universe,
