THE GREAT CARDINAL,

A canticle wes sung by a certain sectiou of the
multitude, nnd after that “‘Tara's Hall” was sung
by -about 7,000 voices. - There was not one of us
who did not have to shake hands with fifty people.
None of the pilgrims had ever witnessed such
enthosiasm., We were all astonished at the good
will displayed by the Catholics of the city. We
had representatives of every grade of soclety to give
us & hearty welcome and to say adien as we de-
parted. When we cameto Warringlon, the first
station from Liverpool, hundreds assembied and
cheered heartily. A few of the pilgrims responded
fittingly. Next morning, at three o'clock, many of
ns were awake to enjoy the scenery.  The country
that we saw from sunrise till our arrival in London
was level ond tame, but more carefully cultivated
than any place I had vet seen. We arrived in Lon.
don at six in the morning of 30th ult, After break-
fast it was decitled to leave London for New Haven,
a6 p. m. -

THE DESPOILED ABBEY.

From there we drove to Westminster Abbey. "We
understood there was service, and being unwilling
to recognize by our presence, even ms sightseers, so
unauthorized a performauce, we gained admission
to the Parliament building. To one who has seen
the Capitol at Washington, there is nothiog very
attractive in the interior of the building. There
wag no session of the Houre, as it was Derby Day.
The Commons looks verysmall, and not at all pre-
tentious. When we were pointed out the exact
places where great men srose and made great
speeches, there was a little sentiment aroused. In
one of the corridors there were some intercsting
statues in ‘marble, We remained for a while to
dwell on the broad, stout face of the great Fox, and
the sedate and genteel, but determined aspect of
Burke. Chatham has a feminine appearance, but
Pitt the younger, is majesiic. Grattanisa beautiful
work. You see ju the statue the ever glerious
Gratlan, andthe best of the good, the inimitable
grace of gesture and attitude; benevolence and de-
termination meet in the same face. '
The temporary Court of Appeals was being held
in one of the rooms of the Parliamen{ building.
The Lord Chief Justice of England, Cockburn, pre-
sided, assisted by several other eminent judees,
among whom were James, Brett and others, The
Lord Chief Justice wore no beard, was very refined
in face, and exhibitcd in his manner the conscicus-
ness of great power, Matthews a Oatholic,and late
Member for Dungarvan, Ireland, argued with him,
They were beth admirable speakers and reasoners.
‘They seemed perfectly at home in dealing with the
case. e returned to Westminster Abbey. Itisa
great piece of moble architecture as you know,
Time has done little towards the ruin of its walls,
but yet it tells sadly of times that were, and the
real ruin that has befallen it. We see there the
shrine of Edward the Confessor ; the tomb of
Henry V., surmounted by the saddle, helmet and
shield nsed by him at the battle of Agincourt; the
tombs of Catholic queens, dukes, duchesses, mar-
quises, with the effigies of their mailed children
kneeling around the tomb, and with joined bands
betokening prayer; numerous tombs of Catholic
bishops and abbots ; the bodies of Crueaders rest
there, ton, in clay once blest by Cathelic priests,
There are. many thiogs to remind one that the
grouod whereon he treads has a holiness which no
desecration can take away, Yet desecration has
taken place. The chapter hayse where the monks
so often assembled,” where 50 many Parlinments
met in Cathollc times is now empty. Onlya few
Catholic manuscripts attmct the special attention
of the visitor, Near the carvings of the Blessed
Virgin and saints are those of Major Andre and of
Wesley, Rlizabeth rests beneath the same roof as
Mary Queen of Scots; Henry VII. and Henry
VIII. rest here; Edward I. and Oliver Cromwell
lay here for three years fogether. Catholic Eng-
land rearedithis temple and abbev, and Catholic
bishops blessed it, little thinking that men of such
creeds ag Mllton, Macaulsy and Dickens, would
sleep beneath it. One caonot help bui venerate
those old Catholic walls. No man isa slave who
protests against the tyranny, and the Westminster
vile is uo Protestant structure even though held in
the grasp of a heretical power.  Westminsticr
echoes every day the cold service that apes the
worship of C&tholic times, but there is no prescrip-
tion for roblery, and Westminster Abbey, is a
standing profest against the service and the unor-
dained miniatrs. '

old graves o1 pew, tho useful thought is suggested
which is insqribed under the image of Shake-
Rpeare: . : ‘

