The news comes from Berlin, that
the agricultural experts are endeavor-

ing to discover some means Lo stem

the importation of American and oth-
er horses into Germnany.” Count Bern-
stoll says that the price of 830 marks
now paid for army horvses, does not
compensate the home breeders.

Qccupying & splendid position in
the suburbs of St. John's, the College
while quite convenient to the city, en-
the advantages of a healthy
country residence. 1’ossessing exten-
sive and well laid out grounds, it
affords its students abundant means
of out-door recreation and that quiet
seclusion so necessary for a seat of
tearning.

Many extensive and useful improve-
ments have heen made, since the Bro-
thers took charge in the year 1899.
To the other sources of recreation a
splendid ball court has been added,
while more than two thousand orna-
mental trees have been planted out-
side the terrace surrounding the Cric-
ket and foot-ball grounds. Within the
college a fine series of baths has been
erected, telephone connection has heen
made with the city, the electric light
has heen introduced in the study,
chapel, music hall and other principai
parts of the building, while two fire
escapes afford abundant means of
safety in case of accident. Most of
the class rooms have heen supplied
with new and imprroved desks, while,
at o heavy outlay, u complete set of
apparatus for the study of magnetism
and electricity, chemistry, mechanics,
etc., has been purchased. Musical
drill for the juniors and military drill
for the seniors are now part of the
daily exercise at the college. The
college games and athletic sports are
yearly becoming an interesting and
prominent feature in the social life of
St. John’'s.

The year 1896 was signalizedby the
departure of the Rev. Bro. Slattery,
the Vresident of the College to Ire-
land. Iis career in connection with
the College wwas a useful and dist n-
guished one. On the transfer of St.
Bonaventure's to the Christian Bro-
thers, Rev. Bro. Slattery was ap-
pointed I’resident. During his term of
office the College obhtained very bril-
liant honors. No less than ten hav-
ing passed the London Matriculation,
Kind and affable to the students, the
Rev. Brother Slattery was at all
times their best friend and faithful
counsellor. He took a lively interest
in all matters pertaining to their cul-
tivation and comfort. Accordingly he
provided spacious and suitable recre-
ation grounds; obtained competent
professors of music and physical
drill; established zhe College Gumes;
and, in fine, allowed no opportunity
to pass that might be availed of to
the advantage of those confided to
his care.

The report of the Examiners on the
papers sent in by the pupils of St.
Bonaventure’s in German is so flat-
tering that we cannot refrain from
pubtishing .it. This was the only col-
lege that presented. studenis {for ex-
amination in this subject, and hence
the report applies exclusively to them.

Report on Senior German, by J.
Malins, M.A.: ‘‘The answers to this
paper show some exceedingly good
work. The translation from German
to ILnglish, thought difficult, was
creditably done by all the candidates.

Two candi-
dates have scored more than 80 per
cent. on the wole paper.””

The success of the Rev. B. Lavelle,
who is the present president. of the
College. and who does so well in
preserving its high reputation.

The history of the ruined shrines of
Ireland is too frequently buried in an
obscurity traceable to the repealud
invasions, racial wars, and confista-
tions of which this country had been
the theatre from the period of {the
Anglo-Norman landing in 1170 «own
to that of the Cromwellian and Wil-
liamite settlements. ‘The result of
thesc confiicts was the destruction of
most of the records, as well as of the
material fabrics of the time honnred
sacred edifices and monuments, w:th
the relics of which almost every port
of this island is strewn. In no part
of Ircland are the ecclesinstical
collepiate remains that attest our
country’s claim to her olden title of
““the island of saints and scholavs”
Winsula. sanctorum et doctorum) more
numerotls than along the now semi-
populated banks of the Shannon frem
Athlone to Portumna. In that region
may be still seen the fast decaying
walls of not a few stately castles
overhanging the ruins of the
Jamed Celt abbeys, monasteries,
colleges over which their long forsot-
ten lords kept -watch and ward in
those distant days of old of which
Erin's poets speak, ‘‘Ire her faith-
less sons betrayed her.”

