ture over the boards, and evidencing a degree of
luxury not alwaye then to be found, even in the
mansions of the wealthiest nobles of a profuse
and voluptuous court.

Large pictures, in magnificent ecarved and
gilded frames, hang upon the walls ; and at the
far end of the chamber, from the lofty ceiliag to
the floor, descend the rich folds of damask drape-
ties, through which, and through the open win-
dows from whose architraves they haag, is seen
the river- Thames- shimmering in.the uncertain
moonlight—gliding onward in ‘bis eternal -course,
and- reflecliog in s ever-moving. mirror, the
glow of forges, and_the warm fr-light of smog:
citizens at jovial supper, or, perchanice,lhe solitary
red glimmer that twinkles from tke poor student’s
attic—all which, and hundreds more, countiess
19 the stars on bigh, bis waters cateh as they flow
under tive dark banks opposite in broad and sileat
flood.

they were born, and which, unfortunately for them
have beeo lateiy purchased by Mr. Adair.

The police
furce is streagthened, tbe district proclaimed, laws
of vindictive charicter abridging the liberty of the
gubject, are threatened or enacted. The prejudices
of England are inflamed against ‘the Irisk nation,
aond thus the matter ends.

done to touch the root of the evils, to limit landiord
despolism, or to protect the helpless pessant—who
reclaimed the bog or mountain side—from its most
wanton exercise.

Tur Irisu Poon Law.——A very full meeting of the
Select Committer on the Dublin Poor Law received
his Grace the Archbizhop of Dublin when Le appear-
ed on the examination table to give evidence on this
most important question. The evidence may be re-
solved into four hends—First, as to the celebration
of divine worship in the workhouses. This has been
a standing complaint on the part of the Catbolic
clergy ; and all who are interested in this importnnt
question will find the subject thoroughly discussed
in the evidence of the Archbishop. His position was
thatthe practice in o few poor law unions in Ireland
should be gencral, und that Catholic chapels shonld
be provided for Catholic paupers. The second divi-
sion of the evidence referred to chaplains, in which
his Grace was equally clear and conclusive as to the
rights of “Oatholic chaplains to more ample remune-
ration. His Grace stated that the lewest stipend he
would recommend would be 2100 w.yearin large
towns and £80 a-year in the country.

ADDRESS TO THE PEOPLE O IRELAND BY
W. 8. O'BRIEN.

"The following has appeared in the Morning News:

If any argument were required to convigee an in-
telligent Irishman that Ireland will never prosper
until we possess a parliament invesied with entire
control over the resources of this country, surely
such an argument would be suggested by the humi-
listing attitude in which the [rish members have
been placed duricg the debutes of the last two weeks,

A proposatl is bronght forward by the goverment
for the repeal of i1lie- duty’ oo paper. Many of the
[rish memoers conzider-that measure to be emizently
usefol and deserving of support. -.Yet the constitu-
cocies of Ireland called upon their members to op-
pose this usefal proposal, not begause they disap-
prove of it, but becnuse the Government which brings
it forward has signified its intention to deprive Ire-
lnnd of the subsidy which hss heen granted to the
Galway Atlantic Comparny. By various organs of
public opinion, those members who are zealous ad-
vocates of a repeal of the paper duties, have been
urged to vote against their convictions, simply with
8 view to extor! from Lord Palmerston's government
the restitution to this country of a fraction of the re-
venue contributed by Ireland to the imperinl exche-
quer.

Is such a course of proceeding consistent with the
dignity of & great nation?.

Can we hope for the respect of foreigners when we
are thus wanting in respect for ounrselves ?

Does any rational Irishman doubt that o steam
communication between this country and Amcrica
would bave been established long since if Ireland
possessed a domestic parliament ? .

Would it not be n course more worthy of .2 high-
spirited nation to instruct its representatives to de-
mand a Repeal of tae Univn which subjects us, from
week to week, to this sort of degrading humiliation,
rather than to invite them to be belie their own de-
clarations, aud to record their votes in apposition to
their own convictions, as well as jn opposition to the
gencral interest of the United Kingdom ?

In suggzesting these queries for consideration, I
offer no opinion as to the claims of the Galway Com-
pany to a continuance of their contract, or 83 to the
competing claims of the Shannoo, or of Cork. If
the Galway Company, through the mismanagement
or peculation of the Englishmen who established it,
shall. be found unable, after a fair trial, to fulfl its
engagements, thet circumstance will not deprive the
Irish nation of it right to apply n portion of our re-
venue to the escouragement of steam communica-
between an Irish port and America.

