To the extent that In-
creased assessment subjects such land
to heavier taxation he admits that the

A call
on America for gold can be made by
the simple process of realizing Ameri-
can securities, and this would in turn
render the financing of new enterprises
on this side the Atlantic more difficuit.
India is the crux of the situation and
it her craving for gold cannot be stay-
ed, the suggestion of a royal commis-
sion' to investigate Indian conditions
will have to be taken into serfous con-
sideration,

in restraint of trade, or for acquiring
a monopoly. Repeal of the law al-
lowing holding companies ig asked in
the fourth bill, which, however, per-
mits of holding and voting stock in
other companies already owned. The
fifth bill prevents merged companies
from future dequisition of the stock
of other companies. In the sixth bill
the approval of the Public Utilities
Commission must be procured to all
mergers, and the seventh bill prohi-
bits discrimination in prices, except
for cost of transportation and similar
allowable differences.

Whatever may be the fate of these
bills in the New Jersey Legislature,
their introduction is important, as
indicative of the attitude of the presi-
dent-elect towards some of the later
developments of corporation practice.
They show him to be keenly alNe to
the menace of combinations organized
to exploit the public, and they attack
the evil in the only effectual way—
that of fixing responsibility on indi-
viduals in the cases where directors
seek to shield themselves behind fic-
tions of law. Private corporations are
by legal fiction separate persons, but
they are all under individusl controf,
and many of the abuses from which
the public suffer will be rectified when
the man or men responsible for their
conduct are made amenahle to the
punishment inflicted on individual per-
sonal action.

ceration. As an illustratien of the
detriment to a community caused by
the absence of legislation on this
point, Mrs. Plumptre guoted the City
of Hamilton, which last year had to
support. in its different institutions or
elsewhere thirteen deserted wives and
gixty children.

WAYS TO COOK POTATOES
SO THEY WILL BE MEALY

0 ¥ COURSE every woman who can
boll water can cook potatoes, or

thinks she can. There are women who
keéep the kitchen teakettle bubbling
from morning wuntil four oclock in
the iermoon, and then make tea
right out of it. So, not every woman
knows all there is to know about boil~
ing. water. And, judging by the ap-
pearance of the potatoes served in
many houses, not every woman can
cook a potato. X

When vegetables are inclined to
lose their julces and wither, it 18 a
good plan to soak the potatoes in cold
water for a couple of hours before
cooking them. Just one trial, if ‘the
condition of the outside is observed,
will prove that much of the plumpness
of the vegetable will be restored by
this. means. Some cooks, whose re-
sults justify the means, put old pota-
toes on to the fir, in cold water %
let them come ‘slowly to a ‘boil. Ne
Pctatoes they always put into holling
water. !
Real lovers of potatoes know that a
boiled potato has a far better flavor
if it is cooked in its jacket than {f
it is peeled before boiling: The rea-
son is plain—the mineral substances
of the potato are more plentiful near
the skin, and they give the flavor to
the vegetable. For same reason It
is desirable that as thik a skin should
be removed as possible in peeling, -

Potatoes should never be covered
after they are dome, and drained from
the water in which they are boiled.
Steaming them will make them §OERY.
There are cooks who are successful in
finishing their cooking in steam, boil-
ing them a little more than half done,
and then draining them, putting the
cover of the kettle nearly on, leaving
Just opening for the steam to escape
and then standing the kettle op the
back of the stove and letting the pota-
toes finish cooking in the steam.
Snowy potatoes, light as a feather,
have resulted 'from this method. But
it peeds practice. A cook who never
falls to ve mealy potatoes puts
them into unsalted bolling water and
lets them boil rapidly for about ten
minutes. Then she reduces the cook-
ing almost to a simmer. Just before
the potatoes are done she turns in a
cupful of cold water. This, she claims,

cools the surface of the potato and
gives more time to the ' center for
ccoking. At any rate, her potatoes
are always white and snowy clear to
the heart, says a New York Sun
writer. As soon as the water in which
she is cooking them comes to a boil
aga'n she drains the potatoes and
shakes them over the fire—without a
cover—until they are quite dry.
* The water in which potatoes are
boiled should never bg used. If pota-
toes. are be cooked with other foods
parboil them first. ¢

In baking potatoes it iz a mistake
to put them into too hot an oven. The
high temperature makes skins hard,
8o that the steam cannot escape, and
the result is sogginess. When the
'potato ig done hold it in a napkin and
gently press it until the interior is
softened. Put th, potatoes back into
the oven and keep them hot until they
are wanted. They will keep white and
dry for a reasonable time, If 'baked
poiatoes are le ft over from a meal cut
them in two, scoop out the center,
werm it over in butter, with a little
cream, and refill the shells... Then put
them into the oven " until they are
slightly browned, . :

