For the Canadian 
windflowers, or anemones, are among 
the daintiest and shyest of all early 
arrivais, and one must search long and 
faithfully, often, ere thelf spowy star- 
like blossoms are discovered.

No child of the swamps or moist 
ravines, this wee wind fairy, since a 
sunny slope, half shaded by sheltering 
trees, is the favorite haunt of the
anemone.

Promise to leaVe windflower nodding 
asleep in the spring warmth, waiting 
for the wind from the eouth to woo 
her awake, and we shall tell you 
where to And her.

There is a deep ravine a step away 
from Howard's monument, where the 
land slopes towards the porM. Shelter­
ed, yet sunny, that slope Is truly the 
haunt of the flower spirit*. With 
every changing breeze, fair flowers of 
varied forms and fleeting odors, dance 
from earliest spring until the frost 
redden» the woods in autumn days. 
Here we found whole troops of wind­
flowers early this week.

You will know windflower from all 
other flowers, first by the three or 
four wide, notched leaves, whopled on 
the slender stem, an Inch or so above 
the ground, and by the solitary 
whitish flower of five os more single 
petals (really sepals) rising an inch 
above the whorled leaves.

Hominy.

LEASE give some ways of serving hominy. It is one of the cheap­
est, nourishing foods, but I only serve It as a cereal, with sugar 
and cream. 1 should also like to know it hominy can be made 
at home V Alexandra.

Hominy is Indian corn with the hull removed and the grain broken. 
It Is prepared for use by boiling, and the process Is so difficult that if 
"Alexandra” can buy It ready boiled and ready to use, she will save, much 
tlmo-and patience.

• in the first place, the hulls must be rempved from the corn with a lye 
made from wood ashes, after which the hominy Is steeped for twelve hours 
and boiled fpr five hours. But after this preliminary process Is complete 
the cereal is excellent for a breakfast dish, a dessert or to serve In place 
of a vegetable. -

Fried hominy is almost Identical with fried mush, for both are made 
from corn, one being the entire or half grain, and the other the crushed 
or ground meal. The hominy remaining from breakfast should be packed 
into a loaf pan or a mold, and when cold sliced in half-inch pieces. These 
slices may be rolled in flour and fried In butter or dipped in egg and 
crumbs and fried in deep fat. As hominy is never salted when boiling, 
it must be seasoned when the final cooking Is being done. Fried hominy is 
served with honey, with maple syrup or with Jelly.

Hominy croquettes: These are very similar to rice croquettes, bpt 
are prepared with less difficulty. Mix two cups qf cold boiled hominy with 
the well-beaten yolk of one egg and a little milk. Season the mixture and 
shape it into small flat cakes or cones. Flat cakes may be fried in an 
omelette pan, ‘but the cones must be breaded and finished in deep fat. 
Tomatoes are excellent with hominy and any saucé suitable to serve with 
meat may be used on these croquettes.

A hominy cake, better known to families of a generation ago than 
those of today, but extremely good at any time, 1s made in this way. Into 
a cup of hot, boiled hominy stir one tablespoon of butter, one-half teaspoon 
of salt and the well-beaten yolfcs of two eggs. Beat this and add slowly 
a cup of milk, a half a cup of cornmeal and a cup of sugar; lastly fold In 
the beaten whites of two eggs. Bake in a sheet In a hot oven for about 
twenty minutes. Serve while hot and do not cut this dainty, bpt break 
it apart. Creamed hominy Is similar to creamed, canned corn, but seems 
much richer. Fried hominy is usually boiled hominy cooked until quite 
dry and fried In plenty of hot butter. Each separate grain breaks apart 
and browns nicely and when seasoned with salt and pepper Is a splendid 
garnish for meat or fowl.

tkm there Is sui old-tiashloned snuff 
box, engraved with the name of Rob­
ert Gooch, Norwich, and dated 1756. 
This .box was made of charred wood, 
preserved from the great Are of Lon­
don of 1666, in the reign of Charles II. 
Two other heirlooms consist of old- 
fashioned cut wine-glasses engraved 
with the thistle, rose and shamrock, 
and were said to be identical with 
those used at the wedding of the Prtn- 
ce*s Charlotte, with the exception that 
those of the princess bore the crown 
as well. These have been to the fam­
ily since 1882.

Mr. Gooch has also a file of old 
Toronto, then York, newspapers, pub­
lished In 1882 and 1888. These In­
clude the "Courier of Upper Canada, 
the "Patriot and Farmers Monitor, 
the "Colonial Advocate, and also 
some copies of t^foU^lng Hamilton 
papers: "The Western Mercury. 1883, 
and the “Hamilton Free Press.

A letter from Rosa and Macdonald, 

architects of the new Central Technical 
School, protesting against the charges 
made by Trustee Yokes was read on 
Thursday night at the meeting of the 
board of education.

After alluding to the assertions of 
Mr. Yokes, the letter goes on :

"We take this opportunity of ex­
pressing our absolute denial of such 
unfair and base Insinuations, and to 
declare that we believe that this mem­
ber of your board has placed himself 
at the disposal of, and Is acting for, 
Interests whose representatives have 
openly stated that they will • make 
trouble for all concerned In the erection 
oY this building.

"In proof of the above, we would 
state as briefly as possible the reason 
for opr conclusions: Your board will 
recall that Trustee Yokes asked for an 
examination of the condition of the 
walls on this building. The architects 
and the contractors raised no opposi­
tion to such an enquiry, feeling sat­
isfied that the result would be en­
tirely satisfactory. We would point 
out that In allowing an expression of 
opinion on the workmanship of the 
buildings from an outside party we did 
so without affecting our rights and 
authority as given by the board under 
the contract.

"Prior to the examination, the trus­
tee referred to visited the building, 
after working hours, in company with 
an ex-secretary of the bricklayers' 
union, whose work as a tradesman on 
the building was bad, and whose ac­
tions were so suspicious that his dis­
charge had been ordered by us, and 
who a little later was one of the brick­
layers brought to the building by 
Trustee Yokes to Indicate defective 
parts and to undertake the cutting of 
tho wall.
