OF THE

A

Red River Bar Association

At a meetinsT of the Associfition held for

that purpose at the office of Twonicy &

Francis, on th( 13th day of December, a

quorum being present, the foHowing con-

stitution and by-hiws were adopted :

«

ARTICLE I. ,.

'

' The name of this Associ-^tion shall be

the Red River Bar Association.

ARTICLE II.

The officers of this Association shall be

a President, Vice President, Secretary and

Treasurer, whose -term of office shall be for
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the torm of one year, and who shall be*

elected by ballot at the annual meetings

of the Association.

ARTICLE III.

The annual meeting of the Association

shall be held on the third Wednesday in

October in each year. The regular meet-

ings shall be held on the third Wednesday

of each month. Special meetings may be

held at any time upon the call of the Sec-

retary, who shi issue such call only by

order of the President or any three mem-

bers.

ARTICLE IV.

Any duly admitted attorney engaged in

active practice, located in the Valley of the

Red River of the North, may be elected a

member of the Association by a two-thirds

vote of the members present at any regulfir

meeting, and after election shall, by ngn-

ing the constitution and by-laws, become

entitled to all the rights and privileges of

membership.

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Skction 1. It shall be the duty of the

President, and in his absence the Vice

President, to preside at all meetings; of

the Secretary, to keep a record of the pro-

ceedings of the Association, and to keep

and care for all the books and records of

the same ; of the Treasurer, to collect and

keep all funds of the Association, and pay

the same out onlv on the order of the Sec-

retary attested by the President, in accord-

ance with either established rules or special

authorization of the Association ; and of all

the officers coUoctivelv, as an executive

committee, to have and take the general

oversight and charge of the interests of the

Association.

Sec. 2. A fee bill shall be adopted by

the Association, by which all the members



shall be bound; its adoption or subsequent

change shall require a majority vote of all

the members of the Association.

Skc. 8. Such assessmeiit shall be levied

from time to time by the Executive Com-

mittee as they shall find necessary to de-

fray such expenses as may be incurred by

the action of the Association.

Skc. 4. Seven members shall constitute

a quorum for the transaction of business.

Sec. 5. Conviction of the violation of

the provisions of the fee bill shall be cause

for punishment as follows: For first of-

fence, a reprimand of the President in open

meeting of the Association; for second of-

fence, a fine of ten dollars, the non-pay-

ment of which to the Treasurer within five

d:iys after the same snme is imposed, shall

be cause for expulsioti, and for the third

offence, expulsion from ilie Association.

Sec. 6. The followinof shall be standing:

committees of the Associatio.i, ar.d shall

be appointed by the President at the first

regular meeting after the annual election



of officers, which said committees shall

hold office until their successors are ap-

pointed, viz:

A committee on laws, to consist of three

members; a committee on blanks, to con-

sist of throe members; a committee on

printing, to consist of thi ee members; a

committee on grievances, to consist -of

three members. *

Sec. 7. This constitution and these by-

laws may be amended or changed at any

regular meeting of the Association by a

two-thirds vote of the members present,

provided a notice stating the general effect

of such amendment or change shall be

given at some previous regular meeting of

the Association.
