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NIAGARA RIVER LINE.—One of the pleasurable outings is

the trip to Niagara, Lewiston and Queenston. thence to

Niagara Falls and Buffalo. Niagara-on-the-lake, 36 miles

distant from Toronto, and originally called Newark up to

1794, was once the Capitol of Upper Canada, and on account

of its historical associations has especial interest for visitors.

Here may be observed the remnants of Fort Niississauga,

built in 1814, and also of Fort George, built in 1792. Upon

entering the mouth of the Niagara River may be seen the

famous Queens Royal Hotel, majestically situated in spacious

grounds. Directly opposite on the American shore, stands

Fort Niagara, occupied constantly by a regiment of the U.S.

Connecting with the .»rrival of the sletmers at Lewiston

are the trains of the New York Central and the Niagara
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Gort^e Railroad, with an hourly service to Buffalo by the

former, and every ten minutes to the Falls by the latter. The

Great Gorge route is the best known and most popular rail-

road in the country. It is double tracked the entire length,

rock ballasted, and provided with every safety appliance

known in modern railroad building.

After leaving the steamers at Lewiston the cars of the

Great Gorge Route start out following the course of the

Niagara River. Shortly the cars pass under the remnants

of old Fort Gray, which was established by the American

Army in 1812. In the valley is the famous Bloody Run or

Devil's Hole, the Lower Rapids. Continuing the journey

through the canyon, we next see the Giant Rock. In the

midst of this marvellous scenery is a beautiful wihjded park,

named "Ongiara," where passengers may rest amid rustic

surroundings and marvellous scenery.

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TORONTO TO MONTREAL A favorite and certainly an
exciting^ trip is the journey across the lake to Charlotte, N.Y.,

and thence down the lake until Kinj^Hton, Ont , is reached.

From this point the p;issage becomes real intereslinff, as the

descent of the river St. Lawrence bejjins showing its thous-

ands of little Islands, which extend all the way from Kingston

to Brockvillc. CI. vton, N V., is the next stop. Then follows

Frontenac, N.Y., three miles east of Clayton, Thousand
Island Park, N.Y., and Alexandria Bay, N Y , ten miles from
the latter place, with 163 miles yet to run before Montreal is

reached. Brockville, on the Canadian side, is the next

stopping; point Then comes Prescott, at which port pas-

sengers change to one of the R. & O Co. Steamers, from

whence is entered upon the Rapids of the St, Lawrence

—

daylight illuminating the scene from Thousand Islands to

Montreal. The passage through the Rapids is very thrilling,

and the scenic views enchanting The run through the Long
Sault Rapids, which is nine miles in length, is alike to the

sensation of sliding down hill, the fall being 48 feet. Close

to the foot of the Rapids is the old Indian Village of St.

Regis, nearly opposite which is Cornwall, the next port of

calli and where passes through the Cornwall Canal, twelve

miles in length—vessels from the eist using it to avoid the

Rapids. Three miles below Cornwall is Stanley Island.

From here, for the next 30 miles, the li.er widens out into

Lake St Francis. Coteau Landing, whirh is 44 miles from

Montreal, is next touched at. Leaving Coteau, a run of two

miles is made through the Coteau Rapids. Then follows the

Cedar Rapids, the Split Rock Rapids— which is with difficulty

navigated—and the Cascade Rapids ; the fall of these four

Rapids being 84 feet. On the north side, from Coteau to

Cascade point, the Soulanges Canal parallells the river. For

the next 12 miles the river widens out and is called Lake St
