While there were 
some parts of the late Government’s 
policy of which he did not approve, he 
did approve of the plan adopted for 
directing Immigration from the West­
ern States to Canada. It was obvious 
that the fertile belt In the United 
States for settlement was pretty well 
exhausted, and it was necessary now 
to go vastly Into emigration. It was 
a law of nature that the flow of popu­
lation must come over to our side, 
where we have fertile lands ready for 
the settler. That overflow had already 
commenced to take place and ,a steady 
current might be expected for the fu­
ture. He believed also that at no 
very distant date the American people 
would become customers for the sur­
plus wheat of the Northwest. With 
regard to France and Belgium, he d!d 
not think there was any prospect of 
securing much Immigration from those 
countries, although if we could get 
some of the French peasants they 
would be desirable settlers. A recent 
report from Sir Donald Smith led him 
to believe that there would shortly be 
an Increasing emigration from the 
British Isles.

Sir Charles Tupper was gratified 
to hear that it was the intention of 
the Government to prosecute Immigra­
tion. He agreed that much was to be 
expected from the United States and 
trusted that more Icelanders would be 
brought out.

NECKWEAR.ARGUMENTS ON THE SUBJECT.
Rev. J. C. Davidson of Féterboro 

confessed he was a convert to clergy 
houses. If the church was to go for­
ward in the country-places lt must be 
through the clergy house system.

Rev. Prof. Clark, whilst endorsing 
what had been said of the neglect of 
country districts, remarked that there 
were parts of Toronto which are ab­
solutely neglected. The reduction of 
stipends was not desirable, but a large 
staff of clergy and dally services were 
very desirable.

In bringing the discussion to a close 
the Bishop suggested that If the city 
clergy would spend part of their vaca­
tion to a tour of the diocese, one third 
of which was rock, there would be a 
considerable Increase in the mission­
ary funds. (Applause.)

THE FINAL MEETING.
The Y. W. C. Guild Hall was crowd­

ed at the concluding meeting of the 
Diocesan Conference last night. The 
subject was the Services of the 
Church. ,

Rev. C. E. Whltcombe of Hamilton, 
read a pffper on "Liberty in the Use 
of the Offices of the Churchy He 
maintained that no liberty was per­
mitted to evacuate the order, but very 
wide liberty to fulfil them to every­
thing non-esential. The church re­
gards her priests as men who may be 
trusted. She has not tied her priests 
In any red-tape slavish details, nor 
ordained any arbitrary, narrow ar­
rangements. Unless men, said he, are 
to lose their manhood because they 
have become priests, much elasticity 
must be allowed. (Applause.) They 
must not be as a mere sewing machine 
at one end and a hay rake at the 
other. (Laughter.) The door and 
windows must be opened or the priest 
will be smothered. This has been the 
fate of many priests. Iron-bound rules 
-have fostered narrowness, which has 
eventuated to the narrowness of the 
moÿm sect. Greater lUJErty to the 
use of the church services is, he 
maintained, a desideratum of the pre­
sent day. The faithful priest should 
be trusted by his bishop with wide 
liberty in everything which is neither 
superstitious, ungodly nor Immoral. 
When principles are maintained de­
tails may profitably be allowed great 
variety. Mutual concession Is tieces- 
sary to promote harmony between 
priest and people, which never has 
been promoted by law. (Applause.) 
SPOKE UP FOR THE CHILDREN.

Mr. J. C. Morgan of Barrie gave an 
admirable address on the same topic. 
He pleaded for a change In church 
services for the children. Christ, he 
said, never meant the Sunday to be a 
day to be looked forward to by the 
young with dread. The service was 
too long, and better that they should 
not go to church than go with dis­
taste. Even for adults he pleaded 
for a shortened service, with as much 
music and as many flowers as pos­
sible. Anthejns .aid cathedral music 
he regarded as tile abomination of 
desolation. , »

Other addresses were given on the 
relation of doctrine and ritual . by 
Prof. Clark. L. fl. Baldwin and Rural 
Dean Armitage of St. Catharines. The 
customary voter ot thanks closed the 
conference at 10.30.

The Bishop gave a 
harrowing ( picture ot the London 
seamstress making a shirt for a 
penny, as an example of needed help, 
sympathy and Justice.

Another reason for social gatherings 
given was that they form a good out­
let for the pent-up energies of the 
young. In speaking of the need of re­
creation. the Bishop highly eulogized 
manly sports, and showed how British 
battles had been won by the pluck 
gained to the playgrounds.

SOME OF THE ABUSES.
In concluding his paper, the Bishop 

of Huron objected to church socials 
weakening the free-will offerings. 
Moreover church socials are used for 
every expedient to raising money. Dice, 
gambling, lotteries, grab-bags, theat­
ricals, are all called to to advance 
the cause of Jesus Christ! "Against 
them,” said he, “root and branch I 
enter my most solemn protest. (Ap­
plause.) They* are calculated to bring 
down a curse rather than a blessing. 
The end is supposed to justify the 
means. ‘To clear off the debt,’ Is the 
excuse. I believe such exhibitions 
grievously insult Christ. Th#> church 
is not a schoolroom to teach people 
how to enjoy the* theatre and dice 
and gambling.” (Applause.)

