8t. Lawrence canal system was deepened
from nine or ten feet on the water sills to
fourteen feet, they would not pay utwn.uon
to other proposed canal routes. That
scheme is nmow about being completed, and
next year will see a depth of water of 14
feet from the upper lakes vin the Welland
and 8t, Lawrence Canals to the Guif of St
Lawrence dnd the Atlantic Ocean. We |
know that the freight from the Western
United States, in which we have a lesser
interest, and the frelght from Manitoba and
our own Northwest, in which we have a
vital interest, has increased enormously
year after year for the past 20 years, Twen-
ty-five years ago there was no expectation
that there would be such an enormous pro-
duct of grain and cattle from our own
Northwest Territories, and, indeed, at that
time the estimates made applied only to
the product of Western Ontarfo and the
products of the United States.

A Great Increase.
“To-day we find that our own Western
Provinces are producing an enormous quan-
tity of grain, cattle and other products,
and to-day we find to our dismay, so 1o
speak, that these products are being car-
ried to the English markets by the United
States routes, We claim that we have the
ghortest, the most direct and the most natu-
ral route, but, because we have not avall-
ed ourselves of these advantages, either
from lack of enterprise or other reasons, we
find that not only are the American pro-
ducts ,but that a large portion of our own
Canadfan products are being shipped to
Bufrfalo and Ogdensbyrg, and thence by the
Erie Canal or by rall to New York for ex-
port to Europe. We belleve that if the
country takes proper steps, we can secure
a large portion of the freight for our Cana-
dian route. That idea prevailed years ago,
when the project of the Hurontario Ca-
nal or the Toronto & Georgian Bay Ship
Canal was a lve guestion. But untll the
Welland and St. wrence Canal system
was improved, and until rallroads were
bulit, this project had to take a back seat.
Of course, we know that rallroads are of
prime necessity, as they reach all parts of
the country, and so are better calculated
to develop the resources of the Dominion
generally.

Another Era Reached,

“We are now, however, coming to another

country, and these schemes, that were set
aside a quarter of a century ago, are now
looming up as practical subjects. This
scheme to which reference Is made in my
motion of a canal or ship raliway, proposes
to cross a narrow neek of land of 70 or S0
miles from the Georgian Bay into Lake On-
tario, by the direct route, or 122 miles on
the old route of the Georglan Bay Shl{:

constructed raflway from the Georglan
Bay to Lake Outario and vice versa. ‘Lhis
scueme would be less expensive than a
canal, because in the construction of a
canal there Is the height of lund to be re-
moved, but even that would not be such
an expense as should deter Canadians
from going into the enterprise, because re-
cent inventions, which have been success-
fully carried out In England and else-
where, have made the cost of such work
comparatively luexpensive.

Mr. Tully’s Report,

“Mr, Tully in his report estimaied the cost
of the canal for vessels of 1000 tons bur-
den at $22,170,000, but that has now given
way %tbe proJect of a ship rallway which
Mr, Tully at i;u'e,uxu advocates, and with
regard to which he says: ‘In 1885 the
question of a khip raliway between Lake
Ontarfo and Georglan Bay was submitted
by me to Capt. lades, and his reply was
as follows: "1 bave caretully examined the
profile and route for the proposed ship rail-
way from Georglan Bay 1o Toronto and
from the information you gave me person-
ally and from the result of your surveys
over the route, 1 am not only satisfled that
the ship rallway Is entirely practicable over
it, but that it furnisbes one of the most
remarkably favorable locations for such &

A Great Engineer’s Opinion,

The Trackmen’s Strike,

Bec. W. J. SBmith reag tne resolution
passed on Bunday night by Euclid-avenue
Methodist Churen, ‘toronto, heartily en-

Grand Trunk trackmen’s strike,

HORSELESS WAGON OF R. PARKER&CO.

A Toronto-Made Vehicle—~Invention
of a Young Toronto Electrician.
The Still Motor Co. of Toronto have just

pleted a hand and well-made horse-
less wagon for R, Parker & Co., the large
dyers and cleaners, to be added to their

present delivery equipment, representing
some 15 wagons.

Gpe is apt to think of these motor wag-
ons as heavy, cumbersome-looking affairs,
but this is not the case with R. Parker
& Co.'s, which is built on the lines of
thelr regular delivery -wagons—tasty-look-
ing, lig t-ﬂ‘ppeaﬂng and  easy-running.
The wagon s equl‘pped with an eight-horse
yower motor, weighing about 120 pounds
and a battery of cells, the total weight
of which is 486 opounds, and the total
weight of the entire vehicle ready for run-
ounds.
