The senate of Toronto Universjty at
its meeting on Friday night adopted a
report from the Board of Arts Studiss
on the draft of the proposed changes in
the public and high school courses of
study and organization and in the de-

partmental examination system. The
chief changes suggested are as follows.
1. That classes in Latin, Greek, French
and German may be provided in the
third, fourth and fiftth forms of the
public schools.

There were not as many “still hunt-
ers”’ as usual this year, which is grati-
fying to the parties with dogs, The
still hunter stands on a runway near
a lake, with a boat close at hand, and
shoots deer ahead of other men’s dogs,
or when they splash in the lake, He
has no dogs of his own, but usually
brings back more game than the man
who has, The still hunter usually, places
himself on a lake between two pariizs
of hunters, and gets chances at the
deer hunted by the dogs of both. The
real still hunter, who stalks his game
is more in danger tham the deer itseif
during the hunting season, He is apt
to be mistaken for a deer, and the
fact of there being so many dogs and
huntsmen in the woods prevents him
from, using his accustomed skill in
stalking,

About 1000 deer were handled at the
Union Station on Saturday, and it is
safe to say that nearly as many will
arrive to-day, as the sportsmen have
thre¢e days in which to bring out their
game, Many of them were very small,
and the opinfon has been freely ex-
pressed that the law should be varied to
prevent the shipment of deer under a
certain sgize.

Many hunters report the presence of
wdlves 4n good-sized packs. The
wolves are hungry just mow. During
the summer they feed on the young
fawns and rabbits, and later they catcn
the deer in the deep snow, especially
when there is a crust on it where the
deer breaks thru, Just now the lakes
are open and the wolves have little
suceess in chasing down their prey. The
mild weather is very favorabie to the
deer,
