Control Says City Cannot Fill
Citizens’ Bins.

“The city will take every possible
precaution,” said the mayor, “to get &
reasonable supply of coal for emer-
gency purposes during the winter
months. We have placed the matter
in the hands of Property Commissioner
Chisholm. He has obtained all the city
requires, and will endeavor to obtain
a supply for emergency purposes.”

There is not the burning
interest in the fuel question which
kept citizens on the stretch all thru
the cold spells. But the vital point
is that nothing is being done. The
