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OCIETT, LAWS AND REGULATIONS

MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY.
d.

I. The Society shall be denominated “THE MONTREAL AUXILIARY 
BIBLE SOCIETY,” the object of which shall be to co-operate with the British 
and Foreign Bible Society, in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures, 
both at home and abroad.

II. Conformably to the principles of the Parent Institution, the Bibles and 
^Testaments circulated by this Society shall be without note or comment.

III. All persons subscribing two dollars or upwards, per annum, shall be 
members of this Society ; or forty dollars at one time, shall be members for life.

IV. The business of this Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice- 
Presidents, Treasurer, two Secretaries, and a Committee consisting of not less 
than twenty members, with power to add to the number ; five members of this 
Committee shall form a quorum.

V. No lay member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the Com­
mittee unless he be a life member, or pay an annual subscription of at least 
four dollars.

VI. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as shall 
have rendered essential services to the Society as Honorary Governors for life.

VII. The Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener, on some day 
to be fixed by themselves.

VIII. The whole of the Subscriptions and Donations received by this Society, 
and not required for its own operations, shall, from time to time, be remitted to 
the Parent Society.

IX. For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society, in their grant of the Scriptures for distri­
bution among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to inquire 
what families or individuals are in want of Bibles and Testaments, and it shall 
be the duty of the Committee to furnish them therewith at prime cost, reduced 
prices, or gratis, according to their circumstances.

X. A general meeting of the Subscribers shall be held annually at Montreal, 
when the accounts shall be presented,—the proceedings of the past year stated, 
—a new Committee appointed,—and a Report agreed upon to be printed under 
the direction of the Committee, and circulated among the members.

XI. No alterations shall be made in these Laws, except at a general meeting 
of the Society, called by special notice, to be advertised in two of the Montreal 
Newspapers, one month previously.

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REPORT.

“ Let ua not weary in well doing, for in due season we shall reap, if we 
faint not,” may be our present motto. For while this 38th Report, like 
many former ones, will not tell of extraordinary labors;, nor striking suc­
cesses on a large scale, in the actual work of Bible distribution anywhere, 
it will nevertheless show, that faithful persevering labor, over a world-wide "" 
held, by a great number of unwearying Workers, has received so much of 
the Divine blessing, as may well stimulate to exertion, and strengthen that 
faith, which sees the result and gracious reward of effort, not merely in 
the present first-fruits of blessing, but in the seed sown having promise of 
fruit, down to the time when “the earth shall be full of the knowledge of 
the Lord as the waters cover the sea." The results of the past year 
afford no ground for doubt and discouragement, norjldo the brightened 
prospects of the immediate future teach other lessons than those of 
patient continuance in these labors,, with trust and hope, without any 
fainting, till the time of triumph come.

In the review of Bible Society operations, both at home and abroad, 
which it is the duty of your Committee now to submit, there will 
be shown the character, extent, and in some degree, the success also, 
of this work, which under God has been carried so far, but which has 
yet to be carried vastly farther. In doing this we desire to make de­
vout acknowledgement of Him whose we are, and whom we ought to 
serve ; and to put our confidence of success wholly in Him ; and we 
desire also to keep in view the great practical aim of bringing into 
sympathy with this blessed work, and into active co-operation, many 
more of the Lord’s people in our midst.

We first of all report the work of our own Society, for the year 1858.

■

OUR ISSUES

Are 6409 Bibles, 7061 Testaments, 32 portions, being a total number 
of 12502 copies—1367 fnore than last year, and bringing up the total 
since the formation of the Society to 223,662 copies.
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THE GRATUITOUS DISTRIBUTION 
Numbers 1189 Bibles, and 733 Testaments, a total of 1922 copies, 

being 1134 copies more than last year, and exceeding any former year 
of the Society’s history. The larger grants are 300 copies to the soldiers 
of the 100th Regiment on leaving our shores ; 126 copies to the Canada 
Foreign Missionary Society for distribution on the Labrador coast ; 119 
to the City Missionaries, and 34 to the Montreal General Hospital. The 
Appendix will afford- a still more detailed statement.

DEPOSITORY-BIBLE HOUSE.
The business Of the Society is still carried on by Mr. Milne, together 

with that of the Religious Book and Tract Society, and the Sunday 
School Union, in the Union Depository. The need of better suited and 
larger premises is much felt ; and the joint Committee has been looking 
out for eligible premises, but so far without success. This matter is com. 
mended to the incomiifg Committee. If a three-years-lease of a well 
situated and commodious building can be got, it will do much to in­
crease the business of the several Societies. Our May-Reporter contain­
ed an appèal on behalf of the Bible House project ; and the following 
resolution has been adopted by the Committee,

“ That in order to initiate a fund for the erection of a building for the use of 
the Society, and of such other kindred Societies as may co-operate, this Com­
mittee resolves to invite the friends of the Society to qualify ns Life-Members, 
by payment of special subscriptions of Forty Dollars, as provided by clause 
3rd. of the Constitution, and that it be left to the “ Sub-Committee on the Bible 
House,” to take such steps as it may deem best to give effect to this resolution.’, 

It is proposed to advance this matter

Our Receipts are Cash sales at Depository, and remittances from 
Branches, $2812, being $350 more than last year; free contributions, 
*3538, being *392 less than last year; special contributions to India 
Fund, *308 ; contributions from Upper Canada Bible Society for French 
Colportage, *1023 : total receipts, *7081. The Treasurer’s accounts will 
show how this money has been expended.

exceed in amount that of last year. Our fiscal year is understood to 
close with the 31st December, and all moneys which are expected to 
appear in the year’s accounts, should be in then The instance of delay 
just noticed, and the further fact of the inadequacy of the contributions 
to this Society, in view of its claims, and our now increasing population, 
lead your Committee to attach much importance to a more extended 
and thorough system of collecting, and to suggest to their successors the 
appointment, at the beginning of the year, of a well organized and effec­
tive collecting Committee. Such a Committee, early and thoroughly 
at work throughout the city wards, would, we think, nearly double our 
income from the friends of the cause in Montreal! [Collections in the 
West Ward subsequently made amount to $309.50.]

Formerly, with most of the branches at least, everything depended upon 

the agent, He must make the suggestions, plan all the business, nnd do all the 
apenking. It has been my humble province to labour hard from the beginning, 
to arrest this, believing that the branches would never be what they should be 
till they took a self-dependent stand. It has been an object hard to attain, but 
on my recent tour I had the pleasurable satisfaction of seeing it to a greater 
degree than ever before. To give you an idea of this, I may just mention that 
for the field I am now reporting, our branches were aided by ten minister! of 
the Church of England, fifteen of the Wesleyans, eight of the Congregationalists 
five of the Baptists, three of the Free Will Baptists, and three of the New Con­
nexion Methodists. In all, forty-four Ministers have co-operated in this one 
tour. So general a co-operation I am ijure must be to you, as it has been to me, 
very gratifying. There arc but few Presbyterian Churches in this part of 
field, and the Ministers were unfortunately absent at the time of my visit, 
should have had their assistance, ns we have had in times past. Those I have 
named number forty-fonr, and besides them we have had the countenance and 
assistance of many influential laymen, whosejposition and antecedents give them 
much weight in such a cause, and it would not be right in this connection to 
forget the services of the Sherbrooke Gazette, the Waterloo Advertiser, and the 
Granby Gazette, which have all done what they could to help, and I have been 
much indebted for their assistance.

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Our Agent thus concludes his report for the year 
“In summing up this epitomised report of a year’s labours, which have cost 

more toil than appears in this paper, not only toil but embarrasment and anxiety 
too, for it has been a year of trial to many of the friends of the cause, I have 
only to add that I have travelled 3342 miles, addressed 186 public meetings, 
averaging in attendance from 60 to 360 persons, and taking the average at 100,’ 
which is not a very high estimate, I have been privileged to preach the claims 
of this glorious cause to 18600 people. That part of the Society’s income, paid 
directly to your agent, has reached the sum of $3064-81, which is $171,18 
than the previous year ; of this sum a little more than two thirds or a trifle over 
$2000, is free contributions. I have been more than ever indebted to numerous 
ministers of all persuasions, to a multitude of faithful women, and to diligent 
and energetic officers of our Branch Societies for invaluable help, and I 
return them ail my sincere and hearty thanks, and thanks also to à multitude 
of my self-denying hosts, who have received me into their homes and entertained 
me with a warm-hearted and generous hospitality. In parting with you at the 
fnd °f «"Other year, my prayer is that the God of the Bible will reword you all 
in this life a hundred fold, and in the world to come, make you partakers of the 
life which the book reveals. (

The past is fraught with encouragement ; the future is bright with hope ; let 
then the laborer and co-laborer strengthen each others hands, take new courage 
and work on till our beloved country shall be truly a land of Bibles, and God 
alone have all the glory.”

COLPORTAGE.

Better than any words of ours, on the general subject of Colportage, 
are the following from the American Bible Society

“ This exploration, as far as it has been carried, is important in another aspect 
Its results have induced the belief that the actual destitution of the Scriptures 
is far greater even in this favored land than was supposed. In one of our oldest 
States, one of the “ original thirteen,” every county of which had been carefully 
supplied within a few years, the recent examination of one county, by way of 
experiment, has shown that about one-fifth of the whole number of families were 
destitute of Bibles I In another State the exploration of eight or ten contigu­
ous counties, discovered that an average of nearly one-third of the families 
visited were without any part of the Scriptures 1 In some counties, supplied 
during the year, nearly one-half of the number of families were desiititute. In 
the territories matters are still worse. In Kansas a Sabbath School 
nized m one
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and (bur or five Bibles could be found. Let none suppose that these are isolated 
cases. This is the delusion which, more thru all else, hinders this great work 
of re-supply. If the facts, not conjectures, which attest its pressing necessity, 
could be fully realized, we should witness a determination, an enthusiasm! 
before which all thoir difficulties would be as nothing
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We liave employed, during all or part of the year, Messrs. Purkis 
Campbell, Stamp and Trenhulme, English speaking Colporteurs, and 
Messrs. Pierre Picho, Antoine Lebard, and Alexis Cndier, French.

