The following resolution of Lancaster Division No. 11, was pre­

sented and read :—

“ That, whereas, we possessing a lot of land, whereon we intend to build 
a Temperance Hall, have learned, on consulting a lawyer, that we, as a 
Division, situated in Ontario, holding a Charter from the National Division 
of North America, and under the jurisdiction of the Grand Division of 
Quebec, cannot legally hold property in Ontario, and consequently cannot 
avail ourselves of the privilege of registration. We beg, therefore, to submit 
the matter to the Grand Division of Quebec, and respectfully request of 
them a transference from their jurisdiction to that of Ontario."

It was thereupon moved by the Grand Scribe, and seconded.

Resolved:—That whilst regretting the loss to this jurisdiction, by a 
transference of Lancaster Division to Ontario, yet under the circumstances, 
we deem it right, cordially to grant the request of Lancaster Division and here­
by direct the Grand Scribe to notify the same to the Grand Division of On- 
tario. Carried.

( The-Grand Worthy Patriarch read his report as follows

To the Officers 4 Representatives of the Sons of Temperance of the Province of 
Quebec in Grand Division assembled.

Diab Brethren. |
Again permitted by the goodness of God to meet you in semi-Annual
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Session I desire to express my pleasure that during our intervals of meeting 
we have not been called on to mourn over the loss by death of any of our 
active number, and although somewhat late, yet allow mo to avail myself of 
Ibis the first opportunity afforded me of wishing you all collectively, 
much happiness, during the year upon which we have so lately entered and 
also to express the hope that it may be a year of unexampled prosperity to 

the cause of all mankind.”
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As the milestones by the road side servo ^o remind the traveller of the 
distance already travelled as well as bis gradual approach to the termination 
of his journey, so these periodical gatherings should remind us that our op­
portunities for doing good are passing swiftly away and that tbereforejin con­
nection with this cause11 whatsoever our hands find to do should be done with 
our might,” and the gradual lessening of our periods of active labour should 
lead us to the exercise of greater diligence ; so that whenever we may be call­
ed away from earth we may leave behind us memories made redolent by the 
blessings of the widow and of many who were ready to perish.

Very little of a special nature in connection with the Temperance 
i movement has occurred during the past six months, but to the active friends 

of the cause it must have been gratifying to notice the continued efforts that 
are being put forth for the accomplishment of the object we have in view.:

In connection with our own Order the published report of the proceed­
ings of the National Division meeting held just previous to our last Annual 
Session and therefore not then delivered, conveys to us the cheering intelli­
gence of healthy progress in nearly every Grand Division of the Jurisdiction 
and also the express determination of the adherents of Love, Purity, and 
Fidelity, to make Prohibition more prominently their aim, and to endeavour 
to create such a correct public sentiment as shall consign the manufacture 
and sale of intoxicating liquors to a grave so deep as to admit of no resur- 
reôtion.
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Nearer home it is encouraging to know that our Sister G. D. of Ontario is 
■till holding her own, and in the language of one brother who speaks that 
which he knows, “ that the G. D. ot Ontario never occupied a higher position 
as to numbers and talent, or ever exerted a greater influence upon the public 
than at the present/’ and I am sure you will join me in the wish that she may 
continue to grow until her influence be felt in every part of that fairest por­
tion of the Dominion.

From the fact that Providence has called me to labour in the Province of 

Ontario, and thus 1 have been prevented from visiting the Divisions as I wished 
to do ; as well as the failure on the part of Divisions tu report to the G. S. every 
six months, as they are by law required to do, I am unable to give you a full 
report of the present position.of the Order in our own jurisdiction, but have 
no doubt this will be compensated for, to some extent by the report of our G. 
S., who will have had later information than I could avail myself of ; some 
five or six reports are all that have come to hand and all these are so far 
cheering that they speak of progress made and most of them of better pros­
pects for the future. From the ht. Lawrence and Gough Divisions of Quebec 
the report is very cheering and those of you who were fortunate enough to 
enjoy the company of our Quebec Brethren at our Annual hessiun must have 
felt satisfied that with union amongst themselves they could make their 
power felt in the city. The two Divisions are now working together harmo­
niously, the numbers have been largely increased and my Deputy reports that 
not 8, single vexed question has called for his interference. Ormstown, 
Cowansville, Adamsville and Wellington are the only other Divisions from 
which I have heard.
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In accordance with the request of the G. D., I attended as your repre- 
sentative, the Annual Meeting of The Canada Temperance Union held inSsV
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sting Toronto in Eeptember last, a gocdly number of Temperance Men, mostly from 

Ontario, gathered together; the object aimed at by this body, ri* The 
uniting in one common effort all the friends of Temperance is a good one, but 
1 am much afraid will not be accomplished by the Union, unless a very radi­
cal change is effected in its management, and more of a spirit of Union 
ifested by those who profess to be its leaders.

