He asked the city to -sell him
three lots in ‘West St. John specified as
Nos. 2, 8 and 5. In case the city would
refuse to sell the last mentioned he
asked to be granted a lease providing
that at any time the city desired to take
over the lot they would pay for all im-
provements made up to $5,000.

Commissioner Russell moved that lots
2 and 8 be sold to Mr. Belyea for ‘$300
each and that he be granted a lease for
No. 5 for $40 a year with a clause in-
serted that the city can acquire the
property at three months’ notice provid-
ing they pay for any improvements up
to $5,000. These motions were seconded
by Commissioner Wigmore and passed.
Commissioner Fisher voted against both
motions.

When the proposition was first pre-
sented before the council, Commissioner
Russell read a recommendation from
Engineer Hatfield regarding_the sale of
said lots as follows:

“The three lots requested all lie within
the area that would in all probability be
required for the approach to a bridge
spanning the harbor, if such should ever
be built. Outside of this, lot No. 5,
which would be an extension to low
water mark, will as far as I can ascer-
tain somewhat affect the fishing privi-
lege known as the ‘Diver, that is the
run of fish passing up through the chan-
nel would be forced to turn out towards
Navy Island and follow the deeper water
of the existing channel at this place.

propagandist literature. Notwithstand-
ing this, he adds, the German soldiers
crawl across to the Russian lines every
night to obtain copies of the paper sc-
cretly.

The town of Kilia, at the mouth of
the Danube, which has been called the
Russian Venice, a despatch to the Times
says, “was " looted during the .Christmas
holidays by ‘soldiers stationed there, as-
sisted by hoodlums. Much of the town
was burned, the rioters firing the build-
ings after the houses and shops wecre
sacked. The work was done system-
atically, showing that preparation had
been made beforehand.

The populatinon fled in terror. Some
crossed into Rbumania, ..while others
scattered into’ the surrounding country
where they are destitute. Still others
went to Odessa by steamer. The per-
petrators of the outrage also went to
Odessa, where they were allowed to take
trains north without being molested.
Repudiating Loans?

The superior council of national com-
missaries, according to a Reuter de-
spatch from Petrograd, has drafted a de-
cree declaring null and void all national
loans issued by the imperial and bou-
geoise (Lvoff-Kerensky?) governments.
All domestic loans held by foreigners
are to be annulled without reservation.
The only loans to be declared valid are
short term loans and the series of the
national treasury.

AMERICAN 0AMBASSADOR
GIVES RUSSIA ADVICE.

Petrograd, Jan. 13—United States Am-
bassador Francis, in greeting the Rus-
sian. people on the occasion ofthe Rus-
sian new year, which is tomorrow (Jan.
14) has issued a statement to the Rus-
sian press, in which he says:

““The best greetings I can give the
Russian people from the American peo-
ple is- President Wilson’s message to
congress on Jan, 8 (Dec. 26 old style)
which has been given in full to the Rus-
sian press.” v

The ambassador says that the mes-
sage expresses clearly the friendship of
America for Russia, adding: “The Rus-
sian people, however, cannot be toooften
reminded or too deeply irapressed by the
fact that their hard earned: freedom is
jeopardized by negotiations for a sep-
arate peace, for if Germany dominates
Russia their highly prized liberty and/
the fruits of the revolution will be sac-
rificed.” i

The full text of President Wilson’s
address to congress which reached Pet-
rograd only on Friday, already has been
telegraphed by Premier Lenine to For-
eign Minister Trotzky and other mem-
bers of the Russian delegation at Brest-
Litovsk.

A Clash Expected.

Stockholm, Jan. 12—Despatches from
Hoperanda indicate that a clash is im-
pending between the Finnish Red Guard
and Russian soldiers at Torneo, on the
Norwegian-Finnish fwontier, owing to
the illtreatment of travelers by the Rus-
sians.

It is reported that the Russian sold-
iers are confiscating money belonging to
travelers crossing the border and divid-
ing it among themselves. It is said also
that the Finnish population along the
border are afraid to leave their homes
in fear of roving bands of Bolsheviki
soldiers. The Finnish officials have ap-
pealed to the government, for protection
and a detachment of armed Finns may
be sent to Tornea.

