_Aviators of This Continent—
Record Excelled by Only One

Chicago, Tlls., Aug. 19—Oscar A Brind-
ley set a new altitude mark for aviators in
America yesterday' by rising 11,000 feet,
the record hinging on the correction for

temperature for the baragraph, which may |

Experts at
the international aviation meet declare
that Brindley’s flight probably would prove
to be the highest point ever reached by
aa aeroplane. :

The world’s record at present is 10,761
feet made by M. Loridan at Mourmelon,
France, July 8, 1911. Caj Felix reach-
ed a height of 11,152 at pes, France,
August 1010, but his flight has not - yet
been made official. Ralph Johnstone set
the American mark at Belmont Park, New
York, October 3, 1910, at 10,467 feet.

vought Remarkable Results in
Districc: Where Cattle Disease
Was Rampant '

Paris - Aug. 19—Dr. Doyen has extend-
ed his activity into the veterinary ‘field,
and if his latest discovery is really confirm-
ed, he has conferred an inestimable boon
on farmers the world over by discovering
a sure and rapid cure for the foot. and
mounth disease in cattle. The correspond-
ent of the Petit Parisian at Trouville de-
scribes the encouraging results obtained
on a number of farms in the valley of the
Auge.

The disease was rampant in the entire
valley, ‘which is a great cattleraising dis-
trict. The ravages have been such that
not only was the meat supply diminish-
ing, but there was already talk of a rise
in the price of milk. Dr. Doyen conceiv-
ed the idea of trying injections with cer:
tain serums or liquids prepared by  him-
self, which he calls “liquides phagogenes.”
The first experiments were made with the
assistance ‘of Dr. Herve, veterinary and
sanitary inspector of Trouville, and M.
Theuriet, the superintendent of Mr. Van-
derbilt’s farms.

The serum or liquid was injected under
the ekin of eeveral heifers that had the
disease very badly. On the following day
—that is, fifteen hours after the first in-
jection—Dr. Doyen believed that he could
positively state that the malady had been
checked. By that time, in fact, the lesions
of the mouth had dried up as they might
have done a week later, and the ulcers
round the hoofs were beginning to heal.
The result was so striking that the an-
imals, which had no longer been able to
walk, were already able to stand up. Four

Lof grand vizier for a few years, is alwpys
eager to resign it veluntarily, so as to
éscape more oriental methods of creating
a vacancy.

It is to this in part that must be ascrib-
ed the resignation of Hakki Pasha, in
favor of Kutshuk Said Pasha, popularly
known as “Little Said,” and who having
‘held the office of grand’vizier on no less
than ‘five ocedsions, still survives. This
in- iteelf’ marks him for a ternarkable marn.
Indeed, he ‘is popularly regarded, both at
home and abroad, ag the cleverest, most
cultured, and most energetic statesman of
the Ottoman Empire.

He is the son of humble parents at
Erzeroum, and worked his way up from
a low station in life to be private secretary
of Sultan Abdul Aziz. During the earlier
stages of his remarkable career, he was
‘actively engaged in journalistic and liter-
ary work, and the story of his life might
be entitled “From Journalist and Poet to
‘Grand Vigier.” g
The best testimony as to Said Pasha’s

fact that Sultan Abdul Hamid always sum-
moned’ him  to the premiership of the
empire in times of great national crisis.
The first time that he took office as grand
vizier, he had to enter the lists against
Midhat Pasha, the champion of. constitu-
tional government, and who had made
himself extremely powerful. Said was
victorious in this struggle, and made the
sultan an absolute monarch again.

The second time that he was summoned
to be grand vizier, was when the Armen-
ian massacres had united Europe against
the Porte and when the camarilla at court
was urging the sultan to defy the great
powers. Said Pasha brought Turkey suc-
cessfully through that stormy period, his
reward being his dismissal, at the instiga-
tion of the palace camiarilla.

