The School was first established in the village of
Weston, near Toronto, and was opened May Tst, 18365,
[n conscquence of the liberal offers of assistance made
hy the inhabitants of Port Hope, during the summer
Sf 1868, the School was removed to that town, where
it was established in buildings provided by the towns-
neople, free of vent for three years.  Katly i 1871,
the property, consisting of ten acres of land, together
vith the huildings upon it, and situated on one of the.
wost picturesque sites - Canada, was purchased by
1e School. The erection of large permanent bhuild-

ngs, designed by H. Macidougall, squire, Architect,

Al S . r 9 .
- Toronto, was then proceeded with.  They furnished

weommodation for about eighty hoarders, with apart-
nents for Mastets, Matron, and Servants, and were
secupied for the first time in January, 1872.

Trinity College School was, by an Act of the Legis-
lature of the Province of Ontario, passed during the
Session of 1871-2, constituted a corporate body, con-
sisting of the Lord Bishop of Toronto, the Chancellor
of the University of Trinity College, the Provost, and
the Professors in Arts of Trinity College, the Head
Master of the School, and such other persons as may
from time to time be appointed by the Governing

Body.
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In the year 1873, a large and handsome Chapel,
capable of containing more than three hundred wor
shippers, and a spacious Dining Hall, were erected at
the east end of the new School huilding. . The Chapel
was opened for Divine Service by the Lord Bishop of
Toronto, on Sunday, March 29th, 1874 ; the Dining
Hall was formally onened on the Hth oft Novenber,
1873, by the Most Reverend AL Oxenden, DG L. Lond
Bishop of Montreal and Metropolitan. During the
year 1877, the interior of the Chancel of the Chapel
was beautifully decorated and completely furnished
from desiegns by Frank Daling. Esquire, Architect,
Toronto. as @ mewmorial to the late Rev. Frederick
Alexander Bethune, MUA. who died on the 20th of
January, 1877, at Cannes, in France, and who had
been for nine years an assistant master in the School
The Chancel was re-opened for Divine Service on the
18th of October.

At the western end of the original range of huildings

there was added, during the year 1874, a large wing |

the west and south fronts. This addition contains

spacious Class-rooms, School-hall, Dormitories for about

seventy more Boys, and apartments for an increased
staff of Masters and Servants.  The completed build-
ings now present a south front of 300 feet in length,
and a west front of 80 feet. They atford abundant room
and every appliance for a School of at least 150 Boys.
