Death of an Anthoress-HaUeons Shoot- 
lngr-Speedy Trials Ae# Case-Elect- 
Ion Protest Against Mr. Barns.

(SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.)
Fredericton, April 24.—Mrs. John 

Thompson (Agatha Armour, the author­
ess) died at Victoria hospital this morn­
ing after a short illness of typhoid fever.

The examination of Burns vs Barnett 
for maliciously shooting the latter in the 
leg is going on at the police court today.

A protest was filed this morning by 
A. Landry against Kennedy F.Burns, M. 
P. for Gloucester county. The usual 
charges etc. are made.

The heavy current setting out of the 
harbor made it rather difficult to row 
but notwithstanding this everything 
went well until the boat got off Reed’s 
point. Some wanted to land at the 
steps in the slip ahead of the Dominion, 
while Stanton contended that it would 
be a dangerous undertaking, and sug­
gested that the boat be taken to where 
the first party were landed. Numbers 
were against Stanton, and, yielding to 
the request of the other occupants of the 
boat, he started for the slip. The oars­
men tugged with might and main to 
force their boat ahead, but the current 
was too strong and at 3.15 o’clock 
the boat struck across the bo we of the 
Dominion. Confusion then reigned 
supreme and only from those who wit­
nessed the sad occurrence and from Stan­
ton and Miss Worden can an intellig- 
able account of the melancholy affair be 
gleaned. After the boat struck there 
were but few cool heads in her and the 
one thought uppermost in the 
minds of the majority seems to have 
been self preservation. The men en­
deavored to save themselves regardless 
of the helpless females with them, and 
by their frantic actions two bright 
young girls were hastened into eternity.

A reporter had an interview with the 
crew of the Dominion this morning and 
from their statements it would seem 
that the loss of life was due to excitability 
and the efforts made by the young men 
to save themselves.

John Gerry, was jnst emerging from 
the forward companion of the Dominion 
when he heard shouting and screaming 
under the bows of the vessel. Rushing 
to the bow he looked over and saw a 
small "boat overladen with men and 
girls. She was lying directly 
bow, in which 'position she was being 
held by one person (Joseph Stanton). 
Thomas Fry, Alfred Powell, Quarter­
master Gridley, Thomas Melanson, and 
others of the Dominion’s crew were now 
on deck. Each caught up lines, the ends 
of which they threw down into the boat 
and shouted to send the girls up. The 
first line that fell was jumped for by 
several of the frightened men, who in 
their frantic endeavors to save them­
selves, nearly capsized the boat. Gun­
wales under she rapidly filled. The 
men leaped madly about over the 
thwarts and as the boat slowly sank 
they clung to the lines that had been 
thrown them, and to Stanton who still 
retained his hold on the Dominion’s 
bow.

Powell and Melanson, seeing the con­
dition of affairs, as quickly as possible 
secured two boats and palled them 
around to the drowning men and girls.
The moment the rescuers came within 
reach fif the sinking boat, they affirm 
that nearly every man jumped for the 
boat. The girls were still sitting in the 
stem of the half sunken boat and be­
yond an occasional outcry could make Brie 
no efforts to save themselves. Their 
male companions seemingly gave little 
or no thought to them.

The second boat was capsized, by tie 
numbers who attempted to clamber in­
to her while the boat from Carleton was 
almost bidden under water. The three 
girls and some of the men were clinging 
to her stern, while some few were hold­
ing on to lines. One or two of them 
had been hoisted up by the sailors.

Ladders and oars were extended to 
those in the water by the crew of the 
vessel and in this way all, but the two 
girls were got on to the wharf. Mabel 
Worden fortunately had been able to 
catch hold of a line and thus was en­
abled to keep above, water. Her two com-
