The convention, howeyer,
pledged itself to oppose “the “Turner gov-
ermment by unanimously adopting the
following resolution; which was moved
by George Riley, of Victoria, and sec-
onded by H. McCutcheon, of Rossland:

“That the members of the convention
declare that they are emphatically
opposed to  the -pelicy of 'the present
British Columbia government - as -shown
by. the legislation prometed by the gov-
erfiment, and by ‘the action . of. the
-executive, ‘and - they -are of the opinion
that their coutinuance in-office. is detyi- +
mental to the general -welfare of the pro-
vince,” Pk e oS
" This declaration -of opposition. to the
Turner government was immediately fol--
lowed by a resolution as follows:

“That, in the opinion of this conven-
tion, it is in the best interests of the
Liberal party to support, in all the con-
stituencies of the province, such candi-
dates-as declate.themselves to be fully.in
aceord with theibesbhagion just passed.”

Here we have, ﬂ’W,,? fistifiet propositions.
First, the Liberals as.g” party -are ‘op- |
pesed to ' the present’ government; and,
secondly, thé ‘Liberal party is pledged to
support only ‘such candidates (they may
be either Conservative or Liberal) as are
opposed to the government.

We do not think that any Liberal who
was at that convention and voted for'the
above . vesolutipns can now hogorghly
w%dx‘iaw‘ fro‘:? the position then’ taken.
There were, it #s true, two or thirée §up-
porters of the Turner government present
who 'did not vote for these resolutions.
Whether they. are bound by the action of

themselves to decide. But there were
not.more than two or three black sheep;
the' other 'delegates—considem'ply over
one hundréd—were unanimous in record-
ing their jlity to the present adminis-
tration. these latierpit 1v now -said
that ome or'fwinhiive been. flattered
the offer of. governfuent _pominatiofs,
and that they ‘may DIOSSib‘ry" induced
to espouse the government cause under
the shallow pretence-of “independence.”
A man who was “emphatieally opposed”
to Mr. Turner a few months ago and in
a convention of party friends promised
to-oppose -the government cannot to-day
become an “independent” candidate with
a leaning to the government and refain
his own self-respect.

“The committee appointed to prepare
a resolution of condolence on the death
of the Right Hon. W. E. Gladstone beg
leave to. submit the following resolution
to the house: . 2 i
“Resolved—T'hat the House of Come
mons of Canada desire to record their
profound sense of the loss the empire
has sustained in the death of the Right:
Hon. William Ewart Gladstone.

“For a period of more than half a
century Mr. Gladstone has been one of
the most conspicuous figures in the par-
liament of Great Britain.

“Four times premier of the kingdom,
his tenure of office was distinguished by
the inanguration..of ;sound fiscal: and po-
litical reform of the greatest and most
far-reaching character, and he passes
away, full §f years atid honors, amongst
a nation’s tears, the most illustrious man
of his generation.

“The people of the entire empire are
his mourners, and the House of Com-
mons of Canada reverently on his
bier this tribute in testimony of the
respect and affection with which they
regard the great statesman who has de-
parted. (Signed) Wilfrid Laurier, chair-

man.”
Sir Wilfrid’s Address.

Continuing, Sir Wilfrid said: I beg
to -move, seconded by Sir.Charles Tup-
per; that the report be mow -adopted.

L think, |
agree that it is eminently  fitting ‘and
proper that, in this universal expression
of regret which ascends towards heaven

closed his earihly career. Englahd”has
lost the most illustrious of her sons;

kinship with the people of England. The
loss is the loss of wankind. - Mr. Glad-
stone gave his whole life to his country,
for the wark wkich be did fer this coun-
try was conceived and carried out on
principles of such high elevation, for
purposes. so noble and aims so lo%’ 3
‘that ‘it was. not: his country . ajeme, B
‘the’ wholeé of mankind, that benefited By
his work. It is no exaggeration to say
that he has raised the standard of civil-
ization, and the world ‘to-day is un-
doubtedly better for both the: precept
and the example of his life, His dedth
is mourned not alone in England, the
lands of his birth, nor by Seotland, the
land of his ancestors, nor by Ireland,
for whom he did so much and attempted
to do6 so much more, but his death is
mourned by the people of the two Sic-
ilies, for whose outraged rights he once
roused ‘the -conscience;of - Europe; by the.
people. of the Ionian Islands, whose in-
dependence he secured; by the people of

Igaria and the Danubian provinces, in
whose cause he enlisted the sympath;
his own native country.

Champion. of the Oppressed.

