conclusion that all hope of life remaining
in those below would be abandoned.

Reports early in the night led the
wartchers to believe that some of the men
would be saved, and when about 2 o’clock l
word was passed around that Selwyn
Taylor, the engineer who planned tné
mine, has been found alive, and that an
investigation of tne heading beyond had
shown from 50 to 75 miners were still
alive, there was much rejoicing, but the
rumors were soon contradicted..

Barly this morning physicians weat to
the bottom of the shaft to examine: the
55 miners there, to determine .whether,
if alive, they are in a condition to -be
brought to the opening. ;

At 2.30 the dead body of the mining
engineer was brought eut of the mine
and removed to the school house - He
was dead when found, killed by the af¢er-
damp.

Soon afterward Dr., W. P. McCullough,
of Cheswick, who had been in the mine
for over two hours, came up for.a little
warmth and a bite to eat. 3

“Are there any men alive down' there
now?” he was asked. o

“l don’t believe there's a man alive
outside thé rescue party in that mire
now,” was the mournful answer. —

So far only one of the:miners whe
went down to work yesterday morning
has been brought out alive.

F. W. Cunningham, mine inspector,
made his statement as he came from the
mine at 5 o’clock this moyning: “I ex-
plored the mine for a quarter of a mile.
I am positive that all of those who en-
tered for work yesterday are dead.
Scattered about are dead bodies’of the
miners, dead mules, wrecked cars and
tons of fallen coal and slate. It is a
terrible scene. The force of the ex-
plosion was terrific. It will take days
to clear away the wreckage. Until this
is accomplished we will not know how
many were killed 'There is no chance
of any of the entombed men being saved.
Fire damp caused the men to lose their
lives. As to the eause, I do not care to
make any statement at this hour.”

G. W. Scheets, general manager, is-
sued this statement ‘at the same hour:

“We need experienced men at once. No

matter where they come from or how

much they want. The company will pay
the bills. Under the wreckage in the
mine are the hodies of perhaps a hundred

men. They may be dead, but there is a

chance of some heing alive.” ¢ y

The explosion seems to have been . a

double one, making one long continuous
rumble, and the second blast was heard
rolling back under the hill towards. the
south end of the mine, which contains by
far the largest part of the workings. The
mine is at the head of what is khown
as Sheep’s Run.

It is the opinion of the majority of the
officials and miners that the explosion
was caused by some foreign miner strik-
ing a match to light his pipe, which set
off the heavy charge of gas that was al-
ways present in the mine. Another the-
ory for the explosion is that it was
caused by the heavy blast in the mine,
There are still others who insist that the
gaseous substance was set off by a
broken safety lamp in the hands 'of one
of the miners.

It was the opinion of the rescners that
the cause of the explosion never will be
known, and they give as their reason
that the miner or miners who were prob-
1111'1.\' responsible for the catastrophe were
dead, R

At 5.30 o’clock this morning the work
of rescue was abandoned to be resumed
again after daylight.

Stand. Monday—Made a
Strong Statement.

Scott De Launay, chief engineer of the
il-fated steamer Clallam, Monday told
ais story before the coroner’s jury. There
swas a large attendance during the pro-
(ceedings, indicative of the deep inter-
ested manifested by the public in the
matter.

A message was received yesterday
stating that Capt. Roberts and the first
officer would come over to Victoria to
give evidence as soon as the Seattle in-
quiry was completed.

Mr. De Launay, after being sworn,
said that he had had an experience of 11
years at sea. He had been employed on
the Clallam since she entered on the
YVictoria-Beattle run. ¢

The steamer had left Seattle at the
usual time on January 8th. Everything
ran smooth until shortly after leaving
Port Townsend, when the steamer en-
countered a heavy head sea and wind.
About an hour out of Townsend a star-
board deadlight was stove in. It was
about 18 inches above the water line.
Fifteen ~ minutes afterwards Capt.
Roberts was notified and the first officer
sent down to witness’s assistance. A
short timefollowing he whistled to the

captain to keep the ship’s head to the

wind in order to allow the deadlight to
be blocked :
To Coroner Hart—The.water was at

this time coming in with'the wash, and

not in a steady stream, He then went
to the bridge and told the captain that
if the vessel was not.brought around she
would sink, Qwing te: condition of
rudder the captain‘wa¥ s to-do this.

There was then: congiderable water in’

the ship.

In the meantime efforts were made to
stop the inflow of water, but without
success. When it-was apparent that the
water was coming in rapidly the ecircu-
lating and other pumps were connetted
with the bilge and put in operation.
They worked until thescoal dust and
ashes interfered with the suetion. 'The
water was then about six inches.

Witness: and others remained in the
engine room 'until the water reached a
depth of six feet.

To Juror Cullin—The fires went out
about -4 o’clock.

Having vacated the engine room an
effort was made to get the deck pumps
to work. They operated well for about
half an hour, when they. beeame choked.
Witness saw the first boat launched and
swamped. Bailing was sbortly after
commenced, and continued until the ar-
rival of the tug Holyoke.

When the tug came up Capt. Roberts
called out to Capt. Hall, of the Holyoke,
“Tow me to Victoria ” The latter' re-
plied, “It is impessible. I will tow you

to Port Townsend.” Capt; Beberts made

no: objection to this proposal. -

To the eoroner—Witness  did not think
the -vessel could: reach Townsend. After
being in tow for four houfs the ship
foundered.

Witness told of the Sea Lion coming
up and the orders given by Captain
Roberts to the tug to ask the Holyoke to
stop towing. As soon as the Holyoke
cast off the Clallam went over on her
beam end, and those on board were wash-
ed into the sea. It was about fifteen
minutes after the Sea Lion’s arrival that
the Clallam went down.

To the coroner—Witness was of the
opinion that all ‘the water entered
through the broken deadlight. After he
had been picked up by Capt. Hall, of
the Holyoke, the latter said, “Why didn't
Capt Roberts let me know the condition
of the ship?’ He had added that if he
had known the vessel was.foundering he
would have endeavored to save those on
board.

The Clallam had all the necessary
pumps and other paraphernalia. There
were three pumps that could be attached
to the bilge.

To Juror Fletcher—Capt. Roberts
when asked to put the ship to the wind
replied that he would attempt to do so.
Witness thought he did, because he saw
him put the wheel hard-a-port.

The witness then described the condi-
tion of the rudder in a manner similar to
his description to the Times reporter,
which was published in this paper yes-
terday.

