WM. 0. STEWART
sworn testified as followsy—
About 2 oclock on Sunday mornings
I could not be sure of the exact hours
I heard my son, who is here present,
crying, ‘Papa, papa, there is a man up-
stairs in his sock feet.” I was sleeping on
the lower flat and weut up stairs and my
sun told we the man had just gone out
of the door, I went after hum, My
w.fe fullowed me and stood on the ver-
aanda of the back door, I started in pur-
suit,my son Willie with me. went
out to the front gate and towards the
railway crossing. My house is betwesn
60 aud 70 feet from the main road.
When I got to the crossing I said to my
son ‘listen till we sce if we can hear the
step on the crossing.’” Hearing no noise
on the track we returuned to the gate.
Theu I heard my wite shriek out ‘chloro-
form, chloroform, my children, my child-
ren’ Iran to the house immediately
and went up stairs and saw the children
wild with nervousness. I can not say
bow mavy minutes we were gone. We
ran down as quickly as wecould and back
It was between two and three minutes
from the first alarm when we got back
to the house.® My wife said to me ‘I hear
anoise down behind the bushes. I heard
the bushes cracking.” I told my son to
biing the gun and follow me, I went
out tothe gate and followed the road
leading to the ehurch. At the bars at
the side of the road I saw the prisoner.
This was about 100 feet from my gate,
He was about ten feet from us when we
saw him. When he saw us he threw off
his hat and ran. Hewas in the act of
putting on his coat when 1 saw him, and
had his right arm nearly through his
sleeve. He did not finish putting on his
coat before he started to run, Neither
my son nor myself spoke to him when we
came up to him. The prisoner was on
theside of the road nearest my home
when he saw us aud started torun. My-
solf and son followed him, Iran up to

the top of the hill, aud being som.egth”f
out-winded, I said to my son, ‘Fire.
The prisoner responded, ‘If you fire, I
will fire, too.” We still pursued, I call-
ing out murder, that I might raise an
alarm aud bring belp. After some dis-
tance run I was getting out-winded, and
my son was gaining = on me. \Vhen_ pass-
ing Mr, Walker's fence the prisoner
jumped over the fence. My son follow-
ed and I after him. Icalled out to my
son, ‘Have you got him? My son re-
plied, ‘Here he is.” I ran forward and
caught the prisouer by the whiskers, as
he was equared off as if to strike my son.
i I then knocked himdown, and sat on him,
| ‘Did he say anythingY' asked Mr.
| Tweedie.
| . Yes: he said, ‘You have a fast ruoner
| in that Loy, aud you are a good one
{ also.” He then said he was neither a
thief nor a robber, and added that his
name was Wightman. WhileI was call-
ing out for help some person brought me
a rope and I tied the prisoner. I saw a
man coming and called out, ‘Jim, is that
you?* ‘What Jim,* the prisoner asked;
‘who ishe? Heseemed anxiousto know
who James was. While [ was sitting on
him I smelled a strange smell of a drug.
The prisoner said that he was not a
drinkiog man. When arrested the pris
soner was in his sock feet. His socks

[ were wet and were not markéed with

mud., We found one of the shoes and
after returning from the village I found
the other shoe. I will swear that the shoe
1 found in the morning is the mate of the
one I put on the prisoner's foot. When
we were ready to start to the jail Iasked
my son which way will we go, by the
railroad or main road. I then asked the
prisoner which road hecame. He said ‘I
came down theread.’ Some time after-
ward the prisoner contradicted the state:
ment, aud said he came around by the
village. Itook himto the Hamptou jail
and while standing at the jail door he
tried to wrench the gun from my son.
Willie knew the gun was loaded and kept
the muzzle down. I am positive as to the
indentity of prisoner. I have been [away
from home for some months and only re-
turned a short time ago.

Cross examined by Mr. Cother—I did
not know the prisoner and never saw him
before, I didnot see him in the house
that night. I could not swear positively
about the doors being locked.

Q. Did you or your son eall out, here
he is, shoot him? A. I did not hear any
such conversation.

Q. Was hein hisstock feet when you
sawhim? A. He was, and he was also
in his sock feetahen he was caught.

Did he not say to you : What is
thisall about? A. No, he did not, but
he said : This will prevent me from go-
ing to the camp.

Q. Was he struck with agun? A, I
did not see him struck, I grabbed him by
the whiskers and twisted him down. He
said all I want you to do is to tell the
truth just as it happened.

Q. Did he ask you to search’ him?
A. Yes, he demanded to be searched, and
T felt I had no power to search him.
When we got to the jail I asked the de-
puty sheriff to search him,

WILLIAM STEWART,
son of the first witness, was next called.
He testitied as follows :—

