Our salmon fishermen were open to
the Inspector’s reproach equally with the
smelt-fishermen and, so it was in nearly
all our industries, and the Inspector made
a grave mistake when he thus attacked
our hard-working people. [Applause.]
He went further in showing his prejudice
against our interests when he said that
three quarters of the people of the Coanty
would vote against the fishing above Mid-
dle Island. It was easy to understand
how that might be, as the majority were
not at all interested and would be misled
as the authorities at Ottawa had been, by
misrepresentation. There was, however,
a commor interest at stake, for the rights
of one district might in this way, be snc-
cessfully attacked to-day and another to-
morrow, and it was, therefore, the duty
of all to stand by each other against thase
who would unfairly attack our privileges.
He might say that the Minister seemed to
