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NOTICE OF SALE.Probably there is no one line of buri­
nées in which so much bungling work is 
dbn®ns shoeing horses, especially for 
winter traveling, when frozen roads and 
ice abound. An hour spent in a black­
smith shop, where a dozen or more 
horses are operated upon, reveals a 
great deal of ignorance and quackery. 
Invariably the toe and the heel calks 
are made high, and generally too broad. 
They are made thus so they would 
wear longer ; when the fact is, the op­
posite is the case. It should be borne 
m mind that, as a rule, the shorter, 
sharper and smaller the calks 
long as they answer their purpo 
more effectual they wül be, the longer 
they will last and the easier they will 
be for the horse. On ice, with high 
calks, no other part of the shoe touches ; 
and it gives the animal a partial awk­
wardness as if walking upon stilts, while 
small sharp calks enter their length into 
the ice, and the horse stands squarely on 
his shoes, Most of the first wear of shoes 
with large calks comes upon the one at 
the toe ; bnt with small calks, a share of 
this wear comes npon the rixn of shoe ; 
hence sharp, small calks will last longer 
than large ones. High calks, while they 
confer no firmer foothold—and on very 
hard roads not so firm—are a po 
means of Inflicting injury on both the 
foot itself and the limb also, says Dr, 
Wilson in Practical Farmer. It is only 
from that portion of the hold which en­
ters the ground surface that the horse 
derives any benefit in foothold ; and it

A Critical Estimate of the Value of Thee# 
French Fowls.

A singular name for a singular fowl! 
Whether it means, as it has been usually 
interpreted, The Flesh, or whether it 
means The Arrow, from the supposed 
resemblance of its comb to an arrow­
head, is a matter of small conseonence. 
The former idea, referring the fowl to 
the class of poultry bred with special 
reference to their use npon the table, 
seems certainly more natural, for La 
Fleche is a choice table breed of fowls 
in France and other European countries. 
A good many yeftrs ago Mr.
Williams, of Taunton, Mass., imported 
some specimens of this breed, bnt they 
passed out of his hands and practi­
cally ran out. I remember some years 
ago of learning of a remnant of the de­
scendants of this early importation, and 
of riding one bitterly stormy and ex-

zi When to Breed Aiilm»ls.
It is customary to have mares served 

on the ninth day after foaling. This 
may be well if the mare is strong and 
healthy, and if there appears sufficient 
reason for it. Young females that have 
been pntto breeding too yonng, before 
their physical powers have become de­
veloped should have rest. Such should 
pass over one, two or three periods of 
neat. Bitches, whose offspring it is de 
eirable to procure, cannot be thus 
treated. With small animals it is a 
matter of less consequence, though the 
the periods of breeding ehonld be regu­
lated by the seasons. Pigs and lambs 
coming in winter ehonld have proper 
provision made for the protection 
and preservation of their yonng. Grass- 
eatinganimals should come in when ench 
food most be depended npon after the 
due period of lactation of the mothers 
cease from economy or from the habite 
of nature. As a rule, the progeny of 
domestic animals would do better dur­
ing their entire lives, could they receive 
natural nourishment for periods for 
longer than it ie the general custom to 
permit. Cows that are drained to the 
last drop of milk possible cannot pro­
perly nourish a foetus at the same timer 
unless the system has some rest between 
the periods of gestation. Many animals 
are annually sacrificed from the unyield­
ing burdens of maternity. The popular 
mind is satisfied because death is at­
tributed to tuberculosis, or other ail­
ments. Bnt debilitated animals are in 
a state that renders them especially 
liable to take on disease, because they 
have not the strength to resist the at­
tack.—A. T. Sibley.

