The Hanlan-Ross Race. e

The single scull championship race be-
tween Edward Hanlan of Toronto and
Wallace Ross of St. John came off on
Wednesday afternoon, 18th inst., on the
St. Lawrence, at Ogdensburg, N. Y. The
Toronto Globe’s account of the race is as
follows,—

The referee’s boat remained at the
wharf till about six o’clock, when, the
wind having moderated, she went over to
Ross’ headquarters, and Ross was notified
to get his shell over to the starting place
in readiness to start if a start should be
possible.  Returning, a like notification
was given to Hanlan. Both scullers were
at the line promptly and without further
delay. They were ordered to prepare for
the word. Both men looked in capital
condition. Hanlan was, as usual, cool
and happy.looking, while Koss wore his
ordinary determined expression, At ex-
actly one minute to 7 o’clack the start
was made. Hanlan had lost the toss, and
oss took the outside course, in which
there could have been no advantage. The
water was still lumpy, but was quite
smooth enough to permit the oarsmen to
proceed without much hindrance from
that source.

- Hanlan caught the water first, and left
his opponent quite half a length at his
stake. 'There was a crowd of row boats
lining the course for a couple of hundred
yards from the start, and there wasa
scurry to get out of the way of the oars-
men. For the first 200 yards Hanlan was
pulling 32 strokes to the minute, and in
that distance put a length between him-
self and Ross, although the latter was
dipping his oars 40 times to the minute,
Both men were rowing long, cleah, even
strokes, and there were many on the re-
feree’s boat who expressed a belief that the
race was going to bea very close one.
This, indeed, looked somewhat, probable,
for at the quarter flag Hanlan certainly
had not widened the gap between them.
Ross even seemed to have decreased it a
trifle. They made the quarter mile in 1
; minute 40 seconds, and both men going,
at great speed, roving the same relative
number of strokes to the minutes as at the
start. They passed the half-mile flag, [
with Hanlan no forther in the van, in 3 :15.
They were rowing in close company, and
in a direct line for the turning buoy.
Just opposite the Marine Railway Ross
fell behind a little, having dropped down
to 36 strokes to the minute. Hanlan
passed the mile flag probably three
| lengths ahead in 7 mins. 7 secs. This
| was great time, allowing for head wind,
4‘ current, and lumpy water. When pass-
{ ing the Marine Railway wharf the crowd
then upon the'shore cheered lustily and
the steamers set up a hideous screeching
with their Zwhistles. Hanlan had been
rowing all this time at 36 strokes, but
now he lowered his strokes to 32, and
shaped his course into the shore of: the
little bay that runs in there in order to

tors, only once transgresvmgxthe rule, and
that was when he was cheefed from the
Cygnet, from the deck of * which Mrs,
Hanlan and her friends witnessed the race.
He seemed to be desirous of seeing jugt
how much he could beat the often-landed
New Brunswicker, and to show the world
that when he refused to. start in the
regattas on the Thames and at Toronto
against Ross, that it was through no fear
of being over-matched. When Ross
reached the three-mile flag he had long
given up the hope of winning, but still he
kept on, although he was now beginning
to show more clearly the weakening
result of his nard work. Hanlan reached
the finish in 27 minutes 573 seconds, just
a trifle short of a quarter of a mile ahead.
He was greeted with the wildest cheers
from the thousands of people on the boats,
grand stands, and banks of the river, and
the steamboats, as if by preconcerted
action, set up the most unearthly scream-
ing. Hanlan responded by waving his
hat to the crowd.
THE RECORD.

Ross finished in 28 minutes 45 seconds.
It will be observed that in this race the
champion has lowered the record for four
miles, which previously stood at 28 min-
utes 2 seconda,

A glance at the time analyses is inter-
esting. Hanlan made the first 2 iniles in
14 minutes 12} seconds, and the second 2
in 13 minutes 45 seconds, or very nearly~
half » minute Letter. Of course retu
ing he had the advantage of wm(f\and
what he thought to be a two-mile current,
but against this must be placed a slacken.
ing of speed from spent power, and also
the fact that he was not at all pushed to
get home. Al this goes to show that the
champion could probably do four miles, as
he told them he could, in much ' better
than 27 minutes. When the race was
over the men came up to the referee’s
boat, and after the usnal formalities Han-
lan was declared the winner. The men
then shook hands amid tumultuous cheer-
ing. On his way to the boathouse Hanlan
received an ovation from the crowd.
Ross went to his house at Prescott but
returned here later in the evening, when
both of them have been serenaded and
otherwise treated in the most enthasiastic
manner. Too much praise cannot be
bestowed on Mr. Eustis the referee. His
work was done to the satisfaction of every
one. Me received a hearty three times
three from the press party, and carmes
with bim the best feelings of everyone
with whom he had to deal.

NOTES.

Hanlan was introduced to a large crowd
in front of his head-quarters by the referee.
He made a brief speech saying that he
had rowed to win and did the best he
could, as he had always done, and felt
proud of having made the best four-mile
time on record. ’

The race was an easy victory for Han-
lan. :

_The pools averaged four to ome on
Hahlan throtighout the day.

The ' race was admirably managed
4hroughout, and the crowd, which was
half Canadians, behaved excellently.

The stakes in to-day’s race were, $1,000
a side, and a purse of $2,000 to the winner
presented by the resid of Ogd, g
and Prescott.

