PARIS, Jan. 17.—The British general 
elections are being watched here with 
thrilling Interest. The trend of the 
popular feeling, particularly In official 
circles, la In sympathy with the lords. 
This is largely due to the prevailing ’ 
belief that victory for the Radicals 
would mean the effacement of Britain 
as a naval and military factor in Eu­
ropean politics. Only a few Socialist 
Journals support David Lloyd-Oeorge. 
Reactionary organs like the Gaulois 
predict that the triumph of the Radi­
cals would prepare the way for a tre- ' 
mendous'soclal upheaval in France.

The prince, upon whom 
all eyes turned, walked along with ills 
heed bowed, neither looking to the 
right nor left and heedless of the nu­
merous cameras which were turned 
upon him.

The ecclesiastical section of the cor­
tege consisted of the Cardinal-Arch­
bishop of Mallnee and the clergy of 
Brussels, a deputation of White Monks, 
and a hundred or so prieets from the 
Congo Mission; black-bearded, sun­
burnt soldiers of the Cross, many of 
whom had spent the beet of their years 
in the Dark Continent.

The special foreign missions were 
next in order of importance. In the 
front rank, walking abreast, were toe 
Infante Charles of Spain, Prince Henry 
of Prussia, In admiral's uniform, the 
Duke of Connaught, in that of a Brit­
ish field-marshal, and the Archduke 
Leopold Salvator of Austria.

The Fïtnce Consort of the Nether­
lands, the. Crown Prince of Roumanie, 
and M. Albert Decrais, representing 
France, succeeded.

In toe next

The capital of Belgium paid Its last 
tribute of respect to the memory of the 
sovereign, who, whatever may have 
been his shortcomings In private life, 
was bteloved as a king. He found Bel­
gium poor and struggling; he enhanced 
her status and gave her the pucleus 
of a colonial empire; In short, from a 
Belgian point of view, King Leopold 
made his country great. For this his 
people have forgiven him much.

His funeral was witnessed by prob­
ably 809,000 of his late subjects, and 
was attended by al ItWa high digni­
taries of the church and state. Prov­
incial delegates from municipal and 
other bodies, and humble workers from 
the factory and mine were present as­
sisting in the national mourning. The 
weather wept as if in sympathy with 
the sorrow-stricken heart Of the Bel­
gian nation. Fog hung like a pall over 
the whole city. It rained heavily 
throughout the night, and continued 
today. The streets of the capital were 
wrapped in atmospheric gloom, which 
the gas lamps, with their draping of 
crape, had little chance of dispelling.

The line of route from the palace 
gates to the Cathedral Church of St. 
Gudule, a distance of about half a 
mile, was lined with troops, amongst 
which one easily picked out the men 
of the Civil Guard with their half 
military, half civilian headgear of 
bowler hat ornamented with red tassel 
and cord. Behind the troops was a 
stout barricade breast high, and be­
hind this the spectators of the royal 
obsequies had wedged themselves as 
best they could ; men, women and chil­
dren, young and old, rich and poor, 
shivering in the raw December air; 
mtfny saturated to the bone.

Vendors of chairs and tables for the 
use of more opulent sightseers spent 
a profitless morning, for the rain ruin­
ed their business. The few stand: 
which had been erected en route wen 
tenantless for the same reason. An 
other disappointed commercial section 
were the camelots, who had been en­
riching themaelves during the week 
selling photographs and biographies, 
more or less apocryphal of King Leo­
pold’s favorite, the Du Barry of Bel­
gium, but the sale of their wares war 
forbidden on the day of the funeral.

As I drove to the palace In the piti­
less rain-the scene Was one of intense 
dreariness. On the wide boulevard 
facing the palace gates troops were al­
ready forming up. Behind on the sldi 
nearest the park sightseers, bravinf 
the rain, had climbed the railings а 
branches of trees, their forms being 
dimly silhouetted against the murky 
sky. In the semi-darkness the huge 
black flag hoisted on the flagstaff of 
the royal residence was barely visible. 
The last earthly home of King Leopold 
struck a chilling note; it looked so for­
saken, so uninviting. At the moment 
the wing facing the park Is Ip the 
hands of the bu.ilders. A roVgh-and- 
ready wooden boarding shuts tt off 
from the street, and a forest of scaf­
folding poles rear their gaunt forms 
above the boarding.

the Archduke Salvator of Austria. The 
principal members of the foreign mis­
sions followed in the other etate car­
riages.

The three daughters of the king had 
already gone to Laeken and took no 
part in the procession. The rain was 
still falling hedvily, but the entire 
route from Brussels to Laeken church 
was lined with people. In the crypt is 
the burial vault of the Belgian Royal 
Family, and there are already Interred 
King Leopold L, his queen and a bro­
ther of Leopold II., who died in child­
hood. The Count of Slanders and two 
of his children were in the church. A 
brief religious service was held here. 
The cardinal archbishop pronounced 
absolution, and the body of King Leo­
pold II. was borne to the vault be­
neath and placed by the side of his 
forebears.

