THE WAR DEBATE.

+ LONDON, Feb. 2.—Not the dbeast. im-
portant of " yesterday's incidents in
connection with the war was the re-
sumption of the debate in the house
of commons on the opposition amend-
ment to the address in reply to the
Queen’s speech. Sir Charles Dilke’s
irenchant speech, Sir Edward" Grey’s
characteristic statesmanlike  ufter-
ances were in sharp comntrast to Mr.
Campbell-Bannerman’s commonplaces
on Tuesday, but the speech of the de-
bate was undoubtedly that of Mr.
Wyndham, under secretary for war.
Its clear detailed explanations were
too lergthy to be sent by cable. It
may be truly described in Sir Edward
Grey’s words as having ‘given great
gsupport to the gozernment and done
something ,to dismiss the gloom that
) country.”’ One
was ‘made ‘and was
greeted with satisfaction that
is, that' the military intelligence de-
partment was not blamcable fcr the
bad managemant of the campaign.
That department learned that the
Boers had 110 guns, including 16 large
creusots. The men capable of hear-
ing arms were estimated at 59,000,
pamely: In the two republics, 51.000;
colonial sympathizers, 4,000, and for-
eigners, 4,600. These figures practi-
cally coincide with the present most
reliable information. Mr. Wyndham’s
answer to Sir Charles Dilke, which
briefly amounted to the contention
that mailitary preparations could not
be -allcwed ito outrun diplomacy, was
well argued, and is gencrally regarded
as telling. The Times thinks it was
the most effective defence yet made.
It should be explaired that the total
British strength in South Africa,: as
given by Mr. Wyndhem, did not ap-
pear to include deductions for lossas.

‘Moreover, the whole strength “will not

have arrived in South Africa until
Feb. 15. The figures embrace men emn-
rolled 'in" the colonies, ‘probably about
25,000, and non-combatants.

Dr. S. B. Piliott, and presidents of ths
British and Scotch ¢harnitable soci-
e¢ties. The thirty-eight lodges, Sons of
St. George, in the state, are also con-
tributing to the fund, some of them
having forwarded $500 each. About
$3,000 has been raised in Fall River
alone. It is said a public meeting in
the interest of the fund will be ar-
ranged here shortly.

The winter itraffic &t Portland con-
tinues heavy. Up to Jam. 22 there had
been 1,400 carloads more of imports re-
ceived than during the corresponding
period of last season. The exports
have been greater than ever before.

The Maine Press Amsociation, an
organization of editors and other
newspaper writers, has been invited to
visit Kentville, N. S., next summer.

Since the Dominion Iron and Steel
Co. sent several hundred men to Syd-
ney, C. B., to work om its big plant
there, the local offices have been be-
sieged at times by hundreds anxious to
engage, but the company has decided
not to semt any more men to Cape
Breton at present.

Such a body
would not be allowed to enter this
country under contract.

Canada’s fee last vear was one hun-
dred and eight dollars and ninety-six
cents, and her donation one hundred
and sixty-one dollars and sixty-five
cents,

Without donations the work cannot
be extended, as the fee fis only one cent
per member.

Three missionaries are in ‘the field at
present, Miss Clara Parrish in Burma,
Mrs. Large in Japan, and Mrs. -Addie
Northam Fields in Mexico. Mrs. Mary
R. Phillips, our faithful worker in In-
Cia, was obliged to resign on account
of serious illness in her family. Half
the amount of her salary, $300.00, is
paid yearly ‘to the National W. C. .
U. of India. for organization work.
The fact that funds are being collect-
ed for a woman’s inebriate asylum
there is a revelation to many.

May I urge the importance of each
province having a department of
world’s missionary ~work. Our sym-
pathies should equal our opportunities,
and they are world-wide.

