To Tae Crurcmes, domrostng THE Nova Scorra Wes-

TERN Baprist Assocramrow.

Beloved Brethren,—

Buch ‘i the religious excitement and speoulation of the
present age, and such thy§ conflict of circumstances and
opinions, that we may probably profis by occasionally medi-
tating upon the quostions—What are wo? Where are
we P and, Why are we thus ?

An intelligent knowledge of the position God has
assigned us, and of the causes . that have produced, and
the circumstances that have moulded our denominational
existence, is essential to hoth our growth and our usefulness.
And while it is presumed that as a body, our conviotions
are olear, and our constiousness strong on these questions,
yet the accessions that we are constantly acquiring, largely
from the youthful class, are not intuitively permeated with
~the true tenets of the gospel in all ‘their length, ‘breadth,
height and depth, Nor will an ogoasional refreshing of
our more matured minds'be amiss, surrounded as we are,
with the pressure of compromise. ' :

By such review we may s'treng'then our individual faith,.
and be the more invigorated for the stern labors of christian.
life, and the more earnest defence of the christian faith.
To this end we propose as the sabject of our present
address : '

OUR POSITION, AS A DENOMINATION.

We. will note. its peculiarities ; its responsibilities ; and:
its advantages. L

. OUR, REQULIABITIES.

1. The first peculiarity, that we will mention as found
pertaining to us is, Qur religious isolation,
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We stand alone. None sympathise in full with our work.
None are prepared to pray that our doctrines and practices
may become universal.y_That the world may be filled with
Baptists. . Some of the denominations believe in some. of
the Bible truths that we hold; but notwithstanding : the
commonality of those points of our respective creeds, such
is the repugnance to other sentiments of our faith, that the
preference is usually given, evenby those termed orthodox,
to those who differ with us on the question of baptism,
however dissimilar in other sentiments the two may. be.
We have no good grounds to expect from these sourees
favors beyond the ordinary courtesies of religious society.
If we secure these in the steadfast maintainance of Bible
truth we may rest satisfied. Tn this we have not always
succeeded. We have been pressed to found institutions of
learning, to form Bible, and Mission Societies, and churches
too, more from mecessity, that from choice. We sought
not separation. We- would that all men.were with us.
But we could not sacrifice the convictions the word of God
had wrought in. us. ' ‘

2. A second peculiarity is pur recognition of the exclusive
and supreme authority of the Bible in all matters of chris-

" tian faith and practice. On this point we are mnot so
singular in- our theory, as in our practice. Most _other
denominations. enunciate this sentiment abstractly, both in .
their pulpits and their creeds, and still all, more or less,
supplement it in their practice,

The following are some of the authorities, found in this
supplement—tradition, human reason, gonvenience, consoi-
ence, &c. These in their practical application seem to
supersede 'in some connections  the commands “of God.
The absurdity of this suppfementing the ' Bible, ' God’s
book, the journals of his legislation, is apparent. On this
question the Baptists, ag a body, have stood firmly in'both
theory and practice from Apostolic times, and have outlived
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much of the abuse that has been heaped upon them because
of it, and have withstood all the temptations presented to
move them from their position. The attacks upon us have
changed with the changing circumstances of society. But
the gravest charge that has been, and that still is ‘maintained
against,us, is, not, that we are unscriptural, but that we are
too :seriptural, :too tenacious of the full authority of ‘the _
Bible. This we -can: afford to beat. We shall not be
damaged by it. = Some religious: bodies go'farther with us
than others, in the practical recognition of Bible authority.
This supplementing and superseding work, has very .
‘extensively pervaded christendom.  Qur position, in ‘this
respect, is peduliar, but not perverse.

