Scotia to Llon Alex. Macfarlane, of one square mile each, of the richest coal deposits
in Canade, at Spring Hill, Cumberland County, Nova Scotia, renewable until August,
1926.

Five seams and upwards, of varying thickness from 24 to 13 feet, are known to ex-
ist within these areas, which comprehend (exclusive of a portion of the General Mining
Association reserve) nearly all the coal yet discovered in this well known district. Ot

 these, one, known as the 11 feet seam, has been opened,and several hundred tons raised
by a slope sunk only 25 feet from  the surface, and bas been proved by test pits about
14 mwile at an average of 10 feet from the surface, and preserving a thickness of 10 feet
for two thirds of that distance. The slope has lately been carried down to the degth of
95 fect, exhibiting a marked improvement in the quality of the coal. described by Sir
Wm. Logan, from specimens near the outcrop, as ¢« an excellent coal, superior toany
of this continent yet known,”” A moderate estimate of the quantity would give as the
yield from this seam alone, hall a million tons aonually during the lease. The larger
seam has been exposed by a trial pit within the areas ; the smallest of 23 feet, is be-
lieved to containa valuable gas coal, and it is a fair %eological inference that all these
beds of coal will be found in their proper position. Thus several distinct colleries may
be leased to individuals or companies. .

A branch railway of 33 miles has been sarveyed, and steps are being taken for its
construction to connect the groperty by a down grade with the Intercolonial Railway,
at a point 21 miles from the head of the Bay Fundy and contemplated Bay Verte Canal,
and 13 miles from a shipping place at the mouth of Maccan River half a mile from the
Intercolonial, where vessels drawing 13 feet of water may load. Until the opening of
the Intercolonial, between Truro and Ambherst, next autumn, the coal will be hauled 4
miles to Black River Station.

From the nearness of the outerop to the surface, and the seams lying on high and
descending ground, securing easy drainage, it is considered that these seams may be
most economically worked.

The freight of a ton from the head of Bay Fundy to Boston or New York is about
%5 cents le<s than from Pictou or Sydney—of itself a good profit, while thé difference to
St. John is fully $1.00.

The Spring Hill coal is well adapted for house, stean and smelting purposes. Situ-
ated within 37 miles by rail of the lodes of brown hematite and micaceous iron orc of
the richest quality, known as the Acadia iron ore, of Londonderry, it is diﬂicu}c to as-
siga limits to the quantity of ore likely to be taken to Spring Hill, for smelting by a
coal unusually Iree from sulpbur. The large proportion of carbon renders it eminent-
ly adapted for manufacturing coke, which, with the coal itself, must be extensively
“used in the iron and steel works at Londonderry, as well as the Machine shops being
erected for the Government railways at Monctoo. i .

The portion of the Intercolonial between Truro and Amherst is now being ballasted
with engines driven by Spring Hill coal. It is understood that the Jine between Truro
and Newcastle, if not the whole line to St. John, a distance of 280, miles will shortly
be worked in the same way, and the local demand between these points, already large,
is steadily increasing.

Vessels bringing flour from the St. Lawrence .to St. Jobn, Yarmouth, and other
lower ports. through the Bay Verte Canal, when completed, may have return cargoes
of coal to Quebec, Montreal or Toronto.

Krom all these sources of traffic, in addition to the Western part of Nova Scotia.,
the New England ports and New York, it is assumed that an unlimited market will be

florded.

Additional means of shipment will be afforded by the contemplated railway to
Parrshoro—a port open at least ten to eleven months in the year—for which the Nova
Scotia Legislature bave provided large subventions.

The estimated cost per ton for raising, baundling,

and putting on board ship, say at
mouth of Macean river, is about as follows :

A JewisH ScanpaL.—The Jewish Church,
press and public in New York, primarily,
and wherever else the story has run, have
been scandalized by a marriage between a
German Jew of wealth and good connec-
tions and his brother’s widow, a union
which, according to the Hebrew interpre-
tation of Mosaic law, is 1ncestuous and an
unpardonable sin.

