the Association, their sense of the loss sustained, not only by 
this institution, but by the community at large, in the removal 
by death of our beloved friend and brother, Mr. John S. 
Maclean, who for over thirty years has faithfully labored in 
Christ's vineyard in the Maritime Provinces of Canada.

Devoting himself to the service of his Master in early man­
hood, notwithstanding the pressing responsibilities and cares 
of an active business life* Mr. Maclean was ever in the front 
rank of Christian activity. Ho good cause appealed in vain for 
his help. His time and his money were freely given in aid of 
the many charities and philanthropies of this city.

In connection with tbe work of the Young Men’s Christian 
Association, this General Committee would especially thank 
God for what has been accomplished by our departed brother. 
Becoming a member of the Halifax Association when it seemed 
almost ready to die, he was enabled to infuse new life into it, 
and accepting the presidency at a critical period of its history, 
his well-known vigor and enthusiasm speedily brought its work “ 
and its needs before the Christian public, and enlisted the 
interest of the religious community in its well-being and 
success.

The history of the rise and progress of the Young Men’s 
Christian Association in these Maritime Provinces is indisso- i 
lubly associated with the names of John S. Maclean and James

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AN ACT TO INCORPORATE

tflie TjnHfax §onng Jett’s §hri8tim}
^ssocmtioi\.

PASSED ON THE 6th DAY OF MAY, 1876,

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and Assembly, as follows :

1. John S. Maclean, William B. McNutt, Murdoch M. Lindsay, James B. 
Morrow, William C. Delaney, William H. Wiswell, Daniel McN. Parker, Samuel 
H. Black, William H. Neal, Edward Jost, James C. Mackintosh, Archibald 
Patterson, and such other persons as are now members of the Young Men's 
Christian Association, or shall hereafter unite with them under provisions of this 
Act, shall be and are hereby constituted a body corporate under the nann;»of the 
u Halifax Young Men’s Christian Association.”

2. The object of the Association shall be the improvement of the spiritual, 
moral, mental, and social condition of the young men of the City of Halifax, by 
the support and maintenance of religious and social meetings, sermons, lectures, 
a library, reading-room, and siyih other means as may conduce to the accomplish­
ment of this object.

3. The Association may adopt such a Constitution and By-Laws for the 
admission and qualification of members, the choice, power and duty of its officers, 
.and the regulation of its business generally, as are not inconsistent with this Act, 
and the laws of the Province.

4. This Association may acquire and hold real and personal estate, and with 
the consent in writing of at least two-thirds of the Trustees, and two-thirds of 
the General Committee, may sell, mortgage or convey the real estate.

6. The real estate of the Association, together with all devices of real estate 
hereinafter made, shall be managed by a Board of Trustees, each of whom shall 
be a member in good standing of one of the Evangelical Churches of the city, but 
not more than three shall be members of any one denomination. John S. Maclean, 
Daniel McN.
