The three ingredients of manure,
which give it value, have cach a price in
the market. It will be interesting, and
tend to induce more carefulness in the
saving of barnyard manure, if attention is
called to the value of such manure, est
imated at the market price of thenitrogen
phosphoric acid and potash, which it
contains, Wolff gives a table, for a know-
ledge of which the writer is indebted toa
paper read by Prof. Jordan at a Farmers'
Institute in Maine, of the quatities of
these substances in the articles in com-
mon use as food for cattle, and another
table for the percentages of these sub-
stances which are found in the manure
that results from the feeding of these
articles. On these data it is found that
the manure made from the feeding of
two and a half tons of hay of first yuality
hay is worth $14.65. - Indeed, if yon buy
artficial manures in onr market, you will
pay more than this sum for only so much
valuable fertilizing matter as is contain-
ed in the manure made from feeding the
two and half tons of hay. These caleula
tions are based upon the assumption
that all the excreientitious matter from
the animal that has eaten hay—both
liquid and solid—has been saved. Now,
how much of the liquid manure voided
on the farms of New Rrunswick is saved
from running to waste—it is allowedl to
poison the air breathed and the water
drank by the farmer and his family. The
only economically practical way of saving
this part of the manure is by the use of
an abundance of "absorbents—straw,
leaves, dried peat or muck, or some other
available substances which will take up
and hold liquids. And remember that
it is worth-savinz for it makes up fully a
third of the total value of the manure,
and its fertilizing matter is even more
ready tofeel plants than is the matter
in the solid part.

When a farmer is considering - the pro-
priety of going outside of his owu bound-
aries to buy foo.l for his growing crops,
it will be well for to remember thut there
are two ways ofdoing it.Ife maygo into the
market and either buy commereial man-
ures or he may buy cattle feed to be
manufactured into manure at his own
barn.

Plants are built of materials drawn from
the soil in which they blossom and . fruit;
they grow, mature and die, giving back to
the soil and air what they had taken: so
that food is thereby furnished for a new
generation of plants in turn to die, decay,
and feed still other plants in never ending
rousndd.  When an animal  consumes the
plants before they decay the eirele is en-
larged, but still the round will be even
tually completed, and what has nourished
a plant once will be fitted to nourish a
plant again. It is upon tlus circulating
matter that man is dependent for his very
existence; and it is the farmer’s business
to so dircet this cirealation of matter
as to make it contribute as much as pos
sible to man’s maintenance and comfort.

He is the most skilful hydraulic engin-
eer who conveys to the machinery driven
by the falling water the nearestapproach
to the full power of that water. So he is
the most skilful farmer who coines the
nearest to utilizing the full capabilities for
production of the iara he'cultivates; who
loses the least of the .naterials he works
with. Every "farmer should carefully
watch the ingredients that go tomake up
his vrnp;uml his barn stock, that asmuch

as possible of these ingredients may be
kept cireling in theirusetul orbit from the
fiélds to the barns and storchouses, from
these tothe growing, fattening or milking
stock, from thesstock back again to the
field. In other words he should carefully
save and wisely apply the manure made in
his barns and yards. Some of these valu-
able ingredients will necessarily be divert-
€d from this home course. *Part of these
will diverge and be carried away from the
farm in butter and cheese an:d wool, part
of them will go off in the animals sold from
the farm. But very mu ‘i1 less of the crop
ingredients which have a money value
in the markets of' the world—nitrogen,
phosphoric acid and potash—will escape
from the control of the farmer when he
sells the results of his labor in the con-
centrated form of animals and animal pro-
ducts, that when he parts with his raw
crops. Tables have been formed by care-
ful analysis which show that by selling a
ton ox only as much nitrogen is sold as is
contained in a ton and a half of English
hiay. ftive tons of hay contain as much
pohsphoric acid, and one-eighth of a ton
of hay as much potash, as the ox that
weighs a ton. From these facts it follows
that the fertility of the farm is best con-
s¢rved where the-income of the farmer is
derived from the sale of animals and
animal products; and even in that case
there is a sure, although slow, diminish-
ifig of the food crop in the soil. Does it
follow from this that the fertility of the
farm must be growing up; that it cer
tainly cannot be increasing except by
puchase from outside farms? By no
means. Soils have been made by the

many fields, so aid the process and hurry
it by the use of the plough, harrow and
cultivator, that, with the manure from
his barns, the available plant food in the
s0il may continue to increase for a series
of years.

