PRESS COMMENT.
The speech of Sir Michael Hicks- 

Beach at North Shields has deeply im­
pressed England, and the utmost con­
cern is felt as to how France will re­
ceive it. The idea has been prevalent 
that the French have not realized how 
seriously England felt on the Fashoda 
question, which has been coupled with 
a desire that France would not force 
England to an armed support of Lord 
Salisbury’s stand.

Most of the London papers refuse to 
accept the explanation that French ac­
tivity is merely in pursuance of M. 
Lockeroy’s scheme. Several exhort the 
government to answer the preparations 
of France by mobilizing the British 
fleet. Some of the more conservative 
organs, notably the Times, practically 
ignore the French movements, and de­
cline to perceive any war cloud.

London, Oct. 20.—Harold Frederic, 

the well-known writer and London 
correspondent of the New York Times, 
died yesterday at Henley of heart dis­
ease. Harold Frederic was born at 
Utica. N. Y., on Aug. 19, 1856. He was 
educated in the common schools of 
Utica until he had reached the age of 
13. He began works as a draughts- 
man, became a reporter in Utica in 
1876, and editor of the Utica. Observer 
in 1880, and editor of the Albany Eve­
ning Journal in 1882. In 1884 he went to 
Europe for the New York Times, and 
did correspondence work for that pa­
per until his death. Frederic’s most 
important newspaper work was done in 
connection with the cholera in South- 
ern France and Italy. He told the 
cause of that disease, and described 
the heroism of the sisters. Subsequent­
ly he went to Russia and wrote up the1 
persecution of the Jews, for which he| 
was practically driven out of the coun-| 
try, and had never been able to return. I 
He described also the funerals of the 
Emperor Frederick and of President 
Carnot.
