ITALIANS CAPTURE AUSTRIAN
TOWNS AND FORCE PASSES;
ENEMY RETREATING IN HASTE

Destroys Bridges Behind Him

as He Falls Back Along Ex-

tended Front—Invaders U se Bayonets With Good Ef-
fect in Mountains. :

Rome, May 25, via Paris, May 26.—
Offensive operations resulting in the
occupation of Austrian territory all
along the frontier from Lombardy to the
Adriatic are claimed in an official state-
ment issued tonight by the war office.
Jtalian troops have seized various towns
in the Trentino and forced their way
through mountain defiles. On the lower
jsonzo attacks were continued to gain
the line of the river. The Austrians are
reported to have retired, destroying the
pridges behind them. Italian aviators
bombarded Monfalcone, near the Guif
of Triest.

Alj On Offensive.

“Fverywhere on the 24th our troops
ook the offensive, occupying Forcella,
Montezzo, Tonale and Ponte Caffaro in
Val Giudicaria, the territory mnorth of
Ferrara and Monte Baldo.

“They also occupied Monte Reorno
and Monte Foppa, on the slopes north
of Lessini; Monte Pasubia and Monte
Baffelan, at the extremity of the Agno

of Valbrenta. We teok a number of
prisoners.
Took Frontier Defiles.

“In Cadore we occupied all the fron-
tier deflles.

“The enemy’s medium calibre artillery
opened fire on the Bay of Misitrina, but
without results.

“On the Carnia frontier, on the night
of the 24th, we took by a bayonet at-
tack the defile of Val d’Inferno and the
extremity of Val Dagno,

“On the Freuili frontier, on the 25th,
in the middle of the Isonzo region, we
successfully continued our offensive
operntiom near Catoretto. We have
disposed troops on the conquered
heights between the Judrio and the
Isonzo,

Enemy Everywhere Retires.

‘“Medium calibre artillery of the Aus-
trians at Santa Maria and Santa Lucia,
to the southwest of Tommino, opened
fire on the heights between the Judrio
and Isonzo.

“On the lower Isonzo we also con-
tinued our offensive to attain the line
of the river. Everywhere the enemy

-A Great Asset.

“It’'s really too bad,” said Mr. Somer-
villé to The Advertiser today, “that our
river should be in the state of impurity
it now is. .

Here are the plans for a ‘flytrap”
for the boy who wants to have the fun
of making things and at the same time
help his mother keep the house free of
files this summer,

The material for one of these traps
does not-cost more than 10 or 20 cents
ang any boy who is handy with tools
can make one in a short while. Half-
inch pine and a small quantity-of wire
netting,., the kind .used for window
screens,” is all that is necessary.

The best size is one 16 inches long,
12 inches high and 8 inches wide. Sour
milk, a plece of banana, or some other
fruit skin makes a good bait, and. the
flies that are caught each day should
be killed by pouring hot water over
the trap or by leaving it immersed in
water until the flies are dead. The bait
should be removed at night or it will
attraet ants.

The flytrap is made in three distinct
parts (A, B and C), as shown in the
accompanying illustration. These may
be detached from one another by un-
fastening the hooks (D) that hold them
together at either .end.

The trap must: be unhooked to place
the bait on the two pieces of tin (E)
tacked to the bottom section. The cir-
cular tops of milk or paint cans can ‘be
used to hold the bait.

The middle section (B) of the trap
consists of a screen-covered frame that
resembles a smajl gable roof through
which there are six holes (F') to let the
flies into the uppermost section (A),
which is merely the screened-in cage
that is set down over the other two
parts (B and C.

The handle. (H) will be found con-
venient when the trap is immersed in
water to kill the flies.

Relative Hears From 4th Bat-
talion Man Who Was

GERMANS SLEW WOUNDED

Stretcher-Bearers of Writer's
~ Platoon Blown Into
Pieces.

Pte. Frank  G. Betts, 4th Battalion,
ist Canadian Expeditionary Force, in
a letter sent to his brother in Win-
nipeg received by his uncle, H,
J. HoHaday, 307 Simcoe street,

tells of the bloody npattle at
Langemarck, in which he was wounded,
The letter ‘was written aboard the Red
Cross ship Asturia, while Betts was
being taken from France to an Eng-
lish hospital.

The battle at Langemarck was a
bloodier engagement than Mons, de-
clares the writer. “We were mowed
down like wheat,” he writes. ‘“The
Germans had a strong position on fhe
crest ‘of a hill, and we had to advance
over a leve] field for about 1,000 yvards,
with not as mich as a blade of grass to
hide- behind. It was simply murder.”
That the Canadians did splendid work
is already known, and after reading
the following letter in full one is more
than ever struck with the magnitude
of the task that was theirs, and the
excellent way they fulfilled their mis-
sion. The letter reads:

‘The Famous Asturia. !

English Channel, April 30, 1915.
- Dear Roy,—I am now crossing the
Channe] to Southampton from Havre,
France. Just a week ago this morning
I got mine. This ship we are on has
about 2,000 wounded and a few German
prisoners, which I would like to throw
overboard. The Germans nearly got this
ship on one of her trips across, perhaps
Yyou noticed it in the papers. Her name
is the Red Cross ship Asturia, and it
sure is a dandy floating hotel, The
battle I was in last week is still raging,
It is the bloodiest battle of the war—
worse than Mons.
We were mowed down like wheat. The
Germans had g strong position on the
crest of a hill, and we had to advance
over a level field for about 1,000 yards,
with not as much as a blade of grass to
hide behind. It was simply murder,
The Huns had machine guns every five
yvards, and the shrapnel was bursting
every few yards apart: then they had
those gas shells, which nearly got my
number after I wag hit.

