THE SPLENDID WORK
OF SOLDIERS’ WIVES'
LEAGUE PROGRESSES

Although Yet Scarcely Or-
ganized, League Has Begun
Its Good Work.

The Soldiers’ Wives’ League Is fast
becoming a live institution in the city
of London. At a meeting held yester-
day afternoon in the Masonic Temple
several matters of business were dis-
cussed, and much interesting corre-
spondence read, Mrs. A. A. Campbell,
president, occupying the chair. Letters
were read from Col. W. G. Coles, presi-
dent of the Great War Veterans’ Asso-
ciation, and from the secretary of that
association, as well as from the Sol-
diers’ Aid Commission, assuring the
Soldiers’” Wives' League that they
would co-operate with them in every
way possible. The announcement was
made that a check for $50 had been re-
ceived from the Loan and Savings Cor-
poration, of which A. A. Campbell is
manager.

At an executive meeting held since
the last pegular meeting of the league,
it was decided that Mrs. Belton and
Mrs. Hodgins, former league members,
be asked to act as London’s delegates
at a central council meeting to be held
in Ottawa on May 9. Aunrdmgl_‘, let-
tergrams to this effect were immediately
forwarded to Ottawa. As yet the of-
ficial account of the Ottawa meeting
has not been sent to the ILon-
don league, but a letter of much
interest from Mrs, Belton was read
at yesterday's mu‘lm‘ In this she
stated that the matter of greatest im-
portance coming up at the Ottawa
meeting was a plea fnr the reorganiza-
tion of all the soldiers’ wives’ leagues
throughout the country, in view of the
fd(‘t that the work of this organization

ill not stop with the war, but will be
‘L powerful help for many years to
come. The patroness of the Central
League is Her Excellency the Duchess
of Devonshire, and the vice-patronesses
Lady Borden and Lady Laurier.

As a means of working up member-
ship the London league has decided to
send out a circular letter to all pros-
pective members. Two more names were
added yesterday to the membership
committee, those of Mrs. McCrimmon
and Mrs. McLeod.

A committee for Investigation of
needy cases was also appointed, as fol-
lows: Mrs. White, Mrs. Graham and
Mrs. McLeod. The case of one needy
soldler’'s wife was considered and acted
upon.

Capt. Graham, who was to have been
present to address the meeting, was un-
able to attend.

CANNING TRADE IS
‘PUT UNDER LIGENSE
BY THE FOOD BOARD

Will Be lllegal After June 15
to Trade Without Permit./

OTTAWA, May 22.—The canning
trade will be brought under the license
system of the Canada Food Board by
June 15. On and after that date it will
be illegal for any person who has not
first secured a ‘canners’ manufac-
turers’ license” to engage in the manu-
facture for sale of canned or preserved
fruits or vegetables, meats, poultry,
soups, seeds or grains, or products
made therefrom; jellies, jams, pickles,
juices, condensed, evaporated, dried,
powdered or canned milk, or dried,
evaporated or dessicated vegetables or
fruits.

Persons operating a canning factory
in connection with a commercial meat
packing tactory are not required to ob-
tain such a license.

On and after June 15 it will also be
illegal to deal wholesale, or as brokers,
or as commission merchants, in any of
the products named without having
first obtained from the <Canada food
boar@ a ‘‘canners’ wholesale license,”
“canners’ brokers’' license,” or a ‘‘can-
ners’ commission merchants’ license,’”
depending upon the nature of the trad-
ing operations of the applicant.

Limit On Contracts.

The order provides that no manufac-
turer of canned or evaporated fruits or
vegetables, without the written consent
of the Canada food board, shall at any
