"He says he is not guilty." inter­
preted Mr. Chisholm when his client 
looked at him in an inquiring man­
ner. "He doesn’t remember any­
thing about it," added counsel.

"If he doesn't remember, then he 
had better plead guilty." suggested 
Crown-Attorney Albert M. Judo.

Mr. Chisholm then elected trial by 
jury and stated that the proceedings 
today wolud be in the nature of a 
preliminary hearing.

Dublin, Oct. 23.—The Rev. Robert 

Malcolm Gwynn, chaplain of Trinity Col­
lege, yesterday painted a grim picture 
of the conditions in which the poor of 
this city live. Housing conditions in 
Dublin, he said, are worse than any- 
where else in the British Isles.

The Rev. Mr. Gwynn spoke at a con­
ference in connection with "housing 
week.” He said that 21,000 families, 
comprising 90,000 persons, lived in one- 
room dwellings in Dublin, and that of 
every 1,000 persons in the city, 229 
lived in the one-room tenements.

Glasgow was second to Dublin, he 
said, in its crowding, and there 132 
persons out of every 1,000 lived in one- 
room dwellings.

The speaker declared that 6,830 fami­
lies in Dublin lived in houses unfit for 
human. habitation, and that between 
1,700 and 1,800 houses had six to ten 
fartlilies living in them. He said that 
although considerable progress in build­
ing had been made by the corporation, 
this was not within measurable distance 
of overtaking the requirements of the 
situation.

George Beckett, who presided over the 
conference, said that in 1917 there were 
8.000 families in Dublin with incomes 
of less than 25 shillings (about $6.25) a 
week, and that there were almost as 
many such families now.

Pathos and mirth had a share in 
the program at the weekly dinner 
of the Lions club held last night in 
the Tecumseh house.

He 
himself had been stationed in Beirut, 
Armenia, when Turkey entered the 
war and when the Ottoman force 
attacked that place took part in the 
300-mile retreat to Aleppo. He and 
his wife with their two boys had to 
travel this in a small cart and during 
the whole of the terrible journey 
had to endure the sight of dogs de­
vouring the bodies of the murdered 
Armenian men, women and children 
all along the line of march.

The Turks eventually entered 
Aleppo as well and occupied that 
place for a space of three years 
During this time Mr. Pierce and his 
family were held in a filthy Turkish 
prison along with a small band of 
other Anglo-Saxons.

The organization with which Mr. 
Pierce is connected conducts a 
school for orphan Armenian boys at 
Georgetown, Ont., fitting them for 
useful careers as Canadian citizens. 
To interest Canadians in this work 
a group of 20 boys are touring On­
tario, giving concerts in all the 
larger centers. They will be in Lon­
don on Nov. 3.

The Rev. Fr. Russo, procurator- 
general of the Franciscan Order and 
personal advisor of the pope, was a 
guest of the club at the dinner which 
preceded the meeting. He was in­
troduced by Dr. Hugh Stevenson.

Late Sir George Gibbons Was

Marking its 51st anniversary the 
Sunday school of the Wesley I nited 
church will observe the event with 
special services next Sunday. The 
anniversary belongs to the Sunday 
school alone, for in reversion of the 
usual order the church was the off­
spring of the Sunday school, not the 
Sunday school of the church.

During its 51 years' of service the 
Sunday school has served both its 
church and community well.

Tells United Church Conference 
City To Blame For Present 

Liquor Conditions.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Winnipeg, Oct. 23.—The first Mani­

toba conference of the United church, 
which Wednesday night listened to 
a vigorous arraignment of the liquor 
laws, last night heard the other side 
of the question.

Wednesday Mayor Ralph H. Webb 
charged that the provincial govern­
ment and the law courts were to 
blame for allowing infringements of 
the liquor act to continue. Last 
night Hon. W. R. Craig, provincial 
attorney-general, blamed the city for 
any fault in the enforcement of the 
law in Winnipeg.

The attorney-general declared that 
by virtue of an agreement made be­
tween the city and the provincial 
government in 1918, it was up to the 
city to enforce the law with regard 
to liquor He denied that Mayor 
Webb had ever approached him for 
co-operation. He challenged anyone 
to support on the floor of the pro­
vincial legislature charges made by 
the mayor, and declared that there 
was “deliberate propaganda afloat in 
the province to undermine confidence 
in the liquor act." This propaganda, 
he charged, had the definite object of 
obtaining freer sale of intoxicating 
liquor.

VEHICLE LIGHT DISCUSSION
TO COME UP IN DECEMBER
Middlesex county councillors have 

yet to consider the advisability of 
passing a bylaw compelling all 
vehicles to carry lights at night. 
County Clerk John Stuart stated to­
day that he had received a communi­
cation from the Ontario Motor league 
asking the council to pass such a 
bylaw, but It could not be presented 
to the council until December.

"This matter has never come be­
fore the council before, but I should 
imagine that the members would take 
the same action as the Waterloo 
council did yesterday, and turn it 
down on the same grounds, namely: 
that the government should first pass 
legislation on lights that are suitable 
for all classes of vehicles and should 
be observed in all parts of the prov­
ince," declared Mr. Stuart.

