An Act to incorporate certain persons under the name
and style of the Canada North West Railway
Company.

WHEREAS the Municipalities of the City of Toronto, Saugeen, Preamble.
Elderslie, Brant, Carrick, Bruce, Arthur Peel and Minto have
petitioned that an Act might be passed authorising the construction of
a Railway from the waters of Lake Huron at Saugeen to the waters of
