He hath made the earth by His power, he hath
established the world by his Wisdom, and hath
stretched out the Heavens by His discretion. When
He uttereth His voice, there is a multitude of waters
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in the Heavens, and He causeth the vapors to ascend

from the ends of the earth; He maketh lightenings

with rain, and bringeth forth the wind out of Hi
treasures. Jeremiah 10. 12-13.

say unto you, It shall be required of this generation.
Woe unto you, lawyers : For ye have taken away
the key of knowledge Ye entered not in yourselves,
in^ them tliat were entering ye himhred. Luke 11

Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom
and knowledge of God : How unsearchable are his

judgements and his ways past finding out ; For who
hath known the mind of the Lord ? Or who hath been
His councellor ? For of Him, and through Him, and to
Him, are all things: To whom be glory forever.

To God only wise, be glory through Jesus Christ
forever. Amen. Ro.Tians IG, 27. But wisdom is

Justi'Ced of her children.

Where is the Wise ? Where is the Scribe ?

Where is the disputer of the world ? Hath not God
made foolish the wisdom of this world ? For after
that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew
not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preach-
ing to save them that belie v'e. For the Jews require
a sign and the Greeks seek after Wisdom : But we
preach Christ crucified, unto the Jews a stumbling
block, and unto the Greeks foolishness, but unto them
which are called, both Jews and Greeks, (Jh -ist the
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power of God, and the Wisdom of God. Because the

foolishness of God is wiser than men ; And the

weakness of God is stronger than men. For ye see

your calling, brethren, how that not many wise men

after the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, are

called. But God hath chosen the foolish things of

the world to confound the wise; And God hath

chosen the weak things of the world to confound the

things which are mighty ; And base things of the

world, and things which are despised, hath God chos-

en, yea, and things which are not, to bring to nought

things that are: That no flesh shall glory in His

presence; But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of

God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and

saactiflcation, and redemption ; That, according as it

is written, He that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord

1 Cor. 1, 20-31.

And they that be wise shall shine as the brigl.t-

ness of *he firmament ; and they that turn many to

righteo.-jness as the stars for ever and ever. Daniel

12, 3.

Many shall be purified, and made white, and

tried ; but the wicked shall do wickedly : and none of

the wicked shall undei-stand ; but the wise shall

understand. Daniel 12, 10.

To the law and to the testimony, if they speak

not according to this word, it is because there is no

light in them. Isaiah 8. 20.

The people that walked in darkness have seen a

great light : they that dwell in the land of the shadow

of death, upon them hath the light shined. Isiah 9, 2.

In the beginning was the Word and the Word

was with God, and the Word was God. The same

was in the beginning with God. All things were

made by Him, and without him was not anything

made that was made. In Him was life, and the life

was the light of men. And the light sbineth in

darkness and the darkness comprehended it net-

There was a man sent from God, whose name was

John. The same came for a witness to bear witness

of the Light that all men through Him might believe.

He was not that light but was sent to bear witness of

that Light. That was the true Light which lighteth

every man that cometh into the world. He was in

the world and the world was made by Him and the

world knew him not. He came unto His own and

His own received Him not. But as many as received

Him, to them gave He power to become the sons of

God, even to them that believe on His name : Which
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were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh,

nor of the will of man, but of God. And the Word
was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld

His glory, the Glory as of the only begotten of the

Father,) full of grace and truth. John bare witness

of Him, and cried, saying, This was He of whom I

.spake, He that cometh after me is preferred before

me
:
for he was before me. And of His fulness have all

we received, and grace for grace. For the law was
given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus

Christ. No man hath seen God at any time ; the only

begotten son which is in the bosom of the Father, He
hath declared Him. John 1, 1-lS.

And no man hath a-scended up to Heaven but He
that came down from Heaven even the Son of Alan

which is in Heaven. And as Moses lifted up the

vSerpent in the wilderness, even so mu.st the Son of

Man be lilted up. That whosoever believeth in Him
should not perish but have everlasting life. Luke 3

13-17.

For God so loved the world, that He gave his only
begotten Son that whosoever believeth in Him should
not perish but have everlasting life. For God sent

not His Son into the world to condemn the wo/ Id, but
that the world through Him might be saved. He that

believeth not is condemned already, because he hath
not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of
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God, and this is the condemnation that light is come
into the world and men loved darkness rather than

light because their deeds were evil. For every one that

doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the

light, lest their deeds should be reproved. But he

that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds

may become manifest that they are wrought in God'

John 3, 13-31.

