In pursuance of the intention expressed in
his ¥ peech fiom the Throne,the G vernor Ge-
neral desires now to bring under the conside~
ration of the House of Assembly, the subject
of the Reunion of this Proviner with Lower
Canada, recommended by Her Majesty in
Her Gracious Message to both Houses of ‘ar<
liament on the 8rd . May last.

For several years the condition of the Cana~
das has occupied a large portion of the atten-
tion of parliament. That they should be con-
tented & prosperous—that the ties which bind
them to the Parent State should be strenght-
ened—that their admininistrution should be
cond tted in accordance wili the wishes of
the people,is the ardent desire of every British
Statesman—and the experience of the last few
years amply testifies that the Tnperial Pailia-
ment has been sparing neither of the time it
has devoled to the investigation of their affairs
not of the expenditure it bas sancti~oed for
their protection.

The events which have marked the re-
cent history of Lower Carada, are zo fa-
miliar to the House of Assembly that it is
unnecessury for tie Governor-General further
to allude to them. There, the Constitation is
suspended, but the powers of the Government
are inadequate \» permit of the enactwent of
such permanent Laws as are »quired for the
benefit of the prople. y

Within this Province the finances are de-
ranged—public improvements are -uJaended—
privas2 eaterprize s checked—the tide of emi-
gration, so essential to the prosperily of the
country and to the Brilish connection, has
ceased to flow—while by mapy, the general
system o1 Government is declared to be unsa-
tisfactory.

After the most attentive and saxions consi-
deration of the state of these Provinces, and of
the difficulties under which they respectively
labour, Her Majesty’s Advisers came lo the
conclusion, that by their Reunion alone could
those difficalticsdéremayed, Daring the last
Session o/ the Impevial Legisisure they in<
deed refrained from prevsing im  cdiate legis-
Iation, but their hesitation proceeded from nq
doubt as to the principle of the measure or its
necessity, It arose solely from their desire to
ascertain more fully the opinions of the Legise
lature of Upper Canada, and to collect infore
mation from which the details might be render-
ed more satisfactory to the people of both
Provinees.

The time thén is now anived beyond which
aseltiement capnot be postponed. In Lower
Canada it is indispensable to afford a safe and
piacticable retorn to a Constitational Govern-
menty, and so far as the feeling of the inhabi-
tants can be (here ascertained the measure of
the R me h approbation,

In Upper Cunada it is no less necessary to
enable the Provinee to meet her Financial
embarrassments and to proceed in the deve~
lopement of her natural ressources. There are
evidently no means in this Province of fulfill-
ing the pecuniary obligations which have been
contracted but by a great increase in the Local
Revenues. Butso long as Lower Canada re-
mains under her present form of Government
neither Provinee possesses any power over the
only source from which that increase can be
drawn. Noreveu, were it possible to restore
a Representative Constitution to Lower Cana~
da, unaccompanied by the Union, would the
position of this provinee be much improved ;
since past experience has shewn the difficulty
of procuring assent to any alter: tion of the
eustoms Laws suggested from hence,

The first of the terms of Reunion, to which
the Governor General desires the assent of the

tation of each Province in the United Legis-
lature. Considering the amount of the popu-
lation of Lower Canada, this proposition might
seem to place that Province in a less favour-
abic position than Upper Canada. But, under
the circumstances in which this Province is
placed, with the increasing population to be
expected from immigration and having regard
1o the Commercial and Agricultaral enter-
prize of its inhabitants an equal apportionment
of Representation appears desiraole.

The second stipulation to be made is the
grant of a sufficient Civil List, The propricty
of rendering the Judicial Bench independent
slike 0. the Executive and of the Legislatare
and of furnishing the means of carrying on the
indispensable services of the Government, ad-
mits of no question, and has been affirmed by
the Parliament of Upper Canada i the Acts
passed by them for effecting these objects. In
determining the amount of the Civil List the
House of Assembly may be assured that the
Salaries and expenses to be paid from it will
be calculated by Her Majesty’s Government
with a strict regard Lo economy and the state
of the Provincial Finances.

Thirdly, the Governor General is prepared to
recommend to Parliament, that so much of the
existiog debt of Upper Canada as has been con-
tracted for Public Works of a general natare
should after the Union,be charged on the joint
Revenue of the United Province, Adverting
to the nature of the Works for which this debt
was contracted, and the advantage which must
result from them to Lower
unjust that that Province should vear a propor-
