Then, it may be
said, some of the younger men in the ministry
will object to any increase of their contribu-
tions. We hope not ; for if they were disposed
to view it even from a selfish standpoint, the
proposed alteration in the scale of allowances
(to be made as soon as the fund will admit,)
would more than compensate them for any ad-
ditional sum they might pay annually. And
should they never draw a sixpence from the
fund, the consciousness of having aided in its
improvement and enlargement, would be an
abundant recompense.

We talk of having the best men we can get
in our ministry ; but if s0o we must do more
than talk! We must afford them some gua-
rantee that we will not only care for them
when in the active work, but will care for them
in age and infirmity. We must give them to
feel that if they leave widows they will be
cared for at least better than the church has
done heretofore ; and while the plan we here
propose will not do all we should like, yet it
will be a move in the right direction.

The matter is, we may say, entirely in the
hands of our ministers ; let them set the ex-
ample themselves ; let them bring before our
people the great importance of sustaing this
fund, either in the manner we have laid down

SECOND ARTICLE.

Another clement of ministerial success is a
profound and ceaseless longing for the conversion
of souls. Profoundly and ceaselessly to long
for anything is any element of power ; deep
convition of the desirableness ofwanything, is
not only impulsive and controlling, so far as
the individual himself is concerned, but is
influential and commanding to an extent, in
some instances, almost irresistible. This is
emphatically the case in ministerial yearning
for souls. A firm, powerful, ever-present con-
viction of the value of souls, and the necessity
of their immediate salvation, will not only give
oneness and directness to a preacher’s aim, but
surround him with an element of influence,
which cannot fail of success.

And in these days, when a minister finds
himself surrounded by temptations so strong,
to diffuse and exhaust himself in multifarious
engngements, how necessary that profound
sympathy with Jesus, in the great object of
the ministry, should be kept in view with an
earnest and holy preeminence. There are
literary, moral and benevolent societies, with
their demands upon the pulpit for lectures and
co-operation. To this must be added the
advancement of the body of the people in
intelligence and refinement, with the con-

He
did, what every minister similarly impulsed
will do, he went from house to house dnring
the week, not to gossip religiously, or cultivate
a small species of social popularity, but by
personal appeal and devotional power, reclaim
the erring, confirm the wavering, and stimulate
the godly. During one of Stoner's pastoral

tours, a girl co with a certain house,
perceiving  hi approach, with child like
timidity, herself within the porch

leading to the door. The minister knocked,
and while waiting for some one to answer his
summons, altogether unconscious of any human
listener, soliloquized, “Jesus Christ, the same
yesterday, to-day and forever.” These words
went arrow-like to the heart of the girl, and
when a mature christian, we had the incident

reminiscences of her early life.
Again, the importunate and believing prayer
of @ holy heart is a compound element of minis-
terial success of inconceivable value. Not
importunate prayer only, but importunate and
believing prayer ; and not that merely, but the
importunate and believing prayer of a holy
heart. What a trinity of power! « Delight
thyself in the Lord, and he shall give thee the
desires of thine heart.” If ye abide in me and
my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye
will, and it shall be done unto you.”
We intimately knew a devoted minister, not
sepecially noticeable in the pulpit, but deeply
pious. He was on what his growing infirm-
ities told him was his last circuit. He had seen
thirty-nine years of ministerial toil. Strong
was his desire to*have some special token of
Divine loving-kindness on his last sphere of
labour. Retiring in his habits, gentle in his dis-
position, he wept and prayed with holy impor-
tunity in the silence of his closet. The God
of Abraham listened to his servant; and with-
out any instrumentality save the ordinary, a
remarkable work of grace commenced, whioh
extended over two years, and in which 400 in-
dividuals at least, professed a change of heart.
With this and similar facts before us, the
method of attaining ministerial success being so
simple and direct,— is it not amazing, that its ac-
complishment should be so partial? We some-
tim?a almost tremble when we think how much,
in this transcendantly important work, condi-
tionally depends upon the human agent.

With a view to the improvement of the work,
Whitby and Bowmanville have during the year
sustained each a third preacher, and now Bow-
manville becomes a station for one man, leaving
the Darlington Circuit to be supplied by a marri-
ed and single man. A good Church has been
erected at Tyron on this cirewit. Oshawa, with
its almost unrivalled Church (for such a place)
becomes a very fdesirable station, leaving the
Whitby Circuit with its five appointments, an
eincreas of members, and freedom from Church-
debt embarrassments, to make one of the best
country circuits in our work.

The Beaverton Mission is making rapid pro-
gress. Of course, in laying ihe foundation of
our work, and making a begin ning to evéry-
thing ecclesiastical, difficulties must be encoun-
tered. But let us help the Missionary there in
the erection of his new churches, and with the
attention now being turned by railway men in
that direction and consequent influx of popula-
tion, we shall soon reap an abundant harvest.

We have on the whole District a net increase
of 168 members.

Five young men who had been employed dur-
ing the winter under the Chairman, are recom-
mended, after due examination, as candidates
for trial in our ministry, and it is said two others
are coming forward, for next year, in the same
way.

For the Missionary Committee, our well-tried
friend, W. H. Gibbs, Esq., who has rendered
such valued aid to our Mission work in this Dis-
trict, has been elected representalive. Major
Stepben Washington and R. Campbell attend the
Contingent Fund Committee, and Messrs. Brad-
ley and Ross that of the Church Relief Fund.

