BIRTH RATE IN ONTARIO.

Births, marriages and deaths occupy a
a report of 43 pages just issued by the
registrar-general’s dept. and dealing
with the statistics for 1905. The birth
rate for the year was 23.5 as compared
with 22.8 for 1904. - The marriage rate
of 9.2 was 0.3 in excess of the previous
year. Essex county continued to con-
tribute an undue proportion- of these,
showing 93 over York County. This is
the result ~ of a large- number
of American couples coming oveff to be
married. The death’rate was 14.2, the
number being only 81 in excess of 1904.
The proportion of illegitimate births was
very low and decreasing from 1.80 in®
1889 to 1.34 in 1905. The next' lowest
nations were:—Ireland with 2.65, Eng-
land with 8.04, Scotland 6.33, ltalx 6.34,

while Sweden rises to 10.80 and Austria
to-14.52.

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WAYS WITH THE PARSNIP.

“Fairf 'words butler no parsnips,”
says the old proverb, and in- truth;
those of use who are most fond of them
know that they are both more attrac-
tive and alatable with butter. But
parsnips, even if old, need nol be dry,
. @s there are many good ways of pre-
paring them, and this fine, fleshy root,
with its 10.8 per cent. of carbohydrates
and valuable cellulose (of value when
rightly cvoked, well masticated, and
therefore, well digested), is deserving
of thorough appreciation. It is found
in Europe end Asia and is also a na-
tive to England. In Erin’s Isle one
might guess that it would be cultivat-
el for ase as a home-brewed ferment-
ed drink as well as food for both man
and beast. The fibrous fendency of the
parsnip makes it necessary to cook
carefully (especially if not in its ten-
derest stages and inclined o strength
of flavor) in unsalted water, in an un-
covered vessel and, where greater deli-
cacy is desired, in more than “one”
water. Length of time must vary with
ils condition, or course, but if haste is
nhecessary and the method permit, cut
the parsnip into small pieces. Parsley
seems never out of place, adding a
tcuch of grace to the palatability as
bulter does to its smoothness,

Boiled and Broi'ed.—Wash and boll
until tender, then scrape and, if young,
scrve whole with bulter, pepper and
salt, wilh bulter- and lemon juice, or
with a milk dressing. If older they
should be cut in slices, serving with
thc same dressings. Slice cold, boiled
parsnips lengthwise and broil on grid-
iron or toaster and serve with bulter,

With Egg Sauce.—Cut cold, boiled
parsnips into cubes and heat in milk.
Thicken with a little flour rubbed
smooth in a well-beaten egg. Add @
Lit of butter, pepper, sall, and a chop-
ved, hard-boiled egg. _

Buitered Parsnips.—Scrape angl slice
thin the parsnips and cook until fen-
cer, or boil whéle and then slice {Rin.
Replace in saucepan with half cup bul-
ter and tablespoon fresh, chopped par-
sley. T.et simmer a moment after heat-
ing (hiough and.serve hot, seasoning
with salt and pepper.

Fried Delicacy.—Instead ot breiling,
the slices may be fried in simplest
form or dipped in egg and cracker
crumbs, sprinkling with a little nuts
meg on serving.

Parsnip Cutlets.—Cut into lengthwise
slices cold, boiled parsnips and My
brown, after which dip onc side in bat-
ter of ege and flour and fry till brown,
and, as the third step, dip the second
side, in turn, in the batter and fry.
Serve with tomato ' sauce in which
should be a little minced onion and
chopped parsley,

Fricassed.—Boil sliced
in milk until tender, adding one-half
cup cooked- celery or peas, Thicken
with a liltle flour rubbed smooth in
butter.
Another way is fo
inch cubes and ook till tender. Drain
and brown in butter, When nearly
done add a dusling of flour and let Lhis
also brown carefully, Remove from
stove and add a litlle milk or the water
from the pamsnips, making a broWn,
gravy, adding more putler as noc\s-
sary. Serve on toast, =

Mashed Parsnip.—\Mash hot, boiled
parsnip with cream or buller and the
pealen yolk of an ogg. Season o
laste, then whip in the stiff white of
the egg. Brown lighlly and’ serve at
once,

Pilties.—Make plain-mashed parsnips
wilhout. eggr, into  litlle cakes, adding
cliopped parsley; dip in flour or egg
and cracker, and fry or bake.

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PERSONAL PARAGRAPHS.

Interesting Reading About Prominent
Actors cn the World's Stage.

The King of Norway is one of the
handsomest and best-dressed monarchs
in Lurope. His Majesty has scientific
tastes, is interested in new inventions,
and especially in any contrivance which
may be of use at sea or in the navy. He
also likes sport, is a fine shot, rides well
to hounds, and is a first-rale billiard-
player. King Haakon is a Knight of the
Garter, and holds several other British
dignities. - In this relation il is curious
lc note that at the Court of Norway
there are no nobles and no ‘illes; and in
this respect- it resembles the Courts of
Athens, Belgrade and Bucharest, When
he came to the throne he abolished the
prefix of “Your Excellency” for Ministers
and other dignitaries, and even wished
lc dispense with the title of “Majesty.”
Indeed, at the time of his arrival in Nor-
way he was quainlly addressed as “Mr.
King."”

Captain Pritchard,
moth Cunarder, ha;
humble beginnings A ralive of Car-
narvon, he was-€lt an orphan early in
life, and in/ fulfilment of his mother's
last wish h§ took up a sailor's calling.
He first became a cook on the Gleen, a
small Carnarvon sailing-vessel, in his
fourleenth year, at a salary of $3 per
month. Afler two and a half yeans Cap-
tain Prilchard entered the maritime ser-
vice proper, and at the end of twelve
years was capiain and part owner of a
brig in the slate trade. He subsequently
made voyages in sailing-vessels to cvery
part of the globe, and after twenty-one
years of sea life entered the Cunard ser-
vice in 1879, In the intervening lwenty-
eight years hc has commanded every
Cunarder with the/exceplion of the Um-
bria and Lusilania, and has made no
fewer than 250 Atlantic trips.

