Spanisu Frirress.—Cut the crumb of a
French roll into lengths, as thick as your
finger, in what shape you will. Soakin some
cream or milk, nutmeg, sugar, pounded cin-
namon and egg. When well soaked, fry of a
nice brown ; and serve with butter, wine and
sugar-sauce. y

Rasppesey Frirrers,—Make a batter of &
pint of milk, 1 egg, a little salt, and enough
flour to make a mixtare that will drop from a
spoon. Add a cup of fine raspberries, with a
tablespoonful of granulated sugar mixed with
them. Fryin hot lard and dust with pow-
dered sugar.

Bricep CumraNTs, - Make & syrup of 3
pounds coffee sugar and 4 pint vinegar, add-
ing 4 ounoce of cinnamon and # ounce of cloves.
When the syrup is clear and thick add care-
fully 5 pounds currants picked from the
stems ; let them cook slowly (to keep them
whole), until they look clear and thick.

Pax Dooprings.—This is a New England
dish, and is nice at the seaside, where appe-
tites are expansive. Take 3 cups of fine rye
meal, 3 cups of Indian meal, 1 egg, and 8
tablespoonfuls of molasses; add a little salt
and alspice and enough rich sweet milk to
make a batter stiff enough to drop from &
spoon. Fry to a good brown in hct lard.

Exozrient Corree Caxe.—This is one of
the best of plain cakes, and is very easily
made. Take 1 cup of strong coffee infasion,
1 cup molasses, 1 cup sugar, § cup butter, 1

ogg, ond 1 teaspoonful saleratus.  Add spice
and raisings to suit the taste, and enough flour
to make a reasonably thick batter. Bake
rather slowly in tia pans lined with battered
paper.

Ecoxouy Cake.—Fora very small, plain
but good cake, take § cup pulverized sugar,
white of 1 egg, § cup sweet milk, 1 table-
spoonful melted butter; sift 1§ teaspoonfuls
of baking powder into 1 cup of tour; rub the
butter and sugar together, add the miik, then
the egg, and lastly the baking powder and
flour, flavor slightly with almond or vauilla.

Porato Ducnesse.—Boil and pass through
& seive half a dozen of fine potatoes.  There
must be no lumps. Add a gill of cream, the
yolks of 3 eggs, pepper, salt, a little chopped
parsley, and & hint of nutmeg. The mixture
must be thoroughly smooth and well amul-

i. Tuke s tablespoontul at a time,
form into a ball, brush the top slightly with
beaten egg, and get them in the oven lightly
browned.

Liver Hasu. —This hash is delicate and ap-
petizing, and nice as a change from the liver
and bacon known to all cooks. Boil the liver
until thoroughly tender—there must not be
even a suspicion of harduess about it. Then
mince it finely with a chopping-knife. Heat
the minco very hot in a sauce or rouz of
butter and brown flour. The seasoning is
pepper, salt, a dash of lemon, or a little pi-
quant sauce, such as mushroom catsup.

CuickeN Hasa,—This is the proper way to
gerve for breakfast whatever roast or boiled
chicken may be left over from diuner. Mince
the cold chkicken, but not very fine, and to a
cupful of meat add 2 tablespoonsfuls good
butter, a half cup of milk, enough minced
onion to give & slight flavor, and salt, mace
and pepper to taste. Stew it, taking care to
stir it, and serve daintily with a—gerifsh of
parsley. Every particle of bone must be ex-
tracted.

Crarer JeLLy. — Soak an ounce of gelatine
in half a pint of cold water; boil it until dis-
golved ; add a good bottle of vin ordinaire, a
pot of currant jelly, three-quarters of a pound
of sugar ; stir over the fire until all is dis-
solved ; beat the whites of three esgs. stir
them briskly into the jelly ; let it continue boil-
ing for two minutes ; take it off the fire, and
when it has stood for two minutes pass it
through the bag. The jelly should be per
foctly clear and of a fine red.

