Yesterday while the grand jury was
considering the -six indictments - sub-
mitted by the crown it was found that
I. Bayne Morrison, a most material
witness, had not answered his sub-
poena, but had eent. word by another
witness that he was not coming.
Morrisen was the chief witness in
one indictment, and was to be.called
in the other five. In consequence of
his ahsence it was necessary for the
court to hold the grand jury until this
morning to deal with the first indiet-
ment, and a2 warrant was issugd to
hreng Morrison to Truro., He - could
not be found, and the grand jury were
dismissed this afternoon without con-

| siderivg this indictment. This twas well

known to be the most important in-
dictment of the lot.

This morning Conservatives circulat-
ed the report that Mcrrisom had been
put out of the way by Liberals, but it
was confirmed this afternoon to he one
of ihe choice tomatn stories, such as
appeared in The Herald. Another in-
stance peculiar to manipulators of
jurymen was hrought to light by the
reading of an affidavit by Crown
Prosecutor Power to the effect that one
juryman, known to be a Conserva-
tive. had approached two other jury-
men and solicited their opinions on
how to save Rayne: from conviction.
This man argued that both parties
were bad and Bayne was no worse
than the other man. In view of this
fact and the absence of Bayne, Morri-
son -and Ralph Aston, also a madterial
witness, the crown asked for g continu-
ance to a later date. His honor com-
mented very seriously. on the several
features which cropped up, -and there
being - no civil  business before the
court, adjournment was made.

Bayne's sureties for appearance when
next called: are $200 in himself -and
another in the Bayne-Morrison indict-
ment, and $100 personal in each of the
remaining indictments. It should be
stated that there is a widespread im-
pression, in view of the clamor of the
Conservative press and heelers for the
immediate trial of Bayne, that there
was beneath their eagerness a hope
that Bayne would be convicted on the
charges that have been ventilated and
his mouth closed by imprisonment for
a lengthy period. -This impression is
borne out by the violent demand of
the Herald for his obliteration, and
the added publication of a Montreal
affair in which Bayne figured and
which, published on the eve of his
trial here, was a most transparent at-
tempt to prejudice the jurymen. A sub-
scription list promoted for Bayne's
expenses failed, and the local opera-
tors had the man upon their hands.
The spectacle of their over-anxiety to
get rid of him is one of the most con-
spicuous examples of their willingness
at any time to sacrifice men who have
been proved in nefarious practices. The
facts in connection with Mr. Bayne’'s
little flasco In Montreal are that the
whole affair resulted from -an over-
worked praoctical joke, and had no
sinister motive whatever. No one who
knows: the man here will'charge him
with a desire to make money in snide

 RESOLTS IN DEATH

Spontaneous C.ombustlon of Dry Grain
Dust Ignited by the Sun’s Rays Through
‘a Window Causes Disaster at Richford,
Vermont — Twenty-one - Working in
Elevator When Pﬁplosion Wrecks It

RICHFORD, Vt., Oct..1.—
sion of dust and gases in a Jarge grain
elevator ~ ownéd - by the Camadian-
Pagific and the'~ PBoston apd Maine
Ralilroad, in this. village, caused the
déath of at least thirteen perscns lats
this afternoon, while it is possible that
the death roll may be still further in—
creased, when- the full extent of the
disaster is known.

Of 1he victims, eleven were men em-
ployed in the elevator, while the othgr
two wer: women who were walking
on the railroad track nearby.

The fire destroyed not only the ele-
vator building but a tlour.shed also and
seventy-five freight cars, which could
not be removed from the danger zone
in time. "The property loss is estimat-
ed roughly at £400,J07.

The explusion occurrad at 4.35 thisg
afternoon, while work was going on
within the elevater, It is supposed that
it was due to spontaneous z2omibustion
of the (ry grain dust, ignited possibly
by the sun's rays through a window.
With a “concussion which. could be
heard f.r files and which shook every
Luilding in the town, the roof of the
great elevator was blown skyward,
while flames burst from every window
and door of the structure. The roof,
or the greater part of. it, was carried
a leng distance and fell in g field. Sev-
eral freight cars, which were standing
on the track beside the building, were
thrown over and broken into a mass of
wreckage and every person within a
radius of wuarter of a mile of the
structure WAs knocked off his feet,
and wholly or partially stunned.

Twenty-one in Bui ding

Twenty-one men, all employes of the
elevator, are known to have been in
but c¢leven had been locaied as living
late tonight, Of the others ona body
only was found. I was cargied by the
explosion 600 vards and wgs found in
a fleld near the roof. The bodies of
this man’s companions are supposed to
have been incinerated in the tremend-
ous heat of the burning grain. The
list of dead is as follows:

a workman, nanie unknown, who is
known to have been in the building
and who is reported missing; Mrs. Jeli-

fore; Mrs. Guard, agsd 40.

The two women were walking on the
track near the building and were
stunned by the explosion. Both were
living, though badly burned when they
were picked up by rescuers and-taken
to a neighboring house, but they died
within a few hours.

Freight cars on the tracks of the
Canadian Pacific railroad also caught
fire and seventy-five of them were
burned. There was no locomotive in
the yard at the time, so that with the
excéption of/a few cars which railroad
men and citizens managed to push
down the tracks beyond the reach of
the flames, practically every piece of
rolling .stock in the yard was con-
sumed.

The wreckage blocked the railroad
tracks ‘completely, and it was neces-
sary to send all trains over the Cana-
dian Pacific by the way of Sherbrooke,
Que., although wrecking crews were
early on the sceéne ready to begin work
as soon as the metal work of the blaz-
ing cars cooled sufficiently to permit

I. C. R. shops in Moncton, so shouid
you be united on this greater ques«<
tion. (Cheers). The enlargement  of
the I. C. R. means the development of
vour city. I have been preud in the
1rast of the Liberal party, but I am
prcuder now of the fact that the Lib-
eral party was big enough and broad
enough to take into favorable con-
sideration the question of such mo-
ment to the Maritime Provinces and
the city of Moncton.”

Accepted Conditionally

Although I stand here tonight as a
candidate of the. Liberal party, I ac<
cepted that nomination on condition
that I could retitre from the candi-
dature if the government failed to
adopt the branch lines as part of its
platform.

Referring to the charge made at
London, Ont., by R. L. Borden that as
Minister -of Railways the Hon. Mr.
Emmerson had benefitted from a cer-
tain land transaction, Emmerson went
into this matter fully. The land is
situated between the I. C. R. north
and St. John lines, being triangular in
shape ,and when Moncton was finally
decided on as a a terminus of the G.
T. P. he instructed D. Pottinger, gen=
eral manager, to ascertain the value
of this land, it being desirable. The
report was sent to him as Minister of
Railways signed by James T, Ryan;
then mayor of the city of Moncton;
H. G. Marr, a prominent Iccal mer-
chant, and F. W. Sumrer, who is op-
posing Emmerson in Westmorland in
the Tory interest, fixing a thousand
dollars per acre as a reasonable price
for the land, and at this rate between
eight and nine aecres were pur-
chased.

