AUSTRIANS LOST
VERY HEAVLY

Used Up 10,000 Men
Per Day.

Petrograd, May 21, via London 12.-
45 p.m.—An official statement refer-
ring to the recent fighting in the Car-
pathian Mountains was issued hesa
to-day as follows:

“In the fighting of the past three
weeks since the beginning of the op-
erations of the enemy in the Carpath-
ians, their losses on May 10, May 11,
May 12, and May 13, during which the
fighting lost some of its inteénsity,
averaged 10,000 a day. On the other
seventeen days they were much heav-
er, especially during the period be-
tween May 16 and May 19, when they
amounted to several tens of thousands
daily.

“éertain regiments of the enemy
have been reduced to a single com-
pany. Their total losses during th:s
period, including 40,000 captured by
us, have undoubtedly reachegl to one-
fourth or perhaps one-third of their
total strength.

“The score of guns lost by the en-
emy in this fighting is as nothing
compared with their total number, but
it must be borne in mind that owing
to lack of horses and the scarcity of
projectiles—between two and three
million shells having been expended.
by the enemy during this period—the
enemy left behind on old positions
several -hundred guns.

trance ot sin acd its penalty, deatb,
brought gerious impairments, mental,
moral and physieal, to our race. It is
no longer natural to us to do right,
but contrariwise; as St.: Paul declar-
ed, “We cannot¢ do the things that we
would.” “In other words, we are con-
stitutionally defective, because of
mental disloyalty to God. Yet the
mind can rise to loftier heights than
it is able to :ft the body and its
functions. ‘Te¢ will is present with
me, but how to pertorm 1 know not.’
—Romans 7:14:25.

Many are grasping after this great
truth, and attempiing human up!lift
through eugenics, ete., but neverthe-
less imperfec‘ly appreciate what they
teach, failing to seec the matter from
the Bible.standpoint. The mind, the
will, the body. should k=2 entirely
submitted to the will of God. Thus
only can the highest good be possible.
This was God's requirement of our
first parents, In this they failed;
and in consequence mental, moral
and physical impairment have come
to us as a race. ‘‘All have sinned
and came short” of the glorious
standard whickh God estaklished.

The Bible divides the world into
two classes; the masg of sinners con-
demned by God and out of relation-
ship with Him; and tbhe few who
have, by covenant with the Lord,
come - back intc relationship with

im through the merit of Cbrist.
We shall first address tke world of
sinners, with the suggestion that,
while they cannot hope to lift them-
selves up to pesfection and everlast-
ing life, they can ac much toward the
uplit: of themselves and their chil-
dren by conforming to certain Scrip-
tural ideals, %The world already re-
cognizes this in considerable meas-
ure, tut not sufciently.

All should know, and do appre-
ciate to some extent, the value of a
good example, good training in the
family. The chila who continually
hears coarse, rude expressions in the
home wijll surety grow up not much
better than thkes surroundings, if
not worse. But while encouraging
high ideals in tue bome—cleanlinegs,
gentleness, kindness—we call speclal
attention to the duty of parents to-
ward their chifdren before their
birth. Few seem to realize that the
general attitude of a mother’s mind
pirthmarks pec child eitber for good
or for ill. With this fact recognized,
surely every couple wouls feel their
respongibility as creators of a family.

| It they realized that coarse, brutal,

selfish words, aets and ‘thoughts
would be improssed upor theiy un-
born child, surely they weuld strive
to avoid these nefore their child’s
pirth as well as after it. If they
realized that acble words, conduct,
thoughts and ideals, during the per-
iod of gestation would Le imprinted
upon their ckile, how greatly would
they strive to have children that
would be not only beautiful in ap-
pearance, but noble in character!

ciple; and wheu a racing mare is in
foal, her intel'igent owner, desiring
to breed a fine colt, will give the
mother every aitention. Her condi-
tion will be happiiying and comfort-
able.

1deal
homes, ideal children, ideal relation-
ships every way, are pre-eminently
their privilage and duty; and they
have much-advantage over others in
respect to this m:atter.

God will perceive the thoughts
and intents of their own hearts; and
they will have His blessing in pro-
portion as they are striving to be
Godlike.

