CONCENTRATED GOVERNMENT
WLL FOLLOW WAR IN FRANCE

Declares Premier Briand, Who Looks
For Revision, Remoulding and Re-
Adaption of PresentPolitical Methods

i’n That Country

By Courier Leased Wire.

Paris, Oct. 17.—The remoulding
of French political méthods after the
war resulting in a concentration of
government, is predicted by Premier
Briand, according to a conversation
the premier has had with friends
which is recapitulated in The Figaro
by Alfred Capus, the dramatist and
member of the French Academy. M.
Capus quotes the premier as saying:

“I do not pretend to do more than
sketch the main outline. As the re-
sult of lessons which it cannot escape
I believe our country will resume in-
stinctively the notion of direct coun-
cil and authority. There will be this
difference, that while under past
regimes this autherity was imposed
upon it historically and by custom,
to-day it is the country itself which
demands it from its e
sentatives as well}
and concentrated ]
business.

“You understand I am not speak-
ing for myself. I am thinking of the

next group of politicians who will be

in pewer. They are bound to come on
the scene with a fresh outlook and
less bound by opinions and doctrines
and will submit themselves more
easily to experience. Our present
political methods are not at all dam-
aged by the war. They simply require
to be revised, remoulded and re-
adapted. I am convinced for example
that the spirit born of the war is
about to clash with the spirit of
parochialism, and that it will break
it. There will be substituted the no-
tion of public welfare =~ which has
been lost in what one might call the
pulverization of effors. What will be
wanted will be the concentration of
efforts in the general interest.

“In my opinion the need of to-
morrow is to concentrate instead of
dispense, and you cannot imagine
with what good will universal suf-
ferage will accept these principles.
I believe it ready to do so now. The
war has put it in a state of receptiv-
ity, and it remains only to speak to
it clearly and frankly and to awaken
it to a full realization of its own con-

dition.”

London, Oct. 17.—Vice-Admiral
Fournet, commander of the Anglo-
French fleet in the Mediterranean,
has handed the Greek government a
new note of an extremely grave char-
acter, says a despatch to the Ex-
change Telegraph Company, from
Athens, dated yesterdty.

Following the presentation of the
note King Constantine, it is added,
came to the capital in haste from
the royal residence at Tatoi.

course of action here, such as advo-
cated some time ago by W. F. Cock-
shutt, the local M.P. No animosity
was felt against the established re-
tail dealers of the city, but only
hucksters who came to the market
and bought up goods from regular
dealers for selling at a much highar
price. The co-operation of the mar-
ket officials and of the police depart-
ment had been assured the commit-
tee in the matter of

Reid Street Closing

The matter of the proposed closing
of Reid 'street was introduced once
more by Ald. Ward, who pointed out
that already the city had gone too
far to retrace its steps in the matter
which evolved into a question of the
right of any private corporation io
have a thoroughfare closed. The
example of Jex street was pointed
out, the closing of which had been
forbidden at Osgoode Hall.

Conveyance of Land.

The closing. of Reid street, how-
ever, gave temporary possession LO
the Dominion Steel Products Co. of
a strip of land some 50 feet wide by
700 long. Ald. Ward considered that
a definite understanding should be
reached as to whether such convey-
ances were to be made by the city
free of charge.

Mayor Bowlby held that the by-
law made no provision for the con-
veyance of the land to the company,
but concerned the closing of the
street only. Mr. W. S. Brewster, re-
presenting the company, pointed out
however, that in the original motion,
as made by the manufacturers’ com-
mittee, the conveyance of the land
was stipulated,

Ald. Pitcher considered that too
much delay had already been en-
countered in the matter, and that
the city should not hesitate te con-
vey the land to the Steel Produce
Company. The protest of Mr. R. J.
Wallace against the closing of the
street should have no weight, as his
property was some distance from

that thoroughfare.

Mayor Bowlby stated that in the
case of the closing of the street,
Mr. Wallace might resort to arbitia-
tion, involving the city in a law suit.

RETIRES FROM POST

Acting upon the advice of his phy-
sician Mr. N. S. Dunlop, tax and in- |
surance commissioner of the C.P.R.|
has decided to take a prolonged rest.
Mr. Dunlop has been in the service of
the company for 29 years. He joined
the latter in 1888 at Toronto. The
vear afterwards he was appointed tax
adjuster. In these capacities Mr. t
Dunlop did excellent work. As claims
adjuster he won the regard not only
of the executive, but of the public as
well, above all things a man of prob-
ity, and would only do what was fair
and equitable. :

In 1914 he was appointed  insur-
ance and tax commissioner, giving to
these duties his whole time. This
was rendered imperative by the
growth of the C. P. R. property,
which required, from the tax and in-
surance point of view, the utmost
care.

Mr. Dunlop .may be said to be the
father of Safety First on the Cana-
dian railways; and .nto this work
he threw himself with splendid en-
thusiasm—doing much to popular-
ize the movement. As far as the out-
side public is concerned, he is best
known as the creator of the floral
department of the C. P. R. He be-
lgan' in 1899 to save flower seeds
from his own garden; and conceived
the idea of spreading the cult of
flowers over the system. He was a
flower, nature and book lover; and
the work was congenial to him. He
sent out seeds and bulbs to the
agents and others along the system:
and soon from ocean to ocean, the
plots in front of hundreds of sta-
tions were ablaze with flowers. He
gave prizes; and labored in every
way to make this feature notable.
In this he succeeded abundantly, and
to-day the C. P. R. from coast to
coast, has its innumerable garden
plots, which owed their existence to
Mr. Dunlop’s solicitude.

Mr. Dunlop is a member of the
New York State Stenographic Asso-
ciation, one of the oldest and largest
associations of shorthand men in the
world; but his brochure, “What the
Flowers Tell Us,” and his work of
love in adorning the C.P.R. in its
physical aspects, with floral beauty,
will be Mr. Dunlop’s best recognition
in connection with his long service
with the C. P. R.
