(0AL MINERS STRIKE

President McBride Does’ Not Fear
Canadian Competition in Coal.

COAL PRODYCTION SUSPENDED

In Pittsburg District Alone Nearly 20,000
Coal Miners Are Standing Idle—
The Strike Already Gives Ap-
pearance of Being a
Success.

CorumBus, Qhio, April 21.—The great
strike among the coal miners went into
effect to-day at noon, according to the
decree issued recently by the United Mine
Workers.

President McBride of the United Mine
Workers gives the following statement of
the number of miners that are out and
their distribution among the states:

Pennsylvania, 50,000; Ohio, 26,000;
Iowa, 5,000; West Virginia, 6,000; Ten-
nessee and Kentucky, 5,000; Missouri,
8,000; Alabama, 8,000; Colorado, 4,000;
Indian Territory, 2,000. The total is
182,000.

Corumsus, O., April 28.—President Mo-
Bride, of the National Miners’Association,
has received many requests for informa-
tion from local assemblies, asking him if
the local operators accede to the terms of
the strikers ' what they shall do. In an-
swer McBride says: *‘ The fight for living
wages is a general fight and no local settle-
ments will “be authorized or recognized.
Until 'a general settlement has been de-
clared the following rule must be obeyed
by all miners in all localities: ‘ As ordered
by the national convention, coal must not
be loaded at any price or for any pnrpose,
but where companies want engines run,
water haunled, timber or any other kind of
repair work done it will be petmitted pro-
vided wages are on account the scale de-
manded by the convention.’”

These questions touch
in this strike upon which the lead-
ers base their hope of success ;
that is the working of the whole as a unit.
In former strikes they have found that per-
mitting the mines of one district to resume
operations as soon as the local operators
agree to pay the scale helped to supply the
coal demand and injured the chances of
their brother miners in other districts to
win their fight. The result of this strike
probably depends upon the managers of it
to enforce this order and prevent the
miners going to work where there is dis-
pite as to wages, Mr. McBride gave out
thy following telegram from the president
of the American Federation of Labor:
Newy York, April 21.—Executive Council,
Amédrican Federation of Labor in session,
sem?s fraternal greetings and express sin-
cer¢)sympathy with the movement to in-
sure| fair conditions and some degree of
justice for miners, If in any way we can
cc-operate to make the effort successful we
arefat your service. (Signed) SAMuEL GoM-
PERS.
President McBride said he did not think
there was any considerable coal mined
ahead compared with the amount of con-
sumption, and stopping the mines would
result very quickly in a fuel stringency
that wonld force a settlement of the ques-
tion at issue. He said he did not fear that
coal from Canada would come in to take
the place of American coal during the
strike. Indeed, he laughed at the sugges-
vion. ‘‘To give you anidea of the small
figure the much-talked of Nova Scotia
mines cut in the market,” said he. *'let
me tell you that theie are five counties in
Ohio any one of which produces more
coal yearly than all the Nova Scotia mines
combined.

Tre headquarters of the United Mine
workers are closed to-day. President Me-
Bride said he had received no significant
despatches since, but would have interest-
ing reports to-day. He reports the strike
an unqualified-success,

Prerssune, April 23, —Between 17,000
and 19,000 miners inthe Pittsburg district
are idle and the production of coal prac-
tically suspended.

HentingTon, Pa., April 23.—All the
miners in the Huntington and Broad Top
regions are at work except those on the
Shoups Run branch who stopped work on
Saturday. These miners and those on the
six-mile run and Sandy Run branches,
which includes all the operatives number-
ing 500 in the Huntington and Broad Top
regions, have signified their intention to
work as usual. Despatches from Cumber-
land say that the miners there were work-
ing and will continue till Thursday next
when a mass meeting will be held to de-
termine whether they will enter upon a
general strike,

The Great Northern Strike,

MivxeAPOLIS, April 23, —A sensational
feature of President Deb’s address to the
American Union railway union meeting
on Saturday night was his attack upon
Judge Jenkins, in which he said: ‘“Jen-
kins is the most corrupt scoundrel that
was ever outside of vrison walls. He is a
man whose whole life, both public and
private, is rotten to the very core, and I
stand prepared to prove it too. Jenkins is
a disgrace to the bench upon which he sits
and to the people who elevated him to the
position,” Despatches from Barnesville,
Willmar, St. Cloud'and Crookston show
that no attempt was made by the strikers
to impede traffic. Traffic, as far as Minne-
gota is concerned, was resumed to-day.

Serious Accident on the Grand Trupk.

LancasTer, N.H., April 23.—A serious
accident occurred on the Grand Trunk
railway Saturday night when a freight
train ran into a washed out bridge over
Nulhegan river, near Wenlock station, five
miles above North Stratford. The engineer
was killed and the fireman badly injured,
while the engine was wrecked and several
cars demolished, Rain has fallen during
the past two days, which, with the melting
snow has made the water very high in the
Connecticut and smaller rivers, and large
washouts are reported on the Maine Cen-
tral railroad near West Stewariston and
on the Grand Trunk between North Strat-
ford and Beattie.

