The world’s s'.ieep supply is gradually 
decreasing, while the population and de­
mand for mutton and wool in all coun­
tries are increasing. As all live stock is 
scarce and dear, both at home and 
abroad, there can fcardly be either over­
supply nor materially reduced market 
prices for sheep and wool in the United 
States for at least several years to come.

One way to reduce the number of in­
sect peste in your orchard and garden is 
to encourage birds and let them destroy 
the insects. Chickens also destroy ix 

,garden of noxious insects, and they 
should be turned into the garden at 
times when no damage will be done to 
plante.

Weeds should never be allowed to set 
seeds in the garden. By permitting weeds 
to produce seeds you subject yourself to 
much hardship and expense in trying t<1 
keep them cut of the garden. Do not 
wait till the seeds are produced; take 
the weeds out befole seeds are formed.

(Yinra-cial fertilizers should be applied 
broadcast. The corn roots ramify 
throughout the soil and utilize fertilizers 
so applied 
when
row or hill.

30 per cent, increase in egg laying was 
reported within a'period of nine days.

When neWs of the achievement 
reached some of the ^coUcge analyists 
they began to figure on likelihood of 
change in the component parte of the 
egg. What the result will be, assuming 
the hen exercise story to be true, loaves 
all kinds of room for speculation. It is 
a well-known fact that cattle worked 
hard make tougher eating when killed. 
Building up of muscle gives greater 
strength, but the tendenness vanishes. 
Can an egg be affected in any way?

Experiments have been tried with ex­
ercising animals in captivity, and the 
results would indicate" that it ie de­
cidedly beneficial. A man tried the 
ercise scheme on three squirrels he had 
as pete. In one separate cage he had 
a regular Ferris wheel— only the squirrel 
passenger was on the inside. One quirrel 
at a time was placed in this cage and 
kept there for a month. Of his own 
volition he galloped around the wheel 
half an hour at a time. He kept in 
first rate health, while his companions 
pined. On shifting another squirrel to 
the special cage he at once began to 
exercise and to improve in health.

SHEEP MEN MUST BE ALERT.

Some of our forefathers were satisfied 
with the sheep of that day and others 
kept working for improvement and 
never satisfied with anything they had, 
but were continually trying to get some­
thing better. If a sheep sheared three or 
four pounds of wool some of them eeem- 
d to think it was the fault of the 
Cheep and they were never satisfied 
with the results. All sorts of methods 
of caring for sheep were in vogue from 
letting them shift for themselves, to a 
little feed now and then to carry them 
through the winter alive.

When shearing time came the flock 
was taken to the creek and something 
that was styled washing sheep gone 
through as a sort of a necessary prelim­
inary in order to make the wool mer­
chantable. The sheep did not like the 
washing process and some of the men 
had no more love for it than the sheep.

There was great danger of the men 
taking cold at the season of the year 
when sheep-washing time arrived, and in 
order to prevent this a good supply of 
liquor had to be provided. A great many 
sheen washers found the danger increas­
ing a« the desire for something to drink 
increased. The greater the danger of 
taking cold the greater demand there 
was for the liquor.

When it came to shearing the sheep 
were caught and tied, or held by a boy, 
so it could scarcely stir, when an infer­
ior pair of shears were brought into ac­
tion held by a man who was anything 
but dexterous. It required a lo<ig time to 
remove a fleece, and the sheep felt glad 
if it got away with its hide intact. Oc­
cassional I y some man became quite ex­
pert in the use of the shears, and was in 
demand all over his neighborhood. Own­
ers of sheep would employ him if they 
had to work in his stead on his farm 
i^hile he vas shearing the sheep.

fehepp had all kinds of diseases and 
some of them were attributed to neglect 
and feed. Corn was not good for sheep 
then, because it would make wool slip. 
Neglect would bring scab sure. Foot rot 
really did exist and many a boy has 
steered clear of sheep breeding when lié 
grew up. because he had to doctor sheep 
with the foot rot while a boy at home. 
Grub in the head was quite fatal then, 
mostly because there was a lack of grub 
in the stomach. Ticks were abundant, 
and to even dyeam of dipping to reduce 
the number wtos considered a violation 
of all the rules of those gone before. 
Shearing and docking lambs were never 
done without first consulting the signs 
of the zodiac. The rams were turned 
in the flock on a certain Sunday morn­
ing. in a certain month, that all the 
lambs might be dropped in the daytime 
so the shepherd could look after them. 
If the sheep grazed with their heads all 
a certain wav while the wind was in a 
certain direction, it was an omeii of pros­
perity and if another way of depression, 
and many of the fathers died believing 
that this was as unerring as the laws of 
the solar system.

