CITY AND PROYINCIAL ITEMS

From Thursday's dnl.l,.

—All persons' intereésted in -base ball
are requested to meet at the Gold House
on Friday evening at 8:30 for the purpose
of organizing for the season.

—Residents of Gallano Island have pe-
titioned the Government for the estab-
lishment of a post-office on the Island.
The petition was numerously signed,
and was forwarded to Ottawa on the l4th
inst. '

—The Manor House is to be opened
on May 1st. Before that date the build-
ing will be given a new roof, and is to
be repainted and redecorated within and
without. The furniture §s to be strictly
first class.

—Word has been received from Mr. J.
P. Booth, M. P. P., 'that he will not
upon any condition accept the Liberal
nomination for the Vancouver Island
electoral district. The meeting to select
a candidate will be held at Nanaimo to-
morrow.

—In ftthe report of the finances of the
lacrosse club on another page two items
are omitted from the expenditute ac-
count. One is $319.87 for current expenses
and the other $58.50 for the club house.
The addition of these will make the ac-
counts balance

—The Gas Company was not fined
because it did not pay its taxes, as re-
ported in a brief Jocal item in Mon-
day’s issue, but for not taking out a
trader’s license. Quite a difference be-
tween the two cases, and a mistake which
we sincerely gegret was allowed to creep
into our colimns.

—These figures will doubtless be of in-

acted as Y. The hai,
briefly stated the object of the meéeting,
and then' called on' Thomas Cunning-
ham, chairman of the Board of Hortly
culture, to speak on the work and ob-
Jects of the board and fruit growing in-
terests in British Columbia. This gentle-
man in his usual able and forcible man-
ner proceeded to show the many advan-
tages ‘the people of British Columbia
possess, in climate, sofl, etc., for the
‘production ‘of a supertor class of fruit,
and that only proper legislation and
Systematic methods of development were
needed to place this Province in the
front rank as & fruit producing country.
He¢ went on to speak ofethe fogmation
in 1889 of a Horticultural society in Van-
couver, the necessity wof the present
board, and the practical work they have
already done and are mow doing in the
endeavor to keep ithe Province from
being overrun with the various insect
pests, so destructive to the fruit grow-
ing industry. He urged upon those pre~
sent the absolube mnecessity of taking
prompt measures to rid their orchards
of insect pests and fungus diseases. If
they did mot do it themselves, then it
would become the duty of the board to
enforce the  Tregulation by process of
law. He hoped that by co-operation with
the -board farmers and fruit growers
would make this course unnecessary. A
number of questions were asked Mr.
Cunningham relative to fyngus and
otheér diseases. The Bordeaux Mixture
'was recommended for blight u!ectins
the Transcendant crab. Mr. Harris said
he had used linseéed ofl for bark dis-:
eases with good results. Mr. Wilson
stated that he ‘had experimented for
bark disease, and had fo great bene-
fit from using & mixture as follows:
Five gallons of water, one pint of coal
oil, one pint of crude carbolic acid, one-
quarter can of " comns ted lye, and
lime sufficient to make whitewash.

AWAIT BVENTS,

Public attention will now bHe concen-
trated on the attitude of the Govern-
ment  of Manitoba. towards the
remedial order which is to be
served on it, ostensibly by the
Governor-General, but in reality
by . Sir Mackenzie Bowell and his
ministerial colleagues. The cat is out
of the bag and it seems that the rea-
son why Parliament has been called
for the dispatch of business, rather
than dissolution announced, is because
certain Government supporters, plac-
ing mo faith in the bare promise to
enact legislation giving back to the
minority in Manitoba their alleged
rights, demanded that the House be
summoned and action taken should
the Greenway administration fail to
comply with the mandates of the Fed-
eral authorities. While the text of the
order has not yet been received suffi-
clent is known 'to compel the belief that
it could not well be more sweeping in
its character and that Controller Wal-
lace has been given a slap in the face
that he will not by any means relish.
It is very evident that he does not
volce the preponderating feeling in the
Cabinet and that his influence with
that body is mot as powerful as some
of his followers imagine. Mr. Wallace
§8s not allowed entrance into the
charmed circle, it is true, being merely
a kind of superior under-strapper, but
still he is generally supposed to repre-
sent a very large and important sec-
tion of the electorate. Doubtless, how-
ever, rather than put his theats into
effect, he will continue to pocket the
handsome salary he draws for doing
little or nothing—except to keep the
section he is allied with faithful and
irue. The coming together of the Com-
mons and ‘Senate 'will entafl heavy cost
on the Dominion treasury in the way
of sessional allowances and mileage,
extra clerks and the like, which might
have been avoided had' the Govern-
ment aoted with decision; this sum
‘Wwill come out of the pockets of the
cheerful taxpayer who shouts for pro-
tection but whose mind never con-
celves the idea that he should be pro-
tected from the drain upon his pocket
which political exigencies necessitate.
However, the die is cast, and we can
only await the result. Attorney-Gen-
eral Sifton has taken a leading hand
in the. problem now placed before his
Government for solution, and there is
little doubt that it has occasioned him
much anxiety and earnest thought; it
is to be hoped that a mutually satis-
factory arrangement ‘will be reached
and trouble averted. ' Only a united
Canada can prosper.

