The Harry . A. Berwind was bound
to Philadelphia from Mobile, which
port she left September 23. Shé
was sighted early yesterday morning
30 miles off the Cape Fear Bar by
Captain Taylor, whose attention was
attracted by ‘the reckless manner in
which the ill-fated vessel was being
her ' course threatening to
run down his own vessel.  Captain
Taylor and crew boarded the vessel
and rlaced the negroes in irons.

‘Rev Géorge Goodridge Roberts,LL.
D., Canon of Christ Church . Cath-
edtak and Rector ‘of Fredericton, was
born in St. John on December 25th,
1832, and was, therefore, in his sev-
enty-third year. His father was the
late D¥. George ‘Roberts, B. A., a na-
tive of Keeford, Sémerset, England,
and a graduate of Oxford University. l
When the subject rof this sketch was
quite young, the family removed to
Fredericton, the elder Roberts havmg
accepted the position of principal of'
the Collegiate School, which he filled
for many years.

~The son, who was afterwards to
become ‘rector of Frederictan, receiv-
ed his early edacation at the Col-
legiate . School, and afterwards at-
tended the Universxty of New Bruns-:
wick, from which he graduated in
1858, with the degree of B. A.

After completing his college courSe,
and while preparing himself for the
ministry, he taught school for a
short time in this city, and also in
Western Canada. He received the de-
ee of M. A., from his -alma mater in
1855, and the following year was or-
dained a deacon of the Church ' of
England by the late Bishop Medley.
He was appointed rector of the
Parish 6f Douglas in that year, and
remained there for a period of four
years: In 1860 he was appointed ‘to
the rectorship of the Parish of Dor-
chester, Westmorland county, and re-
mained in charge of that parish un-
til 1873, when he received the ap-~
pointment of rector of Fredericton,
which position he held up to the
time of his death, a period of thirty-
two years. He was appointed Canon
of Christ/Chur(h Cathedral in 1890,
and five years ago received the hon-
orary degree of LL. D., from the
U. N. B. For a number of years he
has been:a degree examiner for the
latter institution.

Rev. Dr. Roberts was widely
known as an able and scholarly
preacher, and as a pastor he was un-
iversally esteemed. He took a deep
interest in all work, having for its
object the promotion of the moral
welfare of the community, and was
ever ready to lend a helping hand to
those in need. In hundreds of homes
in this city and county, the death of
Canon Roberts will be regarded as a
personal loss.

The deceased gentlemen took a
warm interest in - military matters,
and in 1885 when the Riel rebellion
broke out, was offered and accepted
the appointment of Chaplain to the
regiment raised in this province for
active service in the northwest. The
corps went into camp at Sussex, but
was not called upon to go to rhe
northwest. Canon Roberts has filled
the, office of Chaplain to Islington
Lodge of the Sons of England, since
its organization, and was held in
the highest esteem by the members of
that order, who will as a mark .of
respect attend the funeral in a body:

REV. ME, STREETS TRAITE,

The Rev. T. W. Street, sub-dean of
the Cathedral, this morning paid the
following tribute to the deceased
clergyman, who has bem his life-long
friend :

‘“The words of thé old prophet ‘It
shall come to pass that at eventime
it shall be light,”” were mnever better
fulfilled than when on Tuesday even-
ing the loving friend, the cheery com-
panion, the faithful pastor of - his
'flock, George (toodridge Roberts, for
nearly fifty years a priest of the
church, sank quietly to rest, and be-
fore the sunrise of this morning pass-
ed into the Paradiseof God:

‘““Beloved by. all '~ :who: knew him,
faithful to his high calling in Christ
Jesus, he gave witness to the world
that he was one of the ‘beloved of
God.” Not today, not in these has-
tily written words, may his friend
and companion®say what ought just-
ly and rightly be said. The succes-
sor of learned and distinguished men

in 'the rectorship of Fredericton,Can-

on Roberts gave abundant proof that
he was not' a whit behind them in
his leafning and scholarship. He
for himself a distinguished
place in the roll of honor among the
many men who have done cridit to
the educational institutions of our
province. And, as the faithful min-
ister of God, e was beloved, deep-
ly beloved by the members of his
flock, whose grief at his sudden tak-
ing away is only assauged by their
knowledge that he has ‘‘finished his
course in faith, and now rests from
his labougp.”’

