Guite ! In our country independ­
ent men Kke Mr. Guite are rare, 
and we ought to give him our con­
fidence and our votes. If Mr. 
Guite had been willing to sign 
the ultimatum of the Bishop of 
Rimouski, he would have been 
elected by acclamation. He pre­
fers to fight rather than become a' 
slave and lose his independence. 

By signing that 
declaration Mr. Guite would have 
ignored the fact that in Bonaven­
ture more than one third of the 
electors are Protestants who cling 
to liberty of conscience and wish 
to put an end to the racial strug­
gles which are ruining the pro­
vince and the Dominion.”

The circular to the Catholics 
was in a different strain. To the 
French Canadian electors, Mr. 
Guite said :

The Manitoba school question 
has reached its present phase 
through the criminal negligence of 
the Conservative party, which, by 
a word or a stroke of the pen, 
could have prevented the Green­
way Government from putting 
into force the law of 1890, which 
abolished separate schools, by dis­
allowing the Bill in accordance 
with the power conferred upon the 
Federal Government by the Con­
stitution. The Conservative party 
has shamefully deceived, insulted 
and humiliated our reverend Epis­
copate by refusing their just de­
mands for the disallowance of the 
Bill so as to wipe the Greenway 
school legislation out of existence. 
This same Conservative party 
caused the death, through disap­
pointment and chagrin, of the ven­
erable Bishop of Si Boniface, Mgr. 
Tache, to whom it had given a 
promise to re-establish separate 
schools. In its hatred of the 
French and the Catholics, this 
same Conservative party, in spite 
of the opposition of Messrs. Lau­
rier and Blake, incorporated the 
Orange Order, that sect of fanatics 
which works for the destruction 
of our religion. The Liberal party, 
on. the other hand, under the Hon. 
Mr. Mercier, was the first to install 
as the deputy minister of a depart­
ment a priest of our religion, Mgr. 
Labelle, with a salary of $3,000 a 
year. It was the Liberal party 
which, after years of vain promises 
on the part of the Conservative's, 
paid $400,000 to the Jesuits as 
indemnity for the property of 
which they had been unjustly 
robbed by the English Govern 
meat It was the Hon. Mr. Lau 
rier who, on the floor of the House 
of Commons, and in the presence 
of the Orangemen of Toronto pro­
tested with all his might and -the 
energy of his superb eloquence 
against the miserable attempt to 
disallow the Jesuits Estate Act 
It was again Mr. Laurier who on 
the floor of Parliament denounced 
the execution of Riel by the Tory 
party. In this instance, again 
the voice of the Episcopate had 
asked for executive clemency to 
spare the life of the Metis leader. 
Once more the clergy and the 
Episcopate were treated as par­
iahs, with scorn and disdain, and 
Riel was hanged. The Church 
has not pronounced against Mr. 
Laurier. The august voice of the 
Pope has not made itself heard 
apd when the illustrious father 
speaks he will render unto 
Caesar the thing’s that are Caesar’s 
and unto Mr. Laurier the things 
that are Mr. Laurier’s.” Mr. Guite 
has shown by these tactics that he 
is well qualified to be a member of 
the organized hypocrisy led by 
Laurier and Tarte. We notice 
that the hireling of the Morning 
Organ has not raised his voice 
against this outrageous and scan­
dalous deception. Oh no,! nothing 
blit approval need be expected 
from that quarter, of any conduct 
ng^matter how vile and scandalous, 
that may contribute towards de- 
Driving Catholics of their rights,

! And strengthening the hands of the 
arch-traitor, Laurier.

Mendacity Unmasked.

