Mr.J. J. Hughes
was also duly nominated: After
the nominations, a public meeting
was held in the town hall, where a
large audience of ladies and gentle-
men ussembled, and the public
questions were discussed by the
candidates and by Messrs. John
McLean, John A. Mathieson, Peter
McCourt and James McIsaac. The
meeting was strongly Conserva-
tive in tone and most enthusiastic
in its reception of the Conserva.

On
rising to speek he was received
with enthusiastic cheers lasting
some minutes, and at many stages
during the course of his discourse
he was greeted with loud ap-
plause. Certainly the speech and
the reception of our great leader
presages victory on the 26th.

Before reaching Charlottetown,
Mr. Borden addressed a monster
public meeting at Murray River
in the afternoon. The gathering
so large that no building there
could accommodate the people.
As a ccnsequence the meeting
was held in the open air. It is
estimated that abont feurteen
hundred people were in attend-
ance. The greatest possible en-
thusiasm prevailed and the Con-
servative Leader was accorded a
most magnificent reception.

The spacial train conveying Mr.
Borden and his friends did not
reach Charlottetown till near 8
o'clock. At the station an im-
mense ¢crowd had assembled and
the Leader received an ovation.
Upwards of four thousand people
assembled in and around the
market building. Not more than
half these could get in and the
Opera House was engaged where
an overflow meeting was held,
The Opera House was soon pack-
ed and still there were hundreds
who could not get in. It was,
without doubt, the grandest and
most enthusiastic demonstration
ever given to a public man in
Charlottetown. Mr. Borden, the
great Leader, was accompanied by
Col. Clark, M. P. P., for Centre
Bruce, Ontario. We have only
space to say that the Leader and
his companion were greeted with
the greatest possible applanse and
cheering, again aud again renew-
ed, and that their speeches were
masterly deliverences on the pub-
lic questions of the day. They
conveyed to us the assurance that
the Conservative victory on Mon-
day next will be us great as that
given Sir John in 1878.

Duty and Responsibility.

This is the last opportunity
we shall have of addressing
our readers before election
day. Before the HERALD is
again jssyed the electors of
Canada shall have decided
which of the great political
parties shall administer the
public affairs of our country.
It is quite unnecessary, we
feel sure, to impress upon our
readers the great and far
reaching consequences of the
choice they make on Monday
next. The responsibility of
giving good or bad govern
ment to this Dominion for the
next four or five years rests
upon the electorate, and
hinges upon the dispositions
with which they approach the
polls on election day.
Those who giye this matter
the serious consideratiop it
deserves, surely cannot hesi-

tate as to the choice they

make of representatives on
the 26th. The great Liberal
Conservative  party; the
party of Sir John McDonald ;
the party that laid deep and
solid the foundations of our
country ; the party now led
by Robert Laird Borden, is
the party of principle, the
party of moderation, the party
that has always safeguarded
our rights, and that has al-
ways stood for Canada first,
last and at all times.

It is unnecessary to dwell
at this stage, at any great
length, upon the reasons and
arguments in favor of Mr.
Borden and the Conservative
party. The reasons have al-
ready been advanced pretty
fully. From time to time we
have pointed out how flagrant-
ly Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
the Liberal party have violat-
ed every pledge and broken
every promise they made be-
fore coming into power.

Unclean
and dishonorable men, un-
worthy to associate with de-
cent people, have been kept
in the inner circle of the Gov-
ernment. Graft and dis-
honesty have been found
rampant in public depart
ments, by the Government’s
own commissioners ; but im-
mediately the heads of these
departments have been white-
washed by special com-
missioners. The greatest
political criminals have been
taken under the wing of the
Government and good fat
offices have been given them ;
the greater the criminal the
higher the emoluments of his
office.-  For these and a hun-
dred and one other reasons
that could be given the gov-
ernment and party of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier richly deserve
to be turned out of office;

to be driven from power.

A favorite cry with the
Government supporters and
the Government organs, is
that in the event of a change
Mr. Borden has not the
material out of which to form
a strong and stable Govern-
ment Nothing could be
more insulting than this. Mr.

[or three cabinets of more
ability than that which Laur-
ier now has.

For these and the numer-
ous other reasons, from time
to time presented to our
readers, let us hope, all true
lovers of our great Canadian
country, wil] go to the polls on
Monday next, with*a full
determination to sweep from
office and power the corrupt
and extravagant Laurjer ad
ministration and to put in its
stead a glean, hopest progres-
sive Government, under the
leadership of Mr. R. L. Bor-
den.

Muzzling the Minority.

One of the most astonishing
mistakes of the Laurier govern-
ment was its adherence to Mr.
Fielding’s remark that “a minor-
ity has no rights except what the
majority allows it”. It was said
in Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s presence,
and he did not repudiate it ; and
when it was again repeated he
defended it.
