COMMISSION

Secretary Of North-West
Grain Dealers Association

Explains Matters

Bulletin Special.

Winnipeg, Nov. 21—F. O. Fowler,
secretary of the North-West Grain
Dealers’ Association, was the only
witness examined at the afternoon
session of the grain commission. He
explained that the association had
been organized for the purpose of re-
ducing the expenses of running coun-
try -elevators by club methods, and
stated that at the close of the mar-
ket each day he forwarded a telegram
to one of the buyers of a company
connected with the association,whose
duty it was to communicate the con-
tents to the other buyers at the same
point. Mr. Fowler, upon taking the
stand, was subjected to a cross-ex-
amination by Mr. Menahan, in the
course of which it was elicited that
the association had been formed in
1902, and was afterwards converted
in 1903 into a joint stock company
by special act of the Manitoba legis-
lature, and that it was composed of
about one hundred and twenty grain
dealers, mostly elevator and mill
owners, of whom ninety were non-
residents of the city. The association
had, he stated, been formed for the
purpise of enabling the owners of
country elevators to operate them
more cheaply by clubbing together in
thé sending of telegrams regarding
the price to be paid, the obtaining
of cheaper freiglit rates, the buying
of gasoline in large quantities and
consequently more cheaply, and other
like Jbjects, The cost of transmis-
sion of telegrams to their country
agents by members of the trade had,
previously to the formation of the
essociation, cest hetween eight and
nine thousand dollars - per- month,
where it now cost only about $2,500
per month and a quicker delivery was
assured on account of the fewer num-
ber sent. There were also several
other small items on which money
was saved to the trade by these club
methads. The witness stated that he
sent telegrams to the number of about
three hundred at the close of the
market each day, one to a buyer in
each town, and waz expected to trans-
mit the contents of the wire to the

other grain men connected .with the *

associatdon in the same town. As
the telegram was to be shown ta each
it was signed and was then returhed
to the witness who filed it for futare
reference. Asked why- there .-was a
rule requiring the paper to be signed,
he said that it was dimply a business
method whereby the different firms
could learn that the prices were being
properly transmitted to their repre-
sentatives each day. The price wired
out was always one cent less than the
market price-which was allowed for
commission, except at times when
there was a premium on cash“wheat
when the farmer was given the bene-
fit of this also. He admitted that at
times the price wired out might have
been more than one cent less than
the market price, but such a thing
was improbable and he could not re-
member of any time that it happen-
ed. He generally consulted some
other members of the association be-
fore wiring the prices, as he did not
like to take the responsibility all on
his own shoulders, but there had been
times when he had wired" without
such consultation. He sent the tele-
grams immediately upon the close of
the market at 1.30 p.m., or at least a
few minutes afterwards. These prices
then ruled till 9.30 o’clock the next
morning.

CANADA DOES NOT WANT THEM

taken on th2 practice of certain Eng-
lish maglstrates who deport criminals
to this country instead of sending them
to jiil.

Nine Candidates now InThe
Field—Two Mayoralty-

The political pot is commencing to
seeth, and candidates are bobbing up
here and there while public meetings
are being spoken of with more or less
certainty

The candidates who are now cer-
tainly in the field are Lucien Dubuec,
atiorney; F. M. Lannie, of the Cecil
hotel; J. R. Heatherington, real es-
tate agent, First street; A. H. Allen,
accountant, of the Bulletin, and the
East end ticket.

Others are spoken of but none so
far have positively stated .that they
will run, although there are some who
have been spoken wf who positively
state that they will mot run. John I.
Mills is one of these. His name was
freely mentioned on the streets, but
he positively states this morning that
he is not a candidate.

On the mayoralty ticket, J. T. Blow-
ey, who has been mentioned as a pos-
sible candidate, stated positively this
morning that he was not going to run.

Lucien Dubuc says that he has not
yet laid~down a platform except:in
a general way.: He will endorse the
policy :of munieipal ownership adopt-
ed by past councils and the large pro-
gram of publi¢g-works:laid out by the
council jusgt retiring.

Mr. Lannie says he will announce
his platform in due time, but that he
is not ready yet to make any state-
ment.

The East-enders intend to_run as a
solid ticket and they intend to have
one platform for all the candidates.

SPEECH FROM
THE THRONE

1

Refers Specially To Tanff
. Revision—Other Matters
Dealt With

Bulletin Special.