The Police
court has at one end of the hall a life sized picture
of the Crucifiction, painted in the reign of Louis
XIV. It is in perfect order.- We thought it a
beautiful elght. In the Civil Court is a magnificent
picture of the judgment of Solomon, In the great
criminal Assize Court, the Crucifixion in stone. It
was a splendid work of art. In this magnificent
old strncture there is a public meeting and writing
room, Itis one of $he finest balls in France. It
certainly edified us, to find in the end of that hall,
the Virgin and Child in stons, and all around a
pumber of sacred statues. The statue erected to
Joan of Arc, where she waa burned, is not imposing,
But live scenes are always the most pleasing tome
if they be of the good kind, Passing down Solfer-
ino Square, where the statue of Napoleon I. is
raised on a high column, a great band of young
girls dressed in spotless white, with pure white
beads hanging. on the left arm, They had been
confirmed jn the morning by the Cardinal, and
were going now, at 8 o'clack to sing the service
of the month of Mary, It wae the last dry, and
the church was the church of 8t QOuen, It remind.

‘Remembering what memorable events happened
ou thia fifteenth day of April, sixteen years ago a
memorable anniversary, it is well for us to be. here.
On thst day Major Anderson and his brave sol-
diers marched out of Fort Snmpter with the honors
of war, it is true, to yield up to 8 public enemy a
fortress of the United States, the first ever surrender-
ad without treachery fo an armed foe. .
On this day President Lincoln issued his pro-
clamation calling for 75,000 men *to suppress an
armed combination, and to cause all laws to be

Nor was the enthustasm of that heur attempted
to be counfined to governmental and municipal
bodies slone, It permeated all ranks and condi-
ditions of life, penetrating even the marts of trade,
and commerce, snd banking. As soonas they counld
be called together, the representatives of the Bos.
ton banks subscribed $3,000,008, being 10 per cent.
of their capital, to be loaned to the Commonwealth
to aid in the suppression of the rebellion.

Tbe only religious body in session, representing
one of the largest, most influential, and fervent
Christian denominations of the United States, then
loyal and irue to. the country and the rights of
humanity, as now and ever, opened the session of
the New York Enst Methodist Conference with the
following prayer: * Grant Almighty God, that all
the efforts now being made to overthrow rebellion
in our distracted country may be met with every
success, Let the forces that have risen against our
Government, and thy law, be scattered to the winds
and may no enemies be allowed to prevail against
us. Grant, O God, that those who have aimed ot
the very heart of the Republic may bz overthrown
‘Weask thee to bring these men to destroction, and
wipe them from the face of the country.”

To this prayer a solemn and scul-breathed amen
echoed from hilltop tohilltop and resounded through
every valley of the North and Vest, wherever a
true, patriotic, Christian heart beat. It 18 ﬁ_ttipg,
therefore, that on this anniversary, we..fellow-citi-
zens, representing all classes of opinion, all differ-
ences of belief, should assemble and meet together
to commemorate the patriotism, the velor, and the
services of & young Irish soldier, who sprang to
arms in obedience to the call of his country, and
enrolled himself under the flag, as well asto de
hohor to the ardent devotion to country, the loyal-
ty to its flag, the stesdiness and beroiam in battle
of those of his fellow-countrymen, who with Lim
volunteered in defence of liberty end lawin the
land of their adoption, and pay just tribute to all
the good qualities and peculiar virtues of the Irish

COLONEL BERNARD F. FINAN,

Berpard F. Finan was born in Boston, of Itish
parents, receiving his education at the Eliot School.