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Lecture Delivered by Rev. Dr. More Madden
at Dublin, Ireland, Recently.
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Of these ancient monasteries of the
Shannon Valley, one of the most in-
teresting in these historic and arch-
aeological associations are Athloue,
Clonmacnoise, Portumna, Meelick, and
further from its banks Loughrea.

Dealing with Athlone and its sieges:
during the Jacobite wars, the leeturer
paid the two last and most import~
ant of these sieges were those 0f1690
and 1691, after the Williamite forces
had defeated the Jncobites at the dis-
astrous battle of the Boyne, On the
first of these occasions. Athlone was
ably and gnllantly defended hy ihc
gallant and unpurchasable Goveraor-
Colonel Richard Grace, that the at-
tacking forces, amounting to ten re-
giments of infantry, three of horse
and two of dragoons, or, in ull 2
000 men, with fourteen pieces of
heavy artillery, after a sicge of sov-
en days, were compelled to tetire.
Bribes of the most tempting deserip-
tion in money, lands, and titles were
prodigaily offered to this noble ofli-;
cer, who spurned them with scorn,
and, subsequently, died in the treich-

es just a year afterwards -when the
eremy rencwed the attack. On  the
second oceasion, in 1691, the Wil-/

linmite forces, amounting to 26.000'
men, with 70 pieces of artillery, und-
er the Dutch general, De Ginkle, 1.5—;
sailed the stronghold, and this strug—l
gle was one of which there con
scarcely be found a parallel in the
annals of the war. The Jacobite gor-
rison consisted of less than four Lun-.
dred men, with only half a dozen old
brass cannon. After g stubborn re-
sistance they were forced to abantdon
the Leinster quarter of the town und
retired 10 the western side across the
bridge, hreaking down two of the
arches and leaving four hundred of
the enemy on the feld. There | hey
continued the uncqual slruggle for
nine days, during which the fortifica-
tions were levelled to the ground *by
jncessant fire. night and day, of the
Williamite artillery. On one occasion
De Ginkle under the protection of his
70 cannon, succecded in laying heams
across the broken arches. Then o tit-
tle band of thirteen of Ireland's hrav-
est soldiers dashed down upon  the
bridge and tore away those beams
and timbers, which were flung into
the Shannon. They were shot down
in a feww moments; but their places
were taken immediately by eleven oth-
ers, who continued their work until
their numbers were reduced to {wo,
by whom finally the bridge was again
destroyed. Nor, as long as the ileath-
less fame of “The Roman Three’”’ who
kept the Tiber's Bridge and saved the
IEternal City '*in the brave days of
cld,” is justly celebrated by bards
and by historians, should the no less
heroic deed be forgotten of the hancl-
ful of gallant men who thus went
forth to certain death, and facing the
fire of 20,000 enewmies, ere they fell
at their post desiroyed the Shannon's
bridge, and sd, for a short time, sav-
ed the gate of Connaught from the nd-
vancing foe, These brave Irish Jnco-
bites may well have been sustuined
by the very sentiments which 1ihe
poet ascribes to Horatius under sini-
ilar circumstances:— .

To every mar upon this earth
J:)eat.h cometh soon or late,
_And-how can man die better
Then facing fearful odds,
For the country of his fathers
And-the temples of his gods.