Personally, [ am desirous that the Galway experi-
meat should receive the’ most indulgent trial; but if
the Galway Company should become bankrupt to-
wmorrow, the right of Ireland to a subsidy for steam
communitation with Americz would not be in the
slightest degree impaired.

Though po longer a representative of the Irish
people, [ yet feel myself entitled, as one of yourselves
to ask my countrymen how much more insuit, of
wrong, and of humiliation, they are disposed to ue-
dergo rather than emancipate themselves from the
galling yoke of servitude, by re-establishing the.Le-
gislative Indepecdence of Ireland, in conformity
with the enactment solemnly recorded in 1783, by
the Parliament of Eogland, in the following terms:
(Ses statutes of 1783). De it declared and enacted,

The Highlands and the
north-east near Presholuwe, have some 20,000 Ca-
tholice, all pure Scotch, who have conserved their
faith as [sraclites among BEgyptians. At Aberdeen
there i3 # Catholic cathedral, built of granite, 140
feet bigh. Almost every Sunday about 200 persons
go there 1o the Holy Communion, and durivg the
lectures the church is crowded. At Presholme re-
sides His Lordship the Right Rev. Bishop Ryle, the
oldest Biskop in Great Britain, who wus consecrated
in 1828, and who Lelped to consecrale Cardinsl
Wiseman at Rome, ag assistunt of Cardinal Fran-
zoni. What is seen at Presholme would be admired
in every place in the world—~a most zealous and po-
pular Bishop, who is besides remarkabie for hialearn-
ing and scientific tastes. Ile bas a most adurirable
collection of the peirifactions and other geological
curiosities of the north, a library containing, be-
sides hooks, the most remarkable letters of Mary
Queen of Scots, and about 20,00¢ manuscripts or
notes for the history of the Catholic religion and
missions in Scotland since the Deseveration. To the
extreme porth of Scotland there is only one church,
namely, at Wick, io Caithness. The Orkpeys and
Shetlands have oot had a Catholie clergyman these
300 years of Protestant bigotry, ignorance, and iui-
morality. The excellent but poor people have been
cruelly persecuted by the hungry and vocationless
ministers. The nearest land to the nportberu island
of Scotland are the Furoe Islands, belonging to the
Danish povernment. The Catholies there enjoy com-
plete liberty, and are treated with great liberality
by the anthorities, by the Lutberan clergy, and by
the people. In Iceland it was different last year.
But Protestant intolerance there has produced two
favornble results, namely, the Catholics have gained
there from the SupremeTribunal the liberty which was
denied before ; and duripg the same time the second
result took place—the Catholic priests establishing
themselves there for the ficst time, after 300 years of
Deseveration in the Islands of Orkney and Shet-
land. The progress of tbe Catholic faith in those
remote islands has been evinced by the number of
conversions which have taken place, and of the acts
of persecution which have been perpetrated. If in
gome Scandinavian countries the government is in-
tolerant, the people are hospitable: butin extreme
North of Scotland the government is tolerant; the
people excellent, but under & most cruel tyranny of
the Protestant ministers, especially of the so-called
Free Church, which is surely the most slavish Chris-
tian denomination in the world. We quote two cx-
amples:—‘In Kirkwall, & most libern} hookseller
offered to a Catholic clergyman a Cathe:-2 hool
which he bought some years age at the reque:: ' &
Catholic, but which he was hindered by his miu v
from selling toa Catholic layman, The minis. -
said, ¢ Ostholic books are not to be allowed to tn
read, either by Catholics or by Protestants”’ [n an-
other case, a man refusing his room for Diviue ser-
vice for Catholics on Sunday, said—* It i3 a profana-
tion of the Lord's day to worship God aftera Ca-
tholic fashion.’. The wife of this man added, *OQur
minister will put ua out of the church if we allow
this, and we shall lose our trade and die from star-
vation’—the husband added, *Our iinjster i3 so
selfiah.’ Others of the sinves of Protestant bigotry
supported this ridiculous intolerance, saying, ' That
Irish wretch is not allowed to visit gentlemen.—
These wordsobliged the Catholic clergyman to say,
‘From this moment I leave your house, becnuse I
consider that what you call Trish wretches are more
gentlemen in every sense than all your bigoted min-
isters. I prefer to sufler with tho Irist ratber than
to persecute you, good people, with the ministera.—
If you ask your conscience, I think, you love the
poor Irish, but you fear the rich ministers who teach
you to despise poor Trish a3 the Phariseca taught the
Jews to despise others’ In another place it was
sait that no burial-place woald be given. to Catho-
lics, and that they should take the corpses to Nor-
way for burial? That was said in Shetland--that
excellent and pitiuble country.— Glusgow Free Prese.