Potato souv' 1s delicious on a cold
day if it is properly mdde. Peel four
good-sized potatoes, cut them in two
and boil them until they are about
half -done. Then dra'n them, cover
them with hot water, turn in a thick
slice of onion, a stalk of celery, a
bit of bay leaf, a sprig of parsley, and
cook until the potatoes are done- Then

Very attractive tea cakes may be
made by cutting spice cake, plain cake
or an simple shéet cake out with a
cookie cutter and topping each cake
with half a marshmallow. Bet the’
cakes in a moderate oven till the
marshmallow has melted slightly; take
out and top each with a piece of an-
gellca, a candied cherry or a nutmeat.

A little kerosene added to the water
in which clothes are boiled will whiten
linen that has grown yellow thru dis-
use.

If toasted bread is put in a double
boller and placed where the water in
the outer kettle is Kept warm, the toast
will be delicioud after an hour or more,

A very satisfactory yellow icing is
made of the yolks of egg. Beat them
very hard, till they are a rich cream
in color; then stlr in confectioner's
sugar till the right consistency. Grat-
ed orange or lemon peel is excellent
for flavoring.

It is a wise plan when baking a fruit
cake to set the cake pan in another
larger pan, partly filled with water.
The baking process will take a trifie
longer, but it will not be attended by
danger of the cake burning.

Soft cheese may be presgsed tﬁru a
potato ricer with as good effect as by
the use of a grater, or food chopper.

CARBONS FROM TAR

Carbons.of high grade are now to
be obtained from tar, according to a
process invented by a Swedish firm.
The powdered carbon will be pressed
to form electric light carbons of larger
sizes than electro-chemical work. The
method is based on the fac¢t that finc-
ly-divided <¢arbon makes up a large
percentage of the composition of tar
and 1s what-gives the black color, this

being due to the carbon particles sus-
pended in an etherwise dense and
transparent yellowish-brown liquid. A
process is used for separating the car-
bon from the liquid and it can then be
molded into any desired shape.

In discussing this piii of 1913, to
revise the revised Banking Act of
1901 (really made over forty years
it is first necessary to set out
s0me of the defects in the present
banking and currency system; and,
for brevity’s sake, ™1 imtend to desig-
nate ' the existing law as the “oid
law,” and the proposal now befoie
the house as the “new law.”
Where Our System Is Deficient.
Among the fects of -the old law
and of the existing system are the fol-
lowing: : : 5
-(1) The insufficiént protection of de-
positors. S & SN
(2) The facllity with which banks
are merged and amalgamations made.
.(8) The partial surrender by govern-
ment to the banks of the function of
emitting currency.

take it, the paramount evil of our
banking system,

' (8) The sterilization of the postof-
fice savings bank system and the
government savings bank | system,
both of which were created’in the
public Interests by special acts, and
whose usefulness-is largely being de-
stroyed by active or secret opposi-
tion of the chartered banks, and per-
haps by silent neglect of the gov-
ernment. A :

(6) The. tendency of the present law
to set apagt the savings of the people
in the banks for the purposes ©of busi-
ness, rather than the use of any of it
for byilding purposes, as is prevalent
in the United States. In that country
the savings of the people on de-
posit with .the savings banks are de-
voted to investment in mortgages on
real estate and Dbullding impr;oue-
ments. ‘ ;
Insufficient Protection of Depositors.

Having stated these. evils, and as
there is nothing .in this bill which

" deals in an' effective way with ‘them,
let me discuss for a moment the first
one, namely, the insufficient protec-
tion of dcpositors. All the govern-
ment proposes to do is to allow the
shareholders to appoint an auditor, in
addition to the present audit, which
is made by the bank’s own officials.
This is-no improvement, because we

. know that the management have the
proxies of the shareholders in their
own hands, and any aaditional audi-
tor’ will be an employe of the share-
holders, whose  interests are ‘often
contrary to the interests of the de-
posifors. In other words, the deposit-
ors should elect the auditor, or, as I
contend, the state, which represents
the depositors and the -whole public;
and therefore my contention is that
we must have a public inspection of
a'l banks, rather than a mere share-
holders’ audit. The public will be
surprised to learn that the actual de-
posits in the defunct Farmets' Bank
were used, and are being used today
as fast as they can be realized on, to
redeem the note issue of that bank
authorizéd by the present banking
act! L The paid-up capital had been
cxhausted; there was not sufficient
moeney in the vaults of the bank to
redeem the notes; and at this moment
any money being realized by _ the
liquidators, and it is the * deposifors’
money, is going to the discharge of the
hote issue, which is A bearing, until
redeemed, three per cent. interest.
vou will .see that the depositors’
money in the banks today in Can-
ada, In case of bad management, at
least, ‘must first go to the protection
of the notes put out by the bank! The
gtate, and not banks, should issue
all notes of circulation, and they