With vehemence the Bishop con­
cluded, "I would rather die than be 
clergyman to educate my people to 
be familiar w'ith the dark shadows 
of sin and to find the outcome In a 
damning hell!”

Hubbard the remark 
“that It was not a little, but a very 
serious thing It he tnought the 
glne had been tampered with."

A STRAIGHTFORWARD. STORY.

ertson’a vote on tbe tariff resolution last 
night along with the Opposition. As one 
who voted for him Jn the eastern division, 
and the largest real estate voter and the 
oldest in the city, I entirely disapprove of 
Mr. Robertson’s vote on this occasion, and 
I think I can get hundreds who will agree 
with me, probably his chief supporter at 
his late election. I esteem It the duty of 
Mr. Laurier to state for the Information of 
the people of Canada a fair outline of his 
proposed tariff, if any alterations are to 
be made. After the adjournment of the 
présent session It is not likely that the 
House of Commons will meet again before 
March or April, thus leaving the manufac­
turers of tills country Ignorant of any 
changes that may be made In the tariff, 
which Is very unfair conduct on the part 
of the Government, when the outline of 
changes spoken of could have been given.

baileys on the warpath,.65 SENATOR FERGUSON’S CAREER.
Hou. John Ferguson was descended from 

an old Irish family of Scotch extraction. 
AS early as i860, James Ferguson, a 
younger son of the family, came Into pos­
session of large estates In the County of 
Cavon, Ireland, where he settled. H!s son, 
Thomas, and grandson, Richard, entered 
the army and achieved some distinction, the 
latter taking part In the rebellion of 1748 
as an officer in the King’s Black Horse 
Guards (now the 7th Dragoon Guards), 
under the Duke of Cumberland. The grand­
father of the deceased Senator, Henry Fer­
guson, held a commission In his native 
county militia, and acquired considerable 
notoriety In the Irish rebellion of 1798. 
Tiring of a soldier’s life, he threw up his 
commission and came to Canada In 1824, 
and settled In London Township, engaging 
In farming. His son, John, a justice vt 
the peace for1 the County of Middlesex, 
was the father of the Senator. .

Senator Ferguson was born In London 
Township In 1838, and hence was 07 years 
old. His early education was «acquired at 
the Grammar school la London, In 1884 
he took his M.D. degree from Victoria 
University, and at once went to New Korg 
to take a course In the Bellevue Hospital. 
After leaving that Institution, he attended 
the hospital for wounded soldiers on Black- 
Well’s Island. Returning to Canada, he 
practised medicine for four years with 
good success. He next turned his atten­
tion to agriculture, and was a most suc­
cessful farmer In the Niagara district for 
a number of years, his farm being one of 
the most handsome In the county. While 
engaged In this life, be entered politics 
and became a contractor for public w< :**. 
Under bis supervision a portion of the New 
York and Oswego Midland Railway and 
the Galt and Berlin road was built. Later, 
Mr. Ferguson got the contract for the en­
largement of six miles of the Welland 
Canal, and In partnership with Robert 
Mitchell built the largest part of the wa­
terworks system In this city, and also tbe 
works of St. Catharines. With H. C. Sims 
of Niagara Falls Senator Ferguson estab­
lished the first wood pulp mill at Sber- 
brooke, Me.

For the last 30 years the deceased had 
taken great Interest In politics, was a 
prominent Conservative and a staunch 
friend and supporter of the late Sir John 
A. Macdonald. He was a strong and elo­
quent speaker, and a shrewd politician, in 
1882 he was elected member for Welland, 
and was again returned In 1887. At the 
next general election, held on March 0, 
1831, he was a candidate, but suffered de­
feat at the hands of Mr. William Ger­
man. In the following year he was ap­
pointed Senator, and shortly afterwards 
removed to Toronto from bis fruit farm on 
the Niagara River.

In 1869 Dr. Ferguson married the only 
daughter of William Robinson, then Mayor 
of Galt. The result of the marriage was 
four children. Two of his three daughters 
died In 1874.

Though leading a very active political 
life. Senator Ferguson found time to en­
joy sports of various kinds. He was an 
enthusiastic yachtsman, and was fond of 
horse racing, being a director of the On­
tario Jockey Club and also a prominent 
member of the Royal Canadian Yacht Club 
since his removal to the city. He was also 
a member of the Rideau, Toronto and St. 
Catharines clubs.

On the west side of ; the Don there Is a 
piece of laud which was set apart for 
citizens ns a dump fer horse manure. It 
appears now that one of onr fnr-aeoing 
citizens has got control of this piece of 
land and all that Is dumped there, and 

I he is no doubt making a good thing out 
of tbe same at the cost of many citizens 
and the disadvantage of many property 
owners ln the neighborhood. He has a 
dump of about 3U0 feet long by about 00 
feet wide, and about 15 feet high, where 
tbe excavators of the city damp all night 
•oil. However, not at night do they dump 
It, but at any time through the day, to 
the extent of about S6u barrels a week. It 
Is needless for me to say that quite a 
percentage of this leaks through Into our 
classic river. In fact; during the summer 
months the cream can be seen floating 
on the water. On tbe west side of the 
dump this delicious fluid lies In a hollow 
alongside of the raltway track. Is not 
this a most disgraceful state of affairs? 
Is this to be allowed ln a thickly-popu­
lated part of the city?