Colporteur Purkis has labored throughout the year. The parts 
visited were the townships of Chatham, North Gore, and Mille Isle, in 
Canada East, and Roxborough, Edwardsburgh, Augusta, Oxford, and 
Wolford, and part of Montague, Canada West.

Our 11 Reporter" of May last contained some extracts from his journals 
We now give others :—

Near the same place I met with a man of some standing in society, who ob­
jected to every one taking the Bible and judging for himself, he said that if he 
read the Bible as he did any other book, he should understand it to mean just 
what it said, but he did not take it that way, but trusted to the interpretation 
of the Church, and the difference between us was, that he believed in the in­
fallibility of the Church, and I in that of the Bible. I told him I thought mine 
the best foundation, as it was not so liable to change, and asked him to give 
me some proof of the infallibility of his Church, he said he would prove it from 
my Bible. I told him that he had no right to claim any proof that could be 
obtained from a book, the authority of which he had impugned, but, neverthe­
less, I should be happy to hear what the Bible had to say on the subject. Upon 
this he discovered that the day was advancing, and that he must be going, as 
he had to leave home on business.

A slow but useful work :—
To one who never has been engaged in such a work, I think it must appear 

like a slow process, to take from a month and a half to^two months to visit a 
township, and it ean^it be done very well in less ; for, although, in calling 
from house to house, one may find many with whom, from various reasons, he 
will not remain long, yet there are many others whose circumstances appear to 
demand a little more attention. Sometimes I meet with a family in affliction, 
with whom to sympathise, at another a young convert who has but recently 
taken up the cross, to whom a few words of advice may prove serviceable, while 
there are others who hold and profess doctrines so opposed to that glorious 
scheme of redemption revealed to us in God’s Holy Word, that it becomes a duty 
to contend for the faith once delivered to the Saints. In such a work one needs 
that wisdom which cometh from above, that, while prudently avoiding contro­
versy on points of difference between evangelical denominations, no quarter 
may be given to soul-destroying error.

Interesting instances of supply

A reply to those vyho think their neighbours supplied :__
I met with a case in point last wick, when speaking to a farmer, who ap­

peared to live in very comfortable circumstances, who said he did not want a 
Bible, as he had two or three, and thought there could not be many without 
them ; but on calling at a house nearly opposite him, I found a widow without 
one, and unable to purchase, I accordingly gave her a copy, for which she was 
very thankful. At the next house I found another widow upwards of 80 years 
of age, whose husband had, in his day, possessed a large property, but had been 
reduced to poverty by strong drink. She had only about half of a Testament, 
and that of rather a small print, and very much worn. Her joy was great when 
I presented her, in the name of the Bible Society, with a copy of the Word of 
God, in a type which she could read. Thus this
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ving, one on each side of. him, destitute of the Word of God, and yet thought 
that every one was supplied.

Although there are few Roman Catholics who will purchase the Scriptures, 
yet there are some who wish to know the contents of the books against which 
they have heard so much. And I have been able to sell a few copies, both in 
English, Gaelic, and French.

A Swetrer rebuked—his child converted:—

“JA short time ago I met a man on the road, and enquired of "him whether he 
wanted a Bible. But such was his propensity for swearing, that we had not 
spoken many words before the oaths began to fall from his lips, for which I felt 
it my duty to reprove him. He appeared humbled and acknowledged it to be 
a bad practice. I exhorted him to seek deliverance not only from the sin of 
swearing, but from the power and dominion of sin in the heart, by looking to Jesus 
who came to give repentance unto Israel, and remission of sin. He promised to 
try to do so, but it was hard work at his age, (this should be a warning against 
procrastination,) he then spoke of his little girl, who had made a profession of 
religion, an<ÿ said there was a great change in her, he therefore believed the work 
to be genuinè. I afterward saw her, and believe she was entitled to all her 
father said of her. They were poor and were destitute of an entire copy of the 
Scriptures, she was anxious to possess a Bible, and as she was not able to pur­
chase, I gave her one, for which she was very thankful.

Mr. Purkis travelled 2263 miles, visited 1762 families, and sold 1022 
copies during the year.

Rev. John Campbell has labored during the year mostly in the Eastern 
Townships, Where, as your Committee believe, he has done a useful work. 
Our May Reporter contained some interesting extracts from his earlier 
reports. In those now before us as well as in previous ones, such state­
ments as the following often occcur :

“ From the kind welcome everywhere afforded your agent, he has had encou­
ragement to edntinue with unabating zeal in this good work of faith and useful-

Need of the Colportage work :—

“ It would be almost impossible for any one to conceive of the amount of des­
titution as to spiritual matters. In some places there is much lack of means | 
of grace, and others, when the means are within their reach, the people do not 
avail themselyes of these opportunities. I frequently endeavour to think of the 
best plan to get the people interested in the things which belong to their souls’ 
salvation. The more therefore I know, the more I am convinced of the utility 
of the system of Colportage, because the Colporteur has a better chance of get­
ting at the people, than though he should go as a minister, and unless some 
method of this nature be continued, many of the people will settle down in utter 
carelessness, and indifference.”
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“ I visited settlements where a more Godless race could not be founct. 1 
was one neighbourhood, in relation to which a pious man said to me and to a 
friend of mine, who was accompanying me one day,—You need not go there 
with the view of selling books ; ns I had set my face to the work, I told my friend 
we would go on and see, the result was, that I found a few families destitute, 
supplied them, and on the following Lord’s Day my friend took me back to the 
same locality, where we held a meeting in the School-house, in which 
gious meeting had ever been held before that dayj’

" In some of the localities I visited, worldliness, wretchedness, and spiritual 
prevailing among the people, many caring not for the Bible I 

may state one instance, I fear of too many who are living in the same manner. 
This family has been for twenty years'with one copy of the Bible, during that 
time, and it has few marks of being read. They were poor and had no money 
to purchase any more, though a larger printed Bible would be desirable, yet 
they cannot procure one for want of means, and especially because they have 
no heart for spiritual things. I found this week four families who had neither 
Bible nor Testament.

These with others might live and die without a Bible,.were 
it not for such Agency. My impression is, that unless you continue your Agency 
for many years to come, in order to direct the attention of sinners to the reading 
of the Bible, the greater part of the rising generation will become the plague 
of Society, and the curse of the land.”

“ I was frequently grateful to Providence for the opportunity afforded 
speak a word now and again to these who dying for the lack of knowledge. 
I could not really describe to you, the state of many people in the different places 
I have visited during this month. The Colportage system is one of the best 
means calculated to impart knowledge, and a word* in season, may produce 
impressions which may through God’s blessing end in the conversion of souls 
I hope therefore, should I discontinue to be your agent at the end of my present 
engagement, that you will be led to select one who will be a suitable labourer 
in the most arduous, but a blessed and useful work.”
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Hardships of the work :— x
“ The next daT 1 borrowed a saddle to visit flve families, who were in back­

ward places ; in finding the roads so bad my old man would be apt'to rebel, but 
the thought that the Saviour comes to seek and to save that which was lost, 
made me proceed quietly in the path of duty ; and I found wretched families in 
every sense of the term. It would be a first rate place to teach some ungrateful 
people, who arc better circumstanced. I gave three Testaments, and sold two 
Testaments. In returning, my horse lost his feet coming through a swamp, and 
I was thrown off lum into the mud, where I was almost buried alive, but fortu­
nately myJ,orse stood still till I got up, by rolling myself quickly out of his 
way The kind lady with whom I lodged the night before, had all my 
clothe, washed This took place in the forenoon, and I was ready to proceed 
on duty in the afternoon. In considering the accident, I was grateful to Pro-

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An affecting case is mentioned of a poor degraded man selling his 
Bible for a bottle of whiskey.

Mr. Campbell’s sales reach 1565 copies, and families visited averaging 
two months not reported 3004.

Mr. Giles Stamp has been in the service of the Society seven months, 
and has sold 1316 copies, but his reports do not enable us to state the 
number of families visited.

He says :—
“ I find that many Roman Catholics are beginning to read the Bible. I met 

a poor Roman Catholic who had got his hand mangled in a saw-mill, he felt 
bad, I conversed with him about the importance of his Soul’s Salvation until he 
became much effected, I asked him to buy a Bible, he said he had not the means, 
he tried to borrow it, but failed. I told him that if he would promise to read 
it through that I would give him one, he received it thankfully, and while the 
tears af gratitude ran down his cheeks, he heaped all the blessings upon me in 
return for my kindness. A young lady in Brockville, whose mother was 

I a Catholic, came up to me, and on finding out what my business was, said that 
she had heard so much about the Protestant Bible, that if she had the money 
she would buy one, and compare it with their Catholic one. Her brother 
would read one, while s$e read the other, and in this way they would be able 
to tell the difference.
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French Canadian Colportage.—Under this head we notice the 
labors of Mr. E. H. Trenholm, a medical student of McGill College» 
who, with a willing heart, offered himself for three months service 
in colportage, and who, a resident of the Eastern Townships, bordering 
on some of the French Counties on the south side of the St. Lawrence, 
and familiar with the French language, was qualified, as well as willing, 
to labor in those parts mainly peopled by French Canadians.