In company with Brothers Robinson and J. M. Hall, I attended the Ses­
sion of the G. D. of Ontario held in October last in Brantford, the reception 
your representatives met with fully sustained the character of the brethren of 
that G. D., for warm-hearted hospitality and fraternal feeling towards fellow- 
labourers. The Session was well attended, the debates were lively and in­
telligently sustained, the brethren proved themselves not one whit behind 
this G. D. in determination to make our Order victorious, and the Officers 
vied with each other in their efforts to make your representatives feel at home 
and which they succeeded in doing. The G. D., reciprocated your action by 
appointing their past and present G. W. P's to visit this G. D. at our Annual 
Session at Lachute, when I have no doubt from the known ability of these 
Brethren, our Order in that locality will be much benefitted by their presence.

I regret that çur Sister Grand Divisions in the British Provinces are not 
prepared to take present action in reference to the formation of a National 
Division for the Provinces, although to the friends of such action it is cheering 
to know that most, if not all of them, look forward to the' time when such a 
step will be imperatively necessary.

The Division at Adamsville report that they are moving with a view to 
the appointment of a Public prosecutor, whose duty it shall be to cause all 
offences against the present Laws for regulating the sale of Liquors to be 
made the subject of official investigation with a view to the indiction of the 
penalty, I recommend the action of this Division to the consideration of all 
of our subordinate Divisions in order to its adoption wherever practicable.

I notice that a Bill has been introduced into the Legislature of this Pro­
vince to repeal as much of a former Act as compels h uses for the sale of 
Liquor in the Oity of Montreal to close at nine o'clock, I therefore suggest to 
you as being legitimately within your Province to present a Petition to the 
Legislature signed by your G. W. P. and G. S., and duly sealed praying that 
the said Bill do not pass and that the said petition be forwarded to Joseph 
Robertson, M.P., Provincial Treasurer, for presentation to Lower House and 
to the Hon. Jas. Perrier, for the Council and Lieut. Governor.

Whilst engaged with this report, I have learned with much regret that 
the Hall in which the G. D. of Ontario recently met has been destroyed by 
fire, by which the Brant Division has lost over two hundred and fifty dol- 
.ars worth of Furniture, I recommend that this G.D. pais a resolution expres­
sive of sympathy with the Brantford Division and also of the hope that 
this loss will not cause them to slacken their zeal in the good work in which 
they are engaged.

I would urge upon Divisions that wbereever practicable, official visits 
should be paid by one Division to the others in its neighbourhood, feeling 
satisfied that such visits will operate beneficially both upon visiters and 
visited, whilst at the same time it will benefit the Order, by causing it to be 
talked About in the neighbourhood.

I would also, most respectfully urge upon Divisions, the absolute 
necessity of guarding the Order in their neighbourhood from reproach, by 
avoiding late hours at their meetings. Only those who are in the habit of 
mingling with all clagees, know how injuriously, this practice when indulged 
in, operates against us, and it may often be avoided, by abstaining from long 
and wearisome discussions upon points of order, and splitting hairs upon 
constitutional questions.
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of the Order, in whom they hare confidence, to hold meetings under the aus­
pices of the Order and agree to supplement the collection so as to ensure the 
lecturer a certain sum. I submit this example as one well worthy of consid­
eration and adoption if funds will allow.

" The Canadian Son of Temperance," published under the auspices of the 
O. D. of Ontario, has recently very much improved and bids fair to be a 
powerful auxiliary; I would recommend each Division to procure a cope and 
place it in the hinds of a Committee of ladies who will undertake to canvass 
for It, and I also urge upon the brethren that thry should communicate to it 

-j items of interest, that thus it may become more aod more the organ of our 
Order in these Provinces.

Brethren, what liaveyou done during the past six months to advance the in­
terests of the Orderand save our fellow-men from tbeevils of intemperance ? all 
should have done something for this work,and if we have been slothful or unfaith­
ful in the past, let us resolve,^ by the help of God that this year upon which 
we have entered, shall be a year of active, energetic effort ; let our combined 
powers be put forth for the purpose of more rapidly elevating our Order to 
the position I believe it is designed in the Providence of God to occupy.