More Fighting.

London, Jan. 14—The latest news re-
ceived in Petrograd, according to a Reu-
ter despatch from that city, indicates
further fighting in the interior of Rus-
sia. A despatch from Kharkov reports
that after the Maximalists opened fire
with.machine guns, the second Ukrainian
regiment surrendered with 7,000. rifles
and thirteen machine guns. The com-
mander of. the regiment was arrested.

Twelve capitalists, residents of Khar-
kov, were ordered to donate one million
roubles for the unemployed, The sum
was dispersed by the municipality. A de-
spatch from Rostov says that Abalzdove
station, on the Ekaterinoslav line,changed
*hands three times in fighting between
the Cossacks and the Bolsheviki. The
struggle was renewed on Friday, after
both sides had been reinforced consider-
ably. :

It is reported that General Kaledines,
the Cossack leader, is proceeding foward
the north. The city of Ufain, in East-
ern Russia, is said to be in the hands
of the Bolsheviki, who seized the gov-
ernment buildings and banks.

Hunger riots have occurred at Ko-
lomna, in the government of Moscow, re-
sulting in the killing of twelve persons
and wounding of 120.

Idle soldiers in Petrograd are journey-
ing to the provinces and bringing back
to the capital provisions, which they are
selling to the inhabitants at exhorbitant
prices.

Mayor Hayes spoke about harbor de-
velopment and Mr. Belyea in reply said
that he agreed that fishing should not
interfere with harbor development.

Mayor Hayes asked Mr. Belyea to
state some figure regarding his proposed
expenditure, -but Mr. Belyea would not
do so. He said he came before the coun-
cil for the purpose of purchasing three
lots and they might be considered for
& cannery or not.

Captain E. G: Howard was asked his
opinion regarding the point raised about
the extension to Lot 5 and any possible
interference - with catching fish in the
“Diver.” He said he could not see how
it could hurt the weir.

Mayor Hayes again asked Mr. Belyea
how many hogsheads of sardines he

thought he would be able to can daily.,

Mr. Belyea answered that there was no
reason why the question should be asked,
and said he did not want to answer it.

The mayor said that they should ser-
jously consider the proposition of Mr.
Belyea and also that of the Booth Con-
cern. He felt that Mr. Belyea should
mention a sum which he proposed to ex-
pend,

Commissioner McLellan said that he
was not satisfied that there was not an
offensive odor from a canning factory,
but said that if it was possible to elim-
inate, it should be done. He said that
he was opposed to sell any water lots in
the harbor. So far as Mr. Belyea’s pro-
position was concerned, he ‘had no ob-
jection to leasing these lots. He said the
question to be decided was whether or
not any injury would be done the
“Diver,” and so lessen its value at pub-
lic sales.

Commissioner Wigmore opposed the

‘sale of No. 5 and spoke of the future

of the harbor. Commissioner Russell
opposed the sale of No. 5, but was in
favor of selling 2 and 3 .

Commissioner Fisher then presented
the following resolution: “That J. Fred
Belyea be offered exemption from taxa-
tion (excepting for schools) for a period

R'NGS : Lof five years on a sardine canning fac-

tory of substantial size and on new
shipping facilities for same, located at
St. John, west, subject to the factory
being so constructed and operated as to
be as free as possible from offensive
odors.”

This resolution was seconded by Com-
missioner Russell,

Commissioner Wigmore did not think
it had anything to do with Mr. Belyea's
request and Commissioner McLellan
moved in amendment that his request be
taken up section by section and disposed
of. This was seconded by Commission-
er Wigmore and passed.

Mr. Belyea offered $200 for the two
lots which the council agreed to sell;
but as the city engineer had estimated
their value at $440, the amount was split
and they were sold for $300 each. The
lease of the third lot was raised from $5
per annum to $20. Mr. Belyea signified
his willingness to accept these proposi-
tions.

He said that he was seriously consider-

. ing asking the commissioners for re-

dress. At the recent public auction for

city fishing weirs he had been forced
to bid more than $4,000 for the Courte-
nay Bay weir, owing to competition of a
representative of the Booth Fisheries. He
contended that no outsider had a right
to bid for city lots, and said that the
council should return him the amount
he was forced to bid above local offers.
He said he had no desire to take the
matter to court.