Tn 1805, after the fall of Kiamil Pagha,
Sultan Abdul' Hamid again summoned him
to take over the grand premiership. Said
Pashe refused; whereupon the sultan sent
to him to say that he would be more than
a grand vizier for an entirely new post
would - be created for him, in order that he
might be ‘‘higher fhan a grand vizier.”
Said Pasha jumped to the conclusion that
this could only be the gallows, took his
favorite child and fled to the British Em-
bassy. There he remained, until the sul-
tan swore by the Koran that his life would
be safe if he left the protection' of the
British Embassy, and also paid him his
arrears of salary, which amounted to a
large sum.

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 19—Placer ground,
rich in gold, has been discovered in the
Blackfoot district in northern Idaho,
ninety-three miles southeast of Spokane,
by Ah Yen, a Ghinese trader, according‘\
to his statements to officials of the United!
States customs house in Spokane on re-
turning after an exploration trip along the

The deposits which are four miles from a,

That Mise Margaret 'MacLean, who was
found  unconscious and ‘bound in the
branch office of J. A. Pugsley & Co,,
where she is employed, as referred to in
arother column, was the victim of an as-
sault last evening, is the opinion express-
ed by,the manager of the office, George
Kaye, who has strong faith in the belief
that the young wamon will be able to
throw light on what is at present a mys-
tery which has agitated the minds of al-
most everybody who read the morning pa-
pers dealing with the occurrence. There
were of course many opini‘ons as to how
the affair happened and this was respon-
sible for many widely varied stories being
circulated about the streets this morning.

Mr. Kaye said that Miss MacLean had
always seemed to him a sound, sensible
young woman, and since coming to the of-

with her. She had been in the office when
he left last evening about 6 o’clock, and
he beliveed that it was not long after this
hcur that the affair had taken place. How
it happened he had no idea, but he de-
precated any suggestion that Miss Mac-
lean had “tied her hands behind her back,

that “there was no nonsense about her.”

The cord which had been used to tie
her hands did not belong in the office,
and had evidently been brought in from
some outside source. He had none of it
in the place, and this, coupled with an ut-
terance of his stenographer while being ta-
ken home in an automobile led him:to
think that she had been assaulted in the
office. What she said was “he did not
come here for business, or he wouldn’t
have that revolver.” '

Up to a late hour this morning Miss
MacLean at her boarding: house in Went-
worth street, was still said to be in an un-
ccnscious state.

A reporter today called at the home of
Mr. Straight, where Miss McLean board-
ed, but could not see her, as she was sleep-
ing and it was said she was not fully con-
scious yet. Mrs. Straight said the girl had
not made any straight statement to any-
body, but had kept mumbling incoherent-
ly all night. She would wake up and cry
“There is no money there,” and would
then relapse into semi-consciousness. De-
tective Killen and Deputy Chief Jenkins
called at the house this morning, but could
get no statement from the girl.

Word has been sent to her parents in
I Chatham and they are expected to arrive
in the city this afternoon. As far as can
be learned the girl did not leave the of-
fice at supper time, and was not seen in
‘the "street’ during ‘the evening. She' was
not accustomed to working at nights, but
occasionally - went -out. - to - supper with

FREDERICTON CATHEDRAL ;
ARTICLE OF INTERST
IN A TORONTO P/

\ (Toronto Weekly Globe)
“The people who live in the vicinity of
Niagara Falls and remember when the

water was dammed back by ice and the
roar of the falls was silenced for a time
might understand our feelings, for have
not three generations of Fredericton’s chil-
dren heard the chimes in the cathedral
tower tell the hours and the quarter hours
and now for the first time in fifty-nine
years they are silent, for there they lie,”
and the narrator pointed to a molten mass
of scrap :brass that had trickled down
from the tower the night before, when it
was spruck by lightning and partially de-
stroyed by fire.

The cathedral was begun October 15,
1845, when the corner-stone was laid by
Lieut.-Governor Sir William Colebrooke.
It was finished and consecrated in 1853,
and has been enriched in various ways
from time to time. The original cost of
the building, including the windows, or-
gan, etc., was $80,000. Today such a splen-
did’ structure would < cost $260,000.. Of the
original cost $20,000 was subscribed by the
people of Fredericton. Gifts were also re-
ceived from all parts of: the province, from
England and from Trinity church, New
York, which gave 100 guineas towards the
cost of the east window, which, unfortune-
ately, was very badly damaged by the ligh-

‘ning, but can probably be restored.