Indeed, since the days of Napoleon, no
man has lived whose name has travelled
so far and so wide over the surface of
the earth; no.man has lived whose name
alone so deeply moved the hearts of se
many millions. of men. - But; -whereas
Napoleon impressed’ kis tremendous per-
sonality upen -peoples far and. near: by
the stfqnge faseination ‘witli whieh the:
-genious.-of owar_has .always impressed :
“theimagination “of -men in al kinds and
“in -all “uges;~the: name of Gladstone had
come to be, in the minds. of gll civilized
‘nations, the li¥ing . incarnation of -right
against -might, as the- champion; ' the
dauntless, the tireless champion, of the'
oppressed against the oppressor. It is,
1 believe, equally true to say that he
was the most marvellous mental inecar-
nation which the world has seen since
Napoleon, certainlyl the most ;compact,
the meost active and the most universal..
This. last half century in which. we live
has produced many able and strong me#,
‘who, in different walks of life, have at--
Practed the attengion of the~world at
large, but of the men who have illustrat-
.ed this age it seems to me that in the.
eyes of posterity four will outlive and
outshine " all others—Cavour ' Lincoln,
Bismarck and Gladstone. If we look
simply at the magnitude of the resuits
obtained, compared with thé exigency of
the resources at command, if we remem=-
ber that out of the small kingdom of
Sardinia’ grew united Italy, we must
come to the conclusion that Count Ca-
vour was undoubtedly a statesman of
marvellous skill and prescience. Abraham
Lincoln, unknown to fame when he was
elected to the presidency, exhibited a-
power for the government of men which
has scarcely been surpassed in any age.
He saved the American union, he en-
franchised ‘the black race, and for the
task he had to perform he was endowed
in some respects almost miraculously.
No man ever-digplayed a greater insight
into the complex motives which shape
the public opinion of a free country; and
he possessed’ almost to the degree of’
Gladstone the supreme quality in a states-
man of taking the right decision at the
right moment, and expressing it in lan-

He had
the eye of a god, the voice of a silver
bell, and the very fire of his eye, the
very music of his voice swept the hearts
of men even before they had bheen daz-
zled by the brilliancy of his eloquence.

Gladstone as a Statesman.

As a statesmap’ it was the good for-
tune of Mr. Gladstone that his career
was not associated with war.  The ‘te-
forms which he effected, the trinmphs
he achieved were not won by the stern
arbitrament of the sword. The reforms
he effected and the triumphs he achieven
were thesresult of his power and’ in-
fluence -over his fellowmen. . The re-
forms which he achieved in many ways
amounted to revolution. They changed
in many partieulars the face of the realm.
After Sir Robert Peel had adopted the
great principle which eventually carried
England -from protection to free trade it
was Mr. Gladstone who created the finan-
cial .system which is admitted ever since
by -all students of finance to be the basis
of Britain’s success. He enforced the
extension of the suffrage to the mass of
the nation, and practically thereby made
the government of monarchical England
as democratic as the government of any
republic. He disestablished the Irish
church‘, introduced reform into the land
tenure; and brought hope into the breasts

the peasants of Ireland for so many
generations and had lahored in despair,
and, all this he did, not by force or vio-
lence,: but simply by the power of his
e-l(_)quence and ‘the strength of his person-
ality.  Great,  however, -as may .be the
gcts of the man, after all he was of the
human flesh, and for him as for every-

trivial duties he was great. He ennobled
the common realities of life,

A Religious Mind.

His was above ‘all things a religious
mind, essentially religious in the highest
sense of the term. And the religious sen-
timent; which - dominated his public life
and his speeches, that same sentiment,
according to the testimony of those who
knew him best, also permeated all his
actions from the highest to the humblest.
He was a man of strong and pure af-

paramount sense of right and intoler-
ance of injustice, wrong and oppression
wherever "to’ be found or im whatever

“justice, wrong,’ oppression, acted upon
him, as it were mechanically, aroused
.every fibre of his being, .and from that
moment to thé repaifing’of the injastice,
‘the undéing: of ~the wrong and the .des-
truction of the joppression, he gave his

alleled in no man, unless it be the first
Napoleon. There are many evidences
of this in his life. When he was travel-
ling in southern Italy as a tourist for
pleasure and for the benefits of the
health of his family, he became aware
of the abominable system which 'was
there prevailing under the name of con-
stitutional government. He left every-
thing else aside, even the object which
brought him to Italy, and applied him-
self to investigdte and to report, and
then denounced the abominable system in
a trumpet blast of such power that it
shook to the very foundation the throne
of King Ferdinand and sent it tottering
to its fall. Again, when he was sent as
high commissioner to the Ionian islands,
the injustice of keeping this Hellenic
population separated from the rest of
Greece, separated from- the kingdom to
which they were adjacent, and towards
which all their aspirations were raised,
struck his generous soul with such force
that he became practically their advo-
cate and secured their independence.
Again, when he had withdrawn from pub-
lic life, and when in the language of
Theirs, he had returned to “ses cherés
etudes,” the atrocities perpetrated by
the Turks on-the people of Roumania
brought him back to public life. with.a
vehemence and intensity and a torrent
of fierce indignation that swept every
thing before it. ¥