He had whistled through the speaking
tube to Capt. Roberts three times, tell-
ing him of the broken deadlight, about
an hour after leaving Townsend. As he
did not catch the captain’s reply he went
in person to the bridge. The sea cocks
had not been "fitted with automatie
valves. Had the sea cocks been left
open the ship would not have floated as
long as she did, The deadlight had
sprung three months before. . He had re-
ported this to Capt. Carter,.the master
at that time, to the superintending en-
gineer, to his fissistant and to the car-
penter, and ‘they had promised to make
repairg.. There was another deadlight
damaged in the steerage forward. By be-

‘ship.  He thought the passengers could
~have then been put aboard the Holyoke,

To the coroner—He was of the opinion
that had the rudder been in order the
ship would have been saved.

To Juror Fletcher—A board had pre-
viously been nailed over the port by his
orders. It was knocked off in running
against the dock at Townsend several
days before the disaster.

To Mr. Lugrin—About half an hour
after the port was broken in,the circu-
lating pump was put on the bilge. The
latter-eould not work until the water
reached a certain depth. The water
gained while the pumps were working,
because the suction was on the port side
and the water on the starboard side.
This was because of the heavy list to
the starboard. Every time the mud bog
was opened, which was necessary half a
dozen times, the water gained. There
was water running in from the weather
side of the vessel. He did not know
where this came from. When he first:
went to the bridge he thought the ‘ship
was_ about four miles. from Dungeness
Spit. ‘He was then of the opinion fhat
it would be wise to take shelter. in the
Tee of Dungeness. When he first noticed
water the ship was off Protection Island
It was about 15 minutes after the en-
gines stopped that the boats were lower-
ed. Before leaving Townsend - witness
asked his assistant “To shore up that
deadlight,” and the reply was that it had
already been done. Had the rudder been
in good condition there was -sufficient
steam to take ‘the ship about when he
first requested the captain to do so. It
was his impression that the deadlight
could have been repaired if the ship had
been put about at that time. Asked
what he had done to block up the dead-
light, - witness said, “We got some
Llankets, blocks of wood and other ma-
terial, and were getting that in place
when ‘a sea knocked it back. A similar
L effort was again made. but thismlse-
ried away. We did ‘this" severd] times,
but were unable to get anything to hgld.”
The port was about eight inches in di-
ameter. He continued working at the
deadlight until unable to do $e any
longer on account of the steady rise of
the water. He notified the eaptain of the
condition of the port some time before
the pumps had stopped.

The port, after being broken  was
under water nine-tenths of the time, His
opinion was that the captain should have
krown that there was water in the ship
by the way she was handled. Witness
and Capt. Roberts bhad always been
friendly. ‘He could not say how the
water under the steerage floor entered
unless through the forward bulkhead or
some other ports. He had seen the flag
up as a signal, but it was so dirty and
frayed that he could not tell from the
deck whether it was upside down ‘or not.
From this he presumed that a passing
steamer ¢ould not make it out., Each of
the crew had been assigned to positions
in -the small boats. He was the officer
iri charge of boat No. 3 on the starboard
side, . He was not notified thgt she was
being launched. Had he known that.she'

he would have gome with- the: boat be-
cause the sea.was too heavy. The first
officer was in ‘charge of No. 1 boat; ‘the.
purser of “No, 5 boat, and the second:-
engineer No. 6. None of the officers as-
signed to the charge of small boats went
with them. Two deck hands, three fire-
men, one oiler and the- messboy went
with the boats. o

Nothmg was done to Tescue those
struggling in the water, The small boats
were lowered between 3.30 and 4 o’clock.
In order to get at the deck pumps some
cargo had to be removed. This ' took
about twenty minutes.” The forward
pump operated for about half an bour
before becoming blocked. The Holyoke
approached close enough to the Clalam'
to allow the transference of passengers
and crew by the means of lines. The
‘cnly reason witness could think of that
this was not done was because of Capt.
Roberts’s desire to save the ship. He
had no particular reason .for believing
Capt. Roberts would have resented a re-
quest from himi to be put aboard the tug
Holyoke. KFrom what witness knew of
Capt. Roberts he was of the opinion
that he would not stand dany dictating.
It was about an hour after he had nofi-
fied the eaptain that the deadlight was'
broken that he came down to see what
was the matter. n.

COLLIDED IN FOG.

Tzam Cars Wrecked, and Many of In-
jured Passengers Will Probably
Die From Injuries.

St. Louis, Jan. 27.—More than twenty
persons were injured, some of them
fatally, when two cars on the Broadway
line collided to-day. :

The accident occurred in a dense fog
while the front car was stationary, owing
to a quarrel between the conductor and
a passenger over a fare. Motorman
Juergins stuck to his post. None of the
one hundred passengers on the two cars
knew that an accident was impending
until the crash came.

Juergins,
the motorman, was cut and crushed, and
his back was broken. He will die.

A panic ensued on both cars. Passen-
gers began a fight to escape, and children
and women were trampled on.

London, Jan. 26.—The trial of
Wiitaker Wright ended in a tragedy
within an hour of being found guilty and
sendenced to seven years’ penal servitude,
theimost severe sentence the law allows,
th&'ﬁnaﬁcier, whose colossal dealings
havg created a sensation on both sides of
the fAtlantic, lay dead in the ante-room
of the court,thus escaping the jailers who
are jvaiting outside to take him to
Prison.

Whether Wright's death was due to
heast disease, following the excitement
of the trial, as:announced by the doctors,
or by poison, as grimly hinted by his
friegds, is still undecided, and possibly
will not be ascertained until the coroner’s
verdict,

ng with his hands in his pockets
and loo}fiing very pale, but not so anxious
as ‘during ‘the judge’s severe summing
up, Wright heard the judge’s condemna-
tion and sentence without apparent ex-
citement, He quietly protested his in-
nocene ik a firm voice, audible through-
out_th"e room, left the court in company
with his solicitor and was arranging for
the future of his wife and family when
he suddenly fell and’ expired without
another word.

His solicitor, Geo. Lewis, jr., who was
with him at the samé time, said to a
representative of the Associated Press:
“Wright seemed to be stunned by
sentenced, but he did not give the slight-
est indication either before er after his
;t;ntence of an intention to .take his own

e, E =

“Of course,” said Mr. Lewis, “no one
can really tell the cause of death until
the post-mortem examination.”