I have heard my father give his evi-
dence. I recollect last Sunday morning.
I went to bed on Saturday evening be-
tween 8 and 9 ‘o’clock. On my way to bed
I saw the back door open; I shut it but
did not lock it, Between 2 and 2.30
o'clock, Sunday morning, I was awakened
by the screams of my sister, who sleeps
on the upper flat in a room adjoining mine.
When I heard the noise I called out, ‘Isit
rats?” My little brother said he did not
know what it was. He was frightened,
and I got up and lighted a match and
went into my sister’s room and then went
to the head of the stairs.. When there I
saw aman with a checked shirt, no coat
on, no hat, no boots, and thin hair. I
saw his back. (Prisoner stands up and the
witness identifies him as thé man he saw in
his father’s house.) I followed the man
down stairs, and when I was two or three
steps from the bottom I called out,
“There is & man in the house!” My
father turned out and we both ran down
to the railway crossing and then return-
ed to the house. When near the " house
I heard my mother call out something, but
did not understand what she said. While
in the house I got a gun and ran down
the read towards the church. [ sawa
man in the trees on the side of the road.
When I got within ten feet of the man
he started and ran. He was trying to put
on his coat. I tried to open the leck of
my gun, but could not. We both gave
chase. My father told me to fire, and I
snapped the trigger. The prisoner called
out, ‘If you shoot, I will shoot, too.’
We gave chase again, and the prisoner
jumped over a feace and then fell. I
tollowed over the fence, but the prisoner
got on his feet again. I followed him
and called him to stop. He stopped and
squared off at me. Then I strnci him on
the head with the butt of the gun. He
was not knocked down. My father came
up and knocked him down and sat on
him. James Bovaird then came. When
I caught up to him theprisener had only
one arm in his coat and no boots or hat on.
When we were taking him up the road he
asked for his boots, and James Bovaird
brought one for him. At the jail door
the prisoner tried to make his escape. I
have no doubt that the prisoner is the
man I saw in the house,
Cross-examined by Mr. Cother—I
never eaw the prisoner before Sunday
morning. When I first saw him he was
going down the stairs. I did not hear
him ask tove searched. He said nothing
when I struck him with the gun. He
offered no resistacce while we went to
jail. We have no dog' It was poisoned
about a month ago.

JAMES BOVAIRD

was called and sworn. Mr. Stewart’s boy
came over to his house and woke him up,
stating that there was a man in his father's
house aud that they had caught him, I
went to the field and found the prisoner
tied with a rope and his captor standing
beside him.

Cross-examined—The prisoner did not
tell me that he took off his shoes to es-
cape his pursuers.

JAMES W. SPROUL,

deputy sheriff, said that he recollected
last Suuday morning when the prisoner
artived at the jail door, The soner
has been in Hampton for about two months
Oan cross-examination the witness said
he searched the prisioner and found a
pocket-book, three pocket-handkerchiefs
and a knife. He smelled no drugs about

him,
Re-examined by Mr. Tweedie. The

: prisioner gave his name as Wightman when

he first came here. \When I opened the
door I found them engaged in a struggle
over the possesion of the gnn and I took
it and carried it into the building.

MRS. W. 0. STEWART
was called. She testified to having been
arroused by her daughter calling out*‘Papa
papa, there‘s a man in the house.” Her
husband und son went in pursuit of the
man and she, after watching a short time
went up stairsand met a strong smell
chloroform, she screamed and her hus-
band and son returned, but stayed but a
minute. The backdoor was sezurely fast-
ed at midnight, the front door was fastened
a'so,

MISS ISABEL STEWART
was called and sworn. She testified as
follows: [ remember Sunday morning. 1
was in bed and awoke struggling with a
smothering feeling. I cried loudly for
help. In struggling I felt a hand -on my
head and think in throwing my arms
about felt whiskers. I ceuld not recognize
the features, but saw a figure. After
I cried ovt my younger brother woke
up and I heard him talking to Willie.
The figure then vanished and Willie came
into my room and asked me ‘Whatis the
matter, Isabel.’” 1 told him there was a
man in the room. 4

THE PRISONER’S STATEMENT

was as follows:—

Oo Saturday night, at 8.30, I came
from Mr. Sproul's house, went to the
village, staycd thereabout an hour and
came back tomy office. I had had a
pail of liquid manure prepared  in my of-
fice some days previous. I took that
down to the graveyard with an empty
oyster can in my hand, poured the
hquid on the sod of the three
graves of Mr. Sproul’s family there, as I
had promised te do. I pumped the pail
full of water from an old pump this
side of the graveyard and watered the
flowerson the grave. The train blew
while I was there, coming up from Nau
wigewauk, I imagine. I then startel-
out of the graveyard to come home, leav-
ing the can, A man and woman passed
me. The woman had a gossamer and i

rattled as she walked. When I got
balfway between the graveyard and Mr
Stewart's house I heard hallooing in
that vicinity in a womun's voice.
came right along, the tramn having just
passed up by the ccossing on the road
near Mr  Stewart‘'s house On the
low part of the road I met two
men, one with gun, apparently
undressed. As I came clore to them one
man said, ‘There he is, shoot him.’ I!
heard the gun snap but it did not exs |
plode. One of the men kept shouting
murder. One said ‘Stop, or I'll fire.’
I sail if I had a gun I'd fire too. One
man stopped. I heard the stock of a gun
rattle.” I heard the word cartridge.
then threw off my shoes and ran further
up the road followed by the two men who
caught me. I was not in My, Stewart’s
house thut night.

This concluded the testimony, and after
't was read over to_the prisoner, he pleaded
uot guilty, aud was committed for trial.
Mr. R. LeB, Tweedie conducted the prose-
cation, and Mr., Cother the defence.
Solicitor-General Ritchie was present in
the interest of the crown.