ceedingly dark night to see them. 
After presenting proper credentials, 
and satisfying the owner that I had a le 
gitimate purpose in view and was not a 
hen thief, he condescended to exhibit 
the fowls. They were ve-y small, not 
much larger than Віаск Hamburgs, 
though even then they showed the dis­
tinctive shape of the breed. Their 
small size led me to wonder how they 
pver came to be regarded as among the 
leading table breeds, and this wonder 
did not disappear until January, 
1889, I saw at the Buffalo, N. Y., Ex­
hibition tho fowls, recently imported by 
MoPren Scotten, of Detroit. Mich. The 
eight of these fowls explained tbe 
tery, for they were large, heavy, full- 
meated specimens, and clearly display­
ed the table properties which they were 
said to possess. Since that time, at our 
leading poultry exhibitions, some fine 
specimens of the breed have regularly 
appeared, whether they, too, are recent 
importations, or descendants from the 
Scotten birds I am unable to say. I 
have suspected the latter, as Mr. Scot- 
ten, who is a game fancier, early dis­
posed of his La Fleche ; though it is by 
no means improbable that other and 
more reoqnt importations have been 
made in the past three years. I have 
an indistinct recollection tha* some 
have been made by a gentleman in New 
Jersey.

The fowl is a strange looking one. It 
has legs of fairly good length, something 
of the carriage of the Black Spanish, 
but is more stocky in build. Its comb, 
probably more than anything else, gives 
it the peculiar expression it poFseses, 
for the comb consists of a lump of flesh 
between, or just back of, the nostrils, 
behind which rise two red spikes. The 
plumage is jet black, the shanks also 
showing iq this line. With its "suit of 
inky black” and its two antlers, the 
fowl seems quite different from all 
others. Behind the comb there is often 
a small tuft of feathers, and ab incipient 
or rudimentary crest. This ought not 
to be, for exhibition purooses, but never­
theless often is. The French breeders 
have not told us exactly how the fowl 
was produced, but its appearance indi­
cates some, at least, of the elements of 
its composition,, The tall, stately car­
riage and the plumage of black point 
sto Black Spanish as one of its parents, 
and the fact that it was once known as 
the Black Spanish of France leaves lit­
tle doubt of the fact. The rudimentary 
crest shows that some crested breed was 
pse4 in its production, For a long time 
it was supposed that this breed was Po­
lish, but it is difficult to reconcile this 
supposition with the size of La Fleche. 
Latterly, and it seems with a very good 
show of reason, the Crevecceur has been 
suggested as the crested breed that was 
used. This fowl tyould give the black 
plumage and the desired size, and would 
indeed fit into the appearance of the 
breed under discussion. A cross of 
Spanish and Crevecceur would produce 
a fowl quite closely resembling La 
Fleche in size, color, shape, and other 
characteristics. Its table qualities have 
already been alluded to. The body and 
breast are plnmp, the flesh is delicate and 
the skin white. The color of skin and 
shanks handicap the breed in most 
American markets, as much as would a 
yellow skin and yellow shanks in the 
markets of France. I recently read an 
advertisement of a French poultry 
breeder who offered a number of vari­
eties for sale and concluded his adver­
tisement in words to this effect, "All 
these breeds are especially 
the table as they have dark shanks and 
a white skin. ” So do trifles make a 
fashion, even in the poultry markets of 
fhe world. As a layer the breed may be 
regarded excellent (or summer months, 
but not a safe dependence for winter. 
The eggs are large, and the shells are 
white in color. It has been generally 
supposed that the La Fleche is a delicate 
breed. The inbred specimens were un­
questionably thus affected, but I am in­
formed by personal acquaintances, who 
have hept the more recent importations, 
that they found the fowls quite hardy, 
ranking about on a level with our Amer­
ican breeds. Still the reputation for a 
delicacy, derived from the degenerate 
descendants of the earlier importations, 
clings to the breed, and perhaps deters 
some from, keeping it who would other­
wise be inclined to do so.

While acknowledging the many ex­
cellent qualities of this fowl, and while 
further stating that I believe that it can 
be bred to a handsome profit whether 
for practical or fancy purposes, 
would not be doing his full duty to the 
readers of this publication if no failed 
to state some reasons why it does not 
seem that it would attain so great popu­
larity as some breeds enjoy. The black 
plumage, though very handsome to look 
at on the fowl, leaves black pin feathers 
upon the dressed poultry which are le;is 
pleasant to the si g ht. The white sk;n 
does not make the fowl look as fat as 
yellow skin would ; and Americans are 
prejudiced against the latter. Its dark 
shanks, while entirely suitable to a 
white skinned fowl, are not regarded 
with favor by American purchasers. 
All this may be unreasoning prejudice— 
probably it is—but one who is rearing 
poultry for sale cannot afford to omit 
the effect of such prejudice from his 