AT THE BUOYS,

Ross rowed a straight course, but re-
duced his exertions after the first mile to
34 strokes to the minute. The men were
now so evidently separated that it was
difficult to tell how they were going.
When Hanlan pulled over from the shore
to turn his buoy, however, and they came
into line, it was seen that Hanlan’s in-
ward excursion had increaseq his lead to
fully a hundred yards. Hadlan reached
his turning buoy in exactly 14 mins. 12}
secs., and Ross got to his in 14 mins. and
51 secs. The champion’s facility in turn-
ing was again exemplified. It took him
only 7 seconds to get on the homeward
track, while his big opponent required 24
seconds to do the same act. This ad-
vantage in itself was almost enough had
the race been a close one to have decided
it in Hanlan’s favour. Hanlan stopped
a couple of times for two or three strokes

buoy, and the exclamation of the
spectators was, ‘“He is at his old tricks
again.” This was not true, however, as
will be seen. So far the champion had
been rowing in magnificent form, his long,
sweeping strokes cutting the water as
clean and prettily as possible. Bat al-
most as much can also be said of Ross,
and if he had been rowing against a less
doughty opponent his style and execution
would havecome in for londestof the praise
fromrall hands. Ifancy, indeed, that
had he been leading some othét>oarsman
in the race by as great u length as-Hanlan
wae leading him to-night, you would have
heard thathe was the only oarsman in
the world fit to tackle the champion, and
would have been eager to see a match be-
tween them.
THE FAMILIAR PROCESSION,

Starting on the return trip both were
pulling 32 strokes to the minute, but
Hanlan’s were more effective. The mel-
ancholy procession so often witnessed in
the great sculler’s career had begun, and
the gap was widening at every stroke.
When Hanlan allowed Ross a victory at
Providence by taking a stitch in his side
the men were in about the same relative
positions at a mile as they were to-day
at the same distance, a circumstance
which may be significant. In a former
despatch I mentioned that Hanlan had
told me that when Ross fell "out of his
ovoat on the Kennebeccasis, he would
have beaten him as badly, if the accident
had not happened, as he did in the first
race on Toronto Bay. There were many
who were not prepared to take that state-
ment as one of probable fact but the re-
sult of to-day’s race would seem to verify
the correctness of the champion’s opinion
of his own capabilities. Everybody ex-
pected a close race to-day-and they have
been most signally disappointed. When
Haulan reached the three'mile flag in 20
minutes 29 seconds he wasa furlong and
a half in the van, going with the current
at tremendoys speed, and no apparent
diminishing in power. Ros§ was working

THE FINISH.

“Well, now, said Courtuney, ‘‘you’d
better not get excited till after your race
to-day.”

“I'll bet you five thousand dollars to

ur,” said Hanlan, ““that I can beat any
Courtney that ever was made. You dare
not row. You cut boats, and poieon tea,
and set wires, you do.”

Courtney replied, ‘‘Say Ned, how
much did you pay to have my boat cut ?’,

Hanlan retorted, ‘If yon say I cat
your boat you are aliar,” and as he
spoke he jumped up and emphasized his
remarks by pounding the table with his
fist,

Courtney replied, ‘I think your money
did it ; I believe you had my boat cat at
Chatauqua.” -

Hanlan said, ‘“You dan’t prove it.”

““Yes,” said Courtney, ‘‘there’s just the
trouble ; you took good care to have my
boat cut in such a way I could not prove
it on anybody else.

Your combination never will work again,
and I tell you here and now, I never
have said one word against you before,
but when you make such an uamanly
exhibition of yourself I have only to say
that your time of trouble is not far
away, and I will be there when it hap-
pens.”

Hanlan retorted hotly and the contro-
versy ‘went on for some time longer. A
large’ crowd was attracted by the loud
talk. Hanlan made a formal protest to
the committee against Courtney having
anything to do with the race. He said
Courtney was a fellow no gentleman
wanted to associate with—that he was a

The Miramichi Valley Rallway.

The interest manifested by the
people. of Northumberland in the
Miramichi Valley Railway is greater
at the present time than ever before,
Indeed, the subject seems to occupy
the mind of the local public more
tully eyery day asits different aspects
are presented, and the knowledge
that the making or marring of the
undertaking hangs on the develop-
ments of a period which will reach
its most important stage next week,
emphasises the magnitude of the
question, The facts that the gentle-
men named as corporators in the
Northern and Western Railway Act
are divided, and that each party
has advertised a first meeting for
‘organization on the same day and at
the same hour—the one in Frederic-
ton and the other at Newcastle—are
calculated to puzzle those who are
not familiar with the inmer history
of the matter and to increase the
general desire for information. . We
gave such leading facts bearing on
the question as the time at our dis-
posal last week would allow, and
were somewhat surprised that neither
of the other local papers thought it
worth while to inform their readers
on a subje¢t in which so many of
them were deeply interested. It was
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000 | to be expected that these papers

would offer some explanation of or
comment upon the singular course
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proposed meebi’ng in Newcastle
thought proper~to take—why they,
who-had formed a boyus Railway
company for years, and stood in the
way of practical railway men of
capital and enterprise, should, on the
very day after the latter advertised a
call for a meeting under the Act,
cause a similar call to be published.
It is no wonder that people should

.enquire what it meant, and the

silence of the organs of the ¢ Mira-
michi Valley Railway Company "—
the myth which had so long been
looked upon as a reality by an inter-
ested, but deluded public—could only
be accounted for by the fact that
their position will not l#r the light
of discussion and that their action is
but- a desperate attempt to secure
a Jegal right to delay and defeat the
work as they have done by illegal
assumptions for the last seven or
eight.years. Some of the few gentle-
men who have been led to enter into
this new combination to prevent the
immediate cemmencement of the
Valley ‘Railway, would not, we are
sure, lend themselves to such work
if they understood the real object of
their crafty and gelfish associates, and
we hope they will recede from the
false position in which they are placed
before they are made to become par-
ties to the defeat of the undertaking,
the success of which all but a few of
them have at heart.