When the mourners had gone, Prin­
cess Louise, princess Stephanie and 
Princess Clementine, under the escort 
of a dozen of the church, stole softly 
Into the crypt, and gazing into the still 
unclosed vault took a last farewell of 
their royal father who had caused 
them to drink so deeply the cup of 
bitterness. Then the three princess 
drove away In toe darkness and the 
rain.

With!1 nthe vast barrack-like build­
ing. fts now bare walls robbed of the 
beautiful art treasures which had been 
the nation’s pride, lay its late royal 
master sleeping his lest sleep, 
empty corridors echoed to the footfall 
of some solitary court functionary or 
servitor. In the little saloon, on the 
catafalque, rested the coffin, complete­
ly hidden by funeral draperies. The 
door was locked, waiting for the mo­
ment when King Leopold would under­
take his last journey.

Earlier In the morning three sad­
faced, black-robed women had gather­
ed by the coffin to weep and pray; 
they were the three daughters of the 
dead king, whom his death recalled 
from exile and so strangely reunited. 
Presently there began to arrive the In­
vited official mourners, members of 
the senate and the chamber of repre­
sentatives, the members of the diplo­
matic corps and the foreign missions. 
These latter bodies were resplendent 
in uniforms. Then the hitherto desert­
ed palace awoke from its sleep to 
something akin to Its former splendor. 
Its corridors became reanimated, and 
up the broad stairs leading to th< 
chapelle ardente passed a long line of 
official dignitaries of the church, army 
and parliament, and the chosen repre­
sentatives of the royal houses of Eu­
rope.

The Cardinal-Archbishop of Malines, 
in mitre and cope, and surrounded by 
his subordinate clergy, briefly1 recited 
the first part to the service for the 
dead. Then the coffin was borne dowr 
the stairs to the principal corridor and 
tlirdagio arijuewbleoof. scaffolding roles 
and unused building material to the 
funeral car outside the hoarding. This 
was drawn by six horses heavily cap­
arisoned. The black car itself was rev­
ered with a pall with an immense black 
plume at each corner.

Two incidents have occurred during 

the past week which tend, in the pub­
lic mind at least, to lower the dignity 
of the law, and which are reflections 
on the administration of Justice in Can­
ada and the United States. In Win­
nipeg a man who had brutally assault­
ed a woman was sentenced to fourteen 
lashes and a salt bath; in Belleville. 
Illinois, a fiend who murdered Ms child 
was given imprisonment rather than 
death, in order as the Judge'explained, 
that he might expiate his crime by a 
lifetime or remorse, haunted by the re­
membrance of bis victim.

In both these cases punishment of 
the offender was made the principal 
object of the sentences. Society today 
endeavors rather to protect itself and 
to seek the reformation of the defec­
tive. In the eyes of the law vengeance 
on an offender is not the principal end 
to be attained, nor should it be given 
undue attention. Yet those judges in 
Winnipeg and Belleville, impressed no 
doubt with the brutality of the crimes 
committed, devised tortures which for 
intensity of suffering rival the horrors 
of the inquisition.

The alleged despatch from Blueflelds, 
Nicaragua, which appeared in this 
morning’s papers, is a typical Wash­
ington product. Not one word of It 
ever came from Blueflelds. 
manufactured to suit the American 
reading public and hallded out as the 
unofficial opinion of official person­
ages.

The Liberals on the other 
hand, anticipating serious losses and 
finding these losses less than had been 
expected, read in the results of Satur­
day’s polling a desire on the part of 
the British public to throw off the re­
lics of feudalism, to regard energy and 
ability as of more importance than the 
acident of birth, to insist on govern­
ment through representation and not 
by inheritance, to more equally dis­
tribute the burden of empire, and to 
stand by the moss-covered policy of 
free trade, which was good enough 
for Britain in the days before compe­
tition appeared.

The failure to Win Manchester is a 
disappointment to the tariff reformers, 
for there was a wide belief that on the 
result of the struggle in that hotbed of 
free trade the outcome of the fight else­
where might be judged.

NEW YORK, Jan. 15,—It is not very, 
obvious, from the human point of view, 
why the ivy should be called the plmst 
of Bacchus, since no wine is made from 
Its berries. Entomologists, however, 
have found that its flowers make a 
veritable Bacchanalian festival for a 
number of Insects, says 
Rock Gazette.

They are wont to sally forth at night- 
with lanterns to capture the Intoxicated, 
moths that crowd around the greenish 
blossoms. When the willow is in blooin 
they find a similar scene of dissipation 
around its yellow catkins.