I am glad that a beginning has been
made. Quebec and New Brunswick
have superintendents, and perhaps
Nova Scotia. In provinces that have
not a superintendent will you not ap-
point one in your local union? and once
a year, at least, consider the ciaims of
those who sit in darkness, being bound
in affliction. Take a collection or give
a donmation from your funds, and send
it to the treasursr of your Provincial
union, who will forgard it to Mrs. Sara
Qdell, 90 Somerset street, Ottawa, Ont.,
and she will pay it into ‘the world’s
treasury.

toos. Every nation s unwilling to ac- |
knowledge lits dsfaats, but there is Do |
other people quite 8o bad as we are
in that respect. We seem to imagine
that we are not only actually, but
naturally and permanently, the great- |
est country in 'the whole world.  In
our hearts we cannot conceive that
any amount of ignorance Or neglect
will deprive us of our rightful superi- |
ority, or that any degree of effort and |
study will ever enable the intrinsic in-
feriority of wother nations to pull us
down and take our place. The French-
man is a vapouring ninny, the Ger-
man a pedagogue in jack-boots, the
Russian a ounning barbarian! In
spite of our talk about the annjhila-
tion of distance, the facility of inter-
coursa, the community of culture, and
all the rest of it,.we are the most inr
sular-mindsd people in the womnld. It
is this arrogant over-estimate of our-

There is tough stuff
in a country which 1s at its best in
adverdity; it is tolerably certain that
if there is mo other mnation which
would have gone  into this war In
such a haphazard fashicn, there is
rot _another country which would
bave bcrne idts disillusionment quite
so well, or set itself with such quiet
ard dogged coolness to repair mis-
takes. English governments have
usually falled to rise to a situation,
but the Erglish people never once, It
is the way in which shieer national
forca has corrected government in-
efficiency in the greatest crises of our
history which suggests that the
strength that ds left in England  will
never be known until ther enemies
think her beaten. Our expulsion from

of the Blizabethan period. The very
victory over the Armada, that found-
ed the empire, was won, as someone
has eaid, not by Blizabeth, but in
spite of Elizabeth, For three years,
while the immense preparations of
Spain to overwhelm this country went
no entreaties or prayers could
move her out of shuffling procrastina-
tion and mean economy. Elizabeth
wsas as unwilling 1o take adequate
measures, and to spend sufficient
money, as if she had been a modern
goverrment department. But even
after the Armada, the Dutch fairly
swept us out of the Indian seas.

There is nothing like that now in the
rresent war, where a far greater task
of mobilization and supply has been
executed with infinitely more efficacy.
‘We have shipped a force of aver a
hundred thousand men to a scene of
operaticns 6,000 miles away, and we
have then maintaired several lomng
lines of land communications in a
country chiefly hostile = without: a8
breakdown. The fact is that the out-
cry of the moment is largely misdi-
rected. 'The war office has never car-
ried out anything half so well ag #t
bas menaged the trexspcrt ard. sup-
rly of the South African fleld force.
Surprising as. such a statement may
be at this momoant, it is strictly true;
and before the checks of our generals
in the fleld, by the way, it was &
statement accepted and rejoiced in by
everybody except a few who Kkept
{heir heads then and now decline to
go to the other extreme. In shonrt,
our military administration, under far
worse difficulties, has done well . now
what it did badly in the Crimea. Crit-
icism of the present operations to the :
extent that is ihevitable and necessary '
must be on totally different lines.”
“What, then, s the characteristlc
weakness in the present campaign 2"
“1t is whai I began by describing.
It is the old vicious evil of arrcgance
and habitwal contempt of others, of
which it sometimes seems that Eng-
lishmen will never be cured untidl
they have received a permanently |
sobering lesson at the hands of some
European adversary. We have been
dcmoralised by victonies over colored :
races, forgetting that war is like
music, where bad practice is worse
than none. Which of those who are'
attacking the war office ard giving
generals the benefit of all the obvious
jideas of the arm-chair were in favor
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than 40,000 men to South Africa six
months ago ? The Boers had to be
dealt with, but they were not for that
reason to be despised. I have hardly
ever known an  Englishman from
South Africa vho was mnot confident
that the Boers were ‘stinking cow-
ards,’ and the rest of it, who would
rever stand up against British -troops
in the field. We had exactly the same
opinion of the American colonists, and
when George the Third ‘thought-that
a few regiments would be enough to
bring them to subjection he  only
showed .that he was a most typical
Briton. Before the fast Boer war
nothing would induce British officers
to believe that these unkempt, frowsy
farmers could fight trained troops in
uniform, and that locge sbhirts and
patched breeches might give a good
account of pipeclay. The most for-
midable British fcrces ever put into
the field, blocked or surrounded in
every direction by a rough colonial
militia—there has never been anything
tike it in histosy ! It is nearly certain
that 'the forces with which the enemy
is holding us in check are far smaller
than we have recently tried to be-
lieve. 'This is a situation that ought
to cure us of the complaint of blind
rational egotism. But I fear that
even vet the tendemcy of public opin-
jon is to beliesve that everything
would have been easy if the war of-
fice had only gone right. ‘Wellington
did rot make thcse mountains,’ said
Massena, at Torres Vedras. The war
office  did not sow South Africa with
the kcpjes which are the almost in-
fernal feature of that country. With
the quality of our opponents and the
immense difficulty of the ground, we
ghall be fortunate if we escape 2
further and a final awakening.”