3. A third and last peculiarity that we will notice, con-
sists.in the construction of a!visible church. We' require
according $o - the inspired teachings, ‘and' the":Apostolic
usage, our members to be persons renewed in the spirit of
their, minds ;' in' other! words regenerated to 'God. “And
we refuse to admit to membership'anyiconsidered to be desti-
tute/of this qualification. 'Further, e admit none to" any
of the, privileges'of the; church, who aré hot members of it,
or.members of a kindted ohurch. Qur Freowill and Free
christian Baptist brethren are the most like ‘us of 'any
denominations_in the matter of ‘ohurch construction: Btill
they. fail on- this ,point. They professedly receive  to ‘the
external privileges of their church, those whom they ‘would
not receive' to: membership, without greater qualifications.
They: thus require. less qualification for admission to church
privileges,  than they do to chuteh membership.

The peduliarities already named: aréithe most striking,
and the most important: that distinguish - us' from' other
religious bodies. . We -diaclaini ignorance; ‘obstinacy, and
misanthropy, in our adherence to the sentiments propound-
ed, and that place us in this position. ' As our only apology,
We urge an enlightened conviction of the truth and a su-

s
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preme love to the God of all truth. ¢ Buy the truth and
sell it not” is a motto that with all our hearts we endorse.

If our individual professions and our denominational
distinotiona are worth nothing to ourselves nor to the
world, and are not required of God, then-may we without .
loss; or guilt abandon them. If there is mothing in our
peouliarities beyond: a name, insignificant and unimportant,
then have the. Baptists’ endurance of sufferings and re-
proach been a mak&as, rather than a virtue. But the con-
vietion strongly presses on us that our position in the world
is; the ordering: of. the Almighty One, a provision for
hig own glory. And'our professions of faith and hope are
the iexponents of solemn responsibilities, that dictate:to us
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a line of action that we cannot honourably resist. Our
nawme ig significant ; our profession is serious. In honour
to ourselves we must maintain them. J
8. Towards the world, it .is our duty to act as those
entrusted with a message upon which depends its life and:
its peace. Nor can we be indifferent to this claim of hu-
manity. Nor will a comparison of ourselves with any other
portion of the professing christian world, however favorable
to us the comparison, justify in us a diminished light, a
limited piety, a contracted or' distorted effort to save the
world from sin, by bringing it to Christ. In writing thus
We are not underrating other bodies of religious professors,
We are not addressing them, but ourselves. We are not
attempting to compute the amount of truth they hold. We
heartily oredit them for all: the: truth they teach, for all the
light they show, for all the good: they do, while we argue
that our mission is a distinet and peculiar one, for the
prosecution of. which God holds. us responsible, = The
apostle Paul expresses this truth when he says, “I am:
debtor both to the Greeks ‘and to. the barbarian,/ft;th to
the wise and to the unwise.”—Rom. i. 14. ' If we are in
any sense the salt of the earth, we . are. to preserve the
savor thereof. And if we'are at all the light of"the world
" we are-to let that light shine. For the welfare of mankind
it is our duty to maintain and promulgate all the doctrines,
practices and ordinances embrased i’ the christian religion:
Amongst these doctrines are hiiffian depravity, divine sove-!
reigaty, human acoountability, ‘the 'atonement ‘of ' Christ,’
regeneration by the' Spirit, jusification by faith, aud final
perseverence. Amongt the practioss ‘are’ the maintenatios’
of an orderly life, ohristian fellowship; and the support of
public religious worship. - The'ordinarices are Baptisny and
the Lord’s supper'in the ‘order and misnnér, and for the énd
enjoined. By thus observing the christiatiity’of thie ‘Bible!
we have grown' to 'what we ‘nmi‘m.mnmbaringu we dg'in

New Brunswick, Prince Edward's Island, and Nova Sootia‘,
over twenty-five thousand church members, and probably a
still larger number of supporters of ‘our sentiments, which
gives a denomination of over fifty thousand.” “We have not
been fostered by government patronage; and government
favors. '"We have not largely been aidell by men of influ-
ence in the world, nor by men of riches.

REPORT ON SABBATH SCHOOLS.