The forit &nd frame of repre-
sentative institutions have now been orga-
nized and set in motion, with every prospcet
of satistactory working. Much praise is
due the Lieutenant Governor, Mr. Archi
bald, for the legal attainments, the un-
wearied ‘industry, and" the fine temper
which he brought to bear on the difficulties
he had to encounter. (Hear, hear.) He
literally encountered the wilderness, but
he has cleared the forest and taken out the
stumps. W hoever succeeds him, for I hear
Mr. Archibald wishes to leave, with views
and ohjects ot his own, will have an easy
task. He will enter upon the results of
another man’s intelligent labours, will not,
probably, have more obstacles in his way
than are found in the older settled provin
ces. Tocarry on the agricultural simile,
he will only have to cultivate the cleared
farm on ordinary kuown principles, and
with & propér rotation of crops.

Thisis a handsome compliment to an
able administrator, and is not undeserved.
Governor Archibald has been thoroughly
abused by partizans, - and his actions and
motives scandulously misrepresented.

P. E. ISLAND MATTERS.

Attempted Assassi“::tion ma Ptl.vate

Household— A Divorced Wife and her
Revenge—The Parties Well Known.

Between half-past 11 and 12 o’clock yes-
terday morning, while*°Mrs A.'M. Hol:
brook was engaged’ at:her toilette in ‘the
second floor front room of her residence,
No.'208 €onstance street, between Orange
and Ricbhard, she became conscious that
some one had entered her apartment, and,
turning to observe the visitor, was instant-
ly fired upon bya well dressed woman
standing in the door,
Horror stricken at the evident attempt st
assassination, Mrs. Holbrook faced her
assailant, end after the discharge of a
second shot, succeeded in clutching the
weapon. The two women struggled in a
death-like contest for some seconds,and the
pistol at fength dropped upon the floor. At
this juncture the would-be murderess seized
a quart bottle of bay rum, which was
standing on the bureau, and began beating
Mrs. Holbrook with it over the head. 1t

was quickly shivered intoa hundred pieces,
and - the infuriated woman, snatching a
China vase from the mantel piece,continued
the attack.

The report of the pistol attracted the at-
tention of an aged colored cook, who gave
the alarm, and a white servant, named:
Mary, rushed to the rescue. She seized the
assailant (who proved. to be Jennie Bron-
son, the divorced wife of Mr. Holbrook,)
from behind,and the present Mrs Holbrook,
succeeding in extricating berself, rushed
‘out of the house.

The unfortunate lady,covered with blood,
first went in mext door to the residence of
Mr. Rainey, where a servant furnished her
with a basin of water and a change of
clothing, and the family being absent, she
then took refuge at the residence of Mrs.
Martin, just opposite. The attack created
the wildest excitement, the servants left in
& body, and, .in probably less than five
minutes, Jeonie Bronson held undisputed
possession.

THE WORK OF DEMOLITION.

Flushed with triumph, the woman at
once commenced a wholesale attack on the
farniture. Mirrors, pictures and armoire
glasses were shiyered into atoms, and what-
ever articles of jewelry that could be found
on the second floor were scattered about in:
the wildest coufusion. Descending to the
ﬁyound floor she procured an axe from the

itchen and resumed the work of destruc
tion. A obina closet, containing apparent-
ly two barrels full of dishes and cut glass
ware was completely stripped of its con-
tents, and the promiscuous heap was beaten
into fragments upon the hall floor. A side-
board, containing castors,silver service and
wine glasses, shared the same fate. The
glazed doors of several bookcases were
knocked into smithereens, and the dial
plate of & handsome clock broken into frag-
ments, the sounding board of a new !Jhno
smashed to pieces, and a portrait of Mr.
Holbrook hurled from its place on the wall
and cut to shreds.

An hour later, whon our reporter reach-
ed the scene, he found the drawing room,
parlor, dining room and hall heaped with
the debris, and indeed, had the establish-
ment been jarred by the explosion of nitro-
glycerine, or shaken by a first class earth-

THE EXCITEMENT"®

A curious crowd of ladjes, children and
servants still lingered in front of the house;
but even at that time information concern-
ing this most unfortunate contretemps was
difficult to glean,

A lady, living in the immediate vicinity,
and fearing, from the shots, that & murder
was being perpetrated, sent her servants
in all directions for the police. At least
twenty minutes elapsed before an officer
could be procured ; but at length a little
boy succeeded in finding officer Dorsey, of
the Sixth precinct, who at once cawe to the
house.