Further, thie method has this to recom
mend it, that in buying feed the farmer
is less: liable to” be the victim of fraud
than he is in: buying artificial manares.

As an’ illustrations of the extent to
which farmers may be cheated in the
purchase of fertilizers, this fact may be
noticed:  When the Agricultural Ex.
periment Station was established in Con-
necticut it was found that farmers were
paying 59 cents for what could be bought
in an honest market for 21 cents and 24
cents for what ought to have been sold for
less than 6 cents.

MeasvriNe Graiy 18 THE BIN—A cor-
respondent of the Rural Californian
gives the following rule for measuring
grain in the bini—

First, get the actual number of cubic
feet, which is done by multiplying the
interior length, breadth and depth to-
gether, thien eight-tenths of the cubic
feet of grain will be the number of
bushels that the bin will contain, or
eight -tenths of the cubic feet of grain
will be the number of bushels. To get
eight-tenths, multiply the cubic feet by
eight, place a perio.d betore the first right
hand figure, and you have the bushels
and tenths of bushels. If you
corn on the cob, allow one-half for the
cob, so that four-tenths of the cubic feet
will be the number of bushels of shelled
corn. To illustrate: Bin, 10x 1 0 x 10;
[multiply these together, product 1,000;
of which suin eigth-tenths will be bushels
of grain, or four-tenths if corn in the ear.
That is, 800 or 400 bushels, as the corn
may be shelled or on the cob.

Wiuar 13 Mien FamwiNe?—It is a’'sys-
tem of tillage and far. management that
is self-sustaining; a system that takes no-
thing but the bare land, the domestic
animals, pays the annual axes, defrays
the expense incident to the improvement
that must be made on the farm, cancels
the annual interest on the money invest-
ed in the land, eventually pays for the
land, all from the product of the soil cul-
tivated; and after one, two and three de-
cades of years, leaves every acre in a far
better state of fertility than the soil was
at the beginning. This is high farming.
There are untold numbers of quiet, un-
obtrusive tillers of the soil in'many places
who have commenced precisely as we
have indicated, without one. dollar of
cash capital, who have no revenue what-
ever, besides the natural resources of
their cultivated ficlds, and who by hard
work and judicious management sustain-
ed their families,- paid for their land,
erccted all their buildings, paid for all
their valuable improvements, and at the
sanie time have brought their land up to
that state of productiveness, by their
Jjudicious management, that every acre
now yields from two to threc tons of hay,
where only one was originally gathered,
and the harvest nearly two bushels—of
cereal grain, where the product was but
one bushel. This is high farming. Yet
such a system of husbandry is usually
sneered at simply because the proprietor
knows how to save his money to defray
the expenses of improvements, rather
than spend three times more than he
made.

THE BRIDCE.

Messrs. Simmons & Burpee accepted
the contract last week for the building of*
the bridge, for an amount under $58,000,
and now the Government is only await-
ing the signature of the sureties to
formally close the contract.

The Government have decided, after
very careful consideration of the relative
merits and of the cost of wood and stone
piers, that the advantages on the whole
preponderate in favor of the wood.
First, because of the apparently unsuit
able foundation for the stone, and second,
because of the delay that would be
necessitated for legislation for the ad-
ditional amount required. to construct
the atone. With reference to the first
reason, we may say that the tenders for
the stone were not invited for piers,
wholly of stone, but for a stone pier to be:
constructed on a certain foundation. The
cost of piers, wholly of stone, would of
course be entirely beyond the means of
the Province. And as to the second
reason, the delay that would be ocecasion-
ed to obtain the necessary legislation is
‘not at all desirable. The Government
and the people interested do not want
any time to be lost in undertaking this
great public work, and the contractors
wish to get their lumber out this winter.
Mr. Simmons says he hopes to be able to
make considerable progress on two of
the main piers before the ice breaks up.
The contractors have, we believe, two
years in which to finish their contract.