In Hall of Bullets.

I was lying on the ground trying to
dig myself in with my left hand, and a
shell burst so close to me that 1 was
nearly buried. A piece of the shell hit
my trenching teol, knoecking it out of
my hand. 1 was lying out there in the
open, wondering where the next one was
going to burst, and 1 made up my mind
to try and get back to sSOme cover. 1
Jjumped up and made a dash back over
the ground over which we had advanced
a short time before. They tried their
best to get me, but I guess I must bear
a charmed life, as the bullets hit the
ground all around me,

1 got into a farmhouse and had my
{ wound dressed, went down into the cel-
ilar and went to sleep. The house was
{ packed with wounded, but I was safe
jin the cellar, deéad to the world, but
| Some of the other poor fellows got hit

| Huns Shot Wounded.

The dirty hounds shot our wounded
when they were trying to crawl off the
field. The stretcher-bearers of our bat-
talion were wiped out to a man, They
Were carrying wounded men off the field
and a shell alighted on them, and they
went up in the air and came down in
pieces. OQOur battalion opened the attack
Friday morning, April 23, at hailf-past
four. My platoon was doing the advance
work. It i8 a miracle that any one of
us came out of it alive. It is also a
wonder that the bullets and shells didn’t
collide in the air, they were so thick.

| never thought a year ago

This is no ‘hot air” that 1 am giving
you, and had you been there you would
have thought that hell was let loose.
One of the first to get killed in my pla-
toon was a fine young fellow from Ed-
monton. He got it through the head,
and died instantly, the blood pouring out
of his ears like water from a bottle.
Gave ’Em the Steel.

The Germans don’t like the Canadians,
as our fellows kept right on giving them
the steel when they wanted to surren-
der; that is the only way to deal with
this kind of savages.

We were seeing red about this time. It
is pitiable to see the poor Belgians being
driven from their homes—little kids and
women—some of them wounded. They
have a cart with a dog underneath to
pull it. Cows, pigs and dogs wander
around on the battlefield—some of the
poor things hit, trying to rise and bel-
lowing. It was an awful sight, believe
me.

The people in England and Canada
have little conception what this war is
like, and don’t seem to think it is nearly
as bad as it is, but take it from me,
the Germans are not beat by a long way
yet. They have plenty of men and am-
munition if I know anything about it.

Faced 80,000 Men,

They had about 80,000 men against us
last week northeast of Ypres. If you
get a map, look for a place called Poper-
inghe. We were about five miles east of
that point, where we crossed the Yser
Canal and attacked the Germans, 1
would not be allowed to tell you all this
if I were still in France.

I have often
heard the A. M. C. sneered at, but the
conduct of the stretcher-bearers was
nothing short of heroic, and the hospital
staff has worked splendidly.

‘Dutch Ship Ryndam Struck
by Freighter Off Nan-
tucket Shoal.

WIRELESS BRINGS HELP

No Lives Lost, Battleships
Taking Off Passengers
and Part Crew.

{Canadian Press.]

New York, May 26.—The Dutch
Ryndam, which sailed from this port
yesterday for Rotterdam with 77 pas-
sengers and a million-dollar cargo, was
badly damaged in a collision fifteen miles
southwest of the Nantucket shoals light-
ehip at 4 o’clock this morning with thp
tramp freighter Josepa J. Cuneo, which
sailed from Boston last night, for Bar-
acoa, Cuba.

Both vessels were seriously damaged.
The Ryndam, wireless reports indicate,
was struck aft with such force that hold
No. § filled almost at once, water flowed
freely into the engine-room, and began
‘o creep up in hold No. 6.

Passengers Transferred.

The Cuneo’'s bows were smashed in
dbadly. S. O. S. signal was wirelessed
from the Ryndam’'s wireless, and her
passengers were transferred hastily to
the Cuneo. One hundred and sixty of
the Ryndam’s crew of two hundred like-
wise were put aboard the freighter, leav-
ing only forty men aboard the liner to
navigate it.

T. S. battleships 1n the vicinity ans-
wered the wireless calls. At 7 o'clock,
three hours after the collision, the bat-
tleship South Carolina was standing
alongside the Cuneo. The Ryndam’s
passengers and those of her crew who
had been transferred to the Cuneo were
taken off by the South Carolina. The
battleship was directed by wireless from
the Newport navy yard to convoy the
stricken liner to this port.

Engines Strained.

With the South Carolina alongside,
the battleship Texas, ten miles astern,
the battleship Louisiana in the near
vicinity, anq the Cuneo slowly follow-
fng, the Ryndam was steaming at slow
speed for this port, 124 miles east
of the Ambrose Channel lightship at 10
«’clock. At that hour her captain sent
@ wireless message to the Holland-
American Line, her owners, saying that
the Ryndham’s engines were much
strained, but still holding out.

Previous messages from Capt. Van
Per Heuvel asserted that the water
was gaining in No. 6 hold and that the
®hip would have to be abandoned if
the water gained much more.

8o far as the line knew, there were
only six Americans among the passen-
gers. The other passengers, it was said,
were Europeans returning home.

Say German Attacks Have
Now Lost Much of
Impetus.

SOME VILLAGES TAKEN

Czar's Troops Begin B,nccen-
ful Advance Along Bank
of Dneister.

[Canadian Press.] |
Petrograd, May 26.—Although Ger-'
man activity continues in Central Ga-
licia, on both sides of the San River
between Jaroslau and Przemysl the
Russians assert they now have the situ-
ation well in hand. They state that
the German drive, from Cracow through
Galicia, and also the parallel movement
on the left side of the Vistula, which
reached the Kielce and Radom districts,
have lost their impetus, and that the
Russians are now ready to take the in-
itiative.