PREDICTED IN CHICAGO4A

Charges Involve Police Offi­
cials. Five Breweries and 

Several Railroads.

Associated Press Despatch.
Chicago, Oct. 23.—Charges involv­

ing scores of Chicago policemen and 
officials. five big beer syndicates, five 
railroads and many of their officials 
and several prohibition agents, will 
be brought before the federal grand 
jury, as the result of a six months’ 
investigation by prohibition officials.

Federal agents declared that the 
evidence may bring about the great­
est beer-running scandal since the 
18th amendment became law. They 
said the evidence will show that 
eastern breweries, with the conniv­
ance of the railroads, have been run­
ning as much as $9,000,000 worth of 
beer into Chicago since the prohibi­
tion laws became effective.

The investigation followed the 
seizure of 1,000 barrels of beer at 
Morton Grove, a suburb, last month 
and the arrest of a policeman and 
six other men.

The investigators suppressed all 
names. Fifty Chicagoans were named 
in their report.

Here is a case, in Mr. Kirby’s 
opinion, where the measuring stick of amateurism should not be ap­
plied. the competency of the official being the important matter. That 
this question should have been argued at the recent Olympic congress 
at Prague is a sidelight on the perplexities surrounding sport for sports 
sake.

Mr Kirby's resume of the Olympic discussion deals also with the 
question of the amateur's maintenance. Suppose an athlete loses pay 
by absence from work during competition. May he he compensated for 
his lost wage by his athletic association or by private assistance with­
out losing his amateur status? The congress decided that he may not. 
and that is Mr. Kirby’s view, but he points out that the worker has some 
excuse for his plea when he sees that amateur stars are getting theirs 
in some way. He mentions no names, but speaks of glaring examples 
of young men, and perhaps, too, of young women, who. without any 
visible means of support, travel around the world with all the luxuries 
of clothes and comfort and pleasure as would the man of financial 
means, and who compete week in and week out in all kinds and sorts 
of sports competitions, and who not only hold themselves out as ama- 
teurs, but are more or less accepted by the governing body of their 
particular sport as such.

It is certainly a nice point to decide where legitimate expenses end 
and luxury begins. The whole question of amateurism seems to be a 
network of hairline decisions. No sharp line is discernible. Where 
money is concerned in sport, be the payment to athletes ever so indirect 
and circuitous, amateurism and professionalism overlap and interlace. 
The problem has been attacked only piecemeal, as in the tennis player- 
writer compromise. Mr. Kirby pleads again for a congress, to be 
called by the American Olympic committee, of all national sports gov­
erning bodies and other organizations interested in amateur sports, to 
discuss both written rules and the ethics behind them, so that there 
may be a better understanding of the situation and an honest purpose 
of enforcement of rules agreed upon. "It is impossible." Mr. Kirby 
says, “to draw a line between amateurism and professionalism upon

Company Builds Line For C. N.
R. On Money Advanced by 

Prominent Bankers.
Special to The Advertiser.

Montreal, Oct. 22.—The following 
statement was issued by Sir Henry 
Thornton, chairman and president of 
the Canadian National Railways, 
from the headquarters of the system| 

here today:
"There has been more or less dis­

cussion in the press with respect to 
the construction of a railway from 
Obrien, on the National Transcon­
tinental. to Rouyn, Quebec, which 
important interests propose to make, | 
tor the purpose of serving a large | 
mining development. More than one| 
competitive project for the construc­
tion of a railway into the Rouyn dis­
trict seemed to be under promotion, 
and prompt action was, therefore, es­
sential if the National railway sys­
tem was not to find itself eliminated 
from the field. For these reasons it 
was decided that a line should be 
built by a separate company and 
financed without calling upon the re-| 
sources of the Canadian National.

Work Commenced.
Work on the line has commenced, 

the contract having been let to the 
lowest bidder. The estimated cost of 
the line is somewhat less than three 
million dollars, and the following ar­
rangements have been made with re-| 
cost to finance: As the work pro-1 
ceeds the funds necessary for the 
payment of the contractors will be 
advanced by well-known bankers. In­
terest will be paid at the rate of four 
and a. half per cent per annum, but 
will be paid only as and when the 
funds are drawn. Upon completion of 
the work and the determination of 
the exact cost, bonds will be issued 
and sold for that amount.

The crown has been authorized in 
the usual way to lease the property | 
from the constructing company for 
a period of thirty years at a rental' 
based upon four and a half per cent 
interest and sinking fund require­
ments. The crown has the right 
under the lease at any time to acquire 
title to the whole of the property up­
on assuming the outstanding bonds. 
Upon the expiration of the lease the 
crown acquires title to the whole of 
the property without encumbrance, 
the rental having discharged all 
obligations.

No Commissions Paid.
"It may be definitely stated that 

no commissions, fees or emoluments 
of any sort have been or will be paid 
to anyone.

"The province of Quebec has sub­
sidized the undertaking to the extent 
of $50,000 per annum for five years, 
and the Noranda Mines Company has 
also agreed to contribute $20,000 a 
year for five years against any de­
ficits which may appear."