O that they were wise, that they understood this,^

that they would consider their latter end. Deut. 32, 20.

him for riorhteousness. Romans 4, 3.

He staggered not at the promise of God through

unbelief but was strong in faith, giving glory to God.

Romans 4, 20.

Then
said his sister to^ Pharo's daughter :

" Shall I go and
call to thee a nurse of the Hebrew woman, that she
may nurse the child ^or t!iee ? " And Pharo's daughter
said to her :

" Go." And the maid went and called the
child's mother, and Pharo's daughter said unto her

:

" Take thi.s child away and nurse it for me, and I will

give thee thy wages. And the women took the child

and nursed it. And the child grew, and she brought
him unto Pharo's daughter, and he became her son.

And she called him Moses, and she said thi.s becau.se

she drew him out of the water. ExoDUS 2, (i-lo.

And Moses was learned in all the wisdom of the
Egyptians and was mighty in words and deeds. And

And seeing one of them suffer wrong, he defended him
and avenged him that was oppressed, ai «<mote the
Egyptian

he shewed himself to them as they strove, and would
have set them at one again, saying, Sirs, ye are breth-
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ren ; why do ye wrong one to another ? But he that

did his neighbor wrong thrust him away saying, Who
made thee ruler and judge over us ? Wilt thou kill

me as thou diddest the Egyptian yesterday ? Then

lied Moses at this saying and was a 8t»\,nger in the

land of Madian, where he begat two sons. And when

forty years were expired, the.'e appeared to him in

the wilderness of mount Sina an angel of the Lord in

a flame of fire in a bush. When Moses saw it, he

wondered at the sight : and as he drew near to behold

it.the voice of the Lord came unto him, Saying, I am
the God of thy fathers, the God of Abraham, and the

God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. Then Moses

trembled and durst not behold. Then said the Lord

to him, Put oft" thy shoes from thy feet: for the place

where thou standest is holy ground. I have seen, I

have seen the affliction of my people which is in

E^ypt, and have heard their groaning, and am come

down to deliver them. And now come, I will send

thee into Egypt. This Moses whom they refused say-

inc. Who made thee a ruler and a judge ? the same

did God send to o a ruler and a deliverer by the 1 and

of the angel which appeared to him in the bush. He
brouf^ht them out, after that he had wonders and signs

in the land of Egypt and in the Red sea, and in the

wilderness for forty years.

This is that Moses, which said unto the children

of Israel, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up
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ye htar. This is he that was in the church in the
wilderness with the angel which spake to him in the
mount Sina, and with our fathers : who received the
lively oracles to give unto us : To whom our fathers
would not obey, but thrust him from them, and in
their hearts turned back again unto Egypt, Sayin^y
unto Aaron, Make us Gods to go before us : for as for
this Moses, which brought us out of the land of Egypt,
we wot not what is l^ecome of him. And they made
a calf in those days, and ottered sacrifice unto the idol

and rejoice in the works of their own hands. Then
God turned, and gave them up to worship the host of
heaven

;
as it is written in the book of the prophets,

O ye house of Israel, have ye offered to me slam
beasts and sacrifices by the space of forty years in the
wilderness? Yea, ye took up the tabernacle of Moloch,
and the star of your god Remphan, figures which ye
made to worship them : and I will carry you away
beyond Babylon. Our fathers had the tabernacle of
witness in the wilderness, as he hsi appointed, speak-
ing unto Moses, that he should m ;e ic according to
the fashion that he had seen. vVhich our faUiers
that came after brought in with Jesus into the pos-
session of the Gentiles, whom God drave out before the
face of our fathers, unto the days of ]3avid ; Who
found favor before God, and desired to find a taber-
nacle for the God of Jacob. But Solomon built him
an house. Howbeit the most high dwelt not in tern-
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pies made with hands ; as said the prophet, Heav«n
is my throne and the earth is my footstool : what
house shall ye build me / saith the Lord : or what is

the place of my rest ? Hath not my hand made
all these things ? Acts 7, 22-')0.

The Kingdom was divided,

For sin they ere brought low.

And prophets warned in fathfulness.

And told of joys and woe.

^ Jr. a vision Ezekiel saw

The glory of the Lord :

And received commission and instruction

To go and speak His word.

Ephraim he hath mixed himself among the

people : Ephraim is a cake not turned. Hosea 7, 8-11

Strangers have devoured his strength, and he

knoweth it not, yea gray hairs are here and there up-

on him yet and he knoweth not. And the pride of

Israel testifieth to his face : and they do not return

to the Lord their God, nor seek him for all this.