The brethren have reason to be thaakful for
the preservation of their health during the year,
my beloved colleague, Saunders, especially, hav-
ing much improved in that respect. An aged
veteran, in the ranks of the superannuated min-
isters, Rev. John Law, has fallen, but died well.
The other, Rev. C. Vandusen, is again ready
for the active work.

PORT HOPE CIRCUIT.

Port Hope is pleasantly situated on the shore of
Lake Ontario, has a fine harbour, and is the outlet
for the trade of the fine section of country lying to
the North of it. It is the terminus of the Port
Hope and Peterboro, and Lindsay and Beatverton
Railway ; and containg a population of some five
thousand inhabitants. It is not easy to tell when
Methodism was introduced into this place, for it
is beygnd the recollection of the oldest inhabitart,
when g&w people began to assemble in the old
school house on Protestant hill, to hear the word
from the lips of a Methodist minister, Smith’'s
Creek was formerly the name of this place, and in
the Minutes of Conference for 1808, we find the
following entry: “Smith's Creek, Elias Patie ;" and
for 1812, *“Smith's Creek, Thomas Whitehead.”
From the year 1808, with more or less frequency,
the gospel has been preached in this vicinity. In
a grove, not three minutes walk from where I now
write, and which is zow standing, a friend inform-
me that he-had heard Elder Ryan preach a number
of times to the teamsters and their escort, during
the war of 1812, as this was one of the stopping
places between Kingston and York. In the Minu-
tes of 1824 it is still the head of the circuit, em-
bracing the large tract of country lying between
Murray on the East and Whitby on the West,
numbering 425 members. In 1825 the name of
the circuit was changed for the enphonious Cobourg,
with which the interests of Smith’s Creek were
identified till the year 1840, when Port Hope
appears as a circuit, under the superintendency of
the Rev. Wm. Haw ; who returned at the end of
the year 178 members, and $13 connexional col-
lections. ) s

In 1833 a site was sccared for a church and
parsonage house, mainly through the exertions of
the late Alex. Davidson and Wm. Barret; and a
right of way, now Brown street, from Walton was
bought, “‘principally for the benefit of those attend-
ing upan the preaching of the word in the Metho-
dist Chapel,” g0 runs the deed. This old building
has been enlarged and altered, lengthened and
widened, is longer in the middle than either at roof
or basement, has passed through so many changes
that it would puzzle any one to tell to what order
{ of architecture it belongs, and no doubt would
make Mr. Ruskin nervous; yet it is a very com-
fortable church, capable of holding some nine or
ten hundred people. But in order to provide for
the growing wants of the congregation, and the

town, and to keep pace with other religious bodies,
a new church is very much needed, and we are
pleased to know the trustees and other friends are
talking of the ways and means for building.

During the twenty year: of the existence of Port
Hope as a circuit, it increased in membership
from 178 to 525. In 1861 it was separated from
the country and formed into & station, under the
superintendency of the Rev. John Hunt, with a
membership of 216. During the incumbency of
the Rev. G. R. Sanderson, the parsonage was
greatly enlarged, and otherwise improved, so
that at the present time it iga ccmfortable, well
furnished residence.

In the cighth year of its existance as a station,
the increase in its membership has not been very
large, being cnly the difference between 217 and
260, but in other respects there has been a com-
mendable advancement. At the Conference in
1862, the collection for the Cosnexional Funds
were $50 45; Missionary, $188; in 1869, Con-
nexional Funds, $95 25; Missionary, $394.

Our Sabbath School interest isione of the best
in the Province. We have 395 scholars on the
roll, with a corresponding staff of excellent officers
and teachers, who are regular, atfentive and enter-
prising. A Band of Hope, of 250 aembers, under
the direction of the Superintendent of the Sabbath
School, meets twice a mo.nth; to which may be
added a library of nine hundred volumes of very
choice works. Not less than 35 of the scholars
meet in class.

The past year has been” a comfortable year in
every respect. We were favored with the services
of Rev. Dr. Butler at our Missionary Meeting, and
with a Lecture from the President of the Con-
ference, under the auspices of the Young Men's
(hristian Association. Our cpngregations are
large, respectable, and intelligent; the Society in
peace, and enjoying prosperity, rejoicing in the
conversion of sinners, and the adcession of mem-
bers to the fellowship of saints. w.

LATEST NEWS.

EUROPE.

Liverroor, May 31.—Mr. Motley the new Minis-
ter of the United States, received the addresses of the
Chambers of Commerce, at his hotel this morning.
In reply, to that of the American Board of Commerce,
he returned thanks for the welcome he had received
as the representative of the United States. He said
it was the earnest hope, and chief wish of President
Grant’s Administration, and of America, to cultivate
faithfully friendly and equitable relations with the
Government.and people of Great Britain, The happi-
ness of the world, the advancement of civilization,
and the best hopes and humanity depended on the
concord of all branches of the human family, more
especially on that of the leading nations connected
by publio and personal interest, allied by blood, ad-
dicted to commerce, and the condition of the arts of
peace. Mr. Motley concluded as follows : —* My
most strenuous efforts shall be devoted to further a
good understanding on the basis of enduring friend-
ship and kindly relations in accordance with the
principles of justice and honour, which are the im-
mutable and only safe unesring guidee in the con-
duct of nations.” .

IRISH CHURCH BILL.
LoxpoN. May 31.—In the House of Commons, to

Bill for the disestablishment of the Irish Church.
A large number of petitions against the passage of
the Bill was then presented, after which Mr. James