For many years Lord Rosebery has
suffered from insomnia. It is asserted.
in Tact, that his lordship retired from
public life because he thought that the
worry and stress of politics had a great
deal to do wilh his sleeplessness. After
leaving the- House ab midnight Lord
Rosebery would often insinuct his coach-
man to drive.him about the streets for

MISSIONARIES’ AFRICAN SPEECH.

LN

Has a Literature of Its Own—Inferior
Rich in Copper.

Mr. G. B. Bedk, -late acting British
vice-consul for the Congo Free Stale,
has returned to‘l?.n‘Flnnd after a 5,000
mile journey across|Africa, from Bane
ana, ai the mouth of the Congo River,
tu Mombasa, British East Africa, The
journey was made at the instance of
the Foreign Office; Mr. Beak- collecting *
details of -the life and customs of the
natives of the districts through which
h: passed, says the London Daily Mail.

The Kalanga district, at the south of
the Congo Free State, and Immediately
Qorth of Brilish Central Africa, was
Mr. Beak's particular objective. He
traversed this' region for over 1,400
miles, and reports that it is intensely
rich in copper mines, which are at pre-
scnt undeveloped for want of railway
communication. “When this is’estab-
lished,” said Mr. Beak, “Kambove and
Ruwe, the two chief towns of the dis-
trict, are confidently expected to de-
velop into second Johanmesbergs,’

The climate is good and lhere is
glenty of shooting and fishing. The tse
ily and sleeping sickness are the draw-
backs. “I passed through a whole dis-
lrict so affected near the Lualaba Riy-
eér. One curious effect of this illness
is to drive the patient mad, and I had
a very narrow escape at the hands of
one of the natives who was in a slate
of frenzy. \

“At Baudouinville, on the western
shore of Lake Tanganyika, there is a
bqg;:’lful new cathedral, erected by the
Frémeh Peres Blancs. It is really a
srlendid building.  Everything except
the stained * glass windows had. been
made locally; these were brought from
Europe. I crossed the lake-in a liftle
native sailing bark and enfered Ger
man lerritory at Karema.

“I found no difficulty in getting
through the country on the score of
language. That most generally spoken
through equatorial- Africa. is Kiswabhili,
which the missionaries are trying to
establish as the lingua franca of the
continent. 1 know this language well.
Nearly every district has its own lan-
guage; not writlen; but Kiswahili will
carry anyone through equatorial Africa.
IL has a literature of its own.”

The first Canadian coin to be minted
in the Dominion were turned out at 3
o’clock Thursday afternoon.

It is the intention
of the government to build a refinery in
connection with the mint in order to in-
sure that gold and copper which is
brought in for minting will be of the pro-
per degree of purity for coinage.

1t ended a voyage
niade lragic by a collision off Cape
Haorn, altended by the sinking of another
vessel, the @rewning of the faled crafl's
ceplain and the caplain’s wife, mutiny
on ils decks and death among ils crew.

On June 6 at 6 p.m. the Atlas struck
the Norwegian bLarque Viking (Caplain
Peterson), bound from Hamburg lo Cal-
lao.  Both were badly damaged by the
conlact, but the bargue fared worst. In
the terrgy of the night Lhirteen of the
crew ol the Norwegian barque boarded
the American ship, crawling over tan-
gled shrouds and dangling booms. Cap-
fain Pelerson amd his wife were not
among those who made the dangerous
transit, but it was too dark to. render
aid, though! the Atlas stood by during

the night, ard ncxt morning the Viking

had disappearod. The Allas put into
¢ de Janeiro for repairs, leaking badly,
On the way 1o this port a mutiny took
place among the er'ew over some {rouble
wilh the mate, but it was easily quelled.

Before the collision off Cape Horn,
three of the ship's company met death.
Ga May 23 J. Scnumacher and Chas,
Nolan, seamen, fell from the jibboom
and were drowned. On June 15 John
Ilcok, sailmaker, died and was buried at
sea. “ When the ship arrived on Tuesday
the captains son and the third officer
were ill, and-the vessel was ordered into
graranline, !

$447,000,000 FOR ROLLING STOCK.
The Raiiroads Increased Their, Equip-
ment in 1907.°

A despalch from Chicago says: Rail-
reads of the Uniled States and Canada
have spent approximately ‘half a billion
dollars for rolling slock this year. This
ccvers. only the cost of producls of car
building concerns, -and does not include
cars and locomotives consiructed in thee
roilroad shops.

According to the Railroad Gazctle, the
financial slump will be felt by the’ car
builders next ycar. Orders for new
ecuipment, to be Gelivered during 1908,
have fallen off greatly.

The tolal number of cars built in the
United States and Canada (his year is
280,645, against 243,670 in 1906. Of those
built this year, 284,188 were freight cars
and 5,457 passenger coaches. The out-
put of lqcomolives was 7,362, against
G 952 in 1906. Freight cars cost an aver-
age of $1,100,- an increase.of $100, pas-
senger cars, $8,500, an increase of $500,
and locomotives, $10,000, an increase of
from $500 to $1,000. Taking these figures
as a basis, the {otal expenditure for roll-
ing stock was $477,000,000, an increase
of 25 per cent. over last yoar.

The mileage added this year wag 5,220,
against 5,623 in 1906. Only 349 miles of
road went into the hands of receivers
this year, against 657 in 1906, and onI)'
six roads, with a total milcage <\f 175,
were sold under foreclosure, \