CHOCOLATE JELLY.—Grate enough chocolate
to measure 4 heaping tablespoonfuls ; put
this into 1.2 pint cold milk, with § of a pound
of white sugar ; take a small package of
golatine, soak it in cold water, and put it into
@ pint of milk and dissolveit over the fire ;
when it is on the boil pour your chocolate,
milk and sugar into it ; stir briekly, and bring
it to the boil again; pour it into a wmold
and set it in a cold place. You can serve it
with sweetened cream. Should not be too
sweet. <

Frurr Creay.—Apples, gooseberries, rhu-
barb, or any fruis ; to every pint of pulp add
one pint of milk or cream ; sugar to taste;
prepare the fruit as for stewing ; put it in a
jar with two tablespoonfuls of water and a
little good moist sugar ; set this jar in a
saucepan of boiling water, and let it boil until
the fruit is soft enough to mash ; when done
enough, beat it to a pulp, work this pulp
through a colander, and to every piot stir the
above proportion of milk,or eream. Of course,
oream is preferable. Bweeten and serve in &
glass dish.

Remove from
the pans with care, that they may retain their
shape. If the pans are well buttered they
will brown at the bottom nicely.

Rasepsery ViNeGar.—To every quart of

berries, a quart of the best wine vinegar;
cider vinegar will not do. Let
the  mixture, which must be put

in an earthen-ware jar, and never in metal,
stand for ten ¢ays. Stir it with a wooden
paddle from time to time. Do not mash up
the raspberries until just before you ' strain.
Do this first shrough a colander, then passing
the fluid a second time through a fine silk
gieve. To each quart of ‘raspberries add
1 pound of lump-sugar.  Boil very gently
for twenty-five minutes, Strain again and put
in bottles.

Rose Savce.—This is an excellent sauce
for puddings and one that looks very pretty.
Peel and slice a fine beet ; bvil it gently for
twenty minutes in a pint and a half of waler.
Then add two pounds and a half of loaf sugar,
the thin rind and atrained juice of a lemon
and a half stick of vanilla. Boil quickly and
skim constantly until the liquid becomes a
rich, thick syrup of a deep red color, then
strain. When nearly cold stir in a gill of
brandy, and when quite cold bottls and cork
it olosely. It will keep any length of time if
properly made.

QuiNce Mamsarape.—Buch quinces as are
too knotty or defective to make good pre-
serves may be pared and cored, cut into small
pieces and put in the kettle, with § of a pound
of sugar to each pound of fruit ; put a emall
cup of cold water in first to prevent burning.
When the quince begins to soften take a po-
tato-masher and mash it to pulp withous tak-
ing it from the fire. Let it boil gently for
fifteen or twenty minutes, not longer than
twenty ; take from the fire and put in jars.
This is very nice with bread and butter for

children.

Vear CoTiers A 1A Minaxamse. —Trim
some veal cutlets into a uniform shape, and
dip them in liquified butter —thatis butter
melted on the range. Then pass them through

A Durham bull on the Galloway cow made
an excellent cross to feed for beef; in the
winter, until the month of April, he fed his
Galloways only on straw and turnips, and
in the summer he put them out to pasture.
A Galloway steer could, be brought to the
weight of 1,500 lbs. at one fourth less expense
than a Durham. At three years old the
Durham would exceed the others in weight
by about 100 or 150 pounds.  There were so
few Galloway grades offerel for sale in Can-
ada for the English market that shippers
could not obtain enough to enable them to
tell whether they would get more for them
inEngland than for the Durham grades. The
Galloways were excsllent, sure breeders ; in
eighteen years he had only had one heifer
that failed to breed, and only one calf that
died before coming to maturity ; they
would stand the voyage across the Atlantic
much better than the Durhams, and
arrive on the other side in better condition.
He was very fond of the Galloways; he re-
commended them as particularly well
adapted, by their hardy qualities, for the
rougher parts of the Province : he had raised
some good steers from a Galloway bullon
native cows, and had always sold them at an
equal price to that paid for Durbams; the
Galloways were better milkers than the
Shorthorns, though not so good as the Ayr-
shires ; he had a Galloway cow which, after
being calved six months and fed on pasture,
produced ten pounds of butter in seven days ;

pended largely upon his circumstances, the

nature of his soil and climate, etc.; the
breeds of sheep he at present kept were Cots-

wolds and Southdowns ; he raised them only
for breeding purposes, and they were
all thoroughbred; in some cases the
Cotswolds would be the best for ardinary
farmers, and in other cases the Southdowns,
it all depended on circumstances ; he was the
first to import Cotswolds into this part
of the country ; he once imported Leicesters,
but they proved to be too small for the taste
of the country ; a cross from a Southdown
on a grade or Leicester ewe would bea val-
uable sheep for the Old Country market;
there was a better demsnd now for medium
wool than for long wool in this country ; there
was less trouble ‘in raising Southdown than
others, and they were better nurses ; he did
not approve of confining sheep in winter ;
they became hardier, and liked to have a run
about on the snow ; he disapproved of fegd-
ing turnips to breeding ewes before lambing