An Appeal to Parliament

The Catholic members of the English
Parliament, headed by Lord Edmupd
Talbot, brother of the Duke of Nor-
folk, will raise the question of the
government’s interference with the
Eucharistic processgion in Parliament
as soon 3s it reassembles and urge
that the time has arrived for the re-
peal of laws that place Roman Catho-
lios at a disadvantage as compared
with the members of other religious
bodies. ~

Catholic Growth

In his sermon before the Eucharistic
Congress, Cardinal Gibbons thus-re-
ferred to the growth of the chureh in
Emglish speaking lands:

‘“The steady growth of the English-
speaking church during the last three
centuries is truly gratifying and may
be considered phenomenal. At the
Council of Trent, held in the sixteenth
century, there were present only four
Bishops who spoke our tongue; one
came from England and three from
Ireland. Scotland was not represented.
The American continent had but re-
cently been discovered, and Austral-
asia was a terra incognita. There are
now upwards of 200 bishops ruling dio-
ceses where English is the prevailing
language. An English-speaking hier-
archy is established in England, Ire-
land, and 8cotland, the United States
and Canada, the Hast Indies, and Aus-
tralasia. And should another Ecum-
enical Council be held during the pres-
ent eentury ithere is no doubt that
every division »f our globe would be
largely represented by English-speak-
ing prelates vrofessing the
faith and paying spiritual allegiance to
the Sovereign Pontiff of Rome.

Special Services

SUBJECTSINTERESTING

In the Evening He Dwells en
the Mission of the Church
in St. John

Rev, T. W. Anthony observed the
first anniversary of his pastorate in the
Congregationalist church by two spe-
cial sermons yesterday. In the morn-
ing he preached on the subject, “Why
Should We Go To Church.”

In the evening he preached on “The
Mission of the Church In a City Like
St. John.” His text was 1st Cor. 2: 2:
“For I determined not to know any-
thing among you save Jesus Christ and
Him crucified,”

In a practical sermon the preacher
showed that the attitude of the church
must ba neither that of compromise
with the world nor withdrawal from
it, but that the church must express it-
self In devoted service and self-sacri-
fice. o)

This the preacher pointed out did not
meéan that Paul meant to preach no-
thing but the doctrine of atonement,
but that in Corinth he intended to em-
phasize this doctrine.

Corinth was a great metropolls of the
east, with all the vices of a - great
city. It had temples, but the religion
of the people was not uplifting.

Paul saw: that the rémedy- ~for the
commercial spirit of the city with-its
accompanying faults was Jesus Christ
and Him crucified.

We are proyd thait St. John is a com-
mercial city and .a great winter sea-
port, and are proud that it will be
greater along this line. With its
growth it has developed the virtues
and also the vices of a large city.

The churoh may adopt three methods
towards the life of the city. It may
compromise. It may imitate the the-
atre and move men’s emotions, but let
them leave the church careless of the
moral lesson.

Another method might bethat of try-
ing to shut out all ‘outside interests.
Paul, did not  believe. in  this. “All
things are ours,” he said. We tannot
save ourselves by the scepticism which
takes no motiee of the new theology .and
modern ideas.. We cannot parcel things
off and say certain things are sacred
and certain things secular. The time is
ccming when righteousness  will: be
written not only on the walls of the
church but on the walls of the work—
shop. -

Compromise will not help the church;
the only thing that wiil is the spirit of
self-sacrifice.

The third method is for the church to
remember that Christ lived and died
and to embody in its attitude toward
the world His attitude toward men.

“The church has  been criticised for
keeping their buildings open only a few
hours on Bunday. It is good to have
buildings standing as monuments to
Jesus Christ.

‘“The people do not come to church
merely to hear rhetoric. One hundred
and four orations a year! Who would
be idlotic ehough to think that a man
could give them. The purpose of the
church is to teach service and sacri-
fice.

“It is an easy thing and a joyous
thing to preach, but it ig a better thing
to live.

‘‘Since I came here a Yyear ago I have
tried to impress the keynote of service
and if I have done this my life has not
been in vain. God help us not to com-
promise with the world.”

RABBI'S SERMON ON
THE ATONEMENT

Delivered in the Synagogus
Last Evening.

He - Preaches Repenance, Prayer and
Gharity as the Requirements
of the - Senl,

Rabbi’'s sermon No. 1.2 = fisq-ysg4U

Last night, which was the eve of the
Jewish Day of Atonement, Rabbi Ber-
nard L. Amdur preached the following
elogquent scrmon in the Hazen Avenue
synagogueé:

“Attitade of man within him, about
him, and above him.” These awe-in-
spiring days are days of abstraction.It
is a Hne that separates two worlds of
time, as little real as the distant hori-
zon,. which looks to be the meeting-
place of earth and sky. All our festi-
vals are witnesses to some historical
occurrences, as our approaching feast,
the Feast of Booth, a commemoration
of thankfulness, the Feast of Passover,
a great mnational feast, calling to our
minds \‘vondxcus events, of the Feast
of Pentecost, the day when the Law
Was revealed to Israel. - QOur memory
also. leads us to cheerful regard for
our great heroes in Israel,as the Feast
of the Maccabeus, who exchanged life
for the truth and the cause of Israel
We review- and applaud, we admire
and commemorate."The Day of Atorne-
ment - has no victory to recount, no
triumph to.recall. It is a day for you
and-for mé, for us and for our &God.
It is & day for-the individual; it is a
day for the present. We have the mak-
ing of ‘It in our hands, we are to de=
termine “what it shall be. We come to
God wunconditionally with a broken
and contrite heart, not to parley or to
treat with him, but relying on his nev-
er failing mercy, to feave our past in
his hands and to entrust our future to
his care. “The sacrifices of God are a
broken heart.””. Man is never RO beauti-
ful as when he begs pardon and his
heart is penitent and contrite. Let him
take as the text for my remarks to-
night one of the most impressive por-
tions of worship of our Day of Atone-
ment, it is the closing sentence of “Re-
pentence, prayer and charity ayvert the
evil decree.” These three are then the
efficacious agents whereby man can el-
evate himself above the slough of evil
unto the height of the good. Out of his
own nature shall come the remedy for
none other can mediate for him. Nei-
ther Moses, nor. the prophet, neither
father nor mother stands between the
individual soul and' its God as media-
tor, but each human creature must
make his own peace and plead his own
cause and out of himself must come
the corrective influence, And the rit-
ual of the synagogue sets. its ap-
proval upon the precious utterance
that by repentence, prayer and
charity, the soul of man wings itself
aloft to God. Philosophers are "suaily
agreed, that man stands in a. threefoid
relation in his life on earth, nameiy:
to self, to the world about him and to
one above him. These three categorias
include all possible relationship into
which our lives may fall. Thus the
phrase, ‘“repentence, prayer, charity”
implies the three pillars of our exist-
ence, within us, about us ani above
us.- How can I come into proper rela-
tion with myself? How shall I restore
the disturbed equilibrium between
myself and the right. disturbed by my
infiractions of the right and my in-
clining towards the wrong? Truly only
by upright repentence, by an honest
determination to place this self of mine
on higher plane. Repentence is a word
often lightly spoken, yet of profouni
significance. It is a mark of man’s
higher nature. The animal belyw knows
it not, and he alone of all created be-
ings can entertain it. Not all agents of
bunishment and correction that men
have invented have solved the problem.
But, raise men by education and train-
ing to a proper appreciation of. the ef-
ficacy of repentence, and you will ae-
complish what neither exile nor fine,
not prison cell have during thess nany
centuries achieved. Repentence is the
most significant mark of the truth cf
the religious philosophy of Judaism. Tt
turns man upon himself. It takes ac-
count of the facts of life. “You are the
arbiter of your fate,” it says to every
individual. If you have done wrong,
you can come into correct relation with
yourself and the outraged right only
by yourself repenting of and correcting
that wrong. None other can ddo it for
you. You, yourself, by your own Jife
decide the present and the future. It
implies the free will activity of man, it
you have done wrong, it is yours to
undo it; if you have done right, unto
you be the credit. No evil star hangs
over you. No lucky planet shines on
your path. You are your own guid~ for
good or for ill. God has implanteq in
You and me the power to stesr cur
course. All this the doctrine of repent-
ence implies. If men were not free
agents to act, then to speak of the
power to repent were sheerest non-
sense.