The children of Christians should

This same thought is expressed by
Jesug, saying, ‘“Some have made
themselves eunuchs for the Kingdom
of Heaven’s sake’ (Matthew 10:12);
that is, have cenied themselves their
privilege and rights as human beings,
in order to render the better service
to the Lord. But such a matter is a
sacrifice, a 'privilege, and not, a com-
mand, uot an obligation. Whoever
chooses may sacrifice, and skould not
be criticized therefor. - Whoever pre-
fers rot to sacrifice should not be
criticized on that account. ~To his
own master each servant stands or
falls.

We must remember that the Bible
has no communrication whatever for
those who are not Christians. The
Christian businces man may to some
extent be copiedi by his neighbors.
But-his own resporsibility is the mat-
ter in which he is interested most.
A business man’s 1deal is the Golden
Rule. ‘Do unto others as you would
that they should do unto you,” ap-
plies to his buying, his selling, to his
dealing with hi¢ clerks and with his
customers. It includes his advertis-
ing, and the ideals which he sets be-
fore his clerks.

We believe that more and more the
Golden Rule is coming to be appre-
ciated by the jublic, and that those
who follow it will more and more re-
ceive a blessing. We de not mean
that it will make them richer than
their neighbors who may follow the
other rule sometimes quoted—Do
your neighbor as you believe he
would do you; hut do him first, be-
fore he can do you. But whether
following the Golden Rule shall
bring little success or much success,
the business man who has given his
heart to the Lord and become a son
of God must follow the Golden Rule.
He can do no less, though he is privi-
leged to do as much more as he
chooses in the way of benevolences.

A business man’s ideals should
have some bearing upon his manner
of doing business, as well as upon the
character of the stock he offers for
sale. The Christian business man’s
store should be known as a place
where trash aund injurious things
would not be found.

The true Christian is to remember
that nothing less than the Golden
Rule may be followed by him under
any circumstances. He must see to
it that his children, his chiakens, his
dogs, ete., do not disturb his neigh-
bors in their proper rights. The same
Golden Rule requires of him that he
shall do a neighbor’s part for any
one in distress, even as he would
have a neighbor do for him if he
were in trouble. ‘““Do good and lend,
hoping for notbinz again,” is to be
exemplified in the Christian, with the
understanding that he is not to-do
lending that would impair his own
credit, nor seriously interfere with
his own obligations to his family.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FMHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of availabie Dominioun land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicaut must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. FEntry.by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Ag~ncy), on certain counditions.

Dutie: —Six months residence upon and
cultivatiru of the land in each of three
years. A homestender may live within
pnine miles of his hcwmestead on a farm of
.at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
résidence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader 1in
gond standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead.” Price
3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. {'re-
emption patent may be obtained as soon a8
homestead patent, on certain conditious.

A settler who has exWausted his home-
steaG right may take a purchased home-
stead i» certain distriets. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—-Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land, Live stock may e substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions.

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THE SITUATION

Munitions, more munitions, and
then more munitions was the state-
ment a while back of Sir John French
regarding the greatest need of the
war and so it is proving. Additional
metal just now is of even more im-
portance for the allies than additional
men, for withcut a superabundant
supply those in the field cannot give
of their best or push home advantage.
Bravery does not count without the
material with which to give it effect;
a battery which cannot be continually
fed to the limit is very little better
than so much junk. It is difficult for
the average mind to grasp the magni-
tude of the mass of material which the
contending forces are daily hurling at
each other in this great war. Perhaps
the most cogent illustration is the fact
that at the battle of Neuve Chapelle
more of it was used than during the
whole period of the Boer war.

The fiercest of fierce fighting still
continues on the battle front in South
Poland and Galicia with the Russians
hard pressed and admittedly giving
ground. It is pointed out that the
Grand Duke Nicholas is prone to fav-
or orderly retreats for the purpose of
luring the foe further and further
from his base in order to introduce a
sudden offensive, but this thing looks
a good deal more than that. Unless
the troops of the Czar can keep the
tremendous forces now launched
against them completely busy, many |
more German masses will be let loose
for the fighting on the other fronts.

Wet weather still prevents opera-
tions of much moment both in Bel-
gium and Northern France and from
the Dardanelles there is nothing of
note.