In fact, it was known among French
connoissenrs as the dignified but, some-
what too ceremonious daughter of the
queen-like minuet. which owed its name
of “‘menuet de la Cour” to the fascinat-
ingly graceful manner in which it was
executed by the yvoung Queen Marie
Antoinette.

It will thus be obvious that, although
the Germans are passionately fond of
dancing and in many cases are more ac-
complished experts on the light fantas-
tic toe than the French, they can
scarcely lay claim to " having invented
any dance of exceptional beauty or in-
genuity or of universal acceptance. This
statetnent will naturally be immediate-
iy traversed by sympathizers with the
Fatherland, who will not fail to allej
that the very word ‘‘waltz” is an ab-
breviation of the German ‘‘walzed,”
from ‘‘walzen,” to roll, akin to our
“welter.” It may at once be admitted
that the waltz has long been a national
dance in Germany, and it is said on.
very doubtful authority to have origi-
nated in Bohemia, and to have been
thence brought into the Fatherland;
still, on the other hand, there exists a

eat body of evidence to show that it
is neither a Teutonic nor a Czech dance,
and that in the twelfth century it was
familiarly known in the south of France
under the name of *‘volta,” literally sig-
nifying in the Provencal dialect what
we should vulgarly term a ‘' wheel-
about” or ‘‘ merry-go-round.” The
‘‘yolta” was danced to vocal music, the
songs sung while the cou les gyrated
being called “balladas.” In the rei
of Louis VIl it was brought to Paris,
and it remained a favorite until late in
sixteenth century. It was then taken
up by the Germaus, who, by a happy
coincidence, found that their tongue
contained in the word ‘‘walzer” a term
which could be at once made convert-
ible with the Provencal ‘‘volta.” The
enormous popularity of the waltz be-
yond the Rhine was probably due to the
circumstance of the Germans being not
only a mausical people but more learn-
edly and mathematically musical than
any other nation.

No secret marriage, if not disclosed to
the piaintiff would be a defence in this
action if the defendant had promised
afterward to marry the plaintiff or had re-
peated afterward & previously made prom-
ise.

In estimating damages the jury must
cdhsider all the facts in evidence as to the
relations between the parties up to the
breaking of the promise, the prospective,
pecuniary and social advantages to the
plaintiff from such marriage, the injury to
the plaintiff's feelings and reputation by
its violation, the manner and ciroum-
stances of its violation, and the suffering
of the plaintiff caused thereby and its
effects upon her means of earning a liveli-
hood in the future; and théjury is also to
take into consideration the wrong com-
mitted by the defendant aud may award
exemplary damages as well.

The Wonderful Temples at Balbec.

These temples in Syria, about which
so much has been said and heard, stand
upon an attificial platform: rising about
thirty feet above the level of the sur-
rounding plain. In some respects the
foundation is like that of Solomon’s
Temple. This fact has led some to as-
cribe the work to David. Even to this day
the ruins are grand in their immensity,
like those of the Coliseum at Rome. At
one place in the foundation, at the height
of about 20 feet, there are three im-
mense stones, each measuring 63 feet
long, 15 feet wide and 18 feet thick. How
these stones were quarried, transported
and raised into place is in the category
of the lost arts. On top of this platform
of masonry stand the Temples of Balbec
(three of them)—the Temple of thod‘iun,
the Temple or Jupiter, and the Great
Circular Temple. The first was 200 feet
long. 160 feet wide, and was surrounded
by %orinthian columns 75 feet high and
7' feet 8 inches each in diameter at the
base. The cap-stones were each 15 feet
square, and reached from one column to
the other. Six of these columns are
still standing. The Temple of Jupiter
is almost perfect, even in its ruins. 1t
is a most magnificent and imposing
structure. Its oupside dimensions being
230x120 feef. )

Some Big Trees.

The big tree is surpassed in size only
by the eucalyptus of Australia, while
the redwood may claim the honor of be-
ing the third ‘largesf tree in the world.
The largest known redwood is 366 feet
in height and twenty feet in diameter.
The big tree ins & greater di ter,
but does mot reach a proportionately
greater height. Thus there are big trees
recorded having & diameter of forty-one
feet, but we haye seen none mentioned
as being over feet in height.

The height of the largest known eu-
calyptus tree is stated to be 470 feet, but
the diameter- is only twenty-seven feet.
So while taller than the largest big tree,
if their proportions are the same, the
California tree has about twice the bulk
of the one which grows in Australia.—

ORIGIN OF DANCES:

France Produced the Waltz, Though Ger-
many Has Always Claimed It.

The ‘ contredanse.” is notling more
nor less than the old English country
dance, which was imporiea Lo » riuce
at the epoch ef the. Rezency during the
minority of Louis XV. Itis true that
the French, while they admit the impor-
tation of this dance from Perfidious
Albion, maintain that it was brought in-
to England shortly after the Norman
Conquest, and that it rapidly spread
from ‘our shores to Italy, to Germany
and even to Holland, the last asseraon
being demonstrated by the fact that a
rollection of Dutch country dances was
published at Amsterdam in 1688. The
iively Gaul, when he did adopt the
dance, proceeded to elaborate and refine
it, dividing.it into four special figures,
called respectively the * Pantalon,”
“I'Ege,” the “‘Poule,” the “pastorelle,” or
“Trenitz,” and the * Finale,” which
sometimes took the form of a galop.