We are living in another age. What' 
we have learned from old shepherds that 
is good for this dav and age we have ac 
cepted. and what will not do for this 
age we have abandoned. We have many 
breeds of sheep for many purposes, and 
they are fed and cared for m many 
ways. Occasionally a man with up-to- 
date sheep will manage them according 
to ancient methods, but he aohn findi 
out his mistake and turns to better 
thods. He meets disease with medicine 
and finds the cause if possible. He 
breeds when lie is ready and obtains 
the beat breeding stock possible. He 
shears bv machinery and does a good 
joli. If ha washes at all. it is to please 
some old father or grandfather who is 
yet living, and who insistes that this is 
the only way to make wool saleable. Up- 
to date sheep in the hands of up to date 
methods is the thing to look after now­
adays. The man succeeds best with 
sheep who keeps well abreast of the 
times. Keep sheep and keep them right 
is the watchword.

When timothy ie used for horses it 
should be cut after the seeds are formed, 
but when the hay $ to be fed to cattle 
it should be cut soon after the first 
blossoms appear.

See that the poultry house is kept 
clean and free from lice. Summer ie the 
one eeason above all, where the poultry 
house should be kept clean, free from 
odors and eprayed at leaet once a week 
for lice. Poultry cannot grow, or lay, 
when infested with lice, and unclean 
quartern are the forerunners of disease.

It ir during the hot day» and night» 
that growing fowls receive their setback, 
especially the late-hatched chicks. This 
is one reason why poultry writers of ex­
perience, who have gone through the 
mill, lay great stress on roomy quar­
ters, plenty of freeh air and small flocks, 
so as to prevent overcrowding.

Dressed poultry, except ducks and 
geese, is beet packed in barrels.

Flavor the egg with sweet, wholesome 
food.

See that the drinking vessels are kept 
clean. Do not allow the scum to accu­
mulate on them, as that in itself will 
cease sickness.

Constipation is caused by too much 
concentrated food.

A fowl with a weak heart is apt to 
succumb from intense heat.

Bread for winter eggs. Therein lies the 
profit.

Some of the commonest poultry dis­
ease» are catarrh, roup and leg ‘weak­
ness.

It is said that certain soils teem to 
bv more conducive to scaly logs than 
others, and that the clayey land should 
be avoided.

Too fat is no disease, but it is 
healthy condition. Many diseases vnd 
troubles can be laid to overfeeding.

Never market a bird that shows the 
least signs of illness, in other words, 
never send to market a bird that you 
would hesitate to eat yourself.

Those who oppose cooling the eggs in 
the incubator have never explained the 
effect upon the eggs under the l.en, 
wlucli are at times exposed for an Lour 
'virile she is off the nest eating, drinking 
and dusting herself.

If the healthiest and most vigorous 
fowls are kept for breeding, reared 
under satisfactory conditions and fed 
moderately on wholesome food, disease 
will seldom appear.

While hens naturally will scratch 
among a lot of straw, hay or rubbish, 
they will soon quit if they find there i* 
nothing to be gained. Therefore, it is 
better to occasionally scatter a few 
handfuls of grain among such litter, so 
that interest in the work may be kept

money soon 
plant close. As soon as trees cro'wd one 
another they quit growing and get 
down to business. If trees are planted 
35 feet apart they have nothing to 
do bnt grow, and will not bear fruit 
for 10 to 12 yeans.

When the horse comes In wet with 
rain, first ecraoe him, then blanket him 
and rub his head, neck and loins and 
lege. If the weather is cold, put on an 
extra blanket in 20 minutes. Change the 
wet blanket when the horse dries. Do 
not wash his lege. Rub them dry, or 
bandage loosely with thick bandages. It 
ie far more important to have the legs 
warm and dry than clean.

According to th* Ohio Station, oats 
are an excellent feed for dairy 
and contain more protein than does com. 
In 'fact, the grain, if fed alone, would 
make practically a balanced ration 
from the standpoint of protein and car­
bohydrates. The yields of nutrients per 
acre are so much less than in corn that 
it is usually rather an expensive feed. 
A bushel of corn contains more than 
twice a* many pounds of digestible 
nutrients as a bushel of oats. There­
fore the land which will produce 50 
bushels of oats, if the same amount» of 
digwtible nutrients are obtained. When 
corn sells for 70 cents per bushel oats 
are worth 35 cents, and corn worth 
per ton about one-fourth more then 
‘>ats. Outside of this question of cost, 
oats are an excellent feed for dairy 
cows and especially for growing calves.