Rev. Dr. Henning writes in- the
Church Unlon on Do the Churches
Need Reformation? covering six co-
lumns. That his answer would be in
the affirmative is evident. The Chris-
tianity of the churches is all right, but
he is very severe on the Christianity
of the day. Referring to the common
charge that the church of to-da}y is
“allied with those who have money
and is subservient to them” he says
the church needs the mioney to carry
on its work. But “the sting and the
stigma,” as he puts it, are in the lat-
ter part of the charge. He does not
think it worth while to argue against
it as implying subserviency in all min-
istefs; that is not probably intended
by those who make the assertion. All
ministers are not trucklers and time
servers; all churches are'not rich. But
after making all due allowance he is
forced to admit that there is some
ground for the statement. He says
“a not very extensive acquaintance
with churches and ministers will sur-
fice to bring within one’s personal
knowledge enough to Justify the com-
plaint. I know ministers in high and
lucrative positions who dare not
preach as even Dr. Coyle does.”” And
he goes on to prefer this vigorous in-
dicthent:

I know church members, libéral con-
tributors, who are liquor dealers, gam-
blers in stocks, adulterers and swind-
lers, and whose contributions are the
price of exemption from criticism. I
know a much larger number whose ute,
ter worldliness and utter indifference
to everything distinctively religious in
the church plainly determine their un-
fitness for membership in it, but whose
‘wealth and social influence make it
hazardous, if not absolutely impossible,
to deal with them according to the
discipline of the church. I know a
man whose notorious public stealings
aggregated millions of dollars, but

‘who founded a school with the money,

and the churches leave it for the secu-
lar newspapers to discuss the e&thics
of the transaction. I know another,

who confessed that he had sold him-

self to a conporation while a member
of the Legislature, and the thing was

But the Bible in the
hands of the people has been educating
them in advance of the pulpit, and
now they come demanding that the
pulpit and the church shall conform
to the standard—that’s all” The
charge of extravagance is also dealt
with at length. He says:

Not all are ‘croakers, or fogies, or
disgruntled, -wno think the church
fooushly and therefore wickedly ex-
r.ra.nvEgant in the matter of buildings,
mindsterial salaries, salaried choirs,
etc. Our style in these respects is pur
heritage from the middle ages, and
not from the early Christian church.
Nor is it the legitimate outgrowth of
the teachings of Jesus, nor of the
thought of the aposties. The diver-
gence is so wide that we have but to
bring the first century and the nine-
teenth face to face to have it startle
us. 1 can scarcely conceive of what
St. John or St. Paul or St. Peter would
say if they were introduced to some of
the churches which bear their names;
or of what Jesus would say if He
should come to the performances that
are called Christian worship. The plea
that the church must keep up with
or accommodate itself with the times,
will not fbear scrutiny The church is
in the world not to be fashibned by it
but to fashion it. Nor wwill the plea
that these things are necessary to
attract people stand any better. The
attraction. is in the teaching and life
and cross of Christ. The church is

The fact is that since the death of Sir
John Macdonald not a single important
question has been definitely settled by
the Government. 'To illustrate his asser-
tlon Mr. Laurier gquoted the action of
the Government in connection with the
Franchise act, the Insolvent act, thée
French treaty and the Manitoba school
question, The Governmen$ negotiated
the French treaty and after having con-
sidered during two years the question
of its ratification they have not yet
made up their mind about it. s to the
troublesome

the Government instead of courageously
settling it has used aill sorts of pretences
in order to delay a settlement as long
as possible. Howevyer, the Catholic Con-
servative papers, "like the.Courrier du
«anada, L’Evenement, and La Minerve,
‘which continuilly abuse him and his party
about the question, invaribly disapproved
of the conduct of the Government. They
speak of Mr. Laurier-as if he was the
only man to settle the question, although
fhe is only the leader of the Opposition,
Judging by what these papers have pub-
lished & far, sald Mr. Laurier in sub-
stance, all the probalities are that I will
be the Prime Minister of Canada before
fong. Why? Because they ask me to
solve the school question and are very
anxious to know how I wounld set-
tle it, while' they entirely forget to ask
the same question to the Ottawa Minis-
ders. To -their question I will answer

-without fear that burning question to
the satisfaction of the minority. T would
keep the promises made to the electors.
If the Government is embarressed with
that question it is its own fault. I am
glad it is and certainly will not or sist
#t. But T repeat what T already said,
Af T was in power I would do and settle
the question according to the constitu-
tlon and justice. As to the attacks of
the Catholic Conservative organs to the
effect that he and his party were in
#£avor of Godless schools, Mr. Lurler
protested very enengetically and showed
by facts how false and inconsistent are
the accusations of his opponents, He
.denounced their hyprocrisy and greatly

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SIMPLY APPALLING!