‘““When health declined so suddenly,
there was no loss of real happiness.
He may have ‘feared as he entered
the cloud,” but once within the vap-
oury veil, light beamed mysteriously
around. The Lord God made his
darkness to be light. We cannot ex-
plain how' the special supports were
reserved for that hour of his sorest
need, but He, the dear friend and
brother, looked calmly into theabyss
from which edge we shrink, and gave
us another fulfillment of the law of
Christianity, a day not light nor
dark, but ‘at evening time it was
fight.” ”

NEW GURE FOR GONSUMPTION

WELL AGCEPTED BY DR. ADAMI.

Montreal Herald:—Much interest
‘of the medical profession in the an-
nouncement in today’s cable despat-
ches that a new method of curing tu-
berculosis has been discovered by
Professor Behring, who was the dis-
coverer of the serum for the treat-
ment of diptheria.

Announcements of a somewhat sim-
ilar character have been made from
time to time with the result that a
sceptical or 'agnostic spirit has been
created among the doctors, but the
circumstantial accoumt given of the
discovery induces the leading practi-
tioners to accept the news as true.

Dr. Adami, professor of bactercol-
ogy at McGill University, stated to a
Herald representative today that
Prof. Behring, who is one of the
most distinguished and successful
workers in this branch of science,
and has already achieved important
results im connection with the treat-
ment O6f tuberculosis in’ cattle, is just
the man from whom one would ex-
pect an announcement of the charac-
ter ascribed to him.

“I think, however,”” said Dr. Ad-
ami, ‘“that it is much to be regret-
ted that he does not see his way
clear to give the medical profession
and the public the benefit of his dis-
covery at once; although one can
hardly blame him for withholding it
until he has derived sufficient from
the proceeds to recoup him for the
expense of the experiments he has
made and to enable him to prosecute
his researches further. That object is
certainly laudable’ and must com-
mand sympathy, but it is most wun-
fortunate in my opinion that there
is no means of rewarding men who
make important discoveries that are
of incalculable value to humanity, so
that we might have the benefit of
new knowledge of this character at
once. The feeling of the profession
in England and in all English-speak.
ing countries is that discoveries of
such vital importance as this should

| be fully made known

and demonstration. In this case
think some national
should have taken the
hand
with facilities for continuing his
work without cost to himself.

‘“The announcement that the new
method of treatment,’”’ observed Dr.

" THE INDEMNITY INGREASE. -

Dr. G. S. Ryerson presided at the
opening meeting of the season of the
North Toronto Conservative AsSsocia-
tion at Simpson’s Hall, Torento,Fri-
day night. Mr. Emerson Coatsworth,
Ald. Church, Mr. C. A. B. Brown and
others were invited to seats in the
platform, and the principal speaker
was Hon. Geb. E. Foster, who, the
chairman said, would give the meet-
ing an account of his 'stewardship.

Mr. Foster devoted considerable
time to an explanation of the reasons
why he thought it was mot possible
_for parliament to do the business of

““the country in less tham five or six
months each year, and discussed the
question of public ownership, the
principal of which he declared himself
in favor of..

Touching upon the tariff quest.ion,'

Mr. Foster insisted that a definite
principal should be laid down, and,
speaking for himself and the Conser-
vative party, that policy should be
the production within the Domniinion
by Canadian labor out of Canadian
material, so6 far as was possible, of
all that we required.... He warned his
fellow Conservatives that, although

the Liberal government professed a
similiar belief, there was meed for
wviligence on. the part of the sentinels
on the watch tower of protection.

the Liberals, who ‘‘hated bounties as
the saint hates the devil,”” had not
only maintained the bounties which
the Conservatives imposed temporar-
ily, but had extended them.

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A MUCH LAMENTED DEATH.

(Wednesday’s Daily.)

Qorrow will be universal in this
community at the death of Rev. Dr.
Roberts, and indeed wherever that
much esteemed Christian gentlemen
was knowmn.