No statement, in connection 
with the “ Settlement” of the 
Manitoba school question has been 
more persistently reiterated by 
the supporters of the Government 
or by the Government press than 
that the terms of, “ Settlement’ 
agreed upon by Laurierand Green­
way are more advantageous to 
the Manitoba minority than the 
proposais made to the Greenway 
Government by the Commission­
ers sent to Winnipeg by the Gov­
ernment of Sir McKenzie Bowell. 
We have already pointed ont the 
fallacy of this contention, on the 
part 6f the Laurier Government 
and its supporters, by comparing 
the terms in the respective propo 
sitions of settlement. We have 
evidently silenced our local con­
temporaries by thus exposing the 
untenableness of the arguments 
advanced by them. It apppears, 
however, that in other places 
members and supporters of the 
Government have been harping on 
this false statement of the superi­
ority of the Laurier-Greenway 
terms.. Mr. Laurier himself, a 
few days ago, when campaigning 
in Wright County, endeavored to 
impress upon the Catholic electors 
there that the minority in Mani­
toba got more by the terms of his 
“ settlement” than the Conserva­
tives were willing to give. Curi­
ously enough, the papers that pub­
lished the account of Mr. Laurier’s 
lying speech, in the same issues 
published reports of the debate in 
the Manitoba Legislature, ratify­
ing the terms of the Laurier- 
Greenway “ Settlement” In the 
course of his speech Mr. Cameron, 
Attorney-General of Manitoba, 
and one of the Commissioners ap­
pointed by the Greenway Govern­
ment to confer with the delegates 
of the Conservative Government 
at Ottawa, spoke as follows re­
garding the very point under re­
view : ” He wished to deal with 
a particular charge. It was stated 
that the government had dealt 
perfidiously, as the settlement was 
substantially the same as the offer 
of the Dominion Commissioners a 
year before. If such were really 
the case the provincial government 
would have been guilty and sus­
ceptible of condemnation. But 
such was not the case, and was in­
deed very far from the case. He 
referred to the offer of the Domin­
ion Commissioners to prove this. 
The first clause of that offer was 
compulsory; that without consult­
ing the wishes of anyone, as soon 
as there were sufficient Roman 
Catholic children there must be a 
separate school which should be 
taught by a Roman Catholic 
teacher. The Dominion Commis­
sioners further asked for separate 
text-books, statutory representa­
tion on the advisory board, and a 
separate normal school, none of 
which things were to be found in 
the settlement Thus there was 
no resemblance between the offer 
of the Dominion Commissioners 
and the bill before the house to­
day.” Surely this makes it suffi­
ciently plain that either Mr. Lau­
rier, the Patriot, the Morning Or­
gan, and all those who have been 
reiterating the statement that the 
terms of the Laurier-Greenway 

settlement” were better than 
the terms offered by the Conserv­
atives have been lying ; or that 
Mr. Cameron is lying. Let the 
public judge who has been guilty 
of the greatest mendacity. There 
is a homely adage which says that 
liars require to have good memor 
ies, and it has been amply proven 
in the case under review.

THB OUTLOOK FOR REUNION.

Notwithstanding that the pres­
ent intoler. ble condition of things 
in the East where despotism and 
schism have united to prevent the 
return of the people to the allegi­
ance which their fathers so gladly 
rendered to the ^Holy See, has ex- 
isted for so long a period of time, 
Mr. Dover thinks that the outlook 
f ir the future is not without its 
promising aspects. He urges the 
whole Catholic world to co-operate 
generously with the beroio and 
apostolic efforts of the Sovereign 
Pontiff to recall the separated Ori­
entals to the only true bond of 
Christian unity, aod says on this 
point : ** Of all the works now
open to Christian zesl, no other 
offers rewards as great for an equal 
expenditure of toil A vast amount 
of missionary labor, and a long 
period of time, would be needed in 
order to bring one-half or one-fourth 
of the number with' whom we are 
now concerned to a knowledge of 
the faith, to say nothing of supply­
ing the ecclesiastical organization 
that would be required ; but in the 
East we have only to strike the 
earthly incrustations from the jewel, 
and release its imprisoned splendor; 
we have only to tear away the false 
■pomp with which pride has obscur­
ed the oehstial beauty of Christ’s 
immaculate spouse. The civil au­
thorities will resist as long as they 
can ; but the titled prisoner of the 
Neva, as well as the siok man ef the 
Boephorons, will soon have to face 
demands which thus far they have 
been able to ignore, and their re­
sponses will be the knell of unwarrar- 
tod and irresponsible interference 
in the affairs of their subjects. A 
thousand years is long enough for 
any mistake to endure." This last 
statement certainly calls for no cor­
roboration, and all true Christiana 
must hope that this writer’s pre­
diction of the downfall of the de­
spotism that has so long prevailed 
in the Bast and the North may be 
speedily verified, while Catholics 
will pray—and, so fas as they can, 
labor—that with the downfall of 
despotism may come the return of 
the separated Orientals to their 
former allegiance to the Apostolic

On Wednesday evening, the 
31st ult., Mr. Aitken, from Com 
mittee to prepare an address in 
answer to the speech of his Honor 
the Lieut. Governor at the open 
ing of the session, submitted the 
draft address and moved that it 
be forthwith considered. This 
precipitated an unexpected debate. 
The Leader of the Opposition 
pointed out that this motion was 
nnnsual and contrary to the 
usages of the Legislature. In this 
contention he was supported by 
Messrs. Campbell, Shaw and J. A. 
McDonald. It was quite plain 
that the Opposition had the best 
of the argument. The Premier 
came to the rescue of his sup 
porter, Mr. Aitken, and after some 
discussion a compromise was ef­
fected by which it was agreed that 
the mover and seconder of the 
address should make their little 
speeches, and then the Leader of 
the Opposition jrould be at liberty 
to move the adjournment of the 
debate till the following day. Mr. 
Aitken seems to be a very respec 
table gentleman, and is, we under­
stand, a successful farmer 
but his oratory does not appear to 
be adapted to the halls of ' he Leg 
islature, and seems to be quite so­
porific in character. Mr. Wise was 
the seconder of the address, and 
his speech was rather a peculiar