Ottawa, Nov. 22.—In the speech from
the Throne opening Parllament, Lord
Grey referred to the unparelleled
prosperity of the Dominion, the great
expansion of trade and increased Im-
migration, especially from the British
Isles. He alluded to his tour through
the western provinces where he found
the people prosperous happy and con-
tented. Reference was made to the
Milan exhibition where the Canadian
exhibit was a feature of the display
and which will lead to increased trade
with Southern and Central Europe.
Special reference- was made to tariff
revision. The tariff will be reason-
ableand moderate and not much change
in substance. British preference - he
considered legitimate  discriminatjon
against those countries who refuse to
deal with Canada on something like
equal terms. Reference was made to
taking over the naval docks off Hali-
fax to be used as a base for aid of
navigation. Satisfaction is expressed
at the Imperial legislation to prevent
any movement to deter immigration to
Canada. Reference was made to the
meeting of the Provincial Premiers, the
census of the western provinces which
will add five members, three for Sas-
katchewan and two for Alberta. A bill
will be entered to make the election
law more stringent. There will be a
bill to amend the Dominion Land Act,
one to amend the Postoffice Act, one
for the inspectien of meats and canned

goods and one dealing with patent me-
dicines.

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STEAMERS
COLLIDED

Kaiser Wilhelm Der Grosse
In Collision With The

Orinoco,

Bulletin Sgpecial.

Cherbourg, France, Nov. 22.—Detajls
of the collision yesterday between the
North German Lloyd's steamer Kaijser
Wilhelm der Grosse and the British
Royal Mail steamer Orinoco, show that
it otctrred at 9 o’clock last night. The
steamers were both outward bound fo-
New York and West India poris respec-
tively. The shock is described as hav-
ing been terrific, causing a panic
among the passengers on board the two
vessels. Three men and a woman were

killed, six women and a man injured
and five persons knocked overboirdand
drowned. Of the two seamers tre Ger-
man liner sustained the greater dam-
age but beyond the fact that she has a
hole in one side the nature of her injur-
ies has not been ascertained. Four of
the crew of the Kaiser Wilhelm der
Grosge are reported to have been kill-
ed and twelve to have besn injured, but
the exact number of killed and injurel
on that vessel have not been reported
yet. The damage to the Orinoco was
confined to her bows. Both vessels re-
main in the roadstead here.

THREE KILLED BY EXPLOSION.

Rochester, N.Y., Nov. 21—A {atal
accident occurred this forenoon at
Eastman Kodak Park works, at the
Charlotte boulevard, in which three
meri. were killed ,eight seriously in-
jured and six slightly injured. One
of the dead has been identified as Jas.
Burns, of Rochester, and another as
Earl Cleveland, of Auburn. The men
Wweéte at work on a scaffold near the
the top of a two story building, which
is .one of eight buildings in course of
construction in Kodak Park. It is
known as the emulsion bullding and
was constructed of steel, conecrete and
brick. A hasty examination of the
wreck revealed that the probable
cause of the accident was the removal
of the supports of the steel flooring
before the éoncrete had properly set.
Absut twenty workmen were on the
upper scaffold when the top floor gave
way. The roof and walls toppled in
with a crash. The men were hurled
into the debris, falling about forty
feet. It is known that at least three
men were killed while ten were car-
ried to the hospitals in ambulances.
As the men wete worked by numbers
the dead and injured cannot be iden-
tified until the contractors look up
the ndmes and the numbers in their
books.

CHINAMEN
" EXCLUDED

British Authorities Decline
To Allow Celeshials To
Land

— WHAT HE SAW

Among numerous other gyidences of
the interest in Canada’s resources teing
awakened in financial circles in Great
Britain, it is recalled that last sum-
mer the “Financier and Bullionist” of
London, England, a daily paper of
high standing in British financial cir-
cles, sent thair editor, Mr. R. J. Bar-
rett, on a tour through this Cominion
for the purpose of looking closzely into
th2 country’s natural resources, that the
paper might be able to speak with auth-
prity. ‘Amongst other places visited,
Mr. Barrett spent .a day .or two in Ed-
monton, and was ghown about, and pro-
vid>d with a good deal of information,
by Mr. Turnbull of the Bank of Com-
merce, the pecretary of the board of
trade and pthers.