At the outset of the rebellion, in May, 1861, a
distinctive organization of Irisk-American goldiers,
the Ninth Massechusetts, was being raised in Bos-
ton for the war. Young .Finan, then in bis eigh-
teenth year, enlisted ss o private, rapidly rose
through the several grades of non-commissioned
officers, and wag promaoted for brave and meritor-
jous service in the battles of the Peninsula, Septem-
ber 26th, 1862, to the grade of second lientenant,
and on the 13th day of February, 1863, again pro-
moted for like services to the rank of ficst lieuten.
ant, Duripg the last two yerrs he commanded his
company, -and was heavily wounded ot the Battle
of the Wilderness, May, 1864, from which disability
taken with former wounds, having been three times
wounded, he was no longer able to continue in the
field, and left the service June 21, 1864,

" After the war, upon the reorganization of the
Ninth Regiment in the Massachusetts Volunteer
Militia, he became its adjutant, and served so ac-
ceptably that he was soon afterwards elected cap-
tain'of the Montgomery Light Guards, at that time
earning a reputation as one of the best instructed
and drilted volonteer companies in Massachusetis
and-in his bands it beeams distinguished for sol-
dierly conduct, and precision and accuracy of its
movements, and its acquirements in the school of
the moldier and the company.

HE 18 ELEOTED COLONSL.

In March, 1869, Captain Fipan waselected colonel
of the Ninth Regiment, w}iiéh position he held for
more than seven-yeats, Col. Finan devoted him-
self to military subjects, was frequently consulted
a8 expert upon such questions, and was appointed
by the governor on a board to arrangs a code of in-
stiuctions for the use, of & breech-loading arm,
then first adopted by the commonwealth for its

Fifteen years later Ricbard Montgomery, one of
Wolfe's own officers, who received his last words
on the field, as valorous and as faithful to the flag
of the pew republic, made a daring but uasuccess-
ful assault at the gates of Quebec, to take away
from Britsin, in bebalf of her independent colonies,
tbe Canadas which Wolfe bhad given fo her ex-
pire.

That Montgomery was unsuccessful by no means
detracts ecither. from his dauntless courage or
soldierly qualities; he tried to do with eight hun-
dred men what Wolfe did with eight thousand, and
fell dead at the moment of attack, or the event
might well bave been different.

Success made, as it pught to do, Wolfe’s name
immortal. Montgomery should stand side by side
with his late glorious chief for bravely attempting
todo, and giving Dbis life to the accomplishment
of, what Wolfa did.

The records of the armies of the Revolution
glitter all over with the gallant exploits of Irish
soldiers, who, with the fathers of the Republic,
1aid the very fourdation of our liberties, and whoge
deeds and loyal conduct shone out conspicuously
in the very darkest days of the revolutionary con-
test.

While it ia also true that in every company, re-
giment, battalion, and division of both armies tlgere
were to be.found Irish soldiers in large porportion,
yet they showed & marked.desire to fight the bat-
“tles of their adopted conntry in such organizaticna
as could tightly bear to the front, by the side of
the stars and stripes, the gieen flag and golden harp
of Erin. :

May not this coming together of the Irighwen in
our armies have been—nay, indeed, was it not—
because they each and all hoped and felt that thus
fighting together distinctively they could sustain the
reputation which wo bave already seen had been
earned by the Irish soldier in ail the armies of the
civilised world ?

OCR OWN KINTH REGIMENT
was thus quickly enlisted, followed by the T'wenty-
eighth Maasachuselts.

Connecticut sent her Ninth algo. Later, Penn-
gylvania cent her Irish Sixty-ninth regiment;
Illinois more ; Indiana hers; Michigan hers; Dele-
ware hers ; and Jater New York added the splendid
brigade of Gen, Meagher,

Would that the occasion and your time permitted
me to follow the varying fortune of this celebrated
brigade, always, however, distinguished by steady
bravery; whose proud boast it was that the same
green baunerand the game stars and stripes led
them to the conflict during the whole war, and,
although engaged in every batile of the Army of
the Potomac, the brigade never lost o flag.

It is not my parpose, nor, indeed, would it be
possible in the hour alloited to me, to follow the
battles or give the achievements, ot even a tithe of
those Irlsh organizations that fought in our army,
but simply to call attention to how generally and
spontaneously the men of Irish birth and extrac-
tion responded to the call of their adopted country
in its houar of peril,

THE TRIBH SOLDIER 1N THE SOUTH.