days’ ceaseless fighting, and after Le
Ginkle hed-exhitsted his store of 20,~

000 cannon balls, 600 bombs, and
many tonsg of stone shot from the
mortars, together with 50- tons of
powder, which laid the entire place

long period Clonmacnoise became the

seat of seven noble churches with
two lofty ronnd towers encircled by
a long collegiate cily crowded  with

students, attracted there from every
part of Western Iurope by the farse
of the teuchers of this great school of
sanctity learning. The lecturer
next referred to the ancient schools,
scholars, and travellers of Clonmac-
noise, and siid the latter included
amongst others Colan, whose piely
was only equalled by the erudition of
his works; Alcuin, the founder of the
University of I’isa; Johannes Septus
Erigenn, the most learned scholar of
the ninth century and the earliest
teacher of philosophy at Oxford;
Tighernach, the celebrated Irish an-
nalist; and Dicunel, the geograpier,
who in the year 823, proved that the
wild waters of the North Atlantic
had been sailed over and the ice-
bound regions of the Arctic Circle ex-
plored by Irish monastic traveilers.
Nor is it uninteresting now to "ote
that divers pilgrims from this re-
mote isle of the West had reached the
upper regions of the Nile, had meas-
ured and described the Pyramids of
Egyprt, and had passed along -~he
long-forgotten waterway of Ptolemy,
which from the Pelusiac branch of the
Nile traversed 1he Isthmus of Suez,

Sen, a thousand years before 1he
work of Lesseps had connected its

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another church which was s_;ucl{gd and
desecrated by William De Burgo, one
of the founders of the Clanricarde fa-
mily, in the year 1203. Not long,
however, were the Franciscan ath-
ers of Meelick permitted to continue
their sacred mission in peace. From
the 21st yesir of Elizabeth, the storm
of persecution which had been turned
against the moanasteries of England
and her father Henry VIIIL., was once
more lashed into fury, and especially
directed agninst the abbeys and chur-
ches that had as yet escaped its
force in the remote districts of Con-
naught. From that period down io
the end of the 16th century this pro-
vince was the theatre of an almost
incessant and sanguinary warfare. !
The pretexts for this were the intro-:
duction of the religion together \cith
with the government and laws into
the west of Ircland. But the true ol-
jects were the destruction of the row-
er of the native princes and the on-
fiscation of their property together
with that of the Church of which
they were the protectars. Neverthe-
less, for several years after the com-
mencement of the Elizabethan confis-
eations of Connaught, the O 'Madren’s
territory Silanchia stilled remained
unconquered and its moasteries vn-
suppressed. Finally, however, this

fell work was accomplished in  the
rear 1595 by the Liord Depuaty. Sir
Willinm Russell, who at the head of

a large force invaded Siol Anmach-
adh, and after an odstinate resistince
in which nearly all the chieftnins of
his sept were slain, ('Madden’s Cas-
tle of T.usmagh was taken hy storm
March 12th, 1595, and its brave gar-
rison put to the sword or thrown
over the hattlements into the Shan-
non. Thus deprived of their only pro-
tectors, the Monks of Meelick hecame
an easy prey to the vandal hands hy
whom their abbey was pillaged. de
secraled, and almost completely des-
troyed, whilst the monks were slain
at the altars they had served, or on-
ly escaped with life to wander or die
in exile or on the hillsides of their
own land.

A quarter of a century Jlater—on
the 4th of June, 1620—the survivors
of the exiled Franciscan communtty of
Meelick again reassembled by stealth
in the ruins of their spoliated abbey,
where, on the feast of Corpus Christi
High Mass was once more celebraied
by the Rev. John Madden. OS5,

The word to march was
given, and we find DBetsy Gray mount-
ed on her grey nure, a sword by her
side, and bearing Erin's green  flag
high on head to cheer her hrave com-
rades on to victory. She refused 1o
remain in shelter of the woods with
the other women and children. She
could not watch a fight for her coun-
try's freatlom from afar. The cournge
of the brave girvl roused that of  her
cgmrades. With a loud cheer they
c¢harged right up to the very muzzles
oi the Iinglish guns, forced back the
enemy, and gained the centre of the
town, Suddenly a trumpet call rang
high above the dim; ‘twas the signal
for retreat, but the Irish, who did
not understand this, mistaking it as
a signal for British reinforcements,
and knowing how few in number they
really avere, turned and fled in the
very moment of their hard won vie-
tory.