Poon Law Guanpians.—There are men in Tox-
teth Park who, though tiuey call themeelves guar-
dians of the poor, are intvlerant persocutors of poor
Catholics. They violate statute and poor-law to
gratify their bigotry. They force those who come
within their grip to be interred by Protestasts in
Protestant ground. They bave been asked to de-
gist—they will nol. They cannot deoy thata Ca-
tholic has ‘a natural right, a legal right, a religious
right, and a civic right, to be buried where, acd aa
his conscience dictates, and yet when requested in
the name of the 15,000 Catholics of Toxtelh Park,
to treat Catholics as Protestants like to be treated,
they answer in this offensive and cvasive style:—

It was ordered that the clerk do reply
to such letter, by stating that there is one rule
which applies to the interment of all paupors, and
they do not at present sce how they can deviate
therefrom.” This is o specimen of the religious
liberty of the Catholics of Liverpool; bnt Protest-
antg will not have these trutbs brought before thetn,
for the letters to which the aboveis a roply wereo
rejected by the Mercury sed Daily Post. The sub-
ject shiall be carried up to a more responsible tribu-
nal, and one may B8till hopo for the wane of religi-
oug persecution in Bugland.— Northern Press,

To him, and to
soientific examiners associated with him,
qure s very much indehted for the
expos 'ross an imposture, Tt will also be
less probubi:  iu spite of the not unnsaturni sndness
of suspicion as to the dangers of literature, which
Mr. Hamilton exprezses—that any such attempt
should be repeated. We have mnde tiis very short
recitnl of a thoroughly interesting passage in lite-
rary history, not with the finsl view of directing the
attention of cur readers to it, but with the view of
directing the attention of other persons to an al-
leged, and possible, forgery which very much con-
cerns them, und might bs made the subject of a gimi-
lar examination. The Protestant Episcopal Register,
which, for the sake of convenience, hag been called
the Lambeth Register, recites an event which is de-
scribed by Protestant Episcopaliaps as the conse-
cration of Archbishop Parker.

To advocate the elaims of any particular or
individual candidate to the support of the elee-
toral body is at best aa invidious task, and cer-
tainly one bardly becomivg the Cathohie journal-
ist. It is at.all-times difficult to separale men
from- measures, or measures from men. In op-
posing, ot supporting priaciples, 1t 1 difficuit in
actual political life to avoid the appearance of
OpPOFNE OF Supporlig persons ; but we trust
that i is possible to lay down u few general
rules for a Catholic constituency, without either
sacrificing principle, or -giving pessonal offence.

We need not insist upon the importance of the
franchise, or upon the stil greater importance of
exercising the political power thereby conferred,
prudently and conscientiousiy. IEF 1t 19 a great
thing to have a voice in the framiog of the laws
by which we are governed, it is a still greater
privilege to be able to exercise a powerful influ-
ence over the moral and religious conditions of
our country——conditions which haply may affect
the well-being of generations yet unborn. If
the possession of a vore is the mark and the
boast of the freeman, the wise and cooscien-
tious casting of that vote should be the subject
of déep and earnest attention to the Catholic.

science may we define what. we mean by the
threefold qualification insisted upon above; leav-
ing it to the Catholic voter to apply in each par-
ticular case the rule which we would attempt to

lay down in general.

By ¢ social qualification™ we mean that the
recipient of the Catholic vote should be a per-
son fitted to represent and advocate the interests
of Dis constituents, by his social position, or pe-
sition in socicty. ¥VWe mean that be should be a
man of independent means or fortuse, and not a
needy political advewsterer ; that. be should be
oue possessed of a considerable material stake in
the country, either as a merchant, as a farmer,
or the holder of real estate. A poor man may
be a very good man, and a very clever man ;—
hut, as a general rule, a poor man will not make
a .good Member of Parliament. [f a inan of
honor, the poor man will be too proud to engage
in political hfe, and thereby expose himsell to
tbe suspicion of being uctuated by personal and
mercenary motives; and if not a man of acute
honor, he is one whom no constituency would be
wise to trust,  Indeed it may be laid down with
perfect safety, as a general rule, that vo hooest
maun, being poor, that 15, not "possessed of inde-
pendent means, or realized capital, will ever
seek to enter Parliament. Aund as no man ever
did, or ever can, honestly advanze his personal
nterests, or ameliorate lis pecuniaty condition
by accepting a seat in the Legislature of his