" ought to stand on their own bot-
tom, as 1 will propose later on. In
the United States there .is no danger
to depositors of a preference over
them of the notes paid out by the
bank! i

The provision of a public inspec-
tion in the interest of depositors
and the public is to be found in the
United’ States, and no one today can
sa; that public inspection.of the banks
in the United States Hhas been in-
jurfous to anybody; it is-a great
benefit to the public. The most cred-
itable thing in the national banking
system of the United -States is 'that

_the secretary of the treasury can put
mational inspectors®in national banks
where he has reagon to believe wrongs
have been committed, and have them
cleared up, ands¢the bank liquidated
"if necessary. +

What is the use of fining or even
imprisoning directors, who "have made
improper yeturns, long after  the
crime. What is wanted is protection
before the” crime. The new act
says that the directors and managers
may go to -jail for making false re-
turns. We want a system of public
inspection that will check’ the man-
agers at the beginning, and public in-
spection weuld have ‘prevented the
Farmers’ Bank from ever open-
ing its doors; and public in-
spection should begin at the inaug-
uration of the bank, and should bhe
made regularly from that time on.
Under the present law the -attention
of the finance minister has begn
called to evils that were said to exiSt,
and which he was unable to prevent,
and under the present act he will still
be unable to prevent. And why should
the government protect its own de-
posits ahead of the ordinary depositor,
the public? Do they dlstrust their
oewn law?

A Money Trust Coming.
Now, I come "to my second o0b-
jectior. to the present system, and it

- ig th's: Mr. Speaker; I fear a money
trust. and I wish fo" repeat it, 1 fear
2 money trust. and I say it
again to this house, I fear a
money trust. What is it that threat-
ens today the great republic alongside
other than this fear of a money trust.
The whole of the natural resources of
that country, even the industries of
the country are gradually going into
the hands of powerful trusts controlled
by a few very wealthy men, and worst
of 21, -cven almost ithe whole savings
of “the public in the banks are being
gradually concentrated in-New York.
in the hands of almost these same few
people, and being used rather for the
advam“es of these trusis, and those

imore

who control them, than for the public
at large, and for the general business
of the . community. Wall street, the
greatest evil in the United States, is
financed by this 'concentration - . of
bank 'resources in New York. The
people there fear a money trusi, and
tht revelations now being made in
Washington before a gpecial committee
ot ithe house of representatives have
startled the entire country, and have
drawn admissions from the plutocrats
themselves’ that. the danger point has
been reached, and if they were not,
as they claim themselves to be, emin-
ently honest.and -trustworthy persons,
a financial catastrophe would follow
if thig ‘concentrated capital came into
the thands of unreliable men. Are
we moving on the same lines in this
country? -1 think we are, and there-
fore I .say I fear a money trust.
The Merger Evil. :

There is not sufficient protection in
this bill against mergers. 1, disap-
proved-at the time, and .I still disap-
prove of .the recent  amalgamations
that have taken place in this country,
particularly during the last three
years; and still others "were contem-
plated, and were only héld off by pub-
lic eriticism and not by'any law or act
on the part of the government. It has
been sc easy to consolidate banks in
fhe States, and especially so in New.
York, and the power resultant there-
from has been sofenormous that every
temptation exists in this country to
follow that lead. What they do in the
United States they will do in Canada.
unless pafliament imposes a check- We
would be blind to our own interests if
we did not take advantage of the evils
that have been created in the United
States. ‘We now _know what, these
evils are and we should not_ facili-
tate their introduction into Canada;
and we must always remember that
the trust evils' in the, United
States, whether it applies to the in-
dustries or to the great necessities. of
life are manjpulated by the same
men that manipulate the banking
trust.
Canada Specially Open to Trust

Aggression.