During Mr. Trenholm’s 3 month’s service he travelled 1650 miles, 
visited 315 English families and 1650 French, sold 374 copies, 239 of 
them being French.

Our Colporteur reports :—
“ The first two weeks of my time was spent for the most part in Kingsey and 

Durham. I then went through Wickham and Grantham, and the River David 
and the Indian Village of St. Francis, at the mounth of St. Francis River, and 
from thence on to La Bai and Nicolet, and up through Grantham out to Ship- 
ton, Walton, Ham, Weedon, Dudswell, and thence through Okster, Warwick, 
Arthabaska, Sommerset, Stanfold and out to Ireland the District round there 
and on through Leeds St. Giles, St. Nicholas, to Point Levi, and from thence up 
through St. Marys, after having travelled some distance on to north side of the 
Etchemen and the Chaudière as fares the village of St. Francis, and from thenee 
through to the townships of Broughton, Fring, Lambton Forsyth Ac. to Win-
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slow, and from thence on through Bury and Eaton to Lennoxville, and through 
Sherbrooke, down to Kingsey.and after two days more travelling round Danville, 
neighhourhod, and part of Windsor. I finished on the 25th of October 1868. 
As you can see my field of labor was extended, and to have thoroughly worked 
so large a district, would have required a much longer period of time than my 
services were engaged for. I confined myself in general to the main roods, 
for I thought that by doing so, I would be able to accomplish more than if I 
spent my time in districts where the travelling was bad.

With a few exceptions, I was very politely and civily received. These ex­
ceptions, and particular case of kindness, hospitality and happy reception of the 
word are mentioned as they occurred in my journals.

XX e extract largely from Mr. Trenholmo’s interesting journal :
Stopped in the evening at Mr.----------------------------- , where : waa Tery kindly

asked to stop over-night with them. I turned in, and found him a very nice 
sort of a man, and one who could read an* had a longing desire to read the 
Word for himself. I brought in some French Testaments, and he took one and 
read almost incessantly for two hours. He was really delighted with what he 
read, and frequently broke forth with expressions of delighlt, saying how nice 
and how good it was. A kind Providence directed him to the middle chapters 
of Luke's Gospel, which is both interesting and instructive, as, "Jesus came 
into the world to seek and save that which was lost.” His wife, when she saw 
him so delighted with what he was reading, asked him if it was a Catholic 
book, and expressed a fear that perhaps the Priest would not be willing for 
them to have it. He answered, that whether the book was Catholic or not it 
was good, and he liked it; for, he said, it would teach no one to do wrong, 
and that it was the text book of all preachers ; and that, whether the Priest 
liked it or not, he would keep it, and would give up such a good book as that, 
and which he liked so well, to no one. He is a very intelligent man, and I 
trust the word sown will produce a good effect. Many of the neighbours came 
in this evening to see my books, and they sat round and he read to them all 
the time they were in the house. They were very much pleased with what 
they heard, and some told me they thought they would buy of me in the mom- 
ing. Sold two copies in the morning.
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Stopped at noon at a French house, where there was a young girl in the 
house, and who wished to get a Testament. She told me her father would soon 
be in to dinner, and asked me to wait till he came. I did so after having taken 
care of my horse, and when he came I asked him if he wished to buy a French 
“ Evangile.” He said No, that he had quite enough of such books. I remained, 
however, sitting in the house whilst my horse was feeding, and he asked me to 
take something to eat; and whilst I was doing so, a young girl from one of 
the neighbouring houses came in, and the man asked to show one of my books 
to her as she could read well. I of Course readily consented, and she began 
to read about our Saviour's crucifixion,1 4c. ; was very much interested and 
delighted herself, as well as those who heard her. After she had read some 
time they looked at the table of contents, and when they found it had not the
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Mass in it, neither the “Vepre,” (evening prayers), their desire to buy some­
what diminished ; but after some conversation, and I had told them that surely 
they read other French books besides the Mass-book, and that as they liked it 
so much, and as it was a good book too, they had better take one,—after some 
time they bought two for themselves, and I lent one French Testament to the 
girl that came in, who seemed to be the most delighted of them all to get one.

Had quite a conversation with a young French lad who works for Mr. Smith.
He wishes to read the Testament, but has some fear lest he should take a 
wrong meaning out of it; he has been taught by the priests that it is not 
proper for any but the educated to read and think for themselves. I endea­
voured to show that as each was accountable to God, so each ought to employ 
the abilities which God has given him in searching after truth, and especially 
the Testament, for it is in accordance with the words, “Search the Scriptures,”
&c. ; and that if he only sought instruction of God in a proper way, he would 
be guided in the right path. After some conversation on several other point's, 
he said he would buy a Testament, and I went and got him one. I have strong 
hope he is in a proper condition to receive the truth, which I pray may ma"ke 
a lasting impression on his heart.

Stopped in the evening at two brothers of the name of Boudreau, where I 
was kindly received for the night, &c. During the evening’s conversation I 
told them I was a book-seller, and showed them some of my books. One of 
*hem looked at my book and read the approbation, Ac., and said he thought it »
was good ; but the cover, he said, looked like one he got last year, and that a 
school-master who had looked it over said it was not good, and had torn all 
the inside from the cover. I asked him to shew it to me, and he did so, and 
found it to be one of the same kind as I have. He told me he liked it himself, 
but as a man of good learning bad told him it was against his faith and not 
good, he had allowed him to destroy it. Lent one French Testament.

It is plain that the main impediment to the circulation of the Scrip­
tures amongst the French Canadians is the priesthood

All whom I visited or spoke to (with the exception of the priest in the vil­
lage) used me very civilly and politely. The priest was very wrathy, and gave 
vent to the ebullitions of passion. He said he would have nothing to do with 
such Bibles and Testaments as I carried, as they were the production of old 
Martin, Ac. ; and that all who carried, and disseminated, and had anything to 
do with them, the devil would carry away. He said I might sell them to Pro­
testants, but that he would defend his parish against such books. The priest 
also said he would confiscate all such books he found in the parish ; and, 
pointing to a little portmanteau I had full of books, he said he had already 
more than three times that number in the vestry which had been" confiscated.

Have been able to do but little this afternoon, as the people through whom 
I have travelled have been warned by their priests not to have anything to do 
with any one who came along selling or distributing books. I felt certain they 
had word of my ooming, or they would not be so much on their guard.

I find nearly all the French round here on the look-out in regard to books,
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as there was a French Colporteur round these parte about a year ago, and the 
priests have warned them against taking them; and have invariably found, 
that the thicker the population and the nearer the priest, the less could I do. 

Priests not all equally hostile

I called on the priest and'asked him if he wished to buy a Testament. He 
took one and looked at it, and said it was good. He is a very social and gen­
tlemanly fellow, and was very polite and civil to

Visited the Homan Catholic Priest of L------, and had quite a conversation
with him. Showed him my book, and he said he did not want to buy. Asked 
him if he would not recommend the people to buy. He said, after looking 
over them, that perhaps they were good, but as the Cardinal Di Nouiles was at

Visiting this forenoon some sixteen or seventeen French families, found 
nearly all incapable to read, and those who could read afraid to buy or borrow. 

Found every French family, with two exceptions, unable to read French.
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Encouraging circumstances :—

I found acme things to cheer me, although I did not cell much ; for I found 
several families where I called in possession of the Bible, and who have had 
them for some time, although they are Roman Catholics. Those that had them 
seemed to be more liberal-minded than the generality of their race ; and I have 
strong hopes that the word will produce a good effect among them.

Tins has been a day of almost unparalleled success, as I have sold seven 
h rench Testaments ; and on only one day previous have I sold so many. Felt 
very thankful and much encouraged after the discouragements of last week on 
account of no sales.

Pierre Piché labored 195 days, and sold 69 copies; Antoine Lebnrd 
fonr months, and sold 49 copies ; Alexis Cadier 80 days, and sold 30 
copies. The success of these French Canadian brethren, was therefore 
much more limited than that of Mr. Trenholme. We believe they la­
bored diligently and did their best, and we can only account for their 
comparative failure on two grounds, first, the fact that they went througn
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parts of the country where such labors being more frequent and better 
known, the priests had more effectually closed the door against them ; 
and secondly, because the people there, coming less into contact with 
their Protestant fellow countrymen, have less of even elementary educa­
tion, and less of mental awakenment. There are at present only two of 
these laborers at work. There is much difficulty in getting and keeping 
suitable colporteurs.

We have noticed in another place the generous aid of the Upper 
Canada Bible Society, on behalf of French Canadian Colportage, and 
the Parent Society has this year granted £50 sterling for the same object.

We have corresponded with the Parent Committee with a view of 
obtaining Colporteurs from France, but without success.

It is thus obvious that the impediments to the circulation of the 
Bible among our French Canadian fellow-subjects are, the difficulty of 
getting suitable laborers; the inability of many of the p-ople to read; 
but, chiefly, the hostility of the priesthood ; and, iji this last respect, 
Canada may be classed with Italy and Spain.
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OUR BRANCH SOCIETIES AND DEPOSITORIES.

These now number 142, five having been added during the year 
Most of them are healthful and effective. As the success of anything, 
a whole, depends upon the fitfiess and proper working of its parts, 
success as an Auxiliary depends upon the well-working of our Branches. 
As the stem can have little of beauty or fruitfulness without its branches, 
so we would be nothing worthy otit name without these our auxiliaries 
which are at once the channels by which we receive and distribute influ­
ences for good.

We assure our country friends we feel such to be our dépendance 
upon them. To them we say, “ Brethren, be ye not weary in well-doing.”