It affords me much gratification to be able tn say that there is 
peace within our walls, and that during my protracted official career, I have 
not been called upon to give a single deci ion on any disputed point, I trust 
this state of things will long continue, and that whilst our membeis will he pre­
pared tn comply with the Apostle's injunction “ Be ready to every good work " 
they will also remember that the Order lias claims upon them, brethien, be 
e*ual with the demand, up and work, whilst the opportunity is 
work with the cheering encouragement that

Our Order is a child as yet ;
But her power and scope shall grow,
And her triumphs in the future,
Shall diminish human woe ;
Shall extend the bounds of pleasure ;
With an ever widening ken,
And of miserable dwellings,
Make the homes of happy men.

May the Great Patriarch above impart unto us and to all the members of 
onr Order, that wisdom and zeal that aha'l enable us to battle nobly in this 
righteous cause, and when all our labours are over may it be said of each 

of us, he did what he could to leave the world better than he found it.

In my Report at the Annual Session I mentioned that the National 
Division had imposed a tax for a propagation fund of ten cents on eaah 
member introduced within the jurisdiction during the year. No action 
was then taken thereon. It is now necessary that something should be done 
to meet this extra charge as the receipts of the Grand Division are at present 
barely sufficient to meet the Ordinary expenses.

I desire to urge upon you the necessity of devising means for the per­
manent employment of an agent, whose duty it shall be to visit our different 
Divisions, to strengthen and encourage them in their work, also to visit those lo­
calities where no temperance organization exists and endeavour to organise 
Divisions of the 8 of T. This I believe to be the most efficient means to pro­
mote the growth and increase the vitality of our Order.

As directed by the Grand Division, I addressed each of the 
Division» in the British Provinces in America, on the subject of a National 
Division for British North America, as also of an Inebriate Asylum, 
mit the answers received.

Your Committee, to whom wag referred the Report of the G. W. 
P., and that part of the G. S’s. Report not relating to finance, beg leave to 
report as follows :—

We feel, with the G. W. P. that it is deeply to be regretted, that 
varions subordinate divisions do not respond more promptly and readily to 
the requirement respecting semi-annual reports to the G. S. We trust the 
Representatives now present, will charge themselves with seeing that this 
duty is more faithfully performed by their respective divisions in future.

We are sorry to learn by the communications received from our sister 
Grand Divisions in British America, that they are not yet ready to co-operate 
with this G. D. in taking steps looking to the formation of a N. D. for British 
North America, though happy to learn that in most cases the subject is view­
ed very favourably.

We heartily endorse the recommendation of the G. W. P. to S. D s. to

our
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Offprocure the appointment, where practicable, of a public prosecutor to enforce 

the law against the unlawful vending of alcoholic drinks. We are inclined to 
the opinion that this is the only available means of effectually carrying out 
the provisions of the law.

We join with the G. W. P. in expressing sympathy with the Brant Division 
of Ontario, in the loss of their property by fire, and trust the occurrence may 
not dampen their ardor in the cause.

With regard to the Propagation Tax, we recommend that our Rep's to 
the N. D., be instructed to endeavour to obtain for this G. D. the permission 
to expend the proceeds of said tax, within our own jurisdiction ; believing, as 
we do, that such expenditure would bé promotive of as much good in this 
Province, as in any other portion of the Continent.

We cordially approve the recommendation of the G. W. P. that S. D’a 
be requested to subscribe for, and contribute to the Canadian Son of Temper­
ance, published monthly at Oshawa, Ontario, by Messrs. Luke & Larke, under 
the patronage of the G. D. of Ontario. Having no organ of the Order pul^ 
lished in our own jurisdiction, we cannot do better than co-operate in sustain­
ing the Canadian Son of Temperance.

VVe are sure our brethren cannot but join with our highly esteemed G. 
W. P. in an expression of gratitude to the All Wise disposer of events, for 
the peace and harmony at present prevailing within our borders. It is to 
be hoped that all our members may be encouraged and stimulated by the 
past success and present peace, to greater diligence in prosecuting our be­
nevolent work, and that still more glorious results may crown our humble
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Our excellent and faithful G. S. again calls attention to the importance 
of employing an agent or lecturer to visit subordinate divisions and organize 
new ones throughout our Province. We regret to find that the state ot the 
funds of the G. D. does not warrant us in recommending the employment of 
such agent at the present time, but trust the subject will be kept in view, and 
ways and means provided at an early date for carrying that important re­
commendation Into effect. In the mean time we hope that S. D’a. will avail 
themselves of every opportunity for the employment of local talent by hold­
ing public temperance meetings in the several localities as frequently as 
possible.