On motion of commissioner Russell it
was' agreed to pay John S. Eagles $442
for fifty-two' pieces of piling purchased
for repair work to the West St. John
ferry-floats. i

The meeting then adjourned until to-
morrow morning, when the Booth Eigh-
eries proposition will be taken up.

majority: and the movies were fille .

The reasons for the failure must be
laid at the door of the parents. First,
Christ was not made Lord of the home.
His authority was not recognized. There
was no family altar; no blessing was
asked over the table. Over the broken
altars the card table had been erected
and the devil was served. The result
was the children were going into vice
and crime. Crime among-children was
increasing in alarming proporitions.
Parents wept over their failure to rear
virtuous and honorable children, but
they had no one to blame but them-
selves.

The father was especially to blame
because he failed to take his place as the
Christian head of the family. The chil- *
dren heard him swear and they learned
to blaspheme; they observed his neglect
of the church and they soon became old
enough to disregard it.

ESTIVATES GERMANS
HAVE 3,000,000 FIGHTING
MEN ON ALL FRONTS

The New York World’s Paris corre-
spondent cables:

German combatant forces on all fronts'
are estimated at 38,130,000 by the mili-

tary critic of L’Kcho de Paris., His es-
timate of the present total strength of
the German army is 5,500,000, Non-
combatant units, which he says total 2,-
870,000 men, are necded by Germany for
guarding the frontier, occupying invaded
territories and maintaining the long lines
of communication.

“There are now exactly 154 divisions
on the Anglo-French front,” he writes.
“Each division has only three regiments
of infantry, to each of which there are
only two or three battalions. These
battalions count only upon a maximum
effective of 650 combatants. Thus for
the infantry there are only a maximum.
of 5,850 rifles to a division. If special
troops, artillery, engineers, general staffs
and other services are added a German
division possesses scarcely 12,000 men
all told. |

“The general total combatant forces
on, the western front, including army
corps and army organizations, amount
to about 2,000,000 men, a figure consid-
erably lower than that of the Franco-
British armies. The 115 divisions, of
which 77 are German, opposed to the
Russians and Roumanians on the east-
ern front have been reduced thus far
only to 118, but each division has been
greatly diminished by withdrawals of in-
dividual units. The Austrians have
weakened their divisions in the same
manner, Without counting recent levies
made of the 77 German divisions, there
remain on the eastern front 1,000,000
Germans.

“To Italy, Germany has sent in sup-
port of 45 Austrian divisions only seven
divisions, or about 100,000 combatants.
On the Balkan front, held chiefly by the
Bulgars with 244 battalions, the Ger-
mans have only 80,000 fighting men,
but certain indications point to reinforce-
ments having been sent thither recently
from the Russian front.”

An estimate of Austria-Hungary’s
army strength, given in an Associated

The
total war strength of the Dual 'Empire
before the war was 8,600,000.

Reports from Belgium are to the ef-
fect that the Germans, not satisfied with-
the heavy taxes laid on the inhabitants
of that unhappy country and regularly
collected under pretense of meeting the
natural expenses of any administration,
are now systematlcally completing the
process of removing to Germany port-
able property of every:.kind. The as-
cribed purpose of the robberies is the
| utter ruin of ' Belgians in order that for
many a years after the war. they may
not be industrial competitors of their
present masters,

The theory is entirely plausible, if
any be needed beyond that of a char-
acteristic desire on the part of the Ger-
mans to take from non-Germans what-
ever they have that Germans want. But
the stripping of Belgium may have an-
other significance—it may mean that the
Germans think or fear that /at no re-
mote date they may withdraw!from that
country under military compulsion and

i that they are determined, as much as

they can, to deprive their present enem-
jes of advantages that might be derived
from a chance of more or less speedy re-
storation to prosperity. They may be
doing, that is, exactly what they did in
France before withdrawing to the so-
called Hindenburg line—creating a des-
ert for the never-to-be-forgotten foe to
occupy after themselves. .