The governor of the province at that
time; ‘Sir Bdmund Walker Head, contri-
buted liberally to this window; also the
grtist himself, Mr. Wailes of Newecastle,
Bngland. The;gide (windows of the naye
were partially paid for by the clergy of
the diocese, excepting three memorial
windows: one in memory of a son of a
former attorney-general, Ambrose Street;
the second in memory of Mr, Shaw, a son
of the clerk of the crown, who was killed
in the engagement with the Sikhs at Chil-
lianwallah, India, a few years before; the
third in memory of two prebendaries of
Exeter Cathedral , Cornish and Lampen,
friends of the bishop. Two other windows
were put in at a later date by well-known
English artists. All the windows, especial-
ly the latter, are most excellent spectmens
of art, and fortunately can be restored at
veéry little expense.

One remarkable gift to the cathedral
when the work had nearly stopped for
lack of funds was that of three maiden
ladies, who gave $2,5% on condition that
their names should hot be mentioned, but
the letters F. 8. P. were to be put upon
the lower arch. The bishop was greatly
touched by this gift, coming as it did at
al'time of real need, but was unable to
ascertain who the donors really were.
Another gift of $10,000 was made on con-
dition that the seats should be free, which
has been carefully adhered to, with the
exception of the seats set apart for the
King or his representatives. So far as can
be remembered, every governor-general of
Canada and every lieut-governor of the
province has graced it with his presence.:

The cathedral has had many distinguish-
ed visitors. The bishop shows with con-
siderable pride a prayer-book on the fly-
leaf of which is written, in a boyish hand:
“Albert, Prince of Wales, Fredericton, 5th
of August, 1860;” in a plain but somewhat
effeminate hand, “Alfred, Duke’ of Edin-
burgh, 2nd of June, 1861;” in a dashing
reportorial style, “Arthur, Duke of Con-
naught, 8th of September, 1869;” and in
the neat, angular characters peculiar to her
sex, “Princess Louise, 10th of August,
1879.”

Nearly every military and naval officer
of prominence who, has been stationed in
(Canada has worshipped within those four
charred walls, so that one can readily un-
derstand why there has been such world-
wide regret at its partial destruction.

The cathedral stands a short distance
back from the bank of the River St. John.
1ts lofty spire was the first object that
the visitor saw as he approached the city
from that quarter. A more desirable and
beautiful site cannot be conceived.
The style of the architecture is that gener-
ally denominated ‘‘second pointed,” or
“decorated,” with a determination rather
towards the flamboyant than the geometri-
cal, especially in the great eastern and
western windows. The ground plan is
cruciform, with central tower and spire.
The nave, including the aisles, is eighty-
four by sixty-two feet, and is divided into
five bays, the porch being projected from

{ the second bay on the south side from the

west end. West of the chief doorway,
in the west end, which is of small dimen-
gions, after the manner of ancient Eng-

lish churches, is a porch or triple are
flanked by massive buttresses, and
mounted by a cornice, on which is i
ed the following legend:

Deo et Ecclesiae, A. D., 1849

Over the inside of this doorway,
tween its apex and the sill of thé'y
window, in richly colored illuminated letsf
ters on a scroll, were inscribed the fold
lowing legends: 12/

I have waited for Thy salvation, O,
Lord.

The Lord of Hosts is with us. o

O pray for the peace of Jerusalem. ' &

praise.

OBEYED HiM TO THE
LETTER AND GOT INTO
PLENTY OF TROUBLE

Moether and Daughter Took Dying
Man's Commands Too Much to
Heart and Life Became a
Burden

/

Milan, Aug. 19—The last words of the
dying are very properly regarded as sacred,
but undoubtedly there are occasions when
death-bed exhortations' should be obeyed
not in the letter, but in the spirit. Such,
however, was not the opinion of two na-
tives of Ferrara, Maria Zeni, aged 65, and
her daughter Emma, whose story provides
the lagest newspaper sensation. These
two ladies are extremely wealthy, having
“nherited anything between $300,000 and
$400,000 from the father of the elder and
the grandfather of the younger.