Had No Inconsistencies.

If this be, as I think it is, one dis-
tinctive feature of his character, it seems
to explain away what are called the in-
consistencies of his life, Inconsistencies
there were none in his life. . He! had
been brought fip in the mést unbending
school of Toryism. He became the most
active Reformer of our own times, But
whilst he became the:leader of the Lib-
eral ‘party and an active Reformer, it is
only due to him to say that in his com-
plex mind there was still a vast space
for what is known as Conservatism.

The report of his rifie has echoed
in almest every corner of the island, and
he Ras a hunter’s knowledge, guiped In
many 2 foeilsome journey of the moun-
taims from the Kootenay to Cassiar., At
the %ime of his appointment he had just
returnad from acting as guide {o 2 party
of Eastern hunters who spent _several
weeks in seeking game in tlie Big Horn
mountains of the Similkameen.

From its inception the museum was a
subject of the greatest interest and
pride to British Columbians and dona-
tions were constantly being received from
different parts of the province, many of
the <donors being men whose friendship
the Curator had formed in his quest
for. sport. In four years the collection
had been so rapidly augmented that more
extensive accommodation had to be pro-
vided by utilizing the old Supreme Court
House, which thenceforward became the
home of the museum until its-removal to
jits present quarters a month or two ago.
The inadequacy of accommodation for
the specimens, palpable enough to the
visitor, has for thre or four years been
@ ecause of great embarrassment to:the
mmuseum staff. Not only were the officials
in chacge crippled by their inability to
properly display the mounted specimens,
but whole collections were packed away
5n boxe§ in the cellar, there being no
_available . space  for . their . exhibition.
Among these was the magnificent col-
Jection presented to the'museum by Capt.

jttendern, - consisting ,of -a large num:
ber of specimens, principally from Queen
Charlotte Islands, which were secured
by kim while exploring those islands for
the provinecial government. After mak-
ing an extended tour, and exhibiting
them in the east the collection was hand-
ed over to the government. These, with
four Tur seals, brought down last year
on H.M.S. Pheasant, and presented by
the ecommander, Lieut. Garforth, are
now ' being mounted, and will make an
interesting addition.to the display.

Mention has been made of the wide-
spread interest taken in the institution
“and the numerous donations made by
private individuals. In addition to the
two officers whose names have been
given, valuable contributions have been
made by Mr. Deauns, Dr. Newcombe, and
others. A uumber of .years . ago .the
sovernment purchased the Jacobsin col-
lection, . among which was included the
great totem poles which are the first
objects to meet the visitor’s eye on en-
tering the new building. The Natural
History Society have been very generous
in. their gifts, and tfo A them  the
museam is indebted for a number of
the iIndian curious which are such a
unique feature of the collection. The
Indinns, too, sometimes contribute, but"
usually for a consideration. )

Of the new building’ and its adapta-
bility for the purpose to which it is de-
woted it is impossible to speak too highly.
Handsome -as is the exterior view, it is
exeelled by the imposing interior. The
emds of both the first and second floors
are divikled into six compartments -con-
meeted with the main floors by large
archways. The black and white tile
flooring and the stamped sieel ceiling
finished n delicate and various tints of
‘pink, give a delightful harmony to the
whole «¢ffect, which is pleasing and rest-
ful fo fhe eye. The main floor down-
wtairs is devoted to mammalia, and the
¥ndina curiosities, which are not yet in
pr=fion, and the ample basement affords
thwe staff the accommodation they have
long required for use as a laboratory.
Upstairs are the fauna and the piscator- |
fal departments. The shells and fossils |
also find a home in the upper rooms. |
The mineralogical display has been with- &

drawn from the mnseum and will hence-
forth be assigned to Mr. Carmiachel in
the Bureau of Mines.