In summing up Justice Bingham des-
cribed as singular the way in which
thousands of pounds sterling became
milliens ~on paper, so far as the Lake
View shares were concerned. The Lon-
don & Globe and the Standard com-
panies were gambling concerns which ex-
cited his indignation. In the course of
his long experience Justice Bingham ‘had
never. before heard of anything like th«
transactions which preceded the hope-
less bankruptey of the. London Globe
Financial Corporation. If it was neces-
sary to seek a motive for Wright's ac-
tions it would be found in his desire to
maintain the fine position he had made
for himself. At the time it was said that
after the crash of the London & Globe
Financial Corporation he found himself.
gvith $1,500,000 to $;000,000 in worth-~

less shares, .

The jury returned a verdict of guﬂty 2

against Wright, charged with fraud, on
2R ‘counts. :

. Justice Bingham, in passing sentence
of seven years’ penal servitude, said he
could sée nothing to excuse the crime of
which Wright had been convicted, and
he could not conceive a worse case.

Wright, who had stood up to receive
his sentence, said in a firm voice: “All I
can say is that I am as innocent of any
intention to deceive as any one in the
court.”

The sentence was followed by a com-
motion in a distant part of the court and
the cry of a woman was heard. One
man shook hands with Wright as the
latter left the court by the private exit,
accompanied by his counsel. Almost im-
mediately afterwards he was taken sud-
denly ill and collapsed in the ante-room
of the court, and in less than an hour
after his sentence was dead.

According to a court attendant, who
was in the ante-room when Wright was
stricken, the latter was talking to So-
licitor Lewis about his family and giving
instructions regarding their future, while
Jailers were waiting ontside to take him
to Brixton prison,” when Wright sudden-
1y fell forward. /Mr. Lewis and the court
attendent' caught him, put him "in a
chair, placed his feet on another and
summoned a doctor. Wright almost im-
mediately become unconscious and neve:
spoké“again.. The doctor, when he ar-
rived, said nothing could be done and by
3.55 p.m. the financier was dead. The
body was covered with a sheet and laid
on the floor. It will remain there during
the night and until the coroner and legal
authorities decide upon its disposition.
The corpse retains its normal appear-
ance, the face being little = changed.
‘Wright ate a fairly good luncheon and
said nothing about feeling ill, None of
his relatives have thus far arrived.
Curious crowds are thronging the court.

The general opinion to-day is that
while Wright fully deserved the verdict
of guilty, the judge’s whole conduct in
the case ‘was most partial, and that
while none of his co-directors were
punished, Wright alone had to bear the
entire punishment.

Mrs. Wright, the widow, is in Eng-
land.

Wright’s friends say that all along,
while he was hopeful of his acquit-
tal, they were certain he would not sur-
vive a sentence and would commit sui-
cide.

“The handling of this matter,” says
the Westminster Gazette, “has reflected
more discredit on- the government than
its other mistakes with even graver con-
sequences.

The Financial News on these points
says: “Wright might have, .made dis-
closures which would have seriously dis-
comforted some people, but Wright was
loyal as well as courageous, and he car-
ried his-secrets to the grave.

that time witness was in the wheel.house
with the captain' and mate.. The weather
was clear. The Charmer . had passed
Trial Island at about 7.15, and arrived
at Victoria at about 7.45.

On his arrival E. E, Blackwood came
down and told witness that the Clallam
had gome in sight in the neighborhood of
Trial Island about 3.30. -She had seem-
ed to be having some diffidulty and. ap-
peared to stop and after to put on sail
He had added that she seemed to pay off
and looked as if she was steering. Wit-
ness asked what time this was, and the
reply was between 3.30 and 4 o’clock.
This was after 8 o’clock. Witness had
then said that in four hours the Clallam,
if put before the wind, weould drift 20
miles, Mr. Blackwood had sgid that the
tug Holyoke had left Townsend about 7
o'clock. Witness had assumed by the
force and direction of the wind and tide
that t}}e Clallam would drift somewhere
between San Jpan and Smith Islands, in
which case the Hoplyoke should - have
reached her at the time, or a little after
the cohversation was in progress. From
what Mr.” Blackwood had said he wa¥
under’ the impression that Capt. Roberts
had =~ some control over his ship. The
Charmer could not have reached the dis-
tressed vessel until about 10 o'clock,
after the arrival of the Holyoke.

Capt. Collister often
comes down to inspect without notice,
and on these occasions there could be no
preparation.” y

Witness refused to give a reply.

Questioned about deadlights, Captain
Troup said that it was usual for C. P. R.

Nanaimo, Jan. 28,—“The small sawmi’l
which we are contemplating = building
near Nanaimo is not being built, as the
result of the new Assessment Act, as
the Colonist would tfy to make it ap-
pear in its lengthy editorial on” Sunday,”
said W. E. Wilson, secretary of the
British Columbia Logging & Lumber
Company, who recently closed up their
logging camps at French ereek and
Comox, throwing over 250 men out of
employment, with a financial loss to this
_city of over $5,000 a month, as a direct
result of the new act.

In an interyiew he said: “You recollect
that 1 told you last May, when we first
came to Nanaimo, that it was our in-
tention to erect several small portable
sawmills as socn as we had our camps
thoroughly opened up in the district, and
if everything went well would probably
erect a large mill later on. “The machin-
ery for one of these mills has been or-
dered for some time past, in fact long be-
fore the new assessment law was thought
H‘ad we known' that this outrage
was going to be sprung on ‘us at.the
time, the order for the mill would have
been promptly cancelled and the mill
never built. The new law has nothing
whatever to do with the building of this
mill. It has always been our intention
to build a large mill of a capacity of at
least 300,000 feet per day, which would

/men.
.“As we have but a five years’ term 1o
také off “ourttimber e must  do some-

Loentage of sthe $80,000 investeid on. the
Island sincglast May. We have there-
fore concluded to build a small mill and
run.two camps with just enough men to
supply the mill with logs. Tkis will en-
able us to get back a small portion of
our money.. If we had some guarantee
of exporting lumber we could enlarge
the output, but having been ‘held up’
once, we do not propose to be ‘held up’
the second time. We might build a mill
.on a large scale, and by the time .we
would he ready to cut timber the gov-
ernment might again tax us out of busi-
ness.

“The article in the Colonist that we
came here with the express purpose of
exporting logs is false. ‘We only intend-
ed. exporting logs.until wé'could get a
good ‘site and build a large mil Mid-do
our own’' manufacturing -here. -HUp’ lo
the present time we have found it im-
possible to purchase a suitable site with-
out having to pay an outrageously high
price for the land. We-have, however,
at last got ‘an option on a small strip
between Nanaimo and Departure Bay,
and on this we propose to build our small
mill with 'a capacity of 35,000 a day,
and do our manufacturing. 'I'his’ mill
will .employ 25 to 30 men. We have
made deposits on about 500,000,000
feet of lumber, which we propose to lose
rather than run the chances of paying
the balance.