If a man keeps fowls 
simply for his own consumption he can 
afford to rise superior to prejudice, and 
if he finds a dark legged, white skinned 
fowl is the equal of one that is yellow as 
June butter, he can keep the dark 
legged white skinned breed. I have 
done such things myself and was none 
the poorer for the doing. But if when 
I was doing this I had been intending to 
dispose of my stock In the market. I 
would have been as unwise as this pre 
judice may be unreasonable. A practi 
cal poultry raiser has not the time for 
missionary work, to convert people to a 
more sensible view of such matters. He 
who caters to a market must provide 

. what a market demands, The leading

A colt’s education should begin the 
first week of its life. Then its disposi­
tion is formed better than at any other 
time. It is most easily impressed, and 
has not acquired a tendency to resist. 
Whatever is taught then, the colt falls 
direct into, and it becomes, in a manner, 
instinctive. The young animal has no­
thing to unlearn afterwards, if this edn ■ 
cation is begun in time, and is kept np 
constantly. Yonng colts trained for the 
track, are put to work at two years old, 
and ran races ; a sort of work that re­
quires much more difficult management 
than the ordinary work of the road, or 

The farm horse may be 
taught anything the owner wishes be­
fore this age, and may earn its living at 
light work before it is two years old. A 
regular course of gentle and kind 
ing is indispensible. The first lesson is 
the use of the halter and the confine­
ment by it. If it is tied np in a 
email stall near the dam, and let 
loose twice during the day, and all night, 
and taught to be lead, the greater part

education has been accomplished. 
For the whole of this consists in sub 
eervience to its owner's will, which it 
the object and result of education. 
When this has been done, everything 
after comes as a matter of course, if no 
mistakes are made.

It is naturall 
willing to obey, and is pleased to wor 
when it has never been hurt by it. But 
when its education is considered com­
plete, it ehonld not be suspended, for, 
like that of a man, it goes on continn 
ally, some new experience coming np at 
times that calls for the good manage­
ment of the horse’s owner.______

Shortly after the formal„ppening of the 
British House of Commons on Tuesday of 
last week Mr. Gladstone arose and moved 
the discharge of the order of the day, 
which was the consideration of the amend­
ments that had been made by the House 
of Lords to the employer»’ liability bill. 
Mr. Gladstone’s motion was greeted with 
loud cheers by the suppoitsrs of the 
Government. Mr. Gladstone said that he 
deeply regretted to have to make such a 
motion, and that the Government had 
been obliged to make so many similar 
motions, which showed that there was я 
lamentable degree of divergence between 
the two branches of legislation. The 
Government, however, must confront the 
facts before them, acting in conformity 
which what they believed to be the best 
interests of the people and the dignity of 
the position of the House of Commons. 
Substantially the difference between the 
two Bouses on the employers’ liability bill 
was the queaiion of contracting out of the 
provision of the act. There was a good 
maxim that “half a loaf was better than 
no bread.” “If they were dealing with a 
bill in parts which were completely 
separable and there was a question 
whether they could accept a limited bill, 
offering it to the country rather than to 
see the whole of our labors absolutely 
wrecked, the position might be different ; 
but this is not a case of that description. 
In our view the chief amendment made by 
Ahe House of Lords cannot be considered 
apart from the general working of the 
whole frame of the bill."

Mr. Gladstone added ;—“Using a 
strong phrase to make ray meaning clear, 
it tends to poison the working of the bill 
and to seriously compromise the position 
of working people in the face of their 
employers. Therefore I hope this amend­
ment will be rejected by a decisive 
majority.”

At this point Mr. Gladstone was inter­
rupted by cheers from the members on 
the Government benches.