What is the situation at the pres-
ent time +—one that presents, on the
one hand, an abselute certainty of the
work of construction on the Valley
Railway being commenced at once at
the Intercolonial and carried forward
without delay as far as the subsidies
provided for will admit of, and, on
the other ham’ delay that will en-
able some other road to secure the
Provincial subsidy yet available, and
unpatriotic' obstruction which may
prevent the work receiving the bene-
fit of the Dominion subsidy secured
forit in May last. It is possible
that the parties who stepped in after
they knew a bona fide company had
been provisionally formed and had
advertised a legal meeting, may not
be able to accomplish the undesirable
results they are really working
for, but they are taking upon them-
selves a responsibility in that direc-
tion and incurring a risk which far-
seeing men would hesitate to.expose
themselves to, and which cannot but
lead to disappointment for themselves,
delay, if not defeat, of the Railway,
and the working of an irreparable
wrong upon the people of two coun-
ties.

On the one hand there is a pro-
visional Company composed of men
with the necessary capital and expe-
rience who are ready to proceed with
the work as soon as they are formed
under the Act. These gentlemen
have been, all along, misled by the
fact that certain gentler;nen in New-
castle have been severally represent-
ing themselves as. President, Secre-
tary, Solicitor, ete., of the Northern
and Western Railway Company, and,
as such, not only doing, practically,
nothing to secure the construction of
the road contemplated in the Act,
but persistently standing in the way
of those who were desirous of under-
taking it. The bona fide Railway
men have seen this President, Sec-
retary and alleged company allow the
subsidy of $5,000 a mile provided in
the Act of 1874 to be within their
reach, while they had neither the
ability to secure it for themselves nor
the patriotism to step aside and let
others, the real friends of the work,
have it. They hgve seen these same
men, when the subsidy offered was,
in 1882, reduced to $3,000 a mile,
content themselves with securing
such a change in the Act as they
thought would discourage any prac-
tical railway man from putting his
money in the road. They further
saw, after assisting to secure a Domi-
nion subsidy, that no practical at-
tempt was being made by this
bogus company to go on with
the undertaking and that all the pro-

vincial subsidy but sufficient to cover

seventy miles under the Act was
secured by other companies, so they
took steps to secure this remnant be-
fore it too had gone beyond recovery,
and in the hope that those who had
50 long played like children with the
matter would retire, they subscribed
some $200,000 bona fide stock, paid
up the $20,000 and advertised their
first meeting as required by the
Northern and Western Railway Act.

On the other hand, we have these
gentlemen, who have, for seven or
eight years, been playing at « Valley
Railway Company” and doing nothing
but obstructing the work, suddenly
crying out “me too” and also, the
day after, advertising'a call for a first
meeting of the company they had
professed to be President and Direc-
tors, ete., of for years. They do not
state in their advertisement that they
have paid up the money required by
the Act, while it is known that they
had not any money so paid up on the
day the call of their meeting is dated.
There is no such person known in
Northumberland as one of the cor-
porators whose name appearsin their
advertisement, and the whole thing
bears evidence of haste and reckless-
less—a haste equal to that with
which they eight years ago placed
themselvis in the way of the present
bona fide promoters of the Valley
Railway and a recklessness equal
to that with which they have,
ever since, maintained their pre-
tensions and carried out their ob-
structive policy.

The time has arrived when the
people of the Miramichi may be asked
to seriously consider this important
question as it now stands. Let them,
in view of the facts, watch the tactics
of those who are fighting so hard to
maintain themselves as principals in
an organization that has been per-
mitted, far too long, to defeat the
construction of the Valley Railway.
And should these men persist in the
course they are pursuing, let them be
known as those who have done their
best to prevent the present bright
prospects of this important under-
taking from being realised and who,
because they were unable to go on
with it, did all they could to prevent

others, who were both able and will-
ing, from doing so.

The question ot route appears to
have always been the one on which
the Newcastle combination have de-
pended to- excuse the practical in-
action which has characterised their
history as an alleged company. For
some reasen, which no practical rail-
way builder has yet been able to un-
derstand,they have persistently ignor-
ed the short route and pretended that
the longer and more difficult one only
should be - considered, The York
and Northummberland promoters of
the undertaking, on the other hand,
recognise the necessity of accommo-
dating all the up-river parishes to the
fullest extent practicable, and their
line will be the most direct one to be
found—after leaving the Nashwaak
Valley—to * Boiestown, thence to
Doaktown, where it will cross the
Miramichi, running down the North
side thereof to a point near or below
Doctor’s Island, at the junction of
Bartholomew river with the main
Southwest. Here it will again cross
the Southwest, and running down its
south side finally. connect with the
Intercolonial at Chatham Junction.

The reasons why this route has
always been looked upon as the one
by which the road must be built ave,
brieﬂy, stated, three,—Ist, it is the
shortest route to both Newcastle and
Chatham ; 2nd, it is the route by
which construction will be easiest
and alone practicable; 3rd, it is the
only one by which an independent
line can be built from Fredericton to

either of the towns on the Miramichi.