The tippling Insect may be used t<* 
point a moral by the temperance lec­
turer, for rum not infrequently leads 
to its ruin. A distinguished entomolo­
gist, after giving a recipe for the mix­
ture of sugaring trees for moths—which 
included beer—said: “Add some Jamaica 
rum just before using; it is the rum 
which attracts them.” After sipping 
thiq mixture the moths and butterflies 
fell from the trees Intoxicated. If the 
entomologist Is not there to capture 
them by and by they recover and get 
up again for another dip.

There Is a fly so addicted to wine that 
Linnaeus named it the cellar fly, 
which appellation Kirby changed to 
the more appropriate one of the cellar 
wine drinker. The latter distinguished 
entomologist writes of it thus: “The 
larva of this little fly, as I can wit­
ness from my own observations, dis­
dain to feed on anything but wine or 
beer, which, like Boniface/in the play, 
it may be said both to eat and drink, 
though, unlike its toping counterfeit, 
it is indifferent to the age of the 
liquor, which, whether sweet or sour­
is equally acceptable.”

There is another Insect—a moth— 
which also loves the cellar and the 
wine bottle. But strange to say, It 
takes Its liquor merely as a flavoring 
to the cork in the bottle, on which It 
really feeds, that Is to say, the larvae 
pasture on the corks of wine bottles, 
sometimes causing the wine to run 
out. The moth belongs to that trou­
blesome family which works such de­
struction in clothes and furs.

Mr. T. H. Estabroolcs, president of 

the Board of Trade in St. John, N. B-. 
has one characteristic not always dis­
cernible in public men. He dislikes bio­
graphies; under which head he prob­
ably includes obituaries and autobio­
graphies. He is an exceedingly mod­
est man who has spent a good deal of 
bis private business life in the mer­
chandising of tea. but has reserved a 
good ample margin of usefulness for 
public affairs. He was born in Wick­
low, Carleton County, N. B. Like 
many another successful business man 
In that province of great agricultural 
resources, he was brought up on a 
farm, In quite an old-fashioned way. 
There never was a farm-born New 
Brvnswicker who when he broke away 
from the plough-handles and got into 
city life, made a failure of a public 
career. Mr. Estabrooks ls no exception. 
He has succeeded in business and In 
public affairs because of a healthy love 
of both, not because of being Inordin­
ately ambitious. His education has not 
been of the ornate type. He has no de­
grees. The only place he ever got any 
liberal education of an academic sort 
was at the Sheffleld Apademy, which 
ls not a university. He went into busi­
ness in 1894. So far as is known he has 
kept out of politics, though his predi­
lections are Liberal. Mr. Estabrooks 
has always given a good deal of time 
to pubUc and charitable affairs. Jn his 
presidency of the Board of Trade he 
will have ample scope for all the sur­
plus business energy he has. There are 
important problems In St. John, which 
should continue to be the leading city 
of the eastern coast on a basis of ship­
ping and immigration. St. John has a 
national significance. Every little while 
some public man breaks out Into pre­
dictions about the future of St. John. 
During the past ten years there have 
been more phantom fabrications about 
that city than about the most vision­
ary city In the West. Most of these 
have a real basis In economics. Just 
how many of them get worked out Into 
fact will depend very largely upon such 
bodies as the St. John Board of Trade 
and such men as Mr. Estabrooks.

A new industry whieli will help to 
make the name of St. John more wide­
ly known throughout Canada is being 
established here by T. H. Estabrooks 
in the form of a coffee factory*. Since 
starting in business In 1894 Mr. Esta­
brooks has built up a national reputa­
tion for his teas and he now enters the 
coffee trade with equal prospects of 
success. Extensive quarters nave been 
engaged in the Magee building for 
handling the coffee and the extensive 
system of branch offices and travellers 
already in the Held for handling the 
tea, will attend to the distribution. Red 

■ Rose, the name which has made his 
teas famous, has also been adopted 
for the coffee. Preparations have been 
under way for some time and the big 
concern is now ready to start selling 
the new line.

In conversation with the Star this 
morning, Mr. Estabrooks said they 
would handle only one grade of coffee, 
to: retail at forty cents a potind. He 
claimed that^ on account of having a 
selling and distribution system already 
in operation the cost of handling the 
new line would be very low anfl on this 
account they would be able to give an 
unusually good grade of coffee for the

A price.
1 A visit to the factory proved inter­

esting and the Star man was shown 
the whole process by the manager, Mr. 
H. B. Miles. The most modem mach­
inery has been installed to ensure as 
nearly a perfect product as possible. 
Coffee of a very high grade ls tmport- 
ed direct and prepared for the market 
by the most careful and up to date 
methods.

From the time the green beans are 
turned into the roaster to the time the 
finished product is opened In the cus­
tomer’s home the coffee ls not touched 
by human hands. Another notable 
feature of the process is the care 
taken to make It absolutely free from 
chaff. The winnowing process com­
mences at the roaster and ls carried 
on throughout the progress of the cot- 
fwee. A large amount of chaff ls con­