There is no rea-
son to be frightened Dby the foreign
sound of the word. It would be on a
more limited scale than the eontin-
ental system, and would be adapted to
the altogether peculiar requirements
of the PBritish empire, in some manner
which need not Afow be ! discussed.

On the other hand, one of
the mecessary steps toward greater
cobesion and clearness in our whole
system of national gowvernment must
be tbe right of ministers to be heard
in both houses. Nothing could be
more absurd in theory than that the
most important ministars of the nation
should be excluded from the very
chamber upon which their existence
depends. In practice, penhaps, judi-
cious ministers would be less anxious
to appear in th= house of commons
than the radical bénches wiould be to
Lave them ithere. ‘Fonmtunately, there
are many of the little luxuries of party
politics with which national necessity
will foree us to dispense in the future.
We shall abandon the theory of our
national superiority, and learn in time
that it will raguire efforts as resolute
and as ‘consistently directed as those
of other nations to keep ourssives
level with the rest of mankind. The
Queen’s chocolate for instamce.

Mr. Fulford is a citizen of Brock-
wille, who has made a fortune ‘out of
patent medicine.  He is mot the only
Brockville man’ who has got tich in
fthis business. The other is Mr, Com-
stock, Last winter, after the death
of Hon. Mr. Wiood, Mr. Comstock, who
had no other «ualification than his
wealth, was nominated as the .govern-
ment candidate for the by-election: He
row sits in the house, but the .charges
of ballot-box stuffing in connection
with the election will be before the
rrivileges committee at the coming
session.

Now that the uncentainties have
been dclezred away, 1t is discovered
that the relief of Ladysmith has not
been abandoned, but is to be pressed
on, and that the British still hold the
rassage of the Tugela. General
‘Warren has certainly failed in his
movement beyond the river, but ac-
cording to Boer admisefons he has
icflicted losses almost, if not equal,
to his own. The Ladysmith garrison
is full of cheer and hope, and has no
intention of yielding to the Boers. We
may once mcere remind’ our readers
that the failure of Joubert to take
Ladysmith is not less interseting than
the failvre of Buller to relieve it.

In the south the British appear to
be preparing to advance. The Boers
are in force at Colesburg, and accord-
ing to the law of this war, it will not
be an easy thing for the British to get
get them out. Fremch may surround
the tcwn, but Kimberley, Ladysmith
and Mafeking have been surrounded
for three months. It may be necessary
to put a force to watch this garrison
and to go on, leaving 'the place inves-
ted. The same miay perhaps be done
with Stormberg. Ais the British force
increases, nothing is lost by leaving
an equal number of Briflish to keep
Boer garrisons out qf action.

The announcement that the Cana-
dians are moving into more active op-
eration will be heard with personal
anxiety but with general confidence.
Canada will watch with fresh indivi-
dual interest for news from the front,
not knowing -on whose home the first
blow may fall. But there will be no
fear that the men from the dominion
will prove unwonthy of the cause for
which they fight, or the comrades
who have gone before them into the
battle thunder and flame. It is also
known that the Camadians have be-
come more and more eager o get for-
wand into the firing line. At present,
however, they are not designed to take
part in any great fight. Their duty is
to sweep the country of smiall parties
of rebels and invaders. This kind of
service may call for great individual
intelligence and fortitude and will of
course have its share of danger.

‘While these preparations go on in
front, the war debate in parliament
has collapsed. Members find that talk
is vain in a time that calls for action.

Branded on Her Arm by Acci-
dent, Not. Design.

The Letters “I, 0. D. E.,” Taken to Mean
*¢ Jesus Omnium Dominus Est.,”
Cause Indignation,

NEW YORK, Jan. 31.—There is ex-
citemrent among the Jews of the East
Side on account of the branding of a
little Jewish <hild on the arm with
the letters “I. ©. D. E.”

A Rsbbi told the parents that these
letters stood for “Jeusu Omnium Do-
minus Est,” or, “Jesus is Lord of ail.”