The Committee on Sabbath Schools report :
That they congratulate their brethren forming this Asso-

ciation on the increased amount of activity in this’ depart- -

ment of christian labour; as manifested by'the ‘statistical
information presented in last year's reports to the Sablath
School Conyentional meetings, . ;

It appears by those reports that 74 Schools made returns
of their numbers, to the three Associations, in which there
were 5143 scholars: and 661 teachers. ' Some schools - that
reported themselves in .the: previous year failed to. do. so
last year. Supposing- them to :be still in existence, there
would be about 700 teachers and 7000 scholars.

Your committee would respectfully urge the Superintend-
ents and teachers to make regalar Returns &0 ‘as to present
a8 correct' an account as;possible for publication: . There
are, it appears, a large number .of Baptists engaged. in
Union Schools which have not heretofore reported them-
selves. Your Committee would suggest wg:ether there
might ‘not“be some’ returnis ‘made of such schools. 5o that
they might' be put iato: a separate table ‘and be récogniked
by each other and: our brethren generally.

Your Committeq deem, this, work of vast moment to:the
welfare of the church and the world, and trust that there
maygbe no diminution of interest, but 'a large increase
thereof during the current year. e

The character of the teachers and. of the instruction
given ‘are subjects which should' command the earnest
attention of the pastors of the churches. They should do
all in their power to encourage and aid these institutions.
In mbny cases they are the best life of the church.
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We much regret that. more time cannot be appropriated
to this subject during the, sitting . of the Association. WAs
several of the brethren will probably be asking for leave of
absence on Tuesday afternoon, your; Committee think it
will be advisable, if possible, to. make a slight alteration in
the order of proceedings, and oceupy one hour this (Men-
day) afternoon, for the Sabbath School Convention.

Your Committee would express their opinion that a brief
compendinm of Christian Docttine. for the young is greatly
needed for our Schools and Families.

Your Committee on Témperancg beg to report as follows:

Your Committee consider the Temperance organizations
of this province. worthy,of heing ranked amongst its most
important institutions. It is useless for us, in a short re-
port to attempt a portraiture of the sin and sorrow attend-
ing upon a course of intemperance. )
* It is not needful to state any more. than the fact, and at
the same: time observa that tippling habits lead to the

" drunkard’s miseries on earth and the drunkard’s hell here.

after.  The; great. practical questions, however, are :—
First, Are the tippling and drinking habits of the people of
this provinee on the increase, decrease, or are they stand-
ing still> Second, Are we doing all we can. for the ad-
vancement of this ¢ause ? | To the first we reply, that the
convietion is, that in many parts of this country, intempe-
rance principles and practices are upon the increase. This
has o some extent aroused the feelings and inspired the
seal of many good men; but, there is too much apathy on
the part of many among us yet, A large number of new
divisions of the Sons of Temperance, and kindred organi-
zations have been formed in this. province during the year,
but much remains to be done. More must be done, or the
cause will not advance, and success will not be complete.
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To the second we reply, that we are not doing all that
can be done for this noble enterprise. The temperance
reform is not laid hold of by many of our influential men
as it should be.  Wine and cider, &o., are not yet banished
from all our tables. ‘Wedding parties and .other festive
gatherings are often treated to these beverages even in the
houses of some of our most active men. We fear there
are some of our hembers who still take a LrrrLE when the
are cold, and a:little when they are warm, &c. While this
is the case, we cannot be doi g all we gan as a denomina-
tion. 'We hope this'Association will give such an expression
of our total ‘abstaining principles. as shall vibrate through-
out our churches and wake our ‘sleeping, dormant friends,
and make the lovers of  humanity and religion banish the
bowl of enchantment from their homes and their social
entertainments.