MEDICAL AID

In the meantime Dr. Thomas Nicholson,
residing on Magazine strcet, ncar the
scene, had been sent for, and he reached
the house first. The doctor found Jenny
Bronson in the parlor. She bad ceased
her work at that time, and was endeavor-
ing to staunch the blood from a slight
wound on her finger. The doctor extract
ed a piece of hroken glass from the cat,
and hearing that Mrs. Holbrook was across
the street, immediately repaired to that
domueil. s

Mrs. Holbrook, whom the doctor found
to be quite faint from loss of blood, pre-
sented a most deplorable picture. The un-
happy lady had received a deep gash in
front of the forehead, where the hair joins
in,one an inch long on the left of the head,
and a similar wound on the right of the
head. The top is alsobadly bruised. Her
bair was completely matted with blood,
and at the first her garments fairly stream-
ed with gore. He found no difficulty in
checking the flow of blood, and believes
that, although Mrs. Holbrook will suffer
great pain for several days, she is not in
any great danger.

THE ARREST.

Officer Dorsey, upon reaching the house,
at once took Jennie Bronson into custody,
butat her solicitation procured a cab, and
drove with her to the Pecanier station.
There she was conducted to a room adjoin-
ing the clerk’s office, and placed in charge
of the colored turnkey. Officer Doursey, at
her request, went to the hotel, procured
from her room a travelling dress and skirt,
and brought the garments to the station.
She appeared much excited, but declined
an interview with any one. Mr. Holbrook

after the arrest, and prelerreda charge of
shooting and wounding Mrs. Holbrook
with intent to kill.

THE ACCUSED.

At asecond visit paid to the statiin
bouse our reporter was admitted to the
presence of the accused.

She reached the city from New York
yesterday morning, and at once secured a
room at Wade’s Upper City Hotel, at the
corner of Magazine and Jackson streete. In

| PREVIOUS HISTORY OF THE CASE.

The handisome, and by no means upeal-
tivated, cause of the abuve terrible misfor-
tune, was met by Mr. Holbrook during the
war, and being of a social disprsition, and
apparently ready to receive the attentions
ofgentlemen,hisadvances were enc uraged,
'They travelled together, became intimate,
and at length Jennie Bronson went North.
Mr. Holbrook met her again at the New
York Hotel during a summer tour, and the
intimacy was resumed. She then repre-
sented herself as a widow, and the daugh-
ter of an eminent attorney. When Mr.
Holbrook was about leaving New York she
sent for him to her room and demanded
that he should marry her. Upon his refus
ing, Jennie swallowed an immense dose of
laudanum, and, lying down, calmly inform-
ed him that she had but two hours to live.
A physician was sent for, but she refused
utterly to permit a stomach pump to be
applied, and so worked upon the feelings
of a naturally eredulous gentleman, that
he at length consented. A priest, found
conveniently near, was summoned, the
ceremony was performed, a stomach pump
was applied and the woman recovered.
That day Mr. Holbrook, atter making lib-
eral appropriations for her support, left
for New Orleans, it being agreed that she
should remain in New York. He had not
been long in the city when Mrs. Holbrook,
selling her furniture, came South. = She
stopped at Havana, and finally, greatly to
Mr. Holbrook’s surprise, reached here,
and, taking rooms at the St. Charles, sum
moned him to her presence. A series of
violent quarrels, io which he was maltreat-
ed in the grossest manper, was veryshortly
afterward the resalt of Sheir meeting, and
Mr Holbrook was compelled t) seek a
private lodging. She ferreted him out,
entered his apartment, cut up his clothes,
and, in fact, acted so maliciously that pro-
ceedings for a divorce were instituted. A
reconciliation followed ; and, in ancther
quarrel, she went to his house, on Hevia
street, and broke the mirrorsand furniture,
and, when the man incharge of it attempt
ed to eject her, she bit him so severely that
to this day he bears the mirk of her
teeth.

There was another reconciliation, and
then another quarrel in the editorial room
of the Picayune, in which Mr. Holbrook
was severely bitten. Proceedings for di
vorce were again instituted, but when the
cause came to trial the litigants were off
on a bridal tour and i$ was dismissed. So
the matter went on for years, and finally,
in consideration of certain emoluments,
she left forever.

They met again at the North, where
Mrs. Holbrook, conspicuous as the best
‘dressed woman of the resort, again attract-
ed her husband, and both returning to the
city went to housekeeping. They lived
peaceably together for some time, but the
trouble again breaking out a few months
ago, suit for divorce was instituted in the
Eighth District Court. Upon being served
with the process,she wrote a contemptuous
reply o the plaintiffi’s attorney (Messrs.
Mott and Semmes), which was filed, and
then went North. Judgment was rendered
in Mr. Holbrook’s favor,at:d about a month
‘ago he married.