If the railway became the
property of the Government it would be
run in the interest of the Northwest and
the people jof that country would see
that the Governinent did not make any
dividends. [Even now it was proposed
that the gre“fztor portion of the Northwest

traffic would be forwarded by the Hudson

Bay route. The entire bank circulation
of the Dominion was only £30,000,000,
which was just the sum the Government
proposed to donate to the Pacific syndi-
cate. The grant which the Dominion
proposed to make to this company was
equal to a grant of nearly $400,000,000
by the Government of the United States,
considering the population of the two
countries. If Mr. Foster had consulted
his county, and asked the people there
if they were willing to vote $250,000 as
their share of the subsidy to enable ¢h
Canadian Pacific Company to complete
their road in 1884, instead of 1891, he
would have found them pretty unanimous
in opposition to any such proposal. It
Mr. Mitchell expressed the policy of the
Canadian Pacific company, neither St.
John, ITalifax nor any other port in the
maritime provinces had much to hope
for. The people of new Brunswick had
not'such an interest in the Northwest
that they should be asked to pay so large
an amount of money to open up  that
country without even being given any
reason to lLope that one of their ports
would be made the ocean terminus of
the Pacific Railway. The Conservative
members from New Brunswick had now
a chance to show their devotion to the
interests of their province.

Mr. Daly, of !lalifax, oppesed the
amendment moved by Mr. Weldon, al-
though it was made with a view to secur-
ing a pledge from the Ca-adian Pacific
that they would make Halifax or some
other Nova Scotian port the winter port
of the road. Although the amendment

{ was in the interests of Halifax his party
| wou ald vote against it, and he must there-

| fore follow at any sacrifice.

Mr. Burpee, of Sunbury, said it was
just and necessary that the Atlantic
terminus of the Pacific' Railway should
be.inthe Maritime provinces. Thehopes
of the people of those Provinces when
they entered Confederation hai not been
realized. Ife thought the utterances of
Mr. Mitchell required explanation from
the Minister of Railways. Ifit was true
that trade would go always by the short-
est route, why had the Intercolonial
Railway 700 miles long, been built when
a road 455 miles long would have served
the purpose equally as well?  The mem-
ber for Northumberland had even -been
engaged in negotiating the purchase of
property for the Atlantic terminus of the
Pacific Railway, but he hoped the Gov-
ermment woukl yet take measuras to
secure this advantage to one of the
Maritime Province ports.

Mr. Weldon's amendment was lost 43
to 104, and the rosolutions were then
concurred in.

Hon. Mr. Costigan, who had promised
to speak on the resolutions on concur-
rence, sail not a word,

Mr. Davies gives notice that on Mon-
day he will wmove that an address be
presented the Governor General praying
that he will cause to be laid upon the
table of the House all despatches, corres-

The Tory members from New Bruns.
wick and the other Maritime Provinces
are whining to-day, l;ecaﬁse, as they say.
Mr. Weldon took advantage of them last
night and forced them to show their
patriotis:n declaring in favor of Portland
as the Atlantic terninus of the Pacific
Railway, in preference to St. John, Hali-
fax, or any other Canadian port. The
interests of the party were, with them,
superior to those of their Provinze,

[Ton. Mr. Mitchell spoke on behalf of
the Pacific Railway Company, when he
said that the natural advantages of Port-
land were superior to those of St. John or
Halifax, and that his company would
have to iix the eastern terminus of their
road there. This stateinent has not been
disclaimed by the Government. Mr.
Mitchell was candid enough to tell the
truth, while Sir Charles Tupper has been
endeavoring to throw dust in the eyes of
the people of the Maritime Provinces by
talking vaguely about St. John, Halifax,
St.- Andrews and Louisburg.

Mvr. Sullivan, Preinier of Prince Edward
Island, is still here. He says the report
of the engineers sent to examine the
wharves and piers of that Province has
been adopted by the Dominion Govern-
meat and that the Local Government
will receive $125,000 as compensation for
the maintenance of these wharves since
Confederaticn and that the Dominion will
undertake:to keep all wharves in repair
in future.

Senator Montgomery will, it is said, be
appofnted to succeed Mr. Haviland as
Lieutenant Governor of Prince Edward
Island. Senators Carvell and Howlan are
pressing their claiins to appointent, but
their chances are believed to be small.

Rumours of a Cabinet shuffile are re-
newed. It is believed that Mr. Costigan
will soon be obliged to leave the Ministry,
as Sir John Macdonald never forgives a
colleague, oreven a supporter, who shows
the white feather at a critical moment.
Doubt is expressed it he will even con-
sent to Mr. Costigan’s receiving an office
under the %overnment. Sir Charles
Tupper will also retire at the end of the
present session. A report says he will
leave when the railway matter is disposed
of. Mr. Daly will, it is said, be taken in

Las an lIrish Catholic representative, and

Mr. Wood, of Westmorland, will become
second minister for New Brunswick.