Pessimists’ Views,

Less optimistic observers belleve that
the check of the German movement is
due to the necessity of bringing fresh
supplies of ammunition, after which
their aggressive will resume its former
intensity.

In the district between Przemysl and
the Dniester marshes the Russians al-
ready have begun a successful advance,
capturing a number of small villages on
the left bank of the Dniester. On the
right side of the river the struggle of
the opposing forces still swings forward
and backward without definite gain for
either side, 4
Soon Retaken.

On Monday the Germans captured
Russian trenches near Slonsko, follow-
ing up an intense artillery fire with a
bayonet charge. The Russian troops, |
however, recovered' the trenches on the
same day.

On the Dolina-Kolomea front there
has been a violent and prolonged ar-
tillery duel, without change in the
positions of either side.

The Russians estimate that more than
7,000 prisoners have been taken between
the Vistula and the Dniester in the last
three days.

Trench Fighting, Skirmishing Order, First Aid, Signalling
and Breaking In of Rookies, Gives Spectators Thrills.

To the spectator, who has secured a
pass throqch the lines, Carling’s Heights
on a day like today presents a most an-

imated and thrilling appearance. With-
out: the firing of a shot, the onlooker
gets some of the real thrills of warfare,
and what it means.

Standing between the ‘“lines” of the
two infantry battalions now encamped
there, and watching the men at work, a
whole panoramic effect of war-time con-
ditions strikes the vision.

Defending Trenches.

To the left, a company may be seen
“defending’’ the trenches that have been
dug to the east of the camp proper. Be-
hind them is likely to be found a sec.

and semaphore manoeuvres. Possibly
to the immediate foreground will be
found a detachment of first-aid men,
stretcher-bearers, who have one of their

number on the ground and are proceed-
ing to bind up and dress all kinds of
wounds, fractures, bruises and injuries.
Then away over to the skyline, alon.
the brow of the hill that drops down io
the C. P. R. tracks, will be seen a long
thin line of skirmishers. To their right
will be several companies going througa
platoon dril] or physical exercises,
Putting the Rookies Through.

In the meantime, while the spectator
is taking this all in, the inevitab'e
squads of ‘“rookies,’” some of whom are
still in civilian clothes, will be marcaing
up and down in front of him, learing
the intricacies of “Form fours,” “Stana
at Ease,” “Attention!” “Left form,”
“Right wheel,” anad so on.

To add to the diversity of the “‘pic-
ture,” there is the galloping past of
mounted field officers or grooms, while
fatigue parties are marching here, there
and everywhere on various tasks.

London Reservists
Not Yet Summoned
To Flag of Italy

Many Young Men Anxious to

Return With Those Who Have

Served—Think Germany Hg.y Keep Out of It.

Italians resident in London num-
ber among them about 109 reservists,
and although none of these has re-
ceived word from the home land to
return and take the field against Aus-
tria this word may. come. When it
does al] will be ready to respond, if
the words of those interviewed this
morning form a true criterion of
their feellngs. These reservists are
not all army men. Many served be-
fore the mast and all are just as ready
to go back to Italy and take part in
the conflict ag are those already in
arms. ;

Italians are loyal to their country,
and one and all express highest sat-
isfaction that the arch enemy, Aus-
tria, is about to be humbled into the
dust,
not nearly as deep-seated and in-
tense as is the hatred of the Kaiser's
chief ally.

His Goose is Cooked.

The feeling seemgs to be general that
#+lm did his utmest to prevent a
break between 1Italy and Austria-
zary, and when he learned that a
state of war had been proclaimed in
the two countries, according to an
Italian paper received in .ondon, he
wept. As the Itallan, who showed thig

The feeling against Germany is

paper sald: “He knows for sure now
that his goose is cooked.”

Many Italians here are of the firm
conviction that Germany will not de-
clare war against their country. They
consider jt significant that no declar-
ation of Wwar has been forthcoming vet
from German quarters, and take this
fact to mean that the Kaiser, knowing
his chances for ultimate victory now
are absolutely nil anyway, will not
further jeopardize whatever plans he
has in mind by warring on Italy. This
is all mere conjecture, however, and
has no foundation in real fact,

Many Keen to Go.

The younger Italians in London are
as keen to'go to the front as are their
more elderly compatriots. Should the
reservists be called to the colors, in
all probability many more would re-
turn with them. The Ottawa Govern-
ment has placed every facility for
quick transportation to Italy at  the
disposa] of any who wish to return.
The Italian consul-general in Montreal
is in constant touch with the author-
ities at Rome, and the moment more
men are needed he will acquaint these
with this faet. This much has been
received in London, but northing fur-
ther sgo far.

AM.C. MEN HAVE HOT WORK
WHILE PROVIDING SHELLS

Pte..A. H. Collings Tells of
“‘Coal Box” Bursting in
Midst.

That the Germans now have only old
men and boys in the field is the state-
ment made by Pte. Ambrose H. Col-
lings, in France with the Army Service
Corps, in the course of a letter to his
wife, who jives at 172 Hyman street. He
says severa] thousands of them were
taken prisoners, and these were all
either youngsters or men well past the
prime of life.

Saw Canadians in Action.

Pte. Collings was an eyewitness of
one of the engagements in which the
Canadians took part, and, although he

does not go intp details, he sayvs they
displayed splendid pluck and courage.

The writer of the letter describes gra-
phically the dangerous duties of the A.
M. C. men engaged in supplying ammu-
nition to the batteries. While the sec-
tion was waiting to load up with shelis
for the guns on one occasion. he says,
a ‘‘coal box’’ exploded right in its midst.
but fortunately did no damage beyond
smashing a limber wagon. A move was
made to another field, but the Germans
soon got the range again, and presently
this iocation also became untenable.