Ephraim also is like a silly dove without heart

:

Thej call to Egypt, they go to Assyria. Hosea 7, 8-11.

The glorious prophecy

Found written in the word,

How blest the eyes that see.

How blest ears that have heard.
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Ainos the prophet

Was called from the herds,

And gave to Israel

The message he heard.

He told the people of judgement to come,

And warned them ofa final doom.
But told them of the blessing

That on Israel would come.

Obadiah prophesied the destruction of Edom for

their pride and for their wrong unto Jacob and telle

of the salvation and victory of Jacob.

Jonah enshrines a type of Jesus Christ, His buriaJ

and resurrection.

Micab shewed the wrath of God against idolatry

warned them against oppression with a promise of

restoration, he told of the glory, peace, kingdom, and
victory of the Church, and the birth of Christ, Its
kingdom and His conquests. And in the 6th chapter

and 8th verse, he summed the duty of man : Which ii?

He hath shewed thee O man what is jjood : and what
doth the Lord require of thee : but to do justly, and
and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with God,
And in the 7th chapter : The church complains of her

small numljer, and the general corruption putteih her
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tonfidence not in man, but in God. She triump-

eth over her enemies God comforteth her by promises

fcy confusion of her enemies and by His mercies.

Nahuni tells of the majesty of God, in goodness

to His people, and of His jud<,'ements against Nineveh.

Habakkuk tells of vengence by the Chaldeans
and in the •2iid chapter tells of judgemv^nts for unsat-

iableness for covetousness for cruelty for drunkenne.<!s

and for idolatry. And in the third chai)ter in his

prayer trembled at the majesty of God and .shewed

the confidence of his faith.

Zephaniah warns the Jews and exhorts theii to

jfepent. He reproved them for divers sins and exhort-

ed them to wait for the restoration of Israel and told

them of God rejoicing with joy over His people.

Haggai reproved the pc pie for their neglect of

the temple. Inciting them he promised them God's

assistance. He encouraged the people to the work,

and promised to them that the glory of the second

temple would be greater than was in the first.

Zechariah exhorted the people to repent He tells

them how God cared for Jcusalem and the promise of

the presence of God among them under the type of

Joshua the high priest, the restoration of the church,

and God gives the promise of Christ. How great the

care and patience God had with ilis people in all ages.

They are told of the coming of Christ, and told to re-

joice, lor He is to be their King. He is just and hav-
ing salvation and tells how His people are saved

through Him, and of His dominions and tells of vis-

ions, and repentance is promised to His people, the

spirit of grace and supplication and of the foundation

opened in the house of David for sin and for unclean-

ness, and of the death of Christ and of the trial of

a tiiird part.

Malachi was the last who prophesied before John
the Baptist. He complained of Israel's unkindness o?

their irreligousness and profaneness. He sharply re-

proved the priests for neglecting their covenant. He
told of the messenger who was to prepare the way
before Christ and reprove the people of rebellion sac-

riliege, and infidelity, and promised a blessing to them
that fear God. He told of the judgement of God on

the wicked and His blessing on the good. He ex-

horted them to a study of the law, and tells of Elijah's

coming and office.

In fulness of time, Christ came. Oh, wonder of

wonders that the Creator became a creature and took

on Him human nature and became a man fulfiUinjr

the Law that he gave to man. Matthew tells of the
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nativity of Christ and of His genealogy from Abraham
to Joseph. Mark tells of the works of Christ. Luke
tells most of his work in healing and gives the age

and genealogy of Christ from Joseph upwards. John
tells of the divinity of Christ. Acts tell how God
confirmed the acts of the Apostles with miracles

and the Holy Spirit coming on the people on the day
of Pentecost of Peter's sermon and of the conversion of

the three thoasand and of the gospel being preached

to the Gentiles and of the persecutions of the Apostles

of the martyrdom of Stephen and of the conversion

of Saul of Tarsus and of his call and work.

The Epistle of Paul to th? Romans tells how man
is saved and how the Jews were cast -^ff their unbelief

and the Gentiles graffed in. Tt tells how the elect

are saved through grace and kept through a living

union with Christ. It tells us how the mercies of

God must move us to please God and gives duties for

the Christian to follow.

In Corinthians the Apostle reproves and instructs

them in the Christian way. In the Epistle to the

Galatians, Paul warns them of departing from the

Gospel that they heard him preach, and shows them
how man is justified by faith in Christ.