whole stock of 40 or 50 head of cattle from the
produce of their farm of 220 acres,in addition
to about the same number of sheep; they had
about 40 acres devoted to roots. and he did
not believe a farmer keeping stock could get
on very well without raising roots; they
sought to have their calves dropped in the

not agree that keeping cattle in high coudi-
tion for show purposes impaired their breed-
ing qualities ; the calves might be weaker,
but the female would not be injured if she
was kept breeding ; calves required the great-
st attention during the fres two months ;
they did nat care to have their calves come
before October, and they sought to have
them come from time to time then till April ;
the most profit was obtained from those
which came before January ; if he kept a
herd of eight or ten cows he would not only
get some good ecalves from them, but after
using for three or four years a bull for which
he might have paid §150 he could sell it for
beef for about 8100 ; he agreed with a pre-
vions witness that the fears which had occa-
sioned the Canadian cattle quarantine were
much exaggerated ; he did not think it was
necessary to detain the cattle three mouths ;
it was debarring those who wished to im-
prove their stock with imported thorough
breds from doing so; Canadian breeders
required to replenish their. stock occa-
sionally with pure bred animals who were
nurtured on their own native grasses ; Le did
not approve of shipping grass-fed cattle for
the English beef market ; he was doubtful
that they would stand the voyage eo well as
the grain-fed eattle.

Mr. Lazarus Parkineon, of Eramo:a, gave
evidence with regard to Leicester sheep,which
he said he had been breeding about 30 years.
The Leicester was a sheep possessing good
feeding qualities, early maturity, and the
power of transmitting its characteristics;
there wera varieties of Leicesters, however.
The Bakewell Leicester, in which through
continuous in-breeding a smallness of size
and a floeness of quality had been produced,
was too tender for this country; but the York-
shire Leicesters and the Border Leicesters
combuined the qualities of mutton. early ma-
turity, size, hardness, a heavy fleece, and free-
dom from disease, and were as good sheep
for this couniry as any other breeds. He
thought there was some Lincoln blood in
both breeds, and his opinion was borne out
by the ebservations of some English authori
ties. He thought it was reasonable to sup-
pose that the Border and the Bakefield had
the same origin, their diverse qualities hav-
ing been attained by a long process of in-
breeding and selection in two distinct strains,
and with two distinct ends in view. From
his limited observation he was of opinion
that in this region of the Province the ordin-
ary farmers employed more Leicester and
Lincoln rams than those of other long-wooled
breeds, and this after a fair test of the others.
He did nat think the Cotswolds eccupied the
same position in the minds of the farmers of
this country that they did a few years ago.
A third oross Leicester wether at a year or a
year and & half old could be got to weigh
140 or 1501bs. A farmer with 100 acres
shonld not keep more than about twelve ewes;
from them he could raise from fifteen to
eighteen lambs each season, from which he
could derive a good profit. He believed it
was most to the farmer's advantage to sell
his lambs between the ages of three months
and a year old, as a growing beast always
gained more in a given time than a mature one.
He agreed with the previous witnesses in
strongly urging the necessity of farmers
keeping their coarse grains as much as pos-
sible on their farms to feed to their stock,
and thus increase the fertility of their soil.
In the winter sheep should be so kept that
they might have access to the open air.
During the last five years out of an average
105 Leicester ewes he had obtained 158 lambs,
He had been te some extent a breeder of full-
bred Duorhams; he had grades of
seven or eight erosses which had never been
registered, but he kept a private record of
them. He had sold a number of bulls to
different agricultural societies, which kept
them for the use of theiraembers. He gave
evidence similar to that of other witnesses
as to the superiority of the Durhams over
breeds, and as to the manner of caring for
them.

This concluded the evidence to be taken at
Guelph, One or two commissioners Wil
visit London next week to examine a num-
be: of the leading agriculturists of that dis-
trict.