Thus this doctrine embodied in.the
worship of this season has its special
message to you and to me. To every
individual soul is the word repent spok-
en of without = discrimination, for in

| the final analysis the grades and dis-

tinctions whereupon we, in our human
society, lay so much stress, vanish,
When he stand face to face with our-
selves and the awful faects of life crowd
upon us, what counts then the wealth,
the learning, the power, the fame, the
name, that may chance to be ours.
These are the accidents, but the soul
nature is the substance. Of what good
is all these to a man, if he be not at
peace with our soul? This peace shail
the true repentence bring unto us. An
honest and-sincere determination will
restore the equilibrium of our lives and
be as a rebirth unto the good.

Now, as for our attitude to the world,
charity is commended. Truly, in this
all men and all ages have agreed that
charity is a duty and a great virtue.
No need for me to dwell upon this when
hundreds of earnest men and women
are devoting time, money and energy
towards solving the problem of poverty,
It were like carrying water to the bay
for any one to expatiate wupon the
beauty of charity as the term is usually

zst
understood. Charity has even come
be a sort of religion in these days}
There is a certain worship at the shrip
of philanthropy without God in it, o«
am not religious, but I do al] the good
I can,” some say. Strange paradext
How can these two things be recorncdie
#d? Is not religion the ground of moraj,
obligation to do any thing for ycug
fellow men, and can there be religiony
without God? Are not religion and chapy
ity synonyms? It sems very stranga
that there should be these attempts tg
divorce the one from the other. How
ever, this is not the suhject at issue,
The question may well arise, “Is tha
conceptfon of charity so broad n itg
bearing as to be the true expression of
the relations of man to the world aboyg
him?”  Ag such the woard “Zdoko’ in.
culcates in our minds nét that charjty
in its narrow meaning that designareg
our duty to the poor only. No iy
in its wider scope as €Xpreg
slve of our relations to all man., Therg
is a charity higher and broader than
alms-giving, there is a charity towardg
our equals as well as towards our de«
pendents, towards our neighbors ag
well as the needy poor. And our He«
brew term‘Zdako” designates the sam
which is meant originally right ang
wrightness of conduct towards our fel«

lowmen. There be numberless men ang
Wwoimen who spend hundreds and thou«
sands upon the poor who are yet want«
ing in charity towards their - equals,
where conduct toward those who do
not need nor want their alms is not
“Zdoko,” is not right, is not loving. A
lady or gentleman is gracious to the
beggar who adores their liberality, bug
oh, how haughty they are to the sistep
and brother who chances not to belong
to their social set.

Look at the wondrous develop~
ment of the West, the expansion of our
trade. the rapid growth of eur popu-
lation, the extension of our markets,
the better commercial relations with
other countries.

~ ANOTHER TORY SCANDAL

Brunswick Coal and Railway Com-
pany it recites that several years ago
$18,00 was paid on accdunt of g eub-
sidy which had become of no value and
it was decided not to Jeduct this
amount from the subsidy. Then there
“vere orders to the amount of $8,500 in
favor >f Barnes and the order in coun-
cil prosides ttat this amount shall be
paid. Taking the subsidy for the
whole' line from Chipman to Frederic-
ton, 456 miles at §3,000 per mile, it
makes $135,000. Deducting the old
amount of $13,000 paid to the Central
and the $8,560 paid to Barnes would
make $113,500. The whole Aistance at
$2,500 a mile would make $112,500, or a
difference of $22,500. Deducting the
$8,500 paid to Barnes from the subsidy
in respzct 110 the fifteen miles, viz.,
$45,000, it leaves $36,500 of suybsidy due
to the People’s Pank. Deducting the
$12,000 paid them leaves a balance of
$24,500 to which they are entitled under
the order in courcil. If when the rcad

is fully -omplétéd to Fredericton it is |

return which the Mother Coun-
try had made by purchasing Ca-
nadian products. The trade with
Great Britain had grown from $95,542,-
446 in 1396 to $220,556,507 in 1908. The
exports of Canadian produce to the
Mother Country had more than
doubled in that period, increasing from
$62,717,941 in 1896 to $126,194,124 in 1908.
That the tariff had also given reason-
able encouragement to manufacturers
was testified by the fact that exports
of manufactures had - increased from
$9,368,384 in 1896 to $28,507,124 in 1908.

After quoting other statistics to show
the enormous strides that Canada has
made under Liberal government, Dr.
Pugsley spoke of there not having been
any increase in taxation and quoted
$18.26 as the rate in 1896 in the value
.of goods imported, as compared with
only $15.66 in 1907. ’

Dr. Pugsley also spoke of the in-
auguration of a free rural delivery
service which, he said amid much
cheering, he felt sure would be appre-
ciated by the farmers.

Before closing his eloquent and in-
spiring address, Dr. Pugsley touched
on the Saskatchéewan Valley land deal
and Premier Roblin’s recent activities.
He also spoke brjefly on the G. T. P.
In connection with the St. John valley
he elicited much applause by a refer-
eénce to the subsidy of $6,400 a mile
which the government had passed for
a railway from Grand Falls to St.
John. He thaenked the audience for
the magnificent
said he felt confident that the counties
of Victoria and Madawaska would be
in line when Sir Wilfrid Laurier was
again returned to power. The Minis-
ter was greeted with another outburst
of cheering as he resumed his seat.