At last it would seem to be a cer-
tainty that Italy will get into the fray,
not from a desire to help smash the
menacing and diabolical war machine
set up by the Kaiserites to crush and
dominate all other peoples, but for
the reason that Austria has refused
to cede all the territory demanded
from her as the price of non-partici-
pation. However, the inciting motive
doesn’t matter so long as it adds to
Germany’s job. The land of Garibaldi
has a well equipped army of over one
million men and a capital navy. That
the Kaiser and his war lerds attach
a great deal of importance to her all
round equipment is demonstrated by
their strenuous efforts to keep that
country out of the fray.

Meanwhile the great British navy
continues its largely silent, but
thoroughly effective task. In this re-
gard it is opportune to call to mind
the fact that a year ago the actual
tonnage of Germany’s merchant ship-
ping stood second in the world, and in
eight months the German flag has
been swept off the seas. This means
that the enemy’s mercantile marine,
which consisted of 2,388 steam and
sailing vessels, with a total tonnage 0.
nearly 5,500,000 has been paralyzed,
so that, apart from the fact that the
enemy’s food supply has been jeopard-
ized the income of the holders of
shares in many of the shipping com-
panies has been depleted almost to
vanishing point. This has already
been shown by the reports of some
German steamship companies for 1914,
and now the report of the Reederei
Aktiengesellschaft of Hamburg per-
mits of a comparison in the case of
sailings. The Reederei is the biggest
concern in Germany engaged in the
sailing ship trade, and formerly had
a wide connection, mainly in South
American ports. The outbreak of
hostilities brought the earning power
of the company to a complete end,
eleven vessels were captured or de-
tained by the Allies, while all those
on outward voyages are now lying
idle in neutral harbours. The gross
receipts slipped from 1,333,000 to
459,000 marks, and the net revenue,

after reducing the depreciation allow- !

ance from 614,500 to 110,900 marks,
comes out at 161,300 as compared
with 407,600 marks. The dividend is
scaled down from 12 to 4 per cent
with nothing at all in prospect for the

cers and about 200 men, and was
marched to Lens. Here a halt was
made, and I pointed out that as I was
wounded in the leg I could not march
any further. I was then taken on to
Douay in a motor, the remainder of
the prisoners following by road .(a
considerable distance).

“At Douay I was detained on the
square in front of the Hotel de Bille
with a sentry over me, and was sub-
jected to continual abuse and revile-
ment. On the arrival of the other
priscners we were all confined in a
large shed for the night. No food, ex-
cept a little provided by the French
Red Cross Society, was given, also no
straw, and we spent a terrible night
the men being obliged to walk about
all night to keep warm, as their great-
coats had been taken from them.

“On the 17th October, in the morn-
ing, the'French Red Cross people
gave us what they could in food, and
did their very best, in spite of opposi-
tion from the Germans. At about 2
p.m. on the same day we were all
marched off to the railway station,
being reviled at and cursed all the
way by German officers as well as by
German soldiers. One of our officers
was spat on by a German officer.
“At the station we were driven into
closed-in wagons, from which horses
had just been removed, fifty-two men
being crowded into the one in which
the other four officers and myself
were. So tight were we packed, that

there was only rcom for some of us
to sit down on the floor. This floor
was covered fully three inches deep
in fresh manure, and the stench was
almost asphyxiating. We were boxed
up in this foul wagon, with practically
no ventilaticn for thirty hours, with
no food, and no opportunity of at-
tending to purposes of nature. All
along the line we were cursed by of-
ficers and soldiers alike at the various
stations, and at Mons Bergen I was
pulled out in front of the wagon by
the order of the officer in charge of
the station, and, after cursing me in
filthy language for some ten minutes,
he ordered one of his soldiers to kick
me back into the wagon, which he
did, sending me sprawling into the
filthy mess at the bottam of the
wagon. I should like to mention here
that I am thoroughly conversant with
German, and understood everything
that weas said. Only at one station on
the road was any attempt made on the
part of German officers to interfere
and stop their men from cursing us.
This officer appeared to be sorry for
the sad plight in which we were in.
I should also like to mention that
two men of the German Guard also
appeared to be sympathetic and sorry
for us; but they were able to do-little
or nothing to protect us.

Up to this time I had managed to
retain my overcoat, but it was now

forcibly taken from me by an officer
at a few stations further on.