The ‘' Lancers,” again, is unquestiona-
bly a British dance of comparatively
modern invention, and was not intro-
Auced into France nntil late in the reign
of Louis Philippe. at which period our
English Lancers had temporarily fallen
into desuetude; but this most charming
itemin the code of Terpsichore has,
within recent years, regained its former
popularity in its native land. The ga-
votte, on the other hand, is purely a
French dance, and takes its name from
a district called the ‘‘Paysdes Gavotes,’
near Grap, in Province.  One hfindred
and twenty years ago the gavotte was
only danced in theatrical ballets in
France. and by choregraphic artists of
the highest standing. It presented many
points of resemblance to the minuet, or
“menuet,” being a sliding, slow postur-
ing figure, full of stateliness. but just a
little stiff and “‘standoffish,'in movement
In fact, it was known among French
connoisseurs as the dignified but some-
what too ceremonious daughter of the
queen-like minuet. which owed its name
of “menuet de la Cour” to the fascinat-
ingly graceful manner in which it was
exccuted by the voung Queen Marie
Antoinette. That unfortunate sove
reign  made the gavotte fashiona
ble in French society, ~ where,
oddly enough, it had for a time a for-
midable rival in a dance entitled ‘La
Cosaque.” Al these pretty and amiable
varieties of the poetry of motion were
destined to be swept into temporary
ruin and oblivion by the atrocious *‘Car-
magnole,” the blood-thirsty saraband of
the Furies of the Guillotine.

It will thus be obvious that, although
the Germans are passionately fond of
dancing and in many cases are more ac-
complished experts on the light fantas-
tic toe than the French, they can
scarcely lay claim to having invented
any dance of exceptional. beauty or in
genuity or of universal acceptance. This
statement will naturally be immediate
iy traversed by sympathizers with the
Fatherland, who will not fail to allege
that the.very word ‘“‘waltz" is anab
breviation of the German ‘‘walzed,”
from ‘‘walzen,” to roll, akin to our
“welter.” It may at once be admitted
that the waltz has long been a national
dance in Germany,

and it is said on |

|

very doubtful authority to have origi- |

nated in Bohemia, and to have been
thence brought into the Fatherland;
still, on the other hand, there exists 2
great body of evidence to show that it
is neither a Teutonic nor a C'zech dance,
and that in the twelfth century it was
familiarly known in the south of France
under the name of *‘volta,"” literally sig-
nifying in _the Provencal dialect what
we should vulgarly term a ** wheel-
about ” or ‘* merry-go-round.” The
“yolta” was danced to vocal music, the
songs sung while the couples gyrated
being called “‘balladas.” In the reign
of Louis VIL it was brought to Paris,
and it remained a favorite until late in
gixteenth century. It was then taken
up by the Germans, who, by a happy
coincidence, found that their tongue
contained in the word *‘walzer” a term
which could be at once made convert-
ible with the Provencal ‘‘volta,” The
enormous popularity of the waltz be
yond the Rhine was probably due to the
circumstance of the Germans being not
only a musical people but more learn-
edly and mathematically musical than
any other nation

Destroying Insects.

The Ohio press bulletin calls attention
to the experiments with lights to destroy
insects. Bach trap consisted simply of
2 common lantern set in a pan of water
whose surface had a thin film of kero
sene upon it to facilitate the destruction
of the insects caught. The lanterns
were kept burning every night until
October 15, 1839, or until no more insects
were attracted. The captured insects
were taken from the pans every morn
ing and placed in_alcohol, those from
each lantern being kept separate. From
July 17th to August 18, 1889, there were
captured by the aid of these lamps 601
adults of the tent caterpillar, and of
these 513 were males-and 88 females.
Of the adults of the two species of cat
worms, there were captured in the case
of one 2,240 males and 142 females,
and in the other 22 males and 9 femnales.
Of the May beetles, the parents of the
white grub, in 1889, 207 males and 37
females, and in 1892, 230 males and 15
females, This great preponderance of
the males over the females has also been
noticed in every other species of the
trap-lantern aterial which has been
studied of whatever order. The con
clusion is that males enough are left for
procreative purposes, and so faw_feumles
are caught.that the lantern is prac-
tically of little value as an insect des-
troyer.

The entering of the case created a pro-
found sensation not only in Washington,
bat throughout the entire country, when
Miss Madeiine V. Pollard chargel Con-
gressman Breckinridge of Kentucky with
betrayal and breach of promise of marri-
age. Owing tothe distingnished charac
ter of the defendent and the hitherto spot-
legs character of the young woman herself,
the public was taken entirely by surprise,
and not since the day General Dan Sickles
shot Philip Barton Key ~had Washington
society been so stirred.