Using the cottonseed meal to replace 
oat» in the feeding of draft horses at 
the Pennsylvania station resulted in 
a dieaper ration, a larger gain, smaller 
cost of grain and a higher finish in 
fattening horses.

A wooden bucket is a handy thing 
to have about the dairy, especially when 
calves have to be fed milk that must 
be warmed and carried some distance. 
Milk once heated to the right tempera­
ture and carried out in a wooden buck­
et will remain warm for a much longer 
time than if a metal pail is used. Both 
should be kept clean, free from bacteria.

Green manuring is necessary if you 
build up your soil economically. With­
out sufficient quantity of vegetable 
ter in the soil it will not

strike the fowls when they are on the 
roost at night, but be sure there is 
plenty of good air for them to breathe.

The power of God for the deliverance of 
Israel was manifested in great fullness. 
It was one of the greatest blessing» 
to the human race that, during the pre­
servation of the Jewish people, the 
great truth of the personality of God 
and his nearness to his people was set 
before them in a way that could not be 
mistaken. It was at the beginning of 
the wilderness journey that the fierv, 
cloudy pillar first appeared. In it the 
glory of Jehovah was seen. It guided 
with unfailing certainty, afforded pro­
tection, and was a striking illustration 
of the long suffering kindness of God. 
Neither murmerings nor rebellion ever 
drove away- the angel or his presence, 
the pillar of cloud was their guide, light, 
shade, shield, oracle and avenger. Is- 
rael'a route was not the way in which 
he could moat impressively deliver* them 
from Pharaoh, as he knew the mind of 
that monarch.

Commentary.—I. The Israelites guided

Ingenuity THE OLDEST LAWS.

Bankruptcy Regulations of An­
cient Egyptians Found.

What is said to be an archaeological 
discovery of great interest to scholars 
the world over i» announced by the 
(Museum of the University of Pennsyl­
vania.

It is a shattered tablet, upon particles 
of Which, pieced together, are inscribed! 
many of the missing laws from the code 
of King Haniuraibi, who ruled Babylonia 
at a period estimated at about 2100 to 
2300 B. C.

Most of the laws, as deciphered, refer 
to financial thaneactioms, and one con­
tains the germ from which, perhaps, 
sprang all bankrupt laws of the last 
4,000 years. No criminal statutes are 
expounded.

The tablet, which is believed to he 
part of the oldest collection of laws and 
pretexts extant, was found at Susa ia 
the winter of 101-02 by M. de Morgan, 
a French archaeologist, and brought here 
recently by an expedition of the univer­
sity returning from Nippur, an ancient 
city in Babylonia, where ,he University 
of Pennsylvania has made extensive ex­
cavations.

Dr. Arno Poebel, of the University of 
Breslau, a distinguished oriental scjiolar, 
deciphered the much worn Babylinisk 
characters. The law relating to bank­
ruptcy says:

"If a man has borrowed grain or 
money from the merchant and h 
neither grain nor money to pay hack, 
but he lias movable goods, he shall give 
whatever lie has to the merchant in the 
presence of witnesses, according as 
(words missing) the merchant shall not 
refuse: he must accept.”

Another law, dealing with interest,

"If the merchant lend* grain upon 
interest, he shall take one-fifth of a ker 
of grain for each ker as interest. If he 
lends money upon inteVeet lie shall take 
a sixth and six grains of silver for each 
shekel as interest.”

This would have required borrowers to 
pay interest at the rate of 20 per cent. 
Another law provided that if a mer­
chant charged compound interest he 
should lose the principal and six times 
the amount of in tercet a« forfeit.

The borrower who had been robbed 
and Jiad nothin? with which to repay 
was compelled t** go to the femnle and 
take oath to his louses, after which he 
was permitted his freedom.

Privision was made in the ancient law 
for the business man who met with fail­
ure. for it is set forth in the tablet that 
if an agent returning from a tour haM 
made no profits the merchant mav not 
claim interest on goods or for money 
advanced.

Cover to Protect Dresses.