Is What a Chief Justice Had to Say of
a Bill of -Costs.

“Simply aeppalling!” was the verdict of
Chief Justice Armour, of Ontarlo, upon
a bill of lawyers’ costs appealed against
‘before him a day ormm ago, Two farm-

He gave a verdict against McLean for
$312 with costs. The costs as first pre-
sented to McLean came to 2146, This
wes outside of what the plaintiff had to
pay his own lawyer. Chief Justice Ar-
mour said:

‘“The costs of this litigation, without
counting what the plaintiff's solicitor
may charge his client, amount, as they
at present stand (This was after the first
reduction), to the enormous sum of §,-
912.80. Thait 'the costs of a.litigation so
simple in its nature and inyolving so
small an amount should .aggrégate so
vast a sum as ‘this, 4s, to me, simply
appalling. It is unnecessary for me to
make any comment or to do more than
state the facts and figures; they speak
for themselves.”

How came this about? We think it
came about by the system which pre-
vails in law throughout Canada where-
by lawyers are authorized by Legisla-]|
tures to lay down a scale of ch

which they can enforce against the pub-
HNe. This instead of the public being at
liberty to make a definjte bargain with
a lawyer, as he can do with a butcher,
or a newspaper, or a builder. In this
particular case the whole bill of charges
did not come before Chief YJustice Ar-
mour. The plaintiff’s costs, § amounting
to $1,150, seem 'to ‘have been paid by
MdLean without kicking. It was his
own lawyers additional bill of $996 that
ocaused this meek man to rebel. It ap-
pears ‘that ‘the Liocal Master, when the
case was referred to him, took three
weeks or so ‘'to hear it, seven hours
& day. But why rush #t? Was not the
Local Master, by the regular tariff of

| fees, getting $2 an hour to hear the case?

Was not each lawyer charging $8 per
hour to attend 'the sittings, also, no
doubt, according tb the regular tariff of
fees? Were not copies ©of the evidence
being constantly type-written at 10 cents
a folio? Why be in & hurry with a rich
thing like that? So when the case could
not be kept going longer end the court,
taking leave of it with tender regret,
awarded €312 to Ramsay with costs
against McLean, the latter paid $1,150 to
Ramsay’'s lawyer and got a bill of $996
from his own. Well, he protested against
the latter and his lawyer .appears to
have cut it down to $762. Even against
this Wttle bill ; the niggardly farmer
kicked and had it ‘taxed” as the phrase
is—revised by an officer of the court.

Still McLean was not satisfled and
went to the Court of Appeals. Chief
Justice Armour cut it giown by $214, |
making 1t $314, where if now stands—
still a larger amount than the whole
money originally involved in ‘the law
suit, besides which McLean paid the
plaintiff’s lawyer $1,160. The Chief Justice
sald he wished that he had that bill be-
fore him t00. So must McLean. Observe
the moral of this case, and there are
not a few cases similarly unjust,. al-
though very few so tremendously so. The
moral is this. Our law system compels
law to be paid for by a tariff of fees.
The more and longer law there is, there-
fore, ithe more people pay. In other
words it is directly fto the pecuniary
advantage of the lawyer to be dilatory,-
slow and careless. Every time a law-
yer postpones a case, his client is lia-
ble to pay him for it. Every time a
lawyer -writes an unnecessary letter his
client is liable to pay him for it. Every
hour a lawyer wastes in court his client
is lable to pay him for it. That people
get law as cheaply as they generally do
is, in the face of such a temptation to
legal firms, a striking proof of the high
character and integrity of the majority
of the legal profession. The lawyers are
really so moderate and fair in com-
par with what the law would per-
mit them to be that this unjust and dan-
gerous tariff system has been allowed to
stand until the present without serious
challenge. But if the people ‘allow _it
to continue they will deserve the worst
possible damage from it.

PROTECTION.