Few men in this or any other place
got so close to the hearts of the peo-
pleple as Canon Roberts. He had a
genial greeting for all, a heart over-
flowing with the milk of human kind-
ness. He loved humanity and sym-
pathized with all its ills. He was a
true exemplar of the gentle spirit of
the Master whom he so faithiully
served, and whose precepts guided
him throughout his long and useful
life.

The church loses a strong man, a

wise counsellor, a faithful worker in
the death of Canon Roberts, the com-
munity in which he was born reared
and spent the greater part of his
life miourns a citizen of the bést type,
the country counts one less among
its: patriotic sons, and the members
of his family gather around the
bier of one who was in very truth
an aflectunate, indulgent husband
and parent, the idol of his household
now gone to. join the great family
above.
. The sorrow that a community feels
in ‘the loss of such a man as Canon
Roberts is best expressed in the hush-
ed voice, the quiet tear drop which
mark the communication of the sad
intelligence from mouth to mouth.

should languish for weeks or months
on a sick bed, with his powers weak-
ened and himself unable to do his
work.
"It was not only wpen Canon Rob-
erts was proclaiming the holy truth
from his pulpit, instructing the chil-
dren in the Sunday school, or admin-
istering consolation to the dying,
that he was rendering faithful
and unstinted service to his Master,
The aroma of religion was about him
at all times, in his greeting to his
friends in the street, in the social
circle, and in all public assemblies in
which he appeared. He was an every-
day Christian whose faith was evi-
denced in his works, and men pointed
to him as one who embodied in him-
self the patient, loving spirit of Him
who now welcomes the faithful pas-
tor to the glories of th\ home be-
yond.

The life of such a man as Canon
Roberts was in itself, divorced entire-
ly from his active efforts on behalf of
religion and humanity a great moul-
ding influence, leading his fellows
to a brighter and higher conception
of the things which make for eternal
salvation.

He
was active in church and Sunday
School work, and was an all round
public spirited and useful citizen,
whose memory will long be cherished
in Woodstock and Carleton, where he
was, best known.

Had he chosea a political career,
there is no doubt he would have com-
manied o consyicious place in the
public life of the country, an arena
in which his brother, the late Hon.
Charles Fisher of this city, had 4
prominent position.

MULOCK’S RETIREMENT.

The resignation of Sir William Mul-
ock, from the cabinet and from par-
liament, will be a distinct loss to the
government and to the country,
which has received splendid service,
from that distinguished gentleman.

When he took control of the. post
office department on ¢he formation of
the Laurier government in 1896,
there had been an era of glarming de-
ficits in the conduct of the office, and
there was little expectation that
even so keen a business man and ad-
ministrator as Sir William Mul-
ock,  would “ever make the de-
partment pay its way, but that has
all been changed and for the past few
years, it has shown a substantial
balance on the right side.

The change has not been brought
about by false economy and cheese-
paring, for during his regime Sir
William has reduced domestic letter
postage from three to two cents, giv-
en the country penny postage to
Great Britain and her colonies and in-
creased the salaries of postmasters
and others in his service.

Those things will be remembered
to Sir William’s credit by the whole
country, as well as the larger and
broader service he has rendered as one
of the leadimg members of the Laur-
ler government, in shaping its pol-
icy and generally administering pub-
lic affairs.

In parliament he has eacsily loccu-
pied a front rank as a debater, and
a stalwart defender of the adminis-
tration of which he was one on the
brightest ornaments.

_Sir William is a native of Ontario,
sxxty-two years old, and by profes-
ision @ lawyer. He is immensely
wealthy and could retire entirely
from public service, but it is said he
will be appointed to a position on
the Ontalio bench, where the duties
will not be as strenuous as in the
office of postmaster general. He has
been a member of parliament con-
tinuously since 1882, and it is said
his successor will be Mr. A. B. Ayles-

“What New Brunswick needs is
that the - railway shall if it be the
most direct ‘and cheapest in con-
struction, pursue the central route
and develop the large central ' dis-
tricts of the province; which contain
some of the finest agricultural sec-

tions in eastern Canada. In the in-
terests of New Brunswick the oppor-
tunity is now here to colonize and
develop the centre’of the provinee;
and it would be suicidal policy to
repeat the folly of running all the
railways along the frontier fringes of
the provinces and for all time unde-
velop the heart of the province.”