As we have already briefly stat 
ed, the speech put into the hands 
of his Honor the Lieut. Governor, 
by the Provincial Executive, at 
the opening of the present session 
of the Legislative Assembly, is a 
very vague and indefinite docu­
ment Whatever merits it may 
possess, are of a decidedly 
negative character.

of loyalty and devotion to her 
Majesty Queen Victoria in connec­
tion with the approaching celebra­
tion of the sixtieth year of her 
reign, are all right, although they 
might be expressed in better form. 
The portions of the speech in 
which the tax payers of the Pro­
vince feel the deepest interest, are 
those relative to our claims against 
the Dominion Government, and 
the construction of public works ; 
but it must be confessed that 
the references to these impor­
tant matters are involved in 
the greatest obscurity. The 
framers of the speech, when pre­
paring these paragraphs, evidentl- 
ly had in mind, the celebrated 
saying of Talleyrand : “ Language 
was given to man to conceal ■ his 
thoughts.” This is what the 
speech says regarding our claims 
at Ottawa : " My Government, 
during recess, has been vigorously 
prosecuting these demands with 
the result that will in the near 
future prove that our claims were 
well founded, and* such as could 
not under the present combination 
of circnmstances be successfully 
denied us.” It would require a 
subtle mind to discover in., the 
** result” of 
vigorous prosecution any definite 
advantage to this Province. The 
" combination of circumstances 
would seem to be the crucial point 
in the whole matter. If a future 
“ combination of circumstances 
should defeat Mr. Peters’ Govern 
ment at the polls, his friends at 
Ottawa would say “ you will get 
nothing ; because you did not re­
turn the Liberals to power.” But 
should the “ combination of cir­
cumstances” result, unfortunately 
for the Province, in continuing the 
present Government in power, 
the Premier coold say “ you will 
get nothing; because nothing was 
promised in the speech,” It will 
thus be seen that whichever way 
things go, the Leader of the Gov­
ernment has left himself an

the canons of criticism could ac­
cord it the merit of mediocrity.
But it is as the foreshadower of 
important legislation and the en- 
unciator of beneficial and perman 
ent public improvements, that the 
speech manifests in numerous and 
grave defects, as a state paper Of 
course, it contains a paragr 
expressive of deep gratitude 
the bountiful harvest of the past 
year. That is quite right ; all 
good Christians are thankful for 
favors of this kind. It must be 
said, however, that the farmers of 
our Province do not appear to be

Tbe most peculiar part of 
his speech was its conclusion. He 
made the extraordinary statement that 
David applied tbe following words to 
Sampson : “ My father whipped you
with whips ; but I will whip you with 
scorpions.” Admitting fer tbe sake 
of argument that David had made use 
of those words, which he certainly did 
not, by what process of reasoning 
could the speaker justify tbe anacho- 
ronism connecting David with Samp­
son ? Perhaps be had the bridging 
of the Hillsborough on the brain, aud 
felt justified in figuratively bridging 
this chronological hiatus ; or perhaps 
he made the quotation in good faith, 
imagining himself to be correct. It 
is very irreverent to trifle with the 
Scriptures in that way.

Mr. Shaw thought that the Premier, 
fresh from contact with « me of

The member for West 
River (Mr. Farquharson), he thought, 
was deserving ol sympathy in conse­
quence of bis sudden removal from 
the leadership.