GRAIN COMMISSION
" AT DELORAINE

Deloraine, Man., Nov. 16.—A howling
blizzard raged all night, and is still
blowing, -and has no doubt geriously in-

terfered with the attendance on the sit-
tings of the grain commission. The full
commission sat in Flynn’s hall, at 10
o'ciock, whan Chairman Millar exglain-
ed the objxt of the commission. The
first witness called was Alex. Rankin, a
N;nga-farmer. Mr. Rankin's complaint
was in referenze to th2 mixing of wre.t
in a special bin. He had put his wheat
in a special bin, but before hs could
get it out, other wheat had been put
in, and h2 had not only lost indentity
of h's wheat, but had lost track of the
numb2r o bushzls. Th3 elevator man
had been too busy at the time the
wh3at was delivered, and he had not re-
ceived proper tickets. Mr. Rankin pro-
duced documentary evidence t0 prove
that th2 wheat was special binned. He
had delivered about three cars to the sre
cial bin. The first car graded No. 1
nard, with 1 per cent dockage; the
next car gradel No. 1 with 11-2 per
cent dockage, and the third car ran
about the same. He2 cons.derel the dock-
age excessive as th2 wheir hau veen
run over the cleaner on his own piace.
He had put in 4,458 bushe.s and had not
got out that much. He had accepted the
1ast car as equal in grade to his own,
but he was not satmiied with the
weights and dockage. - He had made his
comp.aint 10 Warenouse Commissioner
Castie, but there had not been ,ume tor
a rep.y from him yet. He had aiso
calitd the aitent.on of Deputy Commis-
soner Snow to tha2 fact that the e.e-
vator man had not sufficient help to
run the elevator properly, but nothing
s2emud to have b.ea done about it. L'he
elevator clajmed $52.80 for charges and
excess. He had not yet paid the
charges on the -last car. He sold
through Greaves & Riley and had re-
ce;vea. the returns from -ihe cars
through them.

Mr. Mi.ar stated that the commis:ion
wou.d consider the compiaint as 0 re-
duced dockage and Castie would no
aouot deal with the comiaint sant in 10
him, but he pointed out to Mr. Rankin
1that both he and the elevator man had
done ~bus_ness in arather s:ipshod man-
ner.

Mr. Rankin wanted government own-
ership of terminal clevators. ‘vhen lLe
had shipped cars .direct to Fort Wi
Lam, h2 had always founa the weighs
satigiactory, but when he did business
through the elevators owned by priva.e
corporat.ons, whathar he put itthiouzn
a ‘spacial or a general bun, ic appea.-
ed to him, to be a casz OI “"heaus Lne
elevator wins, tai.s h2 .103..”

Mr. J. J. Musgrove, a Boissevain
farmer appeared vetorz the commission
on behalf of the Grain Growers’ as.o0--
tation or Boissevain. tiisconp.aint was|
in reference to what h2g characee ized
as  *the -combjne. or CoiWgiragy 10 roo
us Of our 1oL grades oa wneat, cals and
bariey.” He had driven wheat on 10
the Boissevain market, and buyers had
to.d hum it was No. i1 bhard, vut tney
wou d not give him No. 1 hard, as they
cou.d not ger Thut graue 1ro.n mr. HO n.
He thaugne the grading was very nhasd
oa wne .armers i1or more No. 1 hard
was sh.pped out in the spring than was
toughc in th2 1ai. He nad no posidi/e
proor of it, out judgel so from reports
Of ingpecLions appeailig N Ne payel.

Mr. Musgrove had no complaint o. the
form or ih: 1nspecidon act, out tnoagne
ths deputy inspectors wesr2 not v .e
uaole as Mr. Horn. Mr. Musgrove
sirongly ooj:cted w th2 tarmina: c.e/a-
1or passing into the hands O. privale
corporatons. hie though. cleaning and
binning at termina: eievators shouid oo
under government 3upzrivision.

Rober: Jamea King, a W hitewater
farmer, aisJ) repreae.ated ihe boissevain
grain growers. He endorsed a.l thac
nad beea said by Mr. Musgrove, buc
adied an additional compiainct as o ‘car
shortage. At Whitewater oniy 48 cars
o1 whz2at had bpeen snipped cug Lhs
year againsc 160 for the same period
1a8l year. He had ordered & car in the
second week in Septemrte: and had not
got it yet. He beueved that Boiscevain
got a Dbetter car service than Whitewa-
ter because it was now a competing
point on th3 Great Northern. He knew
4 man in Bolssevain wno had got a
car last week four days after oraering,
while he had not bgen able to ge. one
in two months. H: had peen in.ormea
on good authority that the =-miil at
Boissevain had told the C. P. R. agent
that if they dia not -get cars they wou.d
sh.p everything out over the Great Nor-
thern, andin a week they had ten cars.
he comp.ained also of the wunfair
weights and manipulations at country
elevaors. He thought it would De 2
good p.an if all elevators were Com~
pelled to weigh at public scales in th2
street, weighing to’ be’ done by an out-
sde party. ‘The loss and inconveni-
ence hz had sufferel from a shortage
of cars this year would amount to over
$100. He had rajsed about 6,000 bushels.