True it ig there were also Irish orgenizations in
the armies of the Confederates ; but this fact only
illustrates how loyal and true ig the Irishman to
the community which gives him protection
with liberty, and how thoroughly and completely
he identifies himself with its interests, and, though
they fougbt ngainst our flag, we can more readily
forgive them, for by their side fought many native-
Torn officers, educated by the bounty of the Gov-
ernmert, and who had taken solemn oath to sup-
port it. Besides, something is to be pardoned our
friends of foreign extraction from the fact, so long
well known to the world, that no true son of Erin
ever kept out of a fair fight which was taking place
in his presence.

The New York sixty-ninth, under the gallant and
lamented Carcoran, was earlieet in the field. With-
in less than ten days from the time of the call of
the President assembled at the first tap of the drum
a thousand stiong, they were guarding the toed
that was opencd for tbe troops of the North from
Annapolia to Washington.

Nor was it the fault of the gallant Irishmen of
Massachusetts that their brethren of New York
were before them. The State of New York, with
cosmopolitan liberality and soldier-tike apprecia-
tion of their excellence for war, had permitted dis-
tinctive Irish organizations in their state militia,
while Magsachusetts, with singular infelicity, had,
six years before, by the governor of a shortlived
pacty, acting under an unwise and uujuat prejudice,
disbanded every one of her Itich milits;y organiza-
tions, against the remonstrances of farther-sighted
military men, one of whom he punished to the ex-
fent of his power for opposing this senseless folly.

WHY THE NEW YORK BIXTX-NINTH WAS DELAYED.

But New York was not withont her prejudice
against the Irishman, aud the Bixty-ninth would
have been still earlier in the field, bot its colonel
weg, oo this onniversary, under arrest, and order
for court-martial, because, with true Irish love of
home and nation, remembering the wrongs of the
country of the parentage of himself and hig regi-
ments, he had refused to parade his command, and
doff the green plume, and lower the green flag
before Prince Albert Edward, of England, on the
occasion of his visit to America, as if condoning
the many oppressions and flagrant ipjastice which
Irishmen had suffered at the hands of the crown-
ed hends of his family; so that-the order for
Corcoran's release from such arrest was not made
until five days later, the 20th of April, when he
had the gratification of issuing the following or-
der: '

% The commandant feelg proud that his first
duty after being relieved from a long.arrest is to
have the honotrr of promulgating &n order to the
regiment to rally to thesupport of the Constitution
end laws of the United States.”

On the .22d, two days after, he embarked with
his regiment of a thousand men, leaving behind
eight bundred, for which the Btato had not pro-
vided transportation, for the sent of war,

Irish regiment that took part in the first battle of
Bull Run, and after a series of gallant and well
sustained charges, made by order’ of the brigade

AS A RULE AN IGISH REGIMENT NEVER BEEAKS, ~

They always stand or retreat together therefore
they seem to possess naturally the first. element
which it is the office of discipline t6 supply to. the:
army. Whether it is that, . finding themselvesin ).
foreign lande, either as exiles enforced or voluntary,
each man looks upon each comrade as a brother,
yet true.it is, whether in peace. or war, they- are
rarely known to desert each other, but each givesto
each of substance, of labor, of sympathy—all thata
man can receive from brother man, This "trait of
character is nowhera more conspicuously displayed,
and to the reflecting mInd there. can’ be no more
touching sight, than when we gee long lines ofstal-
wart men leaving their occupations, laying nside
all their business, to follow to the grave their' dead,
or the private grief, of the mejority on whom there
is oo claim save that of natiomality. .

The primary object of discipline in an army is to
overcome the tendency which all men have in time
of peril and distress each to endeavor to save him-
self alone ;'but in the Irishman that tendency is in
n largs degree overcome atthe moment of organiza-
tion, which in other troops is but the result of long
and patient discipline and drill.

THEIR CAPABILITY FOR DISCIPLINE.

In speaking of capability for discipline I by no
means claim for the Irish soldier the acquisition of
exactness in the minutiwe of dress and bearing which
is sought to be obtained by the martinet, Itiz al-
ways very difficn't for the Irishman to have every
buttoh of his coat fastened, his belt with the
breastplate right in front, or 'his cap set exactly
fquare upon his head. Nobody can enforce that.
The coat will always be open, the belt awrs, and
the cap tilied jauntily sidewnys, or thrown back-
wards ; but still the main requisites of discipline
are in him, The Irishman can never be made to
touch his hat to his officer with the aourteous flour-
ish of the French soldier or the studied precision
of the German : but he is polite snd deferential to
his officer if he respects him for his justice or con-
duct, and loves him, and wiil, when wounded, bear
toa place of safety, nnd comfort and nurse him with
the care aud tenderness of a brother, Indeed, -the
Irish soldier seems to scorn all trifling details and
precision of the parnde, and makes them very fre-
quently the subject of bis keenest wit and brilliant
repariec. . .