And now o cdreadful scene of earn-
age comnienced. The yeomanry on
horseback casily overtook the fugit-
ives and relentlessly cut them down.
“With difficulty .our friends succcederd
baflling (as they thought) their
pursuers, and had escaped sbout 3
miles from the scene of battle, to o
little sheltered spot. likely to afford
them refuge. Betsy— who was nn a
little ahead, wondered why her coni-
rades ‘Edward and one of whom she
joved better than a brother, her lov-

When the matter was hrought to
the knowledge of .the Rev. Father
Quinlivan, and he was asked if such
a class might be taught in the High
School, he answered that it was evi-
dently the proper place for it, and
that he would only {feel too honored
to see it established in connectinn
with the first and only High School
in the Province of Quebec, founded
for the benefit of the Irish people.

the Gaelic Tanguage Saciety of Mont-
real, lias already evidenced the prac-
tical plhase of its enterprise by estab-
lishing regular classes for the study
of the Irish tongue, we think that
the follawing able contribution 1tg¢
the “Catholic TUniversity Bulletin,”
from the pen of Rev. Eugene O'Grow-
ney, of I'hoenix, Arizona, must prove
both ureful and interesting.

Father O'Growney writes.—

“A good deal of atteption has been
pai¢ of late to the plonology of mo-
dern Irish. A Freneh, a German and p
Danish scholar have in turned studied
the Gaelic of the South Islands of
Aran, a place that bidsfnir to become
a school of modern Irish. In the pre-
sent pages we have the first thorough
account vet published of the pron-
of Irish in what has al-
ways been, and still is, the literary
province. As the work of one who
has been from his childhood familiar
with the language, this stuwdy has a
speeial value, and it has already re-
ceived o warm weleome in Gaelic
circles. Dr. Henebry gives lis  little
book  the wodest sub-title of “Intro-
duction (o the Metrical System of
Munster 1'oetry’"— a body of litera-
tare fairly familiar to Inglish read-
ers through the translations of Man-
Iidward Walsh, Furlong, and
others—hit we believe that students
of language generally  will find  the
work very  suggestive and valuuble.
Few spoken tongues of the present
day lave such g long record as Gaelie
hossesses of the changes in pronunci-
ation as reflected in MSS. extending
over eleven centuries. The phonetic
schene  adopted, while full and ade-
fuate for all practienl purposes, is
also  natoral, and presents no un-
heeessary  diffjiculty. The vowel
sounds are carefully indicated, and
each consonant has its full share of
symbols.

Lengthening of vowel sounds from
Position, and removal of certain vow-
el sounds in favOr of others are the
chief phenomena  studied under the
l"sead of vowels.

‘Questions of Gaelic phonology have
special actuality just now, when the
movement to extend the use and
knowledge of the old tongue is meet-
ing with such success, that the pro-
posal has been mede of edopling ©
phonetic spelling, so as to make the

learning of Gaelic easier. Fvidently,
any improvement in spelling, and

gtill more a phonetic spelling, must
be based on o uniferm praonunciation.
We must know what are abnormal
and erratic growths, and separate

from the normal pronunciation.

Dr. Henebry's book, although not
written for this specific purpose, is a
most valuable kelp to study of these
points. Thus some things that at pre-
sent only burden the memory

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We are often at o loss to . under-
s':t'a.tid how, 'n: why, serious and ijim-
portant publications — such as the
“‘Contenporary Review'—accept and
herald abroad ~ contributions that
bear the double impress of extrewme
prejudice, and unqualified ignorance.
X¥s it because they are couched in
good English, or hecause they display
a superabundance of choice express-
ions, or because they Lristle with
notes and ijuotations—all more or
less reliable, ‘or is it simply because
they aim to ridicule, belittle, or mis-