" 'We do not insist_upon the “first, because the
national origin’ of ‘our Leegislators, is 2 considera-
tion by which no one intellectually above an idiot,
or morally superior. to a:knave, would ever allow
himself to be influenced. Here in Canada, all
Her Majesty’s subjacts are, as respects national
origin, on a footing of perfect equality, and it
.would be most vawise and ungenerous to insist
upon “ race™ as eiiber a qualification or disquali-
fication for office. If a candidate be honest and
intelligent, a loyal subject and a good member
of society, and therefore one in whom it is pru-
dent to trust, the land of his birth is & matter of
as much indiflerence, as the ecolor of s hair, or
the family name of his maternal great grandmo-
ther. We therefore purposely omit the mention
of a ¢ national quahfication” as either necessary
or even desirable.

Neither would we, thougb Catholics, insist a3 a
condition sine quu non, ona Catholic represen-
tative. ‘The questions which the Tegislature
has to deal with, are for the most part in the na-
tura! order, in which Catholics and Protestants
can, and often do, hold cominan principles. We
atk, as Catholics, from the Legislatnre the re-
cogmition merely of our natural rights, and claim
no privileges beeause of our sopernatural or
religious stazns; and thus, though all other things
being equal; we should prefer a Catholic to re-
present us—yet we should never hesitate to vote
for an honest Protestant who was willing to ac-
cord to us the full exercise of our natural rights
as parents in the education of our children, and
of aur civd rights as tree citizens in the disposal
of our property for ecclesiastical and charitable
purposes. An honest Protestant, being # geu-
tleman, and a loyal subject of Queen Victoria, is
in every respect better entitled to the support
and confidence of a Catholic ronstituercy, than
a lax, indifierent, or tmmoral Catholic, whose re-
ligion is ever on his lips, but is allowed to exer-
cise no influence over his daily Jife. Not even
George Brown with all his affected bigotry, not
the most rabid Orangeman, can do so much in-
jury to Catholic interests, or bring such discre-
dit on the Cathohic cause, as 1s done and brought
by the dishonest or  Liberal Kuwtholic.® It
i3 of him alone that we staud in dread, and st is
against him that we would especially warn the
Catholic elector.

. A respectable soeisl position, a sound educa-
tion with a general knowledge of busmess, and
above all, a moral character unimpeachable—
these are the conditions which we rigorously ex-
act; and if these are to be lad, the untional
origin of their possessor should be a matter of
perfect indilference te all intelligent wen, whilst
his religious errors, or errors in the supernatural
order, should not be allowed to neutralise his
sther excelleneies. Woe requre as our repre-
sentatives gentemen—empbatically, gentlemen
-——men of unblemished honor, men who would
scorn to do a dirty action, and who are ex-
emplary for the morality of their conduct in pub-
lic and private hfe. We require Christians ; we
would of course prefer Catholics ; but we should
never hesitale zboul giving our hearty suppert to
an honest, gentlemaniy Protestsnt willing to deal
with others as he would himself be dealt wath. -

A good cause may be dsmaged by injudiciouy
advocacy, sod ao indiscreet friend may sowe-
times do as much harm asa designing foe. This
is particwlarly the case with the Catbolic cause;
and the Catholie jourmalist should therefore be
very coreful not to put arguments in the mouthy
of ber enemies, or weapons in thew hands, by
misstating ber teachings, or misapplymg her ia-
junctions. We areall liable to error—to errors
of the head—to errors of the beart; the Church
alone can never err or lead astray; and most
careful sbould the Catholic journalist be ot to
compromise her, not to mix ber up in the sordid
strife of political parties, or the ignoble passmné
of a General Election.

Itis for this reason, and certainly in no cap-
tious spirit, that we feel curselves compelled to
eXpress our-regrets at some reémarks which ap-
peared m a “ Communication” pubhished in the
‘Toronto Mirror of the 14th wstant; and which,
we think, would not have bLeen wmserted, but for
the absence of the editor of that journal. The
article we complain of was, we are certain, writ-
ten with the best inteations; bur its insertion
was ap oversight, and it allegations with refer-
ence to His Lordship the Bishop of hfontreal
call for a few words of notice.