In Canada the conditions are such
as -facilitate the growth of the same
evils here. The great west of the Uni-
ted States was settled before the
trust epoch began; the Canadian West
is being settled in the face of a great
railway trust, of .trusts more or less
dominating agricultural implements,
and many other manufactures;
more or less of a beef trust; a great-
er or lesser trust in: buying grain in
the west; and what now looks like a
bankers’ trust, or rhorfey: trust, and
by :the aid of which all other trusts
are strengthened .and; maintained. All
the trusts are bound to get together.
it, therefore, looks as ‘if the people of
the Canadian West are to grow up in
the presence of a system of trusts,
and this must have a2 most discourag-
ing effect unless we i)ave a progres-
sive government, and deal at ouge
with the evils that exist or are In
process of being established in the
“west. For instance, the people of
the Canadian West today have to pay*
higher freight rates, higher telegraph
rates, higher express rates, and worst
of all, higher rates of interest to
banks, which are -enfranchised by fed-
eral legislation; and the key note of
federal ' legislation should be equal
treatment in all parts of Canada.

New Banks Discouraged. = !

Not ,only does. this bill not prevent
bank mérgers or make them impossi-
ple, but it has another evil: it makes
difficult the formation of new
and what we want in this
is. more banking facilities,
more banks and a scattered manage-
ment of banks rather than concentra-
ticn. Jt may or may not be a good
thing for the promotion of new banks
to go out and solicit subscription to
shares and the payment of
commission to those who dis-
pose of such stock. This act
prevents any  payment of commission,,
and now there is no means of start-
ing 4 bank unless a number of wealthy
men can get together and with their
own resources and in face of the hos-
tility of existing banks organize ‘a
new one.

And another thing; the smaller
banks in Canada day are in con-
stant dread of the bigger fish in the
pool swallowing the smaller ones ‘at
a gulp. Any member of this house
can find this out for himself by his
own local investigation, if he cares
to do so.

Discouraging Dominion Notes.

And now I come to my third ob-
jection of the system, namely the
preference given to the note issue of
the banks over the note issue of the
Dominion, and of the introduction of
new clauses in. this bill, which must
eéventually end in the further locking
up, if not disappearance of, Dominion
notes, one of the best currencies in the
world, and current everywhere, Ilike
United States greenbacks. - Qur bank
notes are 'nof accepted in the States;
our Dominion notes are; and our five-
dollar bills, which would be‘*like gold,
are carefully kept in cold storage by
the dactive hostility of the Canadian
banks. - They'd sooner pay out Bank
of England notes than a Dominion
five-dollar bill., They do not wish to
see the Canadian people becofme ac~
quainted with such a fine and far-
circulating document of exchange,
[ am an absolute believer in the
currency of this country being iin the
shape of Dominion notes, and that
the banks. pay out nothing but specie
| or Dominion notes, as may be re-
quired for circulation purposes.

At ‘present, under the Dominion
Notes Act, which was passed many

s ago, when the population ,of
anada was much smaller than it is
now, and when business was not one-
twentieth of what it is, we provided
for an issue of $30,000,000 of Do-
minion notes, secured by a twenty-five
per cent. gold reserve. Any further
issue of these notes beyond that
thirty million was to be secured by
goid, dollar for dollar; and at the
present moment the total issue is 4in
the neighborifood jof 115 .million dol-
lars, The &) million excess of the 30
million provided by the act is secured
by gold deposits, and government
notes have been issued against this;
and these notes are practically gold
certificates and used mainly by the
banks fm‘&cluu‘ing-house purposes
only. The balance of these notes,
which may be in public use, are in
and .$2 bills. and they form a very
ful curency. . They
zo everywhere: they protected
from -counterfeit: and they are con-
sidered by everyone better than gold.
i the vnes and twos are 8o good, why
not ﬁ*.'cs\ynd tens? It is true-we

have| issued $5 notes, but the banks
have taken pains that only on very
rare occasions are ‘these $5 bills al-
lowed to get out. The banks absorb |
most of the state lssue at present.
The $1 and $2 bills are in circula-
tion because the banks cannot issue
such denominations; but all the rest
of the Dominion notes are issued as
a convenience to the banks, fo avold
the cost of taking care of. their own
gold; thus imposing on g0V,
ernment of this country the cost of
guarding it.  We not only have to
guard their gold, but ‘we have to pay
tfor the printing  of the certificates
which we issue to them, and main-
tain the receiver-general's offices and
store-houses to guard this gold. We
even ‘have to police it. And just
when I am ‘on this point 1 desire to
say that I would much prefer that
we should be guardians of th
gold than have it put into the hands
of the new gold trust in Montreal
that is created by this act, and as
to whose integrity the public have
only the same guarantees that they
have of bank directors. Who is to
guard these guardians of the new
gold trust—in other words, the money
trust -becomes the custpdian of the
1d, whereas at the present -time
the state holds the gold, and we all
know the state is safe, or, at least, I
hope it is safe.” I would ask the
minister now if he mistrusts himself
or his assistants, and will he tell us
now that the gold stored with him