We make special mention as usual of a few of our Branches, so few 
however, that it is difficult to determine which are most deserving of it. 
The selection is |hat of our general agent, leaving out two named last 
year.
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The Montreal Ladies’ Association.—The collections of our city 

helpers have come short of those of last year, which is the more to be 
regretted, as some of, the collectors have made strenuous efforts to do 
better than ever before ; but, as it arises from the fact that one or two 
districts have not yet been fully visited, further sums may come in for 
acknowledgment in the printed lists, and bring up the amount to equal 
at all events that of any previous year. The sum collected and paid to
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Treasurer is, $498.22. The Indies of the association haveour
many persons whom they had found destitute of the Bible. [Subsequent 

collections make the amount $572‘22.]

Victoria Branch.—This branch is formed by the union of the Ottawa 
District Branch, one of the oldest and most efficient in the Province and 
the East and West Hawksbury Branch. In this case it has been proved 
that “ Union is strength,” for the first act of the United Society was to 
vote $200 to the « India Fund ” of the British and Foreign Bible Society. 
The usual supplies of scriptures have been sent to its depository, and 
$181.00, received on account. [This fruitful Branch has contributed 
another $200 to the “ India Fund.”]

Sr. Andrews Branch.—It has been our privilege to speak of this 
active branch in former reports with approbation, and its operations in 
1858 have fully sustained its character, for activity and liberality ; the 

, smount of contributions remitted to our Treasurer is $111.25. Its 
last annual report has been received and will be found in the appendix.

Lancaster Branch—Gives evidence of a renewed interest in the 
cause, by sending the handsome sum of $56.50 in free contributions.

Graniiv Branch—Continues active and vigorous, has shewn its love 
of the Bible Cause by a contribution to our funds of $49.47.

*• ,Lanabk Branch.—This old and steady friend of the Bible has main­
tained its zeal for the spread of the book of books, by sending us $33.14 
'“ free contributions ; and one church connected with it has sent, through 
this Auxiliary, $65, a donation to the British and Foreign Bible Society.

Lacolle Branch.—It is with pleasure we note the untiring energy 
of this branch ; its contributions from year to year are liberal, and are 
promptly remitted. We have this year to acknowledge the receipt of

Huntingdon Branch.—This vigorous and healthy fellow-labourer 
has sent us satisfactory aid, in the shape of $01.81 in contributions; has 
been supplied with 55 Bibles and 79 Testaments, and remitted $25.78 
on account.

Escott Branch—Is but of recent formation, it has entered on its 
work with energy, and raised funds—chiefly by the praiseworthy efforts 
of the ladies ; we have received 28.64, free contributions. Its first an­
nual report will be found in the appendix.

St, Louis de Gonzague.—The branch has done well ever since its 
establishment ; shews great diligence in the collection of funds. This 
Auxiliary has participated in the fruits of its labors to the extent of $19.85.

Nortn-WestGlencK^rjc Branch.—One of the oldest of our branches, 
and one of the best ; always ready to contribute, and to send forth the 
word of life, both in its own neighbourhood and to more distant places. 
$37.82 have been send to the free fund.

Three Rivers Branch.—Ever since it was organized this branch has 
manifested a commendable zeal ; $40.20 were paid to Mr. Green on his 
last visit for the free fund, and it owes nothing. Your Committee had 
pleasure in making to it a grant of scriptures in French.

Other branches are well deserving of special notice, did our space per­
mit; for instance, Eaton, Stanstead, Melbourne, Winchester, Brome, 
Be^amy ville,Cowansville, Charlottenburgh,Durham, Brockville, Prescott, 
Magog, Ormand, Georgeville, Williamstown, Pakenham, Ramsay, and 
indeed many others also—some of which have been noticed in previous 
reports, and others of which we hope to notice hereafter.

BRITISH AMERICAN AUXILIARIES.

The 18th Report of the Upper Canada Bible Society, states that the 
pecuniary embarrassment of the last year had been felt: The home re­
ceipts are £4500 being £687 less than last year. The issues are 24,741, 
showing a decrease of 7,768, and making a grand total of 327,057 copies 
of the sacred volume circulated by this Society, since the commence­
ment of its operations. There are 204 Branches, and two Agents, and 
it is felt that a third is now needed in order to the proper working of 
the field. There have this year been 5 Colporteurs employed.

Our good friends put before their branches a special appeal to aid 
the Montreal Auxiliary in the effort of Colportage among the French
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Canadians, and it is with much interest and gratitude that we acknow­
ledge the receipt from them of £258 lie. Id. for this object. We giv 
place here to a list of the branches of our Sister Society, which contri­
buted the amount, and to an extract from the letter of the corresponding 
Secretary of the Society .conveying it to us.

" Agreeably to my Intimations to you, and to redeem the pledge of our Society, 
as to our assistance from our respective branches in behalf of Colportage among 
the French Canadians, I have now much pleasure in sending you a draft for

In labors and in successes, more abundant than any other, stands this 
honored institution. All the varied races of mankind arc the objects of 
its efforts, and its memorials are found in every land. But better than 
words of ours are those^which introduce its 54th Report.

“ Let meditation wander through the memories of other days, at 
well as range over the realities of the present, and resting for 
on the summit of that eminent position now attained, let the survey by 
made, as well of the-4‘ goodness and mercy” which have followed, as of 
the “ goodness and mercy**xwhteh now follow the labours of the Society 
in eyery land. How largely has the blessing of God eVer been ex­
perienced ! How richly is tbit hieing 
is the Psalmist’s descriptive languagbr: 
mandment upon earth, His word runneth very swiftly.” How appro­
priate is the Psalmist’s ardent aspiration—“ Oh Î that men would praise 
the Lord for His goodness, and for His wonderful works to the children 
of men l ”

Funds.—The total income for the year has been £152,574 3s. 6d.— 
£13,824 more than last year. The expenditure has now attained the 
unprecedented sum of £153,177 4s. 8d. ,

Issues.—The Scriptures circulated have been one million six hun­
dred and two thousand one hundred and eighty-seven copies—84,329 
more than last year.

The Total Issues of the Society now form an aggregate of Thirty- 
three Millions Nine Hundred and Eighty-three Thousand Nine 
Hundred and Forty-six Copies.

The Home work of the Society, in all its departments, seems to be 
carried on with striking success. Under this head we give one extract,

“The labours ofa Female Colporteur, as involving a new principle of action, 
may claim a brief notice. A poor woman residing in one of the worst localities 
in London, and brought to a knowledge of the truth by reading the Scriptures, 
has been diligently employed in visiting abodes of vice and misery, which the 
lady collector would scarcely venture to enter. Success has been obtained, not 
merely as regards the sale of the Sacred Volume, but also as regards the refor­
mation which has taken place in the feelings, the habits, and the character of 
many of the poor who have been visited. The extent to which the spiritual and 
temporal welfare of the people has been promoted, must be learned from the
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“ Book and its Missions but your Committee in reporting the circulation, in 
a period of nine months, of 778 copies of Scripture, by this FemaleColporteur, 

1 supervised by a lady devoted to the interests of the Society, would commend 
the example to the consideration of others.’*

)CIETY.
Of France, always first noticed, the Report says :—
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“ Much as this country has hitherto occupied attention, the labours of your 
Society have become invested with a deeper interest than in former years. The 
Colporteurs, recognised as fulfilling their clearly defined mission of Scripture 
distribution, and carrying the Sacred Volume.impressed with the Government
stamp, have again traversed the land. Again tl|erahas been multiplied evidence 
afforded of the blessing which has attended the'perusal of the Scriptures ; and
though the circulation£&86,836 copies is not quite equal to the circulation of the 
previous year, yet the spiritual results surpass those attained at any former 
period.”

Again says the report:—
We can, at the very least, put down at 4,400,000 the number of copies of the 

Scriptures which the Society has bestowed on this country ; and it may be 
added that, - without a doubt, the religious progress made in the land may be 
attributed to the precious seed thus liberally scattered.”

“ Successful results attend the efforts made among the military, and 
the staff of Colporleurs is often recruited from the ranks of the army. 
The account of the labours of a veteran among the destitute classes in 
general, and among his former military comrades in particular, is thus 
graphically given

“ Holwegg is an excellent Christian, and one of the most successful sellers 
whom we have in our employ. He has barely been two years in our service, 
and during this period he has disposed of upwards of 4,090 copies of the Scrip­
tures, chiefly in the suburbs of Paris beyond the barriers. Hia activity is very 
far from being concentrated upon the military, it is exercised quite as much in 
favour of the labouring population among whom he lives. He is incessantly 
going up and down the stairs of the lofty houses to be found in the quarters 
beyond the walls of the south portion of the city. On the ground floor he will 
frequently seat himself on the heaps bf old rags or shreds of papers which have 
been collected by the rag-gatherers in the gutters of Paris,—and whilst thus 
inhaling an atmosphere which would turn the stomach of many persons, he 
opens his Bible, and endeavours to show to the people who surround him, and 
who are so utterly destitute of the good things and enjoyments of t^fis life, that 
with it they can be put in possession of what is really great and beautiful, and 
of what is alone capable of making man happy. On the first floor he meets 
with trades which are not only more pleasant, but likewise more lucrative. 
there also he opens his Bible, and from it draws other appeals and other in­
structions admirably suited to the class of persons he is addressing. The 
higher he mounts from one story to another, the nearer does the condition of
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the lodgers, as it respects indigence and poverty, approach to that of the tenants 
of the ground floor ; and the higher he gets, the more earnestly does he bring 
forward from the Bible those consoling declarations which are so applicable to 
those who are styled the outcasts of the earth.