The testator, feeling, as the moral tale
has it, that his end was near, summoned
his daughter and grand-daughter‘ to his
bedside, told them his blessing, and added
the admonition which he emphasized by
an extended and ryythmefically beating
forefinger: ‘Remember, confide in no-
body, trust nobody, and never sign your
names, never, never, never!” Then he
died. The two women who remained to
enjoy his fortune adopted his last words
as the guiding maxims of their lives.

They trusted nobody, and therefore em-
ployed no servants, their modest meals be-
ing sent in to them daily from a neighbor-
ing inn. Part of their money was invested
in mortgages, some of their property was
leased, but in all their transactions they
steadfastly refused to put their names to
a piece of paper of any kind. In the sav-
ing bank they had a deposit of $20,000,
which on. one occasion they required to
draw out. Glad to get rid of his trouble-
some clients, the chief officer made the
payment in the presence of four wit-
nesses, and dispensed with the customary
signed receipt.

Recently a mortgagor sought ‘the assist-
ance of the law, and obtained a decree
authorizing him to pay the sum of $6,000
in redemption of a mortgage, and in this
case the two ladies .were burdened with
the costs of the action. But they would
neither receive the $6,000 nor pay the $100
costs due to the public treasury.

However, the treasury is an inexorable
creditor, and soon a bailiff appeared at
the ladies’ house in the Via Volta and re-
quested them to open the door, so that
he might distrain upon their goods. At
the first word of the functionary, the doors
were barred and bolted and the windows
were closed. Carabineers were summon-
ed to enforce the decree of the laws. Still
no response.

Firemen came on tme scene, and, hose
in hand, prepared to take the house by
assault. Two of them scaled the gate of
the courtyard, the hose was put through
e window, but the birds had flown to an-
other part of the house. At last, while
the door was being attacked with axes, a
window was thrown open and the terri-
ted women thrust out their heads, .

“Open the door,” said the. bailiff, “we
will do you no harm.” .

“Go away,” replied the ladies, ‘“or we
will throw ourselves out of the window.

A jet of water caused them to with-
draw from the window. Finally the door
was beaten down, and the besiegers enter-
ed the citadel. The ladies, however, had|
vanished through a back door, and were
seen rushing towards tthe police-station to
demand assistance against ‘“‘burglars.”

Meanwhile the bailiff had carried out
his task, and left the building. The ladies
returned unobserved, bolted and locked
themselves in the house, and prepared to
withstand another seige, as they were con-
vinced by this time that the authorities
were protecting a gang of malefactors, who |
were trying to deprive them of their sub-
stance.

$100,000 a Year More

Now if the agreement had ‘been in force
during these years the 25 cents per bushel
paid the American government might as
well have been paid our farmers, with
what result? that you would be in pocket
$100,000 yearly or $300,000 during the eight
years we are considering. But if under a
25¢. tariff we shipped 400,000 bushels year-
ly what will we do' pnder absolutely
free trade to us only and all other coun-
tries paying 25c. per bushel as now. Under
old conditions we shipped a million in 1886
1888 and 1891. Surely under new covndi-
tions we can count on a million bushels
yearly or $250,000 yearly into the farmers’
pockets. This item alone on a basis of 15,-
000 farmers in the proVinces should bring
$160 into each farmers’ pocket each year.

“I have no time to more ithan mention
horses on which $30 each is taken off, on
Jambs on which 75¢c. each is taken off, and
of which you sent 22,000 to the United
States last year. The poultry, oats eggs,
fish and other items which make up the
free list, will all work out in actual ship-
ment results such as we note in the ship-
ments of hay, potatoes and dairy products.
I see a time of great prosperity for this
province under the agreement. Much has
been said of late about boys leaving the
farms, Some blame the schools, other the-
origs' are advanced..