While the building itself has beén re-
ferred to only im a cursory manper, a :
special word must not be omitted for :

It thus happens that
while 'the curater does not make an ex-
clusive clailm to any partenlar types, he
is confident that the whole display is un-
excelled on the continent, or indeed in
the ‘'world. = That this belief is not the
outcome of local prejudice is evideneced |
by its corroboration by eminent visitors
from many lands who have unanimously
expressed the opinion that it was one
.of the highest credit to the province and
of which British Columbia might justly
be proud.

Some of ‘the . specimens, such as
the elk  are becoming rare and‘ may
in the course of a few years become ex- .
tinet.  The value of the collection 'to the
province will then be more apparent and
the foresight of its founders more gen-
erally appreciated. than.at .the .present
time. The fnnual appropriation of $2,-
000, made by the legislature for adding
to the scope of the museum, is one hap-
pily in which most of the representatives
reaghly_concur. With ‘continued interest
maintained by the people individually, !
and with intelligent assistance from their
representatives. the museum is destined
to become, in a very short time oné of
the most complete on the North American
continent... . - +

THE JANE GRAY.

Her Eventful Career Since  She Was
Launched Eleven Years Ago.

The schooner Jane Gray was built ‘n
Bath, Me.; in 1887, for a whaler. She
made several cruises in the North At-
lantie, but was brought around Cape
Horn after a few years. Her home
port was changed to San Francisco and
she was sent out on several. whaling
crnises. Five or six years ago she was
in the Arctic: ocean whaling when a
huge iceberg fell on her deck and cap-
sized -her. The captain and- erew wer
compelled to take to the boats. They
reached shore in safety and: persuaded

The gallery, the floor-of the court, and
the corridors were crowded with people,
pushing and jostling in the struggle to
secure the best points of vantage some:
time before the resumption of the trial
this afternoon. .The prisoner, who dur-
ing the morning had given the first indi-
cations of realization of the position she
occupied, had - apparently regained her
wonted. composure.. Her father and moth~
er were in the seats inside the rail which
they haye occupied since yesterday morn-
ing, and were noticed in earnest conver-
sation'before his lordship took his seat
on the beach. Mrs. Wolf, attired in deep
black, listened with rapt attention to
every word uttered by the judge, and oc-
casionally dropped her head so that her
face was hidden from view.

The law was
very clear and would not require him' to
go at length into it. It was contained in
the Criminal Code, from which he read,
dwelling mpon the distinctions betwéen
culpable and non-culpable homicide. He
said that in trials - of this nature the
jury. were not obliged to bring in g ver-
dict of “guilty” or “not guilty,”” but could
reduce the crime to the much lesser one
of “manslaughter.” His lordship said it
had not been suggested by the crown that
the -aecused intended ‘to murder Mrs.
Marsden; ‘and therefore the only thing
that affected them in the code was the
definition of under what circumstances
murder eould be reduced to maunslanghter.
Again reading the sections of the  code
bearing on_the case his lordship ‘§aid the
jury would, of course, give to thé con-
sideration "of the case their most serious
thought. i,

‘When the case in which Walter C. Nichol,
editor of the Province newspaper, charged
with criminal Mbel upon “Hon. J. H. Turner
and Hon. C. E. }’ooley, was called in the
assize court yesterday afternoon Mr. Archer
lﬁdardn proceeded to move to quash the in-
dictment on several grounds. It would not
be interesting to the general public to detail
the technical grounds upon which the learn-.
ed counsel based his argument, but, briefly
stated, they are as follows: First, the in-
-d_lcbmenvt was drawn up wrongly, as being
in the supreme court, when it should have
been " in a court of Oyers and Terminer,
which was over-ruled; second, that,the
prisoner had been prejudiced by the fact
that one of the grand jurors, and he the

! principal one, had not been indifferent, as

between Our Lady the Queen and the
prisoner at the bar; and, third, that the

grand jury bad, by thelr own showing, re-
turned the indictment withont having heard
any evidenee. . ;
With the first objection his lordship ds-
posed on the ground that he had never
heard of any ruling inimical to proceed-
inge of this nature in the way they were
brought up, and that it was an easy matter
to amend the name of the court. Mr. Mar-
tin ‘then argued the second point, saying
that this was one of the weightiest mat-
ters, and that ¥t would not be difficult to
prove that the foreman of the jury had
l}ot been indifferent between the crowe
and the defendant. His lordship said that
Mr, Martin would find a difficulty in quot-
ing an authority for the assertion, that
on those grounds the indictment could be
quashed, and if it could be used as a point,
it could only be done in the way of a
challenge.

Delegates from East and West Sooke,