“I know for a positive fact,”’ conclud-
ed Mr. Wilsén, “that an'<Everett firm
who recently negotiated a half a million
dollar dealowith James Dunsmuir- for
50,000 aeres of timber, who will not now
close the deal as a direct result of the
new assessment, and who will lose what
money they have deposited rather than
risk the rest, which certainly shows that
the act is not conducive to the encourage-
ment of industry in British Columbia.
The company have expended many
thousands of dollars in cruising and sur-
veying, yet would rather lose what they
have spent than run the chances of losing
more.”

Splendid progress is being made in the
installation of the new equipment of the
Telephone Company in their quarters in
the Bank of Montreal building, and it is
probanle that everything will be in readi-
ness for operation by the middle of next
month. When the change occurs Vie-
toria will have telephonic facilities un-
surpassed on the coast. The new switch-
board is a marvel of mechanism, a model
of convenience and time economy.  The
many difficulties which obtain under the
present system because of the shortcom-
ings of the plant will be unknown under
the new arrangement. Every feature of
the equipment will'be the most modern
obtainable, a fact which becomes appreci--
ated without inspection when it is con-
sidered that the whole represents an out-
lay of something like seventy-five thou-
sand dollars, The improvement will com~-
mend itself to the public imn such-a man-
ner that the local system will -become
.extremely popular, and the list of sub-
scribers is bound to increase in conse-
quence.

AN OUTRAGEOUS PROPOSAL.

There is no power under the constitu-
tion to prevent the Legislature from ex-
ercising its legitimate functions. But
there is one thing it can not do: elect
members who have forfeited their seats
If such outrageous proceedings were
permitted it is impossible to foresee
what the consequences would be.. The
right of self-government would be jeopar-
dized at all times, as any administration
of the moral calibre of the McBride gov-
ernment might by its own acts attempt
to create members whose votes ‘could be
depended upon at all times and under all
circumstances.

The man who was elected to represent
Lillooet has forfeited his seat. Only the
power which sent him to the House in
the first instance can confer upon him the
rights and privileges he has forfeited by
his own acts. It makes no difference
whatever in the status of Mr. McDonald
whether he offended ‘in ignorance or in
knowledge of the statutes. He hag of-
fended, and it would be a monstrous
thing, it 'would be a constant menace to
the liberties of the people, if the govern-
ment which depends for existence upon
his vote were permitted to condone his
offence and usurp rights which only elee-
tors possess.

It is well
kKnown that the’ fast disappearing trout
in-the lakes ‘and streams easily accessi-
ble . to the hdunts of men receive no ‘pro-
tection jwhatever at present. The fish
are taken- at all seasons of the year, and
there'is no one with authority to step in
and ‘say, for our own sakes and for the
gsake of those wno will follow us, these
things must not be. If there is a law
it is enforced, because of some alleged
clashing of jurisdiction. "We observe,
however, that when a government is
anxious to .accomplish a good
work it can ugpally find a way. -If chaos
was produced for a short time by a de
cision of the Privy Council, order was
restored again by the action of the par-
ties concerned. A dispatch from Ottawa
says the governments of Ontario and the
Dominion have come to an unders:aaling
in regard to ‘the regulations to be en-
forced for the protection of fish in On-
tario. After the judgment of the Privy
Council in 1898 the province adopted ver-
tain 'regulations, .which, however, were
pronounced ultra vires. Since that time

matters has not been well defined, and
has resulted either in the overlapping of
legal enactments or inaction on the part
of both governmenis Hence there has
scarcely been proper protection for cer-
tain fishes, especially black bass, mask-
inonge, trout and other varieties valued
for food and for purposes of sport. In
many districts a serious falling off of
these fish is reported; in fact in certain
localities the trout are said to be quite
cleaned out, notwithstanding the efforts
of ‘the Dominion government, by means
of hatcheries, and the province by the
transplanting of black bass, to keep up
the supply. It is now probable that the
Dominion ‘will ‘'shortly issue new regula-
tions limiting the number and fixing the
legal size and weight of fish to be taken

He would like sto hear that
member speaking for capital in the face
of this, :

The ‘member for Newcastle then pro-
ceeded to advamcef some views in regard
to the opening up of \Irvesh
natural resources, and ‘with respect to
immigration which are fortunately rarely
iheard inn the legislature. Referring to

the argument of the member for Delta
that the issue of licenses to Southeast

Kootenay lands would insure the develop-
' ment of these lands and a reserve sup-
ply of coal for smelters and railways in
the case of a strike inthe Crow’s Nest
fields, he pointed out that this would
provide bunt ‘another weapon in capital-
istic hands to prevent a successful strike
in the Crow’s Nest. A successful strike
depended for success on public opinion
and public sentiment was easily reached
through the “jeans” pocket.

This being the view held by the dom:*
inating factor in the government with
regard to the issue of coal licenses, the
prespect of the government opening up
the Southeast Kootenay lands is not
particularly bright.

With regard-te immigration, he depre-
cated the suggestion that the British
Columbia workman should pay taxes to
carry out an immigration law ich
brought labor from other lands into com-
petition’ with his. The British Columbid
workman was entitled, he claimed, to
all the benefits labor could secure, and
n> other body but that of labor would
stand to have thousands spent yearly to
flood their market.

Budget Debate.

P. Williams continued the debate on
the amendment of J. A. Macdonald, to
the motion to go inte supply. He said
that he was informed that the member
for Delta was one of a delegation which
previous to the opening of the House
| had waited upon the provincial secretary,
{and asked that if Mongolian labor was
i to be excluded from the province that

some other form of cheap labor should

be provided.

John Olivex denied that he ever used
words that couldl be so constried.

Mr. Wililams, continuing, said’that he
“did not wish to say that the member

* W. J. Bowser went into the dire con-
dition of financial affairs when the gov=
ermment took power, and the absolute
need of getting these financial - bills
through in order to save the credit of

.| the country. The government proposed

to investigate the financial affairs by
means of a commission. They had taken
their precedent for that from the Liberal
government of Ontario. The member for
Alberni, he held, was inconsistent in ask-
ing that.the lands on the E. & N. rail-
way belt should be taxed, and opposing
the tax leyied on timber cut on the rail-
way lands.

-He took exception to the insinuations
that he was a representative for Van-
couver alone. He was not so narrow in
that view, and he hoped he would never
become so narrow.