Continuing, Mr. Gladstone said :—“The 
workingmen are directly, almost exclusively 
interested in the bill. What are their 
sentiments concerning the amendment ? The 
Opposition says that the workingmen are 
divided on the subject. The existing re­
lations between some workingmen and the 
trades insurance funds have been used as an 
argument why the contraotiog-out principle 
should bo allowed to vitiate the whole bill. 
These workman have been told, for instance, 
that the great railway companies will stop 
a’together subtc ibing t > the insurance fund 
if contracting out should be prohibited. The 
Government has received assurances from 
the official representatives of every work­
men’s organization that they did not dread 
snch results- Their dominant fear was 
rather that the bill would be nullified by 
allowing contracting out of the act ”

Mr. Gladstone went over the oft-repeated 
arguments on the necessity of maintaining the 
bill in its integrity, and concluded by asking 
the House of Commons not to waste time on 
prolonged redebating of the subject.

A. J. Balfour, the Conservative leader in 
the House, hold that the bill contained many 
valuable reforms quite independent of the 
contracting out clause. If the Government 
believed in these why, he asked, did it 
desire to throw them overboard altogether !

If the Government was going to commit 
infanticide with the bill, Mr. Balfour said, 
he did not mean in any way t« resist it. 
But, he added, do not let the Government 
go afterwards to the country saying what a 
beautiful bill the opposition destroyed. Do 
not let the Government praise the virtues of 
its offspring at the moment of cutting its 
throat. Mr. Gladstone lyd spoken about the 
poisonous taint of the bill. It w*i the taint 
of liberty. If it was poison it was the poison 
of freedom; The fact was the Government 
could not think the bill was spoiled, but the 
Liberal party wanted a bone of contention 
with the House of Lords more than they 
wished to see the position of the working 
men ameliorated. That was the , choice 
before the Liberals, They had chosen. It 
would rest now, not with the House of Com­
mons, bnt with the country, to determine 
whether on their own grounds they had 
chosen wisely: (Cheers. )

Joseph Chamberlain, the Unionist leader, 
said if the House of Commons was decided 
not to receive any amendments at all from 
the House of Lords there would always be 
an opportunity for collision if the Govern­
ment so desired. The policy of the Govern­
ment in the present instance was decidedly 
unsound, Mr. Chamberlain declared he was 
perfectly certain that the people were not 
going to rise in wrath against the upper 
House because it reserved liberty of action 
to 1 per cant, of the workingmen.

The motion made by Mr. Gladstone was 
adopted by 225 to (>.

COMMENT ON THE DEBATE.
The debate developed no surprises nor 

disappointment for any, except those who 
had given undue regard to the statement in 
the Daily Chronicle this morning. If that 
statement, which emanated trom the Radical 
group of the National Liberal Club, had 
been verified, it could safely have been 
predicted that the Cabinet had ies»lved 
upon immediate dissolution of the House of 
Commons, with reform of the House of 
Lords as the sole pivot of the elections. Mr. 
Gladstone’s known strong exceptional bias, 
however, ought to have kept him from the 
suspicion of springing upon the House a 
motion which implied the right of the Com­
mons to ignore the smendments.of the House 
of Lords. Mr. Gladutone followed the usual 
procedure in simply moving that the bill be ■ 
discharged. Every part of the House was 
packed, and the space outside crowded. 
Although experienced members expected no 
departure from the regular procedure of 
business, Liberal interest was stimulated 
by the hope of an oratorical deliverance 
from Mr, Gladstone against the House of 
Lords. The effect of hie short, restrained 
speech, therefore, was rather chilling. Mr. 
Balfour, on the contrary, livened up the 
House, especially when, in touching the real 
core of the question, he accused the Govern­
ment of using the bill as a weapon of attack 
upon the Peers, 7?he Conservatives did not 
take part in the division. Mr. Walter 
McLaren, Radical, said that he would 
divide the House if he could get ж teller 
with him, as he did not think that the whole 
responsibility rested upon the House of 
Lords.