These gentlemen who are .taking
steps to further postpone the com-
mencement of the work do not, and
never did, pretend that they were in
a position to make Newcastle the
terminus. At the same time, they
saw the advantages of the shorter
line, by the route we have indicated,
and having one of their number in
the Government of the Province
actually secured such a change in the
Subsidy Act. as they thought would
prevent it from ever being under-
taken. They virtually said, “We
know we have failed to get any capi-
talist to join us in building the road
by any' other than the short and
independent route;and that we cannot
bring it to Newecastle,” but we are
determined that it shall not run to
Chatham, though we take steps by
legislation and standing in the way
with our bogus company, to prevent
it.”. A part of the working out of
this determination is the proposition
to make Wilson’s Point the terminus.
These gentlemen admit that the
freight and passengers upon which
the road will depend will mainly
pass from or to the two towns, but
because they cannot run on the road’s
own rails to Newecastle they say that
they will not do so to Chatham, but
they will run to Wilson’s Point,which
is at the junction of the Northwest
and Southwest rivers and from which
Newcastle can be reached only by
running some three miles, and Chat-
ham, eight miles by water. Bat,”
say these gentlemen, “ we can run
by rail to Newcastle by the Inter-
colonial four miles and to Chatham
by Intercolonial and Chatham Branch
eleven miles. If perpetual running |
rights over the Intercolomal could b,
secured at fixed and reasonable rates
this proposition would remove all objec- !
tions save thuse arising out of extrs |
cost of construction and the lengthening |

of the road, but such rights cannot be
obtaifed and unless the traffic of the

road can be run to one or the other of
the towns over its own rails, it will
always be in the power of the Interco-
lonial managemen tto force the Valley
trafic to go to the water terminus at
Wilsoa’s Point, by imposing such rates,
for the privilege of using their rails and '
bridges, as would handicap any advan- !
tages which the Valley road might pos-
sess v '
These gentlemen profess not to |
see the importance of independent rail |
communication with one town or the |
other, and they appeal to local preju- |
dices and resort to all kinds of mis- |
representation to sustain them in
their selish and do-nothing policy.
They know it will cost $10,000
amile to build and equip tHe road by
the route they propose- and that they
have not the means to supply the differ-
ence between the available subsidies
and the full amount required. They

funds needed. In fact they only know
that there is a chance to further delay
the work. On the other hand they
know that capitalists are all ready to
step in and build the road by the short-
er route—a route that will serve all tlle
requirements of local traffic and is pre-
cisely the same as that favored by them,
with exception of the short piece be.
tween Bartholomew River and the In-
tercolonial, but as that will not afford
employment for a steamer and will ac-
cdmmodate Chatham they will do what
they have always done—obstruct the
work.

Since the above was written the
Advocate has come to hand with an
article on the Railway question. It
says,— .

“‘Owing to the small subsidy provided for
Provincial railways by Act of Legislature,
actual construction has not yet been entered
upon, nor was there a prospect of the en-
prise reaching this stage until aid for at
least a portion of the road was guaranteed
by the Dominion Government, through the
intervention of the Hon. P. Mitchell, and
others interested in the work. Now that
the necessary assistance has been secured
to warrant the commencement of active
operations at an early day, it does seem
unfortunste that & spirit of jealousy pre-
vails in the towns of Chatham and New-
castle, by which the supporters of the
enterprise ‘are divided into coutending
factions, who strive for the mastery as if
the future welfare of these places depended
upon their efforts to secture the terminus
on their respective sides of the river.”

The idea that Messrs. Gibson and
Pickard and their associate capitalists
are jealous of Newcastle, to which .not
even the residents of that-town ever
claimed the road counld be built, is
absurd. If there is any jealousy itis
on the part of those who, knowing the
terminus cannot be in Newcastle, de-
clare—dog-in-the-manger-like —that it
shall not be in Chatham.

In February, 1875, when Mr. Gib-
son wanted to build the road and M.
Call was made President of the bogus
"Valley Railway Company at Newcastle
for the pvrpose of preventing him—the
year that Mr. Call presented his protest
against the Government .contracting
‘“‘with any other company” to build the
road—the subsidy available was §5,000
a mile, or over $5600,000 in -all. That
subsidy was available up to 1882, when
Mr. Adams and others reduced it to
$3,000 a mile and cut Chatham out of
the Act by legislation. What is the
position now f There are only seventy
miles of railway left under the Act of
1882, for which the $3,000 a mile is
provided—other companies = having
stepped in and taken up the remainder
for the other roads named in the Act.
This is due altogether to the inaction of
the Newcastle parties. Then, there is
the $3,200 a mile for 32 miles, under
the Dominion subsidy Act. This makes
available for the Valley road‘$210,000
from the Local and $102,000 from the
Dominion Governmert. The Advocate
now tells us that this bogus compavry,
which could not build the road because
the subsidy of $500,008 was insufticient,
wak encouraged to go on: when it dis-
covered that it could get only $312,000!
Could anything be more absurd and
childish—more of a piece with the
workings of these gentlemen for the
last eight years ?