The child is Rachel Schlaminor-
witz, the six-year-old daughter of Ber-
nard Schlemmorwitz of No. 26 Orch-
ard street. On last Saturday Mrs.
Schlammorwitz ran shrieking into the
rooms of Mirs. Grecky, a neighbor,
bearing her child in her arms.

“My child is being stolen from me!
See! They are branding her as a Chris-
tian! Look! Look!”

Branded With Hot Iron.
There, indeed, were the letters, big

‘and red, and evidently branded with

hot iron. Little Rachel, frighteped,
said that a ‘“high man’ had seized her
as she left. her school on Thursday,
amd had pressed an iron on her arm,
and had so scared her that she had not
told - it.

“My Rachel, my Annie and my Yet-
ta, they tave been going to school at
a ‘branch of the Children’s Atd Socdi-
ety, at-Henry ard Pike street,’”” said
the mother excitedly. - “Rachel was in

the kindergarten and so came home

alone, and they have given dresses and
presents and many things—and all to
et my children away from Judaism
and from thkeir parents!”

The parents and all the children old
er cugh to talk were positive that the
branding had been .done at or' near
the school, and a parliament of neigh-
bers, that literelly packed the. hall-
ways and stairs, clamorously agreed.

The peace which had recently been brokea
in South Africa when last I addressed you
has unhappily not been restored, but other-
wise my relations with other states are
friendly. In  resisting the  invasion of my
South African colonies by the South African
Republic and the Orang> Free State, my peo-
ple have responded with devotion and en-
thusiasm to the appeal which I have made
to them, and the heroism of my soldiers in

the fleld and my sailors and marines, who
were landed ‘to co-operate withi them, ‘has

.| not fallen short of the noblest traditions of

cur military history. I am deeply, grieved
that so many valuable lives should have

fallen a sacrifice, but I have witnessed with.

pride and with heartiest gratisication the
patriotic eagerness and spontaneous loyalty
with which my subjects in all parts of my
dominions have come forward to share in
the common defence of their imperial inter-
ests. I am confident I shall not look to
them in vain when I exhort Englafd to sus-
tain and renew their exertions until they
have brought this struggle for the mainten-
ance of empire and tke asserticn of its
supremacy in Scuath Africa to a victorious
conclusion. 7

A' treaty has been concluded with the
German emperor for the adjustment of the
rights claimed by the two countries in
Samoa, Tonga and other islands in the Pa-
cific. To a portion of these stipulations the
government of the United States has also
teen a party.

A bill will be introducsd at an early date
to give effect to the scheme of federation
which has heen- adopted after much careful
consideration by five of my Australian col-
onies. I have watched with cordial satisfac-
tion the gradual development of my greater
colonies in self-governing communities. I
feel confident that the establishment of the
ereat federation of Australia will prove ad-
vantageous not only to the colenies immedi-
ctely concerned, but also the empire at
large.

The brilliant courage and soldierly-like
qualities of the colonial forces engaged in
South Africa have already earyed high ad-
wiration, and the patriotic offers of assist-
ance which it was not possible to accept
have come from many other colonies with
populations of various races. I have re-
ceived from the ruling chiefs of native
states of India numerous offers to place
their troops and the resources of their states
at my dispnsal for services in South Africa.
These proofs of théir loyalty to myself ard
their devotion to the cause of my empire
have afforded me much gratification.

T regret that owing to the imsufficient rain-
fall in the autumn over~ a great part of
Western and Ceatral India, the harvests and
rasturage have failed to such an extent as
to create a famine. Timely meéasures have
been taken by my government and by the
rulers of the native states affected to re-
lieve the suffering and present starvation.

I regret to add that the epidemic of plague
continues and that, although its severity
has not increased since the last year, ihere
& at present no prospect of its diminution.
Gentlemen of the Hcuse of Commons:

The estimnates for the public service of
the year will be 'ai@ before you. The pro-
vision for military expenditure must be
largely increased on account ¢f the charge
for military operations in South Africa.

The c¢xperience of a great _war must neces-
earily afford lessons of the greatest impor-
tance to the military administration of the
country. You will not; I' am convinced,
shrink from any outlay that may be required
to place our defensive pireparations on a
level with the responsibilities which the
possession of s0 great an empire has laid
upon us. At a time when several other na-
tions are perfecting their naval prepara-

_tions at a cost of increasing efforts and sac-

rifices, the solicitude with which you have
provided for the efliciency. of our navy avd
cur coast d#fepnce will assuredly not be
rélaxed.