We presume that there is no possibility, at the present
time, of obtaining‘a prohibitory law upon this subject, but
we can not refrain from expressing our firm conviction of
its justice and desirableness, and our. entire disapprobation
of the whole licensing system of this Province. What is
morally wrong, and destructive to the lives and property of
our countrymen, we cannot concede to the governmént
the right to legalize. If sin is a disgrace to any people,
surely the licensing of rum-shops ‘and distillerios is.a dis-
grace to our legislature; and a blot on our fair country.
We entertain tHe faint hope that this blot will yet be wiped
out. We hold a communication from the Graud Seribe of
the G. D. of the Sons of Temperance, asking for the names
and places of residences of all the elergymen of the Bap-
tist denomination in' this part of the province, who are
personal abstainers, ‘or connected with ‘temperance organi-
tions. We would recommend a courteous reply to the
inquiry, and suggest that a committee be appointed to
afford the information sought. '

‘We sincerely hope that the time is not far distant when
we shall bé able to say not only that our ministers are all
abstainers, but that al{our members are earnest supporters
of this good cause.

REPORT OF DOMESTIC MISSIONARY BOARD.

At the last Annual Meeting of the Board, owing to the
smallness of funds in hand, a less number of appointments
were made, and they for shorter periods than the Board
would desire,

46 weeks labor engaged, for which $185 were promised,
leaving the missionaries employed to collect the remainder
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from the mission fields where they labor. $110 were also
granted to assist feeble churches.

From reports received, 384 weeks labor has heen per-
formed, 132 Sermons preached, 179 families visited, 81
conference and Prayer meetings attended, g baptized, and
one church formed of 19 members,

equests for money have heen received from the Eastern
parts of the Pprovince, which, for wang of funds, have been
denied, though reluctantly,

From the reports of your missionaries, and algo of thoge
whom you have assisted as pastors of feeble churches, we
confidently believe tha your funds haye been profitably
expended. In gome instances, at least, manifest sucoess
has attended the labor. In others, the sower’s toil hag
been performed, the reaper’s labor is to come, when the
sower and the reaper gha]l rejoice together, In Shelburne
especially the labors of Brother Barss haye been attended
with signal blessirg.

Your Board is not 80 much discouraged in the succegs of
their missions, ag in the want of readiness and liberality of
the churches to Sustain them. The fielq is not lessened.
The demand for aid is not diminished, but wit, every
circling year and every additional effort, pey fields are
opening and new opportunities afforded for extending our
principles,

All that we need is stronger faith, and corresponding
prayers, liberality, and effory,

REPORT OF THE FRENCH MISSION BOARD.

The French Mission Board in presenting  their fifeengh
unnual report, have to record the goodness ang grace of our
God and Saviour during anoth While the churcheg

ienci the presence of the
28 enjoyed the oyt~
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meetings, and endeavored to discharge the duties devolved
upon them in watching over and providing for the Mission.
The missionary has devoted himself as formerly to visiting
among the French people, preaching to them where com-
panies of them could be assembled for the purpose, and
distributing religious tracts and copies of the scriptures.
And while he has been thus engaged, his heart and ours
have been cheered from time to time by learning that
results appeared which showed that labor was not spent in
vain, nor strength for nought. -

During the year the Missionary has travelled 2335 miles,
visited 196 families, preached 46 sermons, and delivered 18
Jeoturcs in behalf of the Mission. Two of the Acadian
French have professed faith in the Lord Jesus Christ in
baptism ; one of these, in whose heart the ends of truth
were first implanted about four years ago in her native
place in Clare, uniting with bro. Vidito’s Church in Wilmot,
the other with the church at Hebron, while one Englich
person has been baptized by bro. Normonday himself, in
connection with the little company of believers at the North
Ridge, at St. Mary’s Bay. Altogether, seven of the French
haye given satisfactory evidence of having passed from
defith to life, and eleven have renounced the Church of
Rome and are with lively interest, searching the word of life
to find the way of salvation, while the Sabbath School at the

North Ridge, is still sustained and numbers about 50 persons. "