Jennie Bronson is the daughter of an
oysterman doing business near Harlem,
New York. hile separated from Mr.
Holbrook she amused herself by writing
squibs for the newspapers, and, we be-
lieve, at one time succeeded in entering the
Hotel Dieu as a Sister of Charity. She is
a bandsome, stormy woman, with jaws
like a tigress, a fine tigure, and at times
most attrattive. q

The present Mrs. Holbrook is not only
an estimablc lady, but one of Southland’s
sweetest poets, and under the nomme de
plume Pearl Rivers is known the length and
breadth of the land. A large circle of sin-
cere friends truly sympathize with her in
this trying hour, and will watch with po
feigned anxiety for her convalescence.

The Labor Difficulties,

The Western despatch to the St. John
Associated Press states that of 95,000 men
who have struck during the past eight
wecks in New York, 80,000 are working on
the eight hours’ system, 25,000 are still on
a strike, and 10,000 have resumed work at
10 hours. But New York, saysan exchange,
is not alone in its labor troubles. 'The
murmur of dissatisfaction comes across the
ocean from the British [sles and the Con-
tinent, and London and Berlin resound with
the loud demands of the workingmen.
There is a marked difference in the methods
of meeting the difficulty, here and there.
While the New York employers are gener
ally disposed to meet the employes half-
way, and consent to an equitable comprom-

ise, the Berlin masters adopt the measure
of peremptorily ‘* locking out” all the
operatives, refractory or not, thereby pro-
ducing a lerge amount of causeless suffer-
ing, and engendering a still greater hatred
and strife. With some modification, the
same thing is being done at London, and at
last accounts a general ** lock-out’” all over
the kingdom was feared. In England the
main struggle is between the carpenters
and master builders. The earpenters now
work 563 hours, and demand a reduction
of time to 51 hours, beside a slight increase
of wages. This very material alteration
the master builders are unwilling to grant,
and the result is seen in the growing in
clination of all classes .to unite with the
carpenters and engnf;e in a long and bitter
war. - As yet no violence has been resorved
to, although 20,000 journeymen have been
thrown out of employment by a **lock-out’’;
but it must be evident that there is much
more danger of a calamitous issue under
such conditions than in New York, where.
the general sentiment with both opposin%
parties is decidedly in favor of a peacefu
settlemnent of the question.

The Russian Czar in the
Season.

Kissing

Of all Russians perhaps the only one who
does not look forward to the prospect of
an Easter morning with any degree of
pleasure is the Emperor himself; for it
must be remembered that this is the great
kissing season. Among real unsophisti
‘cated Russians at Easter, the practice is
universal between friends or between mas-
ters and servants. It still holds good at
Court ; and on Sunday from about half-
past one till.three, the Emperor might
have been seen in the chapel of the Winter
Palace going through an ordeal, which,
in spite of his perseverance and good hu-
mour, must have sorely tried his patience.
Think of the number of kisses he had bes-
towed during that hour and halt! There
were, first, all the officiating priests; thed
the members of the Council of State ; next
the Senators ; then all the general officers
in Petersburgh—whose name is legion ;
then the officers of the Imperial Guard
above the rank of major. Of all the officers
of lower rank only a certain number are
seat by each regiment These are followed
by those of the fleet. the same distinction
being made between the superior and 1n
ferior ranks as in the army, while lastly
come the officers. of the Imperial household.
HT'o each individual of this multitude the
Emperor gives two kisses, one on each
cheek—three being the canonical number
according to Russian etiguette—but that
would take too much time in the present
instance.

BeecHER ON BorrowiNG.—One thing 1
cannot and will not stand. There is a
member of a great publishing house in New
York who says and circalates thas I bor-
rowed that distinguished traveler and very
clever fellow, Du Chaillu’s umbrella, and
did npot return it on demand! It was
alleged to be the umbrella that he had
tiken with him around the world; with
which he had kept the Kopts of Egypt
from tanning; had preserved salamanders
from a sunstroke ; had sheltered ducks and
frogs in Africa from getting wet ; and with
which in Norway and Sweden he had playcd
fast and loose with the winds. Now, this
whole charge I deny. That I brought off my
own umbrella safely from that establish
ment has always been a matter of gratelul
wounder to me. . But that I begged the well-
known and world renowned umbrella of
the African traveler 1 do aver is not in ac-
cord with the truth of history.