Orrawa, Feb. 25.—In the House of
Commons to-day, Mr. Robertson (Shel-
burne) introduced a bill to amend the
Canada Temperance Act.

Mr. Coughlin introduced a bill to de-
fine the duties and liabilities of carriers
by land.

A number of private bills were ad-
vanced a stage.

In reply to Mr. Blake, Sir John Mac-
donald said that Mr. Costigan had resign-
ed his position as Minister of Inland
Revenue on the 20th inst. and had with-
drawn it on the 21st. He afterwards cor-
rected this statement and said the
resignation had been received on the
19th and withdrawn on the 20th. -

In reply to Mr. Shakespeare, who asked
if it was the intention of the Government
to make provision to have British Colum-
bia represented in the Cabinet, Sir John
said there were no vacancies in the
Ministry at present and that he was not
anxious to get rid of any of his colleagues.

Mr. Irvine moyed for copies of all
despatches or correspondence having
reference to excessive customs duyties
collected on hay grown and exported
from Canada to the United States, and

thy refunding of the same. ITe said this
was a matter of considerable importance
to the people of his county. One gentle-
man in his constituency ha:l paidl over
$10,000 as excessive duty on hay,and he
hoped the government would take some
steps to have the money refunded.

After some remarks by Mr. Scriver the
motion was carried.

The House adjourned early to enable
members to attend the state ball at
Government Iouse.

A meeting of the Senators and mem-
bers of Parliament, who are also members
of the Dominion Alliance, was held in the
Tower room to-lay, to consider the ad:
visability of introducing a prohibitory
liquor law.  After some discussion it was
resolved, on ‘motion of Mr. Burpee of Sun-
bury, to make an’ effort to obtain such
amendments tothe Scott Act as had been
found to be necessary by the practical
working of that measure. Accordingly
a committee consisting of Messrs. King,
Burpee, Shakespeare, McCraney, Robert-
son (of Shelburne,) Fisher, Foster, and
Senators McClelan and Vidal were ap-
pointed a committee to prepare such
amendments.

Five soldiers arrived here trom Tokar and
brought the n:ws of the surrzades o' that
town. They report that the rebels beset the
town andkept up a constant fire of artillery
and rifles. Oun Tuesday the garcison re-
cognized the necessity of conferrimg with the
rebels, and on Wednesday, Yakooh and
Maccaivi Effendi, chief of police, with a ser-
geant of artillery, went out and held a coa-
ference ‘with the rehels. On theic retura
they informed the garrison that they must
surrender their arms on Thursday. Many of
the soldiecs murmired at this, and a lacge
proportion of them escaped during the
n{gllt. but, as the conferenee had arean:zed,
Tokar was surcendered on Thursday.

Loxspoy, Feb. 22.—Earl Granville has re-

garrison of Tokar who had wive, had sur-
rendered to Osman Digma. The remainder
are trying to reach Suakin. Gen. Graham,
commander-in-chief of the proposed Tokar
relief expedition, announces his arrival at
Suakin. He states that ne report of the
actual surrender of Tokar has yet been re-
ceived. Troops weré being landed at Trink-
itat with the utmost rapidity.

The greatest excitement prevails through-
out London and in Parliament at the news of
the surrender of Tokar. Another account of
the surrender has been received from Suakin,
which says that Maccaivi, Governor of
Tokar. and Yakoob, with 150 soldiers, left
the fort on. Wednesday, and had a parley
with the rebels. - When they returned to
town they announced that they were going
ro surrender themselves. This caused a
great commotion as many of the garrison re-
fused to give way to despair and still had
hopes that succour would. reach them in
time. Their murmurs. however, were of no
svail and the rebels’ terms were finaliy ac-
cepted. It is not believed that the rebels
put the population to the sword, for it is
understood that the conditions of surrender
provided that their lives be spared.

Cairo, Feb. 22.—Twelve hundred British
troops are now at Suakin; 3,299 at Trinkitat.
The governor of Kassala favors El Mahdi
and would rather evacunate the town than
fight him. A portiou of the Khartoum gar-
rison - has left that town; 3,000 blacks re-
main at Khartoum and 3,000 at Sennaar.

Everything i.dicates that the Egyptian
officers at Tokar preferred to surrender to
the rebels rather than to the Christians. A
Soudanese lientenant wished to fight, how-
ever, and tried to assemble the soldiers but
in vain.