Shelled From Trenches.

On another occasion, while the section

SERVIA HAS LOST MOST
OF HER LEADING MEN

Officers Killed Nearly Al
‘Professicnal Men of
Ability.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Headquarters of General Staff of Ser-
vian Army, Kragayevats, Servia. April
24—(By Mail to New York).—Less than
500 of the full complement of men who
officered Servia's little army of 300,000
last August have escaped death or
wounds in battle. These figures were
given me today by the chief of the in-
telligence department of the Servian
army.

But great as is this numerical loss, it
is comparatively slight when the future
of Servia is considered. The officers
wiped out in battle were the school
teachers, the college professors, the law-

yers, the doctors, the architects, the
engineers, the successful businessmen
and the leaders in all walks of life.
Servia cannot replace them in another
generation.,

The great bulk of the first and second-
line troops of the Servian army consist

almost exclusively of peasants, fine
fighting men, but uneducated and lack-
ing the ability to lesad. To officer this
army Servia cailled upon practically
every man of marked ability in the king-
dom las¢ August.

The ranks of the army have bern
filled since the battles of last fall. but
Servia has not yet solved the problem
of how her schools are going to reopen

and her business life resume when peace
comes,

LLOYD GEORGE CHANGED

Has Temporarily Taken Over
Duties of Minister of
Munitions.

[Canadian Press.]
LONDON, May 25.—9:14 p.m.—Lord
Kitchener retains the post of Secre-
tary for War in the coalition cabinet
which has received the approval of
King George. The new first lord of
the admiralty will be Arthur J. Bal-

four, Winston Spencer Churchill, for-
mer head of the admiralty, is given the
portfolio of chancellor of the Duchy
of Lancaster.

Herbert H. Asquith retains the
premiership, and Sir Edward Grey the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. David
ILloyd George, chancellor of the ex-
chequer in the old cabinet, will be
minister of munitions in the new one.

Official Announcement,

The official announcement on the new
Cabinet says:

“A place in the Cabinet was offered
to Mr. John Redmond (the Irish Na-
tionalist leader), but he did not see his
way clear to accept it.

“The Prime Minister has declded that
a new department shall be created, to
be called the ministry of munitions,
charged with organizing the supply of
munitions of war. Mr. Lloyd George has
undertaken the formation and tempor-
ary direction of this department, and
during his tenure of office as minister
of munitions, will vacate the office of
chancellor of the exchequer,

“It is understood that Mr. Henderson
will assist the Government in matters
relating to labor questions, especially
those arising out of the war.

““The. King has been pleased to con-
fer upon Viscount Haldane of Cloan
(the retiring lord high chancellor) the
Order of Merit.”

The British public will not know the
composition of the new cabinet until
they read the papers tomorrow morning.
The announcement was given to the
press tonight with the stipulation that
it should not be made public until the
morning papers were issued.

Thirteen Remain,

The Cabinet is composed of twelve
Liberals, eight Conservatives, one La-
borite, Arthur Henderson, and one non-
partisan, Earl Kitchener. Thirteen
members of of the old Cabinet remain
in office. Of these, Mr. Asquith, Sir
Edward Grey, Earl Kitchener, Mr.
Runciman, Mr. Birrell and Mr. Wood,
retain their old portfolios.

The promotion of Sir Stanley Buck-
master, whose greatest activities during
the war have had to do with the man-
agement of the official press bureau, to
the high honor of lord chancellor, and
the acceptance by Winston Spencer
Churchill, former first lord of the ad-
miralty, of the merely nominal duties of
the Duchy of Lancaster, are two dis-
tinct surprises.

The most prominent figure who re-

tires from public life is Viscount Hal-

dane. Hig affiliations with Germany,
and the continued newspaper attacks,
pased on these, made his retirement as
inevitabie as Prince Henry of Batten-
berg’s retirement some time ago from
the admiralty for the same Treason.
Viscount Haldane received an expres-
sion of the Government's confidence
by the bestowal of the Order of Merit
upon him.
Relief for Kitchener,

The retention of Lord Kitchener as
head of the army, while David Lloyd
George, with the newly-created port-
folio of the ministry of munitions, re-
lieves him of the responsibility of
managing 'the supply department, and
also A. J. Balfour’s acceptance of the
admiralty post, were fully expected.

The Marquis of Lansdowne, whose
health forbids hard work, becomes a
member of the cabinet without duties,
except participation in its councils, and
Mr. Churchill’s pesition is virtually the
same.  His willingness to accept a
subordinate position and work for the
success of the new Government, is
likely to make him popular with the
country and aid his future political
career.

To Rally Workingmen.

Mr. Lloyd George and Mr. Hender-
son will be especially charged with
the task: of rallying the workirigmen
to the Government’s support, and much
ig expected of the former chancellor in
organizing the country’s industries,

Sir Bdward Carson represents the
Ulster faction of Ireland, and there
is regret that Mr. Redmond declined
to enter the cabinet and =make the
representation embrace all political
parties.

The cabinet undoubtedly includes the
strongest men in public life; whether
they will prove correspondingly strong
as a working body is a question, the
answer to which the country will
anxiously await.

— The
Irish party at a meeting today unani-
mously adopted a resolution approving
John Redmond’s action in declining a
geat in the new cabinet.

Go Direct to Italy.

His estimate of the number of Ital-
fans of fighting age in Canada who
would probably go back to take part
in the war was 30,000.

Austria Says
italians Have
Lost Warship

Also Admits That Their
Destroyer Ozeplh Was
Damaged.