The Apostle tells them in Ephesians, how man
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is adopted into the family of God and tells what man
is by nature and what he is by grace, and of the

church an holy temj>le in the Lord and that the myst-
ery that the Gentiles should be saved was made known
to Paul by revelation. He exhorts them to unity and
to be followers of God and shows them the complete
armor of the Christian.

In the Epistle of Paul the Apostle to the Philip-

pians. He testified his thankfulness to God and his

love toward them for the fruits of their faith and
fellowship of His suffering, and tells them of their

perseverance to the end, and how he is to glorify

Christ either by His life or death. He exhorts them
to follow the example of Christ and to beware
of false teachers and tells them how he rejoiced in

their love for Him.

In Colossians, we read of the care Paul had for

the church at Colosse How thankful he was when
he heard of th'ir faith. He exhorted them to be con-
stant in Christ and to oware of philosophy and vain
traditions worshiping of angels and legal ceremonies
which are ended in Christ, and showed them where to

seek Christ and mortify the deeds of the body, to put
off the old man and to put on Christ. Exhorted them
to humility, charity and several other duties, to be fer-

vent in prayer and to walk wisely toward them that
are not yet come to the true knowledge of Christ.

He saluted them and wished them prosperity. The

Apostle in his Epistle to the Thessalonians, tells them

of his being persuaded of their sincerity and conver-

sion to God, of His care and love for them. He gave

them a description of the second coming of Christ and

gave them divers duties and comforts them against

persecutions. He tells them that there shall be a fall-

ing away from the faith, and a discovery of antichrist-

He craved their prayers for himself and testfied his

confidence in them, gave them divers precepts to shun

idleness and bad company and concluded with prayer

and salutation.

Paul in his Epistle to Timothy put him in mind

of the charge that was given him when he went to

Macedonia. He tells him of the right use of the law,

and speaks of the mercy shown to himself and of his

call to preach the Gospel, and that it is meet to pray»

and give thanks for all men. He tells him how women
should be attired and that they are not permitted to

teach and tells him the qualiCcations of Bishops and

Deacons and speaks of the great mystery of godliness.

He fortells a departure from the faith and gives him

precepts and rules for widows and elders and for Tim-

othy's health and tells him of the duty of servants,

and whereof to admonish the rich and speaks of the

faith that was in Timothy's Grandmother Lois, and

in his mother Eunice, and in Timothy himself. He
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advises him to stir up the gift of God which was in

him, to be steadfast and patient in persecution, lo per-

sist in the form and truth of that doctrine which he
had learned of him. He exhorts him again saying:
'* Thou therefore my son, be strong in the grace that

is in Christ Jesus." In the 2nd chapter and 19th

verse. Nevertheless, the foundation of God standeth

sure, having this seal. The Lord knoweth them that

are His. And let everyone that nameth the name of

Christ, depart from iniquity. And how the servant

of God ought to behave himself and tells him in the

last days of perilous times shall come and describeth

the enemies of the Truth,and shows him his own ex-

ample and commends the Holy Scriptures. He ex-

horted him to duty, with all care and diligence. He
tells him of his own death, asking him to come to him
and to take Mark with him and tells him what befeH

him at the beginning of his ministry and telling of

his faith gives salutations and concludeth.

Paul in his Epistle to Titus begins with

:

Paul, a servant of God, and an apostle of Jesus

Christ, according to the faith of God's elect, and the

acknowledging of the Truth, which is after Godliness.

In hope of eternal life, which God, that cannot lie,

promised before the world began : But hath in due
times manifested His word through preaching, which

is committed unto me according to the commandment

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rfCod oiir Saviour: To Titns mine own sou after tlio

eonuuon faith : (Jracc iiiorcy and ])race, from God tin;

Father and tlie Lord .lesus Ohrist, our Saviour.

He teMs him how elio.sen ministers oui^lit to he

qualilied. He tells him tliat the mouth of evil tr.uh-

ers is to he stopped and the kind of men they are and
gives Titus directions for Ids doctrine and life an<l of

llic duty of servants and of all Christians and lie is

further direete<l to put them in mind, to he subject t<»

princi[>alities and powers to ol)ey mii;:;is( rates, and t >

b«» ready for every g»)0(l work. To speak evil of no
man, to he no hrawlers hut gentle, showing nil meekiiess

onto all men, lie speaks of the work " Regeneration

in the Christian and tells him to a...rm constantly

that they whieli believe in God be careful to maintaiii

gix»d works and ends with salutation.