TYPE-WORK OF A NEWSPAPER
The Poughkeepsie Eagls, in an article on
“How Mistakes Happen in Newspapers,”
figures up the number of typeused in a news-
paper tlie size of the Eagle at 600,000— that
is, the actual number of bits of metal ar-
ranged, every day, in preparing a newspaper
of that size for the press. We suppose few
people think of the printing trade, as one of
the most exact and particular of the handi-
crafts; but it is. In making type, variations
that might be allowed in the finest machin-
ery would render the type useless. It is very
rarely that type furnished by two separate
foundries can be used together without a
great deal of trouble, though they try to make
it after the same standard.
We read once in a while of a wonderfal
piece of cabinet work, or mosaic work, con-
taining ten, twenty or fifty thousand pieces,
the maker of which has spent months, or
even years of labor in producing it, and
people go tosee it as a curiosity ; but
most elaborate and carefully-fitted piece of
work of this kind ever made does not com-
pare with that which the printer does, every
day, for minuteness of detail and accuracy of
fitting. The man who does the first islooked
upon as an artist, a marvel of skill ; andifs
hundred of his pieces are put in wrong side
up or turned the wrong way, it is not ob-
served in the general effect ; butif the printer
in fitting ten times ns many pieces together
in a single day, puts one where another
should be or turns one the wrong way,
everybody sees it, and is amazed at
“the stupid carelessness of those printers.’”

A BRITISH REVERSE.
AN ENTIRE BRIGDAE ANNIHILATED
IN AFGUANISTAN.

Caudnbar Threatcned — Gen. Barrows
Defeated by a Superior Force Under
Ayoob Khan—Dismay in the Heuse
of Commons—Telepraph Wires Cuat
and Complete Detalls inaccessible.

London, July 28.—There was deep dis
may and general consternation this morn-
ing in the House of Commons when Lord
Hartington, Secretary of State for India,
wrose in hisseat and ina voice tremulous
with emotion announced what he had
reason to believe was a terrible calamity
and bareavement to the whole British
Empire. He said he had just received a
despatch conveying the trightful intelli-
gence of the complete annihilation near
Candahar of the brigade of the gallant
General Burrows. Whether the oflicer
was among the slain he could not then
say, as he had received no further nfor
mation, but was in hourly expectation of
getting further and fuller particulars.
The following is the text of Lord Hart-
ington’s address :—

Bennett met his doom on Friday morn-
ing last in the Toronto jail yard in the
3 enty persens, including
1 representatives of the
press. ‘The condemned man was 'Well
guarded so that a e« 4 tion of the failure
of justice, as in the DeCourcier case,
might not oéeur.
At 6 o'clock his spiritual advisers, Revs.
Fathers Shechan and Egan, arrived, and
remnined with him until the drop fell.
Sheriff Jarvis arrived at the jail at seven
and at once proceeded to the scaffold,
which had been erected by Mr. Bright,
one of his deputies. It was & very sub-
stantial frame structure, open on all sides
except the east. The floor which was ol
two inch plank, was about 12 feet from
the ground. A stout beam was laced
across the top of the frame at a height
sufficient to give a drop of seven feel.
The timuer of the scaffold was the same
as was used in the execution of Williames,
who was hanged in 1877 for the murder
of his wife in Weston. Part of it was
also used in the ecaffold erected in '72
for the hanging of John Travie, who
murdered a man in West Gwillembury,
and who was buried under the site of the
present scaffold, his place of burial being
denoted by the initials J. T., 1872, painge-
ed on the brick wall of the jail opposite
the grave. . A new inch rope was pro-
vided for the present execution. The
Sheriff having carefully examined every-
thing connected with the scaffold, and
found all in perfect order, proceeded to
the debtor’s room for the condemed man.
By this time quite a number of venture-
some individuals had obtained a view of
the interior of the jail yard by climbing
some tall trees to the east of the jail,

Immediately behind them
came the prisoner, with his arms closely
pinioned, bearing in his hand a crucifix,
and at his side was the chief turnkey.
Ihe executioner, English, came next,
dreesed in black and masked, and the
Governor of the Jail and the Jail Sur-
geon brought up the rear.