TREMENDOUS RBECEPTION.

Mr. Michaud met with a tremendous
reception on rising to address the
meeting. He expressed his thanks for
the resolution and said, as a young
French-Canadian who had the welfare
of his constituency at heart he would
do his best to bring the counties into
line. He has travelled much through
the two counties recently and judging
by the sucess he had met with his re-
turn was certain. Mr. Michaud then
made some interesting comparisons in
the price of produce and wages today
with the low figures of 15 and 20 years
ago and urged his hearers to cast a
‘Vote for the Liberal party and prosper-
ity. He spoke of his success while at
Ottawa in securing a subsidy for the
line from Plaster Rock to Riley Brook,
and said he hoped to se the work com-
pleted within two years. Mr. Michaud
touched upon the records of Foster,
Bennett and Fowler and ridiculed the
purity cry of the Conservative party.
In closing he asked Hhis supporters to
work for hig return 1in the coming
fight.

A vote of thanks to Dr. Pugsley for
attending the meeting was moved and
seconded by Messrs. Tweeddale and
Burgess and the gatlering then broke
up with more cheering and the singing
of the national anthem. Mr. Carvell
was unable to attend the meeting, as
he had awother engagement.

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THE REPRESENTATIVES WE
NEED

That the port of St. John would not
suffer loss with the defeat of Dr. Pugs-
ley and Mr. Pender 1is the frequent
assertion of those who are attempting
to breathe the breath of life into the
local Conservative campaign.

The statement, whether true or false,
is an unconscious tribute to the value
of the services of Dr. Pugsley. He has
created a standard by which every
man’s effort must henceforth be meas-
ured. The people of St. John feel .that
Dr. Pugsley has succeeded in-gaining
for the- city fair consideration: Weask
no more of any man and what we fair-
ly ask has been amply .done. . v

But in these troublesome times every
man concerned in political discusssions
which are calculated to influerce votes
should be prepared to give good and
sufficient reason for the action he ad-
vises. What ground, in short. is there
for believing that another man or an-
other government would do so well for
St. John as has been done in the past
year.

St. John asks for but fair treatment.
‘We do not pose or purpose to pose as
paupers making pauper requests of the
federal authorities. We believe that
the development of the port of St.
John is essential to the proper de-
velopment of the whole Dominion.
Canada must have a winter port for
the shipment of freight, and “we be-
lieve that St. John is that port.

But it i$ not so manifest to all the
people of the Dominion that large ap-
propriations should be made from the
federal treasury to build up a great
harbor here, What may he very gen-
erally recoﬁlized in the East is not so
recognized in the West. The man of
the West grows enthusiastic over rail-
roads—these he sees and knows; but
he has difficulty in appreciating the
importance of suitable harbors for ex-
port and import. Ocean  liners and
deep water wharves are not features
of western life.

To be adequately represented in any
government the city of St. John must
have 3 man who has the ability to
lead the members of that gov-
ernment to recognize the essential fair-
ness of our local judgment. 'He must
in short be able to convinece his col-
leagues that the development of the
port of St. John is a national task. pr.
Pugsley unquestior.ably has that abil-
ity. But where is his successor? Dr.
MacRae in spite of his pleasing and
persuasive manner scq.rcely seems the
man to carry conviction to the hearts
of his countrymen. Dr. Daniel has not
s> far betrayed any iastonishing abil-
ity in the councils of strong men. One
can scarcely picture Dr. Daniel suc-
cessfully demanding fair treatment for
St. John from an indifferent parlia-
ment. And where else in the province
will St. John look for a forceful repre-
sentative among the ranks of Conserv-
atives? Theré again is Mr. Fowler, but
even Conservatives would he loath to
place the interests of St. John in the
hands of that man.

No one pretends for one moment

that the development of the port of
St. John is the only matter in which
the citizens of this city concern them-
selves when federal affairs demand at-
tention. If greater issues were at
stake we might be. forgetful of loeal
advantage. But when the sole excuse
for Conservative activity is the desire
to ‘supplant a government whose work
hgs ‘bean: unquestionably well done,
then the citizen of St. John may very
well concern himself with local inter-
ests,
What Dr. Pugsley can do we know.
‘What Pugsley and Pender together can
do we do not know. But can any men
do better? Think it over.

FOWLER AND THE FORESTERS

The local Conservative organ, de-
fending George Fowler, asserts that
the Foresters made money out of his
manipulation of their funds, and that
for the land he purchased from the C.
P. R. he paid ‘“the same price that
would have been charged anybody else
Buying the same quantity and on the
same terms of selection.” No refer-
ence is made by the organ to the
secret tip regarding the route of the
‘Canadian Northern which Mr, Wowler,
ag ‘member of Parliament, - secured
from MacKenzie and Mann, which
led him to purchase these lands.

With regard to the first assertion, if
the Foresters profited so richly from
this connection with Mr. Fowler, it is
somewhat peculiar that the Supreme
Chief Ranger has made oath that
Fowler “swindled’” the order and that
he has taken lggal action to recover
$65,000 of the amount “swindled.” It
is also strange, in the circumstances,
that the Foresters were compelled to
raise their insurance rates so soon af-
ter these immensely profitable trans-
nctions had been put through.

And to the statement that Fowler
paid the C, P. R. “the same price that
would- have been charged anyboly,”
sufficient answer is found in Mr. Fow-
ler's famous letter to “Dear Lefur-
gey':

“We have succeeded beyond our
wildes! hopes. We wired D. M. and
he met us at the train at Toronto and
took us to his office and gave us the
route so far as located, of course un—
der cover of the strictest secrecy, so
keep it mum except to Borden, Ben-
nett and yourself. We expect to have
o wealthy Englishman named Lister,
the head of the Canadian Chamical
Company, and Col, Pellatt in the com-
bine with us.

THE MONTCALM:SCANDAL

A section of the Conservative press
still contfnues to ghout “séandal!” over
the purchase of a couple 'of thousand
dollars’ worth of silver and glassware
for the government steamer Mont-
calm endeavoring to convey the im-
pression that coffe pots at $23. each,
soup ‘spoons at $26.25 a. dozen and simi-
larly expensive articles were extrava-
gantly purchased for the use of the
crew,

As & matter of fact the Montcalm is
the boat selected to take His Excellency
and @ther disfinguished guests of the
country tQ their destination, when vis-
iting the coast. The representatives of
the shipping interests of Montreal,
members of parliament and others,
quite often have occasion to use this
vessel, and suitable preparation®was
made for the accommodation of such
guests. At one time there were 120
members of the Shipping Federation
oun board and silver and crockery had
to be hired for the occasion. :

The Department of Marine and Fish-
eries decided to .equip the boat with
suitable furishings for ocecasions such
as the above and a moderate quantity
of silver and glassware was purchased.
This was in addition to the ordinary
supplies on the boat, and was only for
use on.special occasions.