FIERCE FIGHTING

London, May 21.—Cabling from
Athens, the correspondent of the Reu- ‘
ter Telegram Company says fierce |
fighting is in progress near the neck \
of the Gallipoli peninsula. The big |
guns of the British Battleship Queen |
Elizabeth are being fired from the |
Gulf of Saros, thus assisting in the
allies attack. The Turks are being |
supported by the guns of the Sultan
Selim (formerly the German cruiser '
Goebin), which are being fired from |
the sea of Marmore. Turkish troops
from Aivili in Asia Minor are said
to have been transferred to ‘the Dar-
danelles.

Newspapers of Athens, the'corres-
pondent declares, say the British
authorities have increased to $10,000
the reward offered by them for in-
formation leading to the destruction
of the German submarine, the pres-
ence of which has been reported in
the Mediterranean.

ANALYSIS MADE ON PROGRESS
By Special Wire to the Courler.

London, May 20.—A two-column
analysis of the strategic situation,

written by its military correspondent
who has been at the western front, is
printed by the Times. The corres-
pondent expresses disappointment
that better preparations were not
made to meet the Austro-German
blow against the Russians in Galicia,
which was expected a month before
it occurred.

CANADIAN SOLDIERS
GET BALL OUTFITS

Ban Johnson Wires Mayor of
Toronto—Famous Players
to Autograph Balls.

Chicago, May 21—Famous ball play-
ers of the American League will be
asked to autograph some of the balls
which President Johnson will forward
among other paraphernalia tq the
Canadian soldiers in France, who
want to while away the intermissions
between battles in playing the Ameri-
can national game.

President Johnson said yesterday
the material he would provide will in-
clude in the first contingent five
gross of balls; fifty bats, six masks
and six catchers protectors, while six
sets of new uniforms will go later.

Mr. Johnson yesterday afternoon
sent the following telegram to Mayor
T. L. Church of Toronto:

“An appeal has been made to me
to provide a big assortment of base--
bal paraphernalia, consisting of balls,
bats, chest protectors and gloves, for
the use of the Canadian soldiers ni
France. I am prepared to arrange for
this donation. The American League
club owners and players will cheer-
fully make the contribution. Kindly
instruct me to whom I will send this
shipment if it is wanted.”

Reports reaching Chicago from
France indicate that baseball, intr-
duced among the French and British
soldiers by Canadian troops, is taking
a firm foothold back of the trenches.

A mass meeting of the nurses in To-
ronto was called at the same time.
PJlans were made and money sub-
scribed for carrying on Red Cross
work—for the hospitals and the,

room of the graduate nurses’ club
was given up gladly for the work and
a very busy place it is. When a hurry
call came to ‘the Women’s Patriotic
League for hospital night shirts, the
nurses supplied materials and made
500 in less than a week. 7

When surgical supplies in large

quantities became necessary,; it was
decided to continue the work under
the Women’s Patriotic League, the
Red Cross Society to furnish all ma-
terials, the nurses to make, sterlize and
pack all surgical dressings. The work
was then systematized, and is carried
on from g a.m. till to p.m., affording
social service nurses, school, public
health and pivate nurses an oppor-
tunity to give of ‘their time to the
work. The sterilizing is done at the
different hospitals—the Toronto G=n-

| equipment, doing the greater part.
| Two men are kept busy all day, seal-

shipment.

I am sorry I cannot give the quan-
tities made, but I know that thousands
of yards of surgical gauze for dress-
ings and cotton for bandages of all
sorts have been used.

Nurses in other places have also
been bgsy with the work.

SHOWS SPLENDID PROGRESS.

The Westérn University of London
has another good piece of news to
announce in the increase of its grant
by the City Council of London from
$10,000 to $15,000 for the coming year.
It is expected that this, aleng with
the intreased revenue in view from

-from other sources, will enable the

University to attain the full standing
of other universities in respect to the
recognition of all its degrees. There
have already been negotiations with
the Department of Education at To-
ronto with this practically assured as
the result. -

The recent financial progress of the
University has been mose gratifying.
The income for the Arts Department
for the year 1913-14 was $8800. For
the year 1914-15 just closing, it will
be about $19,000, while the income
for 1915-18 will be-not less than $30,-
000 for the Arts Department, and
about $75,000 for all the departments
of the University.