Of course the case of Senator Conkling
and Kate Chase Sprague caused a good
denl of excitement when it was first sprung
upon the public, and the scandalous con-
duct of the young wife of the late Senator
Christiancy created considerable righteous
indignation. Senator Sumner was also the
victim of an unfortunave marriage, which
embittered his life, grieved his triends and
shocked society. But all these things hap-
pened long ago, and are now nearly forgot-
ten. In more recent years a woman nam-
ed Raymond brought suit against Senator
Ben Hill of Georgia, who was then one of
the leaders of the Democratic party.

The value of the
country p:&)er to its subscribers is not to
be reckoned by a comparison of cost with
city papers, but by considering whether
it fulfills its mission of gathering local
news and advocating I interests satis-
factorily. :

If the paper of an ordinary country
town has a clearly defined and useful
field in which it gives value for its cost,
much more so has the paper published
in a pioneer town; one whose wth,
if not its very existence, depends upon
its being kept prominently and favor-
ably before the public. It is far more
than ordinarily important that its news
should be chronicled in such shape
that it will be widely read, understood
and believed, and that its interests will
be advocated with a single eye to its
welfare and with all possible ability
and vigor. The  newspaper of a
town is its outward manifestation. It
is what those who have not seen the
place will judge it by and will form
their impressions of it from.” If it is
bright, newsy and vigorous it will
create a favorable impression and out-
giders may size up the town and country
as better than they look and will have
confidence in them accordingly.

So much as to the value of a news-
paper to the community at large. Its
ralue to subscribers need not be dwelt
upon, as that is to a great extent self
evident. Every person wants to hear
the news. It is to his interest that he
should know what is going on around
him. To find this out men gather in
shops, stores and hotels, or travel miles
and miles to each other’s houses
ard spend hours in discussing a tenth
part of the interesting items they
would find in each issue of a well con-
ducted local paper; which would not oc-
cupy ten minutes to read. The man
who reads and keeps posted has a great
advantage over the man who does not.

While the value of a subscription j&
almost self-evident, in bulk of paper 1f
nothing else, the value of newspaper ad-
vertising is not so clear. To many busi-
ness men it seems like paying out money
for nothing to keep a notice of their busi-
ness in the columns of the paper. The
value of an advertisement varies with
circumstances. But it may be taken as
a general principal that a business an-
nouncementis of like value to the putt
ing up of a prominent sign, the erection of
attractive premises or the occupation of a
good stand. 1t would not pay a peanut
dealer to occupy premuises or a situation
such as would be necessary for the dry
goods merchant; and just so one line of

As every one knows, it is the business
of a newspaper to collect and distribute
news. If this statement coveréd the

Wy reason of the supporting
power of the thousands, hundreds of
thousands or millions of people within
the range of its influence—which is not
only the city in which it is published
but the towns and country districts
transacting business with it and
therefore interested in its affairs, as
the city is interested in the affairs of |
those with whom it deals—is enabled to
give incomparably more news for less
money than the paper which, not having |
80 large a field, and therefore a smaller
support, cannot avail itself of the same
wholesale means of collecting news or ’
the labor saving appliances which allow
the reproduction of that news at the
lowest possible cost. ‘
But just as the news of one city and |
its surroundings is not what chiefly
interests another city of like size with
its surroundings—which therefore sup-
ports a paper or set of papers—
80 the news that is furnished by the
city paper is not the news that the
resident of a country town chiefly wishes
to hear. It is of greater and more
immediate importance to him to know
even the minor events that are occur-
ring in his own neighborhood than to
know those that occur in the far off
city, or other country place. Thisnews
he can not get in the city paper, and
the necessity for.its supply is the cause
of the existence of the country news-
I:mper. To supply the news of the
ocality fully and fairly is the business
of the country paper and if it does that
it gives as good value for. its cost as the
city paper does, although the amount
of news given and the importance
of the events noted are not nearly
so great. It would be as un-
reasonable to ask from a country paper
the quantity of reading matter and news
that is found in'a city paper for the
same price as it would be to expect nails
to be made at the blacksmith shop as
cheaply as they are turned out at the
factory. Iron work that can be made ata
factory can be made much more cheaply
than in & blacksmith shop, but some
kinds of work must be done at the
blacksmith shop and the necessity for
that work is such as to warrant the pay- |
ment of prices far hjgher than would be
paid for a like amount of factory
work.

N suppose that it is necessary,
to lower the balloon, it is needful to
wind in all the wire rope that has been
paid out from the reels? Nosuch thing.
The balloon is brought to earthin a
much more expeditions manner.

A longsstout pole, in the middle of
which is a pulley wheel, is laid across
the rope. Half a dozen men seize the
pole and run it along the rope, and their
weight soon brings the balloon down to
the ground. Passengers can then be
carried on, and then the men run the
pole bagk—apd up shoots the balloon
again m: Wndreds of feet intothe
air, withonthaving been away from its
exalted pqgition more than a few min-
utes.