A friend of mine has the neatest 
clothes closet 1 have ever seen. A pole 
extends crosswise in the closet. All of 
her dresses are hung on padded hangers 
and covered with a dress cover. Each 
dress cover requires three and one-half 
yards of calico. Cut the piece in two, 
making each piece one and two-thirds 
yards long. Sew the pieces together 
lengthwise. Then turn an' inch hem on 
one long edge and sew a two-inch facing 
of plain color to the other long edge. 
Make six buttonholes in the plain color 
and sew buttons at corresponding inter­
vals on the inch wide hem. Sew the 
bag across the bottom so that the open­
ing is left directly in front, shape the 
top of the bag slightly by sloping up­
ward toward the middle, following tlie 
line of the shoulders. Row the bag 
across the top. allowing an opening for 
the wire hanger. Finish this ”ith a

A common question round the factory 
receiving platform is “How are the cows 
doing?” What a volume of thought 
that suggests. If they are doing well it 
is because of good feed and careful at­
tention; or may it be despite the feed 
and care they deserve, but do not get? 
Leaving aside the questions of weather, 
breed, heredity and persistency of flow 
of milk, is it possible to account 
remarkable differences in yield that are 
to be found ? ‘ Four instance, the dairy 
division at Ottawa found in one lo­
cality 100 cows that gave 3,000 pounds 
of fat last month, but 100 cows close 
by in the same county gave only 2,500 
pounds or fat. Another lot of 1Ô0 
in a nearby county gave only 2,000 
pounds.

Is the ordinary factory patron’s herd 
keyed up to the pitch of creditable per­
formance, or is it just jogging along in 
the old fut of “average yields?” Sup­
pose the patron assertains his herd is 
doing “about as well” as his neighbor’s, 
does it not seem a great pity that his 
ambition should end ttiere?

Average cows do vastly better if their 
owners train them and train themselves 
for better results. If each lot of 100 
cows in the Dominion gave an additional 
500 pounds of fat per month, would that 
not make a startling difference in the 
amount of the patron’s cheques. Cow­
testing has helped many communities to 
far larger banking business, because it 
shows that scores of cows, and average 
herds can be made to produce far more 
than they do at present. Make each 
pay a good profit. Dominion Department 
°f Agriculture, Branch of the Dairy and 
Cold Storage Commissioner.

“There is no part of the farm which 
will give bigger returns for so little ex­
penditure ot time and labor as the 
woodlot.” This statement iir the July 
number of the Canadian Foies try Jour­
nal, is made by Mr. li. H. Morton, B. üc.
F., the eilvioal expert, who is engagea by 
the Forestry Brandi at Ottawa to de­
mons! n tv to the woodland owners of 
eastern Canada just how there digger 
returns may be achieved. But if it is 
not possible to obtain such expert ad­
vice, there are yet three ways in which 
the farmer, by the exercise of ordinary 
common sense, can vastly improve the l 
composition, production and reproduc­
tion of his woodlot.

The first thing necessary is to im­
prove the character of the crop, which 
can be done by cutting down and using 
for firewood nil diseased and deformed 
trees, as v ell as such specie* whose pre­
sence in the woodlot is nut desirable. 
Only too frequently is 'the method of 
cutting exactly the reverse. The best 
trees are cut, often for purposes for 
which an infeiior wood would serve, and 
the poorer species are left to seed-m the 
cut-over areas and to gradually crowd 
the better varieties. Before cutting, 
the farmer should consider, first, the 
use to which the wotl is to be put. and, 
second, the epecies-eomporition of the 
woodlot which is most dcsirabll •. Fire­
wood probably yields the best returns 
for a small acreage, and for this purpose 
rapid growers, rucli as poplar, ash a ltd 
elm should Ik* encouraged, which should 
make an annual growth of from one-half 
to one cord per acre. Basswood, too. 
will be in increasing demand because of 
its rapid growth, because it coppices 
readily, and because of its viluo in snuill 
«ires for the manufacture of excelsior, 
cooperage stock and other small avticLi 
for which the wood is particularly 
adopted. Maple reproduces readily, and 
although not a. rapid grower, it 
1-lie!ess yields a substantial 
wdien it becomes large enough to tap.
Soft woods like spruce, bajsam and pine 
grow much more rapidly 
woods, and might be advantageously 
grown for fuel or pu Ip wood.

.When the most suitable species have 
been selected and the weed-trees 
cd. the woodlot must then be thinned 
until the crowns of the best-formed re­
maining trees ere seen to barely touch.
An acre can only produce a given am- er. 
ount of wood each year, and the fewer 
trees there are the more rapid will be 
the growth of the-e trees.

The third requisite in the scientific 
farming of the woodlot is that, the cat­
tle be kept out. especially after heavy 
cutting, when reproduction is most de­
sired. Cattle are just as injurious to a 
young crop of tree-seedlings as they are 
to a young crop of grain. They *miy. 
indeed, cat the grass in the woodlot, but 
they would jn-t as toon, if not sooner, 
eat the young and ^ndcr hardwood 
shoots, and the same can he said of the 
sheep. Even coniferous seedlings 
not immune, so that certainty^in re­
production i« only assured by fencing- 
off the cut- over areas.