Says the New York Herald: Though
Canada has never sunk quite as low
down in the “Serbonian bog” of ‘“pro-
tectionism’ as the United States, the
Canadian voter 1is, meverthéless, be-
ginning to find out that his tariff is
an elephant for him to carry. The Tor-
onto Globe points out that, while pig
iron in Canada is taxed from 30 to 60
per cent. (the tariff duty there being
$4.48 per long ton on soft iron, such as
is used for radiators), “it is as cheap
=in many cases cheaper—to Iimport
from the United States than to buy in
Nova Scotia. It says: ‘“The Nova
Scotia furnace men get a direct boun-
ty of $2 and an indirect bounty repre-
sented by the low rates on ‘the Inter-
colonial, yet the price of their iron laid
down in Toronto is higher tham the
price in the States by the amount of
our duty ($4.48).” Under our new tariff
the prices of pig iron in New York
now range, according to brand, from
$9.50 to $12.50, as quoted in the Iron
Age of the Tth inst., which journal also
quotes steel rails at $20 to $22, accord-
ing to section. ,The Iron Age says edi-
torially that, ‘judging by some of the
figures talked of by tnose who are in-
terested in new steel plants on- the
lakes, low costs of production have not
yet reached their,limit.”’ And it thinks
that the prospective prices of iron and
steel in the United States “foreshadow
for many American collateral indus-
tries a continuance of low priced crude
materials which will make them lively
competitors in the world’s markets.”
The outlook is, therefore, favorable
for a considerable increase Jn our ex-
ports of pig iron, steel rails, hardware
and ‘all iron and steel products to our
Canadian neighbors, unless they sweep
away their grand ‘“national policy” of
‘“protection,” and thus reduce the cost
-of ‘production to a natural level. L

WHAT ARE THE CAUSES

of this comparative stagnation? To our
mind there are several. The opening up
of the vast western territories. of the
United States while ours were still locked
up by the Hudson's Bay Company, start-
ed a stream flowing towards the Re-
public that has not yet been fully divert-
ed. The raflway and land monopoly
policy applied for a time to our North-
west, after it was taken over by the
‘Canadian Government, prevented many
from going there in the first instance,
and caused thousands ‘to remove after
they had gone. ‘And the presistent boom-
ing of the lands of the United States,
both by the press of that country and a
section of our own, as well as the vigor-
ous efforts of the American Government
and rallways, have also had an effect.
But the chief ‘reason after all for the
slow advancement of Canada is found
in the trade conditions that exist. Here
is an almost boundless territory wrhich,
as we have sald, is fairly bursting with
natural riches. What is the first and
greatest want of such a territory?. A
market, We want consumers for the
products of our fisheries, forests,, mines
and farms far beyond the capacity of
this country to supply. This want could
be supplied, to a certain extent, by the
United States; but the terms on which
this advantage is offered by our neigh-
bors—free trade with them and diserimi-
nation ‘against the Mother Country—are
such that no loyal section of the Em-
pire could think for one moment of
accepting. Besides, there is open to us
another and better means of supplying
our great want. = Across the sea, in the
British Islands is

A MARKET FOR ALL,

and more than all, we can produce. Great
Britain imports $45,000,000 worth of horn-
ed cattle every year; $55,000,000 worth of
bacon and hams; $25,000,000 worth of beet:
360,000,000 worth of butter; $22,000,000 worth
of cheese; $124,000,000 worth of wheat; $21,-
000,000 of barley; $25,000,000 worth of oats;
$60,000,000 worth of flour; $18,000,000 worth
of eggs; $13,000,000 worth of fish® $6,000,000
worth of apples; $10,000,000 worth of hides;
$11,000,000 worth of lard; $30,000,000 worth
of leather; $19,000,000 worth of copper;
§$13,000,000 worth or fron ore; $17,000,000
worth of fresh mutton; «and $92,000,000
worth of timber. ‘Why do we furnish
a larger proportion of these enormous
supplies? Because it is a natural law of
commerce that trade cannot all flow one
way; one nation cannot sell to another
without huying something in return;
there imust be return cargoes for the
ships that carry produde from the shores
of one country*to another if trade is to
be profitable; and, as we in Canada, by
an almost prohibitive tariff on British
goods, restrict our purchases in Great
Britain, we by that very act restrict our
sales to that country also. What should
be done, therefore, is to make a sweep-
ing reduction in the customs duties mow
levied on manufactursd goods imported
from the United Kingdom., 'The adop-
tion of this policy mwill vastly cheapen
many articles that are used daily by
our people; it will, by increasing our
purchases in the Mother Country, add to
our sales there as well, and it will make
the cities of Canada the purchasing mar-
ket for Hhundreds of thousands living
just across the border. Even now vast
numbers of Americans buy a large pro-
portion of their clothing in Canada. If
the cost of the British cloth from which
this “clothing is made were reduced by
2% to 50 percent, as it would be by a
reduction of the duty 'on it, still larger
numbers of :Americans wounld make their
purchases here and tailoring would be-
come the greatest industry in Canada.
TWO OBJECTIONS
to such a policy as herein outlined may
be anticirated—the alleged difficulty in
raising a national revenue and the in-
terference with coal manufacturing en-
terprises. In reply to the first it may
be said that there would be no revenue
difficulty.  The increase in consumption
of British goods would more than make
up, so far as the natlonal treasury is
concerned, for the reduction in the rate
of customs taxation. Besides, we
would, by the adoption of this policy of
freer trade, largely reduce the €xpense
of Government. Canada has made a
standing offer of an annual subsidy of
$750,000 a year for a fast steamship ser-
vice on the Atlantic, and the public treas-
ury is being drawn upon now for what
is virtually a subsidy to increase the
volume of our hutter expobts to Hng-
land.  ‘Withdraw the artificial barriers
against trade with the Mother Country
erected by ourselves, and there will be
& sudden bound in the commerecial inter-
course between ourselves and our fellow-
subjects beyond the seas that will make
both the expedients above alluded to
wholly unnecessary. = Nor will it be
found, on examination, that there is
much in the cry about the alleged injury
that would be caused our manufacturers.
‘What manufacturing  industries really
would be injured? = For answer let us
look at the census returns, These show
that the total output of 1891 was $476,000,-
000. But the industries ‘that turned out
the enormous bulk of the products re-
presented by these figures by far the
greater part would be very largely bene-