This view suits Halifax and Nova
Scotia admirably, and the people of
.that city and province will welcome
the assistance of so able an advocate
as the Transcript, while in New
Brunswick regret will be felt that one
of the leading provincial newspapers,
favors -a policy that would prove a
great injustice to the greater part of
the country.

Since ‘the finding of the body on
Tuesday Police Sergt Phillips has
been diligently looking into the case
and picked up sufficient information
to justify him in placing Mrs. Briggs
under arrest. He ascertained that
the woman had lately given birth to
an illegitimate child, which had in
some manner mysteriously disappear-
ed. This report was circulated by
neighbors, - -but so far nobody . has
been found who: saw the child ‘alive,
and Mrs. Briggs gives the stpry an
emphatic denial.

Dr. Bridges, who held the post~-
mortem, is of opinion that the child
found in the cnty hall dump was born
alivey but he is in some ‘doubt as to
what' was the cause of the death.-He
thinks it possible that being with-
out medical attendance at birth, the
infant may have bled to death. What
other evidence may be brought out
at the inquest remains to be seen.

Those acquainted with Mrs. Briggs
speak of her as being an honest,
hardworking woman, wha has strug-
gled hard since the death of her hus-
band to keep the wolf from the door.
She has had more than her share of
trouble, and with four s:nall ckild-
ren on her hands the bread problem
has been to her g rather serious omne.

It is held that if she really gave
birth to a child during the past few
weeks, extreme poverty and a desire
to conceal, the matter from her fam-
ily prevented her calling in'a pbysi-
cian.’ The evidence yiven at the in-
quesr by Mrs. Dykeman would seem
to establish the truth of this and
disclosed g state of affairs which will
probably be quite a shock to this
Christian community.

Coroner McEwen has postponed the
inquest until Friday evening.

NEW TRIAL FOR GOLE.

Maine’s State Prosecuting Attorneys
Will Make Another Attempt to
Convict Albert Man of
Murder.

Portland, Me., Oct. 11l.—Edward
F. Cole, the Albert County man,
must again stand trial on the charge
of murdering his friend, John F.
Steeves of Hillsboro, N. B. When
the jury brought in the word of their
disagreement, it was the general op-
inion that the state would not press
the charge, and let the prisoner go,
free, but County Attorney Eaton to-
day announced that this would not
be done, and that the case would be
brought to trial ,n the January
term of the superior court, the first
available date.

The jury stood six to six when it
reported. At the. beginning of its
deliberations it was inclined to con-
vict, the first ballot standing eight
to fouf against the prisoner, but fur-
ther consmdexatlon of the prisoner’s
alibi brought two members over to
his side.

Cole is rather despondent over the
outcome. His first feeling, when he
was told of the disagreement, seemed
to be relief, but it quickly gave way
to depression, and he is again facing
the prospect of three months’ further
confinement before he can hope for
freedom.

FREDERIGTON.

Lewis Peter Fisher, K. C., one of
Woodstock’s most respected and val-
ued citizens, died Monday morning.
He was unwell for a few days, took
a chill Sunday and as stated, passed
away deeply lamented. ;

The deceased was born in Frederic-
ton and educated in the public
schools.
din the office of his prother the late
Judge Charler Flsher, in this  city
and went to Woodstock, this "being
§n the carly forties, and was admit-
ted as an attorney January 14, 1842
and made a barrister January 17,
1844.