He re­
ferred to what vok place in Eldon 
Hall, when the Premier and the mem 
ber for Bellas! made reference to the 
survey of the Belfast and Murrry Har 
bor Railway. Tbe Premier and his 
friend bad simply to cease speaking 
the people of that section wanted aoni 
of their talk. He considered the pre­
sence of the Premier<in East Queen’s 
during the election campaign con 
tributed largely to Mr. Martin’s elec 
tion. (At this stage the auditors, 
evidently well pleased at Mr. Sbaw’s 
remarks, applauded. Tbe Premier 
interposed to check this). Mr. Sbaw 
showed that the minute ot council 
relative to our claims against tbe Do­
minion Government, forwarded to 
Ottawa in 1893, by tbe Peter’s Gov­
ernment, was singularly inaccurate, 
In bis opinion, the paragraph in tbe 
speech referring to our claims against 
the Dominion Government did not 
mean anything ; did not promise any 
thing. He pointed out that the Lib 
eral Conservative Government of this 
Province were the only ones who sue 
cessfully pushed our claims in that 
particular. Referring to the Premier’s 
back-down on tbe matter of trade re­
lations with the United States, be 
pointed out bow tbe Grits pooh 
poohed Mr. Foster when he said we 
would have to look abroad for new 
avenues of trade. The cry of the 
Grits then was to let them in and 
the United States would open their 
merkets to our products. Cartwright 
and Davies had gone to Washington 
but they could not get the ear of 
representative American public man. 
On the heels of their visit came the 
Dingley Bill. Tbe Premier was ob­
liged to confess : “ tbe wise people on 
the other side of tbe border have re­
fused to trade with ns ; therefore we 
cannot trade with them.” The Pre 
mier had also said : “ Practical farm
era should tal^ practical farming.” Ip 
the face of this;, he called attention to 
the Premier’s agricultural speech last 
year, and the committee appointed to 
take evidefici^ Afterwards the report 
of that committee was suppressed and 
not ordered to be printed. This was 
deceiving the farmers with a ven­
geance. It was rather cool after all 
that, for the Premier now to apeak to 
tbe farmers in favor of cold storage 
He then referred to the meaningless 
paragraph about building, a bridge 
across the Hillsborough, and connect­
ing with tbe proposed railway. He 
thought tbe Government should leave 
the importation of fertilisers to private 
interprise. The youth of tbe Pro­
vince should be taught the fundamen­
tal principles of agricultural chemistry 
io the schools.

Mr. Campbell said the members of 
the Opposition stood at a disadvan­
tage, as they bad not before them the 
necessary information. We had, i f 
late, a remarkable state of things. 
Some people were disposed to rejoice 
when they learned that Farquharson 
was Leader of the Government ; but 
bad as was the real leader, tbe acting 
leader bad been worse. Referring to 
Mr, Wise’s censure of the Govern­
ment be said be would infer that the 
member for Milton himsell felt the in­
dignation against the Government 
throughout the Province. It was a 
great inconvenience to tbe members 
of the Legislature who are farmers to 
have the session called so late in tbe 
season. He was pleased to know that 
tbe sixtieth year of her Mijesty's reign 
was to be celebrated in a fitting man­
ner. Her majesty had no more loyal 
subjects in the Empire than in Prince 
Edward Island. All could remem­
ber, he said, how Mr, Farquharson 
used to howl about low prices in con­
sequence of the National Policy ; but 
as soon as the Liberals came into 
power, the prices went down lower 
than ever before. What thanks, he 
asked, are due the present Govern­
ment, for the increase in the manu­
facture of hyper and cheese ?

Dominion Parliament.

Mr. Foster’s speech.

(Mail and Empire.)
Tbe speech delivered in the House of 

Commons by Mr. Foster on Friday 
nigbf, 26th. alt, in reply to Mr. Lau­
rier, was one ot the ablest the former 
has ever delivered in the House. It 
waa calm, logical, and convincing, and 
in marked contrast to the fervid ora­
tory which fell from the lips of toe Pre 
mier. A cutting irony'ran through tbe

The fifth of the series of Lenten sermons 
was preached In St^Dunetan’s Cathedral, 
on Sunday evening last, by Rev. P. C. 
Gauthier, of St. Dunstan’s College. The 
theme of his discourse was Rules of Faith, 
and his text was from the ninth verse of 
the thirteenth chapter of St. Paul’s Epistle 
to the Hebrews : u Be not carried away 
with varions and strange doctrines.” The 
Rev. preacher |n eloquent apd convincing 
terms laid down the oharaoteristios essen­
tial to a genuine and all sufficient rule of 
faith. Such a rule of faith should have 
its warrant in the teachings of our Divine 
Lord ; it -should be accessible to all, and 
should satisfy the yearnings of al 1 desirous 
of attaining to eternal salvation. He next 
pointed out that the Catholic rule of faith 
had all these essential qualities. It rested 
not on the Sacred Scriptures only ; but on 
divine tradition as well. On the other 
hand, the rule of faith of non Catholics 
rested on the Bible and the Bible alone ; 
consequently it was not sufficient. This 
he showed by reference to the words of our 
Divine Lord Himself; f?Go teach all 
nations ; preach the Goopel to all men. 
Our dear Lord did not tell His apostles to 
write Bibles and distribute them among 
the people. He never commanded them 
to write a line, but he did command them 
to preach the Gospel everywhere. It was 
over sixty years after the ascension of our 
Lord before the whole of the New Testa 
ment was written and many long years 
after before these writings were collected 
into the form in-^hioh we find them. 
Daring all that time the work of con­
verting the world went on, the preaching 
of the Gospel was persevered in, and the 
work cf organizing the Church *vent for­
ward, From this it would De seen that an 
all sufflpient rule of faith that would satis­
fy all and could be accessible to all did 
not rest op the Bible alone. This was the 
fiirst time tde Rev. gentleman appeared ij 
the pulpit and his discourse Was learoe 
and eloquent and of a high order in ever