Mr. J .J. Musgrove was pérmitted 0
return and to gtaté that he thought
the grades ag approved were not fair 1o
the crops of thig year. Mr. Boyle ask-
ed if he wou:d have the inspection act
amended to sult certain localities and
ceriain years.

James Fleming, a Whitewater farm-
er, appeared to represent the Deloraine |
Grain Growers. Ho was askKed 10 spzak|
on thz car shortage question. He could
endorse what haa been said about the
shoriage at Wh tewater. He had waited
five weeks for a ¢ar and when it came
it was only a 660 bushel car and was
in bad condition, and would hardly «nid
fotatoes, let alone wheat. He nad
mended {t the best he could and filiel it,
and that was all the wheat He had been
able to get out. He had ralsed 3,300
bushels. He Fleming said that he was
sorry thz storm had kept the men from
Waskada getting in as the car short-
age was more acutz on that branch
than any othar. Referring to

Vice-President Whyte's éxplanation
about {h: cars, he showed that a¢ ordn3’
to Mr. Whyt2's own figurés the rai.-
way company was only capable of ship-,
ping out oné day's threshing in a month.'
He thought the threshing period was
likely to be shortemed rather than ex-,
tended and ths question was ons otg
where the wheat was to bé storei He
was not in' tavor of portabls graneries.)
The elevator system at present was
cumbrous and éxpensive: He thought
the rajlways should store the svheat.'
As ¢ommon carriers theéy are bound to
furnish storage for all frelght which

they cannot furnish cars for. He con-
sidered they had violated the common
carriers’ act in leasing sites to eleva-
tors.

Mr. Fleming thought the proper ar-
rangements would be for the C. P. R.
to build one large elevator of suitable
capacity for a district. There ghould
be no buyers, but the wheat ghould b2
put through the elevators and s0ld by
the farmersz on track. Mr. Flenfing
strongly deprecated the terminal eleva-
tors balng allowed to pass into the
hands of privats corporations. He spok?
of the loss on screenings. He thought
th2 screenihgs 8hou'd be sold yearly by
auction and the procesds used to pay
for two gooi men who would supefvise
the cleaning of the wheat. Theee men
shou'd be nominated by the producers
and endorsed by the government.

J. H. Urle, a Deloraine grain buyer,
appeared as president of the Farmers
Eievator Co. His complaint was of the
undue dockage set by Mr. Horn. Cars
that had been cleaned twice were dock-
éd 11-2 per cent. Other cars that had
been cleaned once were graded No. 1
hard and docked 3 per cent. The eleva-
tor had samples of nine cars. They
had out-turns for séventy-nine cars and
the dockage was 1,000, and the elevator
company was up against a loss. Grad-
es always got stiffer as it got towards
the close of navigation and were al-
ways easler again in the spring. They
had not asked for reinspection on ac-
count of the undue dockage. The Far-
mers Elevator did not buy grain. Their
Inward weights fell short at Fort Wil-
llam ten bushels on every thousand
on all the cars they had weighed. The
commission adjourned at 12.30.

The commission resumed its sitting
akt 2 o'clock. Mr. William Allison, of
Deioraine, a farmer was the first wit-
ness. Mr. Allison’s complaint was the
frequent one of special binned wheat
being mixed and reduced in quality be-
fore reaching the chief inspector. He
produced samples of wheat screenings
from the local elevators and of bran
showing that ‘some portions of the
screenings go into the bran. It ap-
peared an inquiry by the commission
that Mr. Allison had not kept samples
of the-individual loads delivered to spe-
cial bins and in this' way the identity
of the wheat was lost. His gpecial com-
plaint was that when he got the in-
spection and found the dockage at Win-
nipeg heavy he asked D. D. Campoell
at Winnipeg to get a sample from In-
spector Horn’s officee He found that
from half a pound of wheat three-
quarters of an ounce of screenings had
been cleaned through the test screens.
Mr. Allison did not believe that this
sample was his own wheat. His conten-
tion wds that he had taken three or
four loads to the elevator and his
wheat was not so good as what he had
put in the special bin and it had graded
Na. 1 noitkern and sod for 63 1-2c. He
thought it was a poor commentary on
his rarming if after being cleaned at
the elevator there was so much dock-
age in order to keep the grade. He
always summerfallowed one-third of

his land every year and kept 160 sheep. }

Mr. Allison also made complaint of
the extreme shortage of cars and
thought that 50 per cent of the crop
should be moved before navigation
closed. He also thought that the rail-

way companies should furnish storage
either at lake terminals or at coua-
try points.