I remerber at one time observing on Ship Island
an Irish captaln drilling his company, being very
proud of them and their movements. Drilling them
uunder the eye of bis general, he was very careful
that their line should be perfectly strright and their
movements very precise, Being in the exer-
cige of his command in their deployment as
ckirmishers, the order was given to rally on the re-
serve, nod when it came intoline it had not that
exact precision that the captain’ wonld have liked
to exhibit, Banging his eye along the front, he
detected one soldier on the left back a half pace or
5o from his required position, and called outto him
angrily : ¥ What are you about there, Mike Lee?
Dress up on the left,” The order was promptly
obeyed accompanied with a reply in astage-whisper
thatsent o iitter through the command: “ Faith,
captain, I am as well dressed as yersill, barring the
sword and sash 7"’ . . :

Allow me another insinnce, taken from actual life,
which will illustrate precisely my meaning, and
show you what good soldiers good officers may soon
make of Irish recruits. ,

SexpinGg Prants TO SiEEr.—Several members of
the Parisian Biological Society have recently been
engaged in a series of experiments which seem to
prove that everything endowed with life, whether
apimal plants, or ferment, is gusceptible of being
brought under the influence of anmsthetics extends
to all the animal tissues, and last of all to the cen-
tral nervous system. Hence, it was argued, plants
having tissues must be also subject to the influence
of ether, &c. Experiments have proved this to be
the the case. Germination is arreated by anws-
tbetice. The watercress, for example, germinates
within thirty hours. Ether arrests germination in
this plant, but does . not destroy that faculty. It
merely sends the plent to sleep, for. germination
recommences 88 soon as the use of ether issuspend-
ed. This capability of being sent to sleep is not
confined to plaute—it extends to ferments. ‘Thus
the ferment of beer, when submitted for twenty-four
hours to the influence of ether, becomes perfectly
dormant, but recovers nctivity agsoon as anwsthetic
sction issuspended.

Mnk as Homaxy Foop.—There is one article of
dlet which all persons may take under all condi-
tions, and that is mill. There are those who say
they cannot take mitk—that it makes them bili-
ous, otc. ; but that is not true. A person who is
¢ick may take milk with the greatest possible ad-
vantage, because it containg, in o form easy of - as-

similation, all the aliments essential for maintdin-
ing nutrition. It is the natural aliment of the
young animal, and certainly nnswers a good pur-
pose for the old animal, provided it i3 used pro-

perly. New milk, I do nothesitate to say, may be

taken, as far as disease is concerned, in any and

‘cvery condition. . Perhaps it will require the addi-
tion of lime water, if marked acidity of the atomnch

is present ; and perhaps a littlo gentinn may be re-

nuisite to stimulate the stomach somewhat ; and it

may be necessary to give it in small quantitics, and

repeat it often ; but ice-cold milk can be pat intos

very {rritable stomsach if given in small qunutities

and st ghort intervals, with the happicst effect.

The Irish Catholics of Ontario are more
pumerons than the Protestants of this Pro-
yince, yet the one has no representation—twhile
the other has more than its share of parlia.
mentary power, What is the reason? Tt is
this—In Quebec there is a tolerant and a
liheral Catholic majority, while in Ountario
there isan intolerant and illiberal Protestant
majority. Mr. Waller, in our opinion makes
a serious mistake when he tries to ex-
cuse the exclusion of our co-religionists from
political power because they are not in 2
mojority in any one comstituency. Ile must
remember that he is sheltering the bigots of
Ontario from the indigoant censure of every
generously minded man, and while we applaud
his sound advise to his co-religionists and
countrymen to ¢ educate” themselves and their
children, yet we cannot excuse the effort he
makes to screen the hostility of Protestant as-
cendency by attributing Catholic exclusion
from honours purely to want of education.