represent the Catholic Church? We
can easily ask these questions: but
to

we are unable to give an answer
any of them. We have a striking ex-
ample of this class of Magazine art-
icles in the February issue of the
«*Contemporary Review,” for 189¢%.
Itisentitled ““I.essoos from the Mass.™
and is signed by the Rev. Joseph Fox-
lev. Who the Rev. Joseph Foxley is
we do not know, never having heard
or read his name until we saw it up-
on the title page of the magazine in
question. Ile is evidently a clergy-
man of some denomination; he is also
a person who imagines he knows
something about ‘*The Mass''; and he
is a peculiar reasoner who has made
a strange junible of deductions from
a chaotic heap of false premises.
We would not like to follow
through all the mazes of his lengthy
article: moreover, it would serve very
littie the purpose of enlightening our
readers. After having abundantly
‘proven that he knows nothing about
“The Mass,’ as it is understood in
‘the Catholic Church; and that he has
‘gleaned what he does know about its
.ritual or rubric from the “Key of
Heaven,”” or some Other general
.prayer-hook, that simply contains the
«ordinary,”’ for the use of the faith-

Any Catholic, thoroughly acquaint-
ed with “The Mass,” will find it no
easy task to discover how Alr. TPox-
ley arrives at these four conclusions—
each as preposterous as the others.
As a  very wide field is hereby open.
we will take advantage of it, in fu-
ture issues, to point out some of the
errors thus heaped together. But for
the present we will simply take his
first conclusion. e read over, not
once, but four times his arguments
regarding the Mass providing a me-
thod of confession and ahsolution
awhich is daily practised in the Cath-
olic Church—each time Mass is cele-
brated— and which constitutes the
regular and original form of con-
fession in the Church, but, only ajter
long reflection were we enabled to
"at what he was driv-
ing,”’ or to what he made reference.

Mr. TPoxley says: ‘‘Near the begin-
ning of the Mass the priest confesses
sins to the assistant ministers
(servantis at Alass, we suppose).
These need not be in Priests Orders
and usually are not . . The aoas-
sistanl ministers then pra) for him
in a form substantially the same as
what is called in the Iinglish Com-
munion Service the ‘Absolution. Then
the ministers confess to the priest,
and he prays for them; both parties
in eactly the same words as helore,
only now in the plural number.”’

Tor the present we will not o any
further with this Reverend Gentle-
man’s appreciation of “The Mass,”'

other system of Confession and Ab-
solution dgther than that taught in
connection with the Sacrament of

Penance? He has read the “‘Introit ’’
of the Mass, and he has found that
before the priest ascends the sters of
the altar, he repeats—the clerk, or
‘assistant, the one ‘‘serving Mass,"’

making the responses— a portion of,

one of the psalms, and the ordinary
prayer known as the ‘‘Confiteor,”” or

" “‘I confess to Almighty God.” He con-

cludes from this that the Priest con-
fesses his sins to the boy serving the
Mass: that the boy prays for the
priest, and absolves him; and that, in
turn, and for all present, the boy
makes a confession and receives
blessing, a prayer, and an absolu-
tion. Comment is unnecessary. We
will not trouble our intellizent read-
ers with any more extended criticism
on this point; the absurdity of the
cantention is too patent, and is only
a sample of the reasons that lead to
the other three false conclusions.

Here is a sample of the small
means adopted to undermine Catho-
licity. There are enemies of our
Church  ~who know the truth of.the

old saying, “‘the constant drop will
wear a stone.”” They are nnt prepar-
to
attack the Church with dynamite-ar-
guments of bold assault, but, by con-

stantly letting fall drop after drop
of their doubly distilled  vit-
riol upon the "‘Rock of Ages,”” they

hope eventually to work some injury
to the institution that it supports,
There is a sneer and an inuendo under
the mask of & petty joke, or a clever
bit of wit, which cannot but be ap-
parent to all who feel their effects:—

“*Now it appears that the Vatican
is to be lighted by electricity. Ohne of
the principal reception halls in the
private suite of the I’ope is already
lit by incandescent lamps, and as the
Petit Bleu says, ‘‘some day the Papal
blessing may be given by telephone.”