Iiow the accident occurred it 1s ot easy to
understand. At wid-day, so we are told, the
Cunadian, which left Quebec on the 1w, was
run upon & held of ice on the 4th instant, in the
Straits. This would seem to indicate gross ne-
glect, or perhaps somethinz more than segleet,
somew here.

On the other hand, too much praise caapot be
awarded to the Captain and officers for their

skill in rescuing the passengers and crew from
destruction. In about 35 minutes from the time
the vessel struck she went down; and yet in
that short time the boais were got out and lower-
ed, and with the exception of eleven all were
landed safely at Cape Bauld. This bare state-
ment of facts is the highest eulogy upon the effec-
tive discipline and excellent arrangements of the
vessel. How, with suchwofficers,and with such a
crew, she was rua on the ice i broad dayhight
remains a mystery.

The effect upon the line of steamers will be
most injurious. 'The loss of so many fine vessels
will be attributed to some particular daugers in
the route, which no skill can surwount, no pis-
cautions evade.  'This is not true however ; at !
sea there is no excuse for accidents; and witha
good look-out, and with the ordinary precautions
which prudeace dictates, and which every intel-
ligent officer should be acquainted with, the voy-
age per steamer from Quebec to any part m the
United Kingdom, may be performed with as per-
fect satety as the trip from Montrea! to Quebec,

AUSTRIA.

Great movement i3 still perceptible &moung the
most distinguished Hunguarian exiles, Kossuth,
Klapka, Turr, acd others, met the day before yes-
terday at Turio, and consulted about the line of
operations it would be advisable for them to pursue.
We have news to-day from very good authority,
stating that the Ausirian Government is awaiting
the earliest opportunity to seize on the first pretext,
however trifling, to dissolve the Hungarian Diet.

A rather mysterious telegram announced some
days ago that the Ausirian employes in Hungary
and Transylvania had been placed. by the Imperial
Government under the jurisdiction of the military
authorities. The explanation i3 that it was found
recessary to withdraw themn from the persecutions
and vexations inflicted on them by the magistrates
of the cxtreme Alagyar party, who arrested them,
and trented them as malefactors, for carrying out
the orders of the povernment in collecting the taxes.

Thanky to the much abused Austrian Concordat,
the Protestants of Austria are now more free than
any religious monarchy in any country. Ia Prussia,
the Catholics are two-ffths of the population, and
in Great Britain and Ireland one-fourth—yet they
are not on & footing of equality with Protestants ;—
but in Austrin, the Protestants, who are less than
one-thirteenth of the population, enjoy full equality
with Catholics. Tbe Monde points out. that they
have their proportiodal part’in-State Grants, and in
local rates, #nd in institutions which are not Catho-
lic foundations. They have the protection of the
secular arw, and all the riglts of their Pastors are
recogoised by the judges. All this is done while
the much abused Concordatis in fall vigor, Nay,
they have an advantage which Catholics do not pos-
sess, for the possession and enjoyment of their eccle-
siastical property is guaranteed to them by the Em-
peror at the very moment when the Liberal party in
the Reichseath is urging the confiscation of the Cn-
tholic Church property.

The Historéische Blueler, of Munich, says well that
if the revision of the Concordat is determined ox in
the Austrian Chambers, in deference to the outeries
of infidels, liberals, and Jews, Cardinal Rauscher,
instead of arguing with men whose minds are made
up, need only sy, It you are resolvod on rejecting
the Concordat, give us the law of April 8. Give us
the law that has been given to Protestants.”

This would surely be no unreasonable demand,
yet, as the Monde points out, it would be an excel-
lent bargain for Catholics,.— Tublel.

CHINA.

A glorious piece of news, says the Monde, which
will make all the Chureh rejoice, arrived from Tong
King. At Soutay, the capital of the province of
tbat name, at toe end of 1860, M. Neron, a French
missionary, had his head cat off for buving preach-
ed the Christian religion, This new martyr was
arrested in August, and was kept for soveral months
heavily chained in a cage.

Immediately the spectators,.avd even the
executioner-and his assistaata,” hurried round the
body, and, tearing the blood-stainéd garments into
shreds, carried off the pieces as relics. Shortly after
another FFrench missionary, M. Venard, fell into the
hands of the mandarins, waa put in chains, confin-
ed in a cnge and condemned 1o death. Io 13 now
waiting with joy the momeat of sacrifice; perhaps
even he has already been executed, and the Church
of Frauce possesses a martyr the more. M. Neron
belonged to the Diocese of St, Claude, and M. Ven-
ard to that of Poitiers; both were members of the
Congregation des Missions Etrangeres.