is intact.
I am, therefore, altogether against
this act, which will minimize the issue
of. Dominion notes. and which in-
creases the note issue of the banks,
-and which places the guardianship of
the gold reserve in the hands of the
banks, when the federal treasu
should be the guardian to the end o
the security of ‘the public. 1In
other: words, the net effect of this
act will’ be that instead of 115 mill-
lion dellars of Domipion notes being in
circulation, and another 100 ' million
dollars ‘of ‘‘bank - notes, we will
‘have, : raughly; 200 million  dollars: of
bank notes, and these alone. 3
The Money Famine Not Dealt With,
My :fourth objection is that we have
insufficient circulation for the needs
of the country. I meet men every
day who are complaining of their in-
ability to extend their business—and
extension Je the keynote of Canada—
bécausg of the lack of money, and the
lack of banking credit, and the diver-
sion of money info other enterprises,
some: of them  outside  of . Can-
ada, ' that should ° be - consecrat-
ted to' home interests and indus-
tries.’ Our great want today Iis
money, and the banks apparently seem
10 :be in league that we
should only . get such money
as they have or have control of
land which they use for their own pro-
fit, rather than for the development of
the country., Go where you will you
meet with this money famine; and it is
the fact that in thé development of
banking that various states have re-
peatedly had to interfere and interfer-
ed more or less successfully in a way
to increase the currency and available
monetary resources of their respective
c¢ountries. The states of Europe have
all had to take it up.: Germany has
taken it ' up, France has taken it up,
Russia and Japan have taken it up,
Italy has taken it up and other coun-
tries have taken it up and they have
found means, independent of the bank-
ing organizations of the country,to in-
crease the money or equivalent of
money in their own countries. And
there is a thing besides bank notes
and money in banks, called credit and
the great function of banks is dealing
not only ‘with actual money but credit.
They sell credit and are possessed of
this thing called credit and which they
deal in: and 1 claim that the state it-
self is possessed of this same thing
called nationa] eredit and it can be
used ‘and used effectively by means of
a generous issue of state notes against
a gold reserve and the resources of the
country, to the great advantage of the
country and without any great detri-
ment to the banks, and certainly to the
great convenience of the people. There
is no consideration in‘the new law of
the ' enormous growth of Canada and
the need of money for its development
and no suggestion of the employment
of the public -credit of Canada by way
of national notes for the granting of
relief and advancing progress. We take
no leaf out of the book of the most
progressive nations of the world.
This. is a banker’'s bill not a public
measure. 1 will return to this tople
later on in my remarks. :
Sterilizing the Postal Bank.
Now let me conle to my fifth objec-
tion which 1 have described as the
sterilization of the laws we now have
creating postoffice savings banks and
Government Savings Banls. All our
banks have what they call savings
bank branches and they claim to en-
courage small deposits and which, to
all intents and purposes, can be with-
drawn without notice, and which can
be chequed against. - Our Postoffice
Savings Bank has not been growing as
it should have done, and as a matter
of fact we all know ,that the banks
have tried their best to ' dis-
courage or discredit deposits in the
Postolfice Savings Bank. The Post-
office Savings Bank can be and as a
matter of fact is taken fo very small
settlements and out of the way places
and has been of great convenience:
but I do not see.in this act, or other
act, any attempt on the part of the
minister- of finance to improve the
Postoffice or Government Savings
Banks. Some of the latter have been
closed and the deposits transfered to
the Postoffice Savings Banks; but
what I want to say is that the minis-
ter is not  improving the Postoffice
Bank and keeping it abreast with sav-
ings banks of the ordinary banks. For
instance, we must remember the
roundabout way of getting money out
of the Postoffice Savings Bank ac-
counts by means of first filling in a
form and sending it to Ottawa and
then a permit for withdrawal is re-
turned by a later mail. - Why cannot
a depositor cheque -against a local post-
oftice account; at least a man should
be allowed to have his cheque marked
“good” and if the postmaster does not
happen to have the funds in hand the
holder can cash -it elsewhere, and a
cheque so certified by the local post-
master should be the best possible cir-
culating medium: or at least it ought
to be an- excellent document of ex-
change until such time as it can reach
a bank or business§ centre. :
And I know further that there have

gest a better contribution to the im-
provement of the business and sovcial
conditions of our various communi-
ties than these I have suggested, I
shall be glad to bhear it. There-
fore, 1 say the ' government - should
make improvements in our Postoriice
Savings Bank and’ public money trans-
fer system, and also introduce the
other improvements I have suggest-
ed:: "It /is true ‘'that my ‘arguments
are-in favor of a public banking sys-
téem, more or less in co-operation with
private banks, .and ‘I ' am coming
to. . that . far-reaching ' proposition
later on in this discussion.