“ But when Hollwegg enters the barracks, of which there are many in and 
near Paris, he adopts a much more brief and curt style of address,—uses the 
picturesque style of language common with soldiers,—and the passages of 
Scripture which he then selects are perfectly, well adapted to his auditors. It 
must be admitted that in the comparisons which he institutes, he is less bold 
than was the case withMhe celebrated Pautrat : he does not, as was usual with 
the latter, carry on du^s to the death with Satan, or mortal combats with the 
bad passions of the heart. By the sobriety of his images, strongly as they are 
tinged, and couched as they are in military phrases, he is probably less im­
pressive, and certainly less amusing than was Pautrat; but what I greatly 
prefer in him is, that he knows how to touch the tender chords of the hearts of 
even the most veteran moustache.
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“ At the present moment Hollwegg is still in the camp of the Imperial Guard 
at Châlons, and I have no doubt that, in a short time, I shall have some in­
teresting particulars to communicate to you respecting this temporary mission 
which I have confided to himi Before leaving our friend, I must give you the 
history of a small glass of cognac which was recently narrated to me by him.

“ Last month he wras on the place of exercise of a regiment encamped in the 
neighbourhood of Paris, where the soldiers were engaged in firing at a target. 
During a moment of repose Hollwegg went up to a group of men who were sur­
rounding the Cantinière. A grenadier, who by his jovial speeches had already 
produced much hilarity among his comrades, stepped up to our Colporteur, who 
was well known to all, and offered to prove to him in a sermon, divided into three 
heads after his own fashion, that a small glass of cognac had been made by God 
for the benefit of the soldier, in the same manner that He had made the Bible for 
simpletons and old women. The grenadier gesticulated a great deal, and ex­
hausted his vocabulary of sprightly or profane expressions. Hollwegg waited 
with impatience for the moment when he could begin. Just as he was about 
to do so, a grey headed and grey moustached officer whom no one had perceived 
put his hand on the shoulder of the grenadier, and drawing from his pocket a 
small sized Bible, the condition of which from use it was a most pleasant sight 
to behold,—he said, in'* serious tonS of voice,—‘ Indeed, sir, you astonish and 
grieve me. Look at this book, and call to mind the Crimea. Would yom 
when before Sebastopol, and when bombs and bullets were falling around ils 
like hail, would you then have exchanged those comforting words which this 
book more than once addressed to us, for a small glass of cognac ? Tell me, 
would you have done so ? The soldier hung down his head, and held his tongue. 
Hollwegg, after having shaken hands with the officer, availed himself of this 
occurrence to speak to the soldiers with earnestness about the Gospel.”
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On another occasion, the Colporteur is |>efriended and assisted by"a 
Captain of Artil ery, who, after buying a Bible, addresses a number of 
fellow officers with him lb the Café.
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“ Gentlemen, would you believe that the price of this handsome and mag­
nificent volume, and which is infinitely more magnificent within than without, 
is no higher than three francs? This book, gentlemen, is the Bible, the Word 
of God. The persons at whoso instigation it is sold are men of God, who do 
not shrink from any sacrifice in order that the poor, as well as the rich, may 
obtain possession of it. This book, gentlemen,’ continued he, speaking still 
louder,and pressing the Bible to his heart, ‘has comforted and gladdened me 
whenever I have opened it. Follow my example, 
sound of the drum which was now heard, obliged all the officers present to 
hurry to the barracks for the evening inspection, and consequently interrupted 
the appeal which the Captain was about to make to his brother officers, as well 
as prevented what he had said from being followed by any immediate results. 
However, before leaving the Colporteur, the Captain purchased two additional 
copies of Ostervald’s Bible, which he said were intended as presents to two of 
his best friends.”

The conversion of two soldiers acquires especial interest from the 
desire, in each case expressed, of enlisting in the band of Colporteurs, 
when the period of military service has been completed, but we can­
not detail these cases. Often is the message of mercy carried by the 
Colporteur, instrumental in ministering “ consolation in Christ” to the 
sick and dying readem of the Sacred Volume. One illustrative fact 
may he given :—

“ On the road a Colporteur was accosted by a femal^with the words, ‘ Ah! 
I know you ; you are a friend of one of my friends.’ ‘ And who is that? ’ ‘ Of 
poor Madeleine, who lives down in yonder village.’ ‘ Ah,.yes, that is true, but 
how is she?' ‘Alas! she is on the point of death; but although this is the 
case, she seems very singular, and one might almost declare that she is quite 
pleased she is about to die.' ‘ Do you know the cause of this ? ’ ‘ Certainly I
do ; it is owing j* a little book which you sold her—the book of the living God.’ 
1 Does she then read it?’ ‘ From morning to night; and as she suffers too 
much to admit of her sleeping for any length of time, it may also be said from 

^night till morning.’ ‘ And does she tell you anything of what she has been 
reading?' ‘ Certainly she does, and not only to me, but to all the village : and 
were we to believe her, we should all become the people of God, of the same 
stamp as herself.’ ‘ But do pray tell me, is it true, as is asserted in the village, 
that it was you who crammed her head with these things ? ’ / ‘It was I who 
first read the Bible to her, but the Lord has done the most in the matter.’ ‘ But 

there any who listen to what Madeleine says ? ’ ‘ Yes, there| are not a few 
who do sot and were you to return to the village just now, you would meet 
with muchWccess in your calling.’ ‘ Blessed be the Lord for all,’ adds the Col­
porteur.

While the Scriptures are usually colported from place to place, the 
sales are sometimes effected in the public market. Mi de Pressenaé 
alludes to interesting circumstances connected with this mode of operation.
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An old Colporteur writes :—
“While mentioning these sales in the market-place, I may state that 

our friends writes, that he had, during the past month, met with a very gratify­
ing adventure. From early morning he had, on repeated occasions, had his stall 
surrounded hy a goodly number of persons, several of whom provided themselves 
with a Bible or a New Testament. While sitting down, and resting both his 
thioat and his legs, a man habited in a blouse, and whom he had observed in each 
ot the groups which had successively gathered around him, 
down o,t his side, exclaimed, ‘Tou arc a noble aut!

spare no pains in carrying on your work,—nowAou must rest, and I will take 
your place.' And, sure enough, the man at oneé began to cry out with 
tonan voice, 1 Who wants the word of God ?

Whilst I was 
doing this, the portrait-seller became so angry that I thought he was about to 
strike me ; but at this very moment a peasant made his appearance from behind 
a hedge, and taking my oppoment by the arm, exclaimed, “ Stop, clown ! I 

v have heard all that has passed from behind tire hedge, and I have come to put 
to the proof the power of your portraits. I have got over there in my yard, a 
large mastiff which is very vicious ; I intend letting him fly at you ; and 
when he has let you feel how sharp his teeth are, you can rub yourself before us 
with your famous portrait ; and if you are cured on the instant, we will all kneel 
down in adoration before it” At these words the man went away with extra­
ordinary rapidity. The peasant then gave me his hand, and encouraged me 
with much affection to continue my address, from which he said ho had derived 
much profit’ ”

That sacrifices are sometimes made by the poor to obtain the Scrip­
tures, is exemplified in the case of a widow, whose conduct indicates that 
she was “rich in faith and an heir of the kingdom —

Observing her cast a glance of peculiar ardour upon the Bible which I held in 
my hand, I said to her,‘ Would you like to have it in your possession ?1 ‘ Alas 1 » 
she replied, ‘ that is for the rich, and I am too poor.' 1 It is not dear, I assure 
you—only three francs.’ ‘ Impossible 1 ’ 1 Quite true.’ (It was one of Oster- 
vald’s large Bibles, very nicely bound.) ‘It is indeed for nothing ; it is inconr 
ceivable ; .... but .... but ... three francs : that is the support of my little 
ones for nearly five days. What shall I do ?
After reflecting for & considerable time, she exclaimed, 11 don’t care ; God will 
help me. He sends me the whole of His word : I ought not to refuse it. Two 
nights more work, and my little ones will not suffer hy it... .and we shall all 
be the richer.’ ”
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The spontaneous application for Scriptures now mentioned must be 
regarded as most encouraging. The following is a specimen of the let­
ters which are'addressed to a Parish Colporteur :— 

u Sir,—We have been pleased to learn that you take Bibles to those who 
are desirous of purchasing copies. There are 26 men in our workshop, and 
nearly all of us wish to have a copy. But in order that we may be able conve­
niently to speak to you, and whilst we are all together, come to usât ten o’clock, 
which is the hour for lunch. Without promisingyou that all will buy, you will 
do well to bring 26 Bibles with you if possible. Who knows what may be the 
result if you read to us some of those beautiful passages which you are so skilful 
in finding out 1 Who knows if even the most indifferent may not be touched U— 

I remain, &e.”

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rken to the voice of “ In one of his last rounds in a central department, the Colporteur who 
labours there was able to ascertain that in many places, and -more generally 
than he would have dared to hope, the people were occupying themselves, with 
increasing interest, in qûestions of religion. He saw with extreme delight that 
many have at length taken out of their cupboards the Bibles which had for 
years been buried there.

“ While proceeding along one of the highways he was stopped by a man, who
clasped his two hands between his own, and squeezing them tightly, saying__
‘ Welcome, Colporteur of the Bible ! may God render to you a hundred-fold the 
good which by you, or by one of your comrades, has been done to me : for I do 
not recognise your countenance. Here is my history : it is short but good. It 
is a long time, a very long time, since I thought I was cqmmitting a theft in 
buying the book which you sell. I read it—it wearied me—I did not understand 
a word—I threw it aside. Many years after, pecuniary losses, misfortunes of 
all kinds, fell upon me from every side : I was so exasperated by them as to 
determine upon takiqg away my own life. All at once my eyes fell upon the 
book, and urged as it were in spite of myself, I opened it—I read it, and this 
time everything it had said to me seemed plear as the day. It reproved me—it 
scolded me, as I would not have allowed any body to do, but instead of being 
angry with it, I said to it—‘ It is you that are right ; I am punished because of 
the evil that I have done. Then I fell upon my knees : I asked for grace and 
mercy, and all that I read afterwards was grace and mercy. It is to me, indeed, 
that Jesus Christ has said—“ Come unto me, ye that labour and are heavy laden, 
and I will give you rest.” I have been to him ; I have found the rest of my soul. 
Welcome once more I Welcome, from my heart, Colporteur of the Bible, 
are a messenger of peace.”