He referred to the editorial references
of the Times, that the revenues derived
from Vanceuver were not equal to those
derived. from Victoria. The figures
brought down to the legislature, as rep-
resenting Victoria, were not those of
Victoria “alene. They were in many in-
stances provincial returns for railway
companies, banking companies and other
institutions which paid their returns at
the government headquarters. . Were
these deducted it would, he felt sure,
show that there was a very large excess
of returns from Vancouver over those of
Victoria: .

On the question of the granting of
licenses in Seutheast Kootenay, he held
that the opposition was not united. The
leader. of the opposition did not agree
with the motion of the member for Cran-
brook. The leader of the opposition had
said at Rossland, a few evenings before
the election, that he was not in favor of
granting these licenses, but of holding
these coal lands for the government.

J. A. Macdonald, rising to a point of
order, said that he was entirely misrep-
resented. He had said that he was in
favor. of granting the rights te those
who were bona fide in taking up the coal
lands. To  those who simply allowed
their names to be msed he did not favor
giving any rights'in the distriets.

Mr. Bowser, continuing, pointed out
that the name of J. R. Brown, one of the
members - on the oppesition 'side, was
among-those who appeared as an appli-
cant, and that the leader of the opposi-
tion would therefore not sapport his
claim.

Mr. Macdonald explained that he would
support only those whose claims were
bona fide.

J. R. Brown explained that his name
had -appeared without his consent. He
had known nothing of it, and had he
been one of the applicants he would not
have voted on the question. He took
exception to any insinuation of trafficking
in coal licenses.

Mr. Bowser charged the Dominion gov-
ernment with adopting a policy of play-
ing with the act affecting the coal lands
in Southeast Kootenay. That govern-
ment was attempting to make political
capital out of it.  Afraid to disallew the
act for fear of the C. P. R., the Federal
government hoped to get the election over
before May, the date for the disallow-
ance. (Laughter.)

Mr. Bowser then went into the details
of Dominion election proceedings, and of
Ontario election matters. In the midst
of it he made in all seriousness a propo-
sition which he seemed to think a ra-
tional one in conneetion with the Fernie
scandal. He proposed that the member
for Cranbrook (Dr. King) and Mr. Ross
both resign and go back for election.
Dr. King said there was no ballot box
scandal in his constituency.

Mr. Bowser, continuing, went ingo the
question of election .scandals in Ontario,
showing a mastery of the subject only
acquired by careful study of the subject.
Reading from Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s re-
marks that a thorough investigation
should- follow in order that the will of
the people at the polls-might be ascer-
tained,.cries came from the opposition
of “Lillocet and Fernie.”

Referring to the government, he laud-

ed it as the best one the province had
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ever hnq, which was greeted by laughter
even by  Conservative members.

Stuart Henderson' thought the speech
of Mr. Bowser was the best example of
yittol which had been heard in the legis:
lature. He had gone from one end of
the Dominion to the other to seek “dirt.”
‘He 'Wwas .not surprised that the member
bebme irate over the continued lease of
power enjoyed by the Ross government
in Ontario. But Ontario could look after
its"'own affdirs. - He knew 'that the
Conservative party was the friend of
meonopolies, but he never heard before
that that party had a monopoly of the
honesty and purity in elections.

He knew that the opposition side of
the House was in a minority. It had
quility, but it lacked a little in ‘quantity.

The ‘Assessment Act passed’. had no
other ‘effect but being a tax on the in-
dustry of the province. The act was a
drag upon’ the industries of the.province.
Not ohe aet' had been introduced by the
government to show that the condition of
the proyince was really understood. Had
they done anything in the way of open-
ing up the lands of the province. They
had: the ‘Grand Trunk Pacific about to
bel built:
on the lands on both sides of it s0 as to
derive :revenue and not tax men who
were now overburdened. Instead of tak-
ing advantage of the natural resources
of .the eountry they taxed merchants so
as to embarrass them.

The answer given as to the taking up
of the debentures showed ‘that the condi-
tions-of the eountry were not so disas-
trous as represented by the government.
Three-months before ‘the debentures
weve. issued insurance -companies had
grabbed these up. This showed that the
government had prepared .a loan which
just satisfied those who wished to take
up the loan.

Referring to Mr. Bowser's remarks as
to “how many of the opposition entered
the caucus, he thought it wise for the
government to employ a better detective
than Mr. Bowser.

After four weeks of the session he
wanted to know what pledges had been
carried out by the gpvernment. He
wanted to know what was to be done in
connection with railway matters, Men
had invested money upon the assurance
that lines of railway were to be built.
The government, in an endeavor o get
the estimates passed, refused to speak.
They waited to allow of these being
passed, .and by this means pass over
enungiating a policy.

Then on the two per cent. tax it was
proposed to give the matter into the
hands of the mining ‘committee. Then
the committee and not the government
was to be responsible for the act. This
was surely ‘a most unfair propesition.

The ‘C. P. R. by its position had be-
come an octopus. It endeavored to block
the building of other railways, and thus
to secure a monopoly for itself. An i-
ample of this was afforded by the treak-
ment of the Canadian Northern. The C.
P. R. was not to be blamed for this, but
a government; was to be blamed for not
aiding a competitive line. Yet although
competitive lines were promised, not a
single announcement was made respecting
the building of such a line.

The question of an appointment of a
commission to investigate the financial
conditions was gone inte by Mr. Hender-
son. The government of Ontaria, which
was so obnoxious to the members on the
other side of the House, did not increase
the taxes before appointinga commiission,

He assured the supporters of the gov-
ernment that no matter what the dissen-
sions were on the government side; the
copposition of ‘seventeen was united ' as
one man under its leader. It was now
conceded that he was the very best
choice of ‘leader which could have been
made.' '(Loud opposition applause.)

Hé noticed that the estimates provided
for the appointment of '‘a minister of
mines, From events which had transpir-
ed he would not be surprised to see the
member for Nanaimo (Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite) given. that position. If it were
done he would have no objeetion to offer.

Hon, Chas: Wilson promised to keep
to provineial subjects. He conceded that
the best speech delivered from the oppo-
gition side was that of the member for
Chilliwack. * The woes as depicted al-
most-léd /him to see the long lines of
people leaving the province like the
exodus of the Huguenots from France
and the Moors from Spain.

Although the opposition ~members
praised the work of .the Dominion govern-
ment in constrycting the Grand Trunk
Pacific, they had never shown what
benefit would be done to British Cglum-
bia by the construction. The Dominiop
government had done nothing, lie said,
towards benefitting British Columbia in
this scheme.

Proceeding to the charge that the time
had been wasted by him in tinkering with
aets, the Attorney-General computed
mathematically how the time had been
taken, up.