At the Cabinet meeting on Tuesday of 

last week Senator Howlan was appointed 
Lieutenant-Governor of Prince Edward 
Island, to succeed the late Governor Car- 
veil. Mr. How bn was born in Waterford, 
Ireland, May 16,? 1835. He emigrated, 
with his parents te Prince Edward Island 
in 1839. He was educated at the Central 
Academy there ; Vice-Consul for Sweden, 
Denmark and Norway ; Vice-President of 
the Dominion Board of Trade, and a 
Governor of Prince of Wales College. 
He entered the Executive Couucil of 
Prince Edward Island in 1866, and 
remained a member of the Government, 
a part of the time being co-leader, almost 
uninterruptedly up to June 30, 1873. 
He was a delegate to Washington on 
trade matters in 1869, and to Ottawa, 
with Hon. Messrs. Pope and HaviUnd, 
in May, 1873. to set la terms of union 
with Canada, which terms were unani­
mously adopted by both Houses of the 
Legislature. He also sat for Prince (1st 
district) in the Provincial АьветЬІу from 
1862, until June, 1873, when he was 
appointed Collector of Customs at 
Chiiloitydtown, which office he resigned in 
September fo lowing, in order to contest 
Prince for the Commons, for the purpose 
of strengthening the Conservative party, 
but he was defeated by a small majority. 
Ha was in the Provincial Assembly a 
strenuous advocate of the building of the 
Prince Edward Island Railway, and now 
advocates the building of a tunnel beiwetn 
Prince E і ward Island and the mainland. 
He was cailel to the Senate on Prince Ho­
ward LI md entering the Dominion, Oct.

Resigning in 1880, he was 
reappointed Jan. 5. 1881. In 1891 he 
resigned his seat to become a candidate 
for Prince, Prince Ed vard Island, at the 
general elections for the House of Com­
mons. Being defeated he was reappoint­
ed to the Senate in March, 1891.

A Ssasatloaol Arrot.
Defeat of a British Fores-5K

New York,
Wiman, formerly manager of R. G. Dun & 
Co.,# mercantile agency, builder of Staten 
Island rapid transit railroad, and prominent 
advocate of the annexation of Canada to the 
United States, was arrested to-day charged 
with embezzlements and forgeries amounting 
to $220,000, and w**s committed to the 
Tomb* in default of $25,000 bail. The arrest 
was made on a bench warrant issued soon 
after the grand jury handed down two 
indictments charging Wiman with forgery in 
the second degree. Mr. Wiman expressed 
some surprise at his arrest. An effort was 
made by friends to get bail late this after­
noon, without success. Neither did Mr. 
Wiman have couuael when taken to the 
general session by detectives. The complaint 
states : “The firm of R. G. Dun & Co., 
with which defendant Wiman was connected 
during thi period covering the act 
plained of, was formed January 1st, 1889 
Wiman, many v«-ars previous, had business 
relatione with Mr, Dun. Wiman was not a 
partner of Dun in the usual sense. He had 
no right, title or interest in the property and 
goodwill of the business or profits thereof. 
Ic was agreed he should receive oeitain per­
centage of profits, and specially provided he 
should teceive only suoh sum fur salary for 
faithful service rendered- The amount of 
profit should be the basis of determining the 
amount of salary. It was provided in the 
articles of association that he should not 
employ the name of R. G. Duo & Co., 
except in the regular aud proper business 
of the said mercantile agency and should not 
use the name of the said association in 
issuing, такій»', drawing or endorsing notes, 
bills « f exchange, draft other obligations, 
except in endorsements of such paper for 
and on account of the association. He had 
the right to sign the firm checks for firm 
purposes only. All Mr. Wiman’s relations 
to Mr. Dud, who was the коїе owner of the 
bnsinesH, are expressed in these papers. 
Wiman was tho salaried manager for Mr. 
Dun, with such powers as the contract gave 
him, with additional powers tq draw checks.

February 21 —Erastua
* Advices from Bathurst, capital of the 
colony of Gambia, West Africa, state that 
a detachment of sa'lors front the British 
« arships Rileigh and Widgeon, supported 
by the West Indian regfihent, hnded for 
the purpose of attacking a slave raiding 
band under Chief Fodislah. It is report­
ed at Bathurst that the British sailors and 
soldiers were surprised by Fodialah and 
after making a t-tubborn fight to ere com­
pelled to retreat with heavy loss. This 
seems to confirm the somewhat uncertain 
statement* contained in a telegram re­
ceived by the wife of the paymaster of H. 
M. S. Widgeon that the British force on 
the West African coast had met with 
disaster.