The Advocate says, also, that if the
road is built as proposed by Messrs.
Gibson, Pickard, Muirhead and their
associates ‘‘a district extending some-
thing over one hundred miles,” will be
Jeft “isolated to 4 considerable extent,
communication having to be maintained
in the old-fashioned way.” This is an-
other specimen of the bogus company’s
misrepresentation and  insincerity.
From Bartholomew River all along the
Valley and to Fredericton, the road
will be built over precisely the route
which Messrs. Call, Swim and “John
Miller”—whoever he may be—pretend
they are going to build it. The only
difference will be in the 17 miles between
Bartholomew River and the Intercolo-
nial. :

The Advocate puts words into

Then,there are the fine settlements
along your side of the river, and in ad-
dition the fact that the greatest amount of
lumbering is doue on that side, which
means large quantities of supplies being
shipped by the railway. It is also said
that the ;\{essrs. Fairley & Wilson will
send their deals to  the nearest shipping
poiut by this road, which will also add
considerably to the revenue of the line.
Thé route on your side of the river is un-
questionably the best,and should be adop-
ted.” These are candid and manly
words.

It would be more * candid and man-
ly” for the Advocate and its ¢ Nelson
man” to recognise the fact that Messrs.

Besides,
Mr. Call, President of the bogus com-
pany, who has been running a steamer
for years to within four miles of where
the bona fide company propose to cross
the Miramichi—viz., at Messrs. Fairley
& Wilson’s—has always claimed the
traflic did not pay and received thou-
sands of dollars as subsidy to make up
the deficiency. This is pretty good
evidence that the Advocate’s *‘local
traffic” argument is a hollow one,

and, subsequently as one of his em-
ployees when he became proprictor of
the same paper, the writer was so inti-
mately acquainted. No man in MRr.
ELDER’S position, as far as we knew hin,
as journalist or politician, ever spoke or
acted more from conscientious or pa-
He was often misun-
derstood, and his judgment may, at
times, have been at fault; his simplicity
and kindliness of heart, as a man, may
have, at times, left weak spots for de-
signing friends, in the armor of the
politician, but he ever strove to be
right and to do right. If he had a
fault as a party leader it was that he
would sometimes refrain from hitting
his opponents hard when he was able
and it was necessary to do so, and
that he was too slow in detecting the
tactics of concealed party enemies
when they were personal friends.

As a journalist, a leader of our public
men and in the business and social life
of the Province he occupied a place
which it will be difficult to fill, now that
heis gone. He wore himself out in
the service of his adopted country, and
deserves a high place of honor among
the most illustrions of those whose
memory is cherished as her greatest
benefactors.

No words of ours can lighten the
sense of sorrow which the irreparable
loss they have sustained must bring to
the bereaved family. We know it
must be greater than those who under-
stood Mr. Elder’s life and work less
than we do can realise. - If sincere
sympathy engendered by a feeling that
their loss—not theirs alone, but that of
thousands—leads those at a distance to
mourn with and for them, can, in any
way, alleviate the grief of the hour,they
have the assurance of that sympat hy.

Hon. William Elder, A. M., L. L. D.,
Provincial Secretary of the Province of
New Brunswick, and editor and proprietor
of the Daily Telegraph, died suddenly, at
his residence in this city, last night at
half-past ten o’clock. Mr. Elder had been
at his office nearly all day, and was ap-
parently in good health and in unusually
good spirits. He left the office to go
home at his vsunal hour in the evening, in-
tending to return later on, as was his cus-
tom. Shortly before ten o’clock he spoke
of going out, but was persnaded by his
family to remain at home. He according-
ly sent a note to the office stating that he
was not very well and did not think he
would be able to come down town. He
also gave a few short directions as to mat-
ters he wished treated of. Shortly after
he had wtitten this note, he lay down and
complained of a slight pain in his chest
and head. Inafew minutes Mrs. Elder
heard him breathing heavily and on going
to hig side found he was dying. The
death struggle was short and apparently
not painful.

Mr. Elder was born at Malin, in the
County of Donegal,Ireland, July 22, 1822.
He was educated at Belfast College, and
afterwards attended the universities of
Edinburgh and Glisgow and the New
College at Edinburgh, and very gueatly
distinguished himself at all these institu.
tions. He studied theology and was for
some time a minister of the Presbyterian
Church. The first years of his life in
New Brunswick were spent in Missionary
labors, but in 1854 he was called to the
pastorate of the Presbyterian Church at
St. Stephen, the duties of which he dis-
charged for nine years. Mr. Elder’s taste
led him intb the field of journalism. In
1856 he founded the Colonial Presbyterian,
which in 1869 was merged inte the Pres-
byterian Advocate. In 1865 he began the
publication of the Morning Journal, a
tri-weekly newspaper, which was very

ful and p d a great deal of
influence.  During the Confederation
campaign many of the best articles writ-
ten upon that important question, appear-
ed in the columns of the Journal and were
from Mr. Elder’s powerful pen, In 1869
the Journal was amalgamated with the
Telegraph, and a daily paper, called the
8t. John Telegraph and Morning Journal,
was issued, of which Mr, Elder was editor
and John Livingston was proprietor. In
1871 he purchased the business, and after-
wards changed the name of the paper to
the Daily Telegraph, of which he contin-
ued until his death, editor and proprietor.

In 1872, Mr. Elder was an unsuccessful
candidate for the House of Commons. He
was first elected to the Assembly in 1875,
to fill a vacancy caused by the death of
Mr. Coram. On the resignation of the
Hanington Government, he was called to
the office of Provincial Secretary, and was
subsequently appointed President of the
Board of Agriculture.

The suddenness eof the calamity, which
has removed him from our midst, pre-
clades the possibility of such a review of
his life and character as they demand, and
as is prompted by affection and esteem.
To say that he was identified with all
public questions during the last twenty
years is to state what everyonme knows
already. Reference has above been made
to his services in the Confederation cam-
paign. These, great as they were, were
inferior to those rendered by him during
the discussion of the Free School law, to
the enactment and perpetuation of which
he probably contributed more than any
other single individual. In all measures
looking to the advancement of the intel-
lectual, social or industrial interests of the
country he took a deep interest, and
labored with all his power to promote
what seemed ta him to be right.