The rest of the speech, recognizing that
the time is not propitious for domestic re-
forms involving larg2 expeaditure, recom-
mends amendments to the agricultural, edu-
cational, company, railway and accidert
raws, and concludes: .

“Jt appears that service in South Africa
may have the effcct of disfranchising those
taking part in it, and you will be asked to
sanction a measure in which this imjustice
will be prevented.

“I commend your deliberations at this anx-

jous: tizae to the blessing and guidance of
Almighty God.” -

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Behef Growmg That General Buller is ‘About
to Make a Third Attack.

Reported That the Boers, Bellevmg it Usaless to Continue
Stormmg Ladysmith, Have Decided to Dam the
Klip River and Flood the Town.

WAR SUMMARY.
(Special Degpatch to the Sun.)

LONDON, Feb. 1, 4 a. m.—The situ-
ation in South Africa so far as is
known, is unchanged, but the idea
grows that Gem. Buller is preparing
for a third attempt to reach Lady-
smith. ‘The correspondent of the
Morning Post, telegrapbing from
Spearman’s Camp, under dste of Jan.
28, says : “Nobody is downrcast, but
as it i generally understood that a
supreme effort to pilerce the Boer lines
is impending, the soldiers are resolved
to get their own beck. Their spirit
is most determined. The arms is ex-
asperated, but not defeated. General
Buller will persevere and all will
come right in the end.”

The cheerful optimism of the garri-
son at Ladysmith in the face of dis-
appointment excites admiration, but
it is feered that their position is really
worse than their attitude implies,
nevertheless there is no expectation
that they will surrénder.

Gen. Buller's vindication of Colonel
Thorneycroft is receiv with all the
greater pleasure, as his previous de-
spatch seemed to imply censure, and
the colomel is gererally credited with
wisely realizing that emy further at-
tempt to hold Spion Kop would only
have involved useless slaughter. As-
suming that the casualty returns are
row complete, the total cost of the cap-
ture and cefence of Spion Kop om
Jan. 24 was 840 men, including 30 of-
ficers and 175 men killed. The esti-
mates of the total losees sinc: the
British crossed the. Tugela River on
Jan. 17th differ, some of the raturns
appearing to duplicate others. The
highest estinvatz is 301  killed, 1,584
wounded, and 130 missirg. Whether
the Boer official returns of their casu-
alties rare accurate or otherwise, their
loss was admititedly far less, which
waf'to be expected in view of the fact
that they were acting on the defensive
throughwout except for part of the day
on Jam. 4.

The wcorrespondents give full credit
to the Boers for their bravery in at-
tacking. The Standard’s correspond-
ent describes them as displaying
splendid courage. A party of them on
three uccasions walked up to a
trench occupied by the Lancashire
Fusiliers with their rifles slung across
their shoulders and their hands up,
palms outward, hoping to entrap the
Fusiliers into a surrender. While
parleying the first time somebody
fired 2 shot. Instantly all was cdn-
fusion. Some of the Fusiliers charged
bayonets, while others - threw them-
selves ¢n the Bcers and wrestled with
them. 'The enemy, hiowever, succeed-
ed in discharging a volley and killing
many of the Fusiliers. When the trick
was tried again the British did not
step to parley, but fired on the Boers.

According to the same ocrrespondent
the nom-zrrival of the naval guns on
the summit of the hill was owing to
its precipituousness, which made the
hauling of the guns to the top a sheer
impossibdlity. Confirmation of the re-
port that Mafeking bsd been relieved
is still lecking.

SPION KOP FIGHT.