Notwithstanding the Association has authorized" the
Board to dispose of the premises at Tusket, and an enacts
ment has been obtained from the legislature empowering
them to do so, the Mission still retains possession of them,
but only because they have not found an opportunity to
make sale of them. The Board is still of the conviction
that Saulnierville is the most desirable location for the
mission premises, and hope that the day will not be far
distant when they may make a removal. The finishing of
the house at S., has been carried forward to a considerable
extent during the year, and was arrested only for want of
funds, those that have been expended having been supplied
by bro. Joseph Shaw alone. The mission have in posses-
sion, consequently, two premises while only one s paid for.*
. Tt has, however, strongly impressed the minds of some
of the br‘ethren, for Va length of time, that more ought to
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be attempted for the perishing French of our province ;
and within the limits of this Western Association, more
labourers are needed, What is one man amoug so many ?
Another missionary g required, a school js an absolute
necessity to large success ; and a colporteur is requisite to
break the ground as yet inaccessible and pave the way for
the more regular evangelistic efforts of the missionary.
We have been experimenting sufficiently long. The results
abundantly declare that labor expended is not in vain in the
Lord. The Lord, calls ug by past success ; by present
promise, and by direet command, to go forward, and we
dare not disobey, In consideration of the extent of this

missionary field, the numbers of the French in perishing

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Schools in various parts of the province applications are
very frequently directed to the same quarter, and many of
our young men from the various classes in the College are
being more and more sought as teachers.

During the past year the number of gtudents of all
classes in Acadia College was 86; of these six graduated
at the Anniversary just closed. The Academy has num-
bered about 80 pupils.

But with so much to encourage us, it ought not to be
lost sight of that much is needed still to give to the Insti-
tutions at Horton the degree of efficiency which the increase
of our denomination, in numbers and ability, and the cir-
cumstances of the comntry otherwise, would seem to demand.
The supply of funds for the salaries of the Professors is
still to some considerable extent precarious, and in the
event, at any time as now, of a great increase in the price
of the necessaries of life, the support of these laborious
servants of the publio must be stationary and insufficient.

Besides, it ought to be noticed, that the larger endow-
ment and the rapid progress of other Colleges, as Freder-
icton, Dalhousie, Windsor, Sackville, is forcing upon our
attention the fact, thgt without any unscemly rivalry, there
is and must be in effect a contest between them to a grow-
ing extent, as to which Institution shall commend itself to
the public mind as the most efficient school of learning.
The College that shall once obtain the decided preeminence,
will more and more draw the largest number of students,
and in a moderate population like ours, the others, in that
case, must fall considerably and painfully in the rear.

It is apparent, then, that the present is a critical time
in our Educational position. Ten years, or perhaps five,
will probably dotermine whether we lose, or continue to
hold the ground we now occupy ; and, under God, that
question will be decided by the Baptist people themselves.
Contributions, at a very low rate, as respects each giver,
spread generally over our entire denomination, would de
cide the permanencyof Acadia College,—the want of these,
or of their equivalent in some form, may drive our own
youth away to better endowed Institutions.

The means that the people might provide so as to give to
Acadia College an enviable superiority, ‘or to save it from
a. painful depression, would -be, scholarships in aid of
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students to a larger amount than their mere tuition ; prizes
to encourage diligence ; an enlargem:nt of ths College
buildings, now full to their utmost capacity ; the adequate
mainterance of the professors so as to save them from the
dispiriting trial of insufficient Support ; and secure at the
same time the highest talent for each_department of in-
struction ; and the endowmeng or maintenance of one or
two additional Professors, as for example one in Physical
Seience, and one in Modern Languages. These improve-
ments in the condition of the College would not confer
more extended advantages than other Institutions possess,
bor more than its real necessities demand.
“The Female School has been respectably conducted during
the past year with about 20 pupils, But no great increaso
can be looked for until the Governors shall be enabled to
erect larger buildings and provide other facilitios Tt ought
to be put in such a state of efficiency as would command
patronage from all parts of the province by its decided
superiority to every other school,
All these improvements would be, the Committee believe, ,
a cheap employment of funds, when it is considered how