A revolt has broken out at Massowah and
is spreading. El Mahdi has appointed his
brother Ali Yussaf governor of Darfour and
ordered him to levy 7,000 men and march to
Kordafan to reinfurce the main body of El
Mahdi's troops.

Suaxix, Feb. 22.—Refugees from Tokar re-
port that the inhabitants of the town were
the first to suggest submission and that the
garrison followed.

Naw York, Feb. 24.—The Herald x London
despatch says that Colonel Burnaby cor-
respondent of the Post, telegraphs to that
paper from Suakin that three courses ara
open to the English. First to re-capture
Tokar, chastising the enemy if they are en-
countered, and meanwhile to recover and
decently inter the remains of Captian Mon-
crieff, of the Royal Navy, cousul at Suakin,
who was killed in the fight near Tokar last
November second, to try and attack Osman
Digma, leader of the rebels, and disperse his
forces; and third to ship troops to Massowah

-and from there attempt the reliefof Kassala

and after doing this march on to Khartoum.
He advises the use of Indian troops stationed
at Aden. Admiral Hewitt Baker Pacha and
General Gorham have started for Trinkitat.
The refugees from Tokar roaintain that
Macaur Bey, civil governor of Tokar, sold
the surrender. He has all the while been an
advocate of submission to Mahdi. Macaar
sent with an agent a number of malcontent
soldiers to hold a conference with Osman
Digma. Macaur himself had had a previous
secret meeting with the rebel leader.
party, after feasting with the rebels. took
back presents and promises of plunder to
the garrison, who thereupon agreed to join
EI Mahdi.

General Graham reports his forc: in
splendid condition and -desirous of attack-
ing the rebel chieftain.

Later advices received at Suakin in regard
to the snrrender of Tokar, show that the
capitulation was either aun act of cowardice
on the part of the officers, or that they were
bribed to favor the surrender. The private
bitterly opposed the surrender. After the
surrender Osman Digma gave a number of
presents to his officers as a mark of his
respect for their bravery in holding out so
long; but the soldiers think they were
given as part payment for the capitulation of
Tokar, and were an iusignia of cowardice
instead of bravery.

The most recent advices from Suakin state
that Gen. Stephenson. commander-in-chief
fo the English forces in Egypt, who is at
€airo, Admiral Hewitt and Gen. Graham find
their operations hampered by confusion of
instructions. Hewitt holds chief command
at Suakin, and Graham that of the proposed
expedition at Tokar; but neither the War
Office nor the authorities at the Horsc
Guard have decided whether Hewitt, Graham
or Stephenson directs the combined move-
ments of the naval and military expedition.
Gen. Stephenson has taken the responsibility
of suspending the order for an advance
against the rebels under Osman Digma,
pending the decision of this question by the
Home Government.

It is uncertain, there-
fore, whether the snrrender has actually
been mati:, but it isstrongly believed the
majority prevailed and that Tokar is now in
the hands of the rebels.

Scattered refuge2s still continue to arrive
here from Tokar. One who had just come in
reports he fell in with & rebel with whom he
was acquainted. The rebel told him the
intention was to put all the garrison at
Tokar to death, except the gunners, after
the surrender, notwithstanding the promise
that had been made.

Caiso, Feb. 25.—The news from Khartoum
this morning is somewhat alarming and
indicates that Gen. Gordon has changed his
plans in regard to the Soudan.

The latest reports say Gordon, having be-
come convinced of the danger of attempting
to hold Khartoum, onaccount of the rebel-
lious spirit shown by a number of sheiks who
warmly received him on his entrance into
Khartoum, has determined on. evacuating
the place at once. He has destroyed all the
military storez. and spiked the guns which
would be liable to encumber his retreat from
the town, so as to prevent them falling into
the hands of Mahdi, who is repo.jed as mak-
ing a forced march upon Khartoum. He
has sent Col. Coetlogan to Berber with 2,000
of the garrison of Khartoum.

A spy sent toa friendly tribe brings back
word that the rebels have attacked the tribe
and taken 73 prisoness and 50 grain laden
camels,

Reports are abroad that the rebels will at-
tack Suakim to-night.

Great uneasiness is felt here at the ‘report
that the powerful Besharem Arabs have re-
volted. They occupy the territory between
Khartoum and Wady and Alfa, and eastward
as far a Berber. If thisis true, Gen. Gordon,
with Khartoum and other garrizons, is cut off.
El Mahdi's emissaries are busy throughout
the whole of Egypt.