VIENNA, May 25.—(Via Amsterdam
to London.)—An official communica-
tion issued by the war office tonight
said:

“In the southwest, on the Tyrolean
and Carinthian frontiers, at some
points small detachments of Italian
Alpine troops crossed the frontier, but
retreated when fired at by our posts.”

Another official communication says:

“The cruiser Helgoland and three tor-
pedo boat destroyers encountered two
Italian torpedo boat destroyers near
Barletta, one of which escaped, but
the other of which was struck by a
shell and compeiled to surrender in a
sinking condition.

+Our destroyers rescued 35 of the
crew of the Italian boat, including its
commander, but the work of rescue
was hindered by the approach of two
italian battleships, which fired from a
range of 9,000 metres (about 10,000
yvards).

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Russians and Germans Issue
Contrary Reports on East-
‘ern Situation.

MUCH ACTIVITY SHOWN

Whatever Be Result Heavy
Heavy - and Determined
Fighting Is Indicated.

BERLIN, May 25.—Via London, 5:35
p.m.—Gen. Mackenzen has renewed his
offensive against the Russians north of
Przemysl, and yesterday he captured 21,-
000 prisoners, according to the official
statement given out in Berlin today by
the German War Office.

The text of the announcement fol-
lows:

“On the Dubysa River, east of Roscy-
nic, our troops attacked strong Rus-
sion forces. We defeated them and
drove them back across the river with
very considerable losses. Prisoners to
the number of 2,240 and five machine
guns were captured. Further to the
south several Russian attacks, some of

them at times very fierce, coming from
the direction of Ejargola, resulted in
failure. Our opponents suffered heavily
in these encounters.
“Southeastern arena: !

‘' ¢The army under Gen. Von Macken-
zen resumed the offensive yesterday to
the north of Przemysl. The attack
ended in entire success. The strongly
fortified villages of Drohogowa, Ostrow,
Radymno, Wysocks, Weitlin, Makowis-
ko and the hills northeast of Dobroska

-| and east of Celua were taken by storm.

So far 153 officers and more than 21,-
000 men have fallen into our hands as
prisoners of war, while 39 cannon, in-
cluding nine heavy guns, and at least
forty machine guns have been captured
by the Teutonic allies. The Russians
suffered extraordinarily heavy losses.”

AUSTRIAN REPORT.

VIENNA, May 25.—Via Amsterdam
to London, May 26.—2:30 a.m.—The fol-
lowing official communication was issued
by the war office tonight:

*“In middle Galicia the 2llied armies
have attacked strong Russian forces
along the entire front from Sieniawa to
the upper Dniester. Gen. Von Mack-
enzen's army, including the 6th Austro-
Hungarian Army Corps, has occupied
Radymno and advanced east and south-
east of that town towards the San
River.

“The enemy, who attempted to regain
the lost ground, was everywhere re-
pulsed, losing some 21,000 prisoners, 39
cannon and more than forty machine
guns.

“The armies of Gen. Puhaklo and
Boehmermoli are advancing southeast
of Przemysl and are gaining ground
after an obstinate resistance.”

FETROGRAD, May 25.—(Via London,
May 26.—3:45 a.m.)—The following of-
ficial statement was issued by general
hieadquarters tonight:

*On the whole Dubysa front, from
the village of Doubie 'to the village of
Veleny, on the Niemen, sharp fight-
ing occurred on the 23rd and 24th and
is not yet ended.

“On the left bank of the Upper Vis-
tula, in the Opataw region, the fight-
ing continues, the enemy having re-
ceived reinforcements. But his at-
tempts to take the offensive have been
repulsed successfully, and our counter-
attacks have caused him heavy losses,

“In Galicia, on the Jaroslau-Przem-
ysl front, desperate fighting was re-
sumed Monday morning on both banks
of the San.

3,000 TURKS KILLED
IN TWO DAYS’ FIGHTING

Hostilities Suspended To Allow of Burial
—Allies Made Progress.

LONDON, May 25. — 7:25 p.m. —
Recent operations at the Dardanelles
are described in an officia] statement
given out here tonight. The statement
says:

‘“The following information has been
received from the general officer com-
manding the Mediterranean expedition,
ary force:

*On May 21 the first French division
made considerable progress and are
now close to the Turkish trenches,

“On tne 22nd the enemy made a de-
te¥mined attack against the left of the
Indian brigade at 3 p.m.

“On the 23rd of May the Turks asked
for and an agreement was signed for
a suspension of hostilities opposite the
Australian and New Zealand army
corps, to enable them to bury the
large number of Turkish dead lying
close to our trenches. Over 3,000 Turks
were buried, all killed between May 18
and May 20. It was a quiet day in the
sovthern arena on May 24. The French
ia co1junction with the British naval
div'sion made a considerable advance
during tne night, with slight loss. The
territorial division was also pushed
forward and our new wline consolidat-
ed.” s

GERMAN SPIES WERE
BUSY IN ITALY, TOO

ITALIAN FRONTIER (via Chiasso, to
Paris), May 25.—11:10 p.m:—Facts are
coming to light regarding the extent of
the German espionage system in Italy.
A striking example of this has just
been revealed at Milan. Rudolph Herod,
a native of Berlin, had been for three
yvears a dentist assistant at Milan. He
was a poor dentist, but an excellent
Alpinist, and made constant excursions
into the mountains along the Italian
frontier.

Germans’ Asphyxiating Clouds
Extend Over Five Mile
Front.

ENEMY LOSE GROUND

Strongly Fortified Positions
Are Taken by the
Allies.