In the Epistle of Paul to Philemon, lie calls him-
aelf a prisonor of Jesus Christ. Oh, to be shut in with

Christ, always doing His will. How happy Paul

must have been. He says, " 1 thank my God, making
mention of thee always in my prayers," and in the

7ih verse. For we have great joy and consolation in

*hj love, because the bowels of the saints are refresh-

ed by the brother. He tells of his great love for One-
aimns, his son in the faith and asks Philemon to rec-

«ve him as he would Paul himself.
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The Kpistle of I'atil tho Apostlr, to tlir Hebrews,

tells how the Law was fulfilled in Jesus ( !hrist. Ii»:

took on Ilini the seed of Abraham and is able to save

to the utt(!rni()sL all that cotiH' to (Jorl thron<,'h Him.

W." rea<l in the 4th chapter that the rest of (Christians

js attained by faith and of the VVonl of (iod and of

Jcisns Christ beinj; our <^reat Hi<^h Priest that is passed

into the Heavens we must and may <,'o boldly to tin-

throne of L,'ra(;e that we may obtain mercy and fin«l

j;race to help in time of need. We rea<l of the auth-

ority and honor ofour Saviour's priesthood and how lie

ouirht to be skilful in the word of ri'diteousness and

!L,'o on to perfection. He warns aj^ainst departin;^ from

the faith and tells of the Christian hope bein*,' within

the vail where .Jesus Christ is a priest after the order

of Melchisedecand in the Stli chapter, how by the

•eternal priesthood of Christ, the Levitical piiesthood

of Aaron is abolished and the temporal covenant with

the fathers by the eternal covenant of the gospel.

In the ninth chapter he gives a descri]»tion of the

rites and bloody ser-'tices of the law, and shows liow

far inferior tliey are to the dignity and perfection of

the blood and sacrifice of Jesus Christ. In the tentli

<;hapter, ne shows how the sacrifices of the Mosaic law

could not make them that offered them jjcrfect. The

fourth verse .says : For it Is not ])0ssible that ^he

blood of bulls and of goats should take away sin, and

.
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he tells of the obedience of Jesus Christ, and the sac-
rifice of Jesus Christ, once for all. In the 12th verse :

"But this man after he had offered one sacrifice for
sius forever, sat down at the right hand of God." la
the 13th verse: From henceforth expecting till His-
enamies be made his footstool. For by on"e offering
He hath perfected forever them that are sanctified,"
and believers are exhorted to hold fast with patienck

In the Eleventh chapter, we are told what faith is.

and in the sixth verse, we are told of the necessity of
having faith, and the rest of the chapter tells of the
fruits of faith in the Patriarchs and Moses, and Joshua,
and Rahab, and in the Judges an.l David and Samuel
rmd the prophets. The Twelfth chapter exhorts to
const .ant faith and patience, looking unto
Jesus, the author and finisher of faith, and tells of the
N^w Testament being so much above the old Testa-
ment. In the Thirteenth chapter, we are told to let
brotherly love continue to be hospitable, honest, to
avoid covetousness, to obey ministers, to keep sound
minds, to confess Christ, to do good and to commun-
icate, to obey governors, to pray jfor ministers. Paul
prayed for them that they might be made perfect in
every good Mork and concluded with a salutation and
and prayer for grace.

In the general Epistle of James we read : My breth.
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ren count it all Joy when ye fall into divers temptations

Knowing this, that the trying of your faith woiketh

patience. We can rejoice under the cross, knowing

that God cares for us. In the fifth verse : If any of

of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to

all men liberally and upbraideth not, and it shall be

(riven him. But let him ask in faith nothing waver-

in<y. For he that wavereth is like a wave of the sea^

driven with the wind and tossed. For let not that

man think that he shall receive anything of the Lord.

In the twelfth verse we read : Blessed is the man that

endureth temptation, for when he is tried, he

shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath

promised to them that love Him. Let no man say

when he is tempted " I am tempted of God," for God

cannot be tempted with evil neither temnteth He any

man. But every man is tempted when h xwn

away of his own lust and enticed. Then when lust

hath conceived, it bring forth sin and sin when it is

finished bringeth forth death. We are told to hearken

to the word, to meditate on it and to do thereafter and

in the twenty-seventh verse, we are told that pure

religion and undefiled before God and the Father is

this. To visit the fatherless and widows in their

affliction and to keep himself unspotted from the

world. In the sej^ond chapter, we are told that it is

not agreeable to the Christian profession to regard the

rich, and despise the poor brethren. In the eighth
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verse: If ye fulfill the royal law. according to the
scripture thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself
ye do well. But if ye have respect to persons, ye
t-'ommit sin and are convinced of the law as trans-
gressors. For whoso keeps the whole law, and yet
<)rtend in one point he is guilty of all, for he that said
JJonot commit adultry," said also "Do not kill'"