They immediately ascended the
seaffold and the utmost silence prevailed:
all present uncovering for a few minutes,
the cle aen continued to offer prayers |
for thpdl‘ll of the doomed man; and |
then ceased. Bennet at once stepped to |
the front of the scaffold and in a firm
voice, and without betraying the slightest |
emotion, proceeded rapidly to address
those present. He said :—

“(ientlemen, I am going to die, but 1
wish to say to you that I am innocent of
this erime in any sense. 1 donot think
there is anythinz more I can say at this
time. I could not control the act by
which the Hon. George Brown came to
his death, and it was done at an excited |
moment. IHe likely suspected 1 was
going to use the revolver when' he saw
me put out my hand to reach it. Per-
haps, thinking so, he readily grasped at
it, and thereby caused theshot by which
he met his death. I donot know of any
other means by which it could have been
occasioned. I was standing quite close
to him, as close as this, I guess, (in
cating by a motion of his hand the dis-
tance between himself and the bar) and
when he suw me take it from my pocket
he made a grasp at it and it went off.
am going to meet my God, and it would
be very foolish for me to die upon the
seaffold with & lie upon my lips. I quite
understand the position in which 1am
placed; Iam talking to. you as in the
presence of my God. What Isay toyou
are facts, and I haye niointerestin telling
you anything else. It makes no difter
ence to me when I am in my grave what
peaple say of me, If I had done this
thing I would acknowledge it like a man.
‘The blood does not trickle in my veins
that would deny a thing like that if I had
really done it. I am not false at heart,
nor am I a coward. It would be a wrong
thing for me or any other man to go there
into Mr. Brown's office and there deliber-
ately take his life'In the mannerin which
Idid. Therehasbeen a false impression
‘about this affair given to the public. 1
have no doubt I could not control the
act by which he came to his death. Mr.
Brown was an honorable man,and a most
popular man throughout the whole world
wherever he was known ; he has gone to
his death through an oversight on my
part. It was a foolish thing for me to
have drawn the revolver, but I was in
liquor or I would not have done it; 1
could not control the event. I went
there purely on matter ot business, and |
my business was very simple and very
plain. The result was as it was. I am |
prepured to die.”” (llere he raised the
crucifix slightly and looked upwards.)

His voice never quavered. Those
prasent were astonished at his nerve and
firmness, and many expressed themzelves
openly to that effect. An alderman
present said he could not make such an
address underany circumstances.  After
he had finished speaking the black cap
was drawn over his head and his feet |
tied and the rope adjusted. Hewas then
placed in the centre of the trap and a
deathlike stillness pravailed, Again the
voices of the worty clergymen were heard
imploring for mercy. Then all was still, [
and every eye wasdirected to the Sheriff, |
who held a white handkerchief in his |
hand, asking in a low voice if all was |
ready. A sign was given in response by |
the officials, the handkerchicf was drop- |
ped, the bolt of the trap was aimost
sitmultaneously drawn, and the soul of |
Bennett was launched intoeternity. He |
fell fully seven feet, the shock dislocating |
lis neck. He did not struggle in the |
least. Itseemed as if he ained to
exhibit any weakness, even in death. |
Occasionally he would quiver, and slightly
draw up his knees and feet. In about |
two minutes he appeared lifeless. After
he had been suspended soiie four
minutes he shuddered all over, and made |
a convulsive movement. When some |
seven minutes had elapsed he again
shuddered, and in nine minutes after the
drop had fallen all was over. The spirit
had taken its flight, the inanimate clay
alone remained, and Bennett was no
mere. To the last his spiritual advisers
besought mercy for the wretched man.
After he had been suspended some
twenty minutes the body was cut down,

in Ireland. — Stery of a Murder.

Some very strange evidence concern-
ing the working of the Fenian brother—
hood was recently given at Roscommon
on the trial of MzHugh and Weldon for
the murder of Mr. Young, J. P., at
Castlerea three years ago. McHugh was,
it appeard, ** head centre "’ of the Fenians
in the district. He had a penny per
head per week from the members of the
organization, and he held the position of
“ armourer’’ for the province of Con-
paught. A meeting was held at which
lots were drawn who should shoot Mr.
Young, and it fell to the lot of McHugh,
who received $5 for his trouble., An in-
former named Clark was present at
those meetings, and was told afterwards
that he and his brother were also to be
shot, as they were suspected. An
attempt was made to administer the
Fenian oath to Clark, but he refused to
take it, and kept the Magistrates in the
district informed of what was going on.
McHugh told him in 1874 that they
would get a large consignment of guns
and bayonets for distribution, Clark
zot one. At the Fenian meetings the
subject discussed was the overthrow of
the British Empire, what was to be done
the moment England got into war, how
many men could be organized, and differ-
ent detdils as to places for meeting.
McHugh said they had a Fenian as a
servant in almost every gentleman's
house in the country, and t
anent the rising 00K place ¢
would throw these gentlemen’s
open. The payment for the murder was
not made until after the deed was com-
mitted. Then McHugh at one of the
meetings described how he had done it
with Weldon’s large revolver, and how

exercised in the discharge of the various
duties to be performed, and the caution,
promptitude, and dispatch which accom-
panies all work done within the building.
The persistent watchfulness with which
innocent and guilty alike are regarded
when once beneath the shadow of this
roof makes Toronto Gaol a credit to the
city and the country at large. 1 have
found Mr. Green a kind, shrewd, and
observant man ; nothing can escape his
notice.