The precaution was taken to keep the
silver under lock and key, and the in=

structions were that it was not to be.

'‘used unless the Governor General or
some other distinguished visitor was
on hoard. The price paid for this sil-
verware was 10 per cent cheaper than
it could be purchased in Ottawa. This
was the evidence before the public ac-
counts committee. It appears that
there is silverware on some of the older
vessels which was purchased by the
government twenty-five years ago.

A - GREAT MEETING

Packed from the' pit to the topmost
row of the topmeost gallery, with hun-
dreds crowding the aisles and doorways
ang the spaces back of the seats every-
where, and all on fire with enthusiasm
bred of confidence in the Liberal party
and its leaders and of assurance of a
victory which means progress for Can-
ada and for $t. John, the Nickel Thea-
tre last evening presented a scene sel-
dom excelled or rivalled in the political
history of this constituency. The con-
trast between this n'eeting and the
half-hearted Conservative gathering
which falled to fill the smaller capacity
of the Opera House Thursday night
affords. g e¢onvincing evidence of popu-
lar setitimént ana g satisfactory fore-
cast of the result of the voting three
weeks from Mcnday.

The Minister waa naturally the cen-
tre of the interest and the enthiisiasm,
partly because of the general appreci-
ation of the extraordinary value of his
services to this port during the past

year and-the wvast importance of the
new work he has under way and 'is
planning,- and . partly, because of the
popular . reaction which has set in
against ‘the yicious and scandalous at-

tacks made wpan him by his oppenents.

—attacks which his speech last night
would put an end to forever, if hie ene-
nifes had any regard for truth and fair-
ness. His answer to all their muddy
charges was so clear and straightfor-
ward, 'his explamation of the transac-
tions they have misrepresented ta his
disadvantage se convincing that cenvie-
tion must have been carried to the
mindsi of all but the ‘most prejudiced
partisans. Instead of belng overdrawn
at any tithe in’ Ris accounts with the
province, the province has owed him
for years, and stili owes him, over $10,-
000, due for “just expemses and legal
services rendered by him outside of his
duty as Attorney General—services
which profited the province humdreds
of thousands of dollars In the matter
of the Eastern Extension alone his ef-
forts secured for the treasury of New
Brunswick $150,000 more than Mr. Blair,
the Premier at the time, thought was
possible to obtain. And with regard to
the amouat of his claims, the only
matter open to fair critfcism, the Min-
ister pointed out that he had repeat-
edly offered to submit the whole busi-
ness to impartial arbitration—an offer
which the present previneial govern—
‘mént hed as *often refused. But
though NMr. Hazen and his col-
leagues have refused to arbitrate,
their very refusal has made
more effective the Minister's appesal to
the arbitration of the public, to whom
he stated his case last night and whose
verdict he awafts with sure comfidenge.

But. this personal discussion, forced
upon %im .y the malice of his enemies,
Wwas apart from the real matter of his
Speech—which was St. John, its oppor-
tunities and its prospects as one of the
greatest ports of an Increasingly
‘greater Canada. In his description of
the outlook and of the efforts the pre-
sent governrment has mede and is mak-
ing to fit this harbor thoroughly for
the work which awaits it, the Minister
roused his audience to a plfch of en-
thusiastie interest which found expres-
sion time and time again in a tumult
of cheers. His optimism found echo
in their ccnfidence, not only in the
brospects which he depieted but in his
ability, as Minister of Pubfe Works
and member of parliament for Saint
John, to bring them into being.

And the herors of the Meeting were
not all Dr. Puvgsley’s. Mr. Copp and
Mr. McKeown in forceful fighting
Spezches made a fine impression upon
the audience and won hearty applause.
And Mr. Pender, in a speech full of
hard 7acts and bluff common-sense and
strong argument, took fhe house by
storm. His arswer to those who havs
styled him an enemy of Lahor because
he was- opposed to a section of the
Workmen’s Compensation Act was par-
ticularly effective, as'he was able to
show that the clause he criticised, was
opposed als) by the Conservative mem-—
bers from $t.

Hazen'beforé it was finally passed.

Altogether the meeting was a thor
ough 'and splendid success. It sent the
Liberal workers into the closing weeks
of the campaign full of fighting spirit
and of confidence in the election of
Pugsley and Pender (and Progress) by
majorities evenp greater than were
won by Mr. Blair and his colleague in
the famous fight with Foster eight
Years aga.

MacDonald, to a skunk and Judas
Iscariot, as the following extract from
his speech will show:

I have
the same fear of J. A. MacDonald of
The Globe that I did when I was a
boy of a small black animal” with a'
bushy tall and white stripes down its
back, whose habits were to rob the
chicken coop at night and the hen’s
nest by day when no one was looking.

It was alleged
tl}at for years he was overdrawn in
his account  $10,000 Oor more and that
when the government changed he
owed the provines over $4,000.

In his great spéech Friday night
the Minister disproved this ab-
solutely .and i detail, showihg
that never in his public career
had  his account . been overdrawn
one dollar, but that, on the other
hand, the provinge - had continually
owed him money, ahd owes him to this
day over $10,000. . When, dfter yvears of
offort, he had Succeeded in winning for
the province $381,000 in ‘settlement of
the Eastern Extension claim—8§150,000
more than. Mr. Riair thought was
bossible to obtain—he was allowed §
ber cent. of the amount as reward for
nis services in this regard, services
which were whally outside his duties
as Attorney ngral. Later, some dis-
pute arising over this amount,
it was " ‘allowed to stand to hig
credit, pending definite settlement. As
he was fairly entitled to do, he drew
against this credit account to some cx-
tent, but for every dollar drawn he de-
posfted his check, 8uaranteed hy se-
curities in the Bank of New Bruns-
Wick. At the time of his resignation
from ‘the provincial’ government {hat
ameunt of §0,000 6r more still stood to
pls credit and hth;ad,dr‘awn .against
it some $4,000." Ng Settlement having
been made by the late govérn"ment' he
sent his check for this amount to the
treasury, relying . upon ‘tha new
government - to ' Settle the ‘claim,
and others which had sub-
sequently  arfsen, amounvting to
about $8,600. Ang 80 far al] settle-
ment has been refused, by arbitration
or otherwise.

This having been convincingly made
Publie and the ‘‘Susbense account”
bogie exorcised, the scandal slate wae
wiped clean for a whole day. But last
Saturday night this new slandep was
Etp on foot and cireulated throughout
the city that night ana vesterday in
such a thorough way ae to indicate a
careful plot in which sevaral were im-
plcatad.