As a result of this, five more mem-
bers are being added to the staff of
the Arts Department, including men
of recognized prominence and schol-
arship. A good gymnasium has been
secured and a physical director is be-
ing appointed who is widely known
in athletic circles. New laboratories
in physics and biology are to be in-
ment those of the other departments
in a very satisfactory manner.

This magnificent addition to the re-
sources of Western Ontario’s univer-
sity, which is only the beginning of
still greater things, will provide for
the needs of the.many students of this
whole section of the province, with-
out taking them so far from home
and encountering heavier expenses.
There are already signs of increasing
interest in the various Collegiate In-
stitutes and High schools which will
turn a large number of students in the
next few years towards the Western,
where the authorities are determined
to build up a university of the high-
est grade. -

London Under The War Cloud |

BY SIR HENRY LUCY

London, May 21.—By one of _the
anomalies of life in the House of
Commons the Chancellon of the Ex-
chequer had a comparatively scanty
audience for the momentous speech
délivered by him recently. This was
probably due t6 the circumstance that
the resolution upon which it was
based was moved by an extreme party
man on the Opposition side, and was
a thinly disguised vote of censure up-
on the Government, zlleging criminal
failure to provide sufficiency of muni-
tions of war. Upon those who were
present the speech made a pr(_)found
impression. Passages in it intimated
that Mr. Lloyd George in his irresis-
tible Celtic manner had “got at” the
secret taciturn Secretary ~of State
for War, and convinced him of the
desirability of just for once taking the
nation into confidence upon matters
that vitally offect not only its welfare

ticulars,” said Mr. Lloyd George “af-
ter consultation with Lord Kitchener
and with his full authority.”

A SIXFOLD INCREASE

The result of the bold experiment,
immediately upon the House of
Commons and thereafter upon the.
country, has been so happy that it
may possibly be repeated through-
out subsequent developments of the
campaign. Briefly to summarize, it
disclosed for the first time the mag-
nitude of the task laid upon the gov-
ernment, showed that they were fully
alive to their responsibilities, and had
for months been engaged in grappling
with the difficulties besetting them.
Facts and figures set forth by the
chancellor revealed for the first time
the enormity of the operation going
forward night and day in the field of
France and Flanders. After eight
months of war the “miserable little
army” that excited the derision of
the Kaiser has been increased sixfold,
a force fully equipped and adequately
supplied with ammunition, every va-
cancy created by the German shot or
shell refilled.

As to ammunition the demand has
far exceeded the most lavish = esti-
mate. In a single sentence the
Chancellor realized the fact. Dur-
ing the fortnight of fighting in and
around Neuve Chapelle almost as
much ammunition was, he said, ex-
pended by our artillery as during
the whole of the two and three quar-
ter years of the Boer war. Not only
has the demand been fully supplied,
but there remains an adequate re-
serve. This has been established
and even maintained in view of the
stupendous increase in consumption,
Taking the figure 10 as representing
had
gone up to go in October. In Decem-
ber it was 156, in January 186, in
February 256; last month it ran up to
388 and there is no doubt that in
this month of May the increase will
correspond to the measure monthly
attained. Not only is this unexpected,
unparalleled demand on the part of
our own army fully met, assistance
is being liberally given to our allies.
This plain statement taken in con-
Junction with the remarkable influx
of recruits recorded during the past
fortnight, enables the country to
await with increased confidence the
1ssue of the titanic struggle forced
upon it by the maniacal ambition of
a single man, by an inscrutable Pro-
vidence placed in a position to whelm
the world in sorrow.

LESS MYSTERY DEMANDED

For once Lord Curzon of Kedle-
ston found himself in the rarely
happy position of expressing general
opinion whether in Parliament or the
country. The unusual happened in
the course of his speech in the House
of Lords on Tuesday when he insist-
ed upon observance by the Govern-
ment of more confidence and less
mystery in their communications re-
specting the course oif events con-
nected with the war. It is a remark-
able example of the innate patience
of the British public that through an
anxious epoch-making period of nine
months they have stood the ostrich-
like policy with respect to news dic-
tated from the War Office, There is
not, nor has there at any time been,
desire to insist on disclosure of de-
tails that might convey information
to the enemy. What plain people
cannot understand is the habitual
practice of withholding for weeks,
even months, particulars about a
particular engagement in the tield.