But it is' not necessary to lower the
balloon in this or any other way when-
ever it is required that messages should
be exchanged between those below and
those above. There are various contri
vances for doing this. Sometimes, for
instance, a wire is attached, through
which messages can be sent to a tele-
phone. Another plan is to send mes-
sages down the wire cable. A little
wire hook is fastened around the cable
and the letter or paper, weighed down
with a small sandbag, is sent fluttering
down. The human voice, it may also
be added, can be heard both from a
considerable height and depth, so that
verbal communication is not difficult if
there is no wind.—New York Times.

it with a veil or shawl, to conceal one
part of her face and to reveal another,
| the art of coiffure was invented.—Har-

| The Wonderful Temples at Balbec.
| These temples in Syria, about which
| so much has been said and heard, stand
| upon an artificial platform rising about
thirty feet above the level of the sur
rounding plain. In some respects the
| foundation is like that of Solomon's
Temple. This fact has led some to as
cribe the work to David. Even to this day

| the ruins are grand in their immensity,

like those of the Coliseum at Rome. At
one place in the foundation, at the height
of about 20 feet, there are three im-
mense stones, each measuring 63 feet
long, 15 feet wide and 13 feet thick. How
$hese stones were quarried, transported
and raised into place is in the category
of the lost arts. On top of this platform
! of anasonry stand the Temples of Balbec

(thiree of them)—the Temple of the Sun,
| the Temple or Jupiter, and the Gireat
| Circular Temple. The first was 290 feet
| long. 160 feet wide, and was surrounded
| by Corinthian columns 75 feet high and
| 7'feet 8 inches each in diameter at the
| base. The cap-stones were each 15 feet
| square, and reached from one column to
‘ the other. Six of these columns are
| still standing. The Temple of Jupiter
| is almost perfect, even in its ruins. 1t
is a most magnificent and imposing
| structure. Its outside dimensions being
| 230x120 feet.
| Some Big Trees.
| 'The big tree is surpassed in size only
| by the eucalyptus of Australia, while
| the redwood may claim the honor of be

ing the third largest tree in the world.

The largest known redwood is 366 feet
| in height and twenty feet in diameter.
| The big tree attains a greater diameter,
| but does not reach a proportionately

greater height. Thius there are big trees
| recorded having a diameter of forty-one
‘ feet, but we have seen none mentioned
| as being over 400 feet in height.

The height of the largest known eu
calyptus tree is stated to be 470 feet, but
the diameter is only twenty seven feet.
So while taller than the largest big tree,
if their proportions are the same, the
California tree has about twice the bulk
of the one which grows in Australia.—

The south Polar region, unlike the north-
ern, is siirounded by a waste of wild seas
and lies thonsands of miles away from any
inh ibited land.

The Auntartic was entirely unknown to
the ancients, and to the early navigators
of modern Europe and America. A .the-
ory, it ir true, prevailed among old geogra-
phers that a great continent existed around
the sonth pole. This they named the
Terra Australis Incognita. The anknown
land is supposed to extend as far north as

| 40 degrees sonth.

The govervor of Peru in 1567 sent an ex-

| pedition in search of the ‘*Auntarctic conti-
| nent.” Several expeditions followed, but

all proved unsuceesstul,

Finaliy the famous Capt. Cook, after a

series of extensive cruisinge in high south-
ern latitudes, between 1768 and 1775, suc-
ceeded in circumnavigating the earth and
thus proved that if extensive land existed
it must be very far to the gouth. The
highest latitude he reached was 71 degrees,
10 minutes, After Capt. Cook’s vigorous
search the geographers, disgusted that na-
ture should have failed to evenly distribute
the land musses, scratched from their
charts the: mythical Terra Astralis Incog-
nita. -
Messrs. Euderly & Co., of London, early
in this century revived the interest in the
southern seas by sending whaling and seal-
ing fleets to these unknown regions. The
captains had special instructions to make
discoveries in high southern latitudes. In
Fevrua'y, 1831, the land known as Ender-
ly Land was discovered by Capt. Briscoe,
one of the sailing masters, He did not,
however, get nearer to it than an esti-
ma‘ed distance of from twenty to thirty
willes,

shrrounded by a vast area of open sea, the

r'is afforded a very extensive surface for
turation.

The Antarctic icebergs vary in size and
shape, but some have been seen more than
fen miles long. It is thé” accumulation of
these massive bergs that forms the great
southern ice barrier. The ice not being
fland-locked, as in the northern seas, there
is much less floe or field ice,

Various observations ‘in atmospheric
temperature in the Autarctic have shown
that during the summer it is colder there
than in the Arctic® .

Neither man, nor any forms of land lifi
animal or vegetable, have as yet belo?,hma\
south of the Antarotic circle. Tie tem
perature there is at or near 32 degrees in
vhe warme:t p.at of the year. I therefore
hardly expect to find even an isolated tribe

In 1833 Capt. Kemp, in asailing schooner,
sighted a neck of land east of Enderly
Land.

of 1564 tons, commanded by John Bellemy,
and the Sabrina-of 54 tons under a Mr.

After being tossed about in
these ftail, small and primitive vessels for
nearly a year, they at last sighted land in
latitude 66 degrees; 30 minutes and longi-
tunde 163 degrees east.

Capt. Freeman succeeded in landing.
He foand it to be a group of voleanic is-
lands with a series of perpendicular cliffs,
intersected by valleys filled ice.™ One of
the cliffs rose sublimely 12,000 feet above
the level of the sea. It was afterward
named Freeman peak.