Dr. Fernow predicts that “there will 
he n time when the woodlot will sell the 
farm, or will he a liverssarv part of the 
farm to make it valuable.”

An uphill fight for accurate English 
is being waged year after year by sci­
entific authorities on the weather who 
object to having the tornadoes which 
rip through towns now and then or ofcarry away isolated farmhouses, called 
“cyclones ” The distinction made by 
the experts in meteorology is plain, but 
the public is wedded to the “cyclone.”

ihe word has gained wide acceptance 
in describing the furious local storms 
which rush forward along a more or 
less direct path while they whirl with 
far greater velocity on a centre which 
may be oniy a few feet in diameter. If 
a boy’s top is spun on one end of a 
board and the board is tilted so that 
the top slides quickly along it, all the 
while revolving at high speed on its 
point, the onward sweep of the tornado 
is closely imitated.

It is the spinning motion which is 
swiftest and most destructive. The ad­
vance of the storm may not be as rapid 
as that of many a comparatively harm­
less gale. The twisting motion is esti­
mated at not less than 200 miles an 
hour in the worst tornadoes.

The true cyclone of the West Indies, 
the China sea and other parts of the 
tropics is entirely different, its force 
is spent in a furious wind that seems 
to blow almost straight ahead, while 
the storm revolves, more or less fully, 
a round a circle the circumference of 
which may be many hundred miles. A 
tornado wreaks its fury on a strip of 
land usually only' a mile or less in 
width. J lie cyclone sweeps 
hundreds of mil^s of sea or shore.

BED A REFRIGERATOR.

Tells How to Get a Cool Sleep in 
the Hot Weather.

A Puzzle in Metals.
Brass, as every one knows, has an aw­

ful odor, yet the two things of which 
brass consists, zinc and capper, give no 
odor whatever in their separate states. 
Thig is a problem that has given a great 
deal of work to scientists. It is 
>et not entirely solved.

To arrive at the gerenal law it has 
been found that almost all alloys, or 
mixtures of twç metals, will give an 
odor, while the metals themselves do 
not. Brass is not the simple example, 
though probably the most odoriferous.

The explanation is as follows: All sub­
stances, including metals, are always 
giving off small particles of their sub­
stances to the air that is,
Some solids give these off 
800n to disappear. Gum camphor 
conspicuous example. To smell any sub­
stance a particle of that substance has 
to tickle a nerve ending in the nose. If 
a small particle of copper, we shall sav, 
does this by itself no effect is noticed, 
but if a particle of zinc and a particle 
of copper strike at the same time the 
effect is such as to cause a perceptible 
impulse to the nerve. The chance for 
these two to strike at the same time is 
given only when they are intimately 
mixed in an alloy. New York Tribune.

They weie flying over the open coun­
try, most of which is Government land 
in the Aldershot district, and had just 
reached Government House when their 
aeroplane was seen to be travelling 
badly, and finally to fall with a crash

Cody was one of tlie most interesting » ov« 
figures in aviation, more especially in 
the British leles. He was a real soldier 
of fortune, witli a very varied career 
behind him. lie was well known to 
the public in England, as lie attracted 
general attention by his peculiar make­
up. He wore a sombrero, a long mus­
tache and an imperial with long hair, 
and was almost an exact copy of "Buf­
falo Bill.”

\\ hen he came to England a number 
of years ago from the United States, 
where lie had been a cowboy in the 
west, lie had a severe struggle to obtain' 
a start in England. After living pre 
variously for a while, he attracted the 
attention of the experts in the British 
V\ ar Office on account of his display 
of natural gifts of construction, particu­
larly in aerial machines. He was said 
to be able to build anything in the 
of a flying machine or balloon.

His first experiments were with box 
kites. These he developed on the Brit­
ish military training grounds at Alder 
shot, where 30,000 of the finest troops 
in the British army are always kept 
in readiness to march off at a moment’s 
notice on any expedition. He achieved 
such success with his kites that the 
British'*\Var Office attached him to its 
aviation staff.

His theatrical appearance 
ods created some prejudice against him, 
which, however, was largely dispelled 
when he foreswore American allegiance 
and became a British subject. The pub­
lic in England only began to take him 
seriously when he carried off the mili­
tary prize of $20,000, open to the world, 
at Salisbury Plain, in Alignât, 1912.