We may speak out without
any reservation or fear of consequences.
And we ought—impelled by every con-
pgideration of right and fair play
—tad  iake the part of the op-
pressed, especlally of those the pe-
culiarity of whose situation  places
them at a disadvantage in procuring
for themselves the redress of  their
wrongs. It is true the members of these
companies may say when accused of an
injustice that their employes rest on
Monday. But resting on Monday, when
the Sunday work is wholly unnecessary
would merely lessen the wrong.

'so far, We do not believe in compelling
men to go to church on Sunday, as the
old English law enacted. We don’t believe
in compelling men to remain in the house
on Sunday and read the Bible. At the
same time’ we believe that it is impos-
sible for one portion of the community
to spend the Sabbath as a working day,
or as a holiday, as a day of recreation,
and amusement, without interfering
with the
RIGHTS AND LIBERTIES

of the other portion of the community,
who believe in spénding the Lord’s day
in rest and worship. The labor and the
amusements of the one will interfere
with the rest and devotions of the other.
Collision is inevitable. The men employed
on Sunday excursion steamboats, on
Svnday freight trains and tram cars are
in a manner compelled to work on Sun-
day.

ATTEMPTED ASSASSINATION.

The  incident reported from the Ori-
ent to-day by which China may lose
the services of her foremost statesman
cannot fail to touch the hearts of the
nations, and to create a sympathy,
that heretofore did not exist, for the
supplicating power. Li Hung Chang
has the allotted span of life,
having been born in February, 1823,
and his years, if not his eminence,
should have protected him from the
dastardly Japanese assassin who
scught to remove him. The career of
the venerable old man has been a dis-

one, It was in 1860 that he
co-operated with General, then Colonel,
Gordon in suppressing the Ta
bellion, he being at that period Gov-
ernor of the Thiang-Sin province. The
other Thiang province being added to
his rule, he was created Viceroy of
the United Countries in May, 1865. The
next year he was_appointed Minister
Plenipotentiary, Viceroy of Hong-
Kuang in 1867, and a Grand Chancellor
in the following year. After the Tien-
‘Tsin -massacre in 1870 hemmd

De! red

vor and the office of Grand Chancellor.
He was the mediator for fixing the in-
demnity for the murder of Mr. Mar-
gary, who was killed,- in 1876, while
endeavoring to explore Southwestern
China. Li Hung Chang has been Vi-
ceroy of the metropolitan provifices
of Pe-Chih-Li, and as such actual ruler
or chief admiflistrator of the Empire.
His career of late is fresh in the
public mind. Though he lost decora-
tions in consequence of the enemy’s
continued successes, for which he was
in a manner held responsible, that he
still basks in courtly favor was evi-
denced by his being sent to Japan to
negotiate terms of peace. Just at the
commencement of his mission .the vil-
dain’s hand struck him,down and may-
hap has ended his usefulness.: The
despatches read hopefully, but it is
difficult to tell, under such circum-
stances, what complications may oc-
cur, the more especially as Li Hung
Chang, being a septuagenarian,
not the virile strength of youth that
overcomes the death king. 'We shall
be very much surprised if the contem-
porary press does not mercilessly con-
demn the wanton outrage, and de-
mand that punishment fitting the
crime be inflicted.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell, in replying to
the toast to himself at the late Belle-
ville banguet, expressed a hope that
the time is not far distant when * the
Dominion ‘would be rounded off by
bringing into Confederation the Island
of Newfoundland.” ‘The report comes
frem the island that the Whiteway
Government are going ‘to ask $700,000
a year as a subsidy, and a fump sum
of $1,000,000 to be spent on public
works. Apart from the French shore
question, says the Guelph Mercury,
which must be settled in some definite
way before Canada will take New-
foundland on any financial terms the
terms outlined above are not such as
to make it worth while to talk of Con-
federation. Three quarters of a million
a year may seem little to the islanders
and to a ‘plate-glass’ ministry, but
it will seem large to a heavily-taxed
people who are entering, in spite of
heavy taxation, on an era of inevitable
deficits. Sir Mackenzie Bowell may
as 'well make up-his mind that no such
subsidy will be granted by Parliament
unless the Whiteway Government can
show that it will pay Canada to incur
such a liability. '‘Canadians are in no
mood just now to grant huge sums
for either sentiment or charityy