He at once entered practice in
Woodstock and ‘some years later
formed a copartnership with the late
R. K. Jones, which was dissolved in
1874. In 1875 he once more made
a co-partnership, this time with A.
B. Connell, K. C., a graduate of
Harvard law school, who was ad-
mitted an attorney in 1874, and be-
‘came a barrister the following' year.
This partnership existed to the
present  time. In May, 1856,
Mr.' Fisher was elected Wood-
stock’s first mayor, and was
re-elected to that position for twen-
ty-four consecutive times, but declin-
ed to serve longer, although request-
ed to do so. Mr. Fisher was not
only considered the father - of the
town, but he” has been & law in-
structor of no secondary consequenece,
nearly all of the lawyers who prac-
tise and are now in Woodstock hav-
ing read law under his guidance.
“These included Messrs. J. C. Hartley
D. B. Gallagher, of Bath, and J. J.
Gallagher, of Grand Falls, the late
J. R. Murphy, Charles Comben, F.
B. Carvell, M. P., and the late Ste-
phen B. Appleby and many others.

Upon the inauguration of the
Woodstock railroad in 1865, he: was
made its first president, and subse-

Subsgquently he studied law. !

quently acted as” a trustee for the
twenty-year debenture bonds to ‘the
'sumn of $20,000, which had been rais-
ed by stock subscriptions in further-

~ance of the project; and by judicious’

‘management was enabled to cancel
all claims ‘and turn over a surplus at
the expiration of his service.

For twenty-six years he was chair-
man of the school trustees, and for
thirty years superintendent of the
Methodist Sabbath school. He wasal-
ways actively interested in-education-
al projects, and was one ;of the pro-
moters of the old ' Mechanics’ Insti-
tute, which was destroyed by fire in
1881. ;

As a lawyer he had no peer in Car-

leton, and has conducted nearly all
the great :cases whichi have come up
for. adjudication in that section. For
many years he héld the office of judge
of probate. . He was appointed Q.
C. before confederation.
i In 1877 he erected the elegant man-
sion on North Main Street in which
he resided, this taking the place of
one destroyed by fire a short time
previous. . It stands on a high emi-
nence; is surrounded by a beautiful
estate of some ten acres, and, aside
from being the finest residene in the
country, commands a view which for
beauty and picturesqueness is unsur-
passed.

Deceased was 85 years of age. The
widow was a Miss Demill, daughter
of Rufus Demill. = The. funeral was
held at two p. m. o’clock today.

Mr. Fisher was a son of Peter Fis-
her, g Loyalist, of German descent,
who was the author of The History
of New Brunswick, and was for
many years a prominent lumber mer-
chant of Fredericton. He had six
sons, of whom the most distinguish-
ed was the Honl Charles Fisher,fath-
er of Mrs. J. J. Fraser and Mis
Fisher of this cl,ty .

URDER TRIAL.

Portland, Me., Oct. 10.—The Cole
§jury reported a disagreement shortly
after midnight after having been out
far more than six hours discussing
the evidence in the charge of mur-
dering John F. Steeves of Hillsboro,
on April 12, last.

Judge Bonney expressed his disgp-
pointment, thanked the members of
the jury and discharged them ifrom
the case. The jurymen were evenly
divided, it is said, six for conviction
and six for acquittal.

The closing scenes of the trial were
most dramatic, the court room was
crowded to the doors and the eager
attention of the jury and spectators
was fixed on the counsel as they ar-
gued for or against conviction,

In the vast city hall, which is in
the same building as the court room,
a brilliant reception was being held
to an adopted child of Maine, Mad-!
ame Eames, and the strains of the,
orchestra music floated through the'
open doors into the court room where,
the state was seeking to fix upon an-
other adopted child the foulest crime
in its code. .

Cole heard the music, and whether
it was because of its softening infiu-
ence or of the approaching crisis of|
the trial, his demeanor changed. The
indifferencé that had so marvellously
characterized him throughout the
proceedings fell from him, and he was
clearly absorded in the eloquent ar-
guments of defence and prosecution.
As the jury retired a pallor spread
over his face and he watched the
men intently. v

Mr. Wilson’s presentation of his
client’s case was a brilliant effort.
Rising to eloquence at times, he nev-
er lost sight of the necessity for log-
ic to convince the jurors. He attack-

ed witnesses for the state, and scout-
ed the idea that people who casually
'saw two strangers one afternoon in
;the country could positively identify
ione of them after an interval of two
’weeks in which nothing had occurred
to remind them of the chance encoun-
ter.