Charles W. Law:iey, manager for the
Ogilvie Milling Co., was called and ex-
amined. He told precisely the ' same
story as to where the street and track
prices came from. Asked as to how
ne cane out on grades and weights he
said that last year he was 800 bushels
short. He had not been asked to put
up for this shortage but had been in-
structed to be more careful in buying.
He never broke the grade as his in-
structions were to buy to grade, but
ne broke prices sometimes.

James A. McMillan, buyer for the
Northern Elevator Co., was next exam-
ined. He is the man who received the
dally wire from Winnipeg as to prices,
had it signed and returned to ¥. O.
Fowler. There was no competition in
prices.

Alex. Innes, of Deloraine, afarmer,
laid complaint as to car shortage. He
should ship from Leighton siding. Mr.
Innes stated that he had ordered the
car to this siding on spot low, and had
not received it yet. Not getting the
car he had been obliged to get lumber
and build bins, and to haul a portion
of the grain to Deloraine. At Delor-
aine he had ordered a car on Oct. 24.
He thought this showed discrimina-
tion in the distributipn of cars.

It was much more costly to haul to
Deloraine than to Leightoh. It could be
hauled to the siding for 76c a load and
to Deloraine it cost $2 per load.

He had raised between 5,000 and 6,000
bushels and considered that his direct
cash lost to date on account of the
shortage of cars would be at least
$100.

Dr. W. J. C. Tomlin, of Deloraine,
a farmer, also spoke of the Leighton
siding. He thought that as the cars
for Leighton had to be ordered at Del-
oraine that a car ordered for Leigh-
ton on September 1 should have pre-
cedence over a car ordered for Del-
oraine on September 2. This had not
been the rule of the past. Dr. Tomlin
also made a complaint of a car shipped
by him on Novemnber 2, and of 'which ke
had not yet received returns. He was
referred to D. D. Campbell, the Domin-
ion government shippers’ agent at Win-
nineg.

H. Ward, a buyer for the Interna-
tional HElevator Cb., was called and
gave evidence as to the recelving of
the daily telegram re prices from
Winnipeg. He believed it to tbe the
prices set by the Graln ‘Dealers’ As-
sociation, and that the telegram was
returned to F. O. Fowler. He had no
trouble with special binned wheat. He
always settled on the basis of storage
receipts, if they shipped a farmer’s
car, and it ran a few bushels over the
record of both net and gross weights.

J. B. Wilkinson, manager of the Far-
mers Blévator, appeared to give evi-
dence. He saild there was no buying
done at that elevator. He stored wheat
for farmers; ¥ they agreed on the
grade it went into the geéreral bin, If
they did not agree he put the wheat
into a special bin. He next spoke on
car shortafé and etated that an orcer
for a car placed for thé Farmers Ele-
vator Co. by him*on September 24, was

not fillec yet and there ‘was feven
¢irs ahead of them. In reply 1o @
Luestion.. from the commission some
one in the hall statel there were 1355
unfilled car orders at Deloraine,

As there were no other. witneésses
who desired to glve evidence the com-
mission was adjourned to the Winui-
peg sittings next week. Chairman
Miller left on the 4.30 train to spend
Sunday in Indian Head.

R. C. Dunbar, of the Hansard staff,
who has acted as officlal stenographer
for theé commission, leaves . tomorrow
for Ottawa for the session. All the
members of the commission have ex-
pressed their regret at losing Mr. Dun-
bar who from his intimate knowlefge
of the taking of evidence of commis-
sions, has been of the greatest pos-
sible service officially and socially; he
has been a most delightful travelling
companion. The members of the press
will regret Mr. Dunbar’'s departure
quite as much as the commission as
his unfailing courtesy in looking up his
notes for their benefit has been of the
greatest possible assistance.

When parliament announced its
intention to amend the Manitoba
Grain Act, it sent a representative to
Ottawa to present the views of the
farmers of Alberta on what subject
and it aided materially in securong a
special classification of Alberta wheat
in the interests of the swine breed-
opinion from its members as to the
advisability of the provincial govern-
ment’s building and operating a pork
packing and beef canning plant..
government for consideration.