“For fifteen yenrsafter this date, Caxton practised
the'printing craft in England. mainly publishing
works translated by himself. His publications in
all were about one hundred in number, Caxton
died in 1491, the year before the discovery of Ame-
rica,and was buried in the Church of St. Margaret,
Wesminster.” ’ f

The MSS., and books exbibited were of great
interest and value, The Mazarine bible was,
hawever, the chief object of attraction, There
are we believe but very few of them now in
existence and it was a fortunate circumstance
that enabled the promoters of the celebration
in Montreal to securc a copy of this rure and
valuable work. The Catholic Church was
more than well represented at the Caxton cele-
bration and the fact that such an exhibition
would have been impossible were it not fora
Catholic must have given food for reflection.
But as the faith wes well represented so was
theold lond, Mr, Edward Murphy had on
exhibition a valuable collection of Irish manu-
seripts and letter press in the Irish characters,
A fewof the MSS., have, we believe, been
heirlooms in Mr. Murphy's family, and as they
made up a considerable number, they formed
a feature of special interest to the Irish visi-
tors, There was a copy of the ¢ New Testa-
ment translated into Irish, about A.D,, 1600,
by William O'Donnell, Archbishop of Tuam”
and printed A.D., 1603. Then there were
books printed in the ¢ [rish and English lan-
guages, with Irish and Roman type.”—The
Book of Rights, the Sencbus Mor—or Brehon
Laws, of which the Catalogue says:—

« This work is completein three Volumes, It was
translated from the original MSS,, by Dr. ¢’Dono-
van, Professor O'Curry and other learned Irish
scholars, nnd published by order of the British Go-
vernment under a commission composed of the
Lord Chancellor of Ireland, ard other eminent men,
appointed to superintend 1ts publication. The Vol-
nme now exhibited i3 the second, and is illustrated
by foc-similes of three pagesof Ancient Vellum
MSS., two from the collection in Trinity College,
Dublin, and oune from the Dritish Museum, These
fac.similes are beautifully written and should be
carefully examined.

« The Brehon Laws, are very ancient, dating from
before the Christian era. They were collated, re-
vised, and transcribed fromn ofd munuscripts in St,
Patrick’s time by a commission composed of nine
persons, viz :—Three Bishops of whom St, Patrick
was one, three Kings, and three Doctors and Poets,
appointed by St. Patrick to adapt the ancient Pagan
Laws, theu in force, to Christianized Ircland. This
commisston took three years to do their work which
they completed in A.D.438, These Drehon Laws,
are ¢ very enlightened Code, nod prove that the in-
habitants of Ireland in thosc rewiote times (1500
vears ago,) werea highly civilized and educated
people. "Uheir publication is a valuable addition to
our knowledge of the social babits and cnstoms of
the ancient inbabitants of Ireland, and they inci-
dentally throw light upon the cotemporaneous His-
tory of Europe in such matters.

¢ P'he following summary will give some idea of
the contents of the three volumes:—

« First, a learned and exbaustive introduction to
the Drehon Laws, giving their history and other ic-
teresting circumstances connected with them. The
text is in Irish and English, givieg the Law of
Distress, Laws for the punishment of Murder,
Wounding, Abduction and for all offences against
persons and property, Hostage securities, Fosterage,
Saer-Stock, and Daer-Stock Tenures. Laws defining
with great minuteness the relalive positions eof
Landlord and Tenant, These laws prove that
even in those remote times, was well understood
the maxim, ‘that property has its duties as well as
its righte” The rights of women, married and
single, and of minors, are minutsly defined, Those
ancient Laws show that, neatly two thousand
(2000) years ngo, the Irish Laws relating to them,
were nearly, if not entirely, in accord with what is
now recommended by advanced thinkers in Eng-
Iand as a basis for Legislation to do justice to
women and minors.