Strange questions are often sent to
editors, and too often editors hazard
replies that are more or liss exact.
Jlere is an example; we take it from
the New York Sun:—

“Kindly let me know whether or
nat there are any snakes in Ireland
since the time of St. Patrick and  if

St. 'atrick was an Italian,
Terence O'Shaughnessy.

There are no serpents in Jreland;
the tradition is that &t. Patrick
drove them ail out, and that since

his time there have heen none. St
Patrick was not an Italian; he was a
FFrenchman or a Scotsman.

This may be considered as “‘safe an-
swering”'; there is not much likeli-
hood that any one can find fault with
it—except in its incowmpleteness. The
same ynestions have already Leen sent
to the “True Witness''; but wea  did
not think it necessary to give any
serions replies tg them. It may be no
harm, however, to here quote firom
Moonex's “History of lreland,”  one
ol the finest worhs of its class in our
language.

who gave this account, in the twelfth
century. The peculiarity may ke sup-
posed to proceed from the climate, or
the nature of the soil, rather than
from any supernatural cause.”’

Figuratively speaking, St. Patrick
did certainly drive out of Ireland all
the vcnomous reptiles of paganism.

Dear Mr. Editor.— I notice that for
several weeks past our Catholics
newspapers, especinlly those of On-
tario, have been discussing the iver-
its and shortcomings of Butler's 'at-
echism.

Sharing the apparently com-
mon belief, that Butler's, taken all
in all, was the best Catechisin  that

Catholic Church, of Boston, of 81,000
taken ifrom the Sunday collections,
the police inspectors yesterday morn-
ing arrested William A. Doucette,
alias Summers, an usherin thechurch.

The arrest of Doucette is the result
of a year's watchful work by the
pastor, the Rev. Father Barry, ~who
has long been aware that some
was stealing the church money. Mark-
ed money was found on Doucette, and
to the police he has partly admitted
that he was the thiei. He is 22 yrs.
old.

His arrest was madeduring the last
of the morning services yesterday.
The inspectors were at all the ser-

The growth of a baby is most rapid
in the first few weeks of its life. The
child should gein in height from six
to seven inches, and proportionately
in breadth, during the first year; and
from the fourth to the sixteenth year
it should gain two inches every year.
There are certain diseases, such as
rickets and scrofula, which retard
growth; and the mother should notice
the development of the child in this
direction most carefuily, in order that
some inherited malady may not gain
a great deal of headway and so cause
fntal results long before she Knows
anything about it.

Too much perspiration about the
hearl when sleeping; o coldness in the
feet and hands; an abnormal growth
of the head, and slow closing of the
fontanels—all point to some chronic
malady: and unless change of food or
habits in  exercise make a radieal
change the mother had best ask ad-
vice.

IRISH MAGISTRATES.

Here are some statistics which we
take from the ‘‘Irish Catholic,” and
which speak eloquently for themsel-
ves.

THE DAIRY COW.

At a meeting of the County of Car-
leton TFarmers® Institute held last
week, Mr. Grisdale of the Experiment-
al farm, gave an illustrated address,
on “Dairying and the Dairy Cow.”’
The first thing required in a dairy-
man is that he be a first class man,
generous to his cattle in the matter
of feed and treatment, and interested
in his work. He must also be able to
control himself. A great deal de-
choice of a good dairy
cow. She should have o long fine
head, broad across the forehead,
slightly dished between the eyes, and
having a large muzzle. The eyes
should be large, the ears soft and
silky, with the inside of a deep waxy
color. She should have a long neck,
and well developed breast, the latter
bvecause good lung power is necessary.
She should be fine over the shoulders,
and along the back. The parts of the
bdckbone should be large and well
apart. This will necessarilymean that
the ribs are far apart, and this latter
is one of the best indications of a
good milker. She should be broad ac-
ross the hip bones. The tail should
be long and fine.

Peach Crop Destroyed.