Savings Banks and Money for Building
Now, to come to the last defect)
of the present system: L would say
that it offers no banking facilities
in the matter of building homes or
building factories or businessg places,
or for the loaning of money on reéal
estate ‘as ‘security. In the United

‘States .the great bulk of the savings

of the people, and I mean by . the
people those who have small ac-
counts, go- into what are called sav-
ings banks, all of which are organized,
under 'state laws and under ' such
stringent conditions that the direct-
ors are limited very largely to the
investment of the deposits of such
banks to loans’ on mortgages and
for the purchase of mortgages. One
great troublg in this country today is
to get money for building purposes.
In the United States there seems
to be an. abundance of money for
this purpose to be obtained from the
savings banks. In our country there
is a4 very great scarcity of money for
such purposes, and, altho we have
loan companies specially created for
this end, they. are nat able to find
sufficient money or to sell their de-
bentures as they would like to out-|
sidée of Canada; and I would ap-
peal to the experience of members in
this house if there should not be a
better system in this country for ob-
taining money for building improve-
ments. ‘And, contrary-wise, I would
like to know why the banks of this
country are restrained from Ilending
money secured by mortgages on real
estate. I cannot at this moment say
if this is done. in .other countries
or not. The national banks in the
United States are restrained from
lending on real estate, and are prac-
tically commercial or business banks;
the savings banks in that country do
this important function; it is an open
question in my mind = whether our
banks should not . bg allowed to
lend on real estate/security, under
congitions. It is trué that the banks
do “secure themselves later on by
taking mortgages, but they must make
a demand for such, and the borrow-
er must confess to some kind of in-
solvency to permit this being done;
and nothing hurts a business man
80 much as when he is called upon
by a bank to give a gnortgage on
his real estate; and it is known that
banks take letters from borrowers
to the effect that when the borrower
is called upon to put up his real es-
tate, he must do so. It would
surprise a good many, and it would
the public inspector of
banks—if we had such an official—
to see how many of these undertak-
ings are filed away in the strong
boxes of our banks,
Where the Banks Get Their Money.

Now, Mr. Speaker, I have dealt
with what I consider the defects of
the existing system and the defects
of the proposed system; and I passto
my second topie, and that is an an-
alysis of our present banks and bank-
ing system, as evidenced by the
November bank returns; and
when I deal with these I’' am
not going to quote the exact
figures, but it is sufficient that I deal
witp them in terms of millions. T find,
roughly, that the banks in this coun-
try get their available funds from: the
following sources:

(1.) There is the paid-up capital of
the banks, roundly speaking, 114 mil-
ion dollars. This 114 million is paid
in by the shareholders of the bank.
But where do they get the rest of :.ll
their money?

(2.) I find that the second item is
the reserves of the banks that have
accrued from the profits of the banks,
except in a few cases where it in-
cludes premiums paid on shares for
additional capital; just what this is 1
do not know, and I do not propose to
take it into consideration. This sec-
ond item is, roughly, 106 millions, anAd
most of which represents: profits tai-
en out of the public after good big
dividends have been paid to the share-
holders on their shares.

(3.) The third item is the banks own
note 1ssue, and this amounts to 115
millions, an amount rather in excess
of the'paid-up capital. For this, like
for the previous item of reserve, the
banks do not pay one cent. They have
the privilege of a note issue equal to
their capitai, and recently we gave
them the privilege of a 15 per cent.
excess, in certain instances, to their
bank capital; and now. if I under-
stand this act aright, they are to be
given an additional power of issue for
which they have to put up gold costing
them 3 per cent.. as they now pay 5
per cent. on their emergency issuec.

(4.) Their fourth ifem, and it is their
main gource their depogits, divided
into two .sections: public deposits of
the federal and provincial govern-
ments, repressnting 36 millions, anl

postodgce savings bank gystem with

deposlts of “the people, representing

$ 0 QR

$1,011,000,000, or 11 millions over a bil-
lion /ot dollars, of ° which, roughly
‘8D ing, 876 millions are deposits on
demand, without interest, and 635 mil-
lions deposited on notice, and which
are supposed to pay 3 per cent.,, and
which 8 per cent., as a matter of fact,
by an agreement between the banks
cannot be excedded, and if one bank
had the audacity to offer more than
this he would find the bankers’ asso-
ciation would by concert or by stealth
have his scalp.. I believe that the
smaller banks would do more business
if they were allowed to-pay a little
more for deposits; but if there is any-
thing they are afraid of it is to do
.anything that will bring down upon
them the bigger banks. The small
bankg today are at the mercy of the
big banks—a deplorable thing. ‘And,
when 1 say this I think I am expres-
sing the real views of the. ‘smaller
banks, and a great many persons as
well.