Belgium—At the commencement of the year now under review, the 
encroachments of the Church of Rome upon the laws and liberties of 
Charitable Bequests, caused the dark cloud of a threatened revolution so to 
overshadow the land, that the peaceful labours of the Society seemed 
likely to be superseded by the tumultuous strife of a civil war. But in the 
providential arrangements of that God who doetli what He will “ both 
among the armies of heaven and the inhabitants of earth,” the kingdom 
of Belgium has remained tranquil, and your Agent, who commenced 
the year with anxiety, is permitted to terminate it with thankfulness. 
The issues have exceeded those of the previous year, and amount to 
8,028 volumes, which must be regarded as satisfactory, when it is re­
membered that religious liberty, though insured by the constitution of 
the Belgium monarchy, is violated by the hostility of the Romish Church. 
Your Committee regret that, in rendering a faithful aôcount of the 
labours of the year, they are compelled once more to chronicle the un­
diminished opposition of the priests of Rome to the Colporteurs of the 
Society. They deplore the fact, but to omit the mention of this opposi-
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tion would be to omit the record of the most prominent feature of the 
work in Belgium. Three Colporteurs have been engaged. One 
laboured in Flanders, another in Brussels, Brabant, and Hainault ; and 
a third in Liège, Limbourg, and Namur. In reference to all it may he 
affirmed, that great has been the opposition they have encountered, and 
little has been the sympathy received.
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'1 cannot remember without thankfulness the happy and peaceful termination 
of the events, which, in May last, threatened the country with bloodshed-and 
confusum ; and had it not been for the wise policy of King Leopold in enforcing 
the withdrawal of the famous - Loi sur la charité,’ it is the general opinion that 
a revolution would have ensued. Surely the Lord judged among the nations 
He stilleth the noise of the sea, the noise of their waves, and the tumult of the 
people.

In my last report I mentioned the strong anti-papal feeling which had dis- 
rlaved itself on several occosions, and in various quarters—that a growing 
aversion to Romanism is rapidly increasing among the educated classes ; hut 
alas, to the greater number the cross of Christ and his Godhead are, as formerly 
a stumbling block and a rock of offence. Pantheism, Deism, and a sort of Uni- 
tananism are the quicksands into which multitudes sink on leaving the seven- 
hilled city. If the spiritual condition of the masses, verging between super­
stition and infidelity, is truly lcmentable, there are not wanting proofs that the 
Divine seed which has been sown is growing and fructifying. The work of 
evangilization is continued with renewed energy and success in the Walloon 
provinces, and the great want felt is that of a greater number of labourers : but 
what ,s now peculiarly interesting is the work among the Flemish population. 
Notwithstanding the violent opposition encountered in many parts of Flanders 
it is evident that a spirit of inquiry is gradually arising among the bigoted 
people. °
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A quotation from a book recently published by the Bishop of Burges' 
will show that the animosity of Rome remains unchanged

“ For some years past, instead nf converting infidels to the Christian faith, 
Bible Societies have organized a contemptible system of prosclytism among 
Catholic populations. Self-styled and most liberally paid, Ministers of the Gos­
pel, are engaged in scattering money with open hand among poor Catholics, for 
the purpose of obtaming their more or less doubtful adhesion to their improvised 
Churches and the right of instructing their children in the dogmas of religions

in order that your children may become Protestants V We are assured that in 
connection with this traffic of consciences, there are price-currents, w'ell known 
tariffs. The apostacy of a family, according to the number of persons compos- 

i ing it, is valued by these Protestant Ministers at from five to fifteen hundred 
francs, ready money down. Has one, I would ask, ever before heard of such a 
sacrilegious traffic ? Can these Ministers, who will hear of nothing but the 
Bible, point out to us one single passage in the Bible which authorises such . 
abominable sales and purchases ? The only examples which they can cite in 
support of this traffic of consciences, relate to the Pharisees and Scribes, who 
paid thirty pieces of silver to Judas, in order that he might deliver his Divine 
Master into their hands.”

Holland.—The new law on education, by which it has been enacted 
that the Scriptures be banished from the parish schools, was not unrea­
sonably viewed with alarm by the promoters of Bible dissemination ; but 
while, as a government measure, this enactment must be deplored, it is 
gratifying to perceive that many parents are more anxious to procure the 
Word of God for their children, now that the “ law of the Lord” has 
ceased to be the basis of the instruction imparted in the schools. Free 
schools, affording a Scriptural education, have been erected, and your 
Committee have readily granted to these schools and others 2,590 copies 
of the Sacred Volume to assist those who recognise the “ fear of the 
Lord” as “ the beginning of wisdom.” Issues from the dépôt amount to 
23,233 copies, and, partly in consequence of the exclusion of the Bible 
from the schools, this number exceeds by 2,585 copies, the issues af the 
previous year.

Geumany.—“ The rapid extension of the Society’s operations in this 
cenlral portion of Europe, has been such as to attract the attention of 
your Committee throughout the year ; and, though in some measure in­
forme by the intelligence periodically transmitted, yet the final announce­
ment of results is as much a subject of wonder as of praise. Germany 
has received from the Society’s three great centres of action at Berlin, 
Cologne and Frankfort, inclusive of the copies supplied for distribution 
in the Prussian Army, 290,607 copies of the Scriptures, and the circu­
lation exceeds that of the previous year by 101,245 copies. When it is 
remembered that the jj)hurch of Rome systematically opposes the distri­
bution of the Word of God, and that the Lutheran Church generally 
opposes the distribution without the Apocrypha, may not the language 
of the Psalmist be adopted, “ This is the Lord’s doing, and is marvellous 

*in our eyes."

The lights and shadows of a Colporteur’s life become visible to the eye 
that scans his journal. A glimpse is afforded :—
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amongst them who is not a living instance of the power of the Word in convert­
ing the sinner, and in keepinghim in cheerful submission to the Prince of Peace. 
Their success is various, according to their gifts, their strength, their opportu­
nities, their stations ; but our intercourse, even under difficult circumstances, 
has been sweetened and hallowed by the love of Christ.”
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The work goes on in Denmark and Norway but without striking success.
As to Sweden the report says :—The large circulation of Scriptures 

announced last year, so far from having satisfied, has only stimulated and 
increased the demand. kThe religious communities have derived new 
vigour from the possession of those Scriptures which are the charter of 
the “ faith once delivered to the saints,” and the energy acquired has 
been employed in conveying to others “ words whereby they may be 
saved.” The different elements of Society have been beneficially com­
bined in harmonious action, and an improvement in the moral atmos­
phere has been effected. The Bible has formed a centre of attraction to 
all classes, “from the baron to the peasant, from the general to the soldier» 
and from the bishop to the village schoolmaster.” Hence has resulted, 
during the past year, a circulation of 80,562 copies of the Word of 
God.
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Russia.—The circulation of the Scriptures by your Society in Russia, 

is not proportionate to the area of the Empire and the necessities of the 
people. Recounting once more the operations of the Society in different 
portions of the globe, your Committee are again constrained to express 
their regret that Russia occupies so brief a space in their Report. May 
the day speedily arrive, when, as in the time of our fathers, the Word of 
the Lord shall have “ free course, and be glorified” among the many 
races subject to the Russian sceptre !

Spain.—This country still remains an almost inaccessible region to 
the friends of Bible distribution. The onward movement for the dissemi. 
nation of the Scriptures is forbidden at the very portals of the land, and 
the Committee although long desirous of sustaining such movement, 
constrained to pause until the “ tyranny” of Rome’s despotic influence 
“ be overpast.” The Society, like the great Apostle of the Gentiles, is 
impelled by a holy influence towards a “journey into Spain,” but instead 
of hoping, like the Apostle, to be “ brought on the way thitherward” by 
the Church at Rome, it is debarred from the expedition by the Church 
of Rome. Such a change in the position of a Church, arising too, as 
may safely be asserted, from no longer “ holding forth the Word of Lite” 
to its members, must not only be regretted as an impediment to the cir­
culation of Divine Truth, but must be remembered as an inducement 
to “ stand fast” in “ the oracles of God.”
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as been restored and the “things that have happened” have been « for 
the furtherance of the Gospel.”

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only precarious but difficult and delicate, for we cannot as yet exhort them to 
receive a book of which they know nothing, and which properly belongs to a 
Christian whose duty it is to possess and read it. Notwithstanding these appa­
rent impediments to our work among the Turks, Gospel Truth is certainly gain­
ing ground with many, and a spirit of inquiry has been aroused by the Word of 
God, which I trust, with the blessing of God, will not be easily lulled.

“ This has been observed even by persons indifferent to the cause of true 
religion, so much so that they have expressed their fears of a simultaneous 
bursting forth of adopted Christian views amongst a considerable number of 
Mussulmans.