Of the eleven planks in the Conser-
vative platform an attempt had been
made; to garry out five of them.
not fair to expect them to carry out all
these in one year, - That would be try-
ing the patience of -the House too much.
But pelitical conventions were not - in-
fallible, The House was better able to
decide. what should be done.

He was glad to be a member of a
government which received the support
of the independent members in the
House. The Socialist party had made
its stand plain, and had given .a fair
support to the government.

He would not be adverse to sit with
the member for Nanaimo as Minister
of Mines. The members of the Socialist
party had not shown that they should be
social or political outcasts. (Government
applause.) The member for Slocan. (Mr.
Davidson) had not given the government
a slavish support.

Since 1882 the legislature had done
little other than - incorporate railway
companies. Subsidies of gigantic pro-
portiods had been provided for. The two
schemesg: which had been offered the
greatest subsidies had veen turned dowa.
No railway project would be decided by

he government without the House being
made aware of it. The country was not
in a condition to give a money grant.
The only solution for 'the. buildings of
railways in this province was that com-
panies saw a need for the road to be
constructed. He showed that subsidies
for years, amounting to frem $2,000,000
to $4.000,000 a year, had been voted, but
no railway built. The province had eome
to be looked upon as a camping ground
for railway promoters.

The
Minister of Finance had shown no re-
source,

The Westminster bridge was a valu-
able asset to the province. Had the gov-
ernment taken advantage of the situation
which offered itself in conmection with
that work the interest and a large part
of the sinking fund might have been
provided for. The Dominion government
would, he believed, have given a grant
of $300,000 for the work had some nego-
tiation been entered into by which a com-
pauny independent of the government
should take this over. The rights of the
province in the bridge would not have
been lessened in any way.

The liabilities of the province were
covered to the fullest extent by the pub-
lic works. The roads and bridges were
a credit to the proyvince. Nothing could
give more discontent to the province than
the withdrawal of appropriations for
roads and bridges. The people who came
into this province were the best means
of advertising the wealth of British Col-
umbia. He was not so much in favor of
bringing carloads of people into the pro-
vince. The best means was to to satisfy
those who lived in the province and by
that means induce others to come in.

The revenue tax might well have been
left as it was. It was doing no harm
to leave the power to raise that tax to
$5. The occasion might come when it
would be necessary to increase it.

He took exception to the way in
which the constituencies represented by
the opposition members had been dealt
with in the appropriations. He referred
to .going into the ‘“‘august presence” of
the Chief Commissioner of Lands and
Works and being told that Columbia was
to receive $6,000. He compared the ap-
propriations for constituencies represent-
ed by ‘Conservatives with those repre-
sented by Libedals. : 3

Notwithstanding that the Minister of
Finance said that the finances were in a
deplorable condition, this government in-
creased the supplementary estimates by
$180,000, of this $125,000 was for public
works. But an election was at hand.

He eulogistically referred to Sir. Wil-
frid Laurier, who had put within"their
grasp. a second transcontinental railway.
He was surprised to hear the Attorney-
General ask what use this was to be to
British Columbia, It was most absurd
to say that this railway, constructed
without one dollar of expense to British
Columbia, was of no use to the province.

Mr. Oliver took ocecasion to correct a
statement made by the member for
Newcastle. He said he held a repornt of
what took place at the interview with
the government. He was not a member
of the delegation. He had as a matter
of courtesy accompanied the delegation.
He had spoken at the conclusion and was
reported to have said that he concurred
with the proposal to advertise the re-
~sources of the province. - Yet in the face
of this the member for Newcastle had
the hardihood to say that he (Mr, Oliver)
endorsed cheap labor; The member for
Vancouver (Mr. Bowser) had said he was
quoting from the Hansard ywhen he was
quoting from Conservative campaign
literature. That member seemed very
familiar with election tactics. Mr.
Bowser said he never heard of the
machine until the Liberals had used it.
But that member had run against the
Conservative machine in Vancouver, and
tlte result had been that he had becoms
a very subservient supporter of it. ' If
the member for Vancouver wanted to
know all about the Islands election®mat-
ter det him ask the Fremier to tell him
all he knew about it or move for a com-
mittee to investigate it.

Referring to the question of disallow-
ance of act 16 of last session he pointed
out that the procedure was to give notice
of disallowance if anything was wrong.
If it was not intended to disallow the
act no notice would be given.. The gov-
ernment had no reason for belteving that
this act would be disallowed.

J. Morley that it would be advisable to hold
an exhibition of mining machinery in this
city during .convention week, and it was
decided to ask the co-operation of the
various branches throughout the province
in recommending such exhibition to the
provincial executive. Letters were accord-
ingly addressed to the secretaries of eighty-
two branches, but only five replies were re-
ceived, and of these but three favored the
scheme. The provincial executive, which
had been communicated with on the same
subject, declined to take any action.

During the year about forty new mem-
bers were enrolled.

NOTABLE WILL CASE
BROUGHT TO A CLOSE

S

Mr. Justice Drake Has Reserved Judg-
ment—Able Summing-Up by
Mr. Bodwell.

(From: Tuesday’s Daily.)

The addresses of counsel in the will
case began this morning. . E. P. Davis,
K. C., representing the defendant, spoke
first and occupied a'little more than an
hour. He was followed by Sir HibBert
Tupper, counsel for the intervener.

Mr. Davis opened his address by " a
reference to nmumerous authorities bear-
ing on the case. These he explained es-
tablished that insane delusions did not
incapacitate a man from making a will
so long as these delusions did not affect
the subject matter of the will.

This case was one:of fact, and only a
question of the weight' to be attached to
the testimony. The plaintiff’'s case was
that in 1897-99 Alexander Dunsmuir’s
intellect was so affected that he was in-
capable of making a will. It was not
the case hypothetically referred to by
Dr. Macdonald. Their case was that of
a man whose intellect was wholly' gone
and who went around using baby talk.

The principal witnesses for the plaih-
tiff were people who were direetly. in-
terested in the result of the case, bell
boys, porters, etc. The defendant claim-
ed that Alexander Dunsmuir’s death was
due to collapse, consequent on prolonged
spree. Dr. Maedonald in his rebuttal
evidence did not state that the symptoms

were not consistent with this"condition. !