The Admiralty office in London has 
received a despatch from Bathurst an­
nouncing the return of an expedition sent 
out to attack Chief Fodielah. Almost at 
tho beginning of the march native carriers 
became unruly and many of them deseit- 
ed at the first opportunity. The ex­
pedition succeeded in capturing two 
stockaded villages from FudbUh and in 
these soldiers and sailors remained over 
night. Next morning it was decided to 
return to the boats. The party had 
scarcely got iu motion when it was 
attacked on all aides by FodUhh’s men. 
In the ensuing fight three officers and 
ten men were killed and fmty-sêven 
wounded.

A- Chicago despatch of last Saturday 
says :—“Judge Brentano to-day denitd 
the motion for a new trial in the case of 
Eugene P. Prendergast, the murderer ot 
Mayor Harrison, and senttnstd the 
prisoner to be hanged on March 23.”

It is officially announced that tho Sultan 
of Morocco has made a я.-v.isfactiuy settle­
ment of tho claim of Spain, which corn- 
prehen Js the establishment of the national 
zone, the punishment of all offenders 
against Spanish authority, and the pay­
ment of an adequate war indemnity.

Tne gondoLs were 
snow covered, the narrow pathways were 
impassable, and great suffering and miseiy 
prevailed among the poor.

Bennett’s efloits that Judge Landry had 
ordered the prisoner discharged on the 
g ound that tho committing of the prison­
er to the goal in the first instance was 
illegtil-*-whereas all that Judge Landry 
hv* decided is “that the said James 
McCoy is illegally confined in the said 
jail,” not that the prisoner had been 
illegally committed to jaih—that was a 
matter not necessary for the purpose of 
miking the order to be decided—and 
Judge Landiy is not liktly to volunteer 
9 ich a decision.

As regards the supposed bringing of the 
matter before the Minister of Justice by 
Mr. Bennett if this means anything more 
than the necessary giving of a forma) 
notice of hi* intention to apply to Judge 
Landry under the 19;h section of the ex­
tradition act—I am satisfied there has 
been nothing of the kind—I did myseif 
bring the matter before the Department 
of Justice at the end of October last 
setting forth the facts, the hardships of 
the case—the supposed poverty of the 
man—and inability to apply in the 
ordinary wayjby Habeas Corpus, and ask 
ing if the department could see any way 
by which the depatt.nenf or the govern­
ment coull order the prisoner’s dischaige 
in this exceptional case.

The Toronto Globe, referring to the 
decision of the Dominion Supreme 
Court in the matter of the Manitoba 
school*, gives the questions aa stated 
in laat week’s Advance and aays

“The chief justice anawered the ques­
tions in the negative. Justices Taschereau 
and Gwynne answered all the negative ex­
cept the third, which they anawered in 
the affirmative, J natures Fournier end 
King answered ell the questions in the 
affirmative except the third, which the^ 
answered in the negative. To all the 
questions, therefore, three of the Judges 
give » negative answer and two an affirma­
tive, although the naya of the majority do 
not coihcide—the naya on clause three 
being the Chief Justice and Justice» Four- 
iner and King, while the nays on the 
other, five qneationa were Chief Justice 
and Justices Taschereau and Gwynue. It 
ia a mutter of some importance that the 
division of the court offiirda no ground for 
the belief that the potential feelings of the 
Judges affected the decision one way or 
the other. There is, on the other hand, 
sufficient ground for the assumption that 
the case has been decided atricily on legal 
interpretations of the Federal and Pro- 
vineia) constitutions. Mr. Justice King's 
agreement with Mr. Justice Fournier and 
Mr. Justice Taaohereau's agreement with 
Mr. Juitfce G wynne are sufficient proof of 
this. We are quite aware that even had 
it been otherwise the neutrality of the 
court would not have been questioned. 
It is nevertheless, satisfactory that such 
a suspicion ia out of thequeetion.