In the Legislature he possessed great
weight, his discriminating mind, vast fund
of information, and polished, graceful
oratory, gained him the foremost position.
He was one of the few public speakers
whose remarks, taken down verbatim,
were fit for publication without correction.
Both as a speaker and writer, he displayed
a great regard for the feelings of others,

especially as a stopper is put on it at

and generally forebore to use the powerfa]

take rest by.and-bye Alas! the rest
came only too seon, and too suddenly.
He was stricken down in the midst of
usefulness. To the great project of a
Centennial Exhibition he had devoted his
best energies, and he had every reason to
believe they would have been crowned
with success. His death is a public loss,
He filied a large place in the pnblic life of
St. John, and indeed of Canada. 2

Mr. Elder greatily enjoyed the social
and family circle, and was nowhere more
at home. His list of friends was limited
only by the number of his acquaintances.
His name was a household word in New
Brunswick, and his death will be lament-
ed by thousands who have never known
him personally, while hundreds, who
have enjoyed the pleasure of his friend-
ship, will add their tears to those of his
grief-stricken family.

Mr. Elder’s death was a great shock to
the community. We had no.more active
citizen, As a writer, a politician, a public
spirited citizen, a member of the Goverp-
ment, he was never idle. Constantly be-
fore the community for many years, he had
within the past few months, in connection
with the Centennial and the Exnibition,
come to occupy what might almost be des.
cribed as the foremost place. He shrank
from no work, and he faced every duty so
cheerfully and so pleasantly that only
those who were intimate with him could
know that he ever grew weary. But there
can be little doubt that, to a man of sixty
years, his work told severely en him,—
Such severe work would tell on any man.
In the labor he performed there was much
to sweeten toil, but, still,the strain on his
physical*system must have been intense.
In a small community (like ours, with all
the ambition of a much larger one, and
with a comparatively small number of men
willing'to undertake public work of various
kinds, there is. incessant toil for all who
are willing to to take up the burden. Per-
haps the boldest man would shrink in af-
fright if he were suddenly asked to plunge
from comparative idleness into the work
Mr. Elder was carrying on—in his news-
paper, in the Legislature, in the Govern-
ment, in connection with various city and
Provincial institutions, added to which is
the absolute necessity to an editor to keep
up acquaintance with all that is doing in
the world. But that work closes in
aronnd a man gradually, holding him fast
in its fetters, and it is only when he stops
to survey it all that he fully realizes what
a elave he is to toil. The editorial protes-
sion is one which enlarges a man’s human
sympathies and human associations. He
sees vast numbers of men everywhere, in
nations, in communities, in organizations,
in groups, struggling for this reform or
for that improvement, working for the
suppression of evil, or striving for the
amelioration of their race. His feelings,
his sympathies, his hopes, go out to these,
‘and if brought into personal contact with
them there is great likelihood that he will
soon be absorbed into the active work.

It is, perhaps, not too much to say that
Mr. Elder was our foremost citizen.
Other men occupy higher offices in the
Government of Canada or in the Canadian
Legislatare, but in Provincial affairs,
through his newspapers, and hy his
active interest in all that was for the
welfare of the city and-Province ; by his
active efforts to promote everything con-
nected with the higher life of the people,
by his close attention to all those move-
ments which affect the individual as well
as the general interest, he was constant-
ly occapied. It seems, now that he is
dead, as if he had lived very close to
everybody.

Few men in our city or Province would
be more generally missed, as his life-long
career had made his name familiar in

prominent member of the Local Govern-
ment, and the leading orator of the House
of Assembly, it was as editor of the 7'ele-
graph he was best known, as through its
columns he had for a long term of years
dealt, with marked ability, with every
measure bearing upon the welfare of his
adopted country. A strong friend of his
party, he brought to its aid abilities of
high order, developed and ripened by
thorough academic training ; but though
fearing no foe in the political arena, he
more naturally inclined to literary pur.
suits and always dwelt with fondness up-
on the classical associations of his college
days. In public life he had no enemies,
even his strongest opponents can be con-
scious of no shade of personal bitterness
to him who has been so suddenly and ter-
ribly stricken down, and were every one
for whom in private life he had done some
loving service to drop a blossom on his
casket, he would sleep, to-night, beneath
a wilderness of flowers.

Mr. Elder was known to the New
Brunswick people in a three-fold capacity
—as a clergymar, as an active politician
and as a journalist. As a clergyman he
occupied respectable rank. Not a pulpit
orator, he was yet a thoughtful, instruct-
ive preacher, careful in his preparations.
Of his political career this does not seem
the time to speak at length. He had
worked his way to the position of Provin-
cial Secretary, and seemed to be doing
well therein. He appeared to advantage
in removing the deadlock in, Exhibition
matters caused by the heedless action of
the Board of Agriculture. He was a
clear and forcible speaker on all matters
to which he had giveun attention.

But he was most distinguished as a jour
nalist. As such he unquestionably took
high rank, and was well and widely
known. He brought to his task well
trained powers of a high order. He was
an able and estimable man, and St. John
will miss him much. He will long be
kindly remembered by a large circle of
friends.

A Mistake about Hanlan's Lead.