NEW YORX, Jan. 31.—The Evening
World prints a delayed despatch from
Lieut. Winston Churchill, dated Spear-
man’s Camp, Jan. 27, 6 p. m. It says:
The action on the summit of Spion
Kop was one of the most flerce and
furious conflicts in British military
history. Guided by Thorneycroft’s
men, the troops surprised the Boers
there and carried the trenches with
the bayonet at 3 o’clock in the morm-
ing. There was little loss.  An once
the troops entrenched hastily, but the
ground was broken by large rocks and
unsuited for entrenchments. At dawn
heavy Roer shelling began. General
Woodgate was ‘seriously wounded at
the . beginning. TUrgent demamds for
reinforcements were sent by the com-
mander who succeeded Woodgate. The
reinforcements were sent, strengthen-
ing the defence. Thorneyeroft was ap-
pointed brigadier, ‘commanding the
whole force on top of the hill. A bit-
ter. and .bloody struggle followed
throughout the day, the Boers concen-
trating every man and gun on the
summit of the hill and attacking with
the greatest spirit. The British artil-
lery was unable to close with ‘the su-
perior long range guns, and during the
afternoon it became evidemt the infan-
iry could not endure another day. It
was impossible to drag guns to the
summit of Spion without elaborate
preparations or to fortify the hill
strongly enough to protest the defem-
ders from unassailed artillery.

Therefore Thorneycroft's decision to
abandon it was both wise and neces-
sary. The troops, still stubborn and
formidable, marched back to their
camp in regular.order. Every effort
is now being made to succor the woun-
ded, of 'whomi many still lie on the
summit. .The official list will give the
losses. The defence of the hill by the
English infantry, . particularly the
Lancashiré regiment, was a glorious
episode. The whole army is proud of
it. ‘The Boer positions before Lady-
Smith are perhaps imy to 25,-
000 mem, but the trcops are resolved to
‘have another try.

a disaster. Neither guns were lost,
nor unwonded’ prisoners made.

It was simply a bloody action in
which lodgment of the entrenchments
ware effected, but which proved un-
tenable. The Boers were sometimes
within thirty yards of the British
line. They have also suffered. Their
loss must be greater, compared with
their strength, than ours. The process
of attrition must ultimately settle the
war. ‘The Buitish troops bear the
worst cheerfully, and ‘the mation must

remain calm, dignified and determin-
ed. 2

BOERS ADMIT BIG LOSS.
(Special Despatch to the Sun.)

SPEARMAN'S CAMP, Jan. 27 (de-
layed in transmission).—Army Chap-
lains Gedge (Protestant), Collings and
Matthews (Romen Catholic), and Wai-
nan (Wiesleyan), with & burial party,
went to Spion Xop 'Thursday and
Friday to bury the British dead.

The infantry was not dis-
mayed, but somewhat disorganized.
The Boers did not drive the British
troops out of the pcsition. The troops
behaved well.

OTTAWA, Jan. 31—There ls good
news for the wives of marnied men
who have gone or are going to South
Africa. Special army orders have
been issued by the war office, promul-
gating a royal warrant and instruc-
tions to the army in reference to sep-
aration allowance. The proclamaition
reads:

“Whereas, we deem it expedient to
increase the rabes of separation, the
allowance granted to families, not in
occupation of public quarters, of sol-
diers, mobilized reservists and em-
bodied mifitia men. It @s our will and
pleasure that from January 1st, 1900,
such allowances shall be igsued at the
following daily rates: e of soldier
in class 15, 2s. 3d.; wife ‘of soldier .in
class 16, 2s. 1d.; wife of soldier in
class 17 or 18, ls. 44.; wife of soldier
in class 19 or 20, 1s. 1d.; each child
girl under the age of sixteen, or boy
under the age of fourteen, 2d.

In explanation of the foregcing it
may be stated that soldiers of class
15 are the highest class of warrant of-
ficers, and the ranks descends through
the different classes until class 20 is
reached, which includes a private of
any arm of the service.

The Canadian separation allowance
is based absolutely on those adopted
by the imperial authorities, the de-
partment here tharefore cannot but
conform to the terms of the royal war-
rant, so that the wife of a Canadian
private, in placs of receiving Sixteem
cents a day, as . at present, will be
entitled to twenty-six cents.

. It has no lustre compared with that
which I beam forth.” ‘“What senseless
talk,” responds the hand. ‘“You, the
eye, would have been put out long ago
but for me. Without the food I have
earned you would have been sightlesgs
and starved to death years ago. You
cannot do without me any better than
I can do without you.” At this part
of the disputation Paul of ' my text
breaks in and ends the controversy by
Jeclaring, ‘‘The eye cannot say unto
the hand, I have no need of thee.”