{Canadlian Press.]
LONDON, May 25.—9:45.—A report
received from Field Marshal Sir John
French under date of May 25, says:
“Some portions of our line east of

Ypres, which were lost yesterday dur-
ing the enemy’s gas attack, have not
yet been recovered. The amount of gas
used was greater than on any previous
occasion—-over a front of five miles,

“The gas wag emitted from cylinders
throughout a period of four and a half
hours, and at the same time our line
was bombarded with asphyxiating gas
shells. The gas cloud rose in places
forty feet high from the ground.

“Portions of the line remained intact
throughout the ordeal, and our men
have demonstrated that with due pre-
cautions this form of attack can be
met and defeated.”

GERMAN TRENCHES CAPTURED.

PARIS, May 25.—10:35 p.m.—The fol-
lowing communication issued by the
war office tonight announces that im-
portant progress has been made by the
Allies to the north of Arras and that
one of the large German trenches in the
neighborhood of Souchez, for the pos-
session of which fighting has been going
on for more than two weeks has been
captured. The text of the communica-
tion is ag follows:

“To the north of Arras our attacks
today have resulted in important prog-
ress. To the northwest of Angres, south
of LaBassee, in front of Fosse Calonne
we carried the salient of a large enemy
work, called ,Cornailles. In the same
region our troops took by assault an-
other German work, which was very
strongly fortified,

“More to the south, to the east of the
road from Aix-Noulette to Souchez, we
captured on a front of one kilometer
(two-thirds of a mile) the whole of a
great trench, where the enemy had been
resisting for fifteen days.

“To the west of the same road we
have made very appreciable progress
in the ravine of the Pond De Buval, our
access to which the artillery of the ene-
my posted at Angres and the defen-
sive organization, which was particular.
ly strong, had prevented until now.

“We have gained some ground to the
west of Souchez near the Chateau
Carlel.

“On the rest of the front there is
nothing to report.”

GANADIANS SUGCEED
WHERE GUARDS FAILED

Capture Entrénched Positions
North of Ypres—16th in
the Lead.

[Canadian Press.]

OTTAWA, May 25.—Major-General
Hughes, minister of militia, has re-
ceived a cable dispatch describing
the splendid part played by the Can-
adian division in driving ‘a strong
German force from their entrenched
positions in a wood to the north of
Ypres on Thursday and Friday last.
The message states that ‘“‘two pre-
vious attempts by the British Guards
Brigade failed, but the position was
so important as to warrant another
attempt, which was made success-
fully by the Canadians.”

“The 16th Battalion (Western
Canadian Highlanders) showed the
way,” states the message, “‘and
their success was confirmed by the
13th Battalion (Royal Highianders
of Montreal), who took over and
consolidated the position won. They
were ably supported by the 14th
Battalion (Royal Montreal Regi-
ment).”

AUSTRIANS CAUGHT,
BELIEVED PLANNING .
TO DESTROY BRIDGE

OTTAWA, May 25.—Ten Austrians
were rounded up at Smith’s Falls last
night by the local military authorities
and it is believed a plot to blow up
the C. N. R. bridge there was frustrat-
ed by the arrests.

One of the officers of the 42nd Regi-
ment became suspicious of a recruit
who had enlisted as a Russian Pole,
but who it develops is an Austrian.
This man’s movements were shadowed
last night, and when he went to a boat-
house near the bridge a squad of sol-
diers were called out. The place was
surrounded and the gang found in ses-
sion. They were taken into custody
and marched under fixed bayonets to
the town hall, where they were locked
up. A quantity of dynamite was found
in the boathouse. It is believed the
men expected several trainloads of
troops en route to Kingston to pass
over the bridge this morning.

NERLICH'S LAWYER CALLS
IT TREASON, IF ANYTHING

TORONTO, May 25.—The stated case
secured by Emil Nerlich after his con-
viction on a charge of conspiracy in
connection with an alleged attempt to
send a former German officer back to
Germany was argued today before the
appellate division at Osgoode Hall. It
was contended for Emil Nerlich that if
he had done anything that could be con-
strued as a crime, in assisting Arthur
Zirzow, a German army officer, his
crime was treason and not conspiracy
of which he was found guilty. Eleven
questions were submitted for the opinion
of the court by Sir William Mulock, the
trial judge.

Mr. Hellmuth, for Mr. Nerlich, argued
that it was not treason to conspire with
some one to assist the enemy.

[By Prof. Spade.]

The growing of tomatoes seems to be
increasing in popularity yearly., This
delicious vegetable is finding a big
place in the garden if the various let-
ters I receive from backyard farmers
offer any criterion.

One correspondent declares that as
his available space is small he is plant-
ing it all to tomatoes. He says that he
prefers a good crop of one vegetable to
a small portion of many, and as his
family like tomatoes he is putting
nothing else in this year.

Here are some things to be remem-
bered by tomato growers:

Tomatoes require a long, warm,
growing season; the soil must have fer-
tility, which is quickly available to the
plants; two or three transplantings
will help considerably, planting in
hills; early picking of fruit to avoid
rot, and get the most of the crop be-
fere the frost.

The main directions for tomato cul-
ture have already been dealt with in
this series, but a few hints may be
added to guide the b_eginner.

e

It is far better to haye the land al-
ready fertilized than to attempt fer-
tilization just before the plants are put
in, so far as manure is concerned.

However, it has been found that a
light application of nitrate of soda
about the time the plants are set gives
good results.

Training the vines will hasten and
increase the crop. Pruning the plans
down to a single stalk and then tying
it to a perpendicular cord, which is se-
cured at top and bottom to horizontal
strands stretched betweén stakes.

Pinching off the .ends of the shoots
is believed to produce an early crop, as
the plant food goes into fruit instead of
vine.