xVow, if thou commit no adultry, yet. if thou kill, thou
art become transgressor of the law. So speak ve and
«o do ye as they shall be judged by the law of Hberty
tor he shall have judgement without mercy, that hatli
showed no mercy, and mercy rejoiceth against judge-
«ient. And we are told not to boast of faith. In the
third chapter, we are told to bridle the tongue, a little
member, but a powerful instrument of much good and
great harm. In the fourth chapter, we are warned to
against covetosuness and we are told to be humble
and not to judge others rashly and not to be confident
in the good success of worldly business, but ever
mindful of this life. We should commit ourselves
•and all our affairs to God's Providence. In the fifth
chapter, wicked men are warned to fear Gud's ven-
genee. Believers are exhorted to be patient after the
example of the prophets and of Job. and to forbear
swearing. In the thirteenth verse, we read : Is any
among you afflicted ? Let him pray. Is any merrv ?

Let him smg Psalms. Is any sick among you ? Let
liim call for the elders of the Church, and let them

.1'
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pray over him, anointing him with oil, in the name-
of the Lord, and the prayer of faith shall save the sick,,

and the Lord shall raise him up, and if he has com-
mitted sins they shall be forgiven him. Confess your
faults one to another and pray one for another that ye
may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a
righteous man availeth much. Elias was a man sub-

ject to like passions as we are and he prayed earnestly

that it might not rain, and it rained not on the earth

for the space of three years and six months. And he
praj'ed again and the heaven gave rain and the earth

brought forth her fruit." And we read :
" If any of

you d', ^^rr from the truth and one convert, let him
know that he that converteth the sinner

from the error of his way, shall save a soul

from deai'h and hide a multitude of sins.

In tho first general Epistle of Peter, he speaks to

the stranj^'-ers scattered throughout Pontus, Galalia.

Cappadocia, Asia, and Bythnia. In speaking to them
he says :

" Elect according to the foreknowledge of

God the father, through santifieation of the Spirit,

unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus

Christ : Grace unto you and peace be multiplied. He
blesses God, who hath begotten us again unto a livelv

hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the

dead, to an inheritance incorruptable and undefiled

and that fadeth not away, reserved in Heaven for

you, who are kept by the power of God, through faith
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VDto salvation, ready to be revealed in the last time.

He shows them that the prophets prophesied of the

grace that should come. In the eleventh verse

:

Searching what or what maniier of time the spirit of

Christ which was in them, did signify, when it testi -

tied beforehand the sufferings of Christ and the glory

that should follow. Unto whom it was revealed, that

not unto themselves, but unto us they did minister

the things which are now reported unto you by them

that have preached the gospel unto you with the

Holy Ghost sent down from Heaven ; which things

the angels desire to look into." He exhorts hem to

a holy conversation as they are now bom anew ,iy the

word of God. In the second chapter, he t^lls them

how they can know if they are in the right wny. He
shows them that Christ is the foundation that hey

are built upon. He beseeches them to abstain Irom

tieshly lusts which war against the soul, to obey

magistrates, and teacheth servants to serve their mast-

<irs, suffering patiently after the example of Christ,

In the third chapter,he gives the duty of wives to their

husbands, and their adorning and ornaments. In the

seventh verse, he tells the husbands how to dwell with

their wives, as they are both heirs of the grace of life,

exhorting all men to unity, and love, and holy fear^

and to suffer persecution for Christ's sake. He de-

clareth the benefits of Christ toward the old world.

In the fourth chapter, he exhorts them to cease from

|: ]
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sin by the example of Christ. In the seventh verse,

he tells them that the end of all things are at hand,
«nd comforts them against persecution. In the fifth

chapter, he exhorts the elders to feed their flocks, and
the younjj'^r to obey, and tells them of the rewards.

In the fifth verse, we read :
" Yea, all of you, be sub-

ject one to another, and be clothed with humility, for

<jfod resisteth the proud and giveth grace to the hum-
ble." In the sixth verse :

" Humble yourselves there-

fore, under the mighty hand of God, that he may ex-
halt you in due time, casting all your care upon Him,
for he careth for you." Also to be sober, vigilant,

Ami steadfast in the faith, with a prayer for their per-

fection and salutation.