A FATAL EXCURSION.
Sixteen Persons Drowned in the Detroit
River—Eleven of the Number Child-
ren — Disastrous Termination of &

Church Pic-nic—A Steam Yacht Cat
in Two.

Detroit, July, 23.—News was received

early this morning that the propeller
Garland collided with the steam yacht
Mamie on the Detroit river,a mile above
Grosse Isle. The Mamie had on board
Father Blydenbergh, of Trinity Catholic
church in this city, and his altar boys,
sixteen in number. ‘lhe Mamie was cut
in two amidships. Of those on board of
her, the following were drowned :—Mrs.
Fred Martin, wife of the engineer; Miss
Lizzie Murphy, housekeeper of Father
Blydenbergh ; Miss Mary Hahn, domes-
tic at the Parochial School of Trinity
church; Frank Nolan, John Howe, Dan-
iel Barry, John Donovan, Willie Cuddy,
Daniel Cuddy, John Cosgrave, James
Tommy, Joseph Monaghan—all altar boys
of the church, aged from 11 to 14
Thomas Kelly, sexton of the church, Jim
Kelly, organ blower, and, Andrew Doran,
a boy invited to accompany the excur
sionists, and Thos. MclLagan, another
boy, are missing and are doubtless lost.
€apt. Hoftman, engineer Martin, Father
Blydenbergh, Miss Lizzie Dusseau, of
Monroe, and four others were saved.

A ““ SHOWER ” OF MEAT IN HURON
COUNTY.

Singular Deposit of Pork, Beef, and
Mutton.

M. McQuaide sends the following story
to the Seatorth Sun :—

« A shower of beef, mutton and pork has
actually fallen on the south end of let 6,
Ist concession of Tuckersmith, Huron
Koad Survey ; not shreds of poor earrion,
but excellent well-fattened meat,beauti-
fully butchered, pickled and rather
corned, and cut into convenient boiling
or roasting pieces of from six to eight
pounds weight, and_scattered in a field
of fall wheat belonging to Mr, Wm. Me-
Geogh. The wheat field is twenty rods
wide and forty long, and the meat was
found mostly towards the north end
in greatest quantity over about. t
rods square. The meat was
Mr. Metieogh's boys and me. bind-
ing. The pork was distributed on. the
west, the mutton principally en the
north, and the beef on the east side of
the field. As I did not chance to find
any pork, I cannot vouch for the quality
or quantity, but do know that the beef
and mutton would be called number one
in the English market, and was eut in
nice sized roasts by some one who knew
how to handle a knife and saw. “The
pork is said to have been tainted, but
the beef was perfactly sound, without
smell or fly-blow, and though a little dis-
colored from sunlight on the upper side,
was as fresh and nice on the side next
to the ground as if it had been newly
taken out of the barrel.”

The City of 8t. Catharines left Montreal on
Tuesday, 6th July, bound for Chicago with a
general cargo.

TERRIBLE COLLIERT EXPLOSION.

OVER 100 SOoULN RUD D INTO

ETERNITY.

Loxpox, July 15.—A Oardiff dispatch says
that a hundred and twenty-eight men were in

Recent calculation lessens
it to 80, but it is not impossible that
over 200 colliers had gone down. The
pit is 280 yards deep. All the machinery was
new except that in the black vein seam,which
is old, gnd is well known in connee-
tion with previous explosions, one of
which in 1860 killed 145 persons.
Another account of the colliery explosion
at Risca gives the number of men in the pit
at the time at 107, Three bodies thus far have
been discovered.

The facts surround
ing Mr. Thompson’s sudden death gre fome-
what singular, and are given by ths gentle.

ing statement: They say that the deceased,
who was a wealthy and well-keown miller in
England, came to this country in May last to
attend the milleys’ exposition at Cincinnati.
He arrived at Chicago on Tharsday last, in
company with W. D. D.Whittemore, of Quincy,
111, ; E. M. Hutchinson and Louis Fleshter, of
Liverpool, England; J. W. Throop, formerly