But in this, malice has overreachad
itself. The new story is too ridieulous
even for election time credens~a— too
easily exposed to he effentive even for
a day.

The only appaerent .function which
these rhetorical companions fulfilled
was to farce Mr. Borden from the em-
barrassing necessity of aasotiatfon
with ampitions federal candidates.

Serve the air of mystery with which
he surrounds this ideal cabinet. In
vague and elusive languwage the aec-
credited opposition leader has told the
public what he proposes to do, but
never yet has he taken them into his
confidence and revealed the name of
the princips]! agemts through whom he
proposed to work. No one can criti
cise a dream world nmor § dream cabi-
net. lIts perfection is unquestionable,
its loyalty to leaderahip és above sus-
picion; the ability and Integrity of its
individual members challenges attack.
A leader with a vague and indefinite
platform demands an unnamed cabi-
net else he reveals theyweakness of Ris
position.

The truth of the contention becomes
manifest when any sttempt is made to
construct a cabinet from the memhers
of Mr. Borden's political assoclates.
There, for instance, is Mr. Foster un-
recognized but unrepudiated, scarcely
a follower and of questionable repu-
tation for loyalty, and yet an inevitable
member of any Conservative govern-
ment. Truly, an ideal associate for a
leader bhoastfully idealistic! Small
wonder indeed that Mr. Borden ‘re-
fraing from a bold assertion of his
cheice aof Mr. Foster for the Depart-
ment of Finance.

Then there is Mr. Ames, conspicu~
ous for his activity rather than by any
marks of favor from his appointed
chief. Here, at last, is a Sir Galahad,
wonderfully well mounted, delightfully
free for fight with anything and every-
thing in sight. And yet, somehow, In
spite of his pretty pictures, and in
spite of, not becanuse of, his incessant
if unsuccessful effort to be the be-
lauded hero of a graft-hunt, this as-
piring Conservative fails to appeal te
his countrymen. There is the suspie-
ion that he hunts graft not from the
love of honesty, but from the desire
of a rich man’s son to gain high office.

Moreover, it would not do to over-
look our own Mr. Fowler. HNere at last
is the man who is not afraid to say
what he thinks, to speak right cut in
meeting: And ye4¢ Mr. Borden refreins
from a ready asgurance of cabinet
position for the self-appointed leader
of New Brunswick Conservatives
Commendable indeed is the wisdom of
Borden. Better by far a dream cabi-
net than a be-Fowlered cabinet.

“Better government, better men!"
Assuredly a
platform of dreams with a ecabinet of
dreams will do very well for a world
of dreams. But for here and now it
were better to say how a better Zov-
ernment is to l?e and by whom it is
to be wrought out. For here and now
sanity and common sense pass juda-
ment on dreamers.

“The time hae come when the gov-
ernment feels that it should create a
Department of Lahor. The depart-
ment is important onough to require
the whole time and erergy and atten-
tion of a Minister of the Crown, sucih
as the railways have, and such as other
departments of Publie works have; and
I repeat that at the first opportunity
I shall submit to my colleagues and
the representatives of the people of
Canada in parilament 1hat the time
has come when ve should take . this
new otap in the development of oup
country.”

In the fulftilment of the above prome
ise, Canada will take practically thg
first vlace among natione in recogniz
ing the true position which Labor
should oecupy in the coutwils of the
world.

England has already recognized La-
bor to the axtent of making an acknow-
ledged Labor leader a member of a
British ocabinet, but Canada is to go
a step further by giving to Labor its
own cabinet minister in virtue of and
by right of fts own supreme import-
ance as a gulding force in the making
of the nation.

No country has ever gone further
than thie, aud the announcement made
by the Premier of the Dominion of
Canada marks still another mile post
in the long march end steady progress
ot Labor towards its highest ideals.

The diagram, printed elsewhere, of
the prejected harbor development in
Courtenay. Bay and on the West Side
Leiow Sana Point, including the exten-
sive dredging work inveolved, should
arouse not cnly keen interest but care-
ful thought in the ming of every cit-
izen of St. John.

This is a part of Dr. Pugsley’s policy
for making St. Jehn ready for the
vastly increas'ng traffic pouring tide-
ward from the great West, whickr, if
8t. Joan cannot handle it, must go
elsewhere. In twe years, he estimates,
3rand Trunk Pacific freight will be
seeking export here. Officials of that
company have fixed upon Courtenay-
Bay as their probable terminus. Dr.
Pugsley has not ouly proved the pos-
sibility of n aking a great harbor there
but has already arranged for the
dredging preliminary to wharf con-
struction—dredging which will provide
a channel 800 feet wide and 30 feet dsep
at low water straight from Partridge
Island up to the site where eleven new
berths have alresedy been located. The
nain channel up the harbor is already
being dug and appropriations have al-
ready been made for dredging the sites
of a series of new berths which the
government is to bufld from Sand
Point down the Beacon bar.

These things are not wild imagin-
ings. There are plans, carefully thougnt
cut, for work, much of which is already
under way, which will eventually mare
than quadruple the capacity of this
port. Is this work worth while?. Is
the man whe planned it and is execut-
ing it entitled to any credit from the
people of 8t, John? Would it be wise
to interfere with its progress—to take
it out of his hands mew? Think Jt
over.

ANOTHER SLANDER SMASHED

Never was a campalgn lie more
Powell's ridiculous story of the *§25,~ .
€00 steal” on the Central Raflway. Dr,’
Pugsley has not only proved that the
story ‘was false but that Mr. Powell
knew it was false when he told it.
The charge was that the stubsidies
payable for the construction of the line
from Chipman to Mirto, and its
bLranches—238 miles in all—was only
$65.000, whereas the amount paid wags

were pald a substdy  of $13,000, which
wWas never earned. When the N. B.
Coal and NRailway Company undertock
to extend tha line to Gibson, they were
paid the usual subsidies for “he rail-
wav actvally built, and this $13,000 was
allcwed 1o stand pending the further
extension of the road to *3ibson, when
it was to be deductad from the sub=
sidies due for tha: line. Furthermore,
in erder 1o hasten ihe work, ties weras
ordered and cut for :he Gihson exten-
Sion to the amwunt of $12,000. As is a
matter of history the company failed
1o eomplete its work and the ties cut
for the Gibson extension were uced
elsewhere on the road. Also, failng
this completion, the government was
unable to get value for that $13,000
subeidy, but that stili stands as an ad-
vance payment when this extension
ts eventually made. These two items
make up the *'$25,000 steal.”

FIELDING IN TORONTO

s .

TORONTO, Oect. 1.—Even though
Toronto had not been in the habit of
electing anything but Conservative

members heretofore, its citizens include !

many stalwart Liberals, who are de-
termined that in the coming contest it
shall not be all “Tory Toronto.” There
was a thrilling example of this de-
votion to principles of Liberalism at a
meeting in the Massey Hall tonight,
when the huge auditorium was filled to
the very doors with a cheering, enthu-
siastic audience.