FOOLISH RETICENCE AND

DELAY.

The most recent though not the
most glaring example is provided in
dealing with the great battles at
Neuve Chapelle,, fought on the 10th
of March and the ‘two following days,
General French did not sit down to
write his despatch toll the s5th of
April. It was brought over by the
Prince of Wales and doubtless was
delivered to the War Office within 24
hours. Not to be out-done in de-
liberation, the War Office kept it n
hand for nine days before it was giv-
en to a nation hungering and thirst-
ing for news. Thus for a full month
(appropriately Lunar), particulars ot
a historic fight were withheld on the
specific ground of keeping the enemy
ignorant of particulars of an action
in which he had taken personal ani
prominent part. A month ago the

Kaiser and his General Staff knew as
much about Neuve Chapelle as Gen-

eral French could tell them.

MR. GADSTONE’S DEATH
No personal event of the war has
more sharply struck public imagin-
ation than the death in the trenches
of the grandson of Mr. Gladstone.
As yet little known throughout the
country, he had by his modesty, his
clear honesty of purpose and his na-
tural capacity become a prime favor-
ite on both sides of the House of
Commons It was a curious thing
that when starting for the front he
was possessed by the conviction that
he would “come back to Lochaber no
more.” The last time I saw him was
in the Lobby of the House of Com-
mons on the night before he started
for the front.

PEACE AT HOME
TILL WAR ENDS

An Appeal to Presbyterians in the
Dominion of Canada.

At the recent meeting of the Synod
of Alberta, about the middle of April,
thirty members of Synod, ministers
and elders, gathered at a meeting held
for the same purpose, organized for
the Province, and appointed a large
Committee of ministers and laymen.

These two Lommittees are in twa
of the largest Western FHome Mission
Provinces, and include well-known
picneers who have been active in fur-
thering Homne Mission work for a
generation. The Alberta Committee
has just issued a statement claiming
“the almost  complete elimination of
overlapping in that Province, through
the cc-operation of the Methodist and
Presbyterian Churches.”—and quoting
the report to the Synod of Alberta of
its Home Mission Convenor—“that
out of a total of six hundred preach-
ing points under the care of his Com-
mittee, there is cverlapping with the
Methodist Church in only twenty-one
cases.”

Still further, there has been recently
| organized a “Woman’s League for the
Preservaticn of the Presbyterian
' Church in Canada.”

All these are in

addition to the

General Orghnisation, with its Com-
mittee of over six hundred ministers
and elders. The General Committee
represents the more than fifty thou-
sand who voted against terminating
our own Church organization, and as
many of the non-voting half of our
church as.may prefer to remain in 1t.

These tens of thousands believe in
unity with all true Christians; but
they believe that where there is not

room for two churches, it is better
for the people to worship together, 1n
connection with one or other of the
existing denominations than attempt
to compel the whole church into a
new church organization. They be-
lieve that it is not best to give up the
Presbyterian system, with its scrip-
turalness, freedom and efficiency, for
a system so greatly inferior as that
of the basis of union, and they have
declared their purpose not to be shar-
ers in such a step.

All these things show that pres-
sure can only create unrest and dis-
union in our own church.

But the, object of this writing is not
to urge that the : assembly should
adopt either report, but to suggest
that, on account of- war conditions,
wholly unforseen by last assembly,

both the majority and the minority re-
ports presented to this assembly be
referred to the following assembly in
1916. That assembly can deal with
these reports in the light of condi-
tions then existing.

The great body of the best people
in both political parties have been
strongly opposed to a war election;
and when our Empire is in a strug-
gle for life, when so many members
of our church are absent at the front,
when our families are in anxiety and
bereavement, and sore sorrow all over
our land, when even the negotiations
for reunion between the two great
Presbyterian churches in Scotland
have been entirely discontinued dur-
ing the war, when no true interest can
suffer by referring these two reports
to the following assembly, would it
not be unwise, unworthy, unpatriotic,
strangely lacking in sympathy with
the one tremendous issue, to force a
needless vote which can only bring
division and strife. If contention must
come within, let it be deferred till
the war without is ended.