The two captains persisted and cruised
along the eoasts of several islands and
groups of islands. Ono was called Sabrina
island, and a group was called Ballemy
ixlands. These men were probably the
first to see much of that unknown con-
tinent, which was afterward chartered
by Lieat. Wilkes, of the American ex-
pedition.

Most of the discoveries I have cited, and
nedrly all of the discoveries around the
south pole to the present day, are above
the Antaretic circle, but in a region so vast
and where so little is known that we are
apt to consider everything below the sixty
parallel .as Antayetic. Certainly every-
thing found below that parallel is Antarotic

"in character.

About this time the first and only ‘Aunt

The report taken from the test machine
is sent to the superintendent of the armor
department, who sends one copy of the
result to the Government inspector, and
the other to the superintendent of the
press shop. - The report of the Govern:
ment inspector is forwarded to the Ord-
nance Bureau and is there recorded. The
report of the superintendent of the press
shop is intended to guide him if® the “sub-
sequent treatment of the plate,

Sometimes a plate has to be tempered
and annealed a second time, Sometimes
‘it needs tempering and not annealing, and
again it needs the oil bath.and further
heating. After each retreatment a test
piece is taken under the orders of the
Government inspector as before, and the
result of the test is recorded.

Now, according to McLuckié’s state-
ment, which is based upon the . affi-
davits made by himself and his asso-
ciates, the Carnegie Company deliber-
ately palmed off upon .the United States
Government plates ‘which had been re-
jected by the inspectors and. plates
which would have been rejected had test
pieces been taken from them. The
affidavite show that in many cases what
is known as the ' substitute test was
employed. That is, a test piece wounld
be taken from a piece of plate which
was all right, and this would be handed
to the Government inspector with the
statement that it was taken from the
plate known to be defective.
says that this was done in scores of
cases, and his affidavits show each par-
ticular case, with the day of the month
and the time of day or night, and the
number, size and description of the plate.
This was one way of fooling the inspectors.
Another plan was to put ‘‘cobbles” in blow
holes, so as to make them appear only a
few inches deep when in reality they were
much deeper.

One of the plates intended for the Mon-
terey weighs twenty-eight tons. It is
known as a belt-line plate—that is, it goes
on the ship above the water line and is
but slightly curved.

Since then so little interest has been
aroused in the south pole that it hardly
occurs to many people thatwehave a south

ole. This seems straugs in view of the
fact that an Arctic fever has been aroused
every few years.

This international interest in the mys
steries of the sonthern seas took the shape
of national pride, 1t resnlted in the equip-
ment of three very elaborate expeditions by
the American, French and "English gov-
ernments. 1t looked as if the south pole
was to be taken by storm.

The firat to start was the French, under
the command of the explorer, Damont
d'Urville. He venetrated the Antarctic cir-
cle, and in 1840 discov=red a line of couasé
lying directly south of Victoria, Australia,
which he named Adelia. He afterwards
discovered Joinville island and Terre Lonis
Philippe.

In 1839 Lient. Charles Wilkes was sent
ont by the United Stares government with

Another extinet vol-
gano, to the east, was named Mount
Terror.

From these magnificent volcanoes Ross
directed his course eastward, along a mar-
velous wall of ice, on the seventy-eighth
parallel of latitude, This ice barrier was
estimated to be 1,000 feet high, and he
sailed along itg front for a distance of 450
miles without seeing a crevasse or de-
pression, .

Winter now set in; young ice was form-
ing, and before a favorable wind the Ere-
bus and Terror, not being equipped for
winter service, were compelled to retreat
to a warmer clime, Although Ross made
two other attempts to penetrate the ice
burrier and seek for the myeteries hidden
behind it, his results were negative,

| The Antarctic icebergs vary in size and

It is the accumulation of
these massive bergs that forms the great
southern ice barrier. The ice not being
land-locked, as in the northern seas, there
is much less floe or field ice,

Various observations in atmospheric
temperature in the Autarctic have shown
that during the summer it is colder there
than in the Arctic®

Neither man, nor any forms of land life,
animal or vegetable, have as yet been found
south of the Antarctic circle. The tem
perature there is at or near 32 d¥grees in
the warme:t poat of the year. [ therefore
hisrdly expect to find even an isolated tribe
of human beings, and but few if any forms
of lund animals,

No photographs have ever been taken of
Antarctic scenes, but when the kodak has
been suupped on board my whaler and

treason would be respectable in compari-
son with the fraud and crime indicated by
them. McLuckie, one of six men who
make affidavit to the correctness of the
charges, is an * ex-Burgess of the town of
Homestead, for a long time a workman in
the Carnegie mills, and whose share in the
strike gave him national prominence. The
others are workmen who have bsen work-
ing in the department where the alleged
frauds were executed. They are all work-
men of the highest grade.