Preliminaries are to be arranged for
the framing of a new treaty between
the United States and Great Britain
concerning Bering Sea seizures. The ne-
gotiations will be carried on in Wash-
ington City. Sir Charles Tupper, Min-
ister of Marmne and Fisheries for Can-
ada, and other leading statesmen of the
Dominion, will come here to co-operate
with Sir Julian Pauncefote, éthe British
Ambassador, concerning the terms of
the treaty.

‘Little but staking the
claims was done that year. In 1804, it was
necessary to build a trail the’ entire 15 miles,

nsequently the claim owners did but little
in excess of the annual assessment work.

What is known as the Copper King ledge
is located for 15,000 feet, or nearly three
miles, fine ore showing on every -claim.'
This great flssure has an average width of
10 feet, all of which, it is claimed, will pay
to work.

Discussed by the British Socfety of
: ;Authors—A Resolution.

The Canadian Copyright bill is giving
the authors a deal of worry. I allows
any Canadian printer the liberty to ap-
ply to the Minister of Agriculture for a
license to publish any book by an author
not resident in Canada which has not
been reset up in Canada “within one
month of its original publication. Ten
per cent. is to be paid to the auther,
but the Government will not hold them-
selves responsible for its collection, which

Island last night. Mr. Adams, conirac-
tor for the structure, was on board
and he and five others are reported to
have been drowned.

A LATER ACCOUNT.

The Tug Velos, with the barge Pilot in
tow, left this city last evening for Had-
dington Tsland to procure a cargo of
stone for ‘the new Parliament buildings.
On board the Velos were contracter
Adams, Capt. Anderson, mate (Christen-
sen, engineer Lowe and three' others of
the crew. When passing Trial Island,
which is a barren rock about two miles
from the harbor, they found the out-
side passage too rough and decided to
take the inside passage, 'This island is
the most noted place on that portion of
the coast for its fierce tide ¢ips. ~When
in the midst of these, the rudder chain
broke and the Velos, at full speed, drove
on to the rocks. The Pilot brought up
against her, and as she p_und by mate |
Chr
which had some 25 stone cutters and
1aborers aboard, then drifted past break-
ing her hawser and going ashore on
Trial Island, all aboard escaping ashore.
They had not a boat, and nothing could
e done to assist the unfortunate six
who were laft aboard the Velos, and of
mhom Capt. Anderson is the only survivor.
The steamer soon sank stern first, leav-
ing the bow only partly out of the water.
Adams and three of the crew were
quickly washed away and drowned, while
Anderson and engineer Lowe, lashed
themselves to the davits, There they
stopped through the flerce cold gale of
rain and sleet until the turn of the tide,
when Anderson announced his intention
of abandoning the wreck and trying to
reach the island by swimming, advising
Lowe to do the same, as both must soon
perish from exposure. Anderson followed
this programme, and, being caught by
heavy seas, was carried on top of two
and landed in a half-frozen condition.
Poor Lowe stayed by the wreck and his
body was recovered this morning hang-
ing head downward in the water, having
succumbed to exposure. None of the other
bodies were recovered, and in all prob-
abilities i mever will be. The Maude
brought in all the saved, there being
a wild stampede on to the steamer when
she arrived and the survivors hands be-
ing grasped over and over again by anx-
jous friends. The Pilot lies ashore and
at low tide will be.high and dry.

‘Andrew Chris-
tiansen, mate of the Velos, tells the
story of the affair as follows: ‘‘We left
port at 9:30 or thereabouts, andét was