Resolutions have been received
from nearly all the locals and are
now ready to be submitted to the
special classification of Alberta win-
ter wheat. 3

Through the secretary it has been
able to give information and advice
which has led to the establishment of
three government creameries in the
province; and by the same means it
aided many of its members in dis-
tricts where the winter wheat was
winter killed, to secure a supply of
seed at a reasonable price and with-
out the intervention ef middlemen.

As the season advanced and a
bountiful harvest became practically
assured, the press of the province was
filled. with. reports - of a ‘““bumper’
crop and one far exceeding anything
that had been known before, while the
grain dealers by way of variety en-
tertained the farmers with predictions
of 15 cent. and 18 cent oats for the
coming season. The managers of the
association realized that this augured
ill for the farmers of the province,
and in order to check the downward
tendency in the price. of Alberta’s
staple crop, they requested the pro-
vincial government fo appoint an
agent to seek a market for Alberta
farm products, especially wheat and
vats. The government complied. with
this request and appointed Mr. D. W.
Warner to perform this duty. Mr.
Warner did his work thoroughly and
well and instead of 16 cent and 19
cent oats, the ruling price is now 23
cents,

Besides the work of Mr. Warner to-
ward the improvement in the price of
farm products, another agency con-
tributed greatly to the same end. This
is the work done by Mr. Rice Shep-
pard, vice-president of the Central
Association, and  secretary of the
Strathcona loeal, in securing -a load-
ing track on the E. Y. and P. branch
of the C. N. R. south of Btratheona.
This is a great convenienice- to the
firmers in the settlements between
the 14th base line and the Calgary
trail. It is being taken advantage of

by many farmers who wish to ship
their own grain and they are realiz-
ing from 24 cents to 25 cents per
bushel for good feed and milling
oats.

One remark of Mr, Warner’s in his
report ‘'on his trip to the coast is
worthy of especial mention. It is
that the price per bushel which a
fafmer receives for his grain has
about ag much to do with the general
prosperity of the ¢ountry and the pro-
motion of immigration as the number
of bushels he can raise per acre. This
is a tenet of practically every membear
of the association, and we have no
doubt will be adopted ' das one of its
mottoes. To aid the farmers to raise
the greatest possible amount of the
very best grain from a given area
and to assist them to obtain the
highest possible price for it is the
constant endeavor of the managers of
the Albzsrta Farmers Associatioft.

CALGARY SPRING SHOW,

The program, the rules governing
the next pure bred sale, horse show
»nd provincial fat stock show have
been issued by Becretary E. L. Rich-
ardson, who has succeeded Mr. C. W.
Peterso.a as secretary of the Live Btock
Associations of Alberta.

Next year’s évents will take place
at Victoria park, Calgary, as follows:
FHorse breeders’ annual meeting Mon-
day evening, April 1st; provincial
horse show, pure bred cattle show and
fat stock show, Tuesday, April 2nd,
all day and evening; auction sale of
bulls, April 3rd, 4th and if necessary,
the 5th; cattle breeders’ annual meet-
ing on the evening of the 3rd, and

public meeting on the evening of the’

7th. Four lectures illustrated with
live stock will be delivered on April
8rd and 4th.

A new sale building is now being
erected, 160x80 feet in size. This will
give plenty of indoor accommodation
should the weather not be favourable,
and the horse show, which will be con-
tinued in the evening, will be held in
this building. It is hoped all the
stables will be placed in a row on
the high and level ground at the east
side of the park.

AUCTION SALE.

The rules governing the sale and
shows are now in the printers’ hands
and will be mailed as soon as possible
There were two important changes
made in the rules of sale. In future
any owner who by-bids or authorizes
anyone to do so for him will not be
permitted to participate in future
sales for a term to be decided upon by
the executive committee. After care-
ful consideration it was decided to
make the next ‘sale for bulls only and
give the members of the association
an opportunity at the annual meet-
ing to decide whether they considered
it advisable to hold a sale of female
stock in the summer or fall.

WINTER FEEDING OF DAIRY CAT-
TLE AT THE C.E.F.
(Farmers® Advocate.)

The roughage ration for the winter
months was made up of straw, roots,
ensilage and eclover hay. The straw
was cut, the : <ts were pulped, and
a mixture in tuc proportions of 400
1bs. ensilage, 200 lbs. roots, and 3
Ibs. cut straw p:epared every second
day. This mixture being put in a
solid pile, fermented more or less in
a few hours, and the whole ‘mass be-
came quite juicy and apparently very
palatable to the cows by the time it
was being fed. It was fed at the
rate of about 40 lbs. per 1,000 live
weight of cows fed.