“ These Volumes were published in Dublin, by
order of the Government, respectively in the years
1865, 1869 and 1873, and together contsin over
1650 pages of printed matter, Itish and tlie English
trapsintion every alternate page. They are beauti-
ful specimens of Irish Typography, which with the
fuc-similes of Irish MS3., by which they are iilus
trated are well worth careful examination,”

But by far the most valuable portion of Mr.
Murphy's collection was the marvelous Fac-
Similes of the National MSS,, of Ireland of
which antiquarians bave madz so much, These
Fac-Similes were made by command of the
Queen. They are photozincographed from the
original Vellum MSS., by Major-General Sir
Henry James, R.E., F.R.S., and were issued
from the public records office, Dublin, in 1874.
The original are perhaps the most wondertul
works of their kind in the world. Antiquar-
ians have been puzzled to account for the class
OF instruments they were made with, or the
eyes they were workedwith, Their minuteness
and marvelous accuracy has astonished the
savanss of every aze:

Mr. Gilb-rt, Secretary of the Public Record Office,
in his report to the Right Honnjable the Master of
the Rollsand Keeper of the Public Records of Ire.

These Fac-Similes are most interesting and to
the Biblical Student invaluable, as nearly all the
MSS., represented in this Volame are portions of
the Holy Scriptures, copied from the Gospels, - .

Mr, Gilbert, in his report to the Mastcrof the Rolls
on these fac-similes, in referring to the Book of
Eells, (which Professor O'Curry, R. I. A,, belleved,
was written in the sixth century,) says:—

“The Book of Kells, is the chief Paleographic
and artistic monument which has descended to us
from the ages in which Ireland, under the name of
fScotia,! was renowned for her schools, whence
religion and letters were catried to various parts of
Europe. This manuscript is a copy of the Gospels
and received its name from having belonged to the
Columban Monsstery of Kells in Meath,

“It haa been,”continues Mr, Gilbert, “conjectured
that the Book of Kells, eulogised by Geraldus Cam-
brensis, ns the marvelous book exhibited to him at
Kildare and populacly believed to have been exe-
cuted under the direction of an Apgel" :

Of this work Professor J. O. Westwood, of Ox-
ford, in his important work on the miniatures and
orpamente of the Anglo Saxon and Irish Manu-
scripts, writes as follows: .

# Ireland may be justly proud of the Book of
Kells, a Volume traditionally asserted to have be-
longed to St.. Columba, and unquestiopably the
most elaborately cxecuted MS,, of so early a date
now in existence; far excelling, in the gigantic
size of the letters at the commencement of cach
Gospel, the excessive minuteness of the ornamental
details crowded into whole pages, the number of its
very peculiar decorations, the fineness of the writ-
ing, and the "endless variely of its Initinl capital
letters, the tamous Gospels of Lindisfarae,inithe
Cottonian Library. But this Manuscript is still
more valuable on account of the various pictorinl
representations of different scenes in the life of ur
Saviour, delineated in the genuine Irish style,.of
which several of the Manuscripts of St. Gall, and a
very fow others, offer analogous examples” + + '+

“The very numerous illustrations of this Velume
render it n complete storehouse of artistic interest.

% The Pext itself is far more extensively decornted
thsn in any otber now existing copy of the Gos-
pels." - - . . . .

After describing other wonders of this Book, Pro-
fessor Westwood continues:

1 Another artistic peculiarity of the Book of Kells
arises from the decoration of the initial letters of
ench of the sentences or verses, so that each page
presents us with severnl of these letters, varying in
size and design ; as weilas from the introduction of
colored representations of men, animals, Dbirds,
horses, dogs, &e. * o+ ¢ * * The
introduction of natural follage fu this MS., is ano-
ther of its great peculiarities; whilst the intricate
intertwining of the branches is eminently character-
istic of the Celtic spirit, which compelled even the
human figure to submit to the most impossible con-
tottions,”

Again, the chamcteristics of the Cellic or early
Irish School ase thus referred to further ou in the
same work by Professor Westwood :

“ Pirst, in ono or more ribbons disgonally but
symmetrically interlaced, forming an endless variaty
of pattern ; 2ud, one, twoe or three slender spiral
lines coiling ons within another ti)] they meet in
the centre of the circle, their opposite ends going
off to other circles; 3rd, a vast variety of lacertine
anlmals and birds, hideously attenuated and coiled
one within another, their tsils, tongues, and top-
nots formiog Jong, narrow ribbone, frregularly inter-
laced ; 4th, u series of diagonal lines, forming
various kinds of Chinese lilke patterns. "'heso or-
naments are generally introduced into small com-
partments, a numker of which are arranged so ag to
form the large initial letters and borders, or tessella-
ted pages, with which the finest Manuscripts are
decorated”