A Startling One-sided Game.

When 1 totalize all the available re-
sources of the Canadian banks I find
it sums up $1,462,000,000, to which the
banks themselves have only contribut-
ed $114,000,000, or a good ‘'deal less
than 10 per cent. The banks find 10
per cent., and the people 90 per cent.
of all the available resources of the
banks.
average more than about 1% per cent.
on all this money, ands they lend it to
the Canadian people at not less than
6 per cent., and sometimes 8 per:cent.,
and return to their shareholders 10
per cent. on shares, and in some cases
a great deal more; and they do not
share one cent of all their profits with
the public, which gave the 90 per cent.,
and who gave them thelr franchises as
well.

How Other Countries Do.
This bill proposes to continue for
another 10 years this condition of
affairs, 1 say that this is all wrong.
Other countries have found a way - to
nationalize their finances limit
the banks to a fixed rate of interest,
to limit the rate of discount, to limit
the amount to be retained by way of
reserve, to limit the amount of divi-
dends to be paid to shareholders, and
to compel the banks to share any ex-
cess of protit that is left after pro-
viding for these things with the state.
I ask' honorable gentlemen to refer
to a small pamphlet which I have re-
ceived, and ‘1 suppose other members
have receiced. signed by Peter Ryan
of Toronto. As far as I can gather its
facts are correct, and if correct, they
are most interesting reading. It is ra-
ther startling reading; and I ask the
minister of finance what he has to
say on the methods of the :national
banking systems ofsmany countries as
get out in this' document?  Would it
not be a good thing if we had some-
think like it in this country? .

What Canada Shouid Do.

Now, let me come to my third, and
might I venture to call it my .con-
structive criticism, It is all very well
to be critical and attempt to pull dewn
a system, but it is quite pertinent to
say to one who assumes - this
rolé, what de you propose ‘in its
place. In view of the giccess of the
nauonal banks, of real national banks
that you. find -all. ~over Eurgpe. in
‘America, even in Japar, you will find.
them, my suggestiyn is that Cunada,
should have a great Natipnal Bank, or
State Bank somewhat on. the lines of-
the JImperial RBank of Germany, the
shares of which are largely owned by
the public, but whiczh bunk is abso-
lutely regulated by the stat2 in the
public interest. The Imperial Chancel-
lor is the presidenr, and Finunce
Minister of Prussia is the vice-presi-
dent. This bank.issues notes which
practically, form the national cur-
rency; and 1 must say to the house
that in view of thes fisct of the ¢nor-
mous needs of this country for money,
and the fact of this country’'s wealth
and natural resources, more or less the
property of the p2opic;, and in view of
the fact that the nation: owns rall-
ways and canals, and other great
public works, (and for which I admit
it is more or less in debt) and in view
of the fact most of all of the enormous
credit that we as a nation have in the
éyes of the world, it would be advis-
dble, nay absolutely desirable and eg-
sential that we should use the credit of

{Canada as a nation as a means to-

waids the enlargement and expansion
of the available funds for public use
in the way of money or credit just as
the banks do the same tning with
their resouces.. If our. banks can use
their credit and I contend, as has been
admitted in the United Satfes, that
most of the banks deal in credit
rather than gold or bank notes; and
if they can do it, why cannot the
state do it? What is passing in my
mind therefore is that we take two or
three of the largest banks we have in
Canada and consolidate 'them into one
large bank called the Bank of Capada
with a capital of at least a quarter of
a billion dollars and make that bank
the bank of issue for what would be
national notes, and that that bank
would lend these to the othér banks,
instead of allowing the banks to issue
their own' notes, on proper security at
a rate of 2 per cent. or 3 per cent. to
be enlarged hereafter or what would
be practically the same thing by the
state sharing .in the profits of the
banks as they do. in Germany. This
bank would be different from what is
proposed for the United States by the
Aldrich Commission, but it would be
practically national anl it would be.a
bankers bank, and it wquld also be
the bank of Dominion government and
the bank of the provinces and the
bank of our great corporations: like
the railways and other large concerns.
The notes that this bank would issue
would be secured by a gold reserve of
at least 26 per cent. as well as by the
resources and the credit of the country
at large, and spuch a reserve would be,
in my mind, ample. These aational
notes would have the same world-wide
currency that the United States notes
have. :

When 1 spedk this way I am speak-
ing only in the most general vay. 1
do not wish at this moment to
further into detalils, "I rather hope to
elicit information in this respect .in
the banking committee where we will
have the opportunity. of putting ques-
tions to the  bankers and others in-
terested.