That liberty of conscience, so important in the present state of the 
Mahommedan mind, is to a considerable extent guaranteed by recent 
reforms, may be inferred by the subjoined extracts from correspondence:—

« The sale of Turkish Scriptures continues aa heretofore, perhaps a little 
Blacker, in consequence of our lacking proper persons to colport them. Strange 
to say an old man, who goes about selling these Scriptures, anticipates a much 
brisker sale of them at the approaching Ramazan, or Turkish religious fast, 
which, as you are well aware, lasts a month. Two or three circumstances have 
of late come to our knowledge which more and more confirm the cheering fact 
that liberty of conscience is actually intended for the Turks also, and that the 
Scriptures will consequently continue to have free circulation amongst them. 
At a recent assembling of the great Council, one of the Pachas composing it 
asked, whether the article of liberty of conscience in the Hatti-i-huma'ioun was 
understood to mean that a Turk, if he pleased, might embrace Christianity with 
impunity. Several Pachas present immediately set the question at rest, by 
answering, without the least hesitation, in the affirmative.

“ On another occasion a Turk in Candia, who had been married to a Greek 
woman, died, leaving a boy, of whom the Mother took charge. The Turk’s 
relatives insisted on having the child to bring up in the Mahommedan faith, but 
the mother strenuously opposed their doing so. The case was brought to Con­
stantinople, and submitted to the judgement of the Sheik-el-Islam, who gave 
sentence—That the mother was to bring up the child, and, when of age, he 
could adopt the religion which his conscience might dictate to him. These are 
most pleasing and extraordinary facts, and unlooked for at such an early period 
of the issuing of the Sultan’s edict concerning liberty of conscience.”

“There would be no end were I to enumerate the places whither the Word 
of God finds its way in this country. Suffice it to say that it is circulated in 
all directions, and is gladly received throughout this vast Empire. However, 
it may be sàtisfactory for you to know that the 4,107 copies of the Scriptures 
which were furnished from this Dépôt to the American Missionaries the last six 
months of last year were forwarded, in the first instance, to Rodosto, Adrianople, 
Adabazar, Broossa, Yozgat, Marsevan, Tocat, Khoornous, Diarbekelr, Kharpoot, 
Sivas, Antioch, Aleppo, and Arabkir, and from thence they are distributed to 
numerous other stations.

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and did not these words seen, to be echoed even from the national
science? I*t us then record our thankfulness, that in the midst of 
judgment God remembered mercy ; and that, while the the solemn call 
to consider our account as stewards has been heard, the words have 
yet been added, “that thou mayest be no longer steward.”

The Committee have opened a Special Fund for India. Such a fund 
must be recognised as absolutely necessary, when it is considered that 
independent ot losses connected with, and additional efforts consequent 
upon the Mutiny, a large proportion of the Society’s benevolent income 
has, of late years been expended in that Dependency. The Committee 
have ever responded to the appeals made fur

Scripture distribution in India, and have supported with prompt vigour 
the Missionary Agencies of the Christian Church ; but the total copies 
circulated form an aggregate not greatly exceeding 2,500,000 in number, 
and these are chiefly portions of the Scriptures.

Be it then our endeavour this day to mark our gratitude for recent 
exhibitions of long-suffering mercy from Cod, by a more earnest and 
diligent improvement of the still permitted future. Let us remember 
that “Moses and the Prophets,” together with Gospels and Epiâtes, 

I when applied by the Holy Ghost to the hearts of those who received 
these oracles of God in apostolic times, -overthrew the heathenism of the 
■old world. Let us remember that the same Scriptures, 41 read and 
understood of the peo^e,” overturned the Papal power in our land in 
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the days of the Reforma
Spirit can, as in the days of our fathers, employ the same divinely 
inspired Word; and then let us not fear, with a holy Christian courage, 
to venture, like the stripling son of Jesse, to approach, in the41 name of 

1 the Lord of Hosts,” that Goliath of heathenism, which in India hath so 
long defied the armies of the living God.

Wherefore does the Christian Church hesitate and falter f Is the 
power of the Divine Word, accompanied by tlie Divine Spirit, acknow­
ledged as regards the past, and denied as regards the future ! Such a 
thought ought not to be entertained by a generation priviledged to mark 
the conduct of those departed servants of Christ in India, who have 
rendered a no less devoted obedience to the precepts of their God than 
to the commands of their Queen, and who have left their names as much 
the glory of tire Universal Church as of the British Empire.

The Calcutta Committee say

" Whatever may be thought respecting the influences by which the Sepoys have 
been moved to rebellion, or the best measures for re-establishing and maintaining 
stable authority, so as in aU things to honour Jehovah, and promote among the 
millions of this vast empire His cause of truth, justice, and love—surely it has 
been made indubitably evident that India dan rued, moil urgently, to be brought 
under the elevating pouer of the Gotpel of God. Surely, the Minding, hardening, 
and utterly debasing tendency both of heathenism and Mahoramedanism, has 
been vividly developed and irrefragabiy demonstrated. Let their real nature 
be judged fey their effects, and be deeply pondered fey those whom the Bible has 
enlightened. It may be, we were apt fomaeriy to regard them with little of that 
abhorrence with which they are always viewed by the Most High—* offering aa 
open and defiant insult to His Godhead, His purity, and goodness, and therefore 
as productive in their votaries of every vile affection. Recent events serve to 
disclose something of their hideous and revolting character, and of the malignity

The Colporteurs are occupied sometimes alone, and at 
other jimes with a Missionary Brother, in the same good work. The derails of 
t eir journeys, though not containing any specific account of actual conversion 
or deep impression by means of their labours, are all to the effect of their having 
a wide and open field wherever they go, and of there being manifold opportuni­
ties for circulating the Holy Scriptures.”
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In a later communication, Mr. Muirhcad describes the willing reception 
of the Scriptures by all classes of the community :—

“ The distribution of the New Testament is carried on effectively in this 
neighbourhood. Several interesting joumies have been lately made by Mission­
ary brethren. One of these I undertook, in company with Dr. Hobson, 
located at thy place. We were absent eight days, and in the course of our 
journey distributed 2,000 copies of the New Testament. We proceeded to the 
distance of 100 miles from Shanghae, visiting different towns and cities on 
way, and enjoyed many excellent opportunities for circulating the Word of Life. 
At one time we gave copies to intelligent-looking men on board the numerous 
boats we met ; at another we went from shop to chop, exhorting the inmates to 
read carefully the book that was put into their hands. Again, we were often 
called upon by many respectable persons, who begged us to give them a volume 
for their own perusal or that of their friends ; and as we walked along the road 

^ we presented copies to parties who were passing, and who invariably accepted 
the gift in a thankful manner. At one place we visited there were 6,000 
students gathered together from a wide extent of country, it being the time of 
the annual examinations there. We moved freely amongst them, and distributed 
the remainder of our books, taking advantage of the opportunity to proclaim 
unto them the Gospel of salvation. As thejr numbers and anxiety to receive 
the Holy Word were alike great, on our retunS home I sent one of your Colpor­
teurs to the place with a supply of New Testaments, similar to what we had 
taken at the commencement of our journey, and the students gladly received 
them at his hands. May the seed thus sown, in many instances at least, be 
blessed by the Holy Spirit ! Shortly after, Mr. Bdkins and other brethren went 
to Soochow, and distributed amongst the immense population there, and, in the 
surrounding country, 2,000 copies of the New Testament.

“ The above-mentioned Colporteur has gone to a large city on the other side 
of the Yang-tse-kiang, which has been only once, and then slightly, visited. 
That part of the country is densely peopled, and all around their are hundred» 
of towns and villages.

It was owing to that one book, sold in my young 
friend’s hofise, that nearly three hundred copiée were sold. He had shown it, and 
«alked of it to his servants I they talked about it to other servants,—the said 
servants told their masters, who sent their children,—till, one day, the book 
finding its way to two public schools, our circle of purchasers was still more 
widened ; and the circle has gone on widening every day, as the circles widen 
round a pebble dropped in a calm, wide lake, where they produce one another 
till they touch the hanks they cannot pass. What other influences that one 
hook may have set in motion we may never know ; to know it perhape would

^ I began my labors for the current year on the 28th of December 
1857. My firkkappointment for public meetings was at Raw don on the 30 th ; I 
left the city in the morning of that day and I met with a detention in crossing 
the ice on the Hack river, having to wait till a bridge was built to enable me 
and a number of others to reach the North shore. About the time I got off, the 
snow began ttffall very fast which made the travelling very hard before I reached 
the place of mtfdestination, and ultimately belated me. When I got within about 

'Smiles I learned that no appointment had been made. On account of the ab- 
éenceofoiyyof the ministers my intended visit wras not made public, so I put up 
for the night, it being after dark and my beast very tired. Mr. Irwin and family 
entertained me with much comfort and generosity. On the 31st the snoto had 
become so deep that I was all the forenoon going up to the village, 3 miles. Of 
course it was impossible to reach Kilkenny, a distance of 25 miles, the place of 
my appointment for this day. I do not regard the proverb which says “ a bad 
beginning makes good ending.” I bewail the beginning, and pray that God in 
his kind Providence will grant me a better ending. On the first day of the new 
year I started again, the snow continuing to fall and the rpads all filled up, I 
made out the first two miles in two hours and reached St. Julien, a distance of 
€ miles or so by dark, and finding the road in some use among the French peo­
ple it being new year’s day, I made out to get to St. Lin, a distance of 8 miles 
further by nine o’clock, at which place I put up, 6 miles short of the place of my 
appointment. Early on the morning of the 2nd I started again, but I had only 
gone about three miles when I came again to the Old Country Settlement and 
found the road utterly out of use, and had to begin another course of plunging 
in the snow. I made out six miles to New Glasgow by noon, and found 
myself two days before the mail, of course there had been no gathering the 
night before and no disappointment, as they had no expectation that any one 
would or could come, I was now 22 miles from St. Thérèse, the place of my next 
appointment, and after dinner, which I took with the family ofour secretary Mr. 
John Murray, I began another toil to make out as much of the distance as I 
could. At 8 o’clock I reached St. Jan vers and put up at a tavern, but not to 
rest, my bedroom was over the bar-room when the landlord was serving and 
drinking with a number of customers who stamped, bawled, laughed and 
cursed alternately, until a late hour of the night, and of course sleep was out 
of the question ; between three and four o’clock in the morning, just as I had 
banished from my mind all sorts of fancies about robbers and murders, and was 
beginning to dose a little, the noise below begun again, and I took my poor 
tired beast and departed, wondering how any man, by any misapplications of 
terms whatever, could call such infamous grog holes, u travellers rest.”