Dr. Janeway said a man suffering from
alcoholic dementia sometimes hag lucid
intervals. But the evidence ‘'of Dr. Jane-
way was that when he examined Alex-
ander Dunsmuir he didn’t have alcoholie
dementia: ®

Dr. Macdonsald in his testimony shield-
ed himself behind hypothetical cases of
incipient dementia, but the plaintiff
did not claim incipient dementia. Their
case was that Alexander Dunsmuir’s
mind was absolutely gone; that he
couldn’t exereise his mental faculties;
that he spoke in a whining tene and
made use of such expressions as “ittie
boy wants a drink.” This was the case
the plaintiff was pinned to. This condi-
tion alleged by Mrs. Hopper was not
when he was drunk but when he was
sober. The other witnesses for the plain-
tiff deseribed Alexander Dunsmuir when
he was drunk, which they said was his
normal condition. Was Mrs. Hopper
wrong when she described Alexander
Dunsmuir's condition in 1897-98 and
1899, or were the witnesses preduced by
the defendant giving a correct account of
his condition?

Qutside of the medieal witnesses, most
of whom gave theoretical evidence, there
was only one person among the plaintiff's
witness of any standing in the com-
munity. They were bell boys, porters,
ladies’ maids and stable boys.

On the other hand the defendant’s wit-
witnesses of any standing in the com-
munity, beginning with Mr. Harrison,

. who saw Mr. Dunsmuir in 1898 at the

Union Pacific club; Richard Chandler,

la wealthy mine owner; Joshua Freeman,

an intimated acquaintance of Alexander
Dunsmuir, and other prominent people in
the business world. Theses were the men
who would best be able to do what Dr.
Macdonald said—notice a change in the
mental condition of the man with whom
they were intimately associated in a
business sense.

There were two Alexander Dunsmuirs
—one who was never known to be intoxi-
cated, while in the transaction of busi-
ness, and the other who had been seen to
drink immoderately while away from
business. But Alexander Dulsmuir as
a business man was not to be judged by
his. conduct: when away from business,
but. by the capacity he displayed ‘while
attending to his affairs, :

The ‘defendant had produced- about
twenty witnesses to show that in.the
year 1897-98 and ’'99 there was nothing
wrong with Alexander Dunsmuir’s mind,

There was no deubt that he must have
been physically affected by excessive
drinking, but these witnesses all agreed
that his intellect was sound at the time
of signing the will.

Take E. J. Palmer, a prominent busi-
ness man. He found Mr. Dunsmuir a
man of marked business ability, and did
not notice anything wrong with his mind.
If a man with unsound thind could
transact the business that Mr. Duns-
muir did in a way to make his associates
consider him a shrewd business man, it
did not make much difference whether
his mind was affected or-not.' He sub-
mitted that a man who could do business
in this way was capable of making a
will, Al

THere was nothing unusual in the way
in which Alexander Dunsmuir left his
property. There was a fondness existing
between the brothers, and he wanted the
property to remain in the family; notf only
that, but some years previous to the
execution of the will he had an unsigned
will which provided that everything
should go to James Dunsmuir, showing
that during these years he had not
changed, and therefore according fo the
theory laid down by Dr. Maecdonald his
mind must have been all right. The
plaintiff was unable to produce one busi-
uness man of any standing who could say
that when Alexander Dunsmuir was do-
ing business his mind was unsound. Dr,
Thorne stated that never did Mrs, Wal-
lace report to him that if had ever been
suggested to her that 'Alexander Duns-
muir’s mind was not absolutely sound—
and Mrs. Wallace, it should be remem-
bered, nursed him and was very sedu-
lous in her care of him.

The plaintiff’s witnesses had given ac-
counts of incidents which at first sound-
ed - quite terrible, but when they were
explained there was nothing peculiar in
them.. As illustrations counsel mentioned
the bath tub dncident,” which turhed out

‘to’ be a. praetical joke, ‘and Mr. - Dunsg-
muir's action in carrying a pillow around
with him,

*As showing the unreliability of testi-
mony adduced for the plaintiff, Mr.
Davis pointed out that one witness
named Smith had said that in March
Am_'il and May, 1897, Alexander Du.ns:
muir wasn’t out of his hotel in San
Francisco, when it was shown that dur-
ing that time he was in British Colum-
bia. A similar misstatemenf was made
by Folson, another witness.

This simply showed that bell boys and
porters would do just wnat it might be
expected they would do if half a million
or so was involved.

Passing to the medical expert testi-
meny, counsel said that answers given
to hypothetical questions were worth
nothing. In order that these answers
should be of use all the evidence in the
case must be set up—not one side only—
and the only person who could do this
was the judge, who was trying the case.

The plaintiff had made out no case of
undue influence in connection with the
agreement with Mms. Alexander Duns-
muir in 1900. It had not been shown
that Mr. Wilson was dishonest nor did
not safeguard her interests. Mrs. Duns-
muir was wiiling to take $25,000 a year,
and it was left to Wilson to get anythink
more that he could, Mr. Wilson secured
in addition a promise of half the profits,
to which at that time: Mr. Dunsmuir
didn’t attach much importance. It was
not James Dunsmuir who was trying to
get an agreement. It wasshe who want-
ed it, and it was omly under pressure
from Mr. Wilson that Mr. Dunsmuir
signed it. Mrs. Dunsmuir was aware of
the fact that Wilson & Wilson represent-
ed James Dunsmuir in the probate of the
will. She instructed Mr. Wilson to do
s0 by telegram.

His Lordship called counsel’s attention
that he had not touched upon the stand-
ing of Mrs. Hopper to bring this action,
nor the attitude of the intervener.

Mr. Davis replied that they (the de-
fendant’s counsel) didn’t attach much
importance to these matters. They con-
fined their case solely to the question of
the sanity or insanity of Alexander
Dunsmuir.

Sir Hibbert Tupper followed, and went
at length into the attitude of James
Dunsmuir towards the intervener, lead-
ing up to the transfer of interests in
1899. He alluded to the fact that the
assignments were drawn up by Mr.
Pooley, who he claimed had utterly
ignored the interests of Mrs. Dunsmuir,
and acted altogether for the benefit of
James. He then argued at length to
show that Alexander was just as anxious
to get control of the property as James
was, despite the latter’s word to the con-
trary. The agreement of 1896 was ad-
mitted by James to be a partial solution
of the problem of keeping the property
in the family, carrying out the family
idea. If Alexander was not anxious to
get control of the property he would have
married Mrs. Wallace long before he
did. But the possibility of the marriage
was an obstacle to the transfer of the
property, so the agreement of 1896 and
the will of 1898 were used to convince
Mrs. Dunsmuir that there was no possi-
bility of ‘“that woman” getting posses-
sion of any of it. James Dunsmuir made
use of the will to convince his mother of

this, and also that the sisters were pro- *

vided for.