“It would be well if the case could now be 
closed, so far aa the courte and the Federal 
Parliament are concerned. If the Catholics 
of Manitoba are suffering from an injustice 
they are not devoid of recourse. There is 
ж constitutional place for the agitation 
and advocacy of their views, namely, the 
Legislature of Manitoba. They may be 
able to console themselves with the reflec­
tion that in the decision of such a matter 
both contentions could not be .upheld, 
and that if the contention of the friends 
of Separate Schools bed auceeded it ie 
extremely unlikely that the hopes of re­
establishing thq^ohoola would have been 
mnch increased thereby, 
practically authorizing the Dominion 
Goverment to deetroy the rights of the 
Legislature of Manitoba would bare 
made no change in the eiluation of things

cringing of the car who is afraid of being 
kicked. He amuses the local public by 
stating that be was prepared to treat Mr. 
Smith “with the respect due to the office be 
holds, if not to himself.** This, we pre­
sume, refers to Mr* Smith as Warden of 
the Municipality and a councillor for 
Chatham. Everybody who reads the World 
knows how meanly Mr. Stewart wrote of 
Mr. Smith when he discovered that gentle­
man was the unopposed choice of the 
largest parish on tho North Shore, and 
of his unsuccessful efforts to get some 
victim of his hatred to make a contest. 
When Mr. Smith was afterwards unani­
mously made Warden, without 
solicitation whatever oa his part, and Mr. 
Stewart contrasted it with hie own ex­
periences in having to linger about the 
corners and almost camp on the street to 
waylay councillors en route for the Council 
meeting to beg their votes for the position 
of official reporter, he was obliged by the 
logic of events to treat Mr. Smith with 
respect. It is only however, the respect 
which is always commanded under each 
circumstances from sash as he, and is an 
index of his pluck and spirit. Had he 
prefaced his “respect" by apologising for 
his years of effort to defame Mr. Smith, 
we might have a little faith in it. In the 
absence of that we know him for the “same 
old injnn,'* that can never be trusted. In 
the course of his ravings he also says Mr. 
Smith “disgraces the church at whose 
alter he makes a pretence of worshipping." 
This reminds us of Mr. Stewart's freshness 
some ten years ago when be was making 
his semi-weekly personal attacks on Mr. 
Smith. He would go to the chnrch at­
tended by Mr. Smith to see whether his 
assaults on him, in his church connection, 
had not led to his expulsion and he was much 
chagrined to see Mr. Umith pass up the 
aisle as usual. By-and-bye it began to 
dawn upon him that no chnrch would 
pay much attention to the impertinences 
and vulgarisms of one who sneered at the 
whole fabric of Christianity. We under­
stand Mr. Stewart now boasts to his intimates 
of the Hadean Conclave that he is directing 
the subjects on which the sermons in at 
least one church in town are delivered and 
that he does it as a methpysicsl pastime. 
We presume this is about as true as his 
reminiscence of the St. John Telegraph, 
for oar little error in correcting the many 
blunders in which, he has the bad taste 
to refer to Mr. Smith's position in his 
chnrch and the Municipal Council.

Mr. Stewart of the World appeals to be 

again in fall war paint, flourishing his gory 
tomahawk and making the Miramichi ring 
with his choicest and most vituperative 
yells over an error in dates made by Mr. 
Smith of the Advanc* in reference to the 
time of Mr. Stewart’* engagement as night 
editor of the St. John Telegraph, more than 
twenty years ago.

Mr, Stewart, in an article on the death of 
•the late John Livingston, which appeared in 
the World of 14th ult., stated that Mr. 
Livingston bought the Journal and estab­
lished the ‘Telegraph and Journal* in 1871.“ 
And he further said :—

Mr. Livings1 on organized & regular staff, 
and, ins Lead of the paper goiog to press early 
in the evening, the forms were kept open 
till daylight and the paper had the latest 
despatches and the latest local news to be 
got. Mr. J. L. Stewart, who was night 
editor of the paper, rarely left the offi.-e 
before 4 iu the morning.