The unanimity with which the major-
ity of people join in deprecating a beat-
en oarsman is quite the opposite of the
sympathy always claimed for ‘‘the un-
der dug in the fight.” We have seen a
good many aquatic contests and learned
that the leading oarsman is, almost in-
variably credited with perhaps twice the
advantage in distance he has actually
won by, and the recent Hanlan-Ross
race at Ogdensburg is no exception to
the rule. The press accounts agree gen-
erally in the statement that Hanlan
won by a lead of about a quarter of a

mile, but unfortunately for those who
have made this estimate of distance

This is of course l
reliable, and it shows that the four '
miles were made by Hanlan in 27 min. |
57} sec. and by Ross in 28 min. 45 sec., |
or a difference of just 47} seconds.
Now this time shows that Ross made,on |
an average, each mile of the four rowed
fo 7 min. 10} s¢c. Everyoue knows |
that any defeated oarsman Ydoes not |
row at the finish nearly so fast as his
average time for a whole race,but grant- |
ing, for argument sake, that Ross did 1
row the finish at the average speed he !
made throughout the racc and the time |
record shows that he was just 194 yds f
and 1 foot behind Hanlan. But a quar-
ter of a mile is just 440 yards, so that,
instead of Hanlan being a quarter of a
mile ahead of Ross he could not have
been even one-tenth of amile. Indeed,
tfﬁ.ﬁng"into account the fact: that the
oarsmen went slower and slower as each
was fatigued by the continued exertion
necessary fo the struggle, it is probable
that Hanlan was not more than 160 yds. |
ahead of Ross at the finish, or a little
more than a twelfth of a mile. While
there can be no doubt of Hanlan’s great
superiority as anoarsman, we ougit
not to shut our eyes to the fact that
his advantage over Ross on Thursday
last has been exaggerated by the press
in the proportion of three to one.

Salmon Regulations,

We have received, from several cor-
respondents, copies of an Order in
Council of 14th June last, embracing

protection of the salmon in the tida]
and fresh water portions of the River
Restigouche and its tributaries in the
Provinces of Quebec and New Bruns-
wick, also, for the protection of Salmon
in the fresh water rivers of the Province
of Prince Edward Island.”

1. Salmon nets in the River Resti-
gouche, and its tributaries extending
from their head waters to the lower
bound of the tidal estuary opposite to
and between Campbellton, New Bruns-
wick, and Cross Point, Quebec, shall
be raised or removed from six o’clock
on Friday evening to six o’clock on
Monday morning following in -erch
week.

2. It shall be lawful to angle for
Salmon on the River Restigouche and
its tributaries betsveen the 30th day of
April and the 156th day of Augustin
each year, after which time it shall be
unlawful.

3. It shall be lawful to fish for, caich
or kill Salmon by means of bar nets
only not exceeding five fathoms long
and placed at least four hundred yards
apart in those parts of the River Resti-
gouche and its tributaries which are in
the Province of New Brunswick, and.it
shall be unlawful to set or use therein
any net of any kind between the first
day of July and the first day of May in
each year.

4. It shall be unlawful to fish for,
catdh or kill salmon by means of any
kind of net or other apparatus except-
ing with a rod and line in the manner
known as fly surface fishing, abeve tide
water in rivers and streams in the Pro-
vinces of Quebec and Prince HBward
Island. .

The above regulations are, doubtless,
those referred to by Mr. Mowat, in his
letter published by wus last week.
Regulation No. 2 appears, on its face,
to be a very arbitrary one, although it
is not 80 in reality. Sportsmen, who
are, as aclass, always desirous of pre-
serving the fisheries and securing only
such fish as are in good condition,
know that salmon ought to be left un-
molested in the fluvial portions of our
rivers after the latter part of August,
as they spawn late in October and early
in November. Regalation No. 2 would,
therefore, be a proper one to enforce in
all our northern rivers. It ought to go
however, with a new policy for the pro-
tection of such rivers as are now left at
the mercy of the law-breaking classes,
including both branches of the Mira-
michi and their tributaries. It hap-
pens now that the netters, when caught
with fresh salmon im their possession
by angling parties and also by officers,
can make it appear that they have made
their captures by angling. Regulation
No. 2, if generally enforced, would put
a stop to that kind of thing, so if it is
good for the Restigouche it ought to
be still more justifiable on rivers not
half so well watched by competent offi-
cers. £

Regulation No. 3 appears to be an
absurd one. It must be intended as a
Practical prohibition of net fishing on
the Restigouche and, as such, is an in-
defensible confiscation of long establish-
ed rights and privileges.

New Altar.

A handsome new altar was recently
placed in position in St. Michael’s Pro-
Cathedral, Chatham, and used for the
first time on Sunday, 15th inst. It is
Gothic in design. Starting from a broad
base, which runs the length ‘of the front
of the altar, are four clusters of columns,
which divide the front into three panels,
each cluster having square bases and
carved capitals, which support the altar
table and the moulding underneath.
The panels, in front and on the ends, are
covered with Gothic tracery and cham-
fered crisps with the monogram, L. H. S,
in the centre of the centre panel.

The Tabernacle is supported on the
corners by buttresses. The door of the
Tabernacle forms a Gothic arch supported
by two pillars. Above the Tabernacle is
a circular niche and on each side are the
grades, the front of which are panelled.
Above the grades are three Gothic panels.
Above each of these panels it a pediment,
the peak of which stands above the altar
five or six inches. At the foot each of
the pediments connect and rest on a
carved boss. Up each side is a row of
carved hets, which ter under
the Gothic cross which surmounts each
pediment. The Tabernacle finishes with
3 pediment and stands out from the face
of the altar about eight inches, and is

The design is a modification of one of
the side altars of the future Cathedral.
It was bujJt by Mr. Patrick Connors un-
der the direction of Rev. T. J. Bannoo,
the acting Chancellor of the Diocese, and
is & most creditable piece of workmanship.