Fourteen hundred and thirty-three
times, as nearly as I can count by aid
of concordance, does the Bible speak
of the human hand. We are all fam-
iliar with the hand, but the man has
yet to be born who can fully under-
stand this wondrous instrument. Sir
Charles Bell, the
came home from the battlefield of Wa-
terloo, where he had been amputating
limbs and binding. up gun-shot frac-
tures, and wrote a book entitled ‘“The
Hand; Its Mechanism and Vital ¥En-
dowments as Evidencing Design.” But
it is so profound a book that only a
scientist who is familiar with the tech-
nicalities of anatomy and physiology
can understand it.

So we are all going on opening and
shutting this divinely constructed in-
strument—the hand—ignorant of much
of the revelation it was intended to
make of the wisdom and goodness of
God. You can see by their structure
that shoulders and elbow and fore-
arm are getting ready for the culmin-
ation in the hand. There is your wrist,
with its eight bones and their liga-
ments in twb rows. That wrist, with
its bands of fibres and its hinged joint
and turning on two axis—on the larg-
er axis movng backward and forward,
and on the smaller axis turning nearly
round. And there is the palm of your
hand, with ifs five bones, each having
a shaft and two terminations. There
are the fingers of that hand, with 14
bones, each finger with its curiously
wrought tendons, five of the bones with
ending roughened for the lodgement of
the nails. There is the thumb, com-
ing from opposite direction to meet the
fingers, so that in conjunction they
may clasp and hold fast that which
you desire to take. - There are the
long nerves running from the armpit
to the 46 muscles, so that all are under
mastery. The whole anatomy of your
hand as complex, ‘as intricate, as sym-
metrical, ag useful as God could make
it. "What can it do? It can climb, it
can lift, it can push, it can repel, it
can menace, it can clutch, it can deny,
it can affirm, it can extend, 'it can
weave, it can bathe, it can smite, it
can humble, it can exalt, it can soothe,
it can throw, it can defy, it can wave,
it can imprecate, it can pray.

A SKELETON OF THE HAND

traced on black-board, or-unrolled in
diagram or hung in medical museum,
is mightily illustrative of the divine
wisdom and goodness, but how much
more pleasing when in living action
all its nerves and muscles and -bones
and tendons and tissues and phalanges
display" what God invented: when' he
invented the human hand. Two speci-
mens of it we carry at our side from.
the time when in infancy we open them
to take a toy till in-the last hour of
a long life we extemd them in hltter
farewell.

' With the divine help I shall speak
of the hand as the chief executive of-
ficer of the soul, whether lifted for
defense; Or: ¢ extenﬂeﬂ tor help, or busi-.
‘ed In the arts, or offered in salutation,
or wrung in despa.lr, or spread abroad.
in benediction. God evidently intend-
ed all the lower orders of living beings
should have ‘weapons of defense, and
hence the elephant’s  tusk, and the
horse's hoof, and the cow’s. horn. and
the llon’s tooth, and the insect’s sting.
Having given weapons of Jdefense to-
the 1ower orders of living beings, of
course he woud not leave man, the
higheth’ox;der of living on earth,
defenceless and at the mercy of brutal
or ruffian attack.The right, yea, the
duty of ‘self defense is so ‘evident it
needs no argumentation.

What a defense it is against a.cci-
‘dent! There have been times in all
our experiences’ when we have with
the hand warded oft something that
‘would have extinguished our eyesight,
or broken the skull, or crippled us for,
a lifetime. While the eye has discov-
ered the approaching peril, the hanil
has beaten it back, or struck it down,
or disarmed it.. - :

And, in passing .let me say that he
who has:the weapon of .the hand un-
injured and in full use needs no other.
You cowards who walk with sword,
cane, or carry a pistol in your hip poc-
ket had better lay aside your deadly
weapon. At the frontier, or in bar-
barious lands, or as an officer of the
law about to make arrest, such arm-
ing may be necessary, but no citizen
moving in these civilizel.regions needs

How often has the hand decided a
destiny! Mary, Queen of Scots, was
escaping from imprisonment at Loch-
lever in the dress of a laundress and
ha:l her face thickly veiled. When a
boatman attemnted to remove ' the

and so revealed the white and fair
hand of a queen, and so the boatman
took her back to captivity. Again and
again it has been demonstrated that
the hand hath a language as well as
the mouth. Palmistry, or the science
by which character and idestiny are
read in the lines of the handg, is yet
crude and uncertain and unsatisfac-
tory, but as astrology was the mother
of astronomy and alchemy was the
mother of chemistry, it may be that
palmistry will result in a science yet
to be born. .