If frost comes when many tomatoes
are still unripe, but nearly so, do not
worry. You can pick them and put them
away in drawers or other dry, close
places, and they will eolor well. An-
other plan is to pull up the whole plant
by the roots, and, with the fruit on,
hang it in a barn or other dry place.
In most cases the tomatoes will con-
tinue to extract food from the vine
and ripen.

Keep in
warin room and strain again; let stand
for three weeks; it is then ready to
bottle and serve.

HOURS FOR SALE

Hopes for Temperance Hotel—Rev. J.
H. Boyd Addresses W.C.T.U.—
Interesting Session Yesterday.

———
At a largely attended meeting of the
Women'’s Christian Temperance Union,
held yesterday afternoon in St. An-
drew’s Hall, Rev. J. H. Boyd, pastor of
Adelaide Street Baptist Church, and
convener of the recent license reduction
campaign committee, addressed the
ladies upon the outlook of temperance
prohibition in the province, :

‘““What is to be our next step in this
campaign?” asked Mr. Boyd after re-
viewing the January campaign and
result in closing four hotels out of the
six hoped for, “Our object is the com-
plete destruction of the liquor traffic
not only in the city, but in the province.
We hope to see every bar and every
shop selling liquor, closed. We do not
mean to rest until we have accomplished
this purpose. I believe that within the
next year we shall see quite a number
of licenses withdrawn, or instructions
issued to have them withdrawn when
the license year closes.

Three Main Objects,

“There are three objects we must
strive for, the lessening of the hours of
sale in the e¢ity and province, a fresh
agitation for the removal of the three-
fifths clause, and county option.”

A movement was already on foot,
sanctioned by the provincial commis-
sion, to close bars and liquor shops at
7 o’clock on five days of the week, and
at 1 o'clock on Saturdays. As to the
three-fifths clause, the speaker termed
it a measure to entrench liquor inter-
ests and secure their position,

Mr. Boyd further stated that he
wished to see the temperance people of
London establish a first class temper-
ance hotel in the city. In small vil-
lages in England and Scotland comfort-
able lodging and board could be secured
at inns, where no liquor was sold, and
this could surely be possible for Lon-
don. Mr. Boyd also advocated that
more temperance work be conducted
amongst young men and women, and
growing children. He paid a warm
tribute to the work of the W. C. T. U.,
and extended hearty appreclation to the
members and workers who had taken
part in the license reduction campaign,
securing many women's votes as a re-
sult,

Work At Front.

The missionary work of the Union
was dealt with in an interesting way
by Mesdames Sadler, Paterson, Thorn-
ley and Berry. Two workers have been
supported at the front by the provin-
cial W. C. T. U.,, and the local branch
is lending financial assistance. Mrs.
Sadler reported an encouraging amount
of money raised for this purpose, and
Mrs. Thornley told of the circumstances
that led the Union to send evangelistic
workers to the firing line, some of the
methods of working, and various ex-
beriences. A sad fact in connection
with this, was the disappearance of
Lieut, Irwin, who since the battle of
Langemarck has not bden heard of.
Mrs. Thornley especially asked the
prayers of the members for him,

Many Signatures.

In regard to the work done by the
Union in gecuring signatures eof
mothers and wives to a petition to be
presented to the Dominion Government,
and forwarded to the Imperial Govern-
ment, deploring the wet canteen being
used in training camps in England, Mrs,
Berry reported almeost 5,000 names
secured in the city and vicinity. For
the province. Mrs. Paterson reported
over sixty thousand names, stating that
petitiong from each of the other prov-
inces would also be presented to the
Government,

The financial report of the Union was
presented by Mrs. (Dr.) Weekes, and
found to be in a satisfactory condition.
Mrs, Ashplant, who occupled the chair,
referred feelingly to the death of a
faithful member, Miss M. Coyne. Mrs.
Harrison, the evangelistic worker for
the local Union, related several inci-
dents® connected with her fleld of
effort, pointing out that in view of the
especial need of the past winter, the
work of the Union In this direction was
steadily increasing., -

After the business session, which was
brought to a close by Mrs. Gordon
Wright, Dominion President W. C. T.
U., a committee of the Union enter-
tained all the members and those tak-
ing part in the campaign, at a social
half hour in the basement of the
church,

“An Italian shell hit the officers’
mesg room of the torpedo boat, caus-
ing her to spring a leak. In order
to help the destroyer and the torpedo
boat out of their precarious position
the Ngvara began a flanking (fire
against the trenches, demolishing the
barracks, but itself being struck sever-
al times. A lieutenant and four men
were killed and several men were
wounded. The enemy’s losses were
perhaps twenty times heavier.

“The Scharfschutze escaped undam-
aged. The torpedo boat was assist-
ed to Pola,

RUSSIA SEES ADVANTAGE

Will Make the War Much
Shorter in Duration, Says
Foreign Minister.

[Canadian Press.]

PARIS, May 25.~When French
troops in the reglon of Allly, near
the Meuse holsted the Itallan flags
upon their trenches, says the Parils
Temps, German goldiers in the pos-
itions opposite them called out:
“So much the better. It will be '
over all the quicker.”

PARIS, May 25.—4:20 p.m.—Today’'s
session of the French Chamber of
Deputies was devoted wholly to eulogies
of Italy. All the members of the
Viviani cabicet were present and the
galleries were crowded with distin-
guished persons. Tomasso Tittoni, the
Italian ambassador to France, was in
the diplomatic box. Paul Deschanel,
the president of the lower house, de-
livered an oration. .

“It is now fifty-six years since Italy
was with us,”” M, Deschanel began, al-
luding to the Italian war of unification,
{’u\d all the deputies, as if by common
impulse . turned “towards. Signor

Tittoni and cheered loudly and length-
ily.