In the socond General Epistle of Peter, he confirms

them in hope of the increase of God's graces and exhorts

them by faith, and good works, to make their calling

sure. He tells them that his death is at hand, and
warns them to be constant in the faith, by the eye-

witnesses of the apostles: beholding His Majesty, and
by the testimony of the Father and the prophets. In

the second chapter, he foretells ttiem of false

teachei s, and of their ways and punishment. He tells

them that the godly shall be delivered from them, as

Lot was Ol of Sodom. In the third chapter, he

assures them of Christ coming to judgement, warns
them to repent, and tells how the world shall be des_
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troyed, exhorts them to holiness of life and tells theira

to beware, lest they be led away with the error of the
error of the wicked, and fall from steadfastness, but.
grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ, to whom be glory,both now and
forever. Amen.

John takes us to the Word of God, and tells us
of love, o>^edience, truth, faith, and holiness of life.

In the seco/id and third Epistles, communion with
each other in the Lord.

The General Epistle of Jude exhorts to be con-
stant in the faith and tells of the false teachers trying
to reduce them, and tells of the punishment of false

teachers. In the twentieth verse, we read :
" But ytv

beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy
faith, praying in the Holly Ghost. Keep yourselves-
in the love of God, looking for the meicy of our Lord
Jesus Christ, unto Eternal Life. And of some have
compassion, making a difference: and others save
with fear, pulling them out of the fire ; hating even,

the garment spotted by the tic^h. Now unto Him that-

is able to keep you from falling, and to present you
faultless before presence of His glory with exceeding^

joy. To the only wise God our Saviour, be glory and
majesty, dominion and power, both now and forever.

We read, ye have heard that it was said by them of

old time, Thou shalt not commit adultery, But I say
unto you That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust

after her hath committed adultery with her already
in his heart, and if thy right eye offend thee, pluck it

out, and cast it from thee for it is profitable for thee

that one of thy members shotild perish, and not that

thy whole body siiould be cast into hell, and if thy
right band offend thoe, cut it off and cast it from thee
for it is profitable for thee that one of thy members

I

should perish, and not that thy whole body should be

cast into hell. It hath bt^eu ^aid, whosoever shall put
away his wife, let him give her a writing of divorce'

ment, But I say unto you, That whosoever shall put
away his saving for the cause of fornication, causeth
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her to commit adultery : And whosoever shall marry

her that is divorced committeth alultery.

And in the eighth commandment which is, Thou

sha!t not steal. In Exodus 21st chapter and IGth

verse we read. And he that stealeth a man and sell-

eth him, or if he be found in his hand, he shall surely

be put to death. And in Exodus 21&t chapter and

1-15 verses we read, If a man shall steal an ox, or an

ass, or a shepp and kill it, or sell it, he shall restore

five oxen for an ox, and four sheep for a sheep. If a

thief be found breaking up and be smitten that he

die, there shall no blood be shed for him. If the sun

be risen upon him there shall be blood shed for him

:

for he should make full restitution : if he have nothing

then he shall be sold for his theft. If the theft be

certainly found in hi-^ hand alive whether it be ox, or

ass, or sheep he shall restore double. If a man shall

cause a field or vineyard to be eaten and shall put in

his beast and shall feed in another man's field, of the

best of hLs own field, and of the best of his own vine-

yard shall he make restitution. If a fire break out,

and catch in thorns, so that the stacks of corn, or the

standing corn, or the field be consumed therewith : he

that kindled the fire shall surely make restitution.

If a man deliver unto his neighbor, money or st«,tt" to

keep ; and it be stolen out of the man's house if the

thief be found, let him pay double. If the thief
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be not found then the master of the house shall be
brought unto the judges to see if he have put his hand
unto his neighbor's goods, for ail manner of trespass,

whether it be for an ox, an ass, or sheep, for raiment
or for any manner of lost thing, which another chal-
lengeth to be his, the cause of both parties shall come
before the Judges

, and whom the Judges shall con-
demn

;
he shall pay double unto his neighbor. If a

mail deliver unto his neighbor an ass or an ox, or a
sheep, or any beast to keep, and it die or be hurt, or
driven away, no man seeing it, then shall an oath of
the Lord be between them both, that he hath not put
his hand unto his neighbor's goods, and the owner of
it hall accept thereof ; and he shall not make it good,
and if it be stolen from him he shall make a restitu-

tion unto the owner thereof. If it be torn in pieces,

then let him bring it for a witness, and he shall

not make good that which was torn ; and if a man
borrow ought of his neighbor, and it be hurt or die,

the owner thereof not being with it, he shall surely
make it good. But if the owner thereof be with it

he shall not make it good ; if it be an hired thing it

came for his hire. In Proverbs, 29th Chapter, 24th
verse we read :

" Who so is partner with a thief hateth
his own soul, he heareth cursing and betrayeth it not."