Rarely has such a meeting been seen
in this city. The Minister of Finance,
Hon. W. S. Fielding, was in the best of
speaking form and as -he piled fact up-
on. fact, argument upon argument,
coupled with telling .and convincing
comparisons, the building reverberated
with:applause. No less hearty was the
greting to Hon. Mr.Aylesworth and two
local candidates, T. C: Robinette, K.C.,
and W. H. Shaw.” The meeting was
indeed a splendi@ omen for the future
of Liberalism in Toronto.

Hon. Mr. Fielding carefully reviewed
the most sallent features of the finan-
cial policy in existence during the past
twelve years. He showed how the rate
of taxation had been reduced, public

. the grand old Liberal party, he thought

and here now in Toronto, since the
great chieftain came in and stirred up

it would give the Torieés all the work
they wanted to hold their present posi-
tion, let alone all talk of a change.
Speaking of the talk by the Conserva-
tives of scandal and graft, Mr. Field-
ing said no charge of corruption was
ever laid against any member of the
Laurier administration. (Applause.)
The Conservatives had only succeeded
in casting suspicion upon a number of
officials of the government of Canada,
most of them appointees of a Tory
government.

“We don’t subs:ribe to the doctrine
of turning out Tery officials,” said Mr.
Fielding amid cheers. ‘“Certain matters
of advantage and patronage belong as
speils to the victers, but not the public
sérvice of the country.’

Dealing with the statement of the
Conservatives that the policy of the
government in the years before 1836
was the cause of what measure of good
times came to this Dominion, Mr.
Fielding said the Liberals might say
the same today. He referred to the in-
crease in trade under the national pol-
icy in 18 years of $66,500,000, out of which
the Conservatives boasted upon which

debt kept lower than Conservative
statesmen had been able to keep it, and
surplus had taken the place of the old-
fashioned Tory deficits.

His own idéal he pictured as the
fermation of tariff, which would har-
monize with the views of both the
farmer and the manufacturer.

The meating siarted out in.a dash-
ing style to the music of the Highland-
ers’ Band, while the Robinette quar-
tatte rendered an up-to-date campaign
ballad, the chorus of which was sung
by the audience.

ing or Toster, Surplus or Deficit?” “All
Red Route,” “Liberals Stand for Unity
and Progress.”

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth spoke in praiss
of Canada's statesmen, eulpelzing Sir
‘Wilfrid Laurier and Mr. Filelding.

Hon. Mr. Fielding was received with
the utmost enthvsiasm.

The audience rose and cheered for
several minuteS and the band played.
When the cheering had at last sub=
sided -after -Mr. Fielding had two or
three times put up hts hand, he said
he wondeved- what in the world had
come into the heads of his Tory
friends when they #aid they were going
to sweep the country. After seeing
the audiences at Sarnia, Windsor, Galt

they traded, out of which they made
capital. It was g fair measure of pro-
gress. Canadians were so vigorous and
energetic that, put them down any-
where, they must make progress, so
they made some even in those dark
days. They increased their trade by
about $3,500,000 a little more per year of
their rule. Under the Liberals, who had
been in power twelve years, if he could

Proceeding, Mr. Fielding said that if
the National Policy pleased the peo-
ple who thought the Laurier govern-
ment had continued it, it would be bet-
ter to continue in office the men who
knew how to work it for the greatest
good.

“We ask support for the Liberal gov-
ernment because it has given twelve
years of wise, progressive, prudent
tariff policy to this country.”

He then went on to tell of Laurier's
work in making a harmonfous nation
of a country of different races and
creeds. There was no nobler task, he
said, to be undertaken by any- public
man. He confessed that he hoped by
an arrangement of the tariff policy to
bring the rival elements together to
put down sectional jealousy. He want-
ed to meet each section in the right
spirit in erder that there might no
longer be trade and commercial rival-
ries and jealousies. That was the aim
of .the Liberal policy and he wished to
devote his time to that, Just as the

' probable, unless caution is observed.”

“The Liberal government said to the
farmer: ‘You are bound to consider
the interests of the manufacturer, who
supplies you with what you need to
cultivate your farm and to live in com-
fort,’ and to the manufacturer, ‘You
are bound to consider the position of
the farmer out west, who, feels these
taxes a burden upon him." So follow-
ing that policy for months he thought
the government were able to do much
good. A happy, prosperous population
in the Northwest would be made by the
policy which induced the manufactur-
ers of the east to regard the interests
of the west, and the farmers of the
west to give and take to assist the man-
ufacturers of the eastern provinces in
a policy which had contributed se much.
to bring happiness to the west.”

Speaking of the preferential tariff,
Mr. Fielding sald that if no step had
been taken in that direction till at one
fell swoop they could éstablish the
whole policy, no step would have been
taken forever. But in 1897-8 the basis
of the whole movement for preferential
trade of the Empire was laid because
Canada took that step. It was neces-
sary for somebody to make the first
step, and it was the determination of
the Laurier government that Canada
should be the Ieader of this movemaont.
The speaker went on to memtion the

Taking the question of the French
treaty, «Mr. Fielding-pointed out that
he only knew of one country whjch had
given ‘favored nation” treatment to
another without getting it back and
that country was Canada under Con-
servative rule, Much had been given
France and the only things received in
return were a few articles on the free
or preferred list. He told of Mr. Bro-
deur and himself recently negotiating
a treaty with France. Day after day
the Conservatives had questioned this
treaty, but ‘when the division was chal«
lenged only half a dozen voted against
the treaty. It had been confirmed by
the parliament of Canada and by the
chamber of ‘deputies in France. An
attack had been made upon it in the
French senate, it being alleged that the !
Canadian government had wmade too
good & bargain. The treaty was fair
to Canada and fair to France.
On the Crows Nest Pass railway grant
he nsked: “Who echloroformed” that
dear 2ld men, RKir Charles Tupper?

PARIS, Oct. 6 —Bacause of cholera
in St. Petershurg the newspapers have
been rather gruesome lately. They
have containad little save prominently
displayed statistics regardinig cholera’s
progress, with complicated directions
how to avoid the dreaded microbe. In
fact, this is. ieading tc most absurd
precautions being taken.

In. several ; Paris cafes. the waiter
brings with the coffee two or three
pieces of sugar carefully wrapped in
tisue paper to relieve the anxiety of |
nervous persons regarding the sugar's
clenaiiness. .'This latest mania is due
to what may be called microbophobia.
It is gayly ridiculed by Clement Vau-
tel, a writer. who has succeeded the
Jate Henri Harduin as
journalistic _guide,  philosopher
friend.

A gentleman, he says, recently asked
for a newspaper When it was handed
to him he drew back and asked in a
terrified whisper, “Is it sterilized?”