Another besides the workmen and the
company is likely to play a prominent
part in the investigations. This is Capt.
W. T. Sampson, Chief of the Ordnance
Department, who in his endeavor to dis-
credit the armor-plate story gave a denial
to another charge, heretofore unpublished,
that the manufacturer of the shells used in
the testihg of the armor-plate fat Indian
Head, bhad, for financial reasons, entered
into an arrangement with the Carnegie
Company by which he was to furnish
for tests of that company’s plates shells of
a softer and poorer quality than the
contract cailed for. This unconscious
revelation by Capt. Sampson opens nup an
entirely new field of fraud, the extent of
which is practically limitless. Capt. Samp-
son asserts that it couldn’t be done, bat, if
it counld! '

And doubtless Capt. Sampson would
have made the same assertion six months
ago as to the possibility of the Carnegie
Company imposing frudulent armor plates
upon the Government of the Wnited
States,

The motive which John McLuckie had
in getting his associates together and col
lating this information isnot hard fo trace.
He was a millworker in the Carnegie
works at Homestead up to the time of the
strike of 1892, He was ‘'Burgess” or
Mayor of the town. When the Carnegie
Company broke the strike and sought re
venge on the men who had made it pos-
sible to keep their great plant shut down
for over two months, John McLuckie was
arrested and charged with riot, murder and
treason. He left the State at ounce and
went to Ohio to avoid remaining in jail
during the weary weeks prezeding the
trial, treason not being a bailuble offense.
He was chased all over Ohio by Pinkerton
detectives, and his health was seriously
impaired by his exposure while hiding
from them in the woods at night, After
his acqnittal he found his occupation gone
and there was none other that he could
take up.

tie made speeches at hundreds of labor
gatlerings, and in these speeches he said
positively, time and time again, that the
Cartegie Company could not make such
arpwor plate as the Government was en-
titled to and that he would prove it some
day. There is one threat which McLuckie
has made in many States. He has said:
*I will bring this man Frick to his knees

McLuckie believes now that he can make
his threat good. He and his associates are
ready to stake their whole case on any
siugle one-s{the 700 plates which théy say
they kuow are defective. They have an
exact description of each one of these
plates. They know whether the test pieces
were taken from the endsor from the
middle or from different plate entirely,
which was of good quality. They can give
the location and depth of every blow-hole
and of every plug which was driven in

without the knowledge of the Government
insprectors,  All they ask is that Secretary
Herbert shall receive their information,
trace the plates and have them examined
by experts. If a single plate which they
declare defective does not. prove on ex-
amination to be as they claim, they will
pdmit that their case is faulty.

It is not so difficult a matter to these
men at this late day to describe plates
made nearly three years ago as might be
supposed. Every employee in the armor-
plate department holding a position with
any responeibility attached, keeps for Lis
own protection a daily record of all work
passing through his hands.  Certain of
the armor-plates are selected for ballistic
test. They are sent to Indian Head to be
shot at.  In case a piﬂtc fails to pass this
test, that is, if it flies Yo pieces when the
projectile strikes it, somebody is taken to
tagk at the mill. . The skilled workmen
there for years have kept duplicate records
of all the reports they have tanrned into
the office, and it is from these records that

the mass of affidavits now at Pittsburg has
been made up.

There is no doubt that John McLuckie
and the five mill-workers associated with
him have accumulated this information
through mixed motives. They say they
are patriotic enongh to believe it their
duty to let the Government add the public
know that much of the armor on the ships
built to defend the United States is worth-
less.” When the affidavits are made public
and the names of the mill-workers are
known they will be - blacklisted, of course,
and it wil! be difficult for them to find em-
ployment. | They believe that their infor-
mation is of such value to the nation that
it should be and will be properly paid for.

How Armor-Plate is Made, N

The manufacture of armor-plate is a
very complicated process. It requires
very heavy and very expensive machinery,
and each manufacturer has some secrets.
In the first place, & mass of steel, witha
proportion of nickel, when nickeled, steel
is desired, is melted in a furnace and tap-
ped from this furnace with a ladle “and.
poured into a large mould. This makes
the ingot, sometimes weighing as much as
fifty tons. Blow holes are most frequent
at the top of the ingot, and are catsed by
the escaping gasses as the metal is cooling.
A certain percentage of the ingot is cut
from the upper part, and the rest is re-
heated aud then placed in the enormous
#lls and rolled down to the required
thickness for the plate, Then it is taken
from the armor mill fo the machine ahop
or press shop, and the necessary ‘‘crops’
are taken off. Forty-five .per cent. of the
mgss is removed from the top and five ver

tain color it is taken out and immersed in
a large oil tank, where it remains for from
one to ten hours. When it has cooled to
the temperature of about 125 degrees it is
put back in the gumuoa and reheated for
annealing. Then'it goes into the anneal-
ing pit and is covered with a thick layer of
coke dust. The process of annealing takes
the hardness oat of the steel and the
coke dust allows it to cool gradually and
insures an evertemper to all parts of the
plate.