10:45 when the accident occurred. By
that time it was blowing & full| south-
east gale and there was a very heavy
sea running, with the tide abeut an
hour from flood.. We had got through
the passage and were about two miles
beyond when the captain decided to re-
turn. /The steamer went round on the
port, the Helm hard over ,and “we were
making to ¢lear the point of rocks when
the wheel chains carried away. 1If they
had held another minute, and we could
have cleared the point, we might have
gone through, but where we were they
had no sooner gone than the Velos went
round broadside to the wind and a heavy
sea swept over and swamped her. It
would have done no good to reverse the
engines even if we had time to—and we
hadn’t. We were at ‘'this time only a
few ffeet from the island though we
couldn’t see it—it was so dark. The
captain was in -the wheelhouse; Mr,
Adams, after having had a talk with him
had gone into the galley, where he was
last seen; the two engineers were in
the engine room; the cook was in the
cabin I think; and the deckhand, Dun-
can, and T were out. T was coming for-
ward ffrom attending to the hawser, for
the tow was giving us trouble, and stop-
ped near the boats. When the sea struck
us broadside it pitched us hard over on
the side. I stopped where I was on
the house and tried to clear the boats,
for the Pilot was coming down on us like |
a steam engine, and I knew that if |
she struck us she would go clear through
us. [Luckily, in one way, she struck a
rock and that turned her out of her
course. Then I saw it was my only
chance and I grabbed the hawser and
went up it on to the barge, singing out
to the others that they’'d better follow.
Duncan did undertake to come after, but
he never reached the barge. He was
washed off the line, I suppose, and swept
away at once. The engineer and the
cook started to swim for it, though there
was a terrible surf to look out for, They
failed to make it. The captain and the
second engineer stayed by 'the steamer
until midnight, holding on to the tow
bits. Then the captain took his chances
in swimming and the second sea that
came along landed him on a little rocky
islet near the main island. His legs
were pretty badly cut and his head too
in the surf. He managed to hold on,
though, until’'we patched up the least
injured of the boats in the morning
and brought him over t6 the main is-
land.”

The men who were driven ashore on
the barge put in a terrible night, every-
one of them having fbeen drenched to
the skin. Their agony was added to by
the knowledge.of the death of four of
the Velos' crew and by the danger in
which they knew Capt. Anderson and
Engineer Law to be, while they were
powerless to aid them. This anguish
was added as Law’s cries became weaker
and weaker and were finally hushed in
everlasting silence, 'When the news
reached Victoria Capt. John Irving at
once ordered the steamer Maud to the
scené and himself took command, the
rescue party reaching the island shortly
after noon. They found a sadly distres-
sed little colony awaliting them, every
man on the Pilot having been drenched
to the skin, some emerging from their
terrible night's experience with little
clothing and neither shoes nor other foot-
wear, and all being worn and exhausted.
They were promptly taken on board and
the wreck itself inspected. At this time
the mast and bow of the steamer were
\"isi.vble above the water, even from a con-
siderable distance; as the Maude cameé
nearer, it was seen that Law's body
was hanging astride the tow bits, where
he had ¢limed for safety, his foot caught
in a rope. ‘Whether he had thus fasten-
ed himself to escape being washed away,
or had become accidentally entangled,
will never be known. The rising tide
had overpowered him in his exhaustion
and terminated his sufferings. The body
was taken sorrowfully aboard, and the
Maud with flag half-masted returned to
the city.

They intended to move a resolution, and
after that was submitted to the House
the Government, without rhesitation,
would appeal to the country, at large,
It would then be for the constituencies
to say which was to prevail in large

matters of policy—the will of the House F

of Commons or the will of the House of
Lords represented by the great majority
of Conservatives in the House. He had
no doubt as to what the country would
say. When the time came the Govern-
ment would with confidence look to the
people to give a decision which would
once more put the House of Commons in
its proper place of influence, and thus
remove that which at present must be
a serious danger to the constitution.

Blanck, to a fellow prisoner, said that
he was born at Schenectady, N. Y. He
admitted that his name was not Blanck,
but he would not tell what it was. He
said hardly: anything about his youth,
but commeneed immediately at the year
1891; and-spoke of .his trip from Schen-
ectady west: into British Columbia. He
had e partner with him, but did not
mention his name. While in " British
Columbia he learned, he said, that there
were gold mines in the Kootenay region,
and that Chinamen came down in
stages frequently with large amounts of
gold. With the “yellow boys” in view,
they located in the country and soon
were well acquainted with the roads
and ‘trails that came from the mines.
One day they saw a stage coach with a
white driver and two Chinamen for
paseengers coming down the hill, so
they decided to hold them up. The
ever familiar but worn out cry, ‘‘hands
up,” was given, but the driver showed
fight' and was immediately shot dead.
His slayers had no idea’ who their vic-
tim was and made no effort to find out,
but got down to business and,  aften
scaring the Chinamen almost to death,
overhauled the stage for booty. Blamck
claimed that they got $3,000 in gold and
$1,300 in silver. The latter was too
heavy to carry, so they buried it,"and,
if his story is true, it ‘has never been
disturbed. After the job was done they
divided the gold -and separated, Blanck
returning to his home and his partner
striking out for himself. They had no
trouble in escaping and were not
brought in contact with any officers.
Perhaps some reader of The World will
be able to recall this incident and\locate
the silver, which is probably near the
scene of the fatal hold-up. iy

Blanck’'s other erimes noted above
were equally cold-blooded, but have not
sufficient local interest to call for de-
tails. Vancouver ‘boys who may have
vearnings to become Deadwood Dieks
should  take warning from Blanck's
career. He missed the rope but when
half-starved and wracked by pain, born
of exposure, he was shot down like a
dog— nothing to be sought after surely.

but they are mot all running at present
owing o the poor demand for timber,
which is shipped to ,Australia, South
America, London, China, and Japan. Our
forest 'wealth can be better understood,
when you ‘consider that we have: about
100,000 sqguare miles of it. If I remem-
ber correctly, 100 million feet of lumber
has been cut in British Golumbia, in one
year. 'The greater portion of timber iss
Dougllas fir, somewhat hander than On-
‘tario pine, and somewhat larger. A
single tree has made 20,580 feet of dlear
Jumber and a log 32 feet was left, fit for
export ‘trade. Three sticks twere ship-
ped to Montreal 60 feet long and three
feet square, that were sawn in the Hast-
ings mill at Vancouver.