The meal mixture this year was
made up of bran 50 parts, ground
oats 25 parts, oil meal 25 parts. This
mixture was fed at the same time as
the roughage. Each cow received
meal in proportion to the amount of
milk she was producing. The amount
fed varied from 2 lbs. per day up to
13 lbs. per day. The meal portion
was thiown on 4op

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WESTERN COAL FIELDS

(tawa, Nov .18.—If the develop-
ment of the coal industry to be
taken as indicative of the prosperily
and development of a region ,then
Western Canada is making almost
unprecedented strides. Mr. T. C. Den-
nis of the Geological Survey, has
just returned from a visit through
the principal western coal fields of
thz mainland and he reports tha
everywhere coal mining is going
ahead at a tremendous pace. It. is
only a_very few Yyears since the coal
mines worthy of the name operating
in Alberta were the Lethbridge and
Canmore mines. These have expand-
ed into large enterprises, and many
other simi:ar adventures have since
achieved success. There are now in
the provinces of Alberta and Saskat-
chewan over twenty well established
and well equippel colleries, besides
countiess smaller mines which are
worked spasmodically to supply Iloc-
al wants.

Figures speak loudér than words.
The records kept by the Mines Sec-
tion of the Geological Survey show
that in 1887 the coal production -of
the then Northwest Territories was
for that year 74,150 tons, valued et
$167,578. Last year the figures
for Alberta and Saskatchewan had
attainel over 1,000,000 tons, repre-
gsenting a value of over $2,000,000. In
other words, in eighteen years
the production had increased about
fourteen-fold.

But even at a very greatly increas-
el rate of production, the question
of exhaustion of the fossil fue. is yet
ina future

bearing region of the great plain pro-
vinces, between the. international
boundary and the 50th parallel of
latitude has an area of over 65,-
000 square miles.

In this vast expanse of country
all the different grades of coal are
represented—from a lignite, = contain-
ing fourteen per cent. moisture. 36
volatile matter and 44 per cent. fix-
ed carbon, to an anthracite with as
much as ninety per cent. mixed car-
bon. This variety of coal allows of
each industry to be suited to a
nicety according to its reguirements,
and coals of superior quality may
be found for steam-raising, black-
smithing, coke manufacture and do-
mestic use.

One of the features of the coal in-
dustry of Alberta in 1906 has been
the inauguration of new methods of
mining in the Edmonton region,
Heretofore the coal for the use of
the district was mined by means of
tunnels driven on the coal! seams which
outcraps on the steep and high
banks of the Saskatchewan; this
coal was shipped by means of
scows. But with the growth of the
region these means were thought
inadequate, and within the last
three months shafts have been sunk,
the deepest to two hundred feet, which
will greatly facilitate the extraction
and the coal production is now ready
to keep apace with the growth of the
region expected by tne most sanguine
Edmontonian. The product of the
mines of this district is a lignii2 coal
well adapted to domestic uses,

At Bankhead, nhear Banff ,the Pacific
Coal Company is mining _anthracite.
The preparation of this coal for the
market is attended with the produc-
tion of a large portion of coal dust.
After a long series of experiments as
to ihe best means of utilizing this
dust, the coal company is at present
erecting a very coinplete and up-to-

date briquettipg plant, and it is ex-
pected that within a few months an
excellent fuel, new to Canada will be
placed on the market in the form of
anthracite coal dust briguettas.’

On the mainland of British Colum-
bia the coal industry has not been
less active. It is true that in 1906
the only producing company besides the
Vancouver. Island colleries was the
Crow’s Nest Coal Company, but pre-
parations were being made in the
Crow’s Nest field, in its northern
extension and. along the line of the
Canadian Pacific Railway for the es-
tablishment of new and important
mines.

At present the largest individual col-
liery of British Columbia, and of Wes-
tern Canada for that matter, is the
Coal Creek Collery of the Crow’s Nest
Coal Company which can handle four
thousand tons of coal in a day of ten
hours.

Over and above all the producing
fie'ds, there are yet in these pro-
vinces vast tracts, underlaid by incal-
able gquantities of coal, which are
waiting the advent of the railroad to
be developed and to become important
producers; and Mr. Dennis believes
that judging from all appearances, they
will nct have to wait very long.

S r fandfo-d Fl2ming, C.E., whose in-
tel'ectual, scientific and practical al-
ta:nments rlace him in the forefront of
the publ'c men of Canada, whose par-
ticular services in advocating and
pioneering the first transcontinental.
ra’'lwa y. constitute an indebtness
which Manitoba and western Canada
can never repay, is again visiting the
scenes of his early labors, says a
Winnipeg paper.. He arrived in thecity
y's erday ‘n his private car, accompan-
ied by Jozeph Irving, Capt. Cape, C.C.
Chipman . and hisson Hugh Fl2ming.