«Fgpeclally deserving of notice, (continunes
Professor Westwood,) is the extreme delicacy and
wonderful precision; united with nn extraordin-
ary minuteness of detall, with which many of these
ancient Manuscripts were ornamented. I have ex-
amined with A magnifying-glass, the pages of the
Gospels of Lindisfarne and the Book of Kolls, for
hours together, without ever detecting a false Jing or
anirregular interlacement; and when it is considered
that maay of these details consists of spiral lines,
and are 8o mioute as to be Impossible to have heen
executed without a pair of compasses, it really
seems a problem not only with what eyes, bul algo
with what instruments they could have been ex-
ecuted. One instance of the minuteness of these
details will suffice to give an iden of this paculiarity.
I have counted in a small space, mensuring scarcely
thres quarters of an inch, by less than half an inch
in width, in the Book of Armagh, not fewer than
one hundred and fifty-eight (158) interlacements of
a slender ribbon pattern, formed of white lines
edged by black oncs npon a black ground.”

Mr. Gilbert, the learned Editor of these Fac-
Similes, concludes the publicntion of this first
Volume, by promising that in the next issue, now
nearly ready, the serics will be continued from the
early part of the twelfth to the end of the thirteenth
Century There are many other works, on historical
and educational subjects, illugtrating Irlsh type
printing.. The above will however show what Las
been done, and is now doing, for the preservation of
the ancient langusge of Ireland, a language in
which there is found an ancient and extensive
literature, original and peculiar to that country.
1 his Irish language is still a living one, spoken” by
a large number of the iobabitants of Ircland. In
addition to the chairs established in the various
Irish Colleges for ifs cultivation, and the Gaelic
Professorship lately founded in the University of
Edinburgh by the exertions of Profesaor Blackie,
special cfforts are now being made in Ireland, in
other ways, to perpetuate the nse of this ancient
language.

Sraswobpic Coric.—Colic i3 divided into two kinds
Spasmodic and flatulent, spasmodic or gripes as
itis commonly called is due to spasm of the mus-
cular coats of the intestines, and it may run on to
inflammation if not stopped. Its causes are many,
the most common one ig allowing horses to drink
cold water after being exhausted bya hard days
work or when they are sweating profusely from fast
driving. Very little water will then bring on this
disease. We find colicky pairs from worms and
intestinal concretions and are also symptomatic of
diseases of the Kidneys, Liver, and other organs.
The symptoms nie sudden pain, vaving, kicking,
looking around at the flanks, lying down, rolling,
then standing up and shaking the bodv. Horees
remsin for a short space of time free from pain
then the symptoms return, and this occars
again and again until the animal is relieved or dies
from pain and exhaustion. Treatment : give two
ounces of spirits of ether, the snme amount of tinc-
tare of opium, mix the two together and give the
mixture in about one point of warm water.

Rexovarie Tue Lasp.—The avernge yield of
Western land, after it has been in cultivation a few
years, is from thirty to forty Lushels per acre ; with
sufficient manure it can be kept up from year to
year to ninety or a hundred bushels per acre. But
no farm can maks suiticient barn.yard manure tc
do'this, And farmers bave Jooked fora snbstitute,
Tais, under proper management has been found in
red clover. There nie two ways by which clover
can be used to renovate soil. The old way is to
enrich the land by plowing under a lnrge growth
of green clover; buta better mode is coming into
practice, Fence offa field of twenty acres, sow
clover with oats in the spring, and astheoats begin
to ripen, turn in a drove of Lhogs whosc noses have
been ringed. The second year turn in the hogs
about the first of June, and let them run till the
ground I8 in danger of freezing, then plow the land,
and the next spring plant corn, and you will gather
ninety bushels of corn per acre. The clover will
keep without other food, eight hogs to the acre for
three months the firgt year, and four montbs the
second year; nnd each acre will save sixty bushels
of corn per.year, thus paying about twenty dellars
an acreeach year. In this way a new lot ia fenced
in and sown to clover every two years.— IFestern
Paper.

therefore, that lager beer is intoxicating liguor
within 1he meaning of the Act.