Appoint a Monetary Commission.

And having said all these things 1
now come to what is really my sub-
stantial proposal, and it is this: That
in view of witat I have said, and
probably of what others will say
in this house, it would be wrong, it
would be a crime against the best
interests of this country, to pass this
aet as° we now . bhave il before us,
and to say that it sha!ll be our finan-
cial poliey for' the next ten years.
I object to any such idea, altogether.
What 1 suggest is -this, thdt it would
bccome  this housc,\ and 1t wotg’d be

or five of the best men we can get,
even if we have to go to Europe
for one of them, to make a study of
‘modern banking conditions, and espe-
cially ‘a study of the Canadian bank-
ing conditions, as compared with what
is practiced in ~ Europg, Japan,
South America, and other ‘countrjes,
and that they make this specialk
study in the' light of the facts con-
tained in the report of the monetary
commigsion appointed by the con-
gress of the United States, and which
has recently been made pubkc, and
which is the subject of widespread
discussion in the United States at
this moment. Such a commission
could report in twelve or in elghteen
months, at least, and any bill passed
this session should have ne teén-
vears’-1j#6  clause inserted in- it, but

‘Bring English Banks Here.
Did thHe minister of finance ever
consider the desirability of having the
bankg of England do business in Can-
ada? England is famous for its wealth,.
and especially is her fame world-wide
by reason ‘of her banking. institutions.
Could we not have the banks that do
business in .England do business in
Canada? Would it not be a fine thing
if the 'people of Canada were gble to
borrow Engtish money and capital in
this country from English banks do-
ing business in Canada, . and. ' the
scheme I suggest of using the credit
of Canada -for a large.issue of na-
tional notes ssecured by a 25 ‘per cent.
gold reserve, and distributed by the
Bunk of Canada that 1 suggested,
wculd allow thé banks doing business
in England to come to Canada, dpen
branches and avail themselves of the
use of these national notes as well as
their own funds to do business in
Canada. We . would then . have  real
competition in banking in thig.coun-
try if ever we can get English banks
to open houses here. I do not see how
they could do business here and very
well issue noteg like our banks, altho
that would be possible; but to allow
them to do business here ,and par-
ticipate in the use of national notes
would, to my mind, be quite possi-
ble. Amnd, if we could attract some
of the banks of England to come, why
not some of e banks of France,
where there is as much available capi-
tals as in England? PRl ey

Power to Issue Debentures in
Large Amounts Granted,
Tho H. H. Stevens Pro-
tested.

OTTAWA, Jan. 21.—(Special,)—At
the opening meeting of the railway
committee of the heuse of commouns
today, the CGrand Trunk bill was ap-
proved.

The bill authorizes the issue of 4
per cent. perpetual debenture stock to
an amount upoﬁ which the annual in-
terest shall not exceed £200,000 sterl-
ing. 3

H. H. Stevens, of Vancouver, wanted
it specified that the money would not
be spent on American terminals and
nroved an amendment to that effect.

Hon. Frank. Cochrane—“We . have
the company's assurance that this will
not be dene.”

Mr. Stevens’ amendment to specify
that the money must be-spent in Can-
ada commanded two votes. After-
wards the bill passed.

Townsite Scandals.

The same point was renewed by Mr.
Stevens on the Grand Trunk Pacific
¥inancial Bill, and was supported by
Claude Macdonell. Mr. Stevens com-
plained of having brought upon him-
self the “damnation” of the company,
and went on to charge it with pro-
viding fake townsites which were “ab-
solute scandals.”

“The Grand Trunk Pacific does. not
own now, and never did own, a town-
site,” asserted Mr. Biggar. “It is a
sepatrate company.” Thereupon the
Vancouver member declared this to be
a “quibble.”

NY person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years
old, riay homeste a quarter section of
avallable Dominjon Land in Manitoba.

Entry by proxy may be made at
any agency, on certain conditions, by
father, -mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister of intending homesteader. 5
Duties—SIix months’ residence upon
and cultivation of”the land in each of
three years.. A homesteader may ‘live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
Jarm of at least 80 acres, solely owned
rand occuplied ‘by him or by his father,
mother. son, daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.
 Duties—Must reside upon the home-
stead or pre-emption six months In each
of eix years from the date of homestead
entry (including the. time
earn homestead ' patent) and cultivate
fifty ‘acres extra, <

A homesteader who has exhausted his
nomestead right and cannot obtain a
pre-emption may enter for a purchased
homestead in certain districts. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside six
months in eacli of three years, cultivate
fifty acres and erect a house worth $300.