The day following I went out to East Hawkesbury and met a good congre­
gation of friends working in connection with the Victoria branch, to whom I 
apoke for a time on the Bible mission, and from whom I received £9 9s 9(1 includ­
ed in the above. On the 13th we had a good meeting at Petite Nation, where I 
took up a collection of $7,00. I shared the kind hospitality of Steven Tucker, 
Esq. On the 14th I went on to Cumberland, where we had a small meeting in the 
Town Hall. Sickness was very prevalent in this neighborhood amongst the 
little ones and doubtless kept many at home, collection $5,00.

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REPORT OF THE ST. ANDREWS BRANCH.

The time has again come when your Committee are expected to give an 
account of the condition and operations of the Branch Bible Society in this 
place ; and they would begin by rendering thanks to tjie God of the Bible, who 
lias been pleased to shield them from the inroads of death, and has enabled 
them to take part in the work of Bible distribution. We trust the part token 
in this cause has not been a work forced upon unwilling hearts, and performed 
only at the bidding of eustom, but a labor upon which they have entered from 
love to God, and a deep conviction of the necessity of the Bible to 

If we confine our remarks to our labours the past year, there is certainly not 
much material out of which to frame a Report. It will he rememliercd that Mr. 
Purkis, at the request of tho Branch, travelled through this part of the country 
and supplied whatever destitution he found. To collect funds lias, therefore, 
been our chief business, and in connexion with this, to keep a suitable stock of 
Scriptures in our Depository,|whcre any in want of Bibles can be supplied, either 
by sale or gift, as their circumstance may require. Wo are ready at all times 
to furnish the Scriptures to any Roman Catholics who are disposed to read for 
themselves tho Word of God ; and are always glad when any of them can bo 
persuaded to accept the Bible either os a loan or gift. Three copies of the 
Scriptures have been issued from the Depository to persons of that persuasion 
the past year, and may God bless the precious truth thus gone forth to the 
hearts of those who have obtained it.

The issues from the Depository have not been as numerous the past year a» 
formerly. This'may be accounted for in part by the pecuniary embarrassment 

less felt everywhere ; but chiefly may it be ascribed to the large num­
ber of Bibles and Testaments sold so recently by the Colporteur, by whom tho 
people have been so thoroughly supplied, that they will not require to purchase 
at the Depository for some time. Fifteen Bibles and twenty-live Testaments 
have been issued during the year, and one portion for the Mind ; in all, amount- 
ing to tho sum £5.

more or

Your Committee have met only three times during the past year. Once be­
fore the Annual Meeting, which, on account of storm and bad roads, was post­
poned from January till July, and twice since. The business of the Branch did 
not require their meeting oftener, and at all their meetings harmony and desire 
to advance the good work prevailed.

It is a gratifying fact that the Bible cause seems to take a deeper hold of the 
hearts of the people. Though the past has been a season of general embarrass­
ment in financial matters, the people upon whom your Committee have called 
for contributions, have equalled, and in some instances exceeded their former 
liberality, so that the Branch has been able to make a free dotation of £20 to 
the funds of the Montreal Auxiliary. There has for several years been a grow­
ing interest in the cause of Bible distribution, and we pray God this interest 
may still increase and keep pace with the growing demands for the Scriptures.

It is a fact worthy of notice, that the people upon whom your Committee call 
sre, for the most part, willing to give to the Bible cause. And why should
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It is able, through His blessing, to do for them what it has done for us. This 
course offers an opportunity which may enable all to do something for God ; 
and, by assisting to give others his Word, we can most effectually express our 
own gratitude for the Heavenly gift. The Bible Cause furnishes a platform 
upon which all, who believe the Scriptures to be the only rule of faith and prac­
tice, can stand side by sic(e in hearty co-operation, without the sacrifice of a 
single principle, or the surrender of one denominational feature. It is this 
union of all creeds which has formed the mighty institution now giving the 
Scriptures to the whole world.

In closing, your Committee would say that attention and energy on the part 
of those who manage the affairs of the Branch will, with the Divine blessing, 
secure its prosperity. The work is great, and the responsibility which rests 
on those who take the lead in it heavy. The Committee should not consider 
themselves merely discharging a duty imposed upon them by their fellow- 
creatures, but should act as God’s stewards, and aim at faithfulness in his sight. 
Even in our own favored land multitudes are yet destitute of the Scriptures, 
and determined to remain ignorant of their teachings ; but when God may 
create a thirst for his Word among the dark votaries of Romanism, we do not 
know. Let us be at all times prepared to enter the doors God opens ; and that 
he may make this Branch a means of educating his people in liberality, and 
giving to many his Holy Word, is the earnest prayer of

Your Committee have met with their wonted regularity, and their intercourse 
has been genial.

They rejoice in believing that a spirit of greater zeal and deeper interèst in 
the prosperity of the Society is being diffused among the community generally, 
which gives them a hope of more extended efforts.

OFFICE-BEARERS AND COMMITTEE OF THE V. B. B. S.

September 1st, 1858.—Went to the Township of Alfred, visited several families, 
also the “ Canada House ” at the Caledonja Springs and left some tracts in the 
latter place ; lodged with Mr. Erit ; next day sold a French Testament to a 
French woman ; gave a Bible to a dying man.

September 2nd.—Visited greater part of the Georgian Springs Settlement, 
called on a number of families, lectured in the evening and appointed two female 
collectors.

September 3rd.—The inclemency of the weather prevented travelling.
September 4th.—Visited James’s Settlement, also Smith’s Settlement, lodged 

with Mr. Smith.
September 5th.-—Held a meeting in 11 the kirk,” attendance good.
September 6th.—Visited Bear Brook Settlement, roads almost impassable, 

visited numerous families, lodged with Mr. Priestly of Clarence.
September 7th.—Visited Johnson’s Settlement, gave two New Testaments to 

poor people.
October 31st.—Went to Caledonia Flats, lectured in Town Hall, was assisted 

by Rev. Mr. Woodcock, appointed two female collectors.
November 1st.—Visited that whole neighbourhood, sold some Bibles, gave 

one to a poor woman, and distributed Tracts.
November 15th.—Went to Mr. J. Cross’, appointed two female collectors, gave 

a French Bible to a person who promised to read it.
December 12th.—Went on a Collecting tour; received from Messrs Cross & 

Smith £1 ; proceeded to Alfred, received from Messrs. Hughes & Darlington 
11a. 3d. ; went to Smith's Settlement, received from Messrs. Smith A Storey 
£2 6s. lOjd. ; thence to Fletcher’s Settlement, received nothing.

December 13th.—Went to Caladonia Flats, received from Messrs. Downing & 
Charlton £l 3s. 0$d. ; thence to L’Original, received from Miss M^ria Johnson 
£6 5s. Od. ; thence to Longueuil, received from Misses. McNally&Dixon £3 0 7jd.

£3 ; free côntributions from different settlements within the limits of the branch 
to the Montreal Bible Society, £7 10s. 9d. currency.

We have marked out a district comprising nearly two townships, extending 
to, but not intruding upon any other Branch Society, we then divided this dis­
trict into smaller ones, such as school sections, in which we have held public 
meetings air far as was convenient, for the purpose of advocating the cause and 
claims of the gible, for giving informtion of the workings of the Bible Society 
generally, for taking up a subscription and appointing collectors in the various 
sections of our district; also for advancing the sale of Bibles and Testaments 
at this depository. We have hold five public meetings, assisted in part by the 
Rev. John Simpson, Minister of the Methodist New Connection, and tho Rev. 
George Carr, Minister of the Wesleyan Methodists.

In all cases we have met with the cordial approbation of the people, which is 
a satisfactory evidence that they are not strangers to the word of God, and 
several have testified the same by contributing their several subscriptions to the 
support of the Society.

At the first meeting, held at the Sixth Concession of Lansdown, Miss Grier 
and Miss Austin were appointed to be collectors in that settlement, and have 
collected the sum of 11s. 3d. currency.
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At n meeting hold in Taylor's Settlement, Miss Webster and Miss While that 
■were appointed at the first annual meeting collected in that settlement tlio 
former £2 and the latter lGs. 3d.

At a meeting held in the Selton Chapel, Miss Stewart was appointed in that 
settlement and collected the sum of 13s. 9d. At a meeting held at London's 
School-house, Miss Armstrong was appointed to be a collector in that settlement 
and has collected the sum of 18s. 6d. currency.

At a meeting held in Hutchinsontown, Mrs. Todd and Miss Redmond 
were appointed at the last annual meeting, when the Society was organized, 

avc collected in this settlement, the former the sum of £l 12s. Gd., and thé 
latter the sum of 18s. 9d. These several subscriptions appear to be small, but 
when we consider the hard times and financial depression in Canada, we hope 
and trust that the time is not far distant when the inhabitants of this 
will be more able and willing to contribute 
gospel.

1. That the Object and Constitution of the British and Foreign Bible Society 
have the cordial approbation of this Meeting.

2. That a Society be formed, to be called “ The Branch Bible Society of
for the purpose of co-operating with the British and

ciety in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures both at home and 
abroad.”