In regard to the will of 1899 counsel
commented on the fact that not one of
those who were at Agnew’s on the day of
Alexander Dunsmuir’s marriage knew of
it. Not one spoke of it in the general
conversation. All they knew was that
there was a paper to be signed. As a
matter of fact the only person there who
knew that it was a will was James
Dunsmuir, ‘the sole beneficiary.

This was a case in which it was in-
cumbent on James Dunsmuir to prove
that Alexander Dunsmuir knew it was
a will he was signing and understood its
contents. He submitted that Mr. Duns-
muir’s unsupported word could not be
taken in view of the condition of his evi-
dence after he left the withess stand.

He had stated that he was not anxious
about the will, but his whole attitude
showed that he was. It was that of a
man desperately drivén,

The addresses of counsel in the pr-
per-Dunsmuir will case were concluded
Tuesday afternoon. E. V. Bodwell, K,
C., representing the plaintiff, followed
Sir Hibbert Tupper and delivered a very
able address.

When the proceedings were resumed
after lunch Sir Hibbert Tupper con-
tinued his presentment and after citing
a number of authorities raid he would
adopt Mr, Bodwell’s argument on the in-
competency of the testator to sign a will,
He cited cases dealing with the incapa-
city of testators to properly affix a name
to a will the name of Alexander Duns-
muir on: the will executed by him being
incorrectly. spelled.

Mr. Bodwell, counsel for the plaintiff,
followed and also referred His Lordship
to a number of cases, He argued that
it was plain that undue influence was
used both in regard to the agreement and
will. He commented on the conduct of
Montford Wilson and his conversations
with Mrs. Dunsmuir, whose rights it was
his duty as her attorney to safeguard.
He laid stress on the advice given by
Wilson to her, in which he said that if
the will was annulled she would lose her
social standing as the invalidating of the
will on the ground of insanity would also
invalidate the marriage.

Passing to the promise of defendant

to allow Mrs. Dunsmuir half the profits=h

of the California business, counsel said
that defendant was thoroughly aware
that she wouldn’t live long enough to re-
ceive any of them. Wilson’s conduct was
entirely dishonest. If the will was void
the agreement was still more so.

Mr. Bodwell also referred to the fact
that Mrs. Alexander Dunsmuir was
ignorant of the execution of the will until
after her husband’'s death. Defendant
had attempted to set up that two years
before her marriage provision had been
made for Mrs. Dunsmuir, and that she
knew it. Alexander Dunsmuir kept her
in ignorance of the execution of the will
either-bécause he didn’t know it was one
he signeg or defendant hHad impressed on
Alexander that he must keep ‘it quiet.
The latter reason was hardly acceptable
with the fermer undoubtedly, correct,
which showed an unsound mind.

It was also strange that Alexander:
entrusted the will to James instead of to
his business manager or keeping' it him-

self. « None of his other: privates business
papers were entrusted to James,

Counsel also referred to the peculiar
circumstances surrounding the execution
of the will, none of those present at the
Aguew's house appearing to know any-
thing about it. He contrasted the sec-
| recy in the signing of this will with the
i open way in whi¢h Mrs. Dunsmuir’s will
| Was signed on the same night.

1 en passed to the mental condition
of Alexander Dunsmuir and commont-
\ ed on the fact that the only vital organs
lapp_ureutly unaffected when he was ex-
amined by Dr. Davie were the lungs and
kidneys.

When he came to Vietoria in 1898 his
mind was in such a condition that any-
thing might be expected from him,

The witnesses for plaintiff described
the condition of Alexander Dunsmuir
when they saw him. The witnesses for
the other side described his condition at
other t'i_mes. And the alcoholic dementia
was going on all the while,

The last stage was one of complete
mental prostration. Dr. Janeway said
that Mr. Dunsmuir was suffering from
the excessive use of aleohol to such an
extent as to produce impairment of {he
mental faculties—alcoholic dementia was
the best term to describe his couditioul
'1“119 other practitioners who examined
him said death was due to a cessation of
th? mental power and not physical im-
pairment. The defence clatmed, that he
died from meningitis, whith was 3 men-
talidisease. But they ¢ouldn’t prove
this, because Alexander Dunsmuir had
none of the symptoms. The case for the
defence was entirely broken down on that
point. Dr. Gardiner said the case was
one of alcoholic insanity. Dr. Davie
said it was a condition consistent with
alcoholic dementia. What Dr. Gardiner
meant, but what he did not dare to say,
was that the condition was one of alco-
holic dementia.

If Alexander Dunsmuir died of a
mgutal trouble, not meningitis, it was
fair to say that alcoholic dementia was
the cause. The disease progressed rapid-
ly towards the end. If a man died of
mental degeneration at the end of Janu-
ary he could not possibly have been
competent to bring into action his mental
faculties sufliciently to intelligently
understand the nature of his business.

The evidence of business transactions
brought out in this case consisted of a
few letters that he wrote and two or
three conversations. But in none of
these was there any indication' of an
original thought—simply that acquies-
cence in suggestion which was one of the
characreristics of alcoholic dementia.

In 1898 the symptoms of incipient
dementia could not be detected in a
casual conversation because at that time
the disease could not have progressed far
enough,

Counsel then referred to the provisions
for Mrs. Dunsmuir, and described it as
absurd that he should arrange to give
her $1,000 a month on which to main-
tain an estate such as San Leandro. He
also pointed out that Alexander had
nothing but the word of games that the
arrangement for settlement on his wife
would be carried out. This was not con-
sistent with the character of a shrewd,
far-seeing business man.

: Counsel commented on the eccentricity
displayed by Alexander Dunsmuir in
inaking the will out—in putting in a pro-
vision at one time then’eliminating it ang
putting it in a letter, then tearing the
letter up. Why wasn’t the will of 1898
signed in Mr. Pooley’s office or the E. &
N. office instead of at the club? Why
should Mr. Hills and Mr. Cassidy be
asked to pass upon the will? Because
he was insanely suspicious of Mr. Pooley,
and then fearing that Mr. Hills might be
in collusion with Mr. Pooley he asked
Mr. Cassidy’s opinion on it. All these
things showed that in 1898 he was rapid-
ly going down the line, The conduct of
Mr. Dunsmuir in his transaction with
Mr. Palmer did not establish him as a
shrewd, capable man. The capricious
and domineering characteristics he dis-
played were his idiosyncrasies.

_Mr. Bodwell claimed that the plain-
tiff had shown that Alexander Dunsmuir
was not competent to make a will, which
shounld be declared void,

His Lardship reserved judgment.