As the editor of the Advance wai en­
gaged on thy Telegraph and Journal on its 
being eatab'ished in 1869, and be knew that 
Mr. Stewart was neither in St, John nor a 
member of its staff for about two years 
thereafter, we felt that an error of two years 
in the date of founding the paper 
and Mr. btewart's intimation that 
he wa* a member of its editorial staff .when 
he was not ought to be corrected. Writing 
from memory, after a period of more than 
twenty years between us and the events 
referred to, we stated that Mr. Stewart was 
not a member of the Telegraph staff until 
after Mr. Livingston had severed Lis con­
nection with it, and that, consequently, Mr, 
Stewart's account of the wonderful things be 
did when (accor ling to hie own version of it) 
he and Mr. Livingston were running the 
Telegraph must be ap «cryphal. A sample 
statement by Mr. Stewart ef his prowess vn 
the Telegraph was, it will be remembered, 
that Mr. Livingston was one night unab e 
to write an editorial because he had been 
kept from his tdi'.orial duties by the 
requirements of the couutmg room, and 
he went to Mr. Stewart, 4iis great night 
editor, and directed him to write a leader 
on the common council. Mr. Stewart 
continuing the narrative said:

“When Mr. Stewart entered the office the 
next afternoon he found Mr. Livingston 
with the paper in his hand, reading the 
leading article. There have been six 
al-ierman here to-day,‘ he said serenely, 
‘wanting to horsewhip me and six more 
threatening libel suits.* Then, after a 
short pause, he resumed—‘Can't you write 
a leader for to-morrow on the same subject 
and in the same vein?'

We knew the foregoing story to be “made 
of whole cloth,” and the whole World 
article being a tissue of misrepresentations 
—Mr. Stewart changing the date of the 
paper’s founding from 1869 to 1871 to make 
it correspond with the year on which he 
was first employed on it, representing 
himself as being assigned the position of 
night editor when Mr. Living*ton Organised 
the paper’s staff, and inventing the absurdity 
that six aldermen had appeared to thrash 
Mr. Livingston and six more had threatened 
libel suits over an article within Mr. Smith's 
department and which must, in the ordinary 
course of the office work, have, if written at 
all been written by Mr. Smith caused the 
latter, in referring to it in last week's 
Advance to puncture it. We had, a week 
before the Advance article appeared —and 
knowing that one's memory of events 
antecedent by more than twenty years conld 
not always be relied upon—written to a 
gentleman whom we believed to be in a 
position to furnish correct data for the exact 
date on which the Telegraph aud Journal was 
established in 1869, the date on which Mr. 
Stewart was first engaged on it and the date 
on which Mr. Livingston ceased to be its 
proprietor, as well as the date on which he 
left the Tribune and Mr. Stewart became 
that paper's editor, with the result that it 
ceased to exist in about three months there­
after. The information was not forth coming, 
so we wrote entirely from memory. The 
reckless statements of Mr. Stewart, in which 
be took occasion to beglorify himself over 
the corpse of the late Mr. Livingston perhap* 
justified oür trusting to memory. Iu doing 
eo we made an error of a few months in 
fixing the date of Mr. Stewart's-first engage­

A cupful of this liquid in a couple 
of gallons of water will, with very tittle 
labor, clean laces and all fine fabrics that 
need to be cleansed without much rubbing

It is excellent tor washing silk nnderwta. 
and hose, chamois skins that are need for 
cleaning windows or other purposes ; also 
chamois veste may be renovated in the same 
way. To clean paint and remove spots from 
carpets this compound is invaluable. A few 
spoonfuls in the dish water prevent the 
stickiness and grease that are the bane of the 
diet washer’s existence. A small quantity 
tnrown into water in which glass is washed 
greatly assists in brightening and polishing 
the glassware.

As a remover of bad odors ammonia is 
specially efficacious, and should be in the 
kitchen cupboard of every family. It is

given a good deal of time to the study of 
astronomy, delivered a most interesting 
lect

Sc, Luke’s church, the chair being occupied 
by Mr. R. В Bennett. After some intro­
ductory remarks the lecturer described those 
motions of the heavenly bodies which might 
be followed by any pains-taking observer— 
what portion of the stars for our latitude rise 
in the east and set ш the west, aud what 
portion of them never set at alL Also tne 
motions of a planet whose orbit is inside tbe 
e .rib's orbit aud the motions of a ptauet 
whose orbit is exterior to the earth's Tne 
motions of the sun, moon and planées being,