Jottings by the Way.

There is probably no part of the
Continent which presents greater
attractions, at this season, to the tired
denizen of the city, than the northern
part of New Branswick. A recent trip
hurriedly made by your correspondent
to the Bay Chaleur furnished abundant
evidence that this was rapidly becoming
known to a large and yearly increasing
number of those who, having the
means to do so,; forsake the hotter parts
of the Dominion and United States for
the refreshing and invigorating cool-
ness of the seaside, where a few weeks
spent. amidst some of the loveliest
scenery in America—with unrivalled
fishing, boating, etc.—sends the fortu-
nate visitor back to his duties with a
new lease of life.

Our journey by rail to the station at
Dalhousie was most enjoyable, the
brightness of the early morning,smooth-
ly running cars, gentlemanly conductor,
all combined,to make it a pleasure, pure
and simple. Then, the flashes of spark-
ling water which broke upon our vision
as we passed Bathurst until, when a
few miles above, the ‘rack ran so close
to the seaside that the magniticent Bay
Chaleur, dotted here and there with all
sorts of sailing craft on our right, with
the smiling fields, giving prowmise of an
abundant harvest extending on our left,
presented a picture we shall not soon
forget.

Had time and the exigencies of busi-
ness permitted we would have been
delighted to go on foﬁ/Campbellton, but
lea\;ing the Railway at Dalhousie, we
embarked oun a rather rough riding
waggon—carrying the mail—and, after
3 shaking up of over an hour and a
quarter's duration,arrived at Dalhousie,
which certainly occupies one of the
finest positions for a.town of any in the
Maritime Provinces.

The Post Road from Dalhousie runs,
for the greater part of the way, within
afew yards of the line recently located
for the Branch Railway. This line is
about 6 miles in length, and when com-
pleted, which it is to be before winter,
will confer a great boon on the town
and make it, for many years at least,
the centre of trade for the Bay ports.

It is understood thata very strenuous
effort is being made to have a line built
from Nouvelle, opposite Dalhousie, to
Paspebiac. This would,\by means of
a steam ferry at Dalhousié, be of great
advantage to the ports west of Paspebiac
and below Nouvelle,

Outside of the lumber business of Moffat
& Co. there seems to be but little doing
in Dalhousie just now. A mew Hotel of
large dimensions, is being. built at “The
Point” about § of a mile from town.
This hotel, under the name of “Inch Ar-
rau,” was very favorably noticed by illus-
tration und letter press in the I. C. R.
Guide, some time before the foundation
was laid. Judging from the numerous
disappointments met with by parties ap-
plying, there would be no difficulty in fill-
ing it to its utmost capacity, which is to
be, I understand, 500 guests. Mrs.Grant,
the very able and energetic manager, has
provided temporary quarters for 30 people.
The hotel will be fully ready for occupa-
tion in time for next scason when the
Branch will furnish ready means of reach-
ing this beautifal place.

We left Dalhousie about 6 a. m. the
next morning after arriving here, by the
“Admiral” a steamer subsidized by the
Dominion Government. This vessel plies
between Campbellton and Gaspe leaving
Campbellton every Wednesday and Satur-
day morning. Her hour for leaving is
fixed (and apparently withont good rea-
ron) for 5a. m. some thres and a half
hours before the train from St. John and
Halifax reaches Campbeliton—a fact

" which travellers should bear in mind—as

to make connection with her, they must
remain one day at the latter place.

One of the most amusing scenes met
with on our journey was the manner in
which this boat approached the wharf.
In fac{ thers seems to be a fear in the
minds of her officers that the wharves
everywhere on the route, are magazines of
dynamite aud must be kept at a very re-
spectful distance. Whilst waiting for the
boat to work close enough to the wharf to
admit of boarding her, the agent points
out the line of the ‘“Branch” which runs
right up to the wharf. There seems to be
some indecision as to the exact location
eventually of the Railway wharf—a point
at the lower end of the town being spoken
of however, In any case, the station will
be conveniently sitnated for the town
business, a fact which, we are informed,
gave great satisfaction to the people, as at
one time there was some fear that it
would be different. Mr. Moffat, the
present representative is accorded the full-
est praise for his efforts on behalf of the
Branch and, certainly, if anything could
reconcile a locality to the N. P. such a
public work as this at Dalhousie, built
from a part of the “‘surplus”, would do so.

I should have mentioned in connection
with Dalh that the catch of

Empire, that no criminal could escape the
clutch of the vast central power that
stretched out his hand from Britain on the
north to India in the east, and every
province was ‘‘only & ward of the same
infinite prison,” is becoming more and
more true cof the entire moderm world.
The telegraph, the railway, the steamer,
the photograph, and the extradition treaty
are gradually making escape from justice,
by flying to the ends of the earth, more
and more difficult. Indeed, the safest
place for one who is anxious to avoid the
society of those interested in the prosecu-
tion of evil-doeps, is probably the heart of
one of the largest cities, not very far from
the criminal’s usual residence. Especial
ly if he makes a point of departing ona
long journey, and then returas to a hiding
place, he is likely to remain unmolested
until his crime is forgotten.