On two discourses, one concerning
the ear and the other concerning the
eye, I spoke from the potent text in
the Psalms, ‘“He that planted the ear,
shall he not hear,” and “He that form-
ed the eye, shall he not see,” but what
use in the eye and what use in the
ear if the hand had mnot been strung
with all its nerves, and moved with
all its muscles, and reticulated with
all its joints, and strengthened with
all its bones, and contrived with all its
ingenuities. The hani hath forward-
ed all the arts, and tunneled the moun-
tains through which. the rail train
thunders, and launched all the ship-
ping, and fought all the battles, and
built all the temples, and swung all
the cables under the sea, as well as
lifted to mid-air the wire tracks on
which whole trains of ‘thought rush
across the continents, and built ' all
the cities and hoisted the pyramids.

DO NOT EULOGIZE &

the eye and ear at the expense of the
hand, for the eye may he blotted out,
as in the case of Milton, and yet his
hand writes a “Paradise Lost” or a
“Samson Agonistes;” as in the case of
‘William H. Prescott, and yet his hand
may write the enchanting ‘‘Conquest
of Peru.” Or the ear may be silenced
forever, as in the case of Beethoven,
and yet his hand may put into immor-
tal cadences the ‘“Ninth Symphony.”
Oh, the hand! The God fashioned
hand! The triumphant hand! - It is
an open Bible of divine revelation,
and the five fingers are the Isaiah, and
the Ezgekiel, and the David, and the
Micah, ani the Paul of that almighty
inspiration. ;

A bastor in. his sermon teold how a
little child appreciated the value «of
his hand when he was told that on
the .morrow it must be amputated in
order to save his life. Hearing that,
he went to a quiet place and prayed
that God would spare his hand. The
surgeon, coming the next day to do
the work, found the hand so much
better that amputation was postponed,
and the hand got well. The pasor,
telling of this in 'a sermon, concluied
by holding up his hand and saying,
“That is the very hand that was spar-
ed in answer to prayer, and I held it
up, a monument of divine merey.”

Again, the hand is the chief execu-
tive officer of the soul when wrung in
agony. Tears of relief are sometimes
denied to trouble. The eyelids at such
time are as hot and parched and burn-
ing as the brow. At such time even
the voice is suppressed, and there is no
sob or outcry. Then the wringing of
the hands tells the story. At the
close of a life wasted+in sin sometimes
comes that expression of the twistel
fingers—the memory of years that will
mever return, of opportunities the like
of which will never again occur and
conscience in its wrath pouncing upon
the soul and all the past a horror.

BRITISH PARLIAMENT.

LONDQN, Jan. 31.—There. was an
utter lac¥ of interest in today’'s de-
bate lin the house of commons, Al
o time was the hcuse'well filled. The
speeches were academic, travelled im
deep worn ruts, and did not touci up=
on the future, in which alone the public
is much interested. The  only sign
of animadion during the whole ses-
sion was when Sir Robert Threshie
Reid attacked the South African com-
mittee, drawing forth cries from the
Irish members of “publish the Hawk-
esly letters.”

A. J. Balfour, replying to a sugges-
tion of Sir John Heary Xenneway
(conservative) said he regretted that
it would-be comntrary to precedent to
curtail the debate, as the amendment
weas a vote of censure upon which the
fate of the government depended.

LONDON, Jan. 31.— The afternoon
newspapers, even the warmest sup-
poerters of the government, stigmatize
the speeches in pariiament of the
w jcnist leeders as mere verbiage,
and as displaying an unhappy inabil-
ity . to realize the exceptional nature
of the situation or devise means for
retrieving it.

Lord Salisbury’s jocular reference to
the government's short-comings are
regarded as being in particularly bad
taste, and there is nothirg but ap-
proval for Lord Rosebery’s cutting
criticism of them. With the excep-
tion. of Liord Rosebery’s speech, even
the apclogists of the liberal opposition
find little comfort in such academic
panaceas as the liberal leaders were
able to cffer.

LONDON, Jan. 31.—It is amnounsed
that the mew united Irish- party, at
a meeting this afternoon, decided (9
take no collective part in’'the division
in the house of commons upon Lord
Edmund Fitzmaurice’s amendment to
the address in reply to the speech
from tre throne.

It ig explained that the Yrish mem-
bers of parliament will abstain from
supporting Lord Edmund Fitzmaurice
because his amendment contains a
declz:ration favorable to the prosecu-
tion of the war.