The demonstration was -repeated  at
the conclusion of M, Deschanel’s speech
which the House unanimeusly voted
ghould be posted on the official bulletin
boards throughout France. ~
Circle of iron and Fire.
Premier Viviani ‘mounted the speak-
er’s platform saying he desired to salute
the Italian nation, which, “in a burst of
patriotic faith has joined the circle of
iron and fire which is tightening around
the modern ' barbarism. Victory |Iis
near.”
All the deputies and the spectators
heried ““Viva L'Italie” and adjourned,
having been  in .session just ten
minutes.

Numerous provincial cities today are
celebrating the entrance of Italy into
the war by processions with musie,
public addresses delivered by local
celebrities, the decoration of public
buildings, and popular demenstrations
in front of Italian oonsulates where
there are any.

WILL SHORTEN WAR,

PETROGRAD, May 26. —via London:
—“Italy’s entry into the war will make
the war much shorter in duration; it
will have an enormous influence on the
attitude of neutral countries and it will
lead - to the rapprochement of states
! whose interests seem at present to be
opposed” said Sergius Sazonoff, the
Russian Foreign Minister, on being in-
terviewed teday by the correspondent
of Reuter’s Telegram company.

“In any case,” the Foreign Minister
continued, ‘“no hostile power can hence-
forth be reinforced at the expense of
any neutral country whatever.”

Concerning Bulgaria, M. Sazonoff said
he d@id not believe that she would move
against Russia under any circum-
stances. He declared that the Italo-
Servian relatiens were perfectly am-
jcable and that Russia’s task with re-
gard to Servia would not be fulfilled un-
less Servia recelved a free outlet on the
Adriatie,

“I declare,” added the Foreign Minis-
ter, “that Servia will have free ports
which shall be absolutely her own.”

Regarding reports of a separate peace
M. Sazonoff said numerous attempts in
that direction had been made and.not
only on the part of Austria, but all had
failed and he added that anything of
that character was ‘‘absolutely impos-
sible.”

TURKS NOT SURPRISED.
CONSTANTINOPLE, via London,

May 25, 7:45 p.m.—Italy’s declaration of
war against Austria-Hungary occasion-
ed no surprise at the Turkish capital
because it was expected. ‘The official
world and the public show no excite-
ment as so far the relations between
Turkey and Italy remain normal
Whether Italy’s action is likely to in-
volve Turkey is a matter which the
members of the diplomatic corps are
not .willing to discuss. The Turkish
press has treated the affair conserva-
tively, while in governmental circles the
situation is viewed calmly but with a
determination to meet future exigen-
cles to the best of Turkey's ability.

KINCARDINE LOSES
“MOST HATED AND
MOST LOVED MAN"

Squire Barker Dies in Harness, Aged
91—Nearly Assassinated.

KINCARDINE, May 25.—Kincardine's
“most-hated and most-admired citizen™

died today in the person of Jeseph Bar-
ker.

Besides having attained to the dis-
tinction of living an active life until the
end came, at the rare age of 91 years,
he was a most remarkable man of rare
distinction. He held office as division
court clerk for a longer period than any
other man in this section of the prov-
ince and was in this office until he died.
He was an ex-magistrate, and as such
brought upon himself the title quoted
above. A strong temperance man him-
self, he was rigid in the enforcement of
temperance laws, and was noted in this
regard for forty years. A

During the Scott Act peried his house
was saturated with coal oil and set on
fire. The house was saved from destruc-
tion, but his barn was burned.

At another time he was shot at on
his own premises and the bullet, which
narrowly missed him, almost struck one
of his daughters in the head. It grazed
the girl’s hair.

He had held every municipal office in
Kincardine, from school trustee to
mayor.

Squire Barker was born in Spalding,
Lincolnshire, England, the youngest of
a family of fourteen children.

He came to the township of Huron in
1848 and was the first clerk of division
court No. 3. In 1857 he came to Kin-
cardine and shortly afterwards was
made magistrate.

He is survived by
and one son.

“The Italian advance occupies a front
of 100 kilometres (about 66 2-3 miles),
and has as extreme points Catoretto, on
the north, to the Gulf of Triest on the
south. The first contingents of the
Italians penetrated into Austrian terri-
tory distances ranging from two to
four miles.”

INCENSED, YET QUIET.

Rome, via Paris, May 26.—The Gior-
nale d'Italia today comments on the
calm attitude maintained by the Italian
people on the occasion of the departure
froth Rome of the Austrian and German
diplomats. The newspaper says this
is especially deserving of notice, because
the people were incensed over the bom-
bardment of Ancona and Venice, un-
defended towns, and reports that Ital-
ians in Austria had been treated incon-
siderately while attempting to return
home.

London, May 25.—A Canadian soldier
who is a prisoner at Geissen writes
quite favorably of present conditions
there: “We are being well treated,” he
says. “Our health is looked after, and
everything has to be kept scrupulously
clean,

“I hope our capture will not be con-
sidered a disgrace. Those of us who
were left surrendered when crpwds of
German infantry were on all sides of us.
Sheets of lead from rifles and machine
gung were sweeping over the parapet of
our trench, while shrapnel fired from

“We were under heavy rifle fire,
machine gun and shell fire, for two
nights and days. 1 had bullets through
my haversack and cap, and was struck
in the back by a piece of split shrap-
nel, without receiving any injury.

«“As far as cleanliness and comfort are
concerned, we are better off than at
Salisbury Plains. We are getting three
meals a day; coffee and bread for
breakfast, and a litre of very good
vegetable soup for dinner and supper.
We can buy a few things here, such
as butter and sardines.”