And in the 7th Chapter of Joshua we read of the sin
of Achan and his pnnishmeiit, in the 10th and 11th
verses. We read " and the Lord said unto Joshua,
get thee up, wherefore liest thou upon thy face : Is-
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rael hath sinned, and they have also transgressed my

covenant which I commanded them, for they have even

taken of the accursed thing and have also stolen and

dissembled also, and they have put it even among their

own stuff.

And in the ninth commandment which is " Thou

shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor."

In Exodus the 23rd Chapter and Ist vei-se we read :

"Thou shalt not raise a false report, put not thy

hand with the wicked to be an unrighteous witness.

Thou shalt not follow a multitude to do evil ;
neither

shalt speak in a cause to decline after many to wrest

judgment ; neither shalt thou countenance a poor man

in his cause." In Leviticus, 19th Chapter and 16th

verse, we read " Thou shalt not go up and down as a

talebearer among thy people ; neither shalt thou stand

against the blood of thy neighbor : I am the Lord.'

And in Proverbs, 20th Chapter and 10th verse, wo

read " He that goeth about as a talebearer revealeth

secrets ; therefore meddle not with him that flattereth

with hie lips." And in Proverbs, 19th Chapter and

9th verse, we read " A false witness shall not be un-

punished, and he that speaketh lies shall perish."

And in the oth verse, " A false wi+ness shall not be

unpunished, and he that speaketh lies shall not es-

cape." And in Proverbs, the Oth Chapter, and IGth

and 19th verses, we read :
" These six things doth the

Lord hate
;
yea seven are an abomination unto Him.
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A proud look, a lying tongue, and hands that shed in-
nocent blood. An heart that deviseth wicked imag-
inations, feet that be swift in running to mischief, a
false witness that speaketh lies, snd he that soweth
discord among brethren." And we read in Revela-
tions, 21st Chapter and 27th verse : "And there shallm no wise enter into it any thing that defileth.
neither whatsoever worketh abomination ormaketh a
lie, but they which are written in the Lamb's Book of
Life.

And in Tenth Commandment, which is : Thou shalt
not covet thy neighbors house, Thou shalt not covet
thy neighbor's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maid-
servant nor his ox, or his ass, nor anything that is thy
neighbor'.s. lu Jsiah the -Hh Chapter and 8th verse
we read

:
" Woe Tinto them that join house to house,

that lay field to field, till there be no place that they
may be placed alone in the midst of the earth " And
in the first book of Kings, and the i>lst Chapter, we
read of the coveteousness of Ahab, King of Israel
when he coveted the vineyard of Naboth, "the Jezreel-
iteandof the murder following. And we read in
Romans. 7th Chapter and 7th verse, Paul says • "What
shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid.
Nay, I had not known sin but by the law ; for I had
not known lust except the law ha.i said : thou shalt
not covet, but sin taking occasion by the command-
ment wrought in me all manner of concupiscence, for

L
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without the law, sin was dead, for I was alive without

the law once ; but when the commandment came, sin

revived and I died, and to the end he tells of the chapter

how he has no power of himself to keep the law, but

triumphs through Jesus Christ, our Lord. And in the

13th Chapter and 8th to 14th verses, we read " Owe no

man anythinj but to love one another; for he that

loveth anothea hath fulfilled the 1 iw. For this thou

shalt not commit adultery, thou shalt not kill, thou

shalt not steal, thou shalt not bear false witness, thou

shalt not covet ; and if there be any other command-

ment it is briefly comprehended in this saying,

namely : "Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself,

love worketh no ill to his neighbor." Therefore love is

the fulfilling of the law ; and that knowing the time

that now it is high time to awaken out of sleep ;
for

now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.

The night is far spent ; the day is at hand, let us cast

off the works of darkness, and let us put on the ar-

mour of light. Let us walk honestly in the day ; not

in rioting and drunkeness,not in chambering and want-

oness, not in strife and envying ; but put ye on the

Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the

flesh, to fulfill the lusts thereof. Isiah 42-21 :
" The

Lord is well pleased for His righteousness sake, He

will magnify the law and make it honorable." And

in Hebrews the 13th chap, and 5th and 6th verses we

read :
" Let your conversation be withaut coveteous-

ness and be content with such things as ye have ; for
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he hath sai.l, I will never leave thee or forsake thee •

so that we may boldly .ay, the Lord is my helper, andI shall not fear what man shall do unto me." And in
the book of Psalms, 10th chap, and 3rd ver.e :