Then he insisted that the table be
‘washed with formal, also that the
waiter put on gloves to give him his
change, which he requested be previ-
ously given an antiseptic treatment.

“Yeou will see,” adds Mr. Vautel,
“that this kind "of thing will' end in
up to date restaurants serving their

We shall not dare
soon to eat anything or drink any-
thing, or even breathe. In fact, we
shall die of privation in order to live
according to the sacred precepts of hy-
giene. In the meantime people with
sense will continue to pay no atten-
tion to microbes and will live to reach

their ninetieth year.

GEAMAN INVAGION
TROUBLES LONDON

Note Telling of Sudden At-

tack Drafted—Loud Cry
for Warships

A MAGAZINE STORY

(Special Cable to New York Sun.) )
LONDON, Oct. 5.—War scares are sel-

dom at their most dangerous stage whe
they are most talked about. Real and
imminent peril, in England at any rate,
produces silence. At present the writer
is very far from saying that England
and Germany are on the verge of con-
flict. He merely desires to record the
fact that naval and military circles in
tHis country are in a state of nervous
dread of a sudden attack in the near
future by German armies.

1t is this fear, which of course would
under no circumstances be officially ad-
mitted but whizh undoubtedly exists,
that gives peculiar significance to one
of the most alarming admonitions ever
addressed to a naticn. This warning
appears-in the number of the National
Review just published. This sentence
alone is sufticiently appalling: "1t is
known to those who have rheir hands
on national secrets that a German dip-
lomatic circular to the Powers is al-
read drafted ‘announcing that Germany
has delivered her attack upon England
unexpectedly and in time of peace be-
cause a regsponsible” ofticer at the  Brit-
ish Admiralty had intimated- to all “and
sundry on innumerable Sccasions that
England would deliver Such an attack
upon the German navy, and supporting
the statement by the evidenez of ‘dip-
lomatists and parties whose word can-
rot be hastily rejected.”’

This statement, whether true or false,
is the most striking demonstration ever
made of the case with which casuistry
may at any moment furnish a plausible
casus belll. "To 'justify ‘the article
which bears the signature - “Tgnotus”
and which is strongly endorsed editori-
ally, there is of course a strong _con-
demnation of the present British naval
policy and an appeal for instant actidn
to avert if possible the supposed dan-
ger. Following are the concludmg para-
graphs of the article

“Just as victery over the British fleet
in the North Sea is the" objeutive of
German naval policy, so is-the destruc-
tion of the understanding between Eng-
land and Fronce the objsctive of Ger-
man diplomacy. Germany is determineg
to break down the entente cordiale and
estrange Emgland and France, as she
estranged France and Austria in the
critical years between 1865 and 187%.

“By keeping these apart she was.able
to defeat them in detail and to obtain
the hegemony of Europe. If any dis-
loyalty were shown by either Power to
the present understanding peace would
not be worth g day’s purchase. War
would be instant and inevitable. Nor
can it be denied that wome-mo=al-weak-

ening of the entente has already follow-

A LEPER GURE

New Brunswick doctors are wonder-
ing why so much fuss is being made
about the case of leprosy that was dis-
covered near Washington when, ac-
cording to Canadian standards, there
is no reason why he should not be
cured—that is, if his attack is as yet
only in the early stage.

A medical man states that govern-
ment heads of the health department
are oonvinced +hat leprosy can be
cured not by any single remedy, but
by a combination given in a systematic
manner. At the leper lazaretto at Tra-
cadie, in thls province, it is said that
at least two cures have taken place
during the last four years. ..

In each case the disease was combat-
ed in its early stage.

The first successful case was that of
a man who had what is known here as
hereditary leprosy.

Leprosy was brought to New Bruns-
wick originally by shipwrecked sailors.
During the last ten yeary, however, the
disease has been fairly well stamped
out, and now there are only fiftean
cases in the lazaretto. The last to ar-
rive was a woman, who registered in
1905. She had not inherited the disease
but was inoculated, apparently, while
attending a relative who died from it.
This leper had kept his affliction a
secret.

The woman, who then contracted the
disease, was given Dr. Smith’s treat-
ment, and he has reported to Ottawa
that she is virtually cured, although
he would keep her at least another
Yyear in the imstitution.

in which the citizens naturally take a
very deep interest.

Dr. Pugsley said: “The plan which 1
have given The Sun, and which I un~

derstand will be produced in tomor-
row’s issue, shows pretty clearly what

is proposed. The plan was prepared,

by Louis Coste, C. E., one of the engi-
neers of my department.

“It will be seen that Mr. Coste has
adopted the plan of Mr. Shewen, the
residemt engineer at St. John, for the
development of the West Side. As to
the channel entrance, however, he
thinks that it should be dredged to a
width of eight hundred feet. This plan,
as your readers will see, will, when
fully carried out, give thirteen addi-
tional berths for ocean steamers south
of Sand Point. Mr, Coste is of the
opinion that we should look forward to
extending the breakwater to Partridge
Island, in order to prevent the dredged
channel being filled in by silt. In an-
swer to the objection that the exten-
sion of this breakwater would increase
the rapidity of the current, he states
that if the channel is dredged out to
a width of eight hundred feet the ex-
tension of the breakwater would not
have this effect.

“The plan shows the proposed
dredged channel to Courtenay Bay,
and the opportunity on the city side
for-eleven berths, each seven hundred
feet in length, which would of course
accommodate the largest ocean steam-
ers, while in Mr. Coste’s opinion there
is opportunity in Courtenay Bay for
almost indefinite expansion.

“The providing of these facilities will
necessarily cost a good deal of money,
and the furnishing of them will take
considerable time, but with the great
development of the West, the early
completion of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific and the avowed determination of
that company, as well as the Canadian
Pacific, to bring the traffic of the West
to Canadian seaports, it will not be
long before the most extensive term-
inal facilities which can be provided at
St. John and other Maritime Province
ports will be taxed to' their full capac~
ity in the winter season.”

IN' GOLLISION

BRANTFORD, Oct. 6.—Three men
killed and two seriously injured is the
result of a head-on collision which oc-
curred this morning at Mount Vearnon,
a small place distant from here nearly
seven miles.

The barouche was met at the en-
trance by the Milltown . Brass Band,
and the 'spea.kers were conducted to
the platform.

OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 7.—An order in
council. has been passed giving to the
cdty of Vancouver a perpetual lease of
Stanley Parl; one of the finest natural
parks on thé “contiiént“and  famous
among tourists ‘al}' over the world.

The city has been negotiating with
the government for years with a view
to. securing control of the park, but
the .ehief difficulty has been over the
question of granting the lease to a

city and: the government.

It has now finally been decided by
the government that the city chould be
safely entrusted to assume sole con—
trol of the park-and keep it intact as
park property. A similar lease has
been granted tosthe city giving the
6ld admiralty resérve near Barnet as
a- city jall site.