After leaving the annealing pit the plate
goes to the machine shop, and here the
Government inspector sees it. When he
is notified that the plate is ready for dril-
ling out a test piece he marks a point
in either one of the ends of the test plate
and two small pieces are taken out, one
from the bottom and one from the top.
These are only one or two inchesin diameter
and six or seven inches long. The inspector
is supposed to witness the breaking off of
these cylinders from the masg of the plate.
The eylinders are turned du’.n to a diam
eter of one-half inch and sent to the labor-
atory, where they are put in a large ma-
chine to be pulled. The machine grips a
test piece at each end, and then by sieer
strength pulls the ends apart until the
steel breaks. The amount of pull required
to break it is registered in pounds to the
square inch, and is called the tensile
strength.  The metal before breaking ta-
pers down a little at the breaking spot,
and also grows longer, and the amount
which it is lengthened is called the elong-
ation,

The report taken from the test machine
is sent to the superintendent of the armor
department, who sends one copy of the
result_to the Government inspector, and
the other to the superintendent of the
press shop. The report of the Govern-
ment inspector is forwarded to the Ord-
nance Bureau and is there recorded. The
report of the superintendent of the press
shop is intended to guide him in the sub-
sequent treatment of the plate.

Sometimes a plate has to be tempered
and annealed a second fime. Sometimes
it needs tempering and not annealing, and
again it needs the oil bath and further
heating. After each retreatment a test
piece is taken under the orders of the
Government inspector as before, and the
result of the test is recorded.

Now, according to McLugckie's state:
ment, which is based upon the affi-
davits made by himself and his asso-
ciates, the Carnegie Company deliber-
ately palmed off upon the United States
Government plates which had’ been re
jected by the inspectors and plates
which would have been rejected had test
pieces been taken from them. The
affidavits show that in many ¢ases what
is known as the ~substitute t  was
employed. That is, a test piece would
be taken from a piece of plate which
was all right, and this would be handed
to the Government inspector with the
statement that it was taken from the
plate known to be defective. ~McLuckie
says that this was done in scores of
cases, and his affidavits show each par-
ticular case, with the day of the month
and the time of day or night, and the
number, size and description of the plate.
This was one way of fooling tiie inspectors.
Another plan was to put *‘cobbles” in blow
holes, so as to make them appear only a
few inches deep when in reality they were
much deeper.

One of the plates intended for the Mon-
teray weighs twenty-eight tons. It is
known as a belt-line plate—that is, it goes
on the ship above the water line and is
but slightly curved, It is thirteen inches
thick. Its number is X8.

“There was a large blow hole in this
plate.” says McLuckie, who also mentions
others in other ships.

Advice for the Housekeeper.

We have never wished to be con-
sidered medical rather, than lay in
our journalistic tendencies, but obser-
vation has taught us that there are
points concerning the possession of cer-
tain conveniences in the household to
which public attention should be
divected.  The sudden onset of illness
is too often characterized by the
absence of necessary articles for medi-
cinal use. Many delays might be
saved the phy 1 and patient by the
intelligent provision of such instru-
ments as well-made bath-tubs, fountain
syringes, &c., &e.

That the foregoing statements are
the wvesult of a careful examivation
of the requirements of a household, we
will illustrate.

The medical profession has of late
exhibited a strong preference for the
graduated bath in the reduction of
fever ; its employment, correctly super-
vised, renders better satistical returns
in cases of high fever than the admin-
istration of fever-reducing drugs.

The bath-tub that offers the greatest
advantages is cylindrical in form, and
made in length and width sufficiently
capacious to accommodate the recum-
bent body of the largest mewmnber of the
family.

An accurately gauged Fahrenheit
thermometer should be at hand ; it
serves to give indications of the re.
quired room and bath temperatures.
That form of theremometer that floats,
such as is used by cheesemakers, is,
upon the whole, the best.

The fountain syringe is one of the
most * requisite instruments ; its uses
are various, ranging from a gentle,
| forcible projector of water to a hot-
water poultice.  There is no applica-
tion that so long and well retains its
| beat and imparts comfort toa suffering
| patient, as a modernly constructed cor-
bined hot-water bag and fountain-
syringe.

Flax-seed meal, fresh and finely
ground, will always be found useful for
application to such parts as are inac-
cessible to hot-water Lags.

Another valuable utensil is the
graduated glass, measured off to give
the indications of half-teaspoonfuls; tea-
spoonfuls, dessert, and tablespoonfuls,
which are based upon the quantitative
graduation of physicians’ measuring-
glasses.

Hand-atomizers are invalaable in all
throat diseases, and should constitute
one of the instruments always kept in

I have always advised
differently, ~ W. D. Livingston also
gives a good - proof in the case this
searon. He took an hour on each of
four days, from 16th to 19th. I make
a note of this for the *benefit of bee-
keepers next year. If your bees are
put in right, you can remove a few with-
out disturbing the rest.

Mr. Milton Mansel says his bees
wintered so nearly perfect that there is
no change to wish for in comb or hive
or bees, since he put them in his
mode! bee-louse, as he did not have
cven one colony injured. He used the
maple leaves freely, also felt paper.
His summer bee sheds are models of
convenience and perfection.

If the beekeepers will make as much
improvement in their cellars this sea- |
son a5 they did last, such reports as the |
above will multiply infinitely, and a
new era will dawn on apiculture.