W. C. Van Horne, President of the C.

It was not by such an-
tiquated contrivances, the ‘principles of
which had their origin in & darker age,
that a great empire could be permanent-
ly constituted. The notion that one state
can ‘best promote its own interests by
making war upon the interests of ev-
ery other state 'was finally given up by
England when she adopted a pplicy of
commercial fréedom, and the ' success
Which has resulted from the sdoption
of a commercial policy so just to others
and so advantageous to herself has been
/80 great that every motive for again
‘returning to the thraldom has
peared. It 'is not in' any such way that
the unity of the BEmpire can be promot-
ed, It is very well, then, to essume as
a starting point that a closer union be-
tween the differént parts of the Empire
can never arise if we begin with a pol-
icy: in diregt antagonism to the policy
now firmly “established.”

He counted Russia the most potent
enemy to British unity. “Within a few
years,” he said, “there wil be, under
the present order of things,” but three
great powers in the world, the British
Empire, the Russian Empire and®the
Republic of the United States.” He
sketched the possibilities of Russian su-
premacy; the closing of the markets of
the world, except so far as the freedom
of those markets might follow under
the prosecution of a coasting trade with-
in the Russian Empire; the diminution
of the population of Great Britain and
the reversion of the state of the British
artizan to his aneient penury; the stop-
page of emigmation to America and iis
diversion from the mnew lands of the
new world to the ancient valleys of the
Tigris and Euphrates and the unoccu-
pied lands of the East. He adduced an
ebundance of argument which need not
be related 'at length to show trat the
United States was vitally interasted in
the maintenamce of the British Em-
pire as was any one of its parts. “When
he spoke of the umity of the Empire,”
he said, “he did not mean that we are
to have any central ‘authority represent-
ing and acting formally for the whele.
He meant that we should remsin under
the same Sovereign, with iiberty to 8TOW
int> & greater measure of self-Guvern-
ment, with liberty toggrow towards cach
other into closer bomds of union, from
a clearer appreciation of our ccramunity
of interests. Growing into trusting ezch
other and into the exercise of 80\ ereign
authority - by those most largely inter-
ested; a unity that fs the pruduct of
growth, rather than of any legisla.ave
contrivance; ‘a unity resting upon the
strong conviction that it is vital to cur
well being, that we should remain to-
gether as allles, equally qualified 1o the
extent. of our interests to desl with Im-
perial affairs, to exercise fovereign au-
thority.” He strohgly advucated the fort-
ification  of the Canadian scapcrts by
the Canadians themselves. wiraat EBritain
would protect Canadiavu  commercoe on
the high seas, but Canada 'should pic
tect h 1f against the possibilities of
foreign! invasion, ‘“and there is gcarcely

NOVEL INSURANCE PROBLEM.
Two days before the fire at Toronte
‘which destroyed the big dry goods es-
tablishment, Robt, Simpson décided to
increase the insurance on the building
by $35,000; and telephoned to his agent,
E, P. Pearson, .to do so at once.. Mr.
Pearson that afternoon placed $15,000
‘with the Sun and $10,000 with the Na-
tional of Ireland. Early next morning
he' placed the additional $10,000 with
the Hand-in-Hand. In all three -in-
stances the risks were accepted by the
agents, and interim receipts given.
The agent for the National is George
“W. Wood. After accepting the Simp-
son application for $10,000 he tele-
graphed the information to the head
office at Montreal. At noon next day,
which was Saturday, some 12 hours
or more. before the fire, he received
a telegram from Montreal saying that
the National could not take the policy.
An Interim receipt issued by the duly
-authorized agent of an insurance com-
pany is binding until the risk is- offi-
cially declined by the head office, but
Mr, Simpson maintainsg that the re-
ceipt given by Mr. Wood was binding
for a week and will seek to enforce
payment of the $10,000. Mr. - Wood
claims' that the receipt he gave was
conditional in a degree that admitted

of such immediate .cancellation, but |

Mr. Pearson denies this. Furthermore,
Mr. Wood alleges: that 'the $10,000
placed 'with the Hand-in-Hand on Sa-
turday morning was to cover the $10,-