Soon after his arrival, Sir Sandford
Fleming called upon his friend, Lieut.
Governor Sir Daniel McMillan, with
whom he recenily crossed the ocean,
and spent the day in meeting former
acquaintances and reviewing the evi-
dences of progress. which, on every
hand thrust themselves upon hig at-
tention. Th's last trip ‘o the old coun-
try was the forty-fifth time he had
crossed the Atlantic, on which he has
voyaged on salling vessels, the ntoable
Great Eastern, au: of course, many of
existing up-to-date oea palaces.

The distinguished engineer courteous-
1y received in-his pri+ate car lasteven-
inga Free Press interviewer, to whom
he d'sclosed the purpose of his journey.

“lam going to s2¢ what progress
cement works are making at Ecshaw,
60 or more m les west of Calgary,” he
said.

*‘vhat agriculture, with a cagital in-
vestment iour times the investment in
manutaciuring, shou.d’'be rirst care o
our legislators, is self evident. 'I'hat
the eirect of the tariff has been to
toster and stimulate manufacturers at
the expense of our basic industry can ue
easily demonstrated.

“In Manijtoba, where agriculture is
eminentiy the industry o. the peop.e,
we find that rural population shows an
increase for the ten years ending with
1800 or five per cent less than
the incregse in urban population.
In Ontario the rural gpopula.on
decreased in the ten yeirs by over
3 3-4.per cent, while urban population
increased by 14 1-4 per cent. In Canada
as a whole the rural increase was 11-2
per cent, while the increate in cities,
towns and villages was 31 1-2 per cent.
And the same tendency is observab.e
stiil, but in a more marked degree.
The report of the Bureau of Industries
shows a decline of twenty-seven thous-
and in rural population in Ontario be-
tween 1900 and 1904, while city and
town population increaged from seven
hundred and ninety-four thousand to
eight ‘hundred and eighty - seven
thousand. In Manitoba, where
the population increcsed by 100.-
000 between 1900 and July last, about
eight-tenths of the increase was in tie
cities and towns.

This aggrandizement of the urban at
the expense of the rural ge:tions is an
effect of protection. The protection ac-
corded by the tariff -enables manufac-
turers of certain classes of agricultur-
al implements to charge Canadian con-
sumers 25 per cent more than the value
of ‘the articles manufactured. The
fime protective tariff permits an over-
charge of 30 to nearly 50 per cent on
woollen goods and 50 per cent on ihe
cheaper grades of farm carriages. The
average rate of taxation on dutiable
goods in 1904 was 27 1-2 per cent, and to
that extent, speaking broadly, Canadian
manufacturers were enabled to ove:-
charge Canadian consumers on pur-
chases made by those consumers.
Farmers do not and cannot secure any
compensation in return for all this by
any tariff that can be devised. We
have today, a surplus of one hundred
and twenty million dollars of farm pro-
duce for export; the surplus is contin-
ually increasing, and s0 long asthese
conditions continue, the foresign price
must control the home price of farm
products. While a protective tariff can
and does limit our purchasing power
it cannot and does not enhance the
price of articles we have to sell.

“We therefore ask, in the coming re-
vision of the tariff, that the protective
principle be wholly eliminated; that the
principle of tariff for revenue only,and
that revenue based on an honest and
economical expenditure of the public
funds, be adopted; and, as proof of our
gincerity, we will, if this pdsitjon js
adopted by the Government, gladly as-
sent to the- entire abolition -of ths
whole list of duties on agricultural im-
ports.

The Gleichen campaign began Monday
evening with a large meeling in St.

H. Riley, Liperal candidate, and Mr.

He dces not
pretend to eloquence or oratory, but
gives the impression of strong sence,
self-reliance, energy and pertinacity.

C. S. Lott to the Albertan: “We
have a’great demand for coal at pre-
sent, and are filling all orders with
the exception of car lots, which we
are receiving from large firms, etec.
Now there is such a scércity we have
to be very careful, as we wish to sup-
ply all we can for household purposes,
therefore we are not supplying large
firms with their ear lot orders but are
looking out to the other classes. Of
these we cam supply all within a few
days.” 7

Peet, Toole Co. have geveral orders
for Blairmore coal which they find is
turning out satjsfactorily.

“We cannot supply any other but
this kind, so our customers have no
choice. Regarding the situation for
the next week or two they would have
nothing to say.
